Havana, Cuba, April 21—A strike of
tobacco workers ‘of Havana and Pinar
del Rio provinces began on Saturday af-
ternoon to enforce demands for a gener-
al twenty per cent increase in wages
and various betterments in working con-
ditions. It is estimated that between
8,000 and 10,000 men are affected.

Cigar box makers, who have been on
a strike for some time, have been the
support of the tobacco workers, who de-
clare they will not return to work, even
if their demands are granted, until the
demands of the former are satisfactorily
settled.

on Ferry

Recommendation To
Be Sent to The
Council

AFFEGTS ONLY TRANSIENTS

Tickets and Vehicle Traffic at
Present Rate—Object of Change
is to Get More Revenue—
Other Matters Before Commis

A recommendation that the fares for
transient passengers on the ferry steam-
ers be raised from three to five cents
was adopted by the common council
committee this morning by the deciding
vote of the mayor. This, if adopted by
the council, will not affect the users of
book tickets nor vehicular traffic but
is expected to secure a substantial in-
crease in revenue from transients, chiefly
strangers to the city. A considerable
amount of other business was transacted
at the meeting, at which all members
of the council were present.

_The motion of which Mr. Jones had’
given notice on Saturday for the in-
crease of the bond issue for the East
St. John water system by $5,000 was
ado;}ted. At a cost of $80,000, 5,695 feet
of slxt.een inch main had been laid, with
425 still to® be laid, in addition to back-
filling, etc. The estimate had been $65,-
000, _but the cost had increased owing
to hlglger cost of labor and  material.
Authority was given to finance the work
pending the sale of bonds. Bills will
be paid on certificate of the city en-
gineer and charged to the bond issue.

Public Works.

Regarding a petition from J. P. Mott
and others for improvement of the side-
walk and roadway on Metcalf street ex-
tension (east of Adelaide street), Mr.
Fisher reported as follows:— ¥

That the street is ‘not incorporated,
that it is “lop-sided”’ (running east and
west. on a northerly slope of land), that -
the houses and -other buildings on. the.
northern, or low side of the street have
been -erected without raising the land
and that the street cannot be brought
to a proper grade and a permanent side- .
walk construeted without blocking some
of the property entrances.

He recommended that if permission
could be obtained from some -or all of
the . property owners partially to grade
the street by filling as high as the con-
ditions would permit, and to retain this
filling by embanking on the lands of the
owners, the work be undertaken by the
public works department, and a cinder
sidewalk furnished; this to serve until
there was an opportunity for raising the
street to its proper grade.

Regarding the lack of sewerage in this
street, there appeared to be no way at
present of providing it as the street was
lower than any available outlet for a

| sewer.

Increase in Pay.

Mr. Fisher asked for authority to in-
crease the pay of foremen in his de-
partment by raising the possible limit
from $3.50 to $4. He explained that he
had to meet changing conditions and
would find the extra money by cutting
down the amount of work.

A plea for decision on the housing and
town planning problem was made by
Mr. Bullock, who reported that he had
received several more applications for
lots in the Manawagonish road.

A proposal to change the ferry rates
for transient patrons was introduced by
Mr. Bullock, for the purpose of in-
creasing the revenue, who moved for in-
crease in the cash ferry rate from three
to five cents. He explained that, if the
same number of people paid cash fares
this would produce additional revenue
of almost $10,000 a year. He did not
propose any change in the price of tickets
for regular patrons nor any increase in
vehicle rates.

Mr. Fisher wanted time to consider
and Mr. Thornton moved in amendment
that the recommendation be laid on the
table.

The amendment was defeated and the
motion to send the recommendation to

. the council was carried.

A request for permission to instal a
gasoline pump on the street curbing in
front of the new garage in Waterloo
street by F. H. Trifts was referred to
the commissioner of public works and
safety. !

" MRE BARRED

One of the Propae& Amendments
to the Ontario Temperance Act

Blow at Prescriptions—Veador ta
be Empowered to Satisfy Him-
sglf About Doctor’s Order

Amendments to the Ontario Temper-
'ance Act, chief of which is one to per-

! mit' the government to take aver the
control of the sale of liquor in the prov-
ince, were introduced in the legislature
last night by the provincial secretary,
|Hon. W. D. McPherson. There are 23
! clauses in the bill, and while most of
| them relate to the change in the sale of
liquor, there are a pumber of other
| amendments of lesser importance.
l There is one_section which will pre-
| vent the solicitation of orders for liquor
i by any form of advertising. It declares
Ithat no person within Ontario shall
; “print, pubilsh or distribute either pub-
licly or privately any circular or news-
paper containing a price list of intoxi-
'cating liquor used for beverage pur-
'poses; however described or any an-
i nouncement, however expressed, having
| far-its object the-solicitation within On-
itgrio of ordersfor such.liquop and no
' person within Qntario shall by any other
means whatever solicit such orders.”
| Correct Prescription Abuse.
The wholesale manner in which pre-
ccriptions were issued in recent mon‘hs
by doctors has resulted in an ameal-
| ment to correct this abuse. One section
| gives a vendor of liquor authority to re-
tain a medical prescription before filling
'it in order to satisfy himself that the
‘;onk: was actually signed by the doctor
| whose name appears upon it. The act
| further states that if it appears that the
prescription was not signed by the prac-
titioner, but was obtained irregularly or
was being used for a person for whom
| it was not intended, the person present-
‘ing it may be arrested without a war-
rant by any officer of the law, and may
be prosecuted for attempting to obtain
.liquor illegally. The section also makes
| it an offence to give or sell a preserip-
tion,no matter for whom it was obtained.
| Another amendment is put in for' the
! purpose of restricting somewhat the sale
of liquor by doctors, Heretofore it has
 meen permissible for a doctor to have
,ten gallons of liquor in his possession,
! Now the section is changed to prevent a
practising physician from having more
than ten gallons in his possession, and
if the board sees fit to forbid him having
such a large amount, they may do so by
i having - the government pass an order-
{ in-council accordingly; The effect of this
| nmendment is to limit the use of liguor
'to “purely medicinal purposes,” and if
doctors live in districts near a vendor
they will probably not be allowed to
| have the entire ten gallons on hand. On
the other hand, a doctor living in a re-
mote district would be allowed to have
.on hand the full ten gallons.
| The clauses relating to the transfer to
government control of the liquor busi-
ness provide for the stocks to be pur-
chased by the board from the vendors,
who shall, upon request, furnish an in-
| ventory of all stocks, the exact prices
paid for the liquors, plus cost of freight
| and transportation, and less discounts or
rebates, if any. The price worked out
lin this manner will be the price the
' board will pay. Should the board de-.
';)sire to take over the liquor, fixtures,
i equipment, ete., of a vendor, it may,with
| the approval of the government, give
| notice, and therafter take immediate pos-
| session, leaying the price to be fixed later
| upon an inventory, or by mutual agree-
! ment regarding such items, the value of
which cannot be determined as outlined.
Should there be any liquors or fixtures
which the board may not require, it will
be under no obligation to purchase them.
Board a Business Firm.
. Provision is made in the bill to permit
i the board to organize the business of
| distribution, to establish agencies, with
| Toronto as headquarters, appoint offi-
- cers, fix salaries, etc. The board .is to
i be created a business organization, and
it may, if necessary, be proceeded
| against, or may take proceedings in any
‘court of law subject to certain safe-
| guards. Agencies may be established in
_such places in the province as may be
' deemed necessary. A central warehouse
‘ for the receipt of liquor in quantities

COMPLAINT FROM HALIFAX.

(Halifax Chronijcle.)

The New Brunswick board of health
has demanded that tickets shall not be
issued in Halifax to points in New
Brunswick unless the passenger;shows a
certificate of suecessful vaccination and
the railways have been instructed to
comply with the requirement. As a mat-
ter of fact such a provision was in ef-
fect in December last in response to the
demand of the New Brunswick Dboard,
but was relaxed when it was found the
smallpox situation here did not become
dangerous. Now for some reason or
other New Brunswick demands it once
more, and some explanation of this in-
terference with inter-provincial traffic
would seem due.

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A RADICAL SCHOOL MEASURE.

A very radical measure relating to
school attendance has been introduced
by Premier Hearst in the Ontario legis-
lature. The Toronto Globe says that it
aims to do in Ontatio what the Fisher
Bill is expected to do in England, though
& is even more radical in some respects:
_The Globe’s summary of the provisions
vof the bill will be of interest to the peo~
.ple in other provinees as well as in
Dntario. We quotes—

“A salient feature is the obligation
on adolescents, both boys and girls, to
attend school for the full time until six-
teen years of agé. The present school-
leaving age is fourteen, and under the
new Aédt children will still be permitted
to leave at that age if it can be shown
that their services are needed at home
or as ‘wage-carners. Théy Mmay also
leave unconditionally before they dre
sixteen if they have passed the ma-
triculation examination or taken a course
of study equivalent to it

«Anoéther important feature is the pro-
vision for the continued education of
adolescents between fourteen and eigh-
teent who ‘have left school before the six-
teenth year without matriculating. The
measure will introduce a new principle
—the compulsory part-time and day-
time attendance af adoleseents if this
category., Between foufléen and sixteen

every adolescent must attend these part- |3

time courses of instraction for at least
400 hours each year. For those between
sixtéen and eighteen the aggregate will be
320 hours each year. This part-time in-
stroction is to be given bétween & a.
m. and § p. m. Employers mrast release
adolescents from work during these
sehool hours, and the time so spent shall
be reckoned as a part of the number of
hours per day or pér week that such’
persons may lawfully be employed.

“The obligation of day-time attend-
apee at continuation classes is a very
striking departure. Educational author<
ities assert that night schools, while do-
ing an invaluable work, reach only a
small proportion of wage-carning boys
and girls, and that compnulsory night at-
tendance would put too great a physical
strain on many. In England, Scotland;
and a number of the states of the union
compulsory part-time and day-time at-
tendance for adolescents has been en-
acted, the night schools remaining open
for voluntary students of all ages. The
compilsory clauses of the act will apply
only to urban municipalities with a pop-
ulation of 5,000 and over. The object
will be to divide the school course be-
tween general and votational subjects.”
_ 1t is provided that the act will not be-
come operative until it is proclaimed by
the governorin-council, and this will
give time to make provision for new or
larger elasses. The Times-Star recent-
ly reviewed the new English law, and
pointed out that Scotland had an even
more radi¢al medsure, Ontario is now
getting in line, _and other Cana_dlnn
provinces will also be encoaraqed to
make better provision for the education
of all the children.

THE COST OF LIVING.

In a debate in the senate last week
Senator Robertson made an interesting
statement sbout the cost of living in
Canads. He made the remark that the
government recognized that the cost of
living must decrease and wages may
decrease. Senator Fowler interjected a
remark that the cost of living is going
up, and Senator Casgrain said that was
right. The report continues:—

Hon. Mr. Robertson:—*“The price of
some partieular article may be going up,
but may I say for the information of the
House, that in November last the whole-
sale prices began to descend. Wholesale
prices in Canada reached the top of the
grade in Nov., 1918.”

Hon, Mr. Casgrain—“What cbout but-
ter?”

Hon. Mr. Robertson:—*I am speaking
of all articles or prices in general in
Qanada. From our official records,
which are accurate, I find that in Febru-
ary the retail prices reached the top and
began to descend gradually, and while
the reduction in each case is so far very
small yet it does indicate that in recent
months, wholesale prices in November
and following them, thzee months later,
retail prices, are slowly descending, and
I anticipate that this tendency will
probably continue. It will be gradual
and not rapid.”

Senator Robertson saild further that
unemployment in Canada in the last
three months had been less than was
feared. As to wages he said:—

“If we would prevent serious industrial
unrest in Canada, we must at least main-
tain present standards for a time, until
the cost of living, which made the exist-
ing standard cbsolutely necessary, has
been substantially 3ltered.”

The most effective way to prevent the

Army Ready to Act.

Italy, it is asserted, is still desirous of
obtaining the entire Dalmatian coast
and adjacent islands and also the city
of Fiume, without sharing the territory
with the Jugoslavs. The Italian.army
is declared to be behind the Italian pre-
mier in obtaining complete fulfillment
of Italy’s aspirations. The threat is said
to have been held out in a despatch to
the premier from the heads of the Italian
army that in case Italy’s desires are not
acquiesced in Italy, without reference to
the conference, would occupy the re-
gions to which she considers herself en-
titled.

Paris, April 20—(By the Associateéd
Press)—An official statement says that
the commission on reparations and dam-
ages today unanimously adopted the sec-
ond sub-committee’s second report, deal-
ing with the financial capacity of the
enemy states and their means of pay-
ment and reparation.

The report is directed particularly to
the question of restitution to be made
by Germany to the Allied and associated
powers in connection with, for instance,
ships, machinery, rolling stock, plants
and livestock.

BOLSHEVISTS
WIN AND LOSE

London, April 19—A retirement along
virtnally all of the front in eastern Rus-
sia is admitted by the Soviet govern-
ment, in a wireless message dated April
16, and received here today.

Sebastopol has been evacuated by the
Crimean government, which is proceed-
ing to Constantinople. The government
of Sebastopol is in the hands of the revo-
lutionary committee. _

Archangel, Friday, April 18—(By the
Associated Press)—Russian and British
forces early today occupied the village
of Bolshia Overki and are pursuing the
Bolsheviki as they flee southward over
roads knee deep in icy slush toward the
enemy base on the Vologda railway at
Plesetskaya. The troops entered the vil-
lage without opposition, the Bolsheviki
having completed the work of evacuation
during the night.

The reoccupation of Bolshia Ozerki,
after months of fighting, restored the
second line of communication between
Obozerkskaya, on the Vologda railway,
and Onega, to the northwest.

London, April 19—In a successful at-
tack Thursday by Russian troops at-
tached to the allied forces operating on
the Murmansk railway, south of Kem,
the allied forces gained complete control
of Lake Vigozro, and the main road
north to the White Sea, according to
an official statement from the British
war office. The Bolsheviki were driven
twelve miles southward from Vojmosala
at the southern end of Lake Vigezro,
and the first objective of the attack.

LONDON PAPER CANNOT
AGREE WITH PLUNKETT
CONCERNING IRELAND.

London, April 19—(Canadian Associ-
ated Press)—The Daily Telegraph says
regarding what it styles as the “unfor—[
tunate declaration in the press by Sir
Horace Plunkett that nothing less than
the status of the self-governing domin-
ions must be conferred on Ireland,” that
there was no comparison between the!
position of Ireland, with her close geo-{
graphic propinquity to Great Britain
and the position of the  self-governing
dominions. The latter, the Telegraph
points out, are practically. independent
and united to the empire by the pure
bond of sentiment. The possession of
independent military and naval forces is
a most distinctive feature in dominion
status. To contemplate that in case of
Ireland would be to contemplate suicide.
The advocates of dominion for Ir¢land
have never faced this aspect of their
scheme, but it is a vital aspect. What
they propose is in effect complete inde-
pendence ,nothing else.

Parliament Has
Much Work Ahead

Ottawa, April 20—After the Easter
recess it will be a week before, from east
and west, all the members have returned
to their legislative duties. When they
do get there, before them will stretch
for an unknown period a series of de-
bates on the budget, the tariff, the fran-
chise, divorce, nationalization of rail-
weys, the commission’s report as to bet-
ter methods of bringing capital and labor
together, the perpetuation of various or-
ders-in-council promulgated under the

war measures act and which will lapse
on the aeclaration of peace without
such provision, pensions, the re-classifica-
tion of ‘the civil service, the report of
Premier Borden and ministers now over-
seas as to Canada’s part in the peace
conference and legislation arising out 'of
decisions taken there, military organiza-
tion aofter the war, the Ross Rifles ef-
ficiency for warfare in the light of ex-
perience overseas, and prohibition, as
well as a series of other less important
subjects.

Then there is the probability of cab-
inet re-organization, which seemed im-
minent before Sir Robert Borden went
overseas, and which, it. is expected, will
take place on his return. Now that he
has definitely stated his purpose of re-
turning to Canada to take up his duties
as premier, Dame Rumor is wondering
where the lightning will strike, ¢

Sir George Foster, Sir Edward Kemp
and Hon. Martin Burrell are supposed
to. be slated for other things, and Hon.
Messrs. Crerar and Carvell are expected
eventually to leave the government
ranks, Mr. Pardee, who was sounded
before Christmas as to whether he would
join the Unionist administration, has
now shown that he intends to go with
the reconstituted Liberal party. The re-
organization, if it occurs, will show
whether the Unionist party will live or
not, and if it does, what ideas will gov-
ern its councils. Premier Borden at the
moment is expected to reach Ottawa
about the middle of May.

Soldiers and Families Arrived in
St. John Yesterday — Hearty
Welcome Awaited Them

Chubby babes, happy mothers and
brave fathers made up the passenger list
of the C. P. O. S. Grampian which
docked here late yesterday afternoon fol-
lowing an uneventful trip from Liver-
pool. St. John had an opportunity yes-
terday while on holiday to see the ship
dock and there were thousands who took
the opportunity and visited the West
Side. Despite the rigid watch of police
officers and C. P. R. officials there were
a very large number who evaded the
regulations and secured entrax\ce to the
shed. The usual welcome was' accorded
the docking liner. The reception com-
mittees were on hand as usual and the
Garrison Regiment Band played the
liher from the channel to the wharf
amid cheers from the men who lined her
decks. Here and there a familiar face
was discerned from those standing on the
pier and a happy cheer of friendly
recognition went up, quickly responded
to by the Canadian Tommy.

All the soldiers who returned yester-
day, yere married men, bringing their
wives and children. There were in all
854 men, eight officers, 1,179 civilian
adults and 288 children. There was also
a party of nine Americans on their way
home in addition to a party of five New-
foundland ship-wrecked seamen.

There were two births on the voyage
across, both girls, one to Mrs. Germaine
Durand who is“on her way to Ottawa
and one to Mrs. Susan Riddle going to
Quebec. The mothers are coming to this
country for the first time.

There were only five New Brunswick
men aboard, one being Private Staddon
with his wife and three children, of St.
John.

Geneva, April 19—(By the Associated

TERRORISTS IN EGYPT
RESORT 10 VITRICL

Cairo, April 17—Threats were made
recently by terrorists to throw vitrol on
all strike breakers as they were leaving
their work, and the official communique
today dealing with the current disorders
reports two cases of vitroid throwing on
Tuesday, one man being totally blinded.

In consequence of these incidents an
order has been issued that persons who
throw corrosive substances or cause them
to be thrown are liable to the death pen-
alty. The order also provides that per-
sons possesing corrosives without legiti-
mate reason are liable to fifteen years in
jail and that those who sell such sub-
stances are guilty of a criminal act.

Curious scenes occurred in the streets
today when several days accumulation
of -garbage was being cleared away by
gangs of convicts protected by troops.

The sentences of persons convicted of
rioting during the last few days ranged
from three years to fifteen years of penal
servitude.

Major Turner, M. C.,, D. C. M,, and

An official account of the
deed, taken from the London Gazette,
is as followe: “Awarded the V. C. for
most conspicuous bravery and leading,
when in an attack his company was
held up by heavy fire;from three ma-
chine guns which were seriously delay-
ing the advance.

“Realizing the gravity of the situation
this N. C. O. dashed. forward, alone, kill-
ing several of the garrison and capturing
the remainder. Later on Sergeant Good,
while alone, encountered a battery of
5.9 inch guns, which were in action at
the time. Collecting three of his section
he charged the battery under point
blank fire and captured the entire crews
of the three guns.”

THREATEN DESTRUCTION
OF FAMOUS CHURCH

Turks Oppose Restoration of St.
Sephia, in Constantinople, to
Christians

London, March 24— (Correspondent of
the Associated Press)—Warning that the
Turks had threatened to destroy the
Church of St. Sophia in Constantinople
if any movement was undertaken to re-
store that church to the Christians has
been received by government officials of
Great Britain.

Despite the warning there is a definite
movement looking to the restoration of
the great cathedral church of ancient
Constantinople to the use of the Chris-
tian religion. Erected at first in 860 A.
D. and rebuilt in 537 as a Christian
cathedral, St. Sophia wds appropriated
by the Turks as a Moslem house of wor-
ship and is now the principal mosque of
Stamboul.

A memorial signed by the Archbishops
of Canterbury and York and others has
been sent to Premier Lloyd George urg-
ing that, while the great imperial
mosques of Constantinople should re-
main in the hands of Islam, “justice re-
quires that the Christians of that city,
who form a large majority of its inhab-
itants, should have their priceless build-
ing (St. Sophia) restored to them. It
has no special sacredness for Moslems.
Its value in their eyes is merely political.

“The great church is now in a serious
condition and must inevitably collapse
if it is not placed in capable hands,” says
the memorial. “The glorious mosaics, a
precious heritage among the artistic
treasures of the world, should be uncov-
lered from the defacement which is nec-
{ essarily imposed so long as the building,
constructed and decorated for one faith,
is alienated to another.”

When car_s Clash

Four men and one woman were slight-
ly injured when two street cars collided
