Have two tins greased and sift flour
over, then shake it all out of the tins
and divide the mixture, having the

+ three miles out; at sea. We also succeed-
i ed in communicating with a ship twelve
i miles distant, despite intervening land.

“Unlike = radio-telegraphic, wireless
telephonic communication, instead
diminishing . in effect, becomes clearer
with increased distance. Hence, if suf-
ficient energy is used, radio telephonic
communication will be quite possible at
the longest distances.

“My. conviction is that the day is not
far distant when the human voice ‘will
cross the Atlantic.

“In the meanwhile my new radio-tele-
phonic apparatus has already been
adopted by the Italian navy and will
soon replace entirely all other kinds of
signaling.”
