It would be difficult to conceive oft &
greater contrast’ than existed in their
younger days between the father of Lady
Hermoine, Lord Alexander Kennedy, and
his elder brother Archibald, the.present
and third Marquig of Ailea, for, whereas
Alexander poséessed the perfection of easy
good breeding, and had plenty to say for
himself, was the life and soul of any
social gathering that He attended, and was
famed ‘a8 & raconteur, the marquis was
most painfully, almost incredibly shy—
comically eo, in fact.

This shyness, which one finds in so
many Britons of ancient race, led to many
awkward contretemps, some of ‘them ow-

James’ Square, While talking. to “her
guests, she noficed & quiet looking young
man, who behaved as though he had mo
desire whatever to make himself conspicu-
ous. Not recognizing her modest guest,
ghe walked up t6 him and asked who h2
was. “My name is Casillis,” he replied.
“Castles! Castles!” exclaimed Lady Eger-

He bow-
ed, without nyj%' ‘another word, left the
room and the house. Upon his' return
home, he enclosed his card of invitation,
with  his - compliments, to Lady Egerfon.

Afetr the death of his first- wife, Evelyn,
the lovely daughter of Lord ‘Blarntyre, in
1888, Lord Ailsa went to India for rest
and distraction.  ©On his return journmey,
as he was. about to embark, his friend,
the Governor of Bombay, requested him
to show some 'ordinary and formal court-
esy to a fellow passenger, a young girl,
who was traveling under the captain’s
charge, in the second-class -cabin. .She
was the daughter of a Scotch gardener
named’ MacMasters who had gone out to
India to give technical advice .as to the
management -of & tea: plantation, and who
by his rare skill' and sterling character,
had secured for himeelf a position of trist
on his employer’s estate, He  had sent
‘home to Scotland for his daughter to come
out and keep house for him, at Kansani
in the northwest provinces. The girl had
joined. her father, bhad. .co-operated with
him in his work, with all her heart, and
had striven to fit herself for the wholly
different life to which she had been
called. v

But suddenly heér father died, a victim
to one of those swift illnesses that are
so common in India, and the girl was on
her way. back - to] Scotland.

He was sentenced for life
in a reformatory, as capital punishment
was abolished in Minnesofa.

Montreal, April 21—The river has not
overflowed the tops of the high level
wharves on the Montreal side of the har-
bor since Friday night, when a few cel-
lars near the water front were flooded,
and unless it should rise again suddenly
there seems no danger of floods in the
main/portion of the town of Verdun.

Hundreds of people were on the dykes
watching the gradual rising of the river
this afternoon. It had risen to & height
of 31 feet by 3 o’clock but afterwards fell
quite a foot in the course of an hour.
The second tail race at Verdun overflow-
ed its banks and some houses to the north
were surrounded, one shack in particular
being only accessible by boat.

The river rose three inches at Longue
Pointe Saturday and eight inches yester-
day, an open space two miles long appear-
ing as the high water carried away much
of the ice which had blocked at this point
the previous day./ The water rose two
inches at Vercheres and the ice shoved
slightly, while at Champlain there are now
several open spaces. At St. Nicholas
there is also an open space three-quarters
of a mile across the channel. The river
rose again at Sorel and much ice was_car-
ried away.

GODOD ROADS

In last week's issae of the Canadian
Courier, Mr. R. 8. Neville, K. C., presents
the first of a series of three articles on
Good Roads. There are some very strik-
ing statements in this article which are
worthy of being quoted. Mr. Neville
presents figures to show that it costs the
Canadian farmers about $50,000,000 for
teaming their field crops over the roads
and declares that if we had first class
roads this cost cold be reduced to $20,-
000,000. Such an emormous difference be-
tween the present cost and the cost with
a system of good roads ought to arouse
the people of the country to a determina-
tion to secure the better system; for the
crop production of the coumtry will in-
crease, and, unless the roads are improv-
ed, there will continue a heavy loss in
transportation. Mr, Neville says:—

“This question touches our national life
in a most important particular. Bad
country roads are one of the chief causes
of the movement of youngepeople to the
towns and cities. It is not farm life but
bad roads that make country life irksome.
They frequently shut the farmer folks in
or cover them with mud or mourning
when they go out. During portions of the
year it is a choice between loneliness at
home and wading through seas of mud on
the roads. Walking is no better than
driving, and, whether our farmer friends
or their horses do the wading, their con-
dition does not make for comfort or social
enjoyment.” :

Mr. Neville contends that there is no
more excuse for a muddy road in the well
settled rural parts of the country than for
unpaved streets in cities. It is a question
of proper drainage and comstruction. He
gays that in twenty years the townships
of Ontario have spent $19,000,000 in cash
and $22,000,000 in estimated value of stat-
ute labor upon the roads, and most of

Her
story was told to her father, uncle and a
reporter. It is an amazing recital.

“I was asleep when the Titanic struck,”
she said. “The shock haypdly did more
than half waken me. A few minutes later
my” husband came into the stateroom. He
told me to dress, but not to be in Yoo
great a hurry, as the officers had assured
him there was no immediate danger. On
the way to the deck he told me the acci-
dent occurred while| Captain Smith and
Mr. Ismay .were at the banquet given by
Mr. Ismay to the chief officers.

ST. JOHN AND MONTREAL

“A'trip to Montreal is very inspiring,”
said R. H. Bruce, of :the firm of Arm-
strong & Bruce, when asked last evening
for some news of what he had found to
be the feeling in Montreal regarding St.

“If the same improvéments were plam
ned in Montreal, Toroito or Winnipeg,”
gaid Mr. Bruce, “it would be hailed as a
very great advance and for St John it
means a very great deal more.’

Mr. Bruce said that he had been nego-
tiating in Montreal three deals of much
larger calibre than any put through here-
tofore .in St. John and that when the
announcement was made of any of them
it would be received with a great deal of
interest.

National Rifle Association

RUSS RIFLE ALL RIGHT

Newspaper Makes Vigorous At-
tack Upon Those Responsible
for Present Condition of Affairs|
in This Matter of Interest

(The Quebec Chronicle)
. Mr. E. 'M.{MacDonald, in' the. House of’
Commons on- the 26th of Febmary, 1912
said: —

. “Here for instance.is a letter wuf.temm
August, 1910, by a member of -the Nation-
al Rifle Association Council: «

“Well ; 4 am 8 member of the N R 'A

competxtors These latter pny some £la,
000 a year in entrance fees And win £13,-
000 in prizes; they pay £2,000 towards ex-
penses. Naturally they desire econditions
to-be the same for all.. Our Canadian
friends come over, to the .tune of: about
twenty each year, and if they subscribe as
do our people they pay £200 a year and
ought to win £180. Bemg picked men
they, on equal terms in 1906-7-8, averaged
£420 a year winnings and noe one grudged
it to them. In 1909-10 they shot with a
new rifle and averaged £825 (alternative-
ly £860) winnings. 1t is noficed; poorér
men grumble; they say that condmons are
not equal. They also nofice that a very
few of our best men use this new rifle
and are very successful with it. They
grumble ‘still more.”

Again he quotes another member’ of
the N. R. A. as writing gaying:

“But the N. R. A. has to make ends
meet financially and the council is seri-
ously frightened at present about the out-
look.”

This then is the attitude of the National
Rifle Association as viewed by some "of
its members.

The facts of the case are that ever smce
Canada was successful with her own ri-
tles she has been subjected to , vexatious
annoyances in the form of the passagu of
special regulations which have the effect
of confining or altogether excluding the
use of the Ross Rifle at Bisley, and there-
by preventing odious comparijons .with
the arms provided by the war office for 1he
Britigsh soldier.

Canada, of gll the icolonies, has under-
taken “the burden of manufacturing her
own arms., She is now copied by Aus-
tralisg. Our ilitia, department has long
and’ earnestly striven to produce a good
rifle. It is unnecessary to mention that
they have succeeded and when we say that
the war office have produced twenty
nine -patterns ‘or marks of rifle and car-
bines in the -twenty-two years since the
birth of their rifle, we think that our own
military department will not suffer by
comparison.

When we achieved a good pattern- of
rifle, ‘'which we did four years ago, good
enough.to take its place in the front rank
ofsthe. best rifles of the world (and this
is ' conceded -even -by American experts),
then we are met with vexatious annoy-
ances, which, to say the least, have -every
appearance: of -official : inspiration. Does
England really mean-“Asm yourself with
indifferent arms and we don’t mind.” We
cannot believe it. This'-is a matter of
principle equally -applicable ‘to all our de-
fenices, and ‘the best is mone too good. If
we have'to choose between the feelings of
the experts in one part of the empire and
the quality of our weapons in another,
there can be’ no hesitation, but we bid
those gentlemen to remember that ‘‘colon-
iers are like fruits which cling till they
ripen,” and' Canada hopes and desires to
be allowed to cling not only till she ripeus
but afterwards, as a member of a great

and federated -empire, bearing her full
share and-respousibilities according to hér
wealth and population.

than 235 clubs, which employ a total of
nearly 5,000 ball players, The governing
body is the National Baseball Commis-
sion, w:th headqua.rters in Oincinnati. The
commission is called the supreme court
of bageball, as it has. jurisdiction over all
leagues in .cases of appeal
Players’ contracts are respected and ter-
ritorial rights are preserved. It is impos-
sible for any organized ball club to invade
another minor league or major league clty
without incurring a heavy penalty. It is

It was ghown that
these players had given options on their
gervices for the following year and in the
Pennsylvania courts :théy were enjoined
from playing in that ‘state. But when the
National and *Americah “leagues made
peace a compromise was$ affected by which
Lajoie and the others were allowed to re-
main the property of the Cleveland club.

Within recent years a new arrangement
has been made, following legal advice, by
which the players are held by their em-
ployers from year to yéar. The form of
contract ‘now signed by a player usually |
omits all reference to a reserve or option
clause, but the club each fall sends a list
of reserve players to the National Com-
mission. By mutual agreement this list
takes the form of a contract. No player
80 listed can be tampeéred with. He must
be asked to sign a contract not later than
February 1, and if he fails to sigh before
the champlonshxp season beging he is liable
{o suspension and cannot play until he is
reinstated. A player who refuses to sign
and remains idle for a year finds himself
in the same boat and generally has to
pay a fine before he is restored to good
standing.

The governors of professional baseball
for many years have insisted that w ithout
the national agreement' territorial rights
would not be respected, ‘and that rival
clubs in the same city would spell disas®
er. But under the present mnon- -conflict-
ing schedules rival ‘clubs in New York,
Boston, Philadelphia, Chicago and - St.
Louis have prospered.

In the reservation of players it is point-
ed out that the game could not be con-
ducted otherwige. Competition for the
services of stars is impossible under this
plan, hence club expenses are limited.

Bought and Sold

Baseball slavery, so called, is a direct
result of the agreement binding all clubs
together. Players are bought and sold for
cash. An agreement  with & the minor
leagues ‘enables’ the ma)ors 40 draft play-
ers at certain ‘fixed--Prices or to pur-
chase. thein hefere Septémber 1 at figures
mutually agreed upon., The Philadelphia
Athletics, for instanee; ‘Bought a pitcher
named Russell: from Baltimore in 1910 for
$12,000. The Baltimore elub alone derived
a profit, as the player has failed to come
up to expectations.

Thé slavery of the players first became
a live topic when the Boston club bought
Mike Kelly and John Clarkson from the
Chicago club for $20,000. Later the Bos-
ton club paid $30,000 to Detroit for Brou-
thers, Richardson, Bennett and - Ganzel.
The Natiohal ‘League then adopted a $2,-
400 salary limit, which was the . direct
cause of the brotherhood movement which
brought about a disastrous war and: show-
ed that the reserve clause could mot stand
the test. . Charles Comiskey, owner of the
Chicago. White Sox, for instance, has paid

" $200,000 for new players im the last six

years.
