ship. Colonol Desbarres was instramental
in securing the grant of a large estate in
what is now ‘Albert county, on the bank
of the Petitcodiac river, to General
Haldimand, the war governor of Canada,
and his partners, Hoops, Ilessencleaves
and Wallace. He also assisted in
settling these lands with a German
colony brought from New York.

Having described the foundation of
the various settlements, Mr. Scott told of
General Desbarres’ business transactions
with Haldimand, quoting at some length
the colonel’s pathetic story of his unfortu-
nate financial condition, and of the losses
he sustained through the glib tongue
and fine address of a land boomer
and general promoter named Ferreux,
who  victimized Haldimand, in
Canada, Desbarres, Avery and§ Des-
champ in Halifax and Huston and Allen
at Fort Cumberland. The importunities
of creditors on' one occasion did what
the enemy was never able to do—cause
the gallant colonel to take to take to
flight. From his refuge in Tatamagouche
whither, to use his own euphemistic lan-
guage, he had journeyed un peu precipitant
he poured out his sorrows to his friend
Haldimand.

famousboarder and friend was lured

spoke [distinctly and with impressive
emphasis. The Jjurors leaned forward
in their seats, as if eager to catch
every word. ,Fhereom was 8o quiet that
the tickingof the clock could be heard.
Coughlin and O’Sullivan were painfully
interested. The big detective grew red
and nervous as the testimony of the
weman in black gradually and strongly
associated him. with the terrible crime.
When the evidence reverted to. O'Sulli-
van's inexplicable conduct before and
after the murder, the iceman leaned for-
ward in his chair and fastened his little
eyes on the witness. His face was color-
less. Once he was told tostand up for Mrs.
Conklin’s inspection. He bounded from
his chair, and with a defiant attitnde
looked savagely at the witness. Lawyer
Forrest, who conducted a portion of the
cross examination, used all his strategy
to confuse the witness and break the
terrible force of the testimony, but his
efforts only resulted in strengthening the
directexamination, ifanything.

THE CASE OF T. NISBET ROBERTSON-

We showed on Monday that Mr. T.
Nisbet Robertson, one of the proprietors
of the Globe, was on the Dominion voters
list for thecity and county of St. John as
qualified to vote on income and residing
at 48 King square. We showed also that
his son Mr. George M. Robertson’s name
was on the list of applicants to be placed
on the list of voters for this city and
county, his qualification being income
and his residence 48 King square. We
also showed that both- Mr. T. Nisbet
Robertson and his son George M. Robert-
gon were applicanis to have their names
placed on the list of voters for the county
of Kings, both claiming to be residents
of Rothesay and to be entitled to vote on
income. We proved by reference to the
law thata man could vote on income only
in the county in which the resided, and
therefore that the names of Mr. T. Nisbet
Robertson and of his son were improper-
ly on the list either for St. John or for
Kings.

Yesterday we published a letter from
George M. Robertson, stating that he did
not nor did any person on his behalf
with his knowledge or consent make ap-
plication to Judge Watters to have his
name placed on the list of voters for the
city of St. Jobn.

ELECTRIC RAILWAYS.

What Mr. A.A. linudson has to Say with
Regard to the Prospects for St. John.
Mr. A. A. Knudson, the electrician,
returned to this city this morning, after
an extended trip through the States. Mr.
Knudson has been absent about six
weeks on business connected with the
proposed electric railways in8t. John and
Halifax, and has made & thorough and
practical examination into the advant-
ages and disadvantages of electric rail-
ways as they are conducted in [different
cities in the States.

« 1 yigited Bangor, Boston, New .York,
Buffalo and other places during my trip,”
replied Mr. Knpdson to the inquiries of
a Gazerre reporter, “and I found inevery
instance the electric railway giving the
greatest satisfaction. My report is now
before the City Railway Company, and 1
have detailed exhaustively the advan-
tages of electricity for the purpose of pro-
pelling street cars, and have at the same
time mentioned whatever of disadvantage
may be found.

“Tt is my opinion that electricity will
be adopted by the street railway com-
pany both here and at Halifax. 1t is
cheaper than the use of horses, and is
beyond all doubt better. There are
many advantages which may not be at
first recognized but which mean much
under circumstances. Electric railways
induce trafic—in some instances I ven-
ture to say as much as fifty per cent of an
increase. Cars may be run under a greater
head of speed, and make more trips with
very little extra cost. Horses attached
to cars break up the street, meaning con-
siderable cost for repairs, and these are
continually going on. Besides all these
there is the samtary condition of the
city to be observed. Cleanliness is a
feature of the electric railway, and not
the least.

“3t, John has a number of hills, but the
grades are not so difficult as to make any
practicul difference to the propelling of
the street cars by electricity. Much
steeper hills than those of this city may
be ded and d ded by the
electric car with ease, and there is a par-
ticularjadvantage in this. In descend
ing a hill should a brake
slip, the conductor still has the car under
his control. He can reverse the motor,
and not only stop the car by this means,
but reverse its action.

«We will likely have electricity in use
on the street railway here next spring”
continued Mr. Knudson, “and I have no
doubt it will be found much more con-
venient and comfortable than the
methods now used. It is both an advan-
tage to the company and those travellin|
on the road, because it is cheap an
satisfactory.” Mr. Knudson intends re-
maining in the city a day or two and
will then return to New York.

The Petiingill Wharf Improvements.

Four tenders have been received for
the Pettingill wharf improvements, but
it is not likely that any of them will be
accepted. The matter has been referred
back to the Council by the Public works
committee. Mr. Clarke, the lowest ten-
derer, says that, owing to the lack of the
proper timber in St. John at
the present time, very little could
be done upon it until January,
and there seems to be no doubt that the
lack of timber available has caused the
tenders to be about twenty-five per cent.
higher than they would otherwise have
been. But the most potent reason against
proceeding with the work is the lack of
knowledge as to the character of the
bottom at this wharf. Itis thought by
some who have excellent means of infor-
mation that there is a rocky ledge at
adepth of not more than 17 feet below
low water level, and if this should prove
to be the case it would be useless to
proceed with the work. This is why the
Director of Public works has advised the
purchase of a diamond drill in order
that the character of the bottom may be
tested atall points where new wharves
are to built.
