THE DEAN OF BADAJOZ.

The dean of the catheral of Badajoz
was more learned thau all the doctors of
Salamanca, Coimbpa, and Acala united ;
he understood all languages, living and
dead, and was perfect master of every
science, divine and human, except that,
anfortunately, he had no knowledge of
magic, and was inconsolable when he re-
flected on his ignorance in that sublime
art. He was told that a very able mag:-
cian 1esided in the suburbs of the Toledo,
named Don Torribio. Immediately, he
ordered his mule and departed for Tole-
do ; he altghteC at the door of no very
superb dwelling, the habitation of that
great man,

« Most reverend magician,” said he,
addressing himself to the sage, “ I am
the Dean of Badajoz; learned men of
Spain allow me their superior, dut I am
come to request from you a far greater

the same time he takes him by the hand,
and leads him into his cabinet ; there he
touched his forehead, and muttering three
mysterious werds, which I request the
reader not to forget, ** Ortobolon, FPistaf-
ricr, Onagrouf;’ then without farther
preparation he bsgan to explain, with all
possible perspicpity the introductory ele-
ments of the vrofound science.

His new pupil listened with an atten-
tion that scarcely permitted him to
breathe ; when, on a sudden, Jacintha
enters, followed by a little man in mon-
strous boots, covered with mud, who de-
sired to speak with the Dear on impor-
tant business.

shail embroil myself with my family,
« hich woold be far from agreeable. But,”
continued he, in an affectionate ma: ner,
“wil! you not accompany me to Badny 27
Can yen be so cruel as to forsake me at
the moment when it 1sin my power to
be of service to you? Be persuaded, my
honoured master, we Wwiii go togeiner;
think of nothing but the 1mprovement of
vour pugil; leave me to provide ‘or vour
son ; nor doubt but, svoneror fater, 1
will do more for him than you expect.—
A poor Deanery, in the most remote
part of Estremadura, is not a bencfice
suitable to the son of such a mau as your-
self.

The canon law would, no doubt, have
construed this offer of the prelate’s 1nto
simony. The proposal, however, was
accepted ; nor was any seruple made by
these two telligent persous. The Don
followed his pupil to Badajuz, where he
had an elegant apartment agsigned him,
in the palace, and was treated with great
respect by the diocese, as the tavourte
of his grace, and looked upon as a grand
vicar.

Uunder the tuition of his master, the
bishop made great progress in his study.
At first he gave himself up to it, with an
ardour that might be called excessive;
but this, intemperance grew moderate,
and; he pursued it with so much pru-
dence, that it never interierd with the
duties of his diocese. He was well con-
vinced of the truth of a maxim very
important to ecclesiastics, whether addic-
ted to sorcery, or ph\losnphy; that 1t Is
the duty ofa divine to point out to others
the way heaven, and plaut in the minds
of their hearts, wholesome ductrines, and
Christian morality. Regulating his con-
Guct by these commendable principles,
ihe learned prelate was celebrated throug-
hout Christendom, for his wmerit and
piety ; and promoted, when he least
expected such an honour, to the arch-
bishopric of Compostella. o

The people and clergy of Badajoz la-
mentid, as may be supposed, an event
by which they were deprived of s0 worthy
a pastor; and the caons of the cathedral
to testify their respect generously con-
ferred on him the right of nominauog .
his successor.

The Don did not neglect such an op-
portunity of providing for his son. He-
requested the bishopric of the new arch-
bishop, and refusea =ith a.l imaginable
politeness. He had, he said, the greatest
respect for his tutor, but he was b(tth BOITY

This aunecdote, concerning the obliga-
tions. of his .pupil, the sorcerer had the
goodness. to believe, and rejoiced that
his interests were sacrificed to those of
Don Ferdinand.

” Nothing therefore" was thought of
but preparations for their departure to
Compostella, where they were now to re-
side, though these were scarcely - worth
the trouble, considering the short time
they were to stop there; for, at the end
of a few months, one of the pope’s cham- .
beriain’s arrived, with a Cardinal’s cap
for the archbishop, with an epistle writ-
ten in the most respectful terms, in which:
his holigess invited him to assist, by his
councii, the government of the Christian
world ; permitting him at the same time,
to dispase of:his mitre at his own discre-
tion. . :

Don Torribic was not with him when
the churier of his holiness arrived ; he

. was paying a visit to his son, who still
continued a poor priest, in a small parish
in Toledo ;* but on receiving the news of

. his pupil's #dvancement, he returned,
and had not the trouble of asking for the
vacant archbishopric; the prelate ran to
meet him with open arms.

*“ My dear master,” said he, “I have
two pieces of good news to relate: ycur
disciple is created a Cardinal, and your
ton shall' shortly, be advancea to the
same dignity. I intended, in the mean
time, 1o have bestowed ou him the arch-
bishopric ; but, unfortunately for him, or
rather for me, my moather, who we left at
Badajoz, has, in your absence, written
me a letter, which has disconcerted all
my plans. She demands, and I cannot
refuse her, the archbishopric for her con-
fessor, Don Pablos de Salazar ; she tells
me it will| cause her death if she should
not be able to obtain preferment for
her dear father in God ; and I make no
aoubt but what she says is true. Imsgine
yourself in my place, my dear master;
shall I through my ingratitude, cause the
death of my mother?”

Don Torridio was ot a person who
would incite or urge this pupil tc be guil-
ty o' matricide, though a magician ; nor
cid he induige himself in the least reseut-
mieni 2ga ust the mother of the prelate.
T< wvili the truth, however, his mother
w2s a good kind of woman, nearly
superannuated, who lived quietly with
her cat aud maid-servant, and hardly
Kuew .the name of her confessor. Was
it hikely that she bad procured Don Pa-
plos the archbishopric? Was 1t not far
more probable that he was indebted to
his cousia for it ? a Gallician lady, who
uunfortunately was a young widow at once
devout and handsone ; and in her compa-
ny his grace had frequenily been edified,
during his stay at Compostella, "Be it
ag it may, Don Torribio followed his
eminence to Rome, Scarcely had he ar-
sived in that city béfore the pope died
It is easy to imagine the consequence oi
this event. The conclave met; the
voices of the sacred college were in fa-
vour ¢! the Spanish cardina! ;—behold
him, therefore, Pope! Immediately af-
ter the ceremoney of his exaltation, Don
Torribio was adniitted to a secret audi-
ence; he wept for joy while he kissed
the feet of his dear pupil, whom he saw
fill, with so much dignity, the pontifical
throne. He modestly represented his
long and faithful services. He reminded
his holiness of his promises of preferment
to his son, those inviolable promises he
had rene®éd .before he entered the cou-
clave; he hinted at the hat he had just
quitted on receiving the tiara; but in-
stead of demanding that hat for Don
Benjamin, he flnished with the most ex-
emplary = moderation, by renouncing
every ambitious hope. He &nd his son,
he said, would “esteem ' themselves to0
happy, if his holiness would bestow on
them, together with his benediction, the
smalles$ temporal benefit ; such as an
anouity for life, sufficient for the few
wants of an ecclesiastic and a philoso-
pher.

During this harangur the sovereign
Pontiff considered within himself how to
dispose of his preceptor. He reflected
that he was no longer necessary, that he
already knew more magic than was ne-
cessary for a ‘pope; that it would be
highly improper for him to appear at the
nocturnal assemblies of corcerers, and
assist at their indecent ceremonies. Af-
ter weighing every circuznstarce his holi-
ness concluded that Don Torribio was
not only a useless, but a troublesome de

“ pendeat, and, this poiat decided, he was
no longer in doubt what answer to re-
turn; accordingly he replied in the fol-
lowing woras : * We'have learned, with
concern, that under the pretext of culti-
vating the occulent sciences, you main-
tain a horribdle intercoure with the spirit

- exhort you as a father, to expiate your

you .to depart. from territories of the

church, within three days, under pain of
and its merciless flanies.” - *

Don Tarribio, without being discon-
certed, immediately repeated aloud the
three mysterious words which the reader
was desired to remember ; and go to the
door, cried out with all his force, * Ja-
cintha, you need spit dut one partridge,
for my friend the Dean will not sup here
to-night.” This was a thunderbolt to
the imaginary pope ; he immediately re-
covered from the trance, into which he
had been thrown by the mysterions
words, when they were first pronounced ;
and perceived, that instead of being in
the vatican, he was still at Tuledo, in the
closet of Den Torribio, and saw by the
clock that it was not yet a complete hour
since he first entered the fatai cabinet,
where he had been entertained with such
pleasant dreams. In that time he had
imagined himself a magician, a bishop,
an archbighop, a cardinal, a pope, and at
last found Le was ouly a dupe and a
knave; all was illusion, except the proofs
he had given of his deceitfulness, and
evil heart. He instanily departed with-
out speaking a wor”, and, finding his
mule where he had left her, returned to
Badajoz, without having ma le the smali-
est progress in the sublime science in
which he had promised to become an
adept.

to the Castle, when one of them
will present an address of congra-
tulation.

WHALE FISHING.

The following anacdote is re-
lated on thé-authority of the au-
thor of the “ Histoire des Peches,”
by Captain Scoresby, who, in h's
voyage to Greenland, says, * part
of the story bears the muarks of
truth, but some of it, it must be
acknowledged, borders oa the
marvellous.”

The Dutch ship Gort-Moolen.
commanded by Cornelius Geraré
Ouwekaas, with a cargo of seven
fish was anchored in Greenland,
in the 1660. The captain per-
ceiving a whale a-head of his ship,
beckoned his attendants, and threw
himself into a boat. He was the
first to approach the whale ; and
was fortunate enough to harpoon
it before the arrival of the second
boat, which was on the advance.
Jacques Vienkes, who had the di-
rection of it, joined his captain im-

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ed to.make a second attack on the
tish, when it should mount again
to the surface. At the moment
of its ascending, the boat of Vien-
kes happened uufortunately to be
perpeundicalarly above it, was so
sudderly and torcibly lifted up, by
a stroke of the head of the whale,
that it was dashel to pieces before
the harpooner could discharge his
weapon. Vienkes flew along with
the pieces of the boat, and fell up
on the back of the animal. Tnis
intrepid seaman, who still retain-
ed his weapou in his graps, har-
pooned the whale on which he
stood ; an:l by meauns ot the har-
poon and the line, which he uever
abandoned, he steadied himself
firmly upoa the fish, notwithstaund-
ing his hazardous situation, a ul
regardless of a considerable wound
that he had received in his leg, in
his fall along with the fragin: nts
of the boat.  All the effo. ts of the
other boats to approach the whale,
and deliver the haspooner, were
futile. Thne captamn, not seeing
any other method of saving his
uanfortunate companion, who was,
in some way, entangled with the
live, called to him to cut it with
his knife, and betake himseif to
swimming. Vienkes, embarrass-
ed and discoce:ted as he was,
tried in vain to follow this coun-
sel.  His kunite was in the pocket
of his drawers ; and, being unable
to support himself with one hand,
he could not get it out. The
whale, meauwhile. continue ! ad-
vancing along the surface of the
water with great rapidity, but for-
tunately never attempted to dive.
While his comrades despaired of
his life, the harpooun, by which he
held, at length disengaged itself
from the body of the whale. Vi-
enkes bheing thea liberrted, did
not fail to take advantage of this
circuinstance ; he cast himself iato
the sea, and, by wimminz, endea-
voured t) regain the boats which
continued the pursuit of the whaie.
when his shipinates percewved
him struggling with the waves,
they redoubled their exertions.—
They reached him just as his
strength was exhausted, and had
the happiness of rescuing this ad-
veuturous harpooner trom his pc-
rilous situation. :

The followinz anecdote is stat-
ed to have occurred wader Cap-
tain dcoreshy’s own observati-
on:

* In one of my earliest voyag s
to the whale fishery,” says cap-
tain Scoreshy, * | ohserved a cir-
cumstance which excited my high-
est astonishment. One of our
harpoouers had struck a whale ; it
dived, all the assisting boats had
collected rouadthe tast-boat, before
it arose to the surface. I'he hrst
boat which approached it advanced
incautously npera it. [t rose with
unexpected violence beneath the
boat, and projected it, with all its
crew, to the height of some yards
in the air, It fell on its side, up-
set, and cast all the men into the
wate. Oune man received a severe
blow 1 his fall, and appeared to be
dangerously injured; hut soon after
bis arrival on board of the ship he
recovered from the effects of the
accident. The rest of the boat’s
crew ascaped without any hurt.”

The Spirit Moved.— In the late
Awmerican war, a Trader was
chased by a small French pri-
vateer, and having four guns, with
plenty of small arms, it was agreed
to serd a brush with the enemy
rather than be taken prisoners.-—
Among the passengers was an

athletic quaker, who, though he
withstood every solicitaion to lend
a hand as being coatrary to his
religious tenets, hept walking to
and fro on the deck, the enemy all
the time pouring in their shot..--
At;lenght the vessels being along-
side of each other, a disposition to
board was manifested by the
French, which was soon put into
execution. The quaker looked as
pacific as ever, but as soon as the
first man had jumped on board,
Aminadab sprang unexpectedly
upon him, and grappling him by
the collar, coolly said, ¢ Fiiend,
thou hast no business here !’ and
and hoist him up, and plumped
him info the sea.

During the war of 1796, a sailor
went into a watchmaker’s in the
city, and handing out a small
French wateh to the ingenious ar-
tist demanded how much the re-
pairs would come to. 'The watch-
maker, loohing at i1t, said it would
cost himn more in repairs than the
original purchase. ¢ Oh, if that’s
all, 1 don’t mind that,”’ auswered
the tar, “ [ will even give double
the original cost, for I have a vene-
ration for the watch.” ¢ What
might vou have given for it 2’ in=
quired the watchmaker. ¢ Why,”
replied Jack, twitchinz up his
trowsers, “1I gave a French fel-
low a knock on the head for it,
and if you will repair it I will give
you two.”
