Straps, and Carrying a Small Dumbe
bell in Each Hand, He Swims the
East River — He Suffers; Severely
During the Trip.

New York,June 22.—“Gene” Mercadier,
the young Missourian, succeeded in swim-
ming the East river today, bound arms
and legs, and carrying in each hand a
two-pound iron dumb bell. The swimmer
displayed a rare pluck, a dogged game-
ness, for, added to the difficulty of the
task were adverse circumstances, and the
performance is fairly entitled to class
among the remarkable feats of the world.
Twice 1t looked as if outraged nature
would have her way, but each time
Mercadier threw off the exhausting
faintness, and, disregarding- his friends

ppeals, pluckily d- ‘his jour-
ney. His sufferings were intense. He
was bound with 125 feet of rope and two
broad straps. Owing to the bungling of
the handlers, the rope was not wet before
being used for that purpose, and the con-
sequent contraction with the water cut
deep ridges in Mercadier’s arms and legs
and the blood was streaming from him
as he landed at Old slip. As on his
former swim, Steeve Brodie accompanied
him in his Paul Boyton snit. The cham-
pion bridge jonmper is a man of unques-
tioned courage, fear is a word not in his
lexicon, but he displayed a nervous
uneasiness concerning Mercadier’s safety
that has not attended his own
reckless feats. He knew, perhaps
better than any other person accompany-
ing the party,that a moment’s uncon-
sciousness on the swimmer’s part would
send the helplessly bound man to the
bottom of the river, and he never left
Mercadier’s side during the trip, his soli-
citude attimes interfering with the lat-
ter’s progress. Twice he went tothe
swimmer’s aid, when heavy swells threat-
ened a catastrophe, and upon one of the
occasions it seemed as if his support was
rendered at an opportune moment, as
Mercadier called feebly for help and ap-
peared sinking. Mismanagment marked
the nndertaking. There were too many
advisers, and Mercadier was compelled
to swim at least half a mile more than
necessary—if his peculiar progress
through the water can be called swim-
ming. .
He was bound on shore and dumped
overboard outside the navy yard. A fleet
of row boats took part in the proceedings,
the occupants uniting in giving contrary
advice. The consequence was that, after
a quarter of an hour’s hard work, Mer-
cadier was nearer the Brooklyn shore
than when he started. The waler was
very rough, and the waves of passing
steamers made things uncomfortable for
the swimmer. Brodie was all right. He
floated on top of the waves as buoyantly
as an egg. When Mercadier got into the
current he came along rapidly, and three-
qadrters "of afi | Holr after the start &
landing was effected at Old slip. He was
taken from the water and vresented a
rather wretched appearance ; the rope
had cut the skin in several places and
his legs were bleeding freely. His skin
was of a purplish blue hue and swallow-
ing the salt water had made him slightly
ill. His mode of getting through the
water is a combination of snake-like
wiggling and striking the water with his
shins, the latter accounting for his cut
legs. The South street piers were filled
with cheering spectators and hundreds
curiously watched the performance from
the bridge. Brodie was so charmed with
the feat, which he pronounced the great-
est ever accomplished, that be is out
with a challenge on Mercadier’s part to
swim. any man in the ‘world for $1000,
bound either arms or legs, or both.

ABOUT THE B BOULEVARD.

A good many years have passed since
the city of St. John acquired from the
Dominion government a ronsiderable
piece of territory in Sydney w ard for-
merly used for military purposes. When
the property was given to the city the
understanding was that it was to be im-
proved or utilized for some public pur-
pose, and one of the features of this con-
templated improvement was the making
of a boulevard or wide carriage Wway
south of the military grounds from Syd-
ney street to Pitt. Since that property
was transferred to the city, now almost
fifteen years ago, not one step has been
taken to carry out the conditions
on which it was granted or
to improve it. The occurrence of the
great fire shortly after its transfer may
serve to account in part for this neglect,
but the great fire is now past more than
thirteen years and the time has come
when a step forward should be taken in
this matter. The grounds which came
into the possession of the city under this
arrangement comprised a tract 400x450
feet west of Sydney street which would
be an admirabie site for a large manu-
facturing establishment.  This land is
still vacant, although it has been leased
two or three times. East of Wentworth
street the city acquired from tbe Domin-
ion goverament a tract of land contain-
ing about seven acres which is still in
the <ame condition it was in before the
city acquired it, with the exception of
the erection on one corner of it of
an oil warehouse. It may not
be the fault of the city that this land has
not been improved by the erection of
more private structures upon it, but the
city authorities are certainly to blame
for their neglect to provide a roadway
from Sydney street east outside of the
military grounds. The long suffering
people of St. John, when they want a
breath of fresh air from the water, have
either to inhale it from some of the city
wharves or from the government pier.
They clamber along the rocks south of the
military grounds and walk on the rail-
way track which circles Courtenay Bay,
but the enterprising aldermen will give
them no road upon which to walk and
view one of the most pleasant prospects
to be had anywhere. The contemptible
meanness and stupidity of the policy
which leaves thut part of the city without
a boulevard is the more glaring from the
fact that a very small expenditure would
give our citizens all in the shape of a
road that will be required for some time.
If the city is too poor to build a proper
roadway they might, at the cost of a few
hundred dollars, furnish a decent path,
upon which people could walk and enjoy
the prospect. The length of a boulevard
from Sydney street to Pitt would not ex-
ceed 1700 feet, and it could be construct-
ed for a comparatively small sum, as
there are no natural difficulties in the
way to prevent it from being built. Why
should not this work be done during the
present summer? A grant of one thous-
and dollars would go far to com-
plete it, and probably double thatsum
would do the entire work in first class
style. We believe that if the city re-
fuses todo this necessary work the money
for carrying it out could be raised by pri-
vale subscription. We know of one
wealthy citizen who has expressed his
willingness to contribute $500 to that
purpose, and there are no doubt others
who would give liberally. Let the
aldermen for Sydney ward make & move
for the purpose of bringing about an im-
provement which will be so beneficial to
their part of the city, and we believe
they will have plenty of support in the
Common Council. The fact that an ex-
hibition is to be held here this fall should
be an additional inducement to prompt
action, for our city will then be full of
strangers, and we will be disgraced if we
donot do something to improve the
streete in the vicinity of the Exhibition
building before the show takes place.

NEW YORK AND LONDON.

There is great rivalry amongst the large
cities of the United States in regard to the
question of population, as disclesed by the
census of this year. New York it seems
has a population of 1,627,227, accord-
ing to the figures of Supervisor Murray of
the New York census enumerators. That
is an increase of 421,000 over the figures
of 1880, and it is something of a dis-
appointment to the people of New York
who expected a larger increase. The
New York World gives the population of
Breoklyn at 930,671 and adds to it all
Long Island as well as Westchester
County to New York to make up what it
terms the Metropolitan city of New York
with a population of upwards of three
millions. The following figures and com-

you consolidate the cities of New York,
Brooklyn, Long Island City and maybe
Jersey City, you will have a population
equal to London, which boasts of having
4.000,000. If that can be done, the city
of New York will be very much its rival.”
Superintendent Murray does not apiear
to be very well informed either in regard
to the population of London or the feel-

" | ings of its people with regard. to its in-

crease. The population of London in
1881, within the metropolitan and city
police districts, was 4,766,661. _The popu- |
lation of London, #ithin the same ares,
in 1871 was 3,883,092 so that great city
increased by 883,567 in ten years. There
is no reason tobelieve that the increase
of London since 1881 has been slower
than it was between 1871 and 1881 but
the reverse. London has grown and is
growing with the rapidity - of a young
western town, and it probably contains
at this moment not less than five and a
balf million inbabitants. As London is
growing more rapidly than both ‘New
York and Brooklyn combined, the
problem of when these cities will be able
to overtake the metropolis .of the world
may be postponed until they give some

— | indications of more rapid increase of

population than they have yet shown.

CARLETON’S STREETS.

The Improvements That Have Been
and Will Be Made—St. James and
Queen Streets.

At the time of the union it was pro-
vided that the sum of $60,000 was to be
set apart for street improvements in
Carleton. Some of this money is now
being used for this purpose, and the West
end streets are beginning to have more
the appearance of city: thoroughfares,
than a few years ago,
when they greatly resembled
country ronds. In the old days grass
grew in abundance on all the public
walks, whilst goats, cows and other do-
mestic animals wandered about the
roads. Edgings were the foundations of
some of the streets and things generally
were in a state of decay. Now, substan-
tial plank and asphalt sidewalks are be-
ing laid, the streets cleaned and built up
and put in agood state of repair. In
some instances the improvements have
been injudidiously made and consequent-
1y have caused considerable annoyance.
Work was begun upon St. James and
Queen streets about a year ago, and some,
so called improvements, put upon them
at that time. In the case of St. James
street the centre of the street was raised
for quite a distance and a retaining wall
built at its western end, and some few
other changes made in respect to it, but
the improvements stopped snddenly, for
some reason or other and were never
 completed. When spring came St. James
street and Queen street, in a measure,
were miserable failures 86 far as improve-
ments went. The mud was ankle deep
the whole season and what rain fell, re-
mained in large puddles. These defects
however will likely be remedied during
the present summer. The remainder of
the streets are, as a rule, being put in
good condition.

King street has been given what its

residents have been clamoring after for

years, an asphalt sidewalk, on each side
of the street. This important avenue now
looks ten times better than formerly and
is largely patronized by pedestrians on
fine evenings. These sidewalks only ex-
tend from the corner of Ludlow street to

King square, but nevertheless they are a

vast improvement.

Ludlow street has been given consid-
erable attention and is now ingood form,
At the southern end the hollow has been
filled in and the street graded to a proper
level. A new plank sidewalk will extend
all along its eastern side. Where formerly
there was a low railway along the mill-
pond there will now be built a much
higher and better one. From the corner
of Rodney and Ludlow streets a splendid
and most improved sewer has been laid
to Water street. Several cross sewers
have also been laid on this street, and
the sewerage is now of the best. This
long sewer was a very tedious undertak-
ing, but stillit was carried through with
few, if any, mishaps.

The greatest improvement that is to be
made on Ludlow street is the removing
of the “old Dominion steps.” This work
isnow being rapidly pushed forward.
Workmen are engaged daily in blasting
the rock and removing the mud from
the eastern side of this ancient structure.
A path or road is to be first cnt through
on this side of the steps, after which
they will Le remoyed and the hill under
them cut down and graded. This will
greatly improve the appearance of the
street as well as render ita great deal
safer. In winter ice formed on the steps
and people ran the risk of breaking their
necks in ascending or descending them.
Several accidents bave occurred here and
the removal of these dangerous obstacles
is almost a blessing.

St.John street has also received a
bountiful share of the granted money.
It has been graded with solid material
from the Dominion steps down to Sand
Point and is now considered one of the
best streets in Carleton. The rock? ob-
tained for levelling St. John street,was
blasted from the hill on the southern
side below the steps spoken- of. This
served two purposes; viz. grading the
streets and greatly widening it. At the
upper end the same thing is being done.
The rock is being blasted away from the
end of the square. . The contract for the
the performance of the work on this
street was given to Mr. ‘Timothy Cusick
and he is fulfilling his contract faithful-
ly and well.

At the other end of Carleton numerous
plank sidewalks are being and have been
put down. On Rodney _street, from
Union street corner to the eastern end of
the King Square, the walk has been
built up and planked.

Guilford and Winslow steets have been
treated to a similar process on the same
sides. The other sides of the streets are
also being prepared for planking.

Union street is being also improved
and will soon be a magnificent thorough-
fare. On the western side from the cor-
ner of Guilford to the corner of Duke
street preparations are being made to
build an excellent sidewalk. - Aeross
Union street at the head of Rodney wharf
asmall and much needed plank walk
has been placed.

Last fall Rodney wharf was:thorough-
ly replanked and capped and is now in
excellent order, both for pedestrians
and for horses.

All the rest of Carleton's streeis are
receiving more or less repairs and ata
period, not far distant, the inhabitants
will be able to claim that Carleton has
as good streets, as are in any portion of
the united city.
