PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

In his address to the Montreal board
of trade Sir Charles Tupper dealt seria-
tim with the several obstacles that
stand in the way of his favorite scheme
of preferential trade within the British
empire. Of course the greatest uf these
obstacles is the unwillingness of the
mother country to enfer into any sach
arrangement, chiefly for the reason that
her foreign ‘trade is very much greater
than her trade with the col-
onies. With all his well known
ingenuity and aggressiveness, Sir
Charles was unable to lay Dbe-
fore his Montreal hearers any state-
ment of the case that would show Great
Britain to be more ready now than be-
fore to conclude a treaty of this kind.
It is a well known fact that nearly all
the statesmen, financial and commercial
bodies of any prominence in the mother
country are opposed, and Sir Charles
was unfortunately unable to show that

there had  been any great change
of public = opinion - in favor of
the scheme. It appears to us
that  missionary effort in connee-

tion with this matter lies in Britain, not
in Canada. The former must, to cm-
brace the scheme, depart from her free
trade poliey, abrogate the treaties with
Belgium and' Germany, run the risk of
losing a 'large portion “of her foreign
cammerce and of provoking retalitation.

Hampton roads to Tampa. ~ While the
stories of the survivors appear to read
straight enough, the general opinion is
that there has been something crooked
ahout the whole transaction.

Rough weather was encountered
from the time she left Cape Flattery
until she came in view of the heads to-
day. Capt. Green stood on the bridge
for thirty-six hours at a stretch, and
during the entire ‘voyage he never ounce
lay down in his berth. He snatched a
few hours’ sleep from the long watch
by throwing himself on a lounge in his
stateroom within ready reach of th-
helmsman. "When he did lie dows there
was not a dry stitch on him.

- Mr. Semlin thought it was - rather
amusing to hear the seconder of the ad-
dress condemn the Ottawa#government,
of whom the members of the govern-
ment of British Columbia were all per-
sonal supporters, therefore he had
striick the latter over the shoulders of
the government at Ottawa. Thé ref-
erence to Mr. Corbin was also an in-
direct reflection fon the government, who
were responsible for the Acts whica
have passed this house.. .Now the pub-
lic accounts, which had been submitted
to the house, were supposed to show
the financial standing of the province.
The government are paid by the people
to specially. look after the business of
the province, but from the accounts sub-
mitted it would appear that there was
1 very great discrepancy between the
expenditure and the estimates that ‘he.
house had voted upon. He had some-
thing to say about one matter in this
connection. In his own district there
was an application for some expenditure
for a certain work and it was refused
because the matter had not been voted
upon. Such an answer was satisfactory
to him, because from it he inferred that
the government were adhering-to the es-
timates strictly. He had no reason to
believe that his particular district would
be made an exception of, so that he
would like to know why there had been
any departure from the estimates for
special expenditure in certain districts.
It is the duty of the government of this
province to make the country as self-
supporting as possible in so far as the
agricultural resources are concerned,
The agricultural population is usually a
conservative, permanent one, while o
mining community is mpre or less tran-
sient. Agriculturists during the past
vear have mnot been prosperous. The
member for West Kootenay had spoken
of the vast lumber resources, but that
industry could scarcely be called an as-
set when it was not producing anything
—not being developed. Mining and fish-
ing may have been in a better state dur-
ing the past year, but what had the gov-
crnment to do with that? The farmers
must receive some encouragement. Mr.
Semlin next touched upon the subject of
defalcation and - dishonesty among cer-
tain government officials and said that
the country is concerned to know what
the sufferers by this dishonesty will do.
At least two officials have been proved
dishonest in this part' of the province,
and there were two others in remoter
parts who have either resigned or been
dismissed. He asked why it is,  that
stuch a state of things is allowed to ex-
ist, and said that the province is meor-
ally responsible for. any loss which
has occurred. The government were
guilty of carelessness, extravagance and
inefficiency; of carelessmess in regard to
the action of these defaulters; extrava- |
gance by reference to the pages of the
public accounts; and inefficiency by rea-
son of the faet that they had failed to
conduct the business of the country in
an economical manner. Mr. Semlin glso
condemned the. ministers for spending
public money travelling around the couni
try at election time in the interests of
their own supporters while at the same
time there were roads, bridges and oth-
er necessary works required. The gov-
ernment had promised a policy -of re-
trenchment, but where is it, he would
ask. They have established an expen-
sive institution in London, which is still !
being maintained, for mo possible good,
at a cost of from $8000 “to $10,000.

Hon. Mr. Turner—No; half that sum.

Mr. Semlin said it might be four, six
or eight thousand dollars, but the office
was useless.

Mr. Turner defend-
ed the expenditure on railways as a
profitable investment which would give’
good returns both directly and indirect-
ly in a very short time. The rumor
which the leader of the opposition had
referred to as to the promise of the pre-
mier not to ask for another loan for
three years was a fact. That was a
promise that was due to the people who
lent the money, because it was not rea-
sonable ta suppose that there would be
any confidence in the country if it was
possible that. the government would be
applying for loans every year,

BILLS INTRODUCED.

The following are among the provis-
jong of the bills introduced by the at-
torney-general .yesterday:

Fire ddistricts are to be created under
the bill for the preservation of forests.
and in the territory so prescribed it will
not be lawful, under heavy penalties, to
set out fire in or near the woods from
the 1st of May to the 1st of October.
except under certain specified condi-
tions. And locomotives or engines run-
ning through such districts are to have
safety appliances on them. This act
will repeal the bush fires act of 1890.

The bill respecting injuries to animals
running at large prohibits- allowing
swine or stallions to run at large at any
time; rams from 1st of August to 1st of
November; and bulls from 1st of March
to 1st of December. ..rovision is made
for securing compensation to owners for
damages done by dogs to swine.

A simple means is provided by the
-bill relating to benevolent and friendly
societies for the incorporation of all or-
ganizations of those and kindred nat-
ures, including. athletic: clubs. ~The-new
act will take the place of four existing
statutes—the Literary Societies, Religi-
ous Institutions, Charitable Associa-
tions and Benevolent Societies acts.

The acts of 1892 on that subject are
to .be repealed under the bill for the
better regulation of traffic on highways.
Tkis makes it obligatory for one vehicle
meeting or being overtaken by another
to turn out to the left unless it would
be dangerous or difficult to do so.

The bill for the consolidation and
amendment of the law relating to dow-
er, declares besides thirteen other sec-
tions that “Ne widow shall hereafter

be .entitled to dower ad ostium ecclesiae

or dower ex assensu patis.”

It now stood in this posi-
tion: The question of the right of the |
Dominion government to grant the min-
eral lease referred to will be argned be-
fore the supreme court at Ottawa at
its next session, and until this point is
settled the Dominion government have
decided to allow the question of the re-
moval of the reserve at Victoria to re
main in abeyance.

Mr. Hunter would be glad to have the
matter settled, but he did not think the |
e¢xplanation afforded by the attorney-
general touched the point. Whatever |
the proposed commissioners intended to |
do.the only way of getting rid of these
Indians would be by consent of the In-
dians themselves; by paying them.

Dr. Walkem considered the resolution |
strictly in order.

% Mr. ‘Helmcken was very glad that this
matter had come -up. Kveryone woutll
admit that before the Indians can e |

However, there is no difficulty-in get-
ting their consent, because they are !
perfectly willing to move Sf placed in aa |
egaally favorable position, and it ap-
péared that there was a place to which
the Indians were willing 10 go. Whai
Mr. Helmeken's constituents wished
was that this question should be tackled
boldly and fearlessly. The subterfuge
ofreferring the question to the supreme
court was only to delay it, because if
the Dominion government sees that the
provinece is weak in its contention the
Dominion will appeal the question fur-
ther to the privy council. The delay of
the settlement of this question was pro-
ductive of great injury to the city of
Vietoria. Now that Victoria had a re- |
presentative at Ottawa it would be well
to hand this resolution to him and have
it- pressed to a conclusion.

Col. Baker pointed out that the sub-
ject matter of this resolution had been
dealt with by the government before.
and that this was only a repetition.

After some discussion by Hon. Mr.
Turner, Hon. Mr. Pooley, Mr. Rithet
and Mr. Booth, Mr. Helmcken declined
to withdraw the resolution and it was
duly passed, practically unanimously.

Hon. Mr. Eberts introduced for sec-
ond reading the bill amending the Re-
plevin Aect, which gives the sheriff the
rigcht, upon reasonable suspicion, to
search premises upon four, instead of
twenty-four hours’ notice.

Following is the minute of council
which Hon. Col. Baker’read in the leg-
islature yesterday = showing the steps
proposed by 'the' government for the re-
moval of the indians from the Songhees
reserve. This basis of settlement,. how-
ever, is dependent upon thie decision
whether the fee simple to the lands is
vested in the province, \

Victoria, Sth March, 1895.

On a memorandum dated the 4th day of
February, 1895, from the Hon. the Fro-
vinelal Secretary, reporting on the advisa-
bility of coming ‘to some understanding with
the tribe of Songhees Indians who are set-
tled on a reserve in the heart of the city
of Victoria with a view to removi them
from the temptations and dexuoral%ngin-
fluences of a large city to a more .appro-
priate location, and af the same time fo
place the land wpon which’ they now reside
at the disposal of the provineial goveru-
ment, in order that it may be more suit-
ably oocupied, states as follows: ¢

The said tribe of Indians were settled
upon the land in question at the time of
the.occupati‘on of the country by the Hud-
son’s Bay Company. The only agreement
they have to show; which entitles them to
the use of the land, is one made between

the Hud ¥
Co., as follows: ik e

(The agreement, given in full, is dated
30th April, 1850, and.surrenders to the H
B. Co. the land therein mentioned, upon
this condition: ‘“The condition of our un-
derstanding of this sale is this, that our
village sites and enclosed fields are to “be
kept for our own wuse, for the use of our
children and those who may follow after
us; and the land shall be properly surveyed
thereafter.”)

It will be observed that this agreement
surrenders ‘‘entirely and forever * * * =
the whole of the lands,”’ etc., ete., and it
afterwards recites the condition that cer- .
tain portions, including the present Songh-
ees reserve in the city of Victoria, shall
‘“be kept for our use, for the use of our
children and for those who may follow
after us.” No fee simple of the land is
given; it is merely reserved for the use of.
the said Indians.

By the 13th article of the terms of the
vnion between the provinces of British Col-
umbia and the Dominion of Canada, it
states ‘‘the trusteeship and management
of the lands reserved for their (the Indians’)
use and benefit shall be assumed by the
Dominion government. ‘‘Sub-section 5 of
section 29 of the British North America
Act gives to the province of British Col-
umbia the management and sale of public
lands belonging to the province.

Therefore as the fee simple of the Song-
hees reserve is vested in the province of
British Columbia through the crown, and
the said reserve of land is conveyed to
