1st, 1815. Among the ministers who 
succeeded him in that place were Father 
McQuade, whp in 1819, had thirty 
women and thirty-five men for a con­
gregation, and Fathers Macmahon,
Carrol and Dunphy. Mr. Carrol came 
from Halifax, and was the nephew of 
the first Roman Catholic Bishop of the 
Maritime Provinces—Bishop Burk. Of 
late years St. Malachi’s was used for 
school, lecture, bazaar, and other pur­
poses. Some of the most eloquent 
efforts of J. C. Ferguson and R. J.

St. Malachi’s wajj 
used as a church until the Cathedral was 
opened under Bishop Connolly’s charge.

On St. James street, two buildings 
stood. One was a very massive and 
very beautiful structure, of no precise 
form of architecture, but very chaste 
and elegant for all that. The other 
was an old wooden barn-like house that 
had been decaying for years, and was 
only waiting to be tom down by some 
passing high wind. These two build­
ings were situate within a stone’s throw 
of each other, and the one could have 
been saved just as well as the other.
A little nerve, a little will, and a few 
pails of water would have done the work.
The Marine Hospital was built in a gar­
den. It was a useful sort of affair in 
its day, but it had long ago done all the 
good that was expected of it. Its day 
was past, and it must soon have given 
way to a fine brick structure, to be lo­
cated on its site. When the fire came 
tearing along, decimating the buildings 
in every block, Mr. Bames, the keeper, 
and a few of the inmates stationed them­
selves in good positions, and began a 
vigorous defence of the old place. A 
number of well directed buckets of 
Water, plied rapidly when the fire show­
ed itself, was all that these men did, 
and the old building was saved. The 
fire was stubborn, for it tried a hundred 
times to gain a foothold, but the men 
who defended the hospital were just as 
indomitable, and the defence was a great 
success. The hospital now stands in all 
its grim shabbiness and ugliness, though 
a barn near by, filled with goods of all 
kinds, including a piano, of course, 
perished. People from a distance, who 
came days afterwards to witness the de­
solation, ask with amazement why this 
great house was saved, and this noble 
charity almost opposite, was allowed to 
bum. But it is hard to always fathom 
the short-sightedness of man. All praise 
is due to Mr. Barnes and his assistants, 
for saving even one public building, and 
it is a pity his example could not have 
been followed opposite, when|the Wig-

On the morning of the 14th inet, at 10 
o’clock, Peter McSweeney Esq., J. P., the 
Rev. Mr. Currie and other gentlemen pre­
sented an address to Mr. Brydges, General 
Superintendent of Government Railways, 
at the Intercolonial Railway Building 
Moncton.

The address stated that appreciation by 
the subscribers and other inhabitants of 
Moncton, of the interest taken by Mr.

The 
address concluded by adverting to the 
effective staff which had been formed by 
Mr. Brydges, and the system of promo­
tion by merit, which had been carried out 
by him, and expressed the belief that hi» 
desire was to advance the public [interest, 
and to encourage faithful service in those 
under him. To the address was append­
ed some 96 names.

Mr. Brydges, in replying, expressed his 
thanks for the sentiments contained in the 
address. He then alluded to his appoint­
ment as a Commissioner of the Inter­
colonial Railway at its commencement, 
and his association in the work with Mr. 
Chandler. He spoke of the early impres* 
sion made on him by the central position 
of Moncton, as to its being the proper 
point for the construction and repair of 
rolling stock, a view which was coincided 
in both by his associate Commissioners, 
and the Government. The Intercolonial 
was now one of the best appointed rail­
ways on the continent, and in its manage­
ment he had endeavoured to afford every 
facility for its traffic and the encouragement 
of the industries along the line. He pointed 
out the development which had taken 
place in the country during the last three 
years, between Moncton and Truro, and 
said similar encouragement had been given 
in other districts, and there was every 
reason to suppose that the growth of the 
traffic north of Moncton in a few years 
would be equally satisfactory. He thank­
ed them for thejterras in which the railway 
staff had been spoken of, and stated it had 
always been his desire to promote the de­
serving, and that such a system was the 
policy of the Government. In conclusion 
he spoke of the practical knowledge of the 
resources and requirements of the line, 
possessed by Hon. Mr. Mackenzie, the 
Minister of Public Works,and the benefits, 
the railway had received from the local 
knowledge and experience of Hon. Mr. 
Burpee, Minister of Customs, and Hon. 
Mr. Smith, Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries. He said there was every reason to 
hope for satisfactory results when the pre­
sent depression had passed away.

BUSINESS KOTXOSe assess the County in aid of the sufferers by 
the St John Fire.

Fraser and Barker introduced similar 
bills for Fredericton and York Councils, 
respectively.

Marshall introduced a bill to authorize 
the City Corporation of St. John to issue 
debentures to replace others destroyed by 
fire, also the petition of Common Council 
in favor of it,and a bill for widening Dock, 
Mill, and Smyth Streets and extending 
Canterbury St., and petition of W. Sco- 
ville, Jas. Lawton, G. J. Chubb, and 
hundred and forty others against Widen­
ing Dock St. Both above petitions were, 
on motion of Marshall, read from Clerk% 
table.

At 11 o’clock, McKay moved address 
in reply to the speech. He touched upon 
the extent of the St. John fire calamity 
and aid and sympathy it had called forth 
every where,and referred to the necessities 
of the city, growing out of the conflagration, 
which had called for a special session of 
the Legislature. He also referred to the 
calamities in St. Stephen and Woodstock, 
and the aid extended by cities, towns and 
individuals everywhere. He approved of 
postponement of the exhibition, under the 
circumstances, and closed by expressing 
the hope that the session would be charac­
terized by quick transaction of necessary 
business.

Flew welling seconded, in customery man­
ner, the address, and passed to section 
three, when Covert rose to accord, on part 
of himself and other members of the Oppo­
sition, with expression of sympathy for St. 
John in its calamity and the gratitude 
which he believed every one felt for the 
generous aid sent from all quarters for the 
stricken city.

Mr. Speaker said he wished he knew 
some way in which the house might mark 
the passage of this paragraph, with unusual 
emphasis. The charity evoked by the great 
calamity,and which had overwhelmed the 
citizens of St. John with unspeakable 
gratitude was as magnificent as it was 
spontaneous. At least, he would ask the 
house to pass the paragraph by a standing 
vote.

All the members then recorded their 
votes by standing in their places.

Covert attacked the ninth section which 
related to the postponement of the exhibi­
tion and' said the Government had not 
treated the Fredericton Committee, which 
had gone to expense in preparing for the 
event, rightly, while the necessity of post­
ponement was not sufficient and the at­
tempt to save the $4,000 grant was hard to 
be understood in view of the fact that the 
Government claimed such a full exchequer 
last Session.. He* also, blamed the Gov­
ernment because there was nothing in the 
address in reference to the $25,000 given 
to St. John.

The Attorney General defended the post­
ponement on the ground that St. John’s 
mechanical exhibits would have been want­
ing in consequence of the fire, while in an­
other year they would probably be forth­
coming. He had never heard nor was 
there any authority for Covert’s statement 
that the Government desired to save the 
$4,000, and St. John’s quota of visitors, a 
very essential element in the financial 
and popular success of the exhibition, 
would also have been wanted, and it was 
in the interest of the whole Province that 
there should be delay for all would feel 
better prepared next year to contribute to 
the undertaking. The assent of the Legis­
lature would be asked to the $25,000 grant 
before it was paid.

Willis said Opposition’s course on the 
present occasion had called out, as usual, 
Government explanations, obtainable in 
no other way. He said scarcely a factory 
which would contribute to the exhibition 
was burned out and the agricultural in­
terests of the country demanded the exhi­
bition. He approved of the giving of the 
Government grant to St. John but thought 
it thould have been mentioned in the 
speech.

Fraser said the counter felt it was due 
to St. John that sympathy for its calam­
ity should he shown by postponement of 
the exhibition. The Fredericton com­
mittee’s application was under considera­
tion of Government and would, he be­
lieved, be satisfactorily arranged.

Johnson urged that while he, as well as 
others, were so willing to aid St. John 
poor, back settlers in Kent should also be 
remembered.

er within 10 to 20 minutes before the ac­
cident ; a full bore of water escaped from 
it The boilers were feeding at the time 
of the accident ; the feed-cock to that 
boiler was turned on by me during the 
afternoon of Saturday, say two hours be­
fore the accident, and about three-quart­
ers of an hour before the accident I 
changed the action of the cock to 
half feed. This has 'been my custom for 
three years. As soon as it was discovered 
the plug was out, it was replaced. I 
observed the cock leaking before White- 
head came. I have examined the boiler 
since the bursting and I cannot find any­
thing to show that it resulted from want 
of water. There is a quantity of heat from 
furnaces-which acts differently from steam 
—a back draft. This heat would act on 
the plug, shrinking it at the sides, and 
causing it to come-<mt.z This heat 
greatest with east wind, 
placed the broken cock in,by cooling off the 
boiler. I did not apply for the glass and 
cock. The cock was first broken off by a 
stick falling on it. It was sent by Mr. Snow­
ball to St. John, repaired and put in, and 
from an over-heat of the furnace the solder 
with which it was fastened melted. I 
did not mind the absence of the glass for 
I knew I could manage the boiler without

defects if a proper quantity of water 
used. In my opinion the quantity of water 
was insufficient at the time of the explosi­
on. The soot-mark on the outside and 
the scale-mark on the inside are the surest 
marks as to the height of the water. This 
boiler is broken nearly under the dome leg. 
It would indicate that the boiler was not 
strong enough to sustain the dome and 
fixtures between the hangers, and not suf­
ficiently stayed up. This would have a ten­
dency by its weight to cause the crack 
which I found. There may have been 
water enough when the mill stopped, but 
the crack may have opened and allowed it 
to escape. I have never seen a crack in­
side like this on the bottom of a boiler be­
fore. /

A despatch dated Aug. 25th states 
that the Turks,on the night of the 24th, 
turned the Russian left wing, at Papas- 
kein, repulsing their forces along Ute 
whole line with heavy loss.

THE BATTLE OE ESKI DJUMA.
W ith reference to the battle before 

Eski Djuma the accounts are contradic­
tory. The Russian forces were estima­
ted at 7000 and the Turks at 14000. 
Jaslar was evacuated by the Russians 
and subsequently re-taken. The follow­
ing day three attacks made by the 
Turks were repulsed.

THE BATTLE BEFORE AGHASLAR,
A London despatch dated August 

25th, admits that the Russians after 
defeating the Turkish attack on Agha- 
slar on the 22nd, were compelled to 
retire to Sultan Koi. The Russian 
loss is estimated at 400 killed and many 
wounded. The Russians themselves 
admit the loss of 10 officers and sixty 
six men killed and 11 officers and 274 
men killed and wounded.

It is announced that all the great 
powers have adhered to the German 
protest against Turkish cruelties.

RUSSIAN WORKS TAKEN.
A despatch dated Constantinople 

Aug. 26, says that Suleiman Pasha 
telegraphs that he has taken the two prin­
cipal Russian works in Schipka Pass ; 
the operations in this direction are only 
one feature of the general advance of 
the Turks. The Russians are said to 
be as strongly posted at Timova now, 
as the Turks were at Plevna.

ANOTHER TURKISH VICTORY.
A despatch dated London Aug, 26th 

p. m. says. Mukhtar Pasha telegraphs 
from Guedikter, on Saturday as follows: 
“ We have gained a great victory, 
having carried the heights of Kiziltepe 
during the night, and repulsed three 
Russian attempts to retake them. Two 
hundred cannon were brought into ac­
tion. The engagement became a great 
battle, lasting until six o’clock Saturday 
evening. The enemy were routed 
along the whole line with a loss of four 
thousand killed and wounded. We 
captured an immense quantity of arms 
and munitions. Gen. Tchoulchotoassoff 
commanding the lyissian cavalry, was 
killed. We lost 1,200 killed, and 
wounded, including several officers. 
My horse was wounded.”

sworn : I am an engineer. I live in Chat­
ham. I examined the boiler by instruc­
tions from the Coroner. I found the old 
crack spoken of, 12 or 14 inches long on 
the lower surface, the inside lap being 
broken. The quality of iron was fair, but 
brittle. I do not think that the boiler, with 
such a crack could be safely run with 
pressure of 80 lbs, even with a proper sup­
ply of water. I found the circular seams 
started on the piece of boiler that came 
out, for a distance of from 5 to 7 inches 
from the brick work, downward toward 
the bottom of the boiler, which would re­
sult from insufficiency of water. I think 
want of water and the crack were enough 
to cause the burst.

sworn :—I am one of the day firemen in 
Mr. Snowball’s mill. I was at work on 
Saturday last. I left the mill about 5 
o’clock p. m. The boiler that exploded is 
next to the one I fire. Abel Simmonds 
attends that boiler through the day. 
The last thing we do before leaving the 
mill. in the evening is to charge the 
furnaces. I did that before I left. There 
was about 70 lbs. pressure on by the gauge 
when I left the mill. Everything appear­
ed in good order. I never heard of any 
of the boilers having a flaw. The water- 
gauges were in good order but there was no 
glass in that on the boiler that exploded. 
I never heard the fireman at that boiler 
complain of the absence of the glass. 
There was no steam escaping when I left 
the mill. The Engineer takes charge of 
the feed water and is round 20 times a 
day. I never saw the water low enough 
in the boilers to cause alarm. I never had 
to call the engineer on that account. -1 
have often driven engines, both at sea and 
on shore. I have not seen the boiler since 
the accident. I was never afraid to work 
there at those furnaces.

ROBERT NIXON
sworn,—1 am a boiler maker and live in 
Chatham. I am working at Snowball’s boil­
er which exploded. I have examined it. I 
find a crack on the inside lap as stated, 
about 13 inches long. I think it has been 
there for some time. I examined the seams 
carefully and find all open. I think the 
opening of the seams was caused by th e 
tire where there was no water. The open­
ing extended from a little above the brick­
work to 6 or \7 inches downward. There 
were seams open on the piece of the boiler 
outside in the yard, and also in the inside 
piece. The lower end of the openings in 
the seams might indicate the level of the 
water. When boilers get red hot they open 
in the seams. I should think, on looking at 
the crack, that it had been leaking. There 
are boilers at Nelson of the same con­
struction and having a larger crack in the 
iron than Snowball’s, which run at 85 lbs 
pressure. The opening of the seams could 
be caused by a straining of the boiler, 
by being unequally supported.

The evidence being closed at 6.30, the 
inquest was further adjourned till eight 
o’clock.

At 8 p. m. the jury reassembled.
The Coroner read over the evidence 

which had been taken during the after­
noon and, at its conclusion,pointed out the 
contradiction which seemed to exist in the 
opinions as to the quantity of water in the 
boiler at the time of the explosion, Mr. 
Bell stating he thought there was sufficient 
water, while the other engineers differed 
from him. It was for the jury to determine 
the cause of the explosion, and if there was 
any one to blame for the accident by which 
Ross and Powrers had lost their lives.

The jury retired at 8.30 p, m., and about 
ten, returned the following verdict:—

That the said Michael Powers and James Ross, 
while discharging their duties as firemen at the mill 
of J. B. Snowball, Chatham, received injuries by 
bursting of a boiler, of which they instantly died.

“ After carefully considering all the evidence be­
fore us, we find the accident was caused by a defect 
in one of the seams of the said boiler, together with 
an insufficient quantity of water being in the boiler 
at the time it bursted."

“ We also find that the aforementioned crack was 
of such a nature as not to be detected by the or­
dinary methods of examination, which examina­
tions, we find, were held from time to time. We 
also consider it reprehensible that the boiler should

Trade of the Dominion In spite of 
the dull times, and the decline in prices, 
there has been an increase of over $2,000, 
000 in the value of imports into Canada 
during the last fiscal year compared with 
the previous one. The imports for 1875— 
6 were $91,987,549, while those for 1876— 
77 amounted to $94,184,299. The exports 
appear however, to have fallen off, for 
1875—6, being $75,059,046, and for 1876 
—$71,254,694j This was caused by the 
decrease in the shipment of agricultural 
products which were $6,575,000 less in 
value than last year. There was an in­
crease of $2,800,000 in the value of forest 
produce exported, and an increase of 
a quater of a million in products of the 
mine.

It is announc­
ed they will go into the question of the 
value and legality of municipal and other 
securities, and their deliberations may be 
of some material aid to legislation on this 
subject.

The U. S. National Board of Trade 
—The National Board of Trade of 'the 
United States has passed resolutions 
favoring a treaty reciprocity with Canada. 
This is but a reiteration of the conviction of 
the Board as expressed for several years 
past, and as echoed by its representatives 
at the meeting of the Dominion Board at 
Ottawa.

The Magdalen Islands. —Advices of 
the 21st report the weather for the past 
foitnight had been very stormy, causing 
much damage to the hay and grain crops.

The boat cod and mackerel fisheries had 
been good on the inshore grounds. About 
twenty sail of American mackerel-men had 
been in Pleasant Bay and reported inshore 
fisheries good.

British Trade—Decline of exports. 
—The Annual statement of the Trade of 
the United Kingdom with foreign coun­
tries and British possessions for 1876 has 
been issued, and shews a considerable 
falling off in exports to the United States. 
The exports to Canada shew very severe 
depression, last year, аз compared with 
1875.

The Anti-Dunkinite Victory was cele­
brated on the 24th inst. in Toronto by a 
monster torch light profession in which 
were five bands, and about 150 vehicles, 
with evergreens, transparencies, torches, 
flags, etc. In Queen’s Park speeches were 
made by prominent licensed victualers and 
at night there were brilliant displays of 
fire works.

Bank of Nova Scotia.—The directors 
of the Bank of Nova Scotia have agreed 
to rebuild on their old site in Prince 
William Street, St. John. The building 
will be a very handsome one, the lower 
story will be of freestone with handsome 
entrance, ornamented with red granite 
columns ; the upper story will be of 
pressed bricks with freestone dressing.

Great Fire at Montreal.—On the 
morning of the 21st, a fire at Montreal de­
stroyed Jas. McDougal k Co’s Grain Ele­
vator and store-house, the City mills ad­
joining with a heavy stock of grain, and 
M. Mooney & Co’s horse nail factory with 
part of their rolling mills. Loss on eleva­
tor and storehouse, including wheat, will 
not exceed $50,000. Gould k Sons’ loss 
on flouring mill, light, $2,000 ; Barry k 
Co. ’s foundry damaged $2,000.

Her Head not Turned.—The hand­
some lady from the Channel Islands, who 
bus lately made such a sensation in Lon­
don, was asked if her head was not turned by 
so much homage, She replied, “ Oh, dear 
no ; they come up to the drag and ask to 
be introduced, and then they go away, 
and I hear them say : * I don’t see 'so 
very much in her, after all, and 1 dare say 
she’s a perfect fool.’

scaffold was only partially raised, and all 
but Buteau escaped into the Ventilator at 
the side.

sworn:—I am a mechanical engineer, and 
reside in Chatham. I have examined the 
boiler, in question, together with Mr. 
Phipps, Mr. Bell, Mr. Gulliver and Messrs. 
Waring and Gulliver, boiler makers.

To Foreman:—We have had some dis­
cussion but did not agree.

I found an old crack in the bottom of 
the boiler, extending over the spaces be­
tween 5 rivets. I found the iron of the 
boiler inferior in quality and well crystal- 
ized. I consider these defects had a ten­
dency to weaken the boiler and aid in pro­
ducing the explosion. I think the boiler 
would have stood 80 lbs. pressure even as 
it was if nothing else assisted in bursting it. 
I think the cause of the accident was un­
equal expansion of the iron of the boiler.

To Foreman: —If the boiler had been 
full of water, the unequal expansion could 
not have taken place. There were no de­
fects in the seams so far as I could see. I 
examined the body of the boiler and found 
it in a fair state. If the boiler had been 
red hot the scale would have been remov­
ed, but I do not consider it was necessary 
that it should be red diet to produce the 
explosion. There must have been 7 or 8 
inches of water in the boiler. There 
not, I think, enough water to cover the 
fire surface of the boiler. There was not 
enough to cover the old crack. If the 
water had been iii its proper place the 
boiler would not have exploded.

To a juryman—It was a bursting rather 
than an explosion. I do not think it was 
possible to discover the crack. I cannot 
account for the burst in any other way, 
hut by the unequal expansion. The steam 
would kill the fire for awhile.

JOHN BELL
recalled —I have seen no caulking started 
in the boiler. My opinion is that 
with sufficient water, that crack, 80 lbs 
pressure and the poor quality of the fron, 
was sufficient to cause the explosion. I 
saw no indications of want of water in the 
boiler. I agree with what Mr. Ruddock 
says about contraction and expansion, if the 
water had been low at the time.

ALEXANDER GULLIVER,

sworn—I am a boiler maker, live in Chat­
ham and work at the Miramichi Foundry. 
I have examined the boiler tliat exploded 
at Snowball’s mill. I find the iron is of 
poor quality. I find an old crack of 12 or 14 
inches in the bottom in the length of the 
circumference of the boiler. I find that 
the seams of thei boiler are not open from 
being dry. The crack would weaken the 
boiler a little. I have seen cracks 3£ ft. 
long in boilers, carrying 80 lbs. of steam. 
I do not consider it possible that the crack 
could have been seen. I do not think the 
crack would have produced the explosion. 
I think it was safe to run that boiler With 
that crack and quality of iron, if they had 
carried water up to water line. I 
indications on the boiler of there being too 
little water. My opinion is that the water 
must have been low at some time, which 
would weaken it. y I would say there 
too much steam while the mill was stop­
ped for the quality of iron in the boiler, 
with that crack. The water might have 
been low in the boiler in the morning or 
two days ago. There must have been 
either of two things, too little water in 
the boiler or more than 80 lbs. of steam. 
The last crack in Snowball’s boilers, this 
summer, was 2£ ft. long. It was discover­
ed by a leak.

WAR HEWS.
the battle at schipka pass.

The telegrams with regard to the at­
tack of the Turks on Schipka Pass are 
somewhat conflicting. A despatch to 
the London Evening Standard states 
the Turks attacked Timova on the 
22nd,^ but were repulsed. The same 
despatch states that in Schipka Pass 
the Russians repulsed ten vigorous at­
tacks made by the Turks, the Russian 
positions being very strong. The village 
of Schipka two miles from the mouth of 
the Pass was,howlever, evacuated by the 
Russians. Advices from Constantinople 
dated the 24th state that Suleiman Pasha 
télégraphe d that on A ug. 21 st, he ascend­
ed the Heights of Schipka Pass, and ad­
vanced to within one hundred yards of 
the enemy’s entrenchments. After 14 
hours fighting the enemy still held their 
fortified-'positions, siege guns were to be 
brought up and the struggle renewed.

RUSSIAN ATROCITIES

A London despatch of 24th says 
the Turkish legation, furnishes a circu­
lar, which consists of a telegram from 
Suleiman Pasha. “ The conduct of the 
Russian army during the 11 days it 
occupied Eski Saglira shows their first 
act on entering the town was to disarm 
the Mussulman population. They em­
ployed the Moldars of the place, who, 
deceived as to the real object of their 
mission, were ordered to fetch Mussul­
mans out of their houses, and as soon as 
the latter appeared they were massacred. 
Eleven hundred Mussulmans were thus 
put to death. A telegram from the 
Karmakour of Lovatz, reports that 
when the Russians entered that town, 
fifteen women and children fleeing from 
the invaders, were killed by the fire of 
the enemy’s artillery. Others of these 
unfortunate prisoners, in order to escape 

■outrage or death, had to abandon every­
thing, even their children. Every 
Mussulman’s house in Lovatz was pillag­
ed by Cossacks and Bulgarians. After 
the recapture of the town by the imperi­
al army the Russians carried devastation 
and carnage to the neighboring districts. 
The Russians and Bulgarians drove out 
all Mussulman inhabitants of the 
village of Henste and burned all the 
men and some of the women. Seventy 
Mussulmans and the Imaum of Yuklem 
were shut up by the Bulgarians in 
bams, to which the latter in conjunction 
with Cossacks set fire. An English 
military attache himself witnessed all 
these horrors. The Russians on enter­
ing these parts disarmed all the Mus­
sulmans of Eski Saghara, Kezanlik and 
the neighboring villages, and distribut­
ed the arms seized among the Bulga­
rians. The latter then drove down 400 
Mussulmans from Moghlis, in the dis­
trict of Kezanlik, to ; the bank of the 
river Tundja and there massacred them. 
At Eski tiaghra and its neighborhood, 
the Bulgarians continue to massacre the 
Mussulman population.

After a fight with the enemy, Sulei­
man Pasha entered Eski Saghra. 
Several cannons fell into Turkish hands. 
The Russians met with considerable 
losses. The atrocities committed by 
the Cossacks and Bulgariamuftill^ con-

New French Weather Glass.—A 
novel French weather glass was recently 
shown us by Pilot George Savoy. It con­
sists of a round brass box with a glass face, 
beneath which is a broad, card-board cir­
cumference divided into three different 
colored sections, drab, light blue, and 
dark blue, while in the centre i& an en­
graving of a chameleon which changes its 
color according to the weather ranging 
from dark blue to drab, the bluer the 
color the dryer the weather. It appears 
to be very sensitive.

Accident at Bathurst.—On the 22nd 
inst. a man named Richard Johnstone of 
Wentworth N. S. while engaged in shunt­
ing cars at Bathurst station fell from the 
top of a box car to the ground below.

55 The Barque “ John Davie,”
The barque John Davie 1013, Capt. 

Taylor, from Demerara, which arrived at 
Chatham and moored at Hutchison’s bal­
last wharf on the 19th, is probably one of 
the finest vessels that ever visited our 
port. She is built of iron and was con­
structed by John Reid of Port Glasgow in 
1876, and is about a year old ; she 
classes A 1-100 and was built under 
Special Survey. She was built for the 
coolie trade and her'tween decks is provid­
ed with deadlights for that purpose. 
Her dimensions are 208ft. between perpen­
diculars and 220 ft. over all ; beam 35 ft. 
and hold 20ft. 10 in.;her gross tonnage 
is 1061 and she is owned by Robert Davie 
Esq., of Greenock. Her general finish is 
of the handsomest description. She has a 
full poop, the skylights, rail, etc., being of 
teak, with brass mountings. The cabins 
are entered by an after-companion from 
the poop and also by a stairway forward, 
on the port side, with another entrance 
by a passage way from the main deck, in 
which are the steward’s room and pantry. 
The general plan of the cabin accommoda­
tion is a saloon of moderate size in the 
centre, behind which is the bath-room and 
on eithereide,aft,two small cabins furnished 
in mahogany and hair cloth, the form of 
which corresponds with that of the stem 
of the ship. In the port cabin is a stand 
of rifles and bayonets, as arms are general­
ly carried by these ships. The Captain’s 
state-room, which is entered from the star­
board cabin, is fitted with mahogany book­
case and bureau, and on a stand in the 
cabin itself are placed the chronometers. 
The saloon is very handsomely fitted up,
