The Great Storm.

A St. Johus,l;lﬁd. despatch of 6th

gives sad particulars of loss of life in the
great storm of the preceding week, as fol-
lows,—

The French bark ‘“Hortense” is a total
wreck at Sables, Dolonne. The crew is
saved. Seven schooners were wrecked on
Miquelon Island in the storm Thursday.
The French bank fleet is slowly arriving.
On the 4th of this month 21 cases of loss
of life on the banks were reported. All
of the French fleet arrived report numbers
of dismasted vessels outside, and large
quantities of floating wreckage. The
Cromwell line steamship ‘‘Canima,” Capt.
Farquhar, became a total wreck this
morning. She struck Gull Island, at the
mouth of St. Mary’s bay, and sunk almost
immediately. The passengers and crew,
60 in all, got ashore on an island rock
about a mile distant from land. The
schooner ““Thistle” was dispatched to the
scene of the wreck to render assistance to
Capt. Farquhar. The French bark “Ker-
malo,” laden with 9000 quintals of codfish,
from St, Pierre, to Frauce, synk with all
hands at the entrance of River Girond.
The schooner “‘Lizzie,” of Sydney, Capt.
Tobin, stranded to-day on the west side
of Miquelon. The French bapker *‘Aug-
usta’” just anchored in the roads was se-
verely damaged and lost six men. The
banker ‘‘Marie Emile” is reported gone
down at anchor on Great Banks with all
hands.

The last French banker arriving at St.
Pierre roads accounts for another batch of
54 lives lost out of another section of the
French banking fleet. One Dieppe vessel
alone lost 12 men. Brig ‘“Gabriel,” also a
Dieppois, rode out the two storms of Sun-
day and Thursday. Both masts were car-
ried away and the decks swept of every-
thing. The fate of the crew is unknown-
It is reported they were taken off after the
gale went down,

A Halifax despatch says,—

The officers of the steamer “Lamport,”
which put in here this morning in distress,
describe in thrilling terms the fury of the
storm during Wednesday night, and say
the scenes witnessed were terrible. The
waves were temendous in size, sweeping
over the ship.  They would lift a great
portion of the cattle pens on their crests
and would hold them for a moment above
and then hurl them with their living con-
tents with awful violence to the deck.
The next wave would carry off the bleed-
ing and dying animals in the twinkling of
an eye. The live stock went over the
side of the ship by the dozen, and by
morning all that remained numbered 40,
of which 4 h=ve since died, leaving but 36
out of 170 catttle taken out of Baltimore
only two weeks ago. The cattle were
shipped by F. R. Lingham & Co., of Bos-
ton, and were in fine condition when the
“Lamport” sailed. During the storm all
the steamer’s boats were either carried
away or disabled ; the cabin skylight was
stove in and cabin flooded with water ; a
portion of the bulwarks and part of the
poop wheel were carried away, and other
damage was sustained. On Thursdsy
morning the engines broke down, and four
days elapsed before repairs were completed,
The “Lamport” will be detained here
some days.

The “ Marco Polo.”

The wreck of the Marco Polo at Caven-
dish Cape, P. E. L, broke up during the
heavy gale on the night of the 29th ult.,
and one of the men employed by Mr.
Lantalum in saving the cargo was drown.
ed. The others—seven in number—stuck
to a part of the wreck until daylight.
When their dangerous position became
known to those on shore prompt efforts
were made to rescae them. Several hours
elapsed, however, .before a boat could be
obtained, but finally, an account in the
Globe tells us, at 7 o’clock Mr. Lantalum
and Mr. Robertson drove to Rustico, six
miles, and brought up a boat. Thomas
Deyle, custom house officer, took charge,
and, securing a crew,- put off to the
wreck, - but the boat shipped so much
water she had to put back. Thena team
was sent to New London and a big boat
obtained. Manned by eleven gallant New
Londoners she started for the wreck but
had to put back full of water. An hour
later the attempt was again made but she
could not stand the sea and was obliged
to return. Meanwhile the situation of
the men on the wreck was becoming more
desperate, and it was determined they
must be got ashore at any risk. So the
brave fellows on land got eight fish barrels
and lashed them down and put life lines
around the boat. If the boat filled the
barrels would float her and the crew would
catch the life lines, and would depend
upon the wind and waves washing them
ashore. This certainly was taking their
lives in their hands. About 4 o’clock, the

It seems now, however, that such is not
the case, and that other!prominent men
who were ranged—on paper—alongside
of Mr. Landry were similaaly misrepre-
sented. The trial of the pending issue
in Kent will be watched with much in-
terest all over the Province. It is
claimed by the Tory leaders in St. John
and Ottawa that Kent has no opinion of
its own ; that it can be politically
bought and sold as its late representa-
tive was, and the Couuty owes it to it-
self to repudiate the humiliating asser-
tion. Mr. Landry possesses fair abili-
ties and a good character, but there are
not a few abler men of equally good
character in Kent who, being identified
with her interests, would represent her
far more effectively. Let a choice be
made from among such men and let the
stock politicians and wire pullers learn”
that Kent has independence enough to
manage her own affairs through her own
citizens.

writer~in.an American periodical thinks
otherwise, and he fully expects thatin a
century horses will trot at the rate of a
mile a minute, and he professes to have
proved it. 1In fifty years he thinks 1. 40
will be reached, and after that he says we
will see horses going faster on an acquired
gait than on a natural gait. Certainly the
rapidity with which the record is being
lowered is wonderful. It is not uncommon
for horses to trot a quarter of a mile at a
faster gait than 2.08. The wonderful five
year old, Jay Eye See, has a record of
2.14, and his ability to trot faster than
this is undoubted. If he progresses
his predecessors have done, he ought, in
a year or two, to get pretty close to 2.00.
The Jimit of speed of racing horscs seems
to have been reached. In the Unuited
States a mile has been 1un in 1. 39§, In
Eungland the tio.c of running horses has
not usually been taken. Wonderful
stories are told of the great feats of Flying
Childers, the king of the English turf in
his day, and tradition says that he could |
run a mile in a minute and was timed a |
mile in a minute and four seconds; "but
these stories are probably incorrect and
Childers, though a wonderful horse and
far ahead of anything which ever entered |
the field against him, was probably not
much, if any, faster than the great run. |
ning horses of to-day. The speed of |
pacing horses is improving with consider-
able rapidity. Unlike trotting this is a
patural gait for the horse.

Tourist in Hardwicke.

DEAR SIr,—A few days ago I visited a
neighbor’s house and I there saw in a late
copy of the World, a letter from a corres-
pondent who, it seems, has been visiting
the trout sfreams of Hardwicke.

1f from any one we might expect the
truth it ought to be from ‘Tourist,” but
what he has written in the World is not
the truth, so far as regards the alleged un-
lawful fishing done by the inhabitants of
Eel River. ““Tourist” says that barrels of
trout have been salted this season, caught
with nets by the residents of Eel River.
This is false and I am sorry that ‘Tour-
ist” has made such a statement in the
columns of a public journal, as, holding
the position that he does, he brings dis-
credit on his holy calling when he states
what he cannot prove.

So far as Eel River is concerned, there
is not any unlawful fishing done by the
inhabitants. ‘‘Tourist” goes even further
than saying the inhabitants of Hardwicke
are not a law-abiding people. He charges
one Overseer of Fisheries with allowing
unlawful fishing, and the other onc with
being an easy-going old chap.

One of the Overseers says that ‘‘Tourist”
tells what is not true, as he never made
use of words which the Rev. correspondent
says hedid. I do not think that it is
treating the other Overseer in a gentle-
manly manner or in a christian spirit to
speak of him as “Tourist” has done. I
predict for ¢ Tourist” a pretty warm
welcome from the inhabitants when he
makes that visit next year which he has
promised. ‘“Tourist” ought to know, but
by the tone of his letter I think he is
ignorant of the fact that there are riparian
rights in non-tidal waters. Where will
““Tourist” fish next season, as all the land
along the banks of Eel River are granted
lands? I would not advise ‘“Tourist” to
trust to the good nature of the Village
Overseer if he is caught destroying young
salmon as he did at Bay du Vin, or he

will find him not as easy to deal with as’

he imagines. ‘‘Tourist” has stated what
is false about the inhabitants of Hard-
wicke and has alsoslandered the Overseers
of the Parish in his letter in the World,
for which he ought to be heartily ashamed.
He was treated kindly wherever he went
by the inhabitants of Hardwicke and a
nice return he has made to them for the
hospitality shown him! TFor “Tourist’s”
benefit I will say that I live almost on the
banks of Eel River and the people use not
the net or thefly to catch trogt, but
spools of thread for fishing lines and
bended pins for hooks.

The racing at the Chatham Driving
Park last week was, we believe, about as
satisfactory to all concerned as such con-
tests usually are, and the management
quite as good as that of racing elsewhere.
It is impossible to have everything go off
80 as to exactly suit everybody and neither
the Park management nor the judges who
had three days’ hard and thankless work
to perform expected to escape adverse
criticism from the few who are always in-
terested in finding fault. But they did
not expect that one of their tellow-citizens
would make himself the originator and
herald of their absolute condemnation.
They learned, however, to think different-
ly on reading the World, the Halifax
Herald and Moncton 7'imes, in which one
and the same person— Mr. J. L. Stewart—
has set deliberately about the work of
writing down the Park and doing it all
the injury in his power. He says, we
believe, that it is because a certain gentle.

This is a poor business, however, for any
man to engage in, and Mr. Stewart ought
to be ashamed of it.

His ill-natured and sore-headed whining
over the conduct of affairs, generally, in
Chatham, through World editorials and
his occasional telegrams to the two other
papers named, show that he does not have
a very kindly feeling towards the commu-
nity which has afforded him a very respec-
table living for nearly two years. We
seldom indulge in the mention of names,
but as this gentleman has undertaken the
general censorship of the place and so apt-
ly falls in with the prejudices of those a
few miles distant, from whom he draws his
inspiration, 1t may not be out of place to
warn him against repeating the mistakes
which have isolated him from his fellow-
citizens in the mauy places he has settled
down upon and undertaken to “set right”.
If he is not careful he will render himself
as much of an Ishmaelite here as he has
done elsewhere.

He has, from
the first, abused the confidence reposed in
him and, with his hand against everybody,
rendered himself as obnoxious as it is pose
sible for a man professing respectability to
be.  Without tact, incapable of true hu-
man sympathy, carping, morose, ignorant
and stubborn, he is entirely unfit for the
position he occupies—a misfortune to
those who are, in part, responsible for his
being inflicted on the community and a
constant menace to the well-being of those
by whom he is surrounded.

The court was opened at Newecastle
Tuesday morning, Mr. Justice Fraser
presiding. His honor congratulated the !

court at 2 p. m. with any presentment
they might desire to make. At 2 o’clock
the grand jury came into court and pre-
sented the following address,—

It is with feelings of pride and pleasure
that we welcome you on this your first

appearance in a judicial capacity in this
County, because we look nupon you as one
of ourselves. You left this, your native
Ceunty, with your foot upon the lowest
round of the ladder of the law, and you
come back to us seated comfortably on
the top.

We have your professicnal and
g«:htwal career with mterest, as that of a.

iramichi man in another part of the
Province, and have seen much in it to
admire and nothing to condemn. Those
of the political faith whizh you professed
were ever proud to boast and members
of the other party ready toadmit that you
were actuated by patriotic motives, that
as a legislator yon were painstaking and
consistent, that as a member of the Crown
you intelligently and industriously attend-
ed to the public business, and that you
were as honest in your tactics asis con
sistent with success as a political leader.
We congratalate you on having attained
to o high and honorable a ition and
feel that you will add lustra to the judicial
ermine.

Judge Fraser, in reply, said he felt that
this address was not a mere formality.

Newcastle Fiold Bst_tory.

This Battery was duly inspected by the
Dominion Inspector of Artillery, Lt. Col.
Irwin, on Thursday last. The Battery
went through a series of field mancuvres,
going into action and firing several rounds
of blank cartridges. They were then
marched back to camp, the gunuers called
to the front and briefly addressed by the
Inspector as follows :—He was mauch
pleased to notice a marked improvement
in drill and in the general appearance of
the Battery since last year. The move-
ments he had seen were all well perform-
ed, and the men had evidently paid good
attention to the instruction received dur-
ing the short time they had been in camp.
The harness was well put on, but might
have been a litile cleaner. He was glad
to see new uniforms had been issued, and
he warned the men to take good care of
them for three years. He would like to
see the men pay more attention to salut-
ing their officers wherever and whenever
they met them, and also to be more par-
ticular about their appearance and car-
riage when out of camp and going through
the streets. Next time he inspected the
Battery he hoped they woulkd be armed
with rifled guns. This being a very im-
portant point on the Intercolonial Railway
and near the coast, he considerea the Bat-
tery of great importance, and it should be
well armed and equipped in every way,
as there was no knowing when its services
might be required. He felt great interest
in this Battery and hoped it would always
keep up its good reputation and be as
efficient as he always found it. Ater the
colonel had finished his remarks Colonel
Baird, the Paymaster, inspected the Pat-
tery, counting the horses and men in
order to make out the pay sheet.

After dinner the Battery marched to
the range at the marsh and commenced
shot and shell practice, Col. Irwin super-
intending at the firing point, and Lieut.
Lawlor acting as Range Officer. The
competition was in accordance with the
rules of the Dominion Artillery Associa-
tion, there being sixteen competitors, each
of whom fired five rounds—2 solid shot,
2 shrapnell shell and 1 common sheli.
Each competitor takes command of a
detachinent, giving all the words of com-

A VERY SUCCESSFUL MEETING—TWO VERY
LARGE FIELDS.—GOOD ORDER AND GENER-
AL SATISFACTION.

It is seldom that a larger number of
good horses are attracted to any race
coursé’ in the Maritime Provinces than
were entered-in the three minute and fre¢
for all events at Chatham Dtiving Park on
Thursday and Friday of last week, while
the two-forty and County race were also
satisfactorily filled. The first day wasa
fine one, although there was high wind
and rather cool weather for early Septem-
ber. Between twelve and fifteen hundred
persons and the usual number of carriages
of different kinds were ranged along the
outside of the track from the Grand Stand
to the gate, the Grand Stand being also
well patronized. The first event of Thurs-

The sccond heat was called after the
iirst heat of the two forty race.  Spring
Stecl made a break just before swinging
into the lower turn from the quarter mile,
but was fairly brought down, while
Young Hambletonian ran John out of
fourth place. Helena kept on the even
tenor of her way followed gamely in a
strugple for the lead, by Little Maud.
The roan mare, however, could not be
captured and she again came first under
the wire in 2, 46 Little Maud second,
Spring Steel third, Hambletonian fourth
and John fifth. Hambletonian was set
back to fifth place for running, John gain-
ing so much in the next scoring for his
honest work.

The third heat of this race was closely
contested ; indeed it was one of the best
of the meeting and worked the spectators
up to a pitch of enthusiasm approaching
excitement. Bowen held Helena well in
hand and hugged the pole, closely follow-
ed by Spring Steel under the experienced
guidance of Slipp. Little Maud followed
pluckily, while John was doing a game
business keeping up with Young Hamble-
tonian, Helena passed under the wire in
2. 463, winning the heat and race,
Spring Steel second and  Little
Maud third. Bustin claimed fourth place
for John on the ground that Steel had run
Young Hambletonian past him, but the
claim was not allowed this time, the
horses going on the record in the order of
their arrival.

On enter-
ing the back stretch Queen broke and as
her driver, Stecle,set back, with all his
strength on the reins. one of them parted
aud the mare set off on a very pretty.run,
keeping, however, the ontside of the track,
Steele quickly crawled out upon herjback
on all fours and succeeded in bringing her
to a standstill against the fence, while the
crowd cheered him heartily in his success-
ful performance of a dangerous and some-
what difficult feat. Tom, meantime, kept
his lead and won in 2.48 with Long Johu
second. The Judges, considering the
mishap of Queen and being satisfied on
examination, that the breaking of her,rein
was accidental, decided
her.

In the fourth heat, after the usual de-
lay in scoring a very good send off was
effected. Honest Tom again went to the
front, closely passed by Long John. The
latter broke and was let run a short dis-
tance by his driver, Queen, meantime,
trotting quite fairly. Tom won the heat
in 2. 46, Long John being set back for
running and Queen given second place.
This ended the racing of the first day,
notice being given from the Judge’s stand
that the fifth heat of the 2. 40 race would
be called at 2 Yelock on Friday.

The call was made promptly for two
o’clock, Friday afternoon, but it was
nearly a quarter of an hour later when
the horses appeared. There was, then, 5
good deal of unsuccessful scoring, many
being of opinion that some of the drivers
were killing time with the intention of
delaying the free for all until the next
day. It was nearly three o’clock before a
send-off was effected, one of the judges
being, at last, out of patience, and giving
the word, followed by a decided “no!”
and the ringing of the bell for a recall, as
the starter had not intended to make it a
send-off. Long John’s driver immediately
reined up, while Brown, who was behind
Queen, and Langley kept on. Queen’s
owpner shouted to Brown to stop and the
crowd cried ““goon !” Soon, Queen took
the lead and though the bell was rungas
she and Tom approached the judges stand
at the half mile, there was no stop,
Queen came in ahead and then her owner
putin a claim for the heat. The starter
properly claimed that he did not give the
word and that the bell being rung and
heard by all three drivers ought to have
brought them back.- Finally. however,
with the consent of Long John and Honest
Tom’s owners, the heat was givan to
Queen, Honest Tom
taken.

In the rixth heat Queen kept ahead
from the start and trotted admirably
around the first half mile with Long John
and Tom fighting for second place, Tom
having the best of it, however. Queen
had one of her bad breaks early in the
second half mile and fell to third place
but, getting her feet again, trotted square-
ly by Long John and, collaring Tom on
the home stretch; weiit under the wire in
first place,—time 2.42}. There was great
cheering by the spectators over Queen’s
performauce and much credit was given to
Brown for his superior driving. Long
John had stopped almost entirely at the
last turn out of the back stretch and did
not corge in with the other two horses at
the end of the heat. His driver, Slipp,
claimed that he had been pocketed by
Honest Tom and had to rein up so abrupt-
ly as to choke his horse, Queen being so
close to him that no other course was left
if he would avoid a serious collision.
Honest Tom’s driver admitted the pocket-
ing and showed that it was entirely acci-
dental, so John was allowed to save his
distance.

In the last heat there was some break-
ing indulged in by each of the horses, but
Long John got the lead and held it, in
spite of Honest Tom’s efforts to get to the
front past both Queen and the leader.
There was sharp work and at the close
Tom was behind, Long John winning the
heat and race in 2.45, Honest Tom taking
second money and Queen third. The
