WORK OF THE WOMEN.

THE WIVES CHIEFLY RESPONSIBLE
FOR HOMESTEAD’S STRUGGLE.

“Stick *. the Union, Jim,” the Dying
Words of the Wife of a Striker Faith-
fully Followed—Some Striking Scenes at
the Carnegie Works. -

Itis the women of Homestead who
are chiefly responsible for the continu-
ance of the great strike in the Carnegie
mills.

It is undoubtedly the fact that not
less than one-third of the workers would
long ago have given up the struggle had
it not been for their wives. This one-
third, with the other men who are and
bave been willing to give up the fight,
would be more than enough to officially
declare the strike off.

Many good stories of the part the wo-
men have taken and the part they are
now taking are told, but few of them
have found their way into print.

A group of\mill-workers stood on a
street corner ing last night. Said
one: ‘ Boys, do yeu know what is keep-
ing me out on this strike? I tell you.
It is the dying message of my little
wife.

“Iwent out on the strike with the
rest of the boys. As you know, it
caught me at a bad time, for I didn’t
have a cent. I had been sick for a long
time, as some of you know.

was on the point of giving in several
times, but my wife, she says to me:
‘Don’t.” We scratched along somehow,
and she even took in work to help out.
‘Well, she took sick and died—that was
two weeks ago—and When she was on
her deathbed she says'tome: ‘Jim, you
wanted to go back to work to keep us
from suffering, but I knew that by so
doing you would sacrifice your honor.
We've suffered together, and I'm going
to our Father above, but before I gol
want you to promise me that you will
stick to the union. Promise me that
you won't disgrace us by going back on
th® boys.” And with that she died.

“Itell you, boys, I'll stick to this
fight. After that, what else can I do?
Do you think I could have the face of
that dead woman glaring at me all the
time, and hear her saying, ‘Stick to the
union, Jim,” and all the while going
back on the union? No, sir.”

The morning of the great fight with
the Pinkertons one woman called her
husband and told him to go out and
fight. She urged him not to lose a min-
ute. Her son was at home on a visit.
He wanted to go, too, but she wanted
him to stay at home with her. He went
in spite of her protests. He was carried
home to her, it was believed, mortally
wounded.

Still she urged her husband on and
kept him in the field nearly all the day.
He is now accused of murder, while she
continually urges the men to stand firm
and not give in.

‘When the company posted its notices
inviting its men to return to work a
young man who had been married less
than a year was the first to apply. He
was a mechanic and had no affiliation
whatever with the Amalgamated Asso-
ciation. His services were accepted.
| Hestayed in the mill three days and
‘then decided he would go home and see
his wife. He found the house barred
/against him. His wife was in and the
door was locked. He knocked. She
answered, and when she saw him wait-
ing for admittance she banged the door
in his face and sereamed, ‘' Go away!
go away! Idon’t want anything to do
with you; you are a black sheep.”

«“ Mollie, Mollie!” he cried, ‘‘ what is
the matter with you? I am your hus-
band.”

“You are no husband of mine,”
answered the woman. ‘I don’t want
. you and won’t have you; youare a black
sheep. I won’t live with you.”

The young man went away to a neigh-
bor’s, where he was informed by the

{ lady of the house that he deserved all he

got and more. He finally promised he
would not go back to work in the mill,
and this woman agreed to intercede for
him and did.

For two whole days his wife refused
to see him, notwithstanding his refor-
smation. Then she permitted him to
come home on probation. In response
to his pleadings that he had only return-
ed to work for her sake and to prevent
her suffering from want, she said she
would rather die of starvation than be
disgraced. e
Matters in the household are still in a
strained condition. She has mnot quite
fully forgiven him, and she declares she
never can think as much of him as she
did before.

A crowd of young women were stand-
ing in the Homestead postoffice discuss-
ing the strike. ““I gave him the go-by
last night,” said one. “I can’t stand a
black sheep.” :

““Were you going to marry him?”’
asked one of the other girls.

“1t wasn't exactly settled,” was the
reply, “ but I tremble to think what a
narrow escape I had. Just think of it,
being tied up for life to a black sheep,”
and all the girls shivered in unison.

s Well. my brother John would have
gone back, I do believe,” said another of
the girls, “‘if mamma and me hadn’t
got after him. He said there was no
chance left of winning the strike, and
he was going to work, but mamma and
me told him plain that if he deserted he
need mnever come home again, for we
didn’t want to see him, and we wouldn’t,
either. So he said he would wait until
the men won. Of course, they will win.”

There is another case similar to the
one mentioned by the first of this party
of girls. The names are omitted, but 1t
is none the less true and the relatives of
the young woman tell it with some
pride. The heroine, a pretty, black-
eyed miss, popular in Homested social
circles, and a fine-looking young man,
employed by the steel company, were
engaged to be married, and, had all gone
well, the ceremony uniting them in
marriage would have been performed

As luck would have
it, he found himself engaged upon work
which had been performed, prior to the
lock-out, by his sweetheart’s brother,
who is a member of the union. :
When the young lady heard of this
her indignation went up into the nine-
ties. Womanlike, she had a gopd cry.
This formally gone through with, she
dried her eyes and with a stamp of her
foot declared to her parents that ghe
would ‘‘never, no never, marrya hlack
sheep.’ W
“But he had to do this work in ogder

to hold his place in the office,” said her
mother.

“I don’t care; no black sheep can be a
man. I won't marry him, so there.”

When the young man learned how
things stood, which he did when he call-
ed that very evening, he tried to square
himself by promising to leave the com-
pany’s employ, but it was too late.
Finding %ﬁ leadings were of no avail,
the disca eg lover very philosophically
decided that he couldn’t afford to lose a
good job and a wife in one weelg, so he
returned to work the next morning. He
performs his duties with a pen in his
hand and a misfit engagement ring 1n
his vest pocket.

The young lady made a bonfire of a
bushel or more of his love letters, and
called in all the neighboring girls to see
them burn. After the fire they had an
indignation meeting, at which he was
thoroughly denounced, and thena lunch
was served by the disengaged young

woman.

back to work are made to suffer by the
wives of the men who are still holding
out. First, every influence is brought
to bear on them to induce their hus-
bands to quit, and when unsuccessful,
the women are ostracized. Whenever
they appear on the street they are cailed
names, and bodily harm is threatened.
Sometimes children are sent into the
street with instructions to throw mud
at them.

In two cases that are known it has
been necessary for the men to leave the
mill and take their families from the
town for fear that the threats of harm
will be carried out.

When the Pinkerton men on the
barges surrendered, it will be remem-
bered that they were set upon and beaten
by the mob. That mob was made up
chiefly of women. All the women who
took part in that riot have been moving
heaven and earth to keep any of the
men from going back to work.

On every occasion before the arrival
of troops, when the alarm was sounded,
it was a common sight to see women
running through the streets with rifles
in their hands searching for their hus-
bands or fathers or brothers.

The night of the first false alarm a
Herald reporter was standing near the
railroad depot, and a very pretty young
woman dashed past him and forced a
rifle into the hands of a man standing
near. ‘“ Here, John;” she said, “it’s all
right; I loaded it myself; go now and
use it; make every shot you fire count
and don’t come back to me beaten.”

The reason for this determination on
the part of the Honyestead women is a
very interesting question, and one that
is not easy to answer.—Pittsburg cor-
respondence Boston Herald.

MAY RETRIEVE THE DISMAL SWAMP.

A Wealthy Virginian Who Hopes to Ren-
der Useful a Famous Region.

The famous Dismal Swamp, of Vir-
ginia, has been sold to Thomas Ballen-
tine, a millionaire farmer of the State,
for 10,100—a good deal of ground and
water for the money. If the farmer is
energetic, the Brooklyn Eagle says, he
will recover his outlay and make a good
deal besides, for the swamp is not all
swamp, by any means. Originally the
swamp was a dreadful morass for per-
haps the larger part of its mapped ex-
tent; it was little know to white people
and for that reason it was an advantage-
ous hiding place for slaves who were
flying from bondage and making their
way northward. t some of them
gained their liberty is known, but it is
quite probable that many of them lost
their way in the wilderness and perished
there in the awful silence of black
waters and moss bannered trunks, sink-
ing to death, perhaps, in the stagnant
ooze, or falling, exhausted with hunger
and travel, amid entangling vegeta-
tion that shut out the sight of the sky
that overhangs the northern land of
liberty.

By the digging of the canal some of
the ponded waters of the swamp were
drained and when a railroad was car-
ried through it was followed by the
““making " of new ground on which to
plant stations, mills for cutting fuel for
the locomotives, cabins for the men em-
ployed in the maintenance of the road
and ‘“‘truck” gardens for small farmers
who supply the men. These patches of
good ground have spread and grown
until there is something of a permanent
population in the swamp and capacity
for more. A northern man who went
there to settle would probably require a
few pounds of quinine pills, and would
always look around the floor before he
went to bed to make sure that the ser-
vant had put the rattlesnakes and moc-
casins out for the night; but people in-
ured to the climate and conditions,
perhaps through generations, seem to
thrive as well there as others do on dry
plains and salubrious hills.

There are thousands of square miles
of this country that figured on maps of
1860 as the arid and uninhabitable, and
an enormous tract between the Missouri
and the Sierras was labeled ‘‘ the great
American desert.” Franklin, with the
far-seeing eye of the philosopher, drew
his pen through this title when he found
a map that bore it hanging in the study
of the King of France. It might not
have been good manners, but it was
done in the interest of what the scholar
felt instinctively to be the truth. It re-
quired a century to justify the act, but
it has been justified and on the soil that
buffaloes had beaten into a crust during
their ages of wandering ui and down
the continent, and that Lieutenants
Pike and Long reported would never be
capable of supporting a population, ‘‘ex-
cept Indians,” crops grow luxuriantly,
trees spread their grateful shade where
the ghostly sage brush whispered in the
wind and fair cities dot the plain with
happy homes and send afar the hum of
prosperous labor.

Costly Mats.

Some Farm Notes.

Sweet cream butter is rapidly growing
in popular favor, but all can have sour
cream butter who prefer it.

For generations we have so bred and
fed the hog that he has become a mass
of living lard, almost entirely unflt for
food.

The Rural New Yorker thinks it has
in its experiment grounds a gooseberry
absolutely free from mildew and as
large as the European kinds.

Sweet cream butter, it is said, never
gets that sharp, rank taste  which is
found in sour cream butter, and is mis-
taken for butter flavor by many.

It is estimated that last year the
United States imported $20,000,000
worth of flax products, while the farm-
ers destroyed as worthless 1,070,000 tons
of flax straw.

Dark stables are not the sort in which
animals flourish best. Light is an essen-
tial condition to life, and neither an
animal nor a plant can develop thriftily
without it.

An Animal’s Make-Up.
According to the -German experi-
ments food equal to 2 per cent. of the
weight of an animal must go first to
sustain life before any gain can be made;
thus for a 100-pound animal two pounds
would be fed without profit, for a 200-
pound animal four pounds, and for a
300-pound animal six pounds. There is
the most profit in smaller pigs and
quicker returns. It is possible to put
any amount of feed into a hog and get
no return for it. As an exchange says:
‘‘Swine have an immense power for the
consumption of food, and can use up
grain remarkably fast without making
any commensurate return, if the feed-
ing is not done with judgment. On the
other hand, under proper conditions,
they can turn the grain to flesh with as
handsome a margin for profit as can
any stock on the farm.” A rapid and
constant growth is necessary to avoid
loss and secure the greatest profit.

Restoring Meadow.
I have about five acres of meadow
that wants plowing and re-seeding, but
it is impossible for me to do so for the

present. Would you under such cir-
cumstapces consider it advisable, after

the hay 18 off, to run a sharp tooth har-
row over it, sow it with timothy and
roll it?—E. W., Brockville, Ont.

The Cultivator and Country Gentle-
man answers as follows: The course
you propose is the only one you can
adopt, and its success will depend on the
present condition of the ground for be-
ing well pulverized in the operation. It
would be important also to give an even
top-dressing of barn manure, to be fol-
lowed with the harrow and roller either
before or after sowing the grass seed. A
light manuring would be useful: a heavy
one would give a strong growth. A
Kemp manure spreader would do the
spreading admirably.

Good vs. Poor Cows.

What is the difference in the value of
a good cow yielding an annual profit of
$24, and an extra cow yielding a profit
of $50? Limit the milking period of a
cow’s life to six years, and take no ac-
count of progeny, and the net income
from one is $114, while that from the
other is $300; difference, $156. If the
good cow cost §50, by compounding
interest and insurance at ten per cent.,
we find her at the expiration of the term
with a credit of’ $47.42. On the same
basis the extra cow, if purchased at
$140, would stand credited with $52.
In other words; the extra cow would be
a better investment at $140 than the
good cow at $50. The moral is, Breed -
only from the best bulls.—Farmer’s
Advocate,

Sow Rye in September,

If you have a spare plot anywhere,
sow it to rye in September, which will
give the hens a share of green food late
in-the season and also early in the
spring. If you have changeable yards,
sow one of them to rye. ’lshe spading of
the ground alone is an advantage, and
the manure will be sufficient for the
thickest seeding possible—the thicker
the better.—Mirror and Farmer.

The Menace of Maritime Interests.

The people of the maritime provinces
observe with much uneasiness that the
proposition to transfer the Intercoloni-
al railway from the possession and con-
trol of the Dominion = Government to
that of the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company is being revived in the press.
The Toronto Globe—the leading organ
of the liberal party in Canada—seems
to favor the proposition, as does also
the conservative Montreal Gazette and
the.independent Montreal Star. The
St. John Telegraph has already zeal-
ously advocated the transfer, and some
of the other journals of the maritime
provinces have done the same thing, so
it may be assumed that the great cor-
poration has managed to enlisc in-
fluences of no inconsiderable power in
favor of its pet scheme.

The main points upon which thg al-
leged necessity of the proposed tra‘Zsfer
is urged are that upon it depend the
establishment of a fast trans-Atlantic
Canadian passengér steamship line, and
the cessation - of the annual: deficit
charge on Intercolonial Railway account,
which averages half a million of dollars
a year. It is not made clear, in-any
discussion of the proposition- that we
have read, whether the C. P. R. will
demand a subsidy for its proposed new
line of steamers equal to that aiready
offered by the Dominion government
plus the balf million dollars represent-
ed by the Intercolonial deficit, or be
content with the one half million sub-
sidy and a free gift of the Intercolonial,
or such part of it as it chooses to ac-
cept. In any case, however, itis, in
the highest degree, a duty of our people
to take an active interest in what is
going om in connection with this im-
portant question, and not permit it to
be believed—as the papers of the upper
provinces appear to assume—that they
are indifferent to the vital concerns in-
volved.

The people of the maritime provinces
are not unmindful or unappreciative of
the enterprise and deservings of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company.
They share, with those of the Dominion
generally the pride experienced over
the possession of a transcontinental line
that is the envy of our neighhors south
of us and perhaps our greatest factor
in the country’s material growth, pros-
p('erity and development. At the same
time; they cannot be expected, simply
for the mere asking, toconsent to hand
over to that corupany ancther great
railway which is, practically, the only
advantage they possess asa condition
of their entering the Canadian federa-
tion and which, if transferred as pro-
posed, would sever the last tie by
which they ought to consider them-
selves bound by that compact.

It is conceded, on all hands, that it
would be suicidal, so far as the trans-
portation business of the greater. por-
tion of the maritime provinces—and
especially .that between ' them and
United States points—is “concerned, to
transfer the Intercolonial Railway to
the Canadia Pacific Company withont
a guarantee that maximum rates would
never be higher than those at present
ruling on the Intercolonial. And, in
sonceding this, every paper that ad-
vocates the transfer seems to assume
that such a guarantee may be secured
and respected.  In this they idisplay
both innocence and credulity, which
must be as gratifying to the C.'P. R.
Company as that astute corporation
hopes the bait may be satisfying to the

there are scores of ways of

given,
evading it, as the experienced in such
matters well know, for by whom and
how could its conditions be enforced ?
No individual could afford to tight the
great and wealthy corporation over
such a question, and no Canadian gov-
ernment conld be expected to interfere,

lieving weuld be the case.  Experi-
ence, moreover, teaches that the guar-
antee referred to, even if given and
faithfully observed, would be inadequate
to meet reasonavle demands in the
premises, for the tendency of railway
rates during the past tn_years has
been downward, and what may be now
considered a low tate may be a very
high one before arother ten years have
passed ; so there is, therefore, little
in the rate-guarantee phase of
the  question. The result of
the transfer would unquestionably be
to place the railway traffic of the
maritime provinces at the merey of a
great, powerful ‘and wealthy
poration, whose chiet object
necessarily be to squeeze every doilar
possible out of it. The extent of tic
squeeze would, of course, be measured
by the presence or absence of competi-
tion. There would be practically. no
competition for the carrying trade of

cor-
must

maritime inland points, and
whatever, on the North Shore of New
Brunswick, so that the people would
be forced to use the railway on such
terms as the big company might dictate,
and those terms would, naturally, be
made so high as to absorb about all of
the profits of the husiness done. In
this way, our mercantile communities
would be made mere coatributors to
the coffers of the railway owners, who
would, for all practical purposes, dom-
inate the country in a manner detri-
mental to individual interests and true
commercial progress and expansion.

No reasonable objection can be urged
against the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company being paid an adequate sub-
sidy, and also given the most free and
ample preferential facilities for running
its trains connected with the proposed
trans-Atlantic steamers over any and
all parts of the Iutercolouial. The
terms on which such privileges might
be granted ought to be arranged on an
equitable basis without much difficulty
or friction, but they should not involve

1an_v exclusive ownership on the part
| ot tho C. P. R., or be permitted

as many are, perhaps, deluded into be--

to in-
terfere with government control of the
Intercolonial. Another great railway, |
the Grand Trunk, will, in time, doubt-
or

less, require running privileges
facilities for its traffic from Halifax to its
own lines, and the gevernment shonld
keep itself ina position to accomodate
and promote such trafiis.

Because there has been and is an an-
nual deficit in the working of the Inter-
colonial, it does not follow that it will al-
ways be so. Wa believe that with the
abolition of the anomaly of railway head-
quarters at Oitawa and their removal to
Moncton, where they belong, and the
substitution of aun honest and intelligent
business mavagemert for ths poltical
control that has heretofure existed, the
annual deficit will disappear.

It does not, therefore, appear that the
proposed transfer of the Intercolonial
from the hands of the government to
those of the. Canadian Pacific Company
is necessary to the establishment of the
proposed Canadian line of fast trans-At-
lantic steamers, or the cecssation of the
deficit, which seems to be so great a mat-
tor in the estimation of the upper Cana-
dian press.
the interest of that company, by which it
hopes to secure a monopoly of the railway
traffic of the country, which will enable it
to exact such freight and passenger ratss
between non-competitive points as will be
very detrimental to the commercial de-
velopment of the communities affected,
and we, therefore, hope the people inter-
ested will lose no opportunily by which
their protests against the\transfer way be
impressed upon their representatives and
all others who may have voice or influence
at Ottawa. .

The Bass-Fishery.—An Outrage.

The people of the Miramichi river
had reasonable grounds for believing
that when the peviol of ill-advised
total prohibition of bass-fishing on the
Miramichi expired on 1st December
next, that important industry would
be re-opened under intelligent’ regula-
tions. Instead, however, » new order-
in-council is issued prohibiting bass-
fishing in Mirsmichi waters—river and
bay—for a further term of three years.
Why the people ot our river are thus
particularly singled out as the especial
objects of departmental persecution,
no one here seems to understand. All
weo can do is to protest in the strongest
terms against the continued prohibi-
tion as an outrage. The department
seems to have no person connected
with it who is capable of giving it in-

telligent advice on the subject, or if
such advice is given it is insolently
ignored by the “know alls” at Ottawa.

Bad for Canadian Cattle Trade-

Canadian cattle have been scheduled
in Great Britain, which means the
withdrawal of the privilege they have
formerly enjoyed over United States
cattle which had to be slaughtered at
the port where landed—a restriction to
which cattle sent hereafter from this
country’ must also be subjected. Two
cargoes of cattle landed from Canada
at Dundee appear to bave caused the
trouble and it is said that the decision
to schedule future Canadian shipments
was brought about by undue pressure,
and ‘based on evidence that is not con-
sidered by any means reliable or cou-
clusive. As the new order does not
come into effect until 21st inst., and
it is claimed that pleuro-pneumonia
does not really exist amongst Canadian
cattle, it is hoped the restriction may
be set aside on the matter being re-
opened.

The Prosidential Hlection.

The voters of the United States cast
their ballots on Tuesday for the gentle-
men composing their electoral colleges,
who will ixi\iua course, on the ftirst
Wednesday in December, acting in their
official capacity, decide whoiste be the
next president of that country. The
presidential nominations took place in
June, that of the republican candidate,
President Benjamin F. Harrison being
first made, followed, a few days after by
that of ex-President Grover Cleveland
by the Democrats, and there was also a
third or prohibition party candi-
date—a Mr. Weaver. - In the election
of Tuesday, which practically decided
the question of who is to be the next
president, the names of neither, Cleve-
land, Harrison nor Weaver appeared on
the ballots, and there was nothing there-
on to indicate to the voter whether he
was selécting a democrat, republican or
third party man in casting his vote for
the names upon 1t. The ballots, how-
ever, which, in many of the etates, con-
tained the names of candidates for con-
gress, the legislatures, etc.,
those of presidential electors, were lvoked

as well as
after by comuitteemen aud other party
workers, so that the voters were pretty
sure to get the names they w'shed to
vote itto the boxes. The It of
Tuesday’s votitg is the assured clection
of Glover Clevel:ind the the next
president of the Uticed States, Tae
electoral colleges of the forty-four states
contain a totul of 444 votes, of which 223
will be required to elect the president in
December. The following special des-
patch to the ApvanNce iudicates how
great the victory of Cleveland is : —
Sr. Joux, Nov. 8.

The democrats have carried the solid
south, with 169 votes; New York, 36;
New Jersey, 10 ; Indiana, 15; Connecti-
cut, 6 ; Illinois, 24 and 7 in Michign.
They have 257 votes in all, which is 34
more than are necessary to clect the
President.

Weaver has carried Oregon, Nebroska,
Colorado and Nevada.

Cleveland is undoubtedly elected.

The democrats had an enormous majer-
ity in New York city and Brooklyn. It
was over 100,000 below the Harlem river.

Governor Russell is probably re-elected
in Massachusetts but the eleciorzl vote of
that state goes to Harrison.

Ex-Governor and Senator, David B.
Hill, has been a potent factor in winning
the victory for the Democrats. It was
feared at first that the bad treatment he
had received from leading democratic
managers, both before and at the time of
Cleveland’s nomination, would alienate
him from the party during the campaign.
Party fealty, however, led him to &nally |
take a firm and self-denying stand for
the democratic neminee, and he is—more

Mr. Blair for Quoens.——

leader of the government, at the urgent
request of his many friends in the con-
stituency, has concluded to do. A writ
has been issued for a new election, nom-
ination being fixed for the 15th and poll-
ing for the 220d of November, instant,
We Have not yet heard of any serious op-
pogition to Mr. Biair, although it may be
taken for granted that if the Stockton-
Phinney-Pitts combination can induce
anyone to undertake the job, the premier
will not be permitted to represent Queens
without a contest. There does not ap-
pear to be any serious objection to Mr.
Blair within the County—even amongst
leading oppositionists—as it is an intelli-
gent constituency quite capable of ap-
preciating the honor and advantage of
securing so able a man as one of its mem-
bers. The outsiders of the opposition,
however, care little for the interests of
any constitueuncy, so Jong as they can find
men willing {o be used in working out
their policy of persecution and reverge
upon the man who is so signally honor-
ed and endorsed all over New Brunswick,
in spite of their unpatriotic efforts to
drag him down to their own level.

St. John Progress says that the scene
at the old York Connty Court House was
2 dramatic one. The occasion was the
farewell address of New Brunswick’s
most gifted public man to the constituents
of York. Thoss who heard that address
will not soon forget it. They will re-
member the strong, -courageous face ;
they will remember the tall, commanding
fizure, and the ringing voice,whose every
accent reached the heart. The opposi-
tion candidates had spoken and they had
been so well xeceived that a spectator
wight have been pardoned for supposing
that the sympathy of tke audience was
largely with them. But when Andrew
G. Blair came forward this illusion was
dispelled. He was still York’s favorite
son, and the old court-house rang with
such cheers as were never heard within
its walls before. It was fully five min-
utes before the storm of applause was
s'ayed, and the anthor and hero of the
matchless campaign of 1892 was able to
speak. He said :

Gentlemen and friends : I have not had
the fortune to stand very often upon this
platform in the capacity of a defeated can.
didate. It has been mauy years since the
people of this county first entrusted me in
a generous way with their confidence as a
representative. Ten years have rolled
round —the ten best years of my life—since
you first conferred upon me your approval
as a member and leader of the present ad-
ministration. It bas been my endeavor,
day and night, at all{times and under all the
circumstances in which T have been placed,
to devote my best energies and abilities in
the service of my county and of my province,
(Applause.) - Whenever I have thought that
it was the -desire of this county that
auything in my _power should be done it
has been my earnest endeavor to accom-
plish it, and while I realise that I stand be-
fore you hers to-day as & defeated candi-
date, having had passed upon me the con-
demnation of my constituents, I want it to
be understood by you each andall that I
do pot stand humiliated. I want it under-

desire my services, yet amorg the people
of this province in every section of it there
will be a feeling that I deserved better at
the handa of York then I have received.
(Deafening cheers.)

I notice that sume of our friends oppo-
site seem to be very sensitive as to some re-
marks which I made on nomination day, or
upon tho evening on which I spoke in the
City hall. I notice that Capt. Howe has re-
ferred to these remarks in very strong
langnage indeed—language which indicates
that those remarks strack very keenly into
his soul. He has referred to a conversation
which, he says, took place between him and
myself some years ago. If he says that con-
versation took place I will not say it did
not, but I have not the slightest recollection
of ever having employed towards him the
language to which he refers. But I wish
him to understand that in the general refer-
ence I made the other day to the character
of the epposition ticket as not being a refl-x
of the intelligence of this county, Idid not
intend any ° petsonal reference to him, but
my reference was solely as to the composi-
tion of the ticket generally, and what 1 then
said has been affirmed a thonsand times by
his own friends and supporters. What I
stated I believe is the feeling of the county
of York today: that thegentlemen whom
you have chosen to be your representatives
for the next four years do not fitly and
adequately represent the intelligence of the
people of this constituency. (Applause.) I
do not say that there are not some gentle-
men on that ticket who would inake very
good men on any ticket that might be
selected, but I say that they should be as-
“soeiated with men who would be able on the
floors of the legislature to cope with the best
men that come from other counties and hold
their own. (Cheers.) It has been said that
my remarks were degrading. If so it must
be considered a degrading circumstance that
the public today are not content with the
selection made. (Applanse,) To-day, if
you were to take the opinion of the people
of this connty, I think it would be found to
be one of extreme regret that they had al-
lowed themselves in a whirlwind of religious
passion to commit their most valued inter-
ests to the hands of the persons who are now
entrusted with them. (Cheers.)

I hope, people of York, that you will not
be disappointed; Ihops thess gentlemen
will realise the expectations of their warm-
est supporters and closest friends, but I
mean to make no unkind allusion to these
gentlemen, nor did I mean to when I stated
before, that I did not think and do pot
think, that the men yon have chosen are the
best available men, even among those who
are in opposition to the present government.

I have been told, nay more than that, I
know, that statements have been circulated
of a very specific character as respects my
own sayings and doings. In the various
polling districts men were sent to denounce
aond who did denounce the government and
denounce myseli and say that 1 had written
letters to Catholic priests in various portions
of this province, in which I said “Give the
government the Catholic vote and I will
guarantee you separate schools.” (Hear,
hear.) That statement was made I believe
at every polling station in this coanty.

A voice—It is fajse.

Counter-cries—It is not false.

Hon. Mr, Blair—Gentlemen, is it not true
that thonsands and thousands of circulars
representing me to be an opponent of the
free school law™arhich is ae atrocious a false-
hood as any man.\eser _uttered)—represent-
ing me to be a minion in the hands of the
church of Rome which was riding . rough-
shod over the protestants of this country,
were disseminated broadcast in every parish
of this county from one end of it to the
other? And by whom were they spread
abroad? I regret to say that a gentleman
who is now one of your representatives origi-
nated it and that the opposition party, act-
ing with him in this county, the candidates
and their friends, are responsible for its
circulation. Is it not true that the state-
ment was made at the different polls that I
had written to the Rev. Mr, Pelletier, of
Kent county, pledging myself to. give
separate sehools to the Catholic people if I
received their support ? (Applause.) Thrown
into every homestead in this county was the
statement that I had written a letter of this
kind for the purpose of securing the support
of the French and Catholic people of this
ptovince. A more diabolical falschood
never emanated from a political opponent.
I never wrote such a letter, nay more, there
is not that Roman Catholic priest or layman
who ever suggested to me, from the moment
that I tirst entered public life until now,
that I should confer or agree to confer any
single, solitary privilege upon them as dis-
tioguished from the other citizens in this
community. . (Loud cheering.) I never saw
any evidence that they desired it, and I am
convinced they have judgment enough to
know that if they asked it I would not con-
sent, or if I did agree I would be powerless
to carry such an agreement out.

[Mr. Blair here stated that he had under-
stood from Mr. Wilson that Mr. Henry
McAdam read to the people at the mouth of
Keswick the circular referred to. Mr., Mec.
Adam, who was present in the crowd, and
was called upon by Mr. Blair, admitted
amid the hisses and groans of the audience
that he had done so; that he did not know
who gave him the circular, and that he be-
lieved at the time that the statements made
were true. Mr. McAdam further admitted
that he had stated that Father McDevitt
had written a letter which Charles Duffy had
uged among the people of Northfield, Sun.
bury county, stating that the attorney-gen-
eral had promised the Catholics should be
allowed tree schools.}

I desire that the impression may not exist
in auy portion of this province that I have
either yielded or been asked to yield one
hair’s breadth upon this question of our pub.
lic schools. It has never been propesed to
me by the Catholic peoplle of this country.
(Applause.) The only thing the government
of this province has ever done in the direc-
tion of recognizing that there were Catholic
people in the province in connection with the
administration of the public #chool law, was
done 17 years ago. Awm Iand this govern-
ment to be held responsible because we do
not propose to rescind the regulations made
in good faith at that time in order to bring
about the barmonious operation of that law ?
And because we will not consent to rescind
those regulations, which let me add we have
not yet been asked to do, we find men agi-
tating for equal rights and privileges to the

whole people of the country, as though
!

equal rights and privileges were not already
guaranteed and had not been already enjoy-
ed by the whole people.  (Applause.)

Gentlemen lét me say to the people of this
county that, in taking leave of this constitu-
ency, I do so very much more in sorrow
that in anger. Ido not want anybody to
suppose that there is in my breast any feel-
ing of animosity towards the county in any
way. But I do leave you with feelings of
very great regret,I feel that I have been en
titled to more generous consideration than I
have now reccived at your hands. I can
only hope, gentlemen, that you may fiod in
the future a service more faithful—a service
more efficient that I have been able to ren-
der you. Regarding the statement publish-
ed in Monday morning’s Sun that I was
already hunting for another constituency,
let me make this remark, that before I was
scarcely conscious (because I did not very
readily real'ze, I can assure you, that it had
been possible for this county to reach the
result it did in this election,) before I had
dreamt or thought of what my future course
would be, I was the recipient of telegraphic
offers from men who had bsen elected to the
legislature offering to resign their seats nnd\
give mc an opportunity to contest them for a']
seat in the legislature, (Applanse.) I had
those offers and those off:rs have
and multiplied, and it may be a source ot
some gratification to the people of York to
kunow, that while I have apparently sacri-
ficed the interests of this county—while I
have been so entirely faulty in my service
as yoaor representative, there are people in
other sections of the province, and there are
representatives who have been chosen by
the people to represent them in the legisla-
ture who have so valued the service I might
be able to render them as to be willing to
throw up the seats they occupy, and, gen-
tlemen, you cannot count the number of
them upon the fingers of one hand. (Loud
cheering.)

Well, gentlemen, as to the course I shall
take I have not yet decided. As I said in
tho interview, which was published in the
newspaper of yesterday, I am considering
what the action shall be. I am not going
to bs hasty in the matter. But one thing
I will assure you of : tkat if, on due consid-
eration, it shall be decided by me in cou-
sultation with my friends throughcut the
province to offer myself for another coansti-
tuency, and the result shall be my election
for another county, it will be demonstrated
that the government will be able to stand
against the combioed influence of my old
county of York and the other counties which
may be against ue. (Loud cheers.) These
of you who have beep 0 anxious to dijsplace
the men who have been serving you in the
past may lay that flattering unction to your
souls, You have been hungering and thirst-
ing for the sweets and emoluments of office
but you will bave to possess your souls in
patience without them for another term.
The happy moment has net yet arrived.
You have not yet reached the goal to which
your stapendous efforts have been directed.
It was almost within your reach as you
thought, but let me tell you, those of you
who are concerned in that particular aspect
of the question, that it will elude your
grasp. You may prt your hand as yeu
think upon it, but when you raise your hand
you will find that it is not there. (Cheers
aand laughter.)

Now, gentlemen, I wish to say in con-
clusion, that Ileave this councy with the
heartiest and warmest and kindhiest feelings
for the friends who have stood by me
throngh all these many contests. I shall
always recollect the zeal, the heartiness,
the assiduity with which you have stood at
my back and have seeured so many times
my return. I canoot express to you how
deeply grateful I am for the continued eup-
port which I have thus received from youp.
I shall carry away with me the warmest and
kindliest feelings towards all my friends, and
I bope and I believe that in the future,
when ‘you look over my record as your
representative in the legislature of this
country and in connection with its govern-
ment—whatever may be the slanders which
have been circulated against me—there will
remain conspicuous, clear,and distinct above
all there, some monuments of my work of
which I shall not be ashamed and the value
of which the people of this county will some
day be willing to recognize and admit.
(Tumultous cheering followed the conclusion
of the Premier’s speeeh.)

Mr. Blair’s New Constituency.

Tuesday’s Telegraph has the following
despateh from Fredericton in reference to
the Queen’s County by-election, in which
Hon. Mr. Blair is to be the successful candi-
date : —

Hon. A. G. Blair went to Queens county
this morning to commence his campaign by
a speech at Jemseg to-night.

The opposition are greatly exercised over
the situation in Queens. Seeing that no
special effort is being made in that county to
oppose Mr. Blair, the wire-pullers here have
announced their determioation that he shall
have opposition. Realizing that there is no
possibility of defeating the attorney general
on a square issue, they have summoned the
Pitts gang to their aid and are leaving no
stone unturned to raise a religious war in
Queens, They have already made arrange-
ments to flood the county with the same
class of literature that they distributed
through York, and Pitts and his two or
three bosom friends have publicly said that
they intend to go down and hound Blair
whether they beat him or not. They sum-
moned J. Deveber Neales to this city,.and
it is understood that he has aanounced his
willinguess to run if he can get the opposi-
tion nomination and backing. Neales at-
tended Pitts’ Guy Fawkes celebration on
Saburday night and made a very inflamma.
tory epecch against the government. Itis
not likely that Mr. Neales’ cauvass would
be taken very serionsly in Queen, as he was
ready a few weeks ago to run in the govern-
ment interest, and failing expected the op-
position nomination which was wisely given
to others.

Mr. Frank Wood, the late opposition can-
didate, was also called here to consult with
the wire pullers, but he told your corres.
pondent to-day he would not run, - as he did
not wish to be swamped by Blair. A promi-
nent Orangeman from Queens to-day told
your correspondent that the Orangemen of
Queens couldn’t be fooled by the Pitts
circulars, and any attempt to raise a
religious war there would result disastrous-
ly to the party starting it. Queens intends
to elect Mr. Blair.

Murderer Olsen (“Buck”) Interviewed.

DECLARES THAT HE AND ‘‘JIM” HAD NOTHING
TO DO WITH THE ROBBERY OF WILSON &
CO'S STORE AT CHATHAM,

The Moncton Plain Dealer centains the
following:

A represcntative of the Plain Dealer visit.
ed “Buck,” alias Rebert Olsen, in the jail at
Dorchester on Friday afterncon. He had
just finished eatiog his dinner, which con-
sisted of roast beef, potatoes, carrots and
other hearty provision, and was smoking his
pipe. He at once recognised the writer, and
suid, “Tam glad tosee you. Iam very
lonesome.

The writer informed °‘‘Buck” that he
came to get'some information from him con-
cerning his life in the past; to which
“Buck"” replied, with a smile, “I see by the
Monctou Times that Iabvsed Dr. Church.
That isnot so, I did sawear at the Times
reporter, and told him to ‘go away from
me ;' but it was because he gave a one-sided
report of my trial; and he has always referred

some very severe articles while my case was
going on,

I RESPECT DR. CHURCH
for his kindness to me while at Moncton.”

The prisoner gave the writer a sketch of
several exploits which hod helpzd to mar
his past life, and at the same time request-
ed him to say notking about several criminal
cases of a less important nature than murder
in which he had tigured. He acknowledged
that his whole lifetime up to the date of his
arrest was one of sin and disaster, and he
said if he were to be set freo he thought he
could live a very diffcrent life.  Buck here
stood up close to the door and said :

“I am just thirty years old. ' 1 was born
in Norway, and afterwards removed with
my parents to Stillwater, Minnesota. At an
early age I weat to sea, and ‘followed the
blue wave’ for six years; after which I
thought T would give it up, and sp I did,
and I went to learn the shoemaking busi-
ness, which trade I completely mastered. I
worked at it in Petersboro, N. H,, and io
Mancheeter; at Freeport, Me., at Portland
and nginer, Me., also,

angApent it all in ‘booze.’ I epjoyed life
[When I was drinking and baving a good
time. I was brought up a Roman Catholic,
and attended that church occasionally after
Ileft home; but finally I neglected the early
training [ had received, and forgot all about
church and home. I joined in with bad
company in my youth, and I have seen
many an ‘old buster’ ‘go the way of all flesh’
since I started my bad career.

“I was in Moncton for the tirst time in
my life in June. "I was there then only for
a short time. I wason a drunk there, and
met scveral lads who seemed to be having a
goed time. I was flush then, and went to
Ambherst to try and get a sight in the shoe
factory there. Bat times wete dull, and I
went on to Halifax, where I drank and had
a good time. I then

RETURNED TO MONCTON,
where I stopped a few dayson a big de-
bauch. From Moncton I went to the States
and “‘done’ a good many American cities,

““I had neves seen ‘Jim’ at this time, and
never knew that there wat such a person
in the wide world. I met him in a fashion-
able saloon ene day ic Bangor, Me. I took
him to be a smart man, and picked up a
chance acquaintance with him, He said he
was on & ‘jamboree’ which is an American
slang phrase for a ‘big druck.’ He asked
me where I was going, and Isai] I was
making for Canada, and he said ‘I will go
with you; my home is in Canada, but I have
not been there for years.’ ‘Jim is a good
player on the piano, and a splendid singer,
and he seemed to be well educated. He
was well dressed when I me$ him first, and
had a gold watch on; but we soon managed
tosquander the ticker, and were again ‘on
our uppers.” We landed in St. Jobn, where

aud we were soon having a big time again,
We took in all the saloons, and finally
started for Moacton. We arrived in Monc-
ton on Friday night—the very night that
the robbery is said to have taken place in
Chatham. and, so help me God, we never
did the Chatham robbery. We were in
Moncton that night, and sleptin a bux car
on the St. John I. C. R. line in the Moncton
yard.

““On Saturday morning we met thres men
who came from the north that morning.
One of them I had met before, and he gave
me forty or tifty dollars in silver pieces, and
asked me to get it changed and keep
what I wanted myself out of it. I sold the
whole'business to a railway trackman fora
ten dollar bill. He went into a liqu r saloon
near the railway crossing and got me the ten
dollar bill. The third party (the man who
was mentioned in the trial of ‘Jim,’) and
whom I got the money from, went to a cer-
tain old housge on the Northern Railway and
hid. He had plenty of money in bills and
iu silver.  He promised e to meet ‘Jim’
and me that night,/ and

I MENTIONED fHE DONNELLY HOUSE,

because I had béen there before. He ask-
ed me to read pHie newspapers and see what
the North SKore news was, and if there was
any description of any man or men who had
been mixed up in a scrape. I did so and re-
ported what the Moncton Times had eaid;
and the third party was at the Donnelly
House that night, but he did not go into the
house, as he was afraid he would be arreated.
His two companions left Mencton that morn-
ing. There was a third party all right
enough, and the Donnelly boys are aware of
the fact. I have nothing more to say that
should be made public. My life has been
misspent, and [ have uot been what I should
have been. My poor old mother gave me
good advice. She was a good Christian
woman and I bave no doubt been a great
trouble to her; but 1 am all alone in the
world cow. I have been tried in a strange
land, with strangers on every side of me;
and I have heard the spectators in Moncton
say, ‘He should be lynched;’ and I have
listered to strangers discussing about what
should be done with me; and I must say
it is a hard place for a man to be in. The
charge of the judge to the jury was one of
the most outrageous addresees to be given by
a judge that I have ever heard. He made
no bones of telling the jury that I must be
hanged; he seemed to be thirsty for my
blood ; Ileok upon him as an inhnman
judge. Yes, I feel sad about my death.
I AM NOT FIT TO DIE,

I bave made no preparation for death yet.
I tried to do so but it seems go hard for a
man as healthy and strongas I am to die

that I cannot make up my mind to pray.
I feel sometimes as though it would bea
blessing if I were to drop dead in my cell,
[ am well used in the jiil. Mr. Wilson,
deputy sheriff is a good friend of mine, and
Lrespect him. My spiritaal adyiser is
Rev. Father Cormier, he is good to me, I
would like to see that Christian lady at
Moncton, Mrs, Atkinson. Would you ask
her to call, and see me. - This is the time a
poor devil needs a little propping up. You
have spoken many kind words for us in The
Plain Dealer, and you will be just as well
off a8 them chumps who wauted us lynched
without a trial. The St. Joho Globe, gave
us a good report, and the Transcript was
fair, but the Times was rank against us,
Tell De  Church for me that I did not in-
sult him, it was the Times man I wanted to
talk to. The doctor is a nice man.

but I feel sorry that I am alive. I am aliv;‘
but I would sooner be dead. Here the
prisoner’s eyes filled with tears and as he
extended his hand to ths writer through the
bars of the cell door he gave us such a look
that we will remember as long as we live
the face of Buck, or Robert Olsen, as we saw
him on Oct. 28th, 1892, in his prison cell at
Dorchester.

IN HIS JOURNEY THROUGH LIFE, ¢
Buck has been imprisoned for erimidal
offences of & serioua nature many tinlﬂu_i—
once while in England he was arrested ahd
charged with committing a criminal assault
on a sailor. He was ably defended by a
very brilliant lawyer named Haskell, of
Bristol, and was sentenced to twelve months
in solitary confinement and four hours daily
on a tread mill. He was arrested in New
York at another time, but was able to prove
by one of his companions that he did not
commit the very serious charge for which he
was sentenced. In the States and in France,
“Ruck” or Robert Olsen, has been before
the criminal courts on many occasions, and
escaped with very light punishment—till he
landed in Moncton, in company with *“Jim.”
Once while in the West Indies, he engaged

I suppoee that under the laws of the
land I have a right to die, but don’t you
think there was a lot of crooked swearing
done at the trial against us. I think Scott,
is the man’s name who swore to

no other mau saw or heard. I am going to
leave this world and I want to leave it
without much fuss or spread, but really I
am of the opinion that a good deal of the
blame should be held at the door of the

“Buck,” says, “'I must bid you good-bye,
tell the peopls in Plain Dealer that my best
friend at Dorchester, is Deputy Sheriff Wil-
son. I will give you some private matters
to publish whev I see you again,” And
with this a young lady opened the great
iron gate, and allowed us to pass out in the
free open air once more,

Buck, was fairly well dressed, having on a
blue flannel shirt, a neat vest and was in
his stocking feet. He is considerably im-.
proved in appearauce since he left Moncton,

The erew bad abandoned all hope of saving
@ither the vewsel or themselves when the
“‘Zeriba” hove in sight. The rescue of the
“#Isabel's” sailors was effected with difficulty,
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Oue of the seamen sustained a fracture of the
leg.

Miramichi Foundry and
Works Re-opened. .

The public generally will be glad to learn
that the Miramichi Foundry and Machine
Works at Chatham are to be started, in full
operation, next week, after being shut down
for about a year. The establishment has
been, for a good while, the subject of liti-
gation, but the end is now practically reach-
ed, the title to the property having passed, -
by purchase, to’ Mr. Joseph M. Ruddock,
who is generally acknowledged to be the
most competent mechanical engineer on the
North Shore and ' master of the toandry
business in all its details. The works were
unever 80 successfully and satisfactorily con-
ducted as they were eight or ten ygars ago,
when Mr. Ruddock was in charge and had
an interest in them with Mr. Henry A.
Muirhead, and now, as Mr. Ruddock issole
proprietor and manager, we have no doubt
that the establishment will at once recover
all its old-time, and even an increased
patronage.

Mr. Ruddock has a crew of men at work
making necessary repairs, alterations and
improvements upon the different buildings
which comprise the works.  He is also put-
ting in new machinery, tools and other
plant, as well as astock of necessary ma-
terial to meet the requirements of mill-men
aod other users of machinery, of whose
orders for new work, as well as repairs, he
intends to make specialties. He is also pre-
paring to make the casting department a
very efficient one and to give attention to
the manufacture  of stoves and other light
work of that description. Our reporter,
who visited the old place yesterday, was
much interested in®he progress that had
been made ina few days in the way of
getting things in order. Mr. Ruddock said
he wasn’t quite prepared for a rush of work
for a day or two, although—between his new
shops and the old one—he wouldn’t see any
patron hung up very long with any ordinary
kind of job. “Next week, however,”
said he, ‘‘they can send along the work and
we will put it through.” Referring to the
range of work he intended to do, he said his
chief aim would be to gain the confidence
and patronage of the steam and other ma-
chinery users of the North Shore and Mir-
amichi river generally by doing their work
well and expeditiously. He expressed
sufficient confidence in tha business of the
country to justify his large investment in
an establishment which he thought wounld
keep a good deal of money at home which
now went to outside places. He said he
was ready to build and equip steamboats,
make edging machines, shingle machines or
stoam engines of any sizs aud only hoped he
would get enough of such work to do, o
that he might employ as many, or even more
men than the works had ever done before.

A Dlazusti;g Ssene.

Oa Thursday last a scene characteristic of
the administration of the Scott Act, and one
calculated to diagrace our usunally well-con-
ducted commaunity, occurred on Henderson
street. It appears that Scott Act Inspector
Menzies, haviog proeured a warrant from
police magistrate McCulley to search the
premises of James Conway for liquors, pro-
ceeded thither with his assistant, constable
Hill, and accompaniad by town policemen
Kelly and Wood, who were detailed by mag-

istrate McCulley to protect the Inspector in
his work. It is ssid that the Inspector en-
deavored to obtain an entrance to the plaze
quietly, but met with no response. He and
Hill then weat away and procured a deal,
which they used as a battering-ram in break-
ing the front door open. The door was shut
upon them twice, just as soou as opened,
the inmates of the place being evideutly
prepared for the attack. K Finally the bat-
tering-ram was applied to the upper part of
the door and the latter was again thrown
open, the deal falling in the doorway so as to
prevent the door being shut. Menzies made
his way through the door, in which it is said
Conway steod brandishing an axe and warn-
ing him not to advance, while the two
women of the house—Mrs. Conway and
daughter—one with a flat-iron and the other
with a kettle containing hot water,were a'so
prepared to resist the invasion of their
premises, When Menzies entered the door,
calling upon his aids to follow him, he re

ceived a blow in the face, presumably from
a flat iron, which partially disabled him,
catting his nose and cheeks. Meantime hot
water was thrown from the door, which fell
upon constable Hill's legs,and young Conway
issaid to have thrown several bottles at
Menzies and Hill from an up-stairs window,
from which he was, in turn, driven by a shot
from Hill’s revolver. The town policemen
are reported to have acted merely as specta-
tors of the affray, making uvo attempt to
belp Menzies in the trouble into which he
had got himself. This seemed to encourage
the Conways and discourage Menzies and
Hill, who, on the deal being shoved out of
the way by Conway and the door shut in
their faces, retired, the women daring them
to invade their premises again.

Warrants were issued by the police magis-
trate for the arrest of the Conwaysand given
to policeman Kelly, who returned them,
after a time, reporting that he was unable
to serve them.

The High Sheriff was next applied to by
the police magistrate in the matter, and he
proceeded alone to the place and in order
to avoid arrest the four Conways gave honds
Ao appear and answer the complaint of
Menzies whenever required to do so by the
police magistrate,

The Conways are uoderstood to claim that
no demand was made upon them by Menzies
for entrance with a search warrant into
their premises; that he did not, even after
breaking in the door, inform them that he
had a search warrant and that they assnmed
he was destroying their property out of
wantonness, efc,

On the ether hand, Menzies claims he
made every reasonable effort to get into the
place peaceably and only resorted to extreme
measures when the moderate course failed.

The matter, which caused a good deal of
excitement amongst sympathisers with the
Conways on the one hand and the active
Scott Act supporters on the other, is being
determined at the police court, whare the
real facts will the more fully appear.

The case was before the police magistrate
yesterday, Mr. Robert Murray appearing
for the prosecution and Mr, R. B. Adams for
the defendants. It was still pending when
we went to press.

This party intended to return early Friday
morning and the impression is that the
three men have met a watery grave. Not
much feac was entertained until last even-
ing when a report reached town that a
canoe had been found floating bottom up
opposite Dalhousie. Upon the report be-
ing verified enquiries were made and to-
day the canoe has been identified as the
one taken from here by the party. The
canoe was found Friday forenoon, but
nothing was found in it to denote that it
had been in use. The sapposition of the
party finding it was that it had gone adrift;
hence the delay in the fact being made
known. Mr. Bruce is a wuative of P. E.
Island and leaves a wife and two small
children. Miller is a son of Wm. J. Miller
of Newcastle and Baird is a native of Camp-
beliton. Both Millar and Baird are single
men. The affair has cast a gloomn over the
town and much sympathy is expressed for
the bereaved in their sad affliction. An un-
fortunate feature of the affair is that at this
cold geason the bodies will not likely rise for
twelve or fifteen days and by that time
the shores will be so badly frozen up that
the bodies cannot be recovered.

A Tribute of Raspect.

TO THE MEMORY OF OCONTO'S GREAT AND

GOND CITIZEN—PATRICK NELLIGAN,

(Special to Enguirer.)
My motto is and always has Dbeen to as.
cribe to no man a bad motive, if on any
reasonable hypothesis I can suppose a good
one. So be it with Patrick Nelligan.
The question I wish to consider here, is
not the question of his bging a representative
of the Hagemeister Brewing Company of
Green Bay; not whether he was a Christain,
Jew or Pagan, nor if he was a mugwump,
republican or democrat,—but what was his
moral nature,—what were the secret springs
that moved his ponderous heart. Some
people in Oconto asked themselves and ask-
ed others the question: ‘‘why should there
be so much excitement and such a great
funeral—the like of which has no parallel
in the history of Oconto—over the death of a
comparatively poor man, whose business was
that of a saloonkeeper. Frieuds of the
lamented Pat Nelligan can answer that in-
sult to the memory of the dead in a very
few words. It was not his wealth that nade
him popular, nor the honorable (too often
dishonorable) office of alderman. But it was
that large, kind, sympathetic heart that
ever throbbed inhid, manly bosom for the
sick, the dying and the affiicted. What
man ever asked Mr. Nelligan a favor when
it was not granted ? What riverman tired,
foot-sore and hungry was ever turned from
the door of his hotel without meat or driok ?
The orphan, the widow and the empty in
pocket always found in him a faithful and
abiding friend. Ile occupied his moments of
Jeisure from the pressing demands of his
hotel business, not in foreclosing mortgages
against orphans and widows, pot in buying
tax certificates on the property of the poor
nor in usiog the office of alderman to fill his
pockets with the people’s money. I will
make one statement, and I make it without:
fret or fear of contradiction from any
quarter, and that is that money conld not
buy him. No, hecould not be bought or
bribed, whether asa juryman, alderm:ua or
tha agent of the Hegemeister Brewing Com-
pany. All the sun sees, the close earth
wombs and the deep sea hides could not ia-
duce him to swerve the ninth fractien of a
hair’s breadth from the path of recititude
and hooor.

One little incident I wish to relats which
will show to good advantage the nature of
the man of whom I write. Some few weeks
before I left Oconto for my vacation, I be-
lieve it was the latter part of May or the
first of June, Mr. Nelligan was on his way
home from the postoffice, when not far from
the intersection of the North Western track
he saw a fireman ‘“Booting” a little boy. A
switch engine was standing there and per-
haps the boy had been climbing ou the cars.
He stopped his horse and suag out to the
firemen to quit kicking the boy. In answer
to that hereceived an insulting  reply and
threats were made to do the boy further
bodily harm. Mr .Nelligan (very sick at that
time with the *‘grip”) ran over to the engine
to protect the boy. Mr. Fireman showed
fight. But the poor fellow had a chguce to
make only a show, for with one well direct-
ed blow Pat promptly knocked him down,
and then returned to his buggy conscious
that he had done nothing but his duty.

It is not titles, fabulous wealth, beauty of
face and form, but it is the secret whisper-
ings of the soul that enchain me to a man or
woman and make me their friend. It was
that which made me love Mr. Nelligan as I
loved a brother.  His every action seemed
to be the result of a heart moved by the im-
pulse of pure charity and true Christinnity.
He were his heart of hearts on his sleeve for
‘“‘daws to peck at”aud always carried an
open, liberal haud for the needy and dis-
tressed. His character stood above reproach
or criticism and no foual blot besmirched the
purity of his immacu late soul. he boct-
black, the rag-picker and the washérwoman
were in his mind beings who were not
buman refuse and offal, but living, breath-
ing God-like entities with a heart, a brain
and a soul that deserved recognition and
should be lent a charitable hand ts smooth
their rugged way through life and make it
worth the living,

Cattlo and the Dairy.

In making up the rations, even for cattle,
it is better to give a gond variety.

A little extra care now will be worth
double the amount the middle or latter part
of the winter.

The grades of catile take the name of the
sire ; if the bull is a Shorthorn with a scrub
cow it is a grade Shorthorn.

While all the elements of growth are in
the skim-milk, yet as soon as the calf is vld
enough it should be taught to eat.

Either full bloods or good grades are nec-
essary in cattle to be able to secure an early
maturity ; scrubs need a longer time to
grow.

If growing cattle are to be wintered large-
ly on roughness it is very important to pro-
vide good shelter in order to keep in good
condition,

De not wait a day louger to provide shel-
ter for the calves and growing cattle. They
need it now, Cattle must be kept com-
fortable. \Whatis lacking in warm and dry
shelter we pay for in feed and consumed fat
,of the animals.

The New England Farmer quotes the
following as some of the facts which are
taught the pupils in the Dairy School at
Oneida, N. Y.

Why should the udder, etc., of the cow
and the hands of the milker be ‘made as
clean as possible before milking ?

To keep bacteria from getting
milk.

Why should milk be removed from the
stable as soon as possible aftec milking?

To prevent absorption of any odors of the
stable,

Why sheuld milk not be put at once after
milking into closely covered cans ?

Because, by =0 doing, odors are retained
in the milk.

Why should milk that is to be set for
cream in covered cans or put into cans for
immediate delivery be aerated?

To remove animal and other odors from
the milk.

Why should milk be set as soon as possi-
ble ?

To stop the action of bacteria.

Why should the temperature of the milk
be reduced as quickly as possible for cream-
ing?

To prevent: formation of fibrine and the
growth of bacteria.

Why should milk thatis to be set for
cream be agitated no more then is necessary
before setting ?

Because agitation favors the formation of
fibrine.

Why shonld milk pails, pans, cans, churn
and every utensil used in the dairy be kept
most carefally clean?

Solely to keep out bacteria.

Why is cream ripened before churning?

To develop flavor and reuder churning
easier.

Why does the ripening of cream make it
churn more easily ?

The albuminous matter of cream
rendereq less tenacious.

Why should the ripening process of cream
not be allowed to continue too long !

To prevent the development of bacteria
that produced offensive products, such as
bitterness, and destroy aroma.

Why should a thermometer be nsed at
every step in the process of making butter ?

To be sure that the temperatpre is the
one desired in each stage or division of the
work. *

Why does cooling the milk prevent or
retard soaring?

Retarda growth of bacteria.

Why do milk and cream sour less readily
in winter than in summer ?

There are fewer bacteria in the air and the
temperature is lower.

Why does milk become sour ?

Bacteria change sugar into lactic acid.

Why should the rvom in which milk is set
be made perfect in its sanitary conditions,
such as good ventilation, cleanliness‘ of
floors, walls, etc., freedom of bad odors
without, etc., ete. ?

To keep out undesirable bacteria, and to
keep products free from bad odors, ete.

Why is butter worked ?

To lessen the per cent.

THE HIGH SMOKESTACK.

Ia Brooklyn a manufactaring coucern is
doing what might be done in a great many
places, Instead of high smoke stacks a fan
is used, and the smoke, dust and gases from
several furnaces are drawn into a big
brick chamber, wherein a spray of water
throws down all the solid matter and per-
mits the smoke and gases to escape through
an ordinary chimney.

CEMENT FOR TRON.

By anew method of cementing iron the
‘parts cemented are 8o effectually joined as to
resist the blows even’ of a sledgs-hammer,
The cemsnt is composed of equal paits of
sulphur and white lead, with a proportion
of about one-sixth of borax. When the
composition is to be applied it is wet with
stroug sulphuric acid and a thin layer of it
is placed between the two pieces of iron,
which are at once pressed together. In five
days it will be perfectly dry, all traces
of the cement haviog vanished, and the
work havicg every appearance of welding.

THESEASON'S LOSSES AT GLOUCESTER.

Groucester, Mass., Nov. 2.—During the
past fishing season twelve vessels aggre-
gating 777.91 tons valued at $50,000 and
insured for $33,237, all from Giloucester,
were lost. No lives were lost by the wrecks,
but eighteen fishermen lost their lives by
the capsizing of dorizs, five going astray in
fogs, five of them being knocked overboard,
eight by being washed overboard aud ten by
other means. The season is remarkable in
that no vessel foundered with her crew,which
has not before been the case in any season
since the business has bteen pursaued on an

extensive scale.

About a month afterward the
schooner was sold to Eben Fish,
who was the owner of a little fleet
of fishing vessels. Some of them
used to fish on George’s Bank for
the Boston market. Others were
engaged in the codfisheries on the
Newfoundland Great Banks, and
it was for this industry that the
schooner was fitted out. She seem-
ed well adapted for this work, be-
ing an excellent sea boat and very
fast, as was proved by her remark-
able passage to Gloucester under
jury rig.  She was hauled up on
the way, and the necessary alter-
ations were made in her to fit her
for her new business, Her hull
was constructed of live oak and
teak, and she was as sound in all
respects as on the day she was
launched. Old Fish stuck two
beautiful sticks of Oregon pine in
her, and her new sails had as much
trouble taken over them as the can-
vass of a yacht.

An albicore is a fish of the tunny
kind and of remarkable swiftness,
and a gilded head of one carved
quite artistically adorned the bows
of the schooner.

A crew was shipped, about half
of them being Portuguesse, and
under the command ef Capt. Peter
Ogden she started out on her first
trip to the Great Banks. I was
aboard, having shipped as ordinary
seaman. We piled the canvass on
her, and with a splendid quarter-
ing breeze away she flew on her
course like some strong and beauti-
ful bird of ‘the ocean. All hands
were delighted with her. The skip-
per went into ecstasies over her be-
havior, especially as she passed
every craft she encountered. She
made an excellent passage to the
Panks and let goanchor in a faver-
ite spot of the skipper’s, where the
codfish always were hungry. The
ten dories were put overboard, and
the fishermen were soon hauling up
their finny prey. We met with so
much success that a few of us de-
termined to fish all night. It was
a lovely night. The moon shone
on the placid water, which was as
smooth as a landlocked pool with-
out a ripple.  There was a slight
haze on the silvery sea, and the
stillness and silence were actually
oppressive.

The good Juck of the fishermen
continued. The codtish were biting
well. The phosphorescent gleam of
the fish as they were hauled from
the dark depths of the sea illumin-
ated the water and they could be
seen strugeling wildly on the hooks
many fathoms beneath the surface.
There ain’t very much sentimental-
ism in a fisherman, and the fellows
in the dories smoked their pipes
and spun their yarns in the inter-
vals between bites.

The striking of eight bells ou a
French fishing vessel anchored a
few hundred yards from the Albi-
core announced the 1nidnight hour.

On her quarter-

deck, which seemed to be envelop-

ed in a luminous mist resembling

the halo which encircles the moon

and gives warning of the coming

tempest, armed men were fichting,

elad in picturesque garb, with crim-

son sashesround their waists and

red caps on their heads. We could

hear their cutclasses clash and their

imprecatians ring out on the still

air.

“They are Spanish pirates and

Everybody thought
we had come back laden with cod.
The old owner came aboard as
merry and light hearted asa 3-
year-old.

Four years afterward I happened
to be in Boston. The sharks and
crimps had left me stranded, hav-
ing got every dollar out of me that
I was paid off with from a bark
that brought hides and copper ore
from Iquique. I was wandering
round the docks in search of a
chance, when I came across the
Albicore fitting out for a cruise to
the Banks. A Boston firm had
bought her and had put Capt.
Bayliss in charge. He was built
on different lines from Capt. Ogden,
caring nothing for man norv devil.
I shipped aboard of her, never
mentioning anything of my past
experience on her. We sailed for
the Banks, having good luck on
our passage. We anchored and
began our fishing operations, being
fairly successful. One evening,
when putting off in my dory to
fish, I happened to remember that
the date was April 13, 1862. My
dory mate hailed from Canso, Nova
Scotia, and had as much intelli-
gence as a clod of clay, We haul-
ed in the codfish hand-over-flipper
About 11 o’clock a thick fog came
up suddenly. I didn’t mind this a
bit, as I had a pocket compass with
me and had the Albicore’s bearings
carefully noted. She wasn’t more
than three hundred yards off any-
how, so we kept on fishing without
the slightest alarm. It was within
a few minutes of midnight K when
we heard the blast of a steamer’s
whistle, hoarse, yet strident. It
seemed to penetrate the fog and was
certainly quite close. The next
thing we heard was a crash of tim-
bers, and an instant afterward an
enormous black hull glided by
swiftly. Her propeller churned up
the water and we heard the throb
of her engines.

The Nova Scotian took the oars
and I steered the dory to our
schooner. When we got aboard
we found all hands on deck ina
state of terror. The steamer had
run into her aft, cutting off a por-
tion of her long overhanging stern.
The well was sounded nd no wa-
ter was found. Her stanch con-
struction had saved her. The
steamer went on regardless wheth-
er she had sunk. the schooner or
not. Next morning the -captain
got aboard my dory and I paddled
him round under the stern so that
he might see. what damsge had
been done. Tha steamer’s cutwater
had shaved a clean slice off the
