An Imported Pest.

g

One of the greatest ‘sufferers from im-
ported pestsdaring the last quarter of a
ventury has been Jamaics. To rid the
island of the black and brown -rats - that
were destroying the sugar-cane and other
crops, the mobngonse' was brought from
India in 1872. The resulc was disastrons.
The mongoose maltiplied with frightful
rapidity, destroying the rats, then prey-
ing upon poultry and even pigs, lambs
and puppies, and apparently exterminat-
ing the birds, with the harmless lizards
and snakes that had kept down the ticks
and other troublesome insests. It de-
voured the erops of fruit and vegetables
and even rivalled the former ravages of
the rat in its destruction of sugar.cane.
With the disappearance of the rept las,
the ticks increased alarmingly, uot only
swarming on cattle but becomirg a plague
to the human race, and thesa with the
mongoose have loag held the Seld in the
strange battle for supremacy. A new
phase in the struggle is now reported by
Peof. J. E. Duerdon, Cucrator of the
Museum of Jamaica. In recent months
the mongoose has been noticaably fewer
.in numbers, and those caught have been
found to be suffering from attacks of the
ticks. Species of birds and reptiles sup-
posed to haveboen exterminated have reap-
peared. The most striking change seens
to be the abundance of the ground liz-
ard, recently supposed extinct, but snakes
are more numerous, game is increasing,
poultry and domestic animals are molest-
ed less often, rats are incieasing in the
cane, and ticks are diminishing. The

In avery mnnioiedity where
there are tweaty five children belongiog
to the Catholic Church, and in every town
municipality where there are fifty children
belonging to that charch, the issionern
will be obliged, on the petition of the
perents, to provide a Catholic' teacher, not
ooly to teach religion but secular matters,
such as arithmetic and grammar as well,
Now, that isnot all. Wherever there are
ten children of French origis, these childrea
will be educated in French. Bat it may te
said that there are in the proposition of the
Commissioners, oonditions which are no
foand in the ar t now proposed
The Commissivoers asked for a uormal
school ; they asked also for Catholic repre-
gentation on the board of education, and
it is trae they asked for the sppointment
of & Catholiv imstructor. Bat the commis-
did not insist upon these terms and

serve the confid of my triota, if
I were to close.my eyes to the dangers
and the difficulties in the potition which
we now nocupy igthe couantry.

I am compelled to ackaowledge thas
the concessions we “have obtamed from
tha government of Manitoba

DO NOT APPEAR SUFFICIENT

to the authorities of the highest i mportanoce,
authorities which we Oatholicsa are accus-
tomed to revere and which I revere, even
when I do not .see things in politics exactly
as they do. I sm compelled to admit these

do nct appear sufficient to them,
and what is the reason they give? It is
this, that according to the judgment of the
Sapreme Conncil of the Empire, the Cathc-
lics of Manitoba had the right, not simply
t 1 such concessions, but to the complete ‘ze-
storation of separate schoolf'as these schools
existed before 1890.

When a certain Sanday-school class
was reciting texts about love, the small
boy who came last wound up with one
from the Song of S»lomon (ii. 5) “Say
me with flagons, comfort me with apples,
for I am mick of love.” This, the New
York Observer thinks, voises the current
feeling among laymen. It is coming, the
editor thinks, to bs an accepted thing
that all expression of opinion in religious
meetings must be *‘dila’e 1 and weakeuned
with a syrup of love;” and he lifts up hll
voice in protest as follows:

“In synods and conferences and conmvo-
cations every speach must be prefaced by
the explanation that what is about t» be
said will be said in love, as if without such
explanation it muast perforoe be uaderstood
to be said in anger and hate. OF course, in
no other kind of gathering wounld the speak-
or thus discredit the intelligence of his andi-
ence, or its capacity for enduring an honest
and direct statement of belief, whether that
statement was quite in socord with its views
or not. He would. feel instinctively that
this sort of jargon woull disoredit his sin-
cerity with his audience at once; that a
frank and maaly expression of his views or
convictions would of itself be a better guar-
anty of that love which never faileth than
any prefatory assurance of it, Yetin relig-
ious gatherings speakers have gotso accus-
tomed to the use of sugar-coating, to the
lamb-like bleating of ‘trath in love,’ that
they seem ble to rid tb lven - of it,
tho it has long since ceased to have any
mesning. The idea seems to prevail that it
is preeminently Christian to affect a dread
of offending anybody by a sincere and
straightforward sunouncement of one’s own
convictions, To give even accidental of-
fense would be a calamity so great that its
mers possibility must be guarded against
by the well-worn formula of ‘the truth in
love.’ 'I'hey forget that what people are
likely to take offense at is, not the announce-
ment of convictions, but the mass of ami-
able twaddle which obscures or dissipates
conviction, or at least makes it evident that
it is of only secondary importance.
