FATHER IGNATIUS’
WONDERFUL GLAIMS

Describes How He
Raised the Dead.

i

Called Back Life Into Crushed Corpse of
a Workman and Girl Dead With
Typhold ~ Fever,

Has

NEW YORK, De¢. 14.—A London de-
spatich to the Herald says:—Continuing
his avowal of the old fa‘th, even to the
raising of the dead, Father Ignatius, the
Welsh clergyman, proceeded to recount
to a reporter of the Daily Express on
Tuesday various occasioas upon which
he had performed what he called mir-
acles. One notable occasion, it appzars
from Father-Ignatius’ statement, was
in the year 1862, when one night a wo-
man earnestly besought Father Igna-
tius to save her daughter who was dy-
ing of typhoid. “Suddenly,” said Father
Ignatius, “I felt the command of our
Lord upon me and I rose up. All I said
to my frisnd was, ‘Do bring your relic
with you.” He had a wonderful, beauti-
ful relic; a piece of the wood of the true
cross. ‘We had a long walk and went
as fast as we could. When we reached
the house the girl was dead. She had
been dead two hours and the body was
already composed for burial. 1 took the
relic of the cross from my friend and
laid It upon the dead girl’s breast, -then
in the words of the Apostolic comménd,
I oried, ‘In the name of Jesus Christ, T
say unto thee arise.’ Slowly and stiffly
the corpse rose in bed, and my friend,
turning to me cried; ‘What have yvou
done?’ ‘I have done nothing,’ I replied,
‘but the Lord hath done great things
indeed.’

“Father Ignatius further declares
that upon sprinkling the crushed corpse
of a killed workmen with Lourdes wa-
ter and uttering a divine command the
man got up and walked home,”

THREE MILLION DOLLAR FIRE.

Disastrous Blaze in Minneapolis---Spec
tator Killed by Live Wire---Two
Firemen Crushed to Death,

MINNEAPOLIS, Dec. 14.—Fire which
broke out in the photographioc supply
house of the O. H. Peck Co.,, on 5th
street south, at 10.30 o’clock last night,
spread to adjoining buildings and
caused a loss estimated at $3,000,000.
The Peck building was entirely gutted,
while the six story furniture house of
Boutell Bros., one of the largest estab-
lishments of its kind in the northwest,
was ruined and a number of smaller
buildings were destroyed. The Bowers
Mercantile Co., an immense department
store, just across First Ave, south, was
threatened with destruction, but de-
termined efforts on the part of the Min-
neapolis and St. Paul fire departments
prevented its destruction, although im-
mense damage was done to the stock
by water. For a time the best part of
the retail district of the city was
thieatened and the firemen seemed
powerless to stay the progress of the
flames which were driven by a high
wind.from the north. By allowing the
buildings already on fire to burn them-
selves out, and confining their efforts to
adjacent buildings however, the fire-
men had the flames well under control
at two o’clock this morning.

One man was reported killed by com-
ing in contact with a live electric wire,
and two firemen are also believed to
have been killed when the walls of the
Boutell establijshment fell. Two fire-
men were seen to go down and it is
thought they were buried beneath the
avalanche of brick and mortar.

BIUDA PEST, Dec. 14, — The lower
house of the Hungarian parliament
opened today in perfect calm.

Japanese Cannot Stand the
Cold Weather.

Russians Say Kuropatkin Will Have Half
a Million Men by Spring and
Will Win,

ST, PETERSBURG, Dec. 14. — The
general staff apparently is entirely sa-
tisfled with the military situation in
Manchuris, being convinced that the
Japanese have reached their high tide.
A high official said to the Associated
Press today: “The Japanese army is
unique in military history and proba-
bly the strongest in the world, com-
bining the strength of barbarism and
civilization, drawing from the former
fanatical bravery and scorn of death
and frem the latter the latest know-
ledge of the sciencs of war. We have
been fighting them under a heavy han-
dicap, but have at last stopped them.
They have missed the psycological mo-
ment. They should now be
at Harbin with Vladivostok
and the east literally cut
off and de facto theirs instead of win-
tering where they are. The cold is
Russla’s ally now as it was against
Napoleon. The Japanese cannot en-
dure extreme cold like the Russians.
They are not strong enough to attemjt
o turn Mukden now and will not be
even if Port Arthur falls and 50,000 re-
inforcements are semt up to join Field
Marshal Oyama. In the meantime
Russian troops are plling up behind
Mukden. In February, before the port
of New Chwang is ice free, General
Kuropatkin will have close upon half
a million men disposed in three armies,
amply sufficient to turn the Japanese
back into Korea and the Liao Tung
peninsula.

A DOOMED GOVERNMENT.

[

The luck that has favored every
government which has appealed to the
people during the past few months will
have to work overtime if it is to save
the Ross administration in Ontario on
January 25th. Unless every political
sign fails and unless the desire for
public cleanliness and decency is\ dead
in the premier province, the corﬁbina-
tion which has held power for years
by trickery the most despicable and
corruption the most brazen, will re-
ceive on that day its just earnings.

Usually when a government is charg-
ed with being corrupt and the charges
are clearly proved, its supporters are
able to acquit the leaders to their own
satisfaction by 'making scape goats of
a few and by noisily asserting thaf,
bad as their party is, the other parly
is worse. Ontario Liberals are depriv-
ed of both defences.

The “you’re another” weapon was
knocked from their hands by the courts
which tried the recent protested elec-
tion cases and which unseated every
Liberal upon evidence of the worst
corruption that ever disgraced Cana-
dian politics and confirmed every. pro-
tested Conservative in his seat, th:re
being no illegal practises proved
against any of them. The revelations
in the bogus ballot box case also impli-
cated Liberals exclusively and have
undoubtedly sickened many stalwart
members of that party. of the name
Liberal.

The other defence, the scape goat
dodge, "has been resorted to but with-
out much success. Three of the minis-
ters who were mixed up to the most
damaging extent in the exposed frauds
were got rid of but their places were
filled by three men, who, as followers
of the government in the house, pro-
fited by those frauds, accepted the pro-
fit without protest and acquiesced in
the policy which permitted the perpe-
trators to go unpunished. One of
these, Hon. Mr. Graham, has since
been smirched by connection with the

bogus ballot box plot.

During the last few years the courts
of Ontario have, in cases of protested
elections with their accompanying un-
savory exposures, mentioned by name
some fifty or sixty persons as gullty
of fraudulent or corrupt doings in be-
half of supporters of the Ross govern-
ment, and that® government, having
either directly or through its officials
the power and  duty to institute and
press prosecutions, has withheld its
hand so that no scoundrel has suffer-
e¢d. Every single man associated with
that government who did not protest
against the shameful admission of part-
nership wita the eriminals should be
held by the people as guilty .as  the
worst. Only the most blinded party
bigotry could induce any honest elec-
tor to give his approval to both the
corruption and its concealment by vo-
ting for any one of them.

ACCORDING TO LAW.

It would be a good thing for both
parties in the approaching by-elections
if they would decide to carry" them
through without corruption or illegal
expenditure of any kind. This idea has
been suggested before, but it seems to
be singularly appropriate to a Christ-
mas election, when the fate of a gov-
ernment is not at stake and when a
pew syctem of voting is introduced.
Let the new system include the free-
dom of the elector from all immoral
and illegal influence. This is a singu-
lar recommendation to make to leading
citizens and to public men entrusted
with the government of a province, the
laws of which prohibit bribery as they
do stealing. But notwithstanding the
law, and the great responsibility of the
men who control the election methods,
it is a fact that a political election run
in accord with the Jaw of the land
would be something in the nature of
an experiment. We do not believe that
corrupt expenditure will elect a can-
didate who will_not be returned with-
out it, but a clean election will be
much better for the community and
more creditable to all concerned.—Sun.

FOSSILWAS A DENDRERPETON

Traces Found in Caileton of Earliect!
Type of Animal Life.

To the Editor of the Star:

Dear Sir,—In your issue of Saturday
you . rade a few remarks upon the fos-
sil footprints found by E. R. Ingraham,
of the West Side. It seems to me im-
possible to attach too much importance
to this find, since the rocks from which |
the specimen was taken, appear to be,
with the coast of New Brunswick,
slowly sinking under the sea; therefore
any information which they can give
should be guarded carefully, not only
for our own use, but for succeeding
generations also. .

A noted scientist, who, I believe, is
the greatest authority on such matters
in the country, has, according to a
statement ir. yesterday’s Globe, thrown
great doubt on the genuineness of the
tracks by saying: ‘‘There are rocks on
the Bay Shore that contain plant re-
mains, but they are older than the coul
veriod. The presence of tracks of
Dendrespeton there, is, therzfore, quite
improbable. Some other marks may
have been mistaken for it.” 1In order
that the subject may not be shelved,
and this most interesting record of
past ages be lost, I should like to draw
the attention of thinking people to the
foliowing facts, which do not make it
appear by any means “quite improba-
ble” that no animals roamed among
| the above mentioned plants in the New
Brunswick of the Devonian period.

In 1862 Mr: Hart found the remains
of five species of insects in these rocks.

Several tree and ferns which existed
i during the lower coal period, and with

} wkich undoubted animal remains were
found, have been proved by Professor
Dawson in his book on Acadian Geolo-
gy to Lave existed in Devonian times,
and other fossils are yet to be found
on the shore, it is, therefore, not so
very surprising that animal tracks are
found there too.

| In 1841, Sir W. E. Logan found foot-
prints in the Ilower carboniferous,
which over-lies the Devonian, at Hor-
ton Bluff, Nova Scotia. A paper on
them was read before the Royal Geolo-
gical Society in London.

Sir Chas. Lyell found the bones of a
Dendrespeton in the interior of a fos-
sil gigillaria in Nova Scotia. This tree
can also be found among the fossils of
Bay Shore.

Many more proofs of the probability
that the Dendrespeton existed at the
time of the formation of the St. John
beds could be given, but this should be
enough to arouse more interest in what
may prove to be the very oldest trace
of animal existence in the world, and
which at least deserves to be seen, be-
fore being condemned.

FISH THAT BLEACH AND BLUSH.

‘Watch these fellows,” said the cap-
tain of an ocean-going tug at the
Aquarium,; New York, the other after-
noon, as he stood in front of the tank
containing more than a dozen of the
beautiful red hinds from Bermuda.
‘See them change color like the pretty
chameleons of the tropics, only quick-
er.
‘I think it is one of the most amusing
things in nature, and I have watched
them in their native waters many a
time. They live among the pink and
white corals where the water is so
clear that it deceives you about the
depth. You think that you are in dan-
ger of hitting .a coral reef that is 20
or 30 feet below the keel and you can
sce these fish playing around in the
water. '

“Watch those fellows swimming
around. They are dark red on the back
and pink on the sides. See those at
rest on the bottom or clinging to the
rock patches and bars and the red has
almost entirely disappeared.

‘“There is a red one settling down.
Just notice the red give way to white
as soon as he is at rest and watch that
one which he has disturbed grow dark-
er every minute. Isn’t it a study?

‘It seems to me it is a provision
of nature to protect these fish while
resting. The hinds are not the only
fish that change in color,- but they ap-
pear to make the change quicker than
any other variety that I know of.’

Just then an attendant began throw-
ing cut fish into the tank and all the
hinds were aroused. In a second they
were scooting in every direction
through the water and in less than a
minute all had assumed a ruddy glow.

The white patches had disappeared,
but as several fish seized as much food |
as they desired they settled down upon
the gravel and began to bleach out in
patches and streaks.

An onlooker remarked that' all fish
were subject to changes of complexion
and cited the fact that an artist who
desired to paint the fishes of America
recently found that it was necessary
to exclude the sunlight from them to
meake them retain their natural tints.

A black bass freshly caught and
placed in a tin bucket lost its green
and bronze hues in ten minutes, and a
weak-fish parted with its purple lustre
within five minutes after being re-
moved from its native element. He
said that nature provided certain rep-
tiles and fish with a power of simulat-
ing surroundings, and cited the fact
that the tree frogs would take. the,
color of their perch within a few min- |
utes.—New York Sun.

RUFFED GROUSE IN CAPTIVITY.

I have this day witnessed a sight
which has caused me more surprise
and interest than anything connected
with our grandest game bird ever did
before. I have seen four birds, - two
cocks and two hens, which were hatch-
ed in captivity ten weeks ago yester-
day, just as healthy, just as happy and
just as contented as domestic fowl.
These birds do not seem to possess the
fear of man.

I stood close beside the wire netting
and watched one wallowing in the dirt,
and though I was within three feet of
him he ‘betrayed not' the-slightest fear.
And to further illustrate their confi-
dence in their worst known enemy, the
gentleman who raised them opened the
door of their house and, stooping down
with some blueberries in his hand, soft-
ly whistled and, behold, the birds came
and fed from his hand. They betrayed
not the slightest timidity. At which I
marvelled much. As I understood it,

CHANGES BODY AND
CHEATS BERTILLON.
——

Federal Official in Denver Demon-
strates That Criminals May Escape
Identification.

e s
DENVER, Col, Saturday,—Post Of-
fice Inspector William Williams, who is

Bertillon' system of identitying
inals is a failure, and he offers his own
person as proof of his assertion.

If he is not mistaken, and judging
from the evidence he has collected he
is not, criminals will have little trou-
ble in avoiding detection if officials
continue to rely upon the Bertillon
system to establish their identity.

Mr. Williams was measured by the
Bertillon system and then went to work
to prove how little use it was in detec-
ting felons. He was weighed at the
time of his measurements and tippgd
the scales close to 190 pounds. His
height was recorded as 5 teet 2 inches.
Now his weight is 150 pounds and he
is 5 feet 4 inches in height. The change
was brought about by training .he un-
dertook.

The measuremenis taken in Denver
have been submitted to officials of oth-
er places and the inspector has sub-
mitted to arrest and has been measur-
ed again. In no instance did the gov-
ernment officiale discover that he was
the original of the measurements and
the pictures taken in Denver.

Trhe ability in increase in height was
the one thing that broke down the cer-
tainty of the Bertillon system, It wag
known that a stooping thief might
learn to walk erect, omne with cross
‘eyes have his optics made straight, or
a man with birthmarks be freed from
these signe of identity; but when it
was discovered that. several inches
could be added to the height of a sus-
pected man or his stature shortened,
the detectives who relled upon the
Tertillon system were thrown into cou-
fusion.

“We may be obliged to go back to
the system of taking the thumb prints
of criminals,” said a government in-
spector today. ‘“Were it not for the
ease with which thumbs could be
blurred in their important lines we
could see some hope here. Several im-
portant captures have been made of no
avail since criminals learned to out-
wit us by changing their measure-
ments, and we are almost ready to dis-
card that part of the rogues’ gallery.”

The system of physical culture taken
up by Mr. ‘Williams in his experiment
was that of loosening the bones in their
sockets and allowing the space where
they were pulled apart at the joiuts
to fill with cartilage. By this method
the hody is lengthened without over
development of the muscles, such as is
the case In physical training adopted
by athletes.

Former Chicago Woman reduces
Bonds of Matrimony to Naught
For the Fifth Time.

the

CHICAGO, Ill., Dec. 12. — Another
chapter has been added to the story.of
the conjugal infelicities of Mrs. Grace
Snell-Coffin-Coffin - Walker - Coffin-
Layman. For the fifth time in ten
years the former Chicago woman cut
the marriage knot last week when at
Los Angeles, Cal., a. judge granted her
a divorce from Perkins A. Layman on
the ground cf desertion.

In gaining the decree the divorcee
made a new record. The court's time
was limited, the judge was hungry for
Lkis luncheon, and, without going into
the details of her former matrimonial
ventures, Mrs. Grace, etc.,, told the
story of her desartion and was releas-
ed from her fifth spouse in one minute
and twenty seconds.

“My husband deserted me,” she con-
fessed with a wail. “I went to Santa
Monica July 27 and came back in the
evening. He was gone and so was his
trunk, but his latchkey was left on the
table. I have not seen him since.”

“The decree is granted,” said the
court without hesitation. “I wish you
better luck next time.”

Although barely thirty-six years of
age, Mrs. 8nell-Coffin-Coffin-Walker-
Coffin-Layman, with her total of ten
matrimonial transactions, has made a
record that probably never has been
equalled. . As a unique feature of her
career she has been married five times
to three men, and has been divorced
five times on as many different causes.

She was married to Frank Nixon
Coffin in 1884, whnen she was sixvteen
years of age. Coffin was a versatile
young man. As a dancing master, he
was regarded as a Beau Brummell by
girl pupi's on the West Side, while as
a coachman he was a model of digni-
ty. The marriage was against the
wishes of the girl’s father, Amos J.
Snell, a millionaire banker, whose
name became famous after he was
murdered in February, 1888. The mur-
der is still one of Chicago’s unsolved
mysteries.

The Snell family were kept before
the public ten years through the pub-

Jlicity given to the search for the mur-

dered man’s will. Then Mrs. Snell-
Coffin applied for a divorce on the
ground of incompatability and received
it and the custody of her three child-
ren. Four years after her eldest son
fell ill, and on his dying bed beggad
his parents to become reconciled. They
granted his wish and were wedded at
his bedside. The boy died, but four
menths later the Coffins were divorced
for the second time. *The ground was
intozication.

The woman next year met James
C. Waliker, then a clerk in the Virginia
Hotel. He had a tenor voice that
charmed the woman.. She sent him io
Europe to have it trained, and on their
wedding day gﬁve him $50,000. Walker
went into busihess instead of into op-
cra, however, and became manager of
the Fountain House in Waukesha. His
wife sued him, September, 1901, on the
grounde of inhuman treai' =ut. She
had written a few short stories, and
the husband was said to have bacome
insanely jealous of her imaginary her-
oes. When he stuffed several manu-
scripts into the stove Mrs.: Walker de-
cided to get her freedom again.

Within a month she was wadded for
the third time to Coffin. They separ-
ated four hours after the ceremony.

Mystery is attacaed to this transac-
tion and the cause has never been
made public. The Coffins were remar-
ried at a south side church at half-past
four in the afternoon. The bride re-
paired to the Metropole Hotel, while
the bridegroom went downtown on bu-
siness. A woman called. After she
left Mrs. Coffin gave instructions that
Coffin was not to be admitted to her
apartments. A divorce followed in
November.

In the meantime the mother of the
¢ivorce devotee had died, leaving $800,-
000 to be dicvided among three chil-
cren, Ixtravagance depleted the por-
tion that came to Mrs. Coffin. She
was suéd by diamond merchants and
cigarette dealers and for board bills at
California resorts. She left Chicago
and her beautiful home near Racine,
Wis., apd went to Riverside, Cal,
where she met Perking A. Layman.
They were married.

In March; 1903, they lived at River-
side, Cal.,, in luxury until the divorce
Labit again asserted itself’ and Mrs.
Grace Snell-Coffin-Coffin-Walker-Cof-
fin-Layman for the fifth time decided
that marriage was a failure.

He Will Now Begin a Series of
Meetings In the Different

Parishes.

The nomination of Coun. Lowell as
the liberal standard bearer in the ap-
proaching county contest to fill the
vacaney in the local legislature has not
caused Miles E. Agar, the opposition
candidate, any uneasiness. The record
of the Tweedie government is a heavy
load for any candidate to carry, and
Mr. Agar does not think there is a
man in the liberal party strong enough
to successfully contest St. John cournty
in support of such a government.

Speaking to the Sun with reference
to the contest Mr. Agar said:

“The elections should have been
brought on early last spring. My idea
of responsible -government is that vac-
ancies should be fllled as soon after
they occur as the law will permit. The
elections not taking place then -for
various reasons, the opponents of the
government in this county thought it
well, after the seat had been vacant

.| for some time, to call a convention of

representatives from the four parishes
with a view to putting a candidate in
the field. The convention was held the
latter part of July, some five. months
after the vacancy occurred. It was
largely attended and thoroughly repre-
sentative. I am proud to say .that I
was honored with the unanimous nom-
ination of the convention, and since
then have been looking forward to the
time when the government should issue
the writ and call upon the electors to
decide whether they wish to still re-
pose their confidence in the govern-
ment. I have been strongly of the
opinion that this government has not
discharged its duties wisely or weil,
and in making my canvass through-
out the county I have received the
strongest assurances of support on the
part of the independent electorate
irrespective of their federal affiliations.
They assured me that whether the
elections were brought on sooner or
later T would have their/ support, -as
they helieved the business of the pro-
vince was being copducted in a most
corrupt, incompetent and unconstitu-
tional manner.

It will be the first time the secret
ballot will be used, and the following
sections from the act will now be of
interest.

OTTAWA, Dec. 13.—The returning
officer for the county of Richelieu his
disappeared since the federal elections
and before making his returns.

Eis
exceliency, in reply, said in part: If
Canadrers maintain their character
higa, strenuous, virile, imaginative,
heroical and imperial, no one can ven-
ture to set a limit to the degree of in-
fluence which will be exercised on the
future of mankind by the great Can-
adian nation, composed as it is of all
that is best in England, Scetland, Ire-
land and France, and privileged as itis
to be a factor, and a factor of ever in-
creasing importance ,that the British
empire ,representing already 400,000,-

beneficent organization that has ever

Semi-Annual Meeting Held Yesterday-~
6. W. Templar’s Report.

The Grand Temple of Honor of N.
B. met in Victoria Temple hall yester-
day afternoon at 2.30. The Grand Tem-
plar, Dr. W. F. Roberts, presided. The
Grand Worthy Recorder, W. L. Do-
herty, being ill, was not present, and
W. C. Simpson was appointed in his
place. The Grand Chaplain performed
the devotional exercises.

The credential committee reported 86
delegates ~entitled to seats in the
Grand Temple.

Revolver Was Held Close to Caesar

NEW YORK, Dec. 13.—A dramatis
situation developed today in the crim=
inal branch of the supreme court when
Nan Patterson, on trial before Justice
Varnon. M. Davis for the murder of
Caesar Young, stood up in the court
room and faced pawnbroker Hyman
Stern, the witness who sold the revols
ver with which Young was killeds
Stern was unable to identify the pris=|
oner as the woman who accompanied
the man to whom he sold the revolver.

Police Captain Sweeney was recalled
and identified the photograph. He said
that he saw Smith on June 8th last
and gave him a grand jury subpoena.
Objection was made to the introduction
as evidence of a copy of the subpoena
served by the witness, and the jury
was excused while Justice Davis lise
tened to argument._of counsel.

Mr. Rand informed the court that the
theory of the prosscution is that Smith
and hisz wife were co-conspirators
against Young, although they had not
planned to kill him. The prosecution
further said that he was prepared to'
prove that Smith and his wife, with
the active connivances of the defend-
ant’s father, and also with the cone
nivance of the defendant’s lawyer, had
fled to parts unknown. .
