Forecasts by the local weather bureau 
were that the crest of the storm would 
reach here about midnight, and that 
a 120-mile wind could be expected.

May Be Counter Proposal.
In spite of these developments it

Makes Such Action Expedi- London, Aug. 19.—The Dally Ex­

press features an article by Its naval 
expert on “Our New Zeppelins," which 
says:

“During the past week I have watch­
ed the great British airships at work 
and, although 1 am unable to make 
practical comparisons with the Ger­
man Zeppelins, our new airships cer­
tainly seem marvellously rigid and 
beautifully designed. Mariners who 
have made close observations of Ger­
man dirigibles consider our new air­
ships capable of, being handled more 
readily, of finer model, and altogether 
less cumbersome than the German 
type. The British airships, however, 
attain an amazingly high speed.”

cnt. London, Aug. 18—The British reply 
to the American Inquiry in regard to 
the operation of the censorship In 
transit of American news cabled from 
Germany by way of London will be 
sent to Washington In the course of 
a few days.

The tercentenary of Shakespeare's 

death was April 23, 1916. His birth­
place is sacredly preserved, but his 
later dwelling house in Chapel etreet,
Stratford, was vindictively scrapped.
‘And thereby hangs a tale.”

In 1597 Shakespeare bought a Strat­
ford house and lot known as ttifc “New __
Place.” He remodelled It and held it spending a vacation at Chance Harbor.

until his death. It was the best house 
in the town.

After his death the house remained 
in his family’s possession until about 
1660, when it was sold to the Clopton 
family. About 1703 they rebuilt it, 
but retained so much of the original 
structure that the house and Shake­
speare’s mulberry tree remained a 
magnet for pilgrims.
* In 1752 the Cloptons sold the Shake­
speare house to a wealthy clergyman, 
Rev. Francis Gastrel. He had a dis­
agreement with Stratford folk, where­
upon he removed to Litchfield. Feel­
ing that his assessment at Stratford 
was too high, he protested, but in 
vain. Petulantly declaring that the 
house should never be assessed again, 
he wrecked it, sold the materials, and 
shook the dust of Stratford from his 
feet.

This sacrilege would not have been 
committed’ but for the curious fact 
that Stratfordians of that day fined 
men who committed or maintained 
improvements In the town, repeating 
the fine yearly while the offense was 
in evidence. It was a misdemeanor, 
punishable by fine, to beautify the 
town, but not to uglify it. In order 
to avoid1 the annual fine for maintain­
ing an Improvement, the clergyman 
destroyed the priceless relic.

To make effective their curious law 
the authorities of the town employed 
sleuths to watch vacant lots. When­
ever they saw a man committing an 
improvement, they waited until the 
deed was done beyond recall. Then 
they fined the miscreant, not once, 
but annually, while he persisted in 
the offense. To make the punishment 
fit the crime, the annual fines were 
graded, Increasing according to the 
value of the Improvement committed.

The Stratford sleuths were known 
as the town's assessors; the victims 
were known) as the asses-sed.

This etory is not fiction, it is fact. 
But It would be almost incredible but 
for the fact that the city of Philadel­
phia follows the Stratford plan today.

might like to get supplies of dulse In 
a form that would meet with the ap­
proval of even the most fastidious. 
Accordingly he had conversation» with 
Mr. Fraser some months ago, and the 
latter was quick to see the possibilities 
of putting on the market a good qual­
ity of clean, fresh dulse, packed ln 
convenient form. It was too late at 
that time to take action, but experi­
ments were made with the object of 
testing the possibility of securing per­
manency of quality, and It was ulti­
mately decided that with careful hand­
ling the article could be kept ln good 
condition for use all the year round. 
The view taken by both gentlemen 
was that an industry could he created 
that would give employment to sev­
eral young women and others of the 
city and eventually it was agreed to 
form a company to give effect to the 
objects ln view.

In proof of the worth of the opinion

>CHIEF JUSTICE McKEOWN.
An unofficial despatch from Ottawa 

last night forças ted changes In the 
composition of the Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick made necessary by 
the death of Sir P. A. Landry. It la 
understood that this Involves the pro­
motion of Mr. Justice McKeown to the 
position of (Chief Justice of the King’s 
.Bench division of the Supreme Court 
and the appointment of Mr. W. B. 
Chandler, KvC., of Monctifii, to the 
vacancy as judge of the Supreme 
•Court

Mr. Justice McKeown Is so well 
known in St. John that it Is not neces­
sary to speak of his Qualifications for 
the office of Chief Justice. He was a 
staunch Liberal in politic» and was ap­
pointed to the Bench some years ago 
by the Liberal government. He Is to­
day recognized as one of the best men 
on the bench and his promotion will 
meet with general approval.

Mr. Chandler was admitted attorney 
on October 21st, 1876, and a barrister 
a year later. He (bears a very high 
reputation in his chosen profession 
and has the complete esteem of all 
classes. He will be best remembered 
in St. John by his work as commis­
sioner in the police investigation held 
here some time ago. Neither of these 
gentlemen could be reached last night 
to verify the appointments but it is 
believed that they will be made as 
outlined.

WAR ALLY TONew York, Aug. 18,—the Journal today has the following from
Parla:

"A complete reorganisation of the German forces on the western 
front from Flanders to AImcs hss been effected, It wee learned today 
from an authoritative French military source. Field Marshal Von Mac- 
keneen, who commanded the German campaign In Russia a year ago 
In May, and subsequently through Serbia, la now In aupreme*command, 
except only over the force* of the Crown Prince at Verdun. The reor­
ganisation of the western front has been modelled after that recently 
accomplished on the eastern front, where Field Marshal Von Hlnden- 
burg waa placed In supreme command over all the German and Austrian 
forces, with the exception only of those In Southern Galicia, directly un­
der the Austrian Crown Prince, Archduke Chaffee.

“Reinforcements of all available reserve from the training camps 
In the Interior of Germany have been brought up to the Somme front, 
and a great addition In heavy guns and other artillery has also been 
made to the defensive apparatus. This was done at the urgent Instig­
ation of Gen. Mackensen, who now haa hie personal headquarter» be­
hind the German line on the Somme, probably at Cambrai.

HIS TWO FAVORITE LIEUTENANTS.
“Closely associated with Von Mackensen, and acting directly under 

him,'have been assigned General» Von Arnlm and Von Gallwltx.
“These two men were Von Mackensen’» chief lieutenants in the 

Russian campaign of 1916.
"The re-grouping of commands on this front by the German general 

staff Is believed here to be an acknowledgment of the threatening suc­
cess of the Anglo-French offensive, and, at the same time, a sharp re­
buke to the German generals heretofore In command In the west.

“The present grouping of commands la now believed to be the as­
signment of General Gallwltx to that part of the western front from 
Flanders to the Somme. On the Somme Gen. Von Meckeneen le himself 
directing the German defense, while General Von Arnlm is believed to 
be assigned to the Champagne and Argenne.

“The German Crown Prince remains In command at Verdun, and 
Gen. Von Buelow la believed to have been shifted to the command In 
Alsace and Lorraine.”

Government by the People or 
by the Military and Com­
mercial Oligarchy the Issue 
in Coming Election.

Pandemonium. New York, August 10—Aa the steam­
ship Dante Alighieri, of the Transat­
lantics Italians, steamed placidly up 
the bay the other day a quiet man 
stood In a secluded corner of the up­
per deck talking to à group of ship 
news reporters about happenings on 
the forefront of the greatest 4>attle 
of history. He brought from Verdun 
a shell splinter which a fellow sur­
geon had removed from his leg.

Dr. Frederick W. Black, the speaker, 
left Huntington, Pa., nearly nine 
months ago. Although unattached to 
any Red Cross unit, he sought exper­
ience on the Western battle front and 
left for Europe with letters to prom­
inent French physicians. Service In 
the hospital of Mrs. Henry Payne 
Whitney and a French base hospital 
prepared him for field service. Then 
he went to Verdun. He explained 
that Mrs. Whitney's hospital formerly 
was Immediately behind the battle 
line, but that the steady French ad­
vance had left it behind the fire none.

"At Verdun the French are playing 
with the Germans.”

That is Dr. Black's opinion, formed 
after months in the front line trenches 
during assault and counter assault at 
Verdun, where he was a captain In the 
French Medical Corps. "The ratio of 
slaughter In the Verdun sector is 
about four to one"—Dr. Black spoke 
quietly, as medical men do when dis­
cussing cases of Interest-V'four Ger­
mans for every Frenchman killed.*'

A pandemonium of fire had broken 
out between Longueval and Bazentln, 
and signals were rocketing up with 
red and white lights as though men 
were in a great state of excitement. 
Then our trench mortars got to work, 
and flpr half an hour this light artillery 
flung out explosives which burst up 
and down the enemy's line with con­
tinual crashes.

As each mortar was fired it shot 
up a red flame which spread horizon­
tally, so that all the ground was scar­
let But through and above the 
crashes there was another sound.

It was a continual burst of machine 
gun fire, sweeping to and fro, and then 
suddenly there were rapid volleys of 
rifle Are.

Whatever was happening, there was 
the devil to pay, and many men were 
being killed there unless the German 
soldiers have dug deeply underground 
since we broke their second line, 
which Is doubtful. ....

Athena, August 10—"The trouble in 
Greece is not over," said a neutral dip­
lomatist recently. "As a matter of fact,
It Is only Just beginning. King Con- 
stantihe cannot logically accept the 
elections calmly, tor the indications 
are the elections mean the return of 
Venizelos. And Venizeloe is deter-1 
mined to make it impossible tor a!l 
time to come for the sovereign in 
Greece ever to take the reins of power j 
as Oonstantlne I. has done—if the 
Cretan (has to change the Greek con­
stitution to do it For King Constan­
tine to accept this Is equivalent ‘to ab- 
diction—and I believe he will actually 
abdicate before he will do it 

"What is a still bitterer pill for the 
King to swallow is that the return of 
Venizelos would in all probability 
mean the entry of Greece into the 
European war on hie side of the Allies. 
They say that Venizelos and his fol­
lowers are already placing orders for 
the necessary munitions and arma/- 
ment tor the Greek army in that event. 
Can you see Constantine I. leading 
hie men against the forces of his bro­
ther-in-law, the Kaiser, while Venize­
loe, whom he regards as his arch 
enemy, governs the country In the 
royal name?

“Considering the attitude of the 
King until now, it seems only logical, 
that he must resist by every possible 
means the return of Venizelos to pow­
er. After all, the King has put himself 
In the position of the leader of a pol­
itical party, and if he loses he may 
find that the sole consistent course to 
follow is that incumbent on a politi­
cal leader who has lost—retire to 
private life."

Outwardly there is nothing visible 
in Greece to Justify this statement 
The new Greek Cabinet, under Premier 
Zaimls, has loyally carried out the de­
mobilization and other demands in the 
Entente ultimatum of June 21, and new 
elections have been set for'qarly Sep­
tember. Yet no astute observer in 
Greece believes that this indicates any 
real acquiescence in the terms impos­
ed by the Entente ultimatum. The 
royalists, who for fifteen months suc­
ceeded in holding the Greek constitu­
tion in suspension while constructing 
the foundations of a more strictly 
monarchical State, show no signs of 
abandoning their purpose. The anti- 
Venlzelist newspapers are no less bit­
terly abusive of the Allies. A large 
proportion of the army officers criti­
cise the Allies and praise the Germans 
quite as bpenly as before. And the 
ship owners, the exporters, the poli­
ticians, who saw in the regime Just 
ended realization of their dreams of 
untokf wealth, are as busily scheming 
as ever to regain their lost opportun-

. «which are not substantial, and hear

German “crumps" are crushing over 
the trenches by Bazentln, and smash­
ing the trees, in the lower end of 
Devil's Wood. The steady rush of 
our shells overhead suddenly becomes 
a pandemonium of artillery.

Some signal bps gone up, and all 
our batteries are answering the call. 
The red flames of trench mortars are 
leaping all along the line. Hell has 
broken out once more, and there is 
no rest, except for those who will die 
before dawn. ... So it was last night 
again.

There were no lights on our car. A 
sentry had all the light as he swung 
his lantern, and it gleamed on the 
bayonets of men, standing close to him 
In the doorway of the -barn. It was 
all pitch blackness, except for red 
eyes glowing down dark tunnels where 
lorries with those dim tail-lights 
crawled forward through French vil­
lages with breakfast for men and 
guns.

There were no soldiers marching, 
hut everywhere behind the lines there 
were soldiers sleeping.

Through the open doors of barns 
Mil y lit by lanterns I saw their bodies 
4rtrthe straw. Once when I got out 
of the car to ask the way—the dark­
ness was impenetrable here, and it 
was Impossible to guess the road up 
to the O-Pip, as the gunner calls his 
observation post—I heard the sound of 
their snores, very gentle and rhyth­
mic, like cows in a field, 
dreams to them!

London, Aug. 16.—The present week 
brought within range of practical poli­
tics a reform which many of Its advo­
cates feared the war would postpone 
perhaps for a generation—the right 
of women to vote.

The strongest force against the reali­
zation of woman suffrage in the years 
immediately preceding the war was 
the determined opposition of Premier 
Asquith, hence his virtual conversion 
when he said, in the House of Com­
mons on Monday, that the undertaking 
of new franchise and registration re­
forms in the midst of a great war was 
too complex and controversial a prob­
lem, and implying that any new bill 
for franchise reforms in the future 
must, of necessity, include woman, waa 
a great ‘surprise.

The premier’s announcement is talk­
ed of on all sides as meaning that wou 
men will have the vote before a gen­
eral election Is fought, except in the 
unlikely event of an election being 
forced upon the country before the war 
is ended.

According to The Nation there are 
other similar conversions among men 
of great influence, and, although Earl 
Curzon still remains a strong oppon­
ent of the women’s cause, together 
with some other ministers, men of all 
parties realize the capacity and willing­
ness to help in the national cause, as 
displayed by the women during the 
war, has removed the last obstacle to 
their receiving political recognition.

Liberal papers are urging the gov­
ernment to grapple with the problem 
of adult suffrage without delay, on the 
ground that the coalition government 
is able to smooth the path of reform 
and calm the fears of the House of 
Lords, as no Liberal government could.

The situation is 
the more interesting in that there is 
nothing in his previous career to in­
dicate that this prospect will In the 
least influence King Constantine if 
he believes it his duty to make a stand 
against the Entente Powers for what 
he regards as the prerogatives of the

while there is yet time. The soldiers 
of today, who will be citizens tomor­
row, are harangued, treated to orders 
of the day and manifestos and gener­
ally, It appears, are shepherded by 
their officers into the anti-Venizelist 
fold. Each train bringing “reservists" 
(demobilized soldiers) from Macedo­
nia is accompanied1 by one or more 
officers who talk politics to the men 
until they return to their homes. Po­
litical leagues are being formed 
among them.

These methods are thought here to 
be fraught with menace to any sort 
of peaceful elections. When Venize­
los declared that the intervention of 
the Powers guarantors of Greece on 
June 21 saved that country from im­
pending revolution he merely stated 
what virtually every one accepted. 
Nor does that prospect seem to have 
been entirely disposed of, even yet.

The Venizellsts are equally active 
in their campaigning.
Venizelos, besides being accounted 
one of the great stMesmen of Europe 
today, is also an astute poltlclan. His 
personal organ, the Herald, which ap­
pears every Sunday, has a subscrip­
tion list of some 300,000, and the Cre­
tan writes at least one leading article 
for it every week. His followers are 
busy in every cafe, and as all of Greece 
lives in the cafes In the summer the 
field is fertile. Soon the electoral 
trips of the various candidates for the 
Chamber will begin, 
stage and the moving picture shows 
have been called into political service. 
The business of Greece is in suspense 
for the time being. There is just one 
topic of discussion—Venizelos and the 
constitution or the King!

/x Explaining his remark concerning 
the French "playing with the Ger­
mans," he said:—"Initiative along the 
entire front now rests with the 
French.

Like 
the rifts In a field of ripe corn when 
the wind blows In fitful gusts, is the 
first effect of the rifle and machine 
gun fire on the advancing Infantry. 
Then the whole mass, which a mo­
ment before had lived and breathed 
with the exultation of the combat, 
withers away in a few moments.

"The French are now masters of 
the situation."

Three shells exploded In succession 
close to Dr. Black when he receive* 
his wound.

A New Order-in-Council Em­
powers Government to 
Keep Out all but British 
Subjects. »

1 London, Aug. 18.—By an order-in- 
council the government is empowered, 
under the defense of the realm act, 
to "prohibit from entering Ireland any 
person not a British subject, or who, 
being a British subject, has since the 
first of March, 1916, come, or n^ay 
hereafter come, to the United King­
dom, from parts beyond the seas.”

Any such persons, as described in 
the order, embarking for or found in 
Ireland will be regarded as guilty of 
a summary offense, says the order.

A second lieutenant In a Tortoshlre

In some of the Boohe regiments 
there’s a good deal of snap left.

But where we were their fr^nt 
line was In a bit of a dip, and some­
how our artillery had missed it— 
missed their front wire anyhow.

The twenty or thirty 
Boches we could see in that front line 
had their hands well up. We got 
through and sent them batik) to our 
own lines In charge of two of our 
chaps who’d been hit.

The big dug-out that I reckoned was 
their company headquarters—the one 
of which I had so often seen the 
breakfast smoke from our front line— 
I had six bombs chucked down, saw 
them thrown myself, and a devil of a 
row they made. You’d havejsaid a 
trench rat couldn't have lived In the 
place after that. As we were making 
for their second line that confounded 
shrap messed up my thigh, and killed 
my second sergeant and wounded two 
or three more. I wriggled back 16 
that Boche front line, and crossed it 
Into a shallow sap that had been pret­
ty well patronized by our heavies.

I 
believe in the good old service rifle— 
never did bother with revolvers and 
things.

A Visit to The English Army.
From behind the fighting lines, the 

English Army is setting up and per­
fecting military organizations already 
celebrated for their comprehensive­
ness and the wonderful, order which 
reigns in them. For one whole week 
from nine o’clock In the morning until 
seven o’clock) at night I visited train­
ing schools, aviation centres, bprge- 
hospitals, ambulance trains, motor am­
bulances, convalescent camps, auto­
mobile transport workshops, Infantry 
and cavalry* depots, hospitals for 
horses, and store depots of every kind. 
This formidable installation set up 
■within a few months works in a mar­
vellous manner, at least that is the 
opinion of all the French people I 
have consulted. For my part, all that 
I was able to see has enrapfured me. 
At meal times we stopped with some 
head of the Army who with his staff 
honored us by inviting us to hie table. 
We were in the presence of generals 
who were not merely military men, 
hut great administrators, trained in 
India, Egypt, and South Africa, ac­
customed to the preparing of cam­
paigns, to complain neither of the ex­
pense nor of their own trouble :n 
establishing bases for use during long 
military activities.

Their conversation helped us to un­
derstand the things we had seen. I 
admired their quiet confidence In the 
supreme power of Great Britain. 
Everywhere the reasoning was the 
same: "We English require time to 
understand things properly. We did not 
understand this war at first, but we 

.have learnt now. We are elow to ac­
tion, but we have started now, and 

. today nothing can stop us."
We rose from the table, they re­

sumed their work, which often takes 
,them far into the night, and we con­
tinued our journey to visit still more 
camps, still more depots, still more 
wonderful organizations. I would that 
I were able to number them for you, 
to describe them to you, to tell you 
about the vast quantities of clothes, 
food-stuffs, arms and munitions that 
have accumulated and whose numbers 
increase each day. Had you only 
been able to accompany me, what a 
confidence in our ultimate victory 
would have been inspired in you by 
the sight of those stores, capable of 
supporting millions of soldiers!

What I Admired Most.
As far as I am able to apeak the 

.following details especially compelled 
any admiration :

To begin with, It la Impossible to 
.speak too highly of the sanitary serv­
ice. Hie English were not forced to 
employ old material or obey out-of- 
date regulation* ; they have provided 
themselves with the necessary appa­
ratus (both of men and things), as It 
has been called for by the war. AU 
these problème which we have at­
tacked painfully and penurlously, 
which we have not attempted to eolva 
as a whole, but merely by a series of 
experiments carried out In a more nr 
less niggardly manner, they have regu­
lated by making one man, chief of the 
sanitary service, responsible, and with 
;an untold lavish expenditure of money.

The English did not desire bar- 
tacks. For them the fighting man 
Should live and be cared for under 
«canvas. He breathes better and clean­
liness is more easily observed*. In 
«ne of the hospital campe I admired 
the magnificent tents. I was told that 
they had been used during 
nation Durbar in India. In 

!^er they are heated with stoves.
