Shakespeare’s Dwelling
Tax-Scrapped

To the Editor of The Standard,—
Sir:—

The tercentenary of Shakespeare’s
death was April 23, 1916. His birth-
place is sacredly preserved, but his
later dwelling house in Chapel street,
Stratford, was vindictively scrapped.
“And thereby hangs a tale.”

In 1597 Shakespeare bought a Strat-
ford house and lot known as the “New
Place.” He remodelled it and held it
until his death. It was the best house
in the town.

After his death the house remained

in his family’s possession until about
1660, when it was sold to the Clopton
family. About 1703 they rebuilt it,
but retained so much of the original
structure that the house and Shake-
speare’s mulberry tree tremained a
magnet for pilgrims,
« In 1752 the Cloptons sold the Shake-
speare house to a wealthy clergyman,
Rev. Francis Gastrel. He had a dis-
agreement with Stratford folk, where-
upon he removed to Litchfield. Feel-
ing that his assessment at Stratford
was too high, he protested, but in
vain. Petulantly declaring that the
house should never be assessed again,
he wrecked it, sold the materials, and
shook the dust of Stratford from his
feet.

This sacrilege would not have been
committed but for the curious-fact
that Stratfordians of that day fined
men who committed or maintained
improvements in the town, repeating
the fine yearly while the offense was
in evidence. It was a misdemeanor,
punishable by fine, to beautity the
town, but not to uglify it. In order
to avoid the annual fine for maintain-
ing an improvement, the clergyman
destroyed the priceless relic.

To make effective their curious law
the authorities of the toww employed
sleuths to watch vacant lots. When-
ever they saw a man committing an
improvement, they waited until the
deed was done beyond recall. Then
they fined the miscreant, not once,
but annually, while he persisted in
the offense. To make the punishment
fit the crime, the annual fines were
graded, increasing according to the
value of the improvement committed.

The Stratford sleuths were known
as the town's assessors; the victims
were known as the asses-sed.

‘This story is not fiction, it is fact.
But it would be almost incredible but
for the fact that the city of Philadel-
phia follows the Stratford plan today.

The Idea is to Keep Interest
Rates Down in American
Money Centre—Many Ap-
plications for New Loan.

Special to The Standard.

New York, August 18.—Notwith-
standing that some $250,000,000 will
soon be available in New York to the
British treasury, gold is still coming
forward actively from Canada, the
amount this week being about $15,
000,000.

The explanation of this curious
anomaly is that it affords confirmation
of the report that the British treasury
is determined that a comfortable moa-
ey market shall continue in New York,
despite the large demands that are
being made for funds here. If high
rates are current here much higher
rates must rule in London, or the en-
tire sterling exchange situation would
be disrupted. High rates in London
would, however, constitute a highly
disagreeable handicap upon England’s
war borrowing. Thus it is the part of
wisdom for the British treasury to
%eep Interest rates in New York
down.

Applications for participation in the
syndicate underwriting the $250,000-
000 two-year 5 per cent. notes of the
British government have been pouring
in on the managers so rapidly that it
was apparent yesterday that the
awards would have to be scaled down
considerably. One of the underwrit-
ers of the loan says the response of
the public has been intensely grati-
fying. In some quarters it is said that
applications for participation have
exceeded the amount of the loan. Ia
such cases, it is added, it is unlikely
that the time limit fixed by the man-
agers for replies from those for whom
reservations have been made would
be extended. The public offering will
be announced early next week.

it was then thought by the officers
that motor boats were being used to
carry the men from
shore across the St. Croix river to
the United States side, and it was de-
cided to watch the river.

Sleuth on the Track,

Private Hafnenbagher who comes
from Northern Ontarjo, and who has
performed considerable detective work
before enlisting with the Pioneers,
was assigned the task of bringing to
justice the person or persons assist
ing the soldiers to desert. He went
to work in a shrewd manner which
proved successful. Taking with him
Privates Fisher and Wilson, he hung
around the docks for a couple of days
talking with men who owned motor
boats, and finally struck on the man
who was wanted, viz, Frank Loring,

Loring was a former resident of the
United States who came to the Cana-
dian side to reside three years ago,
and only last June became a naturaliz.
ed citizen of Canada, Hafnenbagher,
Fisher and Wilson got in close conver-
sation with Loring and one subject
leading to another, they hinted they
were not satisfied and would like to
get clear of going overseas.

The Plot In Detall,

Loring warmed up to the conversa.
tion, and stated to the soldiers that he
had e son who wanted to enlist and
that he had told him if he wanted to
go and get shot that he would take
him out in the back yard and shoot
him, but he would not allow him to
enlist for overseas duty.

This was the chamce for which the
three soldiers were looking and in
reply to Loring's statement Private
Hafnenbagher said that he and his two
companions wished they could get a
chance to get away.

Loring fell for the story, and made
secret plans for the soldiers to desert.
He told them that he would get them
clear, and immediately laid before
them his plans. He promised to pro-
vide three suits of civilian clothing
and to have them in his shoe repairing
The soldiers were to sneak
into the shop at eleven o'clock Wed-
nesday mnight, when was dark and
everything was quiet about St. An-
drews., They would attire themselves
in the civilian clothes and when the
coast was clear Loring would escort
them to his motor boat, and would
take them down the river, cross the
(boundary line and would land them
i safely on the United States shore
somewhere near BEastport. The sol-
diers led Loring to think they were
very grateful for his offer, and left
the shoe-repairer to complete the plan.

Plans for the Capture.

As soon as Hafnenbagher returned
to camp, he called on the officer com-
manding and reported his success. It
was now up io the colonel of the bat-
talion to make arrangements for the
grand finish of the supposed neatly laid
plot. Ar gements were made with
Mrs. VanHorne for the use of her
motor boat and Ldieut. Pawson~of the
Pioneers with a guard was to take
change of it. The officer was to keep
under cover with the Vantorne boat,
and as soon as Loring wit desert.
ers left the Canadian shore and near-
ed the boundary line, Pawson was to
capture Loring and his companions
and place them under arrest,

The word of the capture was tele-
graphed to Col. Guthrie, who is in
command of the New Brunswick dis-
trict, and he hastened to St. Andrews
on Thursday.

Night Comes On

Phantom Shapes and Uncanny Sounds Strike

Terror to Heart of Solqier who Lets Imag-
ination Get Better of His Courage.

Along all the front of our attack
from Pozieres eastwards to the north
of Bazentin-le-Grand and High Wood
(Foureaux Wood) and swinging south
a little to “the Devil's Wood” and
Guillemont, the battle goes on by night
as well as by day, and the fire of the
guns never ceases,

It 18 at night that the battlefields
assume their full terror to any man
who lets his imagination get the bet-
ter of any courage that is in him;
and it is then when darkness closes
about some of our soldiers, standing
alone, as sentries, that they see things
Wwhich are not substantial, and hear

‘trange little noises which startle
them more than all the tumult of guns,
and amidst all the flashes of bursting
shells see, or think they see, dark
shadows creeping forward which may
be a counterattack or—steady there,
1ad!—the nearest bushes shivering ‘n
the wind.

German “crumps” are crushing over
the trenches by Bazentin, and smash-
ing the trees in the lower end of
Devil's Wood. The steady rush of
our shells overhead suddenly becomes
a pandemonijum of artillery.

Some signal has gone up, and all
our batteries are answering the call.
The red flames of trench mortars are
leaping all along the line. Hell has
broken out once more, and there is
no rest, except for those who will die
before dawn. . .. So it was last night
again,

There were no lights on our car. A
sentry had all the light as he swung
his lantern, and it gleamed on the
bayonets of men, standing close to him
in the doorway of the barn. It was
all pitch blackness, except for red
eyes glowing down dark tunnels where
lorries with those dim. tail-lights
crawled forward through French vil-

1t up ke a fairy forest every time

old Grandmother fired, and because
the noise of guns is not quite a lulla-
by. And at about 3 I sat up and stood
above the thistles like an ant watching
a flaming forest.

A pandemonium of fire had broken
out between Longueval and Bazentin,
and signals were rocketing up with
red and white lights as though men
were in a great state of excitement,
Then our trench mortars got to work,
and for half an hour this light artillery
flung out explosives which burst up
and down the enemy’'s line with con-
{ tinual crashes.

As each mortar was fired it shot
up & red flame which spread horizon-
tally, so that all the ground was scar-
let. But through and above the
crashes there was another sound.

It was a continual buret of machine
gun fire, sweeping to and fro, and then
suddenly there were rapid volleys of
rifle fire.

Whatever was happening, there was
the devil to pay, and many men were
being killed there unless the German
Isoldlers have dug deeply underground
since we broke their second Iline,
{which s doubtful. . e

Just An Episode,

The affair was just an episode of
the night in one part of the line. Not
important evidently, for in the morn-
ing bulletin, which refers to Pozieres,
I see that elsewhere “no incident of

AT VERDUY, SAYS
SURGEON WITNES

They are Playing with Ger-
mans, According to Dr.
Frederick W. Black.

SERVED IN TRENCH
ON BATTLE’S FRONT.

Declares Machine Guns Often
Are Silent Until Teuton
Hosts are Close to them.

New York, August 10—As the steam-
ship Dante Alighier], of the Transat-
lantica Italiana, steamed placidly up
the bay the other day a quiet man
stood In a secluded corner of the up-
per deck talking to a group of ship
news reporflers about happenings on
the forefront of the greatest .Jattle
of history. He brought from Verdun
a shell splinter which a fellow sur
geon had removed from his leg.

Dr. Frederick W. Black, the speaker,
left Huntington, Pa., nearly nine
months ago. Although unattached to
any Red Cross unit, he sought exper-
ience on the Western battle front and
left for Europe with letters to prom:
inent French physicians. Service in
the hospital of Mrs, Henry Payne
Whitney and a French base hospital
prepared him for fleld service. Then
he went to Verdun. He explained
that Mrs. Whitney’s hospital formerly
was immediately behind the battle
line, but that the steady French ad-
vance had left it behind the fire zone.

“At Verdun the Fremch are playing
with the Germans.” 2

That 18 Dr. Black's opinion, formed
after months in the front line trenches
during assault and counter assault at
Verdun, where he was a captain in the
French Medical Corps. “The ratio of
slaughter in the Verdun sector |is
about four to one”—Dr. Black spoke
quietly, as medical men do when dis-
cussing cases of interest—"four Ger-
mans for every Frenchmean killed.”

Indescribable Toll of Lives.

Explaining his remark concerning
the French “playing with the Ger
mans,” he sald:—“Initiative along the
entire front now rests with the
French. When one hears that Berlin
reports the capture of a village or
some apparent point of vantage in a
fiercely contested section of the®de-
batable terrain, one should always
walt to see what follows. The French
strategy is superb in that regard.
Whenever the Germans have been
permitted to advance to a new posi-
tion, the price paid in human life has
been enormous—indescribable,

“I do not think the French comman-
ders want anything more right now
than the maintenance of the German
effort at Verdun. It is there,that the
German military power has been sap-
ped to such an extent that now the
Crown Prince cannot afford to let go.
Their onslaughts are still being made
in mass formation, so close sometimes
that the dead men are carried for-
ward with the living in the great hu-
man waves. ; g

“Grimly the French machine gun-
ners wait and wait. Sometimes thelr
fire is withheld until the German in-
fantrymen, with hoarse shouts of
what they believe to be victory, are
almost upon the parapets, Then the
stream of lead is loosed. The human
targets are so close that the men in
the trenches can hear the sound of
the bullets tearing through them. Wild
attempts almost invariably are made
by the remnants to surrender, but the
mechanieal flow of lead cannot always
be stemmed in time, and these unfor
tunately fall with the others—all in
pitiful closely packed heaps.

‘Withering Blasts of Lead.

“You have set up dominoes same.
times on a table, then sent the whole
sprawling by tipping over the end one.
That's how machine gun fire affects
the tightly wedged advancing hosts of
the Germans in front of Verdun. Like
the rifts in a fleld of ripe corn when
the wind blows in' fitful gusts, is the
first effect of the rifle and machine
gun fire on the advancing infantry.
Then the whole mass, which a mo-
ment before had lived and breathed
with the exultation of the combat,
withers away in a few moments.

“The French are now masters of
the situation.”

Three shells exploded in succession
close to Dr. Black when he received
his wound. The first wounded him,
and the third, by concussion, lald him
prostrate and unconscious for twenty-
four hours,

CONSTANTINE MAY BE
FORCED TO ABDICATE

Government by the People or
by the Military and Com-
mercial Oligarchy the Issue
in Coming Election.

Athens, August 10—"“The trouble in
Greece 1s not over,” sald a neutral dip-
lomatist recently. “As a matter of fact,
it is only just beginning. King Con-
stantfne cannot logically accept the
elections calmly, for the indications
are the elections mean the return of
Venizelos.

German Forces Reorganized, Reserves Drawn From
Training Camps and Heavy Guns Brought Up to
Somme Front in Hope of Checking-Allied Drive.

“A complete re-organization of the German forces on the western
front from Flanders to Alsace has been effected, it was learned today
from an authoritative French military source. Fleld Marshal Von Mac-
kensen, who commanded the German campaign In Russla a y\e‘u: ago
in May, and subsequently through Serbia, is now In uuprsme'comm:nd,
except only over the forces of the Crown Prince at Verdun. The re-or
ganization of the western front has been modelled after that recently
accomplished on the eastern front, where Fleld Marshal Von Hinden-
burg was placed In supreme command over all the German and Austrian
forces, with the exception oniy of those in Southern Galicla, directly un.
der the Austrlan Crown Prince, Archduke Charles.

“Reinforcoments of all avallable reserve from the training camps
in the interior of Germany have been brought up to the Somme front,
and a great addition in heavy guns and other artiliery has also been
made to the defensive apparatus. This was done at the urgent instig-
ation of Gen. Mackensen, who now has his p'omnll headquarters be-
hind the German line on the Somme, probably at Cambral.
