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pire Me Ottawa, May 8—-(Special)—The surveys 

of the eastern division of the national 
transcontinental railway have made it 
clear that a route has been located with 
a maximum grade of four-tenths of one 
per cent for the whole distance from 
Moncton to Winnipeg. 'JHiis is equivalent 
to a dead level road and is a thing which 
does not exist elsewhere on the continent 
/or the same distance.

I.t was announced some time ago that 
a route of this character had been located 
through the province of New Brunswick. 
JThe reports of explorers had indicated that 
a similar level route could be found be­
tween the New Brunswick boundary and 
the city of Winnipeg. The exact reports 
jof surveyors have confirmed the indica­
tions of the explorations.

While the precise route will not be given 
out for a few days, when it will be an­
nounced to the Ciouse, it is understood that

Russians Falling Back.

There are indications that French hos­
pitality will not be taxed much longer by 
the Russian warships which have been 
hovering about the coast of indo-China 
for nearly a month. Official advices have 
•reached St. Petersburg which are believed 
to indicate that the division under Vice- 
Admiral Nebogatoff has effected a junc­
tion with the more powerful squadron 
commanded by V.ce-Admiral Rojeetvansky, 
and at the Russian capital it is expected 
that the combined squadrons will lose no 
time in steaming northward to encounter 
the Japanese.

Confirmation of St. Petersburg’s expec­
tation is afforded by an official despatch 
to the French naval office announcing that 
the Russian squadron has left Kong-tiai 
Bay, its destination being unknown. The 
bay named is probably what is shown on 

maps as Kanh-Hoa, or N ha-Trang, 
which is a few miles south of Hon-Kche 
Bay, where the Russian ships were re­
cently reported to be. Simultaneously 
Japanese warships are Reported to be con­
centrating in the Straits of Formosa, the tertof

McLean Challenges Government.

(From Our Own Correspondent,)
New York, May 8—According to the 

special cables to the metropolitan journals 
from London and Paris the man most 
potent in .preserving the peace of Europe 
just now is King Edward VH of England. 
While his hot-head nephew, William ef 
Germany,,is doing his best to stir up what 
would probably be the most terrible war 
of history, King Edward, in hie calm, 
quiet and effective way, is using what Am­
bassador Choate called his “genius for 
conciliation” to avert such a tremendous 
calamity to civilization.

It is a fact, now so well recognized as 
no longer to be remarked, that the sup­
posedly "easy-going and pleasure-loving” 
Prince of Wales has developed into one 
of the most forceful of rulers. It is 
curious to note, from the special cables, 
that apparently when French affairs were 
getting into a mist of uncertainty that 
might have lifted only to disclose war, 
King Edward went to Paris and virtually 
told the French government what to do.

As was pointed out in these despatches 
a few weeks ago the Kaiser hoped to drive 
the French minister of foreign affairs, Del- 
oaase, out of office by his attitude in re­
gard to Morocco. The removal of Del- 
casse from hie sphere of influence would 
mean the removal of a most powerful fac­
tor for peac^ a man considered the most 
level-headed statesman in France today.

Moncton, May 8—(Special)—The C. P. 
R. train from Halifax ran off the track

Pariel, May 8—The critical tone of the 
British press concerning alleged breaches 
of neutrality by France in Coahin-China 
brought out an emphatic general state­
ment today from the foreign office that 
the accusations are unfounded.

An official said: “It is universally known 
that the Japanese intelligence department 
is exceptionally efficient. Therefore, if 
various specific breaches of neutrality really 
existed, the Japanese government would 
have .been aware of them and would have 
presented specific charges to the French 
government. So far, however, Japan s of­
ficial action has been confined to request­
ing France to exercise strict neutrality. 
She has not made any specific charges nor 
have any specific acts of violation of neu­
trality yet been brought to our attention. 
The Japanese government asked in an 
amicable spirit that we obeerve neutrality 
and we answered that we had done and 
are doing everything possible to that end.

"It is no secret,” says a special cable 
from London to the Evening Post, “that 
King Edward, through Lord Lansdowne 
and Sir Francis Bertie, the British am­
bassador in -Paris, went to unusual lengths 
to secure M. Delcasse’s continuance in the 
control of French foreign affaire while he 
was in Paris. The king went out of his 
way to engage M. Delcasse in two long 
conversations, and also commanded Mr. 
Balfour and Lord Lansdowne to attend 
him immediately on his arrival in Lon­
don. He has since seen Lord Lansdowne 
again.

“These look like something more than 
coincidences, and taken together with 
other events of the past month, give rise 
to a feeling that the Anglo-French entente 
may, before long, be crystallized into a for­
mal compact. Morocco may well be the 
chief impelling cause. France having lost 
the effective diplomatic support which Rus­
sia formerly was able to give her in Eu­
ropean affaire, probably would welcome 

such backing in Morocco as England 
gives to Japan in the Far East, and see­
ing that France is prepared to give the 
amplest assurances that her Morocco pro­
gramme will recognize equal trading rights 
for all comers, England’s support of it 
would be fully in line with the open-door 
policy which forms the basis of the Anglo- 
Japaneee compact.”

“For all that, this tendency to expound 
Anglo-French co-operation cannot be pleas­
ing to Berlin, and there are plenty of high­
ly placed Englishmen so ill-advised as to 
give .to English policy that malignantly 
anti-German complexion which neither the 
King nor Lord Lansdowne intends.

Hampton, Kings Co., May 5—This was 

Ai'bor Day in the public schools of Kings 
county, and as there is no prescribed form 
in -the regulation of the board of educa­
tion, save general directions, as to the 
exact manner in which it shall be observ­
ed, teachers are left pretty much to their 
own discretion.

In the Superior school at Hampton Sta­
tion -the senior department, under Mr. 
Cormier, planted tight trees to replace 
those which had died or had been broken 
down, cleared up the school grounds, deco­
rated the school room with mottoes, pic­
tures, and potted tlowere, and gave some 
attention to the subject of plant life.

In the primary department, imder Miss 
Frances Prichard, (the little ones decorat­
ed their room with plants and .flowers, 
planted seeds in pots and boxes, talked 
over their experiences of life processes, 
sang songs and recited verses touching up­
on the day’s topic, and in these wavs 
spent -two profitable sessions, outside of 
the usual routine of daily lesson study.

The Hampton Village schools are not 
favored with school grounds, so that tree­
planting, gardening, or practical work on 
the soil is out of the question. The prin­
cipal, Air. PickeJ, and the other teach era, 
which following the usual subjects of the 
curriculum, gave special prominence and 
more -time than usual- to nature study, al­
though this subject in its most recent 
forms of presentation is taken up regular­
ly -three tines a week. ’ The attendance in 
all the schools was about the average.

“Perhaps the battle of Salamis, in 480 
B. C., When the Greeks with only 336 sail 
defeated the Persians, with 2,000 sail, af­
fords a more eXhot parallel for the im­
pending struggle in the east, for the vic­
tory of the Persians would have meant a 
blow to Greek civilization that must have 
altered the whole subsequent history of 
the nation, and possibly of the world.”

The Japanese know how much depends 
upon keeping control of the sea. And, in 
this war, the world has not yet heard of 
a Russian victory. It does not expect to 
hear of one now.

T!he land campaign in Manchuria seems 
practically suspended until the fleets meet, 
but in reality Japan is taking advantage of 
the lull to send across this water fresh 
■troops, more guns and immense quantities 
of supplies for the use of her armies on 
the mainland, 
railroad lines as far north as Mukden, and 
there has been aa yet nothing to interfere 
with the passage of their transports. How­
ever the naval battle goes, the Japanese 
armies will be in a position to sustain 
themselves throughout the summer.

But while these prejxirations will be of 
immense value hereafter no matter what 
may be Rojestvenaky’s fate, the Japanese 
are supremely confident that he will be 
beaten decisively or that bis fleet will be 
weakened in, battle and afterwards con­
fined to such ports as it may reach. If the 
event justifies their confidence, aa seems 
very probable, the position of Russia when 
an active summer campaign is begun, will 
be hopeless. The defeat of Rojestvensky, 
the military writers agree, would soon be 
followed by itbe isolation of Vladivostok 
and the investment of Harbin, Japan, it 
is believed, already has in Manchuria an 
anmy powerful enough to accomplish these 
objects . She would then bold all of the 
territory affected by the original dispute, 
and Russia’s inability to expel her from 
the captured country would mean the end 
of the war.

thur, of whom some witnesses testify that 
he spent much of his time selling food to 
the people of the beleaguered fortress at 
exorbitant prices.

Opinions differ as to the nearnew of the 
naval battle, but there is general agree­
ment to to the probable outcome. And on 
all sidles it is agreed that the price Russia 
must pay for peace is growing week by 
week, Japan has no intention of making 
such terms as will invite a renewal of 
•the conflict a few yearn hence. She has 
sacrificed much, and for that sacrifice she 
will demand elbow room and security.

Paris, May 6—A slight cloud has arisen 
over the coming Anglo-French-Spanish 
celebrations attending King Alfonso’s visit 
-to France owing to the bitterly hostile at­
titude of a large element of the Spanish 
press against the king’s giving this signifi­
cant adhesion to France’s policy in Mo­
rocco. Both the Republican and Liberal 
elements in Spain contest the right of the 
premier and minister for foreign affairs to 
accompany the king on his mission, which 
they declare would commit the nation.

The French view the agitation as being 
part of Germany’s diplomatic manoeuvring. 
They declare that the German campaign 
has for its object to revive Spain’s dream 
of restoring her ancient authority over 
the Moors and thus giving Spain instead 
of France paramount influence in Morocco, 
under the Aegis of Germany’s support. 
But notwithstanding the press campaign 
favorable to Germany, King Alfonso, the 
Spanish premier and other ministers are 
resolutely determined to carry out the 
visit and participate in all its significant 
assurances of Spain’s standing with France 
arid Great Britain.

Despite official denials the feeling pre­
vails in high quarters that M. Delcasse 
will not wish to retain the foreign office 
portfolio much longer. The cabinet situ­
ation is no longer attributed -to Morocco 
but to a divergence of views concerning 
who will control France’s foreign policy.

The personal relations between the 
premier and foreign minister remain most 
cordial yet the diplomatic corps would not 
be surprised to see that Delcasse step 
down before long.

The suggestion in the Japanese press 
that Japan place an embargo on French 
merchant traffic in Indo-Chinese waters is 
not taken seriously.

New York, May 6.—-The police of this 
city are puzzled tonight by a new turn 
taken in the case of Mrs. J. W. Gray, 
said to be the widow of a wealthy Chica­
go broker, who committed suicide in her 
apartments at the Imperial (Hotel today. 
The woman left letters addressed to Chas. 
II. Stoneham telling him of her love 
and declaring his cruelty in a conversation 
with her over the telephone had induced 
her to take her life.

After being absent from his office at 44 
Broadway all day, Ohas. H. Stoneham, a 
broker of this city, who was believed to 
have been -the person to whom the letters 
were addressed, and so declared by the 
New York friends of the dead wonfen, re­
turned late tonight to his home in Jersey 
City. He denied absolutely that he knew 
Mrs. Gray, and declared that the news­
paper men brought him the -first news he 
had received of the tragedy.

“She may have been a customer of our 
firm and in that way may -have acquired 
my address,” Mr. Stoneham said.

Mr. Stoneham declined to discuss Ms 
whereabouts during the day. He was em­
phatic, however, in his statement that he 
had never been at the Hotel Imperial with 
Mrs. Gray and declared that he had been 
a.t home every night for many weeks.

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When the question of whether the trains

“I am convinced that not only Is the run­
ning time of trains faster in Great Britain 
than in this country, but that we have a 
very much larger number of trains that run 
at a higher rate of speed than there are here. 
If I understand the situation correctly in 
this country the roads run only two or three 
trains a day which are called ‘limited,’ that 
are sent over the irons at the maximum 
speed. I am satisfied that we can very much 
outdo even the best of these ‘limited’ trains 
in running time, and not only is this true, 
but instead of one or two we send out a 
large number of trains that carry the trav­
eler between the starting point and terminus 
of the journey in the shortest space of time.

“The schedule for the fastest trains in 
(New England, and 1 am informed that their 
average speed is very much above that of 
the trains of the United States as a whore-- 
1 refer to the ‘limited’ runs on the New 
York, New Haven & Hartford between Bos­
ton and New York, calls for five hours and 
ten minutes to cover 233 miles.

Every American who travels abroad ex­
pects to pay his respects to the American 
embassy not to speak of the American 
Consulate Many Americans want their 
daughters presented at court. Many peo­
ple take letters 'to the American repre­
sentatives from politicians and intimates, 
and such people are apt to feel slighted 
unless their representative invites them 
to some sort of an entertainment.

Funds for Alberta.

The house went into committee on the 
resolution to provide funds for the prov­
ince of Alberta. The finance minister 
moved an amendment striking out from 
the resolution of which notice had been 
given, the declaration that upon a sum 
based upon the estimated value of such 
lands, namely $37,500,000, the said lands 
being assumed to be of an area of 25,000,000 
acres and to be of the value of $1.50 an 
acre.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said it was proposed 
to leave out this calculation and merely 
have .the resolution declaring the province 
should get $375,000 until the population is 
400,000; $562,500 to 800,000 population;

(Mr. Turriff said that the price brought 
by school lands .was hardly a fair compari­
son for the general value of western lands 
as school lands were only put on the mar­
ket at a high upset price.

Mr. Foster intimated that the railways 
and the Hudson Bay Company got more 
than $1.50 an acre for their lands.

The minister of the interior said the 
railways and the (Hudson Bay Company 
did not sell their lands until they were 
given the high price fixed upon -them. If 
they threw all their lands on the market 
or had to have a valuation placed upon all 
their lands he did not think they would 
all average as high as the recorded sales.

Mr. Lake agreed that possibly the pres­
ent value of the lands would be more than 
$1.50 acre. However, he called attention to 
the fact that the lands had been estimated 
several years ago to have had a valuation 
of $1.50 an acre. The value must have in­
creased since then.

The prime minister said he would admit 
this for the -purpose of argument. However 
these lands had several years ago been re­
garded as an asset. The dominion govern­
ment had since that time increased lia­
bilities for which «they, with other assets 
of the dominion were an offset and a 
pledge.

Ottawa, May 8—Mr. Pickford, of Pick- 

ford & Black, who have got «the steamship 
service between Halifax and «the West In­
dies, is here «today interviewing «the de­
partment and conferring with «the repre­
sentatives of St. John and Halifax in re­
gard to «the proposed change in the sail­
ings, which will cut out St. John and two 
or three islands in the West Indies.

Mr. Pickfoid, being interviewed by your 
correspondent, says that the service as at 
present carried on has been operated at a 
loss to the company, still they had carried 
out all their obligations to the govern­
ment. By dropping out St. John and the 
three islands which supplied tittle or no 
business, the service could be increased by 
four trips.

St. John gave in the gross some 14 per 
cent, of the whole business, but this 
practically was reduced to 8 per 
cent. The freight, «too, was of an un re­
munerative character. It consisted largely 
of hay and box goods. It was bulky and 
low rates. (

However, the company proposed to 
carry this freight at a rate when forward­
ed by rail from St. John to Halifax and 
from Halifax to its destination at a price 
no higher than was now being paid from 
St. John -to the West Indies. This left 
«the only complaint on the part of St. John 
«to be-a sentimental one, and not a busi­
ness one.

The matter of cold storage brought be­
fore the local government at Thursday’s 
meeting has behind it a proposition for a 
big building here for handling large ship­
ments of Ontario apples en route to Eng­
land.

The proposal is from a number of capi­
talists to erect a cold storage plant and 
building in this city, to do not only the 
usual work undertaken by such a business, 
but also to add the storing and re-barrel- 
Hng for shipment of large consignments of 
Ontario apples sent here direct from the 
orchards. The promoters are represented 
by lion. C. iN. Skinner, K. C., who laid 
their proposal before the government. >

In an interview with a representative of 
the Telegraph Friday, Mr. Skinner gave 
the following particulars as to the propo­
sition until last winter, he said, the On­
tario apple growers were in the habit of 
shipping their produce through a United 
States port, in most cases from Portland, 
but it was found that by that method con­
siderable loss from frost and other causes 
occurred. As an experiment last year a 
representative of the growers shipped for 
the first time a considerable quantity 
through St. John and expressed the opin­
ion that if proper facilities could be ob­
tained this port was the most suitable for 
shipment on account of the climate and 
other advantages.

While in the city the growers’ represent­
ative heard of a project to erect a cold 
storage plant and that the local govern­
ment had undertaken to guarantee the 
principal and interest on a portion of the 
Bonds. He at once expressed the view 
that the necessary capital could be had 
for the purpose, and that the building
