You may imagine ‘the futuré results of
steam navigation! But as to carrying
Samuda’s vessels in their heavy sections
without carts and camels, you might as
well move St. Paul’s Cathedral in wheel-
barrows.

The Engl’shmen have constructed the
108 ton steamer here as the only class of
steamer that can pass the Bahr Giraffe.
This is a great credit to them dand to
Messrs. ‘Samude and Penn. The other
steamers 1must wait until camels shall be
sent-up from Khartoom.

There must be a general reform in the
Soudan before any great work can be a¢-
complished; there are no boats fit for the
long river voyage, and everything be-
comes ruined from exposure to the wea-
ther before it arrives here.

There are large quaitities of ivory
here that we cannot ship for want of ves-

sels.

When 1 see the Viceroy I shall be able

manage matters for the future.

I have 1aid good foundations,and I have
foughy hard against many enemies with
an absurdly small force, resulting in an-
nexation of all countries, including Un-,
yoro, which extends to the Equator.

Not only have I had to contend with
the natives, but the so-called traders
broke into open rebellion and attacked
the government troops treacherously, i
force, when in the interior. These
routed with the loss of half their party. -

My entire party was in danger of de-
straction by poison when in Unyoro.
This diabolical attempt was made by the’
King, who attacked us with immense for-
ces on the following morning at day-
break. I had only 105 men, but we gain-
ed the bottle of Magindi and annexed the
country.

I have estahlished stations and forts,
and the countries are in the hands of the
government.

The natives pay their taxes cheerfully
throughout large districts. The officers
and troops are in good health and spirits.

The slave trade of the White Nile is
suppressed and my work is over.

Lady Baker has accompanied me thro’-
out the journey, with great fatigue, hav-
ing had to march on foot for great dis-
tances, amid constant fighting for seven
concecutive days. We have, thank God,
been alwaysingood health,and the troopb
have not suffered much loss of life, con-
sidering the eéxposure. In fifteen months
I only lost one man from sickness oyf 0./

The Englishmen are all pretty well,
but I have to lament the loss of poor Mr.
Higgenbotham, who was my able assist-
ant. .

We are now waiting for a rise in the
Nile for the start to Khartoom, where I
shall post this letter. With many kind
regards from my wife, &c., very sincerely
yours, SAMUEL BAKER.

The Hampton Homicide.

It seems to be settled by the evidence
already given before the Coronier’sjury
that Sinclair fired the shot thatkilled
James Campbell, One witness siys he
fired without looking out of the window,
but this does not agree with the state-
‘ment of the outsidér whom Sinclair told
to stand aside. Thekillingof Campbell
was, undoubtedly, purely accidental,but
the shots were fired with the intention
of killing some one. Sinclair will be
caught, of course, and undergo & trial.
If he is wise he will surrender himself
immediately. He may not escape pun-
ishment for using a pistol so freely, and
it may be held by a jury that, as the
lives of the occupants of the bar were in
danger from the missiles hurled in by
the roughs; the firing of the shots was
justifiable. We doubt very much whe-
ther a jury would condemn the use of
the pistol in such acase as that described
by the witnesses. Sinclair’s crime was
in not taking better aim.

The Halifax Recorder philosophically
remarks that “lunacy ceitainly seems
to be on the increase; or, rather, minds
do not seem to be mide of the same
sterling stuff as of yore.” The remark
is strikingly illustrated by a leading ar-
ticle, in the same issue of the paper,
abusing the Governor General.

To-Day’s Proceedings.

The first witness called was

of the city of St. John. He said he ar-
tived in Hampton by the afternoon train
on Tuesday. Campbell, on his arrivsl,
asked witness to assist him behind the
bar, which he did, remaining all the after-
noon. Everything was quiet until about
six o’clock, when a crowd came in the
bar who were quarrcling amongst them-
selves. He tried to settle the row, going
amongst the crowd and trying to get
them outside the bar, which he succeeded
in doing. The witness recognized seve-
ral of them, amongst the others Sinclair
and some Hampton people, but, though
all knew him, he could tell the names of .
no city people among them. Another
crowd came; the constables closed the
door; the crowd came round it; and
Campbell.fired his pistol, apparently over
the door, when witness told him not to
fire again, but open the-door. Stones
were coming like a hail storm. He did
not hear another shot from the deceased,
but saw him give James Mabee the pistol,
who fired once towards the ground with
his hind outside the window. Mabee
gave the pistol, he thinks, to the deceased.
A man called Sinclair asked for the pistol,

Mr. Potts and the Hiawatha.

The Aberdeen Free Press, in noticing
the report that Messrs. McLeod & Wel-.
don had secured an award of $25,369 for
Mr. Potts, from the Mixed Claim Com-
mission, on account of the Hiawatha,
says:

M. Potts spoken of hereis, we be-
believe, Thomas Potts, Esq., presently
residing in Stonehaven, and favorably
known to not a few of our readers as the
intelligent and courteous representa-
tive of thé Dominion Government in re-
1ation to immigration. Although the de-
cision quoted is' ‘doubtless on the right
side, we question whether ~ the
award ecan be regarded as ¢ hand-
some,” or how far it can be regarded as
severy gratifying” by Mr. Potts, in view
of what it has cost him to get it. Mr.
Potts® vessel was the first British ship
seized at the beginning of the American
war. In defence of his claim he had &
two-years' litigation—first in the New
York Prize Court (the Supreme Court of
New York), then in the Supreme Court
of the United States at Washington. In
each case the decision went against him,
but firmly believing the seizure to be il-
legal, he still kept it up. The Commis-
sion by their decision have now decided
that he was right; but as his claim, with
fall interest to date, was some £40,0007
an award of $25,000 is poor enough pecu-
niary compensation in all conscience.

Sunday’s Storm in Nova Scetia,
[From the Halifax Recorder.]
Accounts from other parts of the
country of the ravages of the severe
storm of Saturday and Sunday last, show
it to have been very much extended and
destructive.

At Ketch Harbor a store kept by a
man named Connors was blowp. dbwn
and its contents scattered and destroyed.
A fishing schooner at the same place, be-
longing to Daniel Martin and John Neill,
was driven ashore and gotten off without
much damage.

At Portuguese €ove several fishing
boats were wrecked, one being driven
sixty feet above ordina high water
mark and smashed to piegs. 5

At Island Cove a schooner of 30 tons,
belonging to Thomas Beazeley, broke
from he moorings and ran foul of another
belonging to T. Renner. Beazeley’s
schooner broke her main boom, main-
gaff, tore her mainsail, and smashed her
standing rail and stanchions on the port
side of the deck. The other vessel was
not injured. Two schooners belonging to
Charles Conway and John Beverly were
driven ashore, but did not sustain any
damage. James Puarcell’s seine boat,con-
taining & new seine, broke adrift and be-
came a total wreck. The seine was de-
stroyed. Another seine boat, belonging
to William Glazebrook, was upset. The
seine drifted about three quarters of a
mile, and was so torn as to be useless.

At Herring Cove about ten seine boats

and whalers were driven ashore and were
smashed.
