Not a vestige
f this is to be found in the ememy’s record.
'hey have fought on the water, as on the land,
with the deliberate, systematic
one associates with an abattoir. International
-cgulations and rules of warfare, drawn up with
he object of protecting the non-combatants and
‘he helpless, have been flouted. The most inhu-
bnane and infamous conduct has marked and
bnarred every branch of the German naval ser-
'ice. The British and American navies, the two
fnost directly concerned in the whipping of the
iHun, have records unsullied by the indecent or
the dishonorable. Their sea might has been used
to liberate those in bondage and advance civiliza-
tion. On the other hand, Germany gathered one
of the most effective fleets of modern times, with
the definite object of enslaving a world, and
thas scarred its record with the blackest of
crimes. When the brave and fair fighter sue-
umbs to superior forces or fighting ability, his
urrenler holds our respect. Nothing of this will
be accorded the German navy, as the world con-
emple§as its downfall.

Canadians are realizing that t_he
disarming of the German soldiers and the deliv-
ery of the fleet to the Allied nations means not
only the removal of the greatest menice to the
world peace, but the removal of the greatest
burden of taxation imposed for years upon the
German people. The heaviest tithes paid by the
Germans have been for the upkeep of the Ger-
man naval and military ;machines; since war
began Germany has been systematically con-
serving her own enormous resources by means
of the pillage of the lands her armies overran.
She has billions wupon .billions of dollars in
natural bounties with which to pay the costs of
the war, and the German people must be pre-
pared to settle the bill. Her stores of iron., coal,
and potash are tremendous, as sl;own in the
case prepared for Canadian indemnity by W. T,
R. Preston, prominent Liberal, and_ a close stu-
dent of foreign trade and economics.

The Canadian people have not had an oppor-
tunity to register their convictions, but the belief
grows that for every dollar expendc.d by this
country in the war the German nation should
return one dollar. We would be p}'epared to
take payment slowly. A reaspnable installment
each year would serve to liquidate many of our
debts, and enable this country to bear more
lightly the heavy burden it* must surely carry,
unless an indemnity is secured.

But how is the case to be brought home to
the peace delegates? Onmly by the force of public
opinion upon the party which. holds power. Let
every man who believes in an mdemmty_for. Qan-
ada communicate with the member for his riding,
and foree the eabling of a strong demand for con-
sideration of this phase of peace. At the present
time the only intention is to reimburse indi-

viduals who have lost property on ships sunk |~

by submarine or some other process of actual
warfare. If the individual should be reimbursed,
should not the nation? The Allied nations of
Europe will eollect an indemnity in some form
or another. While Australia and other colonies
are demanding consideration, Canada should not
lag behind.

THE BORDENESQUE BLUNDERERS.

practice which is certain to cause almost
universal condemnation through the ap-
pointment to positions of importance in connee-
tion with demobilization in England and Canada
officers who have not had experience in France.

“I am sure poultry-raising is a business, in which, with patience and per-
severance combined, success is sure to come. I once heard that fowls needed to
be raised on four G's, Grains, Grits, Greens and Gumption, but I think there is
still another G, enerGy.”

FEDERAL AID FOR
TEGHNICAL EDUC.

Dominion Association Will
Urge Ottawa to
Assist.

OTTAWA, Nov. 21, — The Dominion
Educational Association will appoint a
delegation to wait upon the Govern-
ment, probably tomorrow, to ask for
federal aid in forwarding the teachni-
cal and vocational school movement.
This was decided at the session of the
conference today. They will ask of the
Government and, Parliament of Canada
immediate co-operative steps of a nation-
ally comprehensive character in respect
to technical and vocational education.

Rev. Dr. Buchanan suggested that
the deputation ask for a grant of $20,-
000,000, asserting that anything less
would be only “a drop in the bucket.”

Professor Goodman of Queen's depre-
cated the low salaries paid to teachers,
blaming this fact for the low standard
of education in some educational dis-
tricts.

Nov. 21.—The follow-
statement, showing what has
been accomplished, from a military
point of view, by the Dominion
the beginning of the war,
was issued today by the militia de-
partment.

When Canada entered the war
the 4th of August, 1914, she had
a permanent force of only 3,000 men
and an active militia of 60,000.
When hostilities ceased on the 11th
of November, 1918, Canada had
sent overseas 418,980 soldiers.

At first Canada supplied a divi-
sion. This was increased until by
1216 she had in France an army
corps of four divisions; a cavalry
rigade, ard numerous other ser-
vices, such as line of communica-
tion troops, rallway troops, and
forestry corps.

156,250 In at Finish.

On September 30, 1918, the Cana-
dian troops in France numbered
156,250. The cavalry brigade includ-
ed a strong draft furnished by the
Royal Northwest Mounted Police.

The Canadians engaged in the
United Kingdom and France in
construeting and operating railway
lines, and in cutting down forests
and milling timber, number about
50,000.

Of the royal air forces, some 14,-
600 or 15,000 were raised and train-
ed in Canada; in addition many
joined the R.A.F., after going over-
seas in the Canadian Expedition-
ary Force.

Over 211,000 Casualties,

On October 31, 1918, the casual-
tles numbered over 211,000. There
have been over 50,000 deaths, 152,-
000 have been wounded, and when
hostilities ceased 2,800 were pris-
oners of war.

The Scotch mist,
which for days had obscured the har-
bor, was swept away by a stiff braeze,
and the moon shone brilliantiy out of a
clear sky. The ships quickly, took their
stations in the long double line they
held throughout the day.

This would make the present con-
sumers pay interest on the money that
was invested in the plant out of the
funds produced by former consumers.
Commissioner Vining contended that as
the consumers today have not provided
this fund they should pay interest on it.
Chairman Pocock thought that this
would be manifestly unfair, as the
users now are providing funds for the
benefit of the future consumers. It was
finally agreed to lay the question over.

It was also decided to take charge of
the sale of hydro in Broughdale for the
Township of London on a yearly agree-
ment which may be terminated at the
end of any year by either party giving
three months’ previous notice. Under
the terms of the agreement the com-
mission does all the business, and after

paying all estimated costs will have a
surplus from this of approximately $100.

There was some discussion also as to
a new name for the Foster wells. Sev-l
eral were mentioned, such as London
View Springs, Wharncliffe Wells, Park
Springs, but this welghty matter was
also laid over for further consideration.
Commissioner McFarland announced
that he is negotiating for a couple of
buffaloes for Springbank Zoo.
