To the Editor of The Advertiser:
Dear Sir.—Should the board of edu­

cation provide one or more collegiate 
institutes for the city of London? This 
is one of the uppermost questions in 
the minds of citizens at the present 
time. The uptown people naturally 
advocate the building of one large cen­
tral school for the whole city. The 
argument advanced is that of economy, 
although self-interest is possibly at the 
bottom of the cry.

The assumed economy is more ap­
parent than real. The first cost for 
one large school may be somewhat less 
than that of two smaller schools, but 
the difference in the initial cost is in­
significant compared with the question 
of utility. If there is an advantage in 
centralization why not centralize the 
churches, the public schools, the 1[% 'lie 
libraries, the fire halls, ‘and all the 
other utilities at the service of the pub­
lic? Is not the policy of decentraliza­
tion the order of the day. providing 
the greatest good to the greatest num­
ber.

The street car fares that parents pay 
from the suburbs to the collegiate 
centre would in one year offset all that 
is saved by building one large school 
instead of two moderate but adequate 
structures. This city, with its scat­
tered area, was never intended nor 
adapted to centralization of public util- 
ities. Apart from territorial inconveni­
ence, the unwieldiness of an over-sized 
institution, is fatal to efficiency.

It was said that there were hypocrites 

in the churches. . Unfortunately there 
were some, but there were far more 
outside the churches. There was one 
hypocrite in the church of the twelve 
of which Christ was the minister.

Pension Commutation.
The commutation of all pensions 

under twenty per cent is also creating 
much discussion. If any provision 
along these lines Is made the extent of 
commutation is expected to be reduced 
to men with disabilities up to ten per 
cent. This would bring the Canadian 
act more on a footing with the United 
States act. though pensions board of­
ficials have stated that a man with 
less than ten per cent disability in the 
United States receives no pensions.

In any such clauses which may be 
inserted in the act it is fully expected 
that commutation will be made volun­
tarily and also that a pensioner shall 
have the right to return for a further 
review in the event of disability in­
creasing or a new disability making is 
appearance.

In the event of such a further claim 
being made, the deduction will prob­
ably be made on account of whatever 
sum had been received by the pen­
sioner through the commutation of his 
former pension claim against the Gov­
ernment. It has been strongly urged 
upon the committee that some change 
such as this will be in the Interests of 
economy in administration and further 
that the greater number of pensioners 
are In this class, as are also the ma­
jority of men who complain against 
the pension act provisions.

Through Misconduct.
A change is also possible in the 

award of pensions to dependents of 
those who incurred death or disability 
through misconduct. At the present 
time such disability or death is not 
pensionable and In the case of death, 
the real facts are kept from the de­
pendents as far as possible. However, 
members of the committee claim that 
a widow and children should not be 
allowed to suffer because a man. under 
severe strain and in an entirely new 
environment, failed in his duty at the 
critical moment

Any such amendments to the act. It 
is expected, would, in some way, serve 
the dependents of men who are court- 
martialled and executed as well as 
those who incurred disease, perhaps 
fatal, through disregard of orders or 
regulations. The whole matter Is be- 

i ing given careful consideration before 
a report is drafted, but it appears that 
there is no question as to continuing 
the present bonus, unless an increase 
in the pension scale Is granted suffi­
cient to wipe out the need of such 
bonus.

Widowed Mothers.
To overcome hardship in the cases 

of widowed mothers whose pensions 
are being reduced because of other 
income, the committee is expected to 
make some provision that there shall 
be no reduction, whatever may be earn­
ed or derived from other sources. Many 
instances have been given where wid­
owed mothers and other aged depend­
ants of soldiers were suffering through 
a too strict interpretation of the pres­
ent clause of the act, and members of 
the committee seem to be generally 
of the opinion that these deductions 
are penalizing thrift.

The extension of time allowing disa- 
bilityl pensions to tubercular and major 
amputation cases also has been urged 
on the committee. In order to reach 
a decision on this point careful examin­
ation is being made of the figures of the 
department of soldiers' civil re-estab­
lishment to see what such additions 
would cost the country. Some changes 
are also expected in the act in regard 
to the "due to service" clause as it 
stands at present.

These are necessary because during 
the war soldiers were given a certain 
measure of life insurance and pension 
was paid on a disability incurred while 
on service. In some cases a man be­
came eligible for pension through an 
accident which might easily have oc­
curred while he had still been a civil­
ian.

I The disturbance was the first active 
i disorder of the day. It was brought 
I on by the1 presence of students from 

the schools, who acted as drivers on 
the auto busses, replacing the strik­
ing drivers.

Toward 3 o'clock crowds along the 
route of the autos began jeering the 
student drivers. They then began 
stoning the windows of the auto buses, 
spitting in the faces of the drivers 
of the buses which had been stopped 
by the Jam of people in the streets.

The crowds grew until they num­
bered 2,000, bringing the auto bus ser­
vice entirely to a halt. A small cavalry 
patrol came up, but was unable to 
deal with the crowd, which continued 
stoning the vehicles until drivers and 
passengers abandoned the buses in 
the streets.

The Government's determination to 

fight the strike for nationalization has 
been voiced by M. Le Trocquer and 
Premier Millerand. M. Millerand said 
the Government was prepared to do its 

u duty in the maintenance of order and 
to protect the men who remain at work. 
M. Le Trocquer expressed confidence 
in the outcome of the situation. He ex­
plained that he had foreseen the con­
flict. and that, as a result the railways, 
public services and industries had been 
provided with greater supplies of coal 
than they had had at any time since 
the signing of the armistice.

THE DOMINION AT WASHINGTON.
A dispatch from the American capital says 

that the proposal for a sort of Canadian am­
bassadorial representation at Washington has 
been approved at both London and Ottawa, 
and that there is every reason to believe that 
it will be heartily approved by the United 
States. It is planned, according to the Wash- 

• ington news, that hereafter the British am­
bassador will be selected only after consulta­
tion with the Canadian Government and that 
Ottawa will send its own diplomatic staff to bo 
attached to the British embassy. At the head 
of this staff will be an official who will have 
plenipotentiary powers. If the Information 1s 
correct, the Canadian appointee will be a vice- 
ambassador with powers second only to those 
if the man appointed by the Imperial Govern­
ment, and during the absences of the latter 
from Washington he will be in full control. 
This plan means that while there will be no 
change in the present system—that is that 
Canadian affairs will continue to be transacted 
through the British embassy—the business of 
this country will in the future be to the hands 
of Canadians, who will be acting on instruc- 

• tions direct from the Canadian Government.

In answer to the question, what has become 
of the nickel novel, somebody has remarked 
that today it is written by the “best authors" 
and sells for a dollar and a half. In which 
statement there is a good deal of truth, for the 
generation that grew up on Dead Eye Dick and 
his friends still loves to follow the heroes of

Beach. The late Sir Richard Cartwright con­
fessed that a school boy’s thriller gave him 
more recreation than a best seller, and there is 
many another staid citizen who could confess 
the same liking in age for the reading matter 
of his youth.

Welfare Fund Association at the 
. Tecumseh House on Saturday after­
noon, George Reid presiding, represent, 
actives of all the organizations to benefit 
by the campaign this week were 
present. A. T. Little, convener of the 
budget committee, reviewed the work 
of his committee, and stated that the 
original budgets of the various organ- 
izations had aggregated $370,000, or 
more than the amount raised in the 
biggest campaign during the year.

D. Jarvis, John Bridge and other mem­
bers of the Welfare organization also 
spoke. Mr. Pearson reported that the 
special list committee had received 
some very generous subscriptions, 
which will be announced at the dinner 
this evening. Mr. Bridge reported that 
the team organizations had been com­
pleted and that the Commercial Tra­
velers’ Association at a special meet­
ing held earlier in the afternoon had 
made all arrangements for its mem­
bers to cover the city thoroughly in a 
house-to-house canvas .at the coming 
week-end.

A Daily Dinner.
The campaign organization and

Mr. Reid reported that attention had 
been called to a considerable amount 
of welfare work being done by the 
Great War Veterans’ Association among 
its members, and that some of the 
members thought their association 
should be able to secure some assistance 
from the fund if necessary. Provision 
for this had been made, Mr. Reid 
pointed out, by the apportioning of a 
part of the fund for contingencies.

Shortages and other emergencies, as 
well as advertising expenses, will be 
cared for from the contingency fund, 
and the executive committee has power 
to make grants to other associations 
requiring assistance In their welfare 
work.
