denied to the Halfbreeds rights, the justice of 
which cannot be denied to-uay, rights which 
were granted as soon as they were asked for 
by bullets.

The rest of the speaker’s remarks was an 
exposition of the remote and immediate 
causes of the rebellion, the facts in con­
nection therewith being received some­
what languidly by the audience, 
chief grievance cited being that qf the 
introduction of the square or sectional system 
of survey in those districts which bad already 
been laid out in long, narrow farms of ten 
chains frontage by two miles in.depth.

Whenever a vile phrase 
that could be applied to the “Holly 
gang” would come into his mind 
he would make a mad rush for his office and 
give instriictiona to have it put in type. So 
he kept up the abuse and successfully bull­
dozed the council into purchasing the “Cana- 

é diaiv’ engine.
It may prove of interest to the publie to 

w karn fdr the first time that John Ross Robert­
son entered that fight as the agent of the 
Worthingtons of New York. At the start he 
was as bitterly opposed to Inglis A Hunter as 
he subsequently so warmly and arrogantly 
advocated their claims. When the Worthing­
tons were completely out of the race by the 
terms of the specifications Pumpy deserted 
them for Inglis & Hunter. But it would have 
been a cold day for the latter firm had Pum- 
py got possession of certain correspondence 
between the Worthingtons and a certain city 
alderman then in possession of the latter.

It would not be out of place to recall the 
vote in the early morning of June 24:

Pumpÿ was not in the council chamber that 
night, but he had hie ear to hi* private tele­
phone, which was connected with the City 
Clerk’s office, r'It kept a Telegram reporter 
busy aU through the debate running from the 
council chamber to the teleplmne to keep 
Pumpy posted on the progress of the discussion.

The men who voted against the “Canadian” 
engines were repaid, as the Telegram predict­
ed. When Milnchatnp, McConnell, Lobb and 
Farley went liàck for re-election they were 
defeated. Neither Turner, Sheppard nor 
Harvie sought re-election in 1885. 
Maughan was the onlv one of the “Holly 
gang” tin t successfully faced the music..
