MORATORIUM IN BRAZIL

Halifar, N.S., November 9.—The moratorium in
Brazil affects the fishing interests of Nova Scotia as
well as those of Newfoundland.

States rallroads making weekly returns to Dun's Re-
view have so far reported for October, but the total
to date, which amounts to$ 23.4!3,886: shows a de-
ctease of 12.7 per cent. as compared with the earn-
ings of the same roads last year. : !

As yet there is little indication of improvement,
Ppractically every road reporting more or less falling
off, but it can still be noted that considerably more
contraction occurs in the eurnlnés of the Southern
roads than other sections. i

In fact, in some directions, especlally in the West,
the returns reflect an improving tendency as the
losses on a number of important systems are not
nearly so pronounced as a chort time ago.

ple who would eat apples ifleft aloné with them, but
they are foolishly shy about eating them in public.
Like the gentle ladies of Cranford who always car-
ried thelr oranges to their private apartments so that
they might suck them at their leisure, far from the
sight of prying eyes, they want to carry thelr apples
away with them and enjoy them alone.’ In this way a
large number of ‘potential apple-eaters—malopha-
glans, I might call them if the lexicographers will
permit me to coin a new word—ate lost to the trade.
Apples are offered to them publicly, and because they
lack the courage to eat them except in private, they
decline the proffered luxury. Emerson tells ug that
the apple is a “socjal fruit” and it is certain that many
people regard apples as a proper part of an evening's
entertainrgent.
