A short time ago I found myself thread­

ing my way through the dirty, crooked and 
narrow lanes of a populous part of Calcutta 
which I had not before seen. It was not a 
native locality, nor was it a European, strictly 
speaking, but a part known as “ The Arme­
nian quarter" and so called from the dwel­
lers in the neighbourhood being chiefly, if 
not entirely, Armenians, Greeks, or Jews by 
descent. Looking down a straight and 
crowded alley my eye caught the object of 
my quest—it was a boose with an English 
sign board in front displaying the gratifying 
announcement—Free Church Female 
School. The sight of such a sign-board 
at home might have excited but little remark, 
but here it suggested thoughts and stirred 
up feelings of a strange and singularly pleas­
ing kind. In the presence of many evi­
dences of idolatry among the heathen, and 
of hardness of heart and blindness of mind 
in the Jews, this simple emblem was full of 
a glorious significance, like a single and soli­
tary standard planted on the domain usurped 
by the enemy, in the name of the rightful 
Ruler and iu token of his promised coming 
lo spoil principalities and power» and to re­
ceive the heathen for his inheritance, and 
the uttermost parts of the earth for his pos­
session.” The design of this School is to 
provide the means of religious instruction 
and training for the youthful female portion 
of the community in the district, and altbo’ 
it has bad to endure very painful discour­
agements and severe opposition during the 
few years of its operations, it has not been 
without signal and- striking success in fruit, 
jL ‘fxi\r)II endure forever. The beginning 

a day of small and feeble things ; 
gradually, however, it grew in numbers and 
in influence, and the hearts of the pious 
Teacher and of the friends interested in its 
progress and prosperity were filled with gra­
titude and joy for the manifest favour of 
Him who alone “ givetb the increase,” and 
without whose blessing nothing is good or 
wise or strong. This state of peace and 
advancement was but of brief duration, and 
was followed by a season of much perplexity 
and darkness. Many of the girls attending 
the School were children of Jewish parents 
—little maids cf Judah who were receiving 
not only a good and useful secular education, 
but also a knowledge of the saving truths of 
the gospel of Christ. The fathers and mothers 
were not unwilling that their daughters 
should be taught reading, writing, sewing, 
ai d other things of a like nature, even by a 
Christian, but they could not bear that they 
should hear anything of Christ and him 
crucified, or be instructed in ” the excellency 
ol the knowledge of Christ Jesus the Lord.” 
For a time they continued quiet and sub­
mitted to the stumbling block of the cross 
lor the sake of the temporal and human ad­
vantages, but at length, when it was found 
that the children were becoming interested 
in the story of redeeming love, and affected 
as they listened to and read the theme of 
the sufferings of Christ and the glory that 
should follow, they became alarmed lest they 
should forsake not the faith of their fathers, 
but their unbelief, in favor of the doctrines 
of the Christian religion. To prevent this, 
the Jewish children weré suddenly with­
drawn from the school. This was a sad and 
heavy blow of discouragement to the patient 
and devoted Teacher, who wasjleft with only 
a fetv of her scholars, while among those 

■ who bad been removed there were some 
concerning whom she had begun to enter- 
tain great hope and whose constrained ab­
sence was the cause of as much grief to 
themselves as to their kind benefactress. It 
was a time in which her strength was to sit 
still. She could only commit her cause to 
Him who bringeth light out of darkness, 
and giveth songs in the night—who maketb 
all things work together for good to those 
whose trust is in ibe Lord. She betook 
herself to Him in faith and prayer, and 
waited to see bis salvation. After a consi­
derable interval—an interval of watching 
and weeping to her—she was one day 
agreeably surprised to be visited in School 
by a few of her former pupils, accompanied 
by their mothers who came to say that their 
daughters were so much attached to their 
Teacher and so eager to learn the useful 
lessons she taught Abat they were unhappy 
in being absent from School and longed to 
return. This the parents were willing to 
permit provided it were agreed that the 
Bible should not be used. Perceiving the 
snare,the Teacher kindly bat firmly refused 
to comply. If she bad scholars at all she 
must make the Bible (he ground-work of

all her instructions, be the consequences 
what they might—she would not give up 
the Bible. Well bad it for been India now 
had Ibis principle been honoured and acted 
on by all others in similar situations ! After 
repeated ineffectual attempts to shake her 
resolution a compromise was proposed. On 
condition that only the scriptures of the Old 
Testament—the Law and the Prophets— 
should be used, and the New altogether set 
aside, the girls would be sent back to school, 
and in nothing else would any change be 
insisted on. The faithful Teacher lifted her 
heart in prayer to her Heavenly Father for 
direction, and instantly felt emboldened to 
reject this plausible stipulation, as she had 
done the others. “ No,” she said, “ I can 
listen to no terms that require the suppres­
sion of the word of God or of any part of 
it. I most be left unfettered in the use of 
the entire Bible or be without a school or a 
scholar." “ I cannot—I will not give up 
the Bible." Noble minded woman ! Well 
did’st thou war a good warfare, and thou 
shall not lose tby reward ! “ They cannot 
recompense thee, but thou shall be recom­
pensed in the resurrection of the just.” On 
perceiving that they prevailed nothing, they 
ceased to urge their wishes and withdrew 
without further importunity, and strange to 
say, with but a very few exceptions they 
were so much impressed with the exemplary 
spirit and consistency of the lady they had 
left, even though thwarted by her that their 
children were immediately placed again un­
der her care without restriction of any kind, 
very much to the mutual satisfaction of the 
teacher and the taught ; thus furnishing ano­
ther beautiful illustration of the ancient pro­
mise ” Them that honour me I will honour.” 
At the time of my visit, which was a Satur­
day, I found from 50 to 60 girls present, 
the attendance, as I was informed, being 
always smaller on that than on other days, 
as the day corresponding with the Jewish 
Sabbath many of this persuasion kept their 
children religiously at home. Of the num­
ber 1 saw, however, there was a consider­
able portion of Ibe Jewish race, together 
with different varieties of the Gentile tribes, 
reminding me forcibly that “ there is do 
difference between the Jew and the Greek, 
for the same Lord over all is rich unto all 
that call upon Him.” The services were 
opened with prayer, which was followed by 
a Bible lesson. The subject included the 
creation of msn, bis fall by sin, and bis re­
demption through the sacrificial death of the 
Son of God. 1 was equally astonished and 
gratified at the extent of knowledge, secu­
lar and sacred, shewn by those dear children 
during that deeply Interesting exercise.— 
They were afterwards examined in mental 
arithmetic, geography,and in history,ancient 
and modern, and their proficiency and intel­
ligence in all these I have seldom heard 
equalled—never surpassed. The next exer­
cise was in singing, and in no part ol Ibe 
entire proceedings was I qiore delighted 
than in this. The world-wide National 
Anthem was sung with a correctness and 
cordiality that thrilled me with pleasure at 
the thought that even at such a distance from 
the shores of my native sea-girt island borne, 
and a stranger in a strange land, I was yet 
a subject of Victoria, Queen of Great Bri­
tain, and now, happily lor the nations of the 
East—Empress of Hindosfan. Mrs. He- 
man’s exqoisjte hymn, ** The graves of a 
household,” was also suug with great ten­
derness, and listened to with chastened feel­
ings, as were several other favourite and 
well-known pieces. There was one, how­
ever, that touched me more than all the rest. 
What a as it ? It was this:—

1st my sins on Jesus, 
The ' - - -

—many of whom, I (rust—will be crowns of 
rejoicing on the bead of their teacher in the 
day of the Lord ; and be as the brightness of 
the firmament forever and ever. To the 
young friends whom I am privileged to ad­
dress now, 1 would say that though the mark 
of God’s displeasure is seen in the history 
and sufferings of the Jews to the present 
day, hie wrath is also threatened upon all 
who reject the counsel of God against them­
selves, and who obey not the gospel. These 
shall be punished with everlasting destruc­
tion from the presence of the Lord and from 
the glory of bis power. XVe marvel not at 
the righteous indignation poured out upon 
the Hebrew race because they despised and 
rejected the Holy One and the Just ; but 
what of our own guilt if we have lightly 
esteemed the Rock of our Salvation, and if 
to all his overtures we have said “ depart 
from us, for we desire not the knowledge of 
thy ways," “ Of how much sorer punish­
ment, suppose ye, shall we be thought wor­
thy ?” We shrink with horror at the wick­
edness of those who slew the Lord’s A- 
nointed, and we say amen to their terrible 
doom ; but if we have not received him 
ourselves, wbat reason have we to imagine 
that if we had been present at the cruci­
fixion we should have acted differently from 
the others ? If such be still our case, veri­
ly we are in the same condemnation, and 
the wrath of God abidetb on ns. But still, 
while judgment lingereth, it is not too late 
to obtain mercy. Believing in Christ is the 
starting point for all that is good on earth 
and all that is glorious in heaven. Who is 
on the Lord’s side ? Sinnert may revile— 
they may ask with a sneer, What profit is 
there in serving God ? Worldlings may en­
tice—they may say, Let us seek after pica 
sore, and follow those who will shew us any 
good- TriJUrt may tempt, and say, It is 
too soon to be serious—” go tby way for this 
time, when we bare a more convenient sea­
son we will call for thee." But in the midst 
of the scoffer’s profanity—in the midst of the 
mirth and the madness, the folly and the in­
decision of the wicked and the slothful, 
God may also speak: bow terrible if He 
were to say “ 1 In u fool, this night tby soul 
shall be requin d ol tbeé !” and how sad it 
after all our privileges of light and grace 
the Saviour's lamentation over the city ol 
Jerusalem—doomed to destruction—should 
be taken up concerning us,—“ ft thou had’tt 
known, even thou, at least in this thy day, 
the things which belong unto thy peace 1 but 
now they are bid from thine eyes !”

“ Hasten sinner to be wise,
Stay not tor tomorrow’s sun.”

The spotless Lamb ol God,
He bares them all, and frees us 

From the accursed load.” he.
Strive as I might, the tears would fill and 
flow from my gladdened, glistening eyes, as 
I looked upon the scene before me, and 
heard the sweet voices of the exiled little 
ones. Strange thoughts and memories were 
suggested by the circumstances. 1 was car­
ried back in my imagination to the time when 
lesus was in the hands of Pilate. The Ro­
man Governor hesitates as to the coarse he 
should pursue with one in whom he found 
no fault. The rabble lake advantage of 
his indecision, and determine his purpose. 
“Away with him,” they cry, "away with 
him ” crucify him, crucify him ; he is not 
fit to live,” and then with the infatuation of 
judicial blindnesss, they implicate his blood 
upon themselves and their posterity—“ His 
blood be upon us end upon our children," 
was the crowning clamour of the crowd for 
% malediction that remains as a memorial of 
their guilt and of the severity of God.— 
More than eighteen hundred years have 
passed, and many generations have borne 
that fearful curse, and still this is their con­
demnation, “ Ye will not come unto me that 
ye might-have life.” Yet instead ol the 
lathers here were the children—children 
whose olive complexion and well-defined 
Hebraic features established their descent 
from ibe men who, with wicked hands, slew 
the Lord of Life and Glory, declaring sub­
stantially in the language of Philip,‘‘W e have 
found him of whom Moses ià the Law and the 
Prophets did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the 
son of Joseph,” Here, with cheerful voice 
ar.d, I trust, with devout and grateful hearts, 
they disclaimed the unbelief of their fathers 
as they sang so enchantingly that exquisite 
hymn of Dr. Horatius Bonars, in which 
they avowed their belief in the Messiah, and 
expressed tbeir acceptance of him whom 
their ancestors bad taunted, saying as they 
passed by wagging tbeir beads, while he 
bung upon the tree, “ If thou be the son 
of God, come down from the cross,” “ He 
saved others, himself be cannot save.’’— 
As I looked upon animated countenances 
before me, beaming with delight and suffus­
ed with a genial joy, and as I listened to the 
loud praises of Immanoel—God with us—it 
seemed as if again the blessed Saviour were 
welcomed by the little ones as be bad been 
when on his last public and triumphant en­
try into Jerusalem the children shouted 

Hosanna : Blessed is the King of Israel 
that comelh in the name ol the Lord.”— 
Tbe occasion was one of deep and abiding 
interest to me, and I was led to pray that 
the hearts of the fathers might sooojbe turned 
unto the children, and that God would spee­
dily turn again the captivity of his ancient 
and chosen people, and make the Jew and 
Gentile one fold and one Shepherd, even 
tbe Good Shepherd that laid down bis life 
for tbe sheep. 1 was permitted to sddress 
the school before leaving, and spoke with 
sincere pleasure for a little while to the in­
teresting class ; some of whom, I doubt eel

As soon as I heard of these facts in my 
neighborhood, I left my own chsrge, to visit 
throughout this rural country place having 
no minister.

I visited fifteen families in one day, and 
prayed in every bouse. And in every one 
of these fifteen families, I found awakened 
persons. They had all heard of the con­
version of the lawyer with much surprise. 
That lawyer had visited many of them, and 
i doubt not that now—yes, at this very 
moment when 1 am speaking—you may see 
him, if you see so far, in that neighborhood 
in Duchess county, with a few tracts in bis 
hand, going from bouse to house, persuading 
sinners to come to Christ : telling them what 
a dear Saviour be has found.

All this was in a country neighborhood.— 
We read tbe reports of this meeting. We 
learn bow tbe Lord blesses you, and when 
we read, our own souls are refreshed and 
blessed. I cannot speak so as sufficiently 
to impress you with the importance of your 
meetings, and the accounts we get of them 
in the country. This lawyer, under God, 
owes bis conversion indirectly, to the pub­
lished accounts of this meeting—and thus, 
to tbe meeting itself. What influence was it 
which moved those ladies to agree to pray 
for this man, and then to be so anxious for 
him that they could not rest till they bad 
made him agree to pray for himself. God 
be praised for his blessing, which rests upon 
you here ; and God be praised that we can 
bear from week to week, of what the Lord 
is doing here among you.”

The Happiest Man.
In one of the daily prayer meetings in 

New York city, a speaker rose and said—
“ I am r clergyman from Duchess county.

I have been for thirty years connected with 
tho people of my charge. I have seen many 
deep and powerful revivals of religion. Ï 
have witnessed the triumphs of the grace of 
God in iheconversion of a multitude ufsouls. 
But I think I saw, last Monday morning, 
tbe happiest man I ever saw in all my life 
I think 1 never witnessed such a marked and 
wonderful triumph of grace. It was the 
conversion of a lawyer—a man of marked 
ability and high standing. It occurred in a 
parish where there was no stated means of 
grace. It was in this wise : ■

“ Three pious ladies, acting on a hint 
thrown ont in this meeting—of which tbe 
people read in the Observer and the Evan­
gelist, of the importance of united prayer for 
some specific object, agreed to pray tor the 
conversion of this lawyer. They entered 
into solemn covenant with each other, to 
make his a peedjricon version the subject of 
daily prayer, and many times a day. And 
beginning, as they agreed, they soon became 
deeply burlhened with anxious desire—to 
much so, that they could not rest, nnd they 
could not be satisfied with simply praying. 
They went to the lawyer and told him what 
they were doing—that they were unitedly 
and daily praying for his salvation. They 
asked him if he would not pray for himself. 
He told them he would, without any distinct 
impressions of the responsibility which he 
was taking upon himself. He was a man of 
strict probity and honor.

As night approached, this lawyer began to 
meditate upon the promise he had made. He 
first thought he would not keep bis engage­
ment Then again he said to himself, “ 1 
am in the habit of keeping my promises to 
my fellow men ; why should I not keep my 
word with these ladies ? Why not? But 1 
do not know how to make a prayer, i have 
not prayed, nor tried lo make a prayer, for 
years. 1 cannot pray. It is a mockery for 
me to attempt it. 1 ought not to have pro­
mised.”

“ Am 1 to get down on my knees ? I have 
not bent a knee for ever so long !” And 
when on his knees before God, he said : 
“ What shall I ask for ? XVbat shall I 
acknowledge ?”

It was a terrible conflict. Before this he 
had not the least idea wbat his promise in 
volved. To pray was not a mere matter of 
form. It was something that must be hon­
estly done. So he bethought himself :

“ I can ask God to show me that I am a 
sinner, for 1 am one.” He already began 
to feel iL “ I can ask God to bow this 
stubborn heart for already be began to 
feel how stubborn it was. ’* I can ask God 
to show me how such a wretch as I can be 
forgiven for already be began to feel that 
be was a wretch undone.

The Revival in Ulster.
In our last we gave sortie account of tbe 

remarkable religious movement now affect­
ing some districts of the North of Ireland, 
taken from rather a scientific than a religious 
point of view, by a journalist. We now give 
a report made to a Synod, by the Presby­
tery within the bounds of which the Revi­
val was first developed.

( From the “ Fanner of Ulster.'')
The Rev. Frederick Buick read the fol­

lowing carefully prepared Report of the 
Presbytery of Ahoghill, on the state of reli­
gion, before ibe Synod of Ballymena and 
Coleraine, on Wednesday last : —

It is the privilege of the Presbytery to 
have to record on this, more than on former 
occasions, glad tidings of great joy. The 
Lord has been pleased to visit a large por­
tion of our bounds with tbe genial showers 
of a gracious revival. Our Churches have 
experienced an awakening the most cheer­
ful in its character and holy in its fruits.— 
Shortly after the beginning of tbe present 
year, the Lord was pleased to convert a 
family near Aboghill, and lo bless tbeir con­
version in a large degree for promoting tbe 
conversion of others. An extraordinary in­
terest began to be awakened ; Prayer Meet­
ings multiplied—crowds flocked to these re­
freshing streams—nor were ordinary booses 
able lo accommodate the eager multitudes 
that assembled to hear the burning prayers, 
and to listen to the plain but heart-stirring 
addresses of tbe converted brethren, and 
those ministers and laymen whose hearts 
the Lord moved to engage in this important 
work. The open field or the public way- 
side, even in the cold evenings of spring, 
were the scenes of deeply interesting meet­
ings, over which angels hovered with joy. 
Tbe prayer-meetings held in the First and 
Second Presbyterian Churches were crowd­
ed to excess, although held on the same- 
evening, and at the same hour. For sever­
al miles around multitudes flocked to these 
meetings for prayer and exhortation. Our 
lay brethren from Connor, at the first, gave, 
and continued for some time lo give, a pow­
erful impetus to tbe work. Never, in these 
localities, was there such a time of secret 
and.publid prayer. In all directions prayer- 
meetings have sprung up, and that without 
number. They are conducted in a manner 
of deepest solemnity, and with a burning 
earnestness for the outpourings of the Holy 
Ghost, aod lor the conversion of souls.— 
These meetings have been signally honour­
ed of the Lord The spirit bas descended 
in power. Through the instrumentality of 
the Word and prayer, convictions—often 
the most powerful—even to the convulsing 
of the whole frame, the trembling of every 
joint, intense burning of heart, and complete 
prostration ef strength—have been produced. 
Tbe Arrow of conviction pierces tbe con­
science, the heart swells nigh to bursting, a 
heavy and intolerable burden presses down 
the spirit, and the burdened, burning heart, 
unable lo contain any longer, bursts forth in 
the piercing cry of distress, saying, ‘ Lord 
Jesus, have mercy on my sinful soul.’ This 
is alike the experience of the old and tbe 
young—of the strong man and the delicate 
women. Under such convictions, the heart 
finds relief in pouring out its cries and 
tear, before the Lord. These convictions 
are followed by hours of kneeling before the 
Lord, crying, confessing sin, begging for 
mercy, and beseeching the Lord to come to 
the heart. This is done in tones of tbe 
deepest sincerity, and in utterances of the 
most impassioned earnestness. It may be 
days or weeks, or even months, with con­
victions returning more or less powerful in 
the constant exercise of prayer and the read­
ing of tbe Word, ere a calm and settled 
peace in believing is enjoyed. There does 
not appear to be any fanaticism manifested, 
any heresy broached, any self-righteousness 
exhibited, or any sectarianism shown. A lea 
interesting cases of the conviction and con­
version of Roman Catholics have occurred. 
It is worthy of note that, under the light and 
power of this movement, they love the Bible, 
pore over its sacred pages, pray through the 
prevailing name of Jesus alone, place reli­
ance on Christ only for the salvation, and, 
in the exercise of tbeir civil and religious 
liberty, join the worship of a purer Church. 
The whole intellectual and moral being is 
powerfully stirred. Under tbe awakening 
ol the dormant mind, the stirring up of the 
slumbering conscience and the powerful 
movement of tbe nervous system, the imagi­
nation it often called into lively activity in 
picturing out solemn scenes of tbe future, 
and in bearing words of warning and of 
counsel Such sights and sounds are easily 
accounted for, while- they are often sancti­
fied in producing faving'impressioos. Two 
great truths take full possession of the mind, 
namely : man is a tinner, under judgment, 
under condemnation ; and Jesus is the Al­
mighty Saviour lo deliver, and faith in Him

tbe way of obtaining that deliverance. — 
Convictions have taken place on a large 
scale, and conversions have followed.— 
Many—even hundreds—are giving tbe m«*t 
pleasing evidences of being in Christ. O' 
drunkards, blasphemers, card-players, Sab­
bath-breakers, neglectors of ordinances, and 
the wicked in general, it may be truly said, 
* They are now in Christ new creatures.’— 
With them old things are passed away, and 
aH things are become new. This is not an 
appearance pat on, bat, as far as yet known, 
a deep and abiding reality. Sin—besetting 
sin—is crucified. One man, proverbial for 
cursing and blasphemy, now declares that 
be never feels tbe slightest temptation to re­
turn to his former sin. Another, notorious 
for his love of strong drink, now says that 
he sbodders at tbe sign of a public bouse. 
The love of a third for playing cards is 
transferred to his Bible. Obscene songs 
have given place to the songs of Zion, scenes 
of revelry are exchanged lor scenes of 
prayer and praise, and the reading of the 
XVord. Wild, wicked, and godless charac­
ters, whom no human power could remodel, 
are now to be seen sitting at tbe feet of 
Jesus, clothed and in their right mind. They 
are walking with Christ, caring for the one 
thing needful, and living for the noblest ob­
ject in life—tbe glory of God. This is the 
case, not in solitary instances, but in hun­
dreds—not merely with tbe young, just 
initiated into a course of sin, but with tbe 
old, confirmed in their sinful habits. Public 
and prevailing sins bave got a powerful 
check. In those favoured districts where 
this blessed work has taken dee pert root, 
and its transforming influence has been most 
widely felt, drunkenness end Sabbath-break­
ing, and blasphemy, and prelane language, 
and negligence of the great salvation, have 
been all but annihilated. The tone of pub­
lic morals is enlightened, sanctified and ele­
vated. The things of God are tbe subjects 
of daily, habitual cor.verse. Groups may 
be seen around our churches, or at the cor­
ners of our streets, with their Bibles io their 
hands, seeking for tbe meaning ol some por­
tion of the divine Word. Singing of 
Psalms may be beard in all directions In 
many localities, profane songs or idle amuse­
ments cannot bs endured. While attending 
tbe largest Prayer Meetings of assembled 
thousands, and retiring from them at what­
ever hour, there is no levity, no improprie­
ties, but an all-pervading seriousness to be 
witnessed. On this revival work, so far as 
it has as yet developed itself, there is writ­
ten, “Holiness to the Lord.” Even upon 
that portion of the public who make no claim 
to be religious, a deep, solemnising influence 
has been exercised. Many of them are 
thoughtful and enquiring, attending the 
prayer-meeting with evident interest, and it 
is to be hoped with profit. But among tbe 
awakened aod converted other delightful 
fruits are growing up with ispidi'y to ma­
turity. Prayer has received a powerful 
stimulus—not only secret, but family and 
public prayer is one of those heavenly fruits 
It is truly astonishing tbe liberty that many 
—very many—both male and female, have 
got in public prayer. It is mo=t relie biirg 
to hear the holy, earnest, edifying prayers 
wbicn many babes io Christ are now offering 
at the family altar and at the public piayer 
meeting. It is nothing uncommon to hear 
the voice of prayer wafted on the wings of 
the wind from the adjoining field. In a 
class of young, communicants preparing 
to go up for the first time to the table 
of the Lord, it is intensely delightful 
to hear one after another, when called 
upon as tbe mouth-piece of the rest, suppli­
cating in words that burn, tbe grace of pre­
paration from the Mercy-seat. At the con­
clusion of a public prayer-meeting, on a Sa­
turday evening in this district, a blind boy, 
taught in the Belfast Institution for the 
Deaf and Dumb and the Blind, whose heart 
was stirred, could not let the meeting separ­
ate without calling attention to tbe circum­
stances of the congregation, of which be is 
an honored member, having in view, on the 
following day, the solemn dispensation of 
the Lord’s Supper among them ; and be of­
fered up the earnest prayer of faith, in which 
many joined on their behalf, that the Holy 
Spirit might descend upon them, and that 
the communion might be a season of gra­
cious revival. The Bible is studied, and 
prized, and loved more than it ever was be­
fore. It is felt to be * more precious than 
gold, yea, than much fine gold, and to be 
sweeter than honey, yea, than the honey 
that droppeth from the comb.’ Several that 
were lying out, from various excuses, from 
the ordinances of a preached Gospel, have 
been moved to the house ol God, in what­
ever attire they could command, though it 
were poor ; while others Lave been stirred 
to obtain deeenl clothes, who are now to be 
seen reverently worshipping in the house of 
God, where they bad not been for years be­
fore. Many, too, have been moved.Jo keep 
the feast of the Lord • Supper, in obedi­
ence to tbe dying command of the Lord. 
Our congregations never had such an ap­
pearance before, of hearty, earnest worship­
pers.. Love to Jesus is another of the 
precious fruijs of this revival. This is ex­
pressed in tones and words that cannot be 
mistaken ; nor is there any reason to doubt 
its reality. Tbe Lord is filling the thoughts 
and enthroned in tbe affections of the con­
verted as ' the chiefest among ten thousand 
and altogether lovely.’ Love to the brethren 
is a very prominent feature of the new and 
divine life that is awakened—they love one 
another fervently. Their desire is to visit 
friends and relatives, talk with them on the 
concerns of tbeir souls, and exhort them to 
fly from the wrath to come. With great 
earnestness they plead with them to seek 
Jesus, and that now, without a moment's 
delay, while lie is waiting to be gracious, 
Of this it may be said, * Being made free 
from sin, and become servants lo God, they 
bave their fruit unto holiness, an.l the end 
everlasting life ;’ nor are the fruits of this 
revival to be confined to the convicted and 
converted. There are thousands of the 
surrounding Christian population who a-e 
revived and refreshed as the patched c.rn, 
in the long drought of summer, after the 
descending of the cooling and invigorating 
shower. There is a quickening to duty, to 
spirituality, in communion with God, which 
is manifest and delightful. Never, in this 
locality, was there such holy, and importu­
nate, and believing prayer offered up by 
members, io tbe name of tbe holy child 
Juaus, for the out-pouring of the Holy Ghost 

This gracious revival has extended from 
the parish of Connor to that of Ahoghill ; 
then lo Portglenooe, and round by Tolly,

; Lvgry. Grange, Straid, Slalt, Galgora 
F«rk, K Halers, Clonghwater, Clough, and 
U chart in ; nor is it yet showing any symp­
toms of decline—on the contrary, it is moving 

, with amazing power. Every day,and almost 
every hour, is bringing tidings of conviction. 
The interest is more and more awakening 
sod extending.

Tbe means by which this blessed work is 
carried on are in no way extraordinary. 
Prayer and praise, the reading of the Word, 
and plain, pointed, solemn, end earnest 
appeals to the conscience and the heart, 
with tbe Holy Ghost sent down from heaven, 
are the only meant that are resorted to. 
These are within the reach of every con­
gregation and every religions community.

As to the human agency by which - this 
revival has been begun, aod continues to be 
extended, it is not through the Ministers ot 
the churches alone, or even chiefly. Tbe 
earnest and faithful preaching of the Word 
may have been the preparation in some 
degree; but the chief and honoured agents 
in the work are the converted themselves. 
Not, indeed, schooled in human learning, but 
taught of God, very many of them have 
gifts of utterance, in prayer, and in exhor­
tation, that are powerful instrumenta for 
good. Speaking from what they feel, they 
bave great power in awakening slumbering 
souls. This homble sgency can be multi­
plied to any extent, and in any locality. 
Their honour and success lie in this, that 
they are fellow-workers with God. Some 
ere mocking still, snd throwing a cold and 
withering indifference upon the revival, from 
whom better things might have been ex­
pected ; and others are ascribing it to tbe 
agency of Satan, transformed into an angel 
of light. Let them beware. Let them stand 
in awe and «in not, lest, unhappily for them­
selves, they be found to fight even against 
God. We pretend not to understand or to 
explain all tbe bodily effects by which this 
revival is accompanied. There are myste­
ries connected with it which are incompre­
hensible. Still, we cannot believe that it is 
all the result ol mere human sympathy, or 
the effect of bodily disease, or the result ol 
Satanic agency. In the awakening of slum­
bering souls—their agonising cry for mercy 
—in their repentance and forsaking ot be­
loved sins—tbeir acceptance of Christ—their 
admission of Him to sit enthroned on the 
highest and best seat of their affections—in 
their love to Jesus—their earnest believing 
prayer—their entrance on newness of being, 
and their persevering endeavours to win 
sinners to the Saviour—we see tbe grace of 
God, and are glad.

It is truly a time of refreshing from the 
presence of tbe Lord. Never were our 
hearts so glad, and our bands so strengthened 
in tbe service of God. Ob I may the Lord 
prolong the gracious season—may he extend 
it to all our Churches, all our localities, and 
all our families. May ours be the wrestling 
power of Jacob, (bat will constrain the L -rd 
to abide with ns still, aod will not let Him go 
un'il He bless us more and more. May the 
Lord not only give us the drops, but the 
«bowers and floods promised. The Lord 
says—"I will pour water,upon him that is 
thirsty, and floods upoo the dry ground. 1 
will pour out my spirit on thy seed, and my 
blessing on thy offspring.” And we say— 
Remember tby Word, on which Thou hast 
caused me to place my hope.

Foreign Theological Periodicals.
From tbs Christian Advocate k Journal 

Nielner's' Journal of Historié Theology— 
Contents of the April number—How the 
Lutherans in the Sixteenth Century treat­
ed the Baptists— The Expulsion of Twen­
ty Thousand Protestants from Sahburgh 
—A Turning Point in the History of the 
Papacy.

The second quarterly number of Nied- 
net's Journal of Historié Theology contains 
three able articles, all on topics of great and 
general interest. Article I., a continuation 
of an article commenced fn the volume for 
1*0, treats of Landgrave Philip of Hesse, 
and the Annabaptisls. Article II. relates 
the cruel expulsion of more than twenty 
thousand Protestants from the Archbishop­
ric of Salsburgh, in 1732. Article III. is a 
contribution to tbe History of Pope Gregory 
VII., by Professor Lipsius, of Leipsic- 

In tbe first article we find numerous docu­
ments relative to the Baptist and Anabap­
tist movements, which, soon after the Refor­
mation of Luther, sprang up in various parts 
of Germany. Tbe liberty so recently pur­
chased of freely reading and searching the 
Scriptures was soon misused by fanatics, 
who appealed to the Bible to defend poly­
gamy and all sorts of licentiousness, and 
who attempted to build up an ecclesiastical 
state which In many points resembled that 
of Mormons, and in seme even surpassed the 
latter system in wickedness. As they hap 
pened to reject pedobeptism, a number 
of pious Christians, who differed but little 
from the Lutheran and Reformed Churches, 
except in the point of infant baptism, were 
by many of the statesmen and of tbe theo­
logians put on a level with them, and made 
likewise to feel the whole rigof of Ibe law. 
Statesmen and theologians considered it just 
and best to demand from all tbe subjects of 
a Lutheran prince conformity with the Bi­
ble and tbe Confession of Augsburgh, which 
latter assumed imperceptibly the authorita­
tive character of tbe (Ecumenical Councils. 
They retained for the civil code of the Pro­
testant state the death penalty for heresy. 
Thus the law faculty ot tbe University of 
Leipzic declared in«1564 that several of the 
Hessian Anabaptists ” ought, according to 
the customary laws of the empire, to be pun­
ished by fire from life to death*” Fortunate­
ly tbe sentence was not executed. Tbe 
question was also discussed, What ought 
to be done with the children of the Ana­
baptists ? Landgrave Philip consulted the 
opinion of three of the most celebrated theo- 
logians of the times, Flacius Illyricus, Mar- 
b»rh, and Gornerius. The two former con- 
enUrd that it was the duty of the Christian 

state to take them from tbeir parents, and 
to have them baptized and educated ; the 
latter, however, spoke very urgently in fa­
vour of tbe inviolability of parental rights, 
in which opinion he was supported by Pie- 
tori us, the only surviving theologian who 
had assisted in presenting the emperor the 
Confession of Augsburgh. The right of 
holding religious meetings the Baptists never 
obtained : always threatened with exile, con­
fiscation of property, and
allies, they neverthess i ___
selves, and the inâoeooe of their

The seccrnTarticle is likewise a chapter 
from the history of religious intolerance. 
But here we meet with intolerance on a 
much larger scale. The entire population 
of several districts, men, women and chil­
dren, are turned out of their native land for 
no other offense than rejecting some doc­
trines of the Roman Catholic Church as un- 
scriptural. The article opens with a brief 
history of Protestantism in the Archbishop­
ric of Salzburgh before 1732. It is shown 
to be probable that the first anti-ltoman 
movement orgioaled with the Hussites, 
against whom, in 1420, the severest censures 
of the Church were proclaimed. The arch­
bishops succeeded in crushing out the doc­
trine of the Hussites entirely ; but tbe spark 
continued to glimmer under the ashes, and 
when Lather appeared it was kindled into a 
bright flame. Tbe teacher of Luther, John 
Stanpitz, was appointed in 1419, as preach­
er of the cathedral, but the bribe of rich 
prebends silenced a voice which might have 
exercised a powerful influence in South Ger­
many. But there arose many other bold 
witnesses of the evangelical faith among the 
clergy of the dioceses. One ot them George 
Schaerer, was beheaded in 1528. Hence­
forth until the end of the sixteenth century 
we read of incessant endeavors of the arch­
bishops to put down Protestantism XVliole 
waggons full of chained priests were brought 
to the castle and kept imprisoned until they 
consented to recant. At the beginning of 
of tbe seventeenth century Protestantism 
seemed to have disappeared, and seventy 
years elapsed without any Protestant da­
ring to show himse lf. But in 1683, all on a 
sudden the existence ol a Protestant congre­
gation was discovered, who visited the Catho­
lic Church, but held in the dead of the night, 
secret meetings to read in the Bible, in Lu­
ther’s and other religious works, to pray and 
to sing together. The compulsion used 
against them increased their courage ; they 
refused to go any longer lo mass, and de­
clared themselves openly as Protestants. 
This soon called forth the most cruel perse­
cution. About a thousand persons were in 
1684, 1685, and 1686 expelled from tho 
land, and nearly six hundred children snatch­
ed from their parents. This outrage' at 
length aroused the sympathies ol the evan­
gelical states. A cry of indignation re­
sounded throughout Germany. The elector 
of Brandenburgh wrote to the archbishop, 
exhorting him to observe better the stipula­
tions of the treaty of XVestphalia, which pro­
mised freedom of conscience lo the members 
of three established Churches, (Catholic, 
Lutheran, and Reformed,) arid threatening 
that measures of retaliation would be taken 
against tbe Catholic subjects of Protestant 
states. Tbe evangelical states in particular 
demanded the extradition of the children, of 
whom three hundred and eleven were still 
kept back in Salzburgh. But efforts were 
in vain. The archbishop appealed lo the 
emperor and tbe emperor did not choose to 
interfere in favor of the Protestants. One 
of tbe exiles, Joseph Schaitbcrger, a miner 
wrote at this time to those of his fellow suf­
ferers who had preferred to remain and con- 
cea^thernselves in Salzburgh, an “ evangel­
ical epistle," which became soon, next to the 
Bible, the favourite book of the Protestants, 
and inspired them with courage and strength, 
Tbe persecution broke out with new fury, 
when tho archbishop (Baron von Firmian, 
since 1727,) swore that he would get tbe 
heretics out of tbe land, even if thorns and 
thistles should grow on the fields. Under 
the direction of tbe Jesuits snd Capuchins 
bis emissaries commenced to hunt up the 
concealed Protestants, and to employ the ut­
most cruelty to shake their faith. The evan­
gelical stales did not fail to remonstrate 
again with the archbishop, and to invoke 
tbe interference of tbe emperor in behalf of 
the Protestants, bat again unsuccessfully. 
Seeing that there was little hope of having 
their greivances redressed in this way, King 
Frederic William of Prus-ia, invited them 
to come to his states, and promised to give , 
them homes, houses, end lands. At the 
same time he directed Lis ambassador in 
Regemburgh to propose to the evangelical 
states to proceed in an equal manner against 
their Catholic subjects, if tbe persecution of 
the Protestants could in no other way be 
arrested. The archbishop who beard of 
tbit, now ordered for the first time that a 
census ol tbe Protestants be taken. The result 
aaaized him greatly, for no lets than twen­
ty thousand six hundred and seventy-eight 
persons professed by their signatures to be­
long to the evangelical religion, a much lar­
ger number than be had anticipated. Still 
he did not change his resolution to clear hie 
land of them. On the pretext that bis Pro­
testant subject» were rebels, he obtained 
from the emperor three thousand five hun­
dred soldiers for the maintenance of peace. 
In the first four months these troops cost the 
Protestants, who alone had to support them 
mote than one million florins. In October 
31, 1731, tbe archbishop issued bis emigra­
tion decree, by which all evangelical inhab­
itants were commanded to leave tbe laud at 
the latest within three months. Neither the 
severity of the winter nor the difficulty of 
selling their landed property, procured them 
any mitigation of the cruel edict. Also on 
this occasion several hundred children were 
snatched from their parents and withheld 
from them. In other cases the children 
were tormented in the most outrageous 
manner before tbe prisons of tbeir parents, 
until the latter were unable to look longer at 
such horrors, and promised to return lo the 
Catholic Church. The reception which the 
exiles met with after tbeir expulsion from 
Salzburgh was io different places very dif­
ferent. In Catholic countries they soon 
learned that the population generally sym­
pathized with tbeir persecutors. In several 
places they were attacked by mobs, at the 
headol which were priests. For thisjhowever, 
they were soon indemnified by tbe marks of 
love which all the evangelical states and 
towns vied with each other to heap upon 
them. Tbeir journey through evangelical 
Gersumy was like a triumphal procession. 
When they approached Coburgh, the Duke 
of Stmlfeld rode out with a large retinue to 
meet them at some distance from hie town. 
All tbe bells of the towns were rung, and on 
entering the town they were welcomed by 
the magistrates, clergy, school directors, all 
the schools, and many thousands of inhab­
itants. The sympathy with tbeir sufferings 
wae not confined to Germany, but also in 
Denmark, Sweden, and England collections 
were taken up in their behalf, which alto-
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gether amounted to eight hundred wd 
eigty-eight thousand florins. BnUm ell 
Irsrelling expenses were peid by the Msg 
of Pmssie- More then twenty-tho—end of 
the exiled Sslzbarsers settled in Prussia, 
especially in- Lithuania, where free lands, 
bouses and cattle were given to them.

The third article treats of Pope Gregoiy 
VII. and Henry IV. of Germany, from the 
days of Ceooeaa until the second excommu­
nication of the king. The days ol Can ossa, 
when the King of Germany, the highest 
prince in Christendom,"was compelled to 
wait for three days with bare feet in the 
cold of winter until it would please the pope 
to absolve him from the ecclesiastical cen­
sures, is a turning point in the history of 
of Gregory, and in some respects in the 
history of poped o* in general. The su 
jection of the German king seemed to have 
sealed the authority of the pope over the 
secular power, and hie right to depose kings 
and release subjects from their oaths of 
obedience. Henry had promised him to 
refrain from all acts of government, both in 
Germany and Italy, until a diet should have 
been convoked, and have decided his case. 
On this diet Gregory intended to act as su­
preme judge ; the king was summoned as de­
fendant, the princes were to appear as plain- 
tsflis, and the pope was to give the final de­
rision. Everything seemed to favor the 
schemes of the pope ; the princes had 
transferred to him the supreme dérision ; 
the king bad promised by aa oath to submit 
to it. Had the diet taken place, and had 
both parties kept their promises, the tem­
poral power of the pope over all empires ol 
the world would have been solemnly and 
forthwith promulgated as a dogma of the 
Catholic Church, fur the mind of Gregory 
was more bent oe it than the mind of Pius 
IX on the promulgation of the Immaculate 
Conception. But all on a sudden a higher 
will intervened ; at the moment when Greg­
ory prepared to take the derisive step, an 
unexpected abyss opened between him and 
the goal which he had believed to be so near. 
This momentous epoch is well described in 
our article. The excellent works which 
during the last forty years have been pub­
lished on the history of Gregory by Voigt, 
(Hildebrand, as Pope Gregory VII. and his 
Times. Weimer, 1846) Solti, (Gregory 
VII. Leipsic, 1847.) Sienxel, (History ol 
Germany under the Franconian Emperors, 
2 vols..) Helfeostein, (The Schemes of Gre­
gory VIL Frankfort, 1856,) have left but 
little for new discoveries. Still n careful 
study of the whole cotemporaneoos litera­
ture has enabled the author of the article 
to set several points in a clearer light.

Temple, ashing a supernumerary's position, 
it was considered that the retirement of one 
who for many years has sustained a very mo­
tive and efficient relation to oar work, har­
ing filled offlees of the highest responsibility 
sod occupied Circuits of the most important 
character in these Provinces, for • period of 
nearly forty years—should not be entertnin- 
ed by his brethren without some special 
recotd of their affection and esteem. There­
fore it was Resolved, That the Confer­
ence lenders to their beloved Brother 
Temple their moot affect locate sympathy and 
regard, and begs to assure him of their sin­
cere desire that the doeing years of his life 
may be crowned with every temporal and 
epiritoal blessing, that they shall with the 
greatest pleasure recommend hie case to the 
most careful considération of the British 
Conference with which this is so happily 
•ffliated, and which has ever manifested so 
deep an interest in the welfare of all its min­
isteriel agents, and especially of those who 
have worn themselves out in its service.

The Newfoundland District recommended 
that Bro. Nightingale who has laboured 37 
years in thst Island, and whose increasing 
infirmities incapacitate him lor the full dalles 
of the ministry, be permitted to become a 
supernumerary, which was accorded.

tion of Bible classes for youth, which have 
long proved exceedingly useful.

The Conference would also remind our 
people ol tbe great importance of procuring 
lor the libraries of our Sabbath Schools the 
numerous B.ographies, Biblical and other 
works publi.ted by tbe Wesleyan body, 
which the Book Steward ia Halifax will be 
able to furnish on the most reasonable terms.

Wx have tbe pleasure of presenting our read 
ere this week with another letter from the rever­
end correspondent to whom our earnest thanks 
must be recorded for furnishing so complete and 
interesting ■ narrative of the proceedings cf the 
Conference which Istely met st Charlottetown.
Tbe indications of success in the Church art 
manifold, and will call forlh gratitude to God 
from pions hearts throughout our highly favored 
Connexion. There are numeroui topics sugges­
ted by a perusal of the correspondence now be­
fore us on which it would agreeable In dilate, 
but such remarks as we msy have to offer must 
be deferred until we feel at liberty to essume lo 
ourselves e larger space then we ebon Id be jel­
lified in occupying, whilst matter of immediate 
interest to our renders furnished Irom other 
sources rightfully claims precedence. OqS sub­
ject, however, there is of such commanding in­
terest as to admit of no postponement of the re­
ference which shoo Id be made to it, although 
another opportunity must be sought for dwelling 
upon it with the particularity which may be de­
sirable. We ventured e lew week» since to point 
to the necessity which exists lor providing candi­
dates for the ministry with the means of ob­
taining « thorough theological training That 
need of our time baa H#6g been tell by tbe 
Couleience. At present those pious youth 
among us who feel that they are called to -the 
holy oflke cf the ministry, end who, actuated by 
a peeper sense of tbe tremendooa responsibilities 
which such a position involves, seek to become 
dely qualified for tbe sacred trust, are by neces 
■ty compelled to resort to tbe inaiitutiona of 
Other denominations, or ol other lai ds, for that in 
struct ion which it ia the doty of the Church with 
which they stand connected, lb impart. Tbe 
time is fast approaching when ihis shall no longer 
be said. Impressed with the conviction that 
however desirable it may be ibai by a Wesley­
an Iosutetion ihs children cf Wesfeyana ebon d 
be conducted through ail the branche» of secular 
education to the veiy acme ol Collegiale honors, 
it la yet let more imported that tbe select por­
tion ol oor youth who are lo become to ue 
ministers ot ihe bitad ol life ebou.d be “ tho­
roughly fomisbed" lor iheir wotk,—ibose who 
sooght the immediate establishment of a College 
at Sackville have deemed it for the interest of 
the church lo place tbeir well-considered and 
moat laudable scheme in abeyance, that the undi­
vided energies of tbe Conference might /be 
directed to the formation of a Theological Inti­
tule. Thus, then, the single and simple project 
Bow submitted to the Weeleyans of Eastern 
British America, in connexion with tbe increase 
Of their educanooal agencies is thst of a Pro­
fessorship of Theology. What amount it will be 
necessary to raiae by way of endowment we do 
not pretend to affirm with precision. Anything 
short of five thousand pounds would manifestly 
be insufficient as a fund for this purpose—and 
in our opinion the sum to be subscribed should 
be considerably in eactss of this. Adopting it, 
however, as tbe minimum, we shall not, we pre­
sume, be guilty of any breech ol confidence if we 
make use of facta which have come to our know- 
ledge to aeaure our readers that, if Ihe response 
from tbe varions districts of oor connexion shall 
be at al. in creditable proportion to tbst already 
received Irom those whieb alone hove as yet bad 
tbe opportun iiy of declaring their approval, suc­
cess is certain. Before tbe Conference cloned at 
Charlottetown,that city—which has always borne 
n noble name in Metbodiem—was pledged to 

-furnish one-tenth of the amount. In one day, 
upwards of a thousand pounds has been subscribed 
in Halifax. It cannot be doubled that 8 . John,
Ihe commercial emporium of New Brunswick,
With Fredericton its capital, St. John's, Ihe 
oepstal of Newfoundland, the numerous flourish' 
ing towns of these provinces where Methodism 
prospers, and tbe fair and fruitful rural districts 
of Eastern British Amerien will speedily raise 
tbe fund to the fell amount that msy be desired.
We exhort our readate to ihiek of the surpassing 
imporrence of that wotk ia which the, will no. 
be mked to coopsreto, mal to he raedy to reply |q ^ ^ w preeched

to promote. palpably impressed by the earnest appeals

and exhortations of their old friend and pas­
tor.

On Saturday toorning the Conference 
tputisH with the usual religious exercises, 
after which tbe Bretbero Lathern and 
Tweedy were examined, preparatory to tbeir 
reception into full connexion. They mani­
fested an intimate and Scriptural acquaint­
ance with the doctrines of the Gospel, and 
were unanimously recommended for ordi­
nation.

The remainder of the session was occu­
pied in presenting the Reports of the Trus­
tees, Treasurers, sod Principals of the 
Sackville Institutions. The feelings of mil 
during the converestion were chastened by 
the dispensation of Providence which has 
removed the venerable and munificent 
founder and constant friend ot that noble 
Educational Establishment, C. F. Allison, 
Etq. Tbe references in tbe Reports and 
lbe expressions of tbe members of Confer­
ence relative to that event, obvionaly indi­
cated it aa a loss almost irreparable to our 
Academic interests.

Tbe attention of the Conference was di­
rected to the resolution adopted at the sn- 
noal meeting of the Board of Trustees of 
the M. A. Institution, recommending the 
desireMeeeses of deferring any action at 
presentee to tbe formation of a College 
proper, in consequence of tbe commercial 
depression which obtains in the Provinces; at 
the same time urging upon the Conference 
the importance of obtaining subscriptions from 
our people in behalf of a Theological Chair, 
under the designation of the Charles F. Alli­
son Professorship, for the more thorough 
training of the candidates for our Ministry 
as early as possible. A committee was ap­
pointed to carry out the object, and it was 
resolved that public meetings should be held 
in the important circuits for the purpose ol 
obtaining subscriptions from the members of 
our church and congregations to secure a 
professorship of Theology, as a perpetual 
memento of their esteem end affection for 
tbeir deported friend and brother, C. F. 
Allison, Esq-

In the afternoon the members of the Con­
ference waited upon His Excellency Ihe 
Lieutenant Governor, George Dundee, 
Esq., for the purpose of presenting to him 
no address of congratulation, fisc-, on bis as­
sumption of ihe government ol this Colony. 
They met with a most cordial reception, 
and were presented with a response to tbeir 
address replete with noble and Christian 
sentiments.

In tbe evening the Conference Lore 
Feast was held. The attendance was 
large, several of the Ministers took part in 
fbe service, and it proved to all a season of 
instruction and edification.

CONFERENCE SUNDAY.

The Sabbath, in point of weather, was one 
of those calm, bright, and cloudleas days so 
characteristic of this beautiful Island al this 
season ol the year, and was bailed with pe­
culiar joy by multitudes, who with prayer­
ful and expectant hearts longed lo parti­
cipate in the appointed services.

In tbe morning at 6 o'clock the Rev. Mr. 
Allen preached with his accustomed eu roes t- 
ness and pathos to a large audience from 2 
Samuel, 23 ch. 5 v.

At half-past 10 o’clock the pulpit was oc­
cupied by tbe Book Steward, Rev. C. 
Churchill, A. M. His discourse, which was 
founded on Hebrews, 1 cb. 1 v., was an ad­
mirable production both as it regards dic­
tion and matter, and all who intelligently 
listened to tbe beautiful analogies instituted 
between tbe teachings of the former and 
latter dispensations, must have exulted in 
the surpassing excellency of those privileges 
and blessings secured by the Christian 
economy.

Tbe afternoon service was conducted by 
the Rev. J. Narraway, A. M. Hie theme 
was the ** atonement," which was handled 
with bis wonted ability. For massiveness 
of thought and grandeur of imagery, it wits 
universally acknowledged to be a remarka­
ble pulpit effort.

In lbe even ng our respected President 
delivered a discourse upon Colossiane, 1 cb 
17, 18 v. It would be impossible to convey in 
a mere report like this, any adequate idea 
of ibis finished and eloquent sermon. All

bo have beard Dr. Ricbey must have been 
impressed with his almost unequalled pow­
ers of oratory, but on this occasion he ap 
peered to excel himself, and was evidently 
asaisted by Him who has promised to be

ith his servants always to the end of tbe 
world.

At all these services the congregations 
were immense, but in the evening the large 
chapel was perfectly packed, every availa­
ble seat was occupied, aod some were com­
pelled to stand. Amongst tbe nr>ny influ- 
till personages present was His Excellency 
the Governor, G. Dundss, Esq , who listen­
ed with apparent del ght and in treat to the 
rich and evangelical utterances of our es- 
teemed President.

After the sermon, tbe Sacrament of the 
Lord's Supper was administered lo nearly 
600 communicants. The exercises of this 
hallowed Conference Sabbe'h were dis­
tinguished by evident and impressive tokens 
of the Divine presence, and its scenes and 
associations will never be forgotten by many 
who had the privilege of participating in ite 
delightful solemnities.

I will forward you a report of the ordina­
tion service and the College meeting as soon 
as practicable.

The Rev. Matthew Richey, D. D, and the 
Ministers of the Wesleyan Conference 
of Esstern British America.

Missionary Meeting.
The Annual Meeting of the Missionary 

Society of the Wesleyan Methodist Chorcb 
of Eastern British America, auxiliary to 
the Wesleyan Missionary Society, was held 
at "Char oltelown, on Wednesday evening, 
Jane 21st. The President of the Confer­
ence occupied tbe chair. The opening prayer 
was offered up by the Reverend Edward 
Botterell. For the following condensed sum­
mary of several of the speeches, designed 
to present tbeir substance only, we are in­
debted to the kindness and ready pen of the 
Rev. W. C. McKinnon :

Tbe President said:—We are happy to 
celebrate tbe Third Anniversary of our Mis­
sionary Society of the Conference of Eastern 
British America in a city where so recently 
God has peculiarly been pouring out the 
Holy Spirit. The great priuciples which 
form Ihe basis of this enterprise are immu­
table, and fixed as tbe everlasting hills. They 
are subject to no human mutations, but are 
everlasting as the Gospel of the Son of God. 
If the last command of tbe ascended Saviour 
was “ Go ye into all the world and preach 
the Gospel to every creature"—if tie com­
mand stands onrepealed—then, however 
adverse may appear tbe condition of the 
world to such a movement, yet the princi­
ples on which it, is based are imperishable 
forever. Of Into there have been the re­
moval of barriers which stood in tbe nay of 
the Scriptures. The removal of these bar­
riers constitutes one of tbe strongest evi­
dences in favor of the divinity ol those 
Scriptures. In the course of the speeches 
which will be uttered lo-nigbt, I have no 
doubt, but that allusion will be made to the 
extraordinary providences of God of late 
perceptible. Some of os may remember the 
period when lands were hermetically scaled, 
which are now opening their portals to the 
admission of Christ's religion. From China, 
Irom Japan, Irom the islands of the aca, are 
heard calls—come ye over and help us. 
Who shall tell but that before tbe termina­
tion of the contests now in Europe initiated, 
we may look for the suppression of every 
barrier now existing in that land. 1 trust 
we bare come here animated by a missionary 
spirit, determined more than ever to give 
ourselves by prayer, by contributions, and 
by exertions to this great enterprise.

Rev. Mr. Henniger said on moving tbe 
first resolution—I am sure, Mr. President, 
my associates mistook their mao in appoint­
ing me to this work. But, sir, they are wise 
ifter all, in mtking such an arrangement. 
They put u* forward as a kind of advance 
guard—tbe best speakers are yet to come. 
There can be no more important themes and 
interests than those which are come before 
us to-night. What ! il there be joy in the 
presence of tbe angels ol God over one 
sinner, with what feelings must God regard 
tbe conversion of whole nation* brought to 
himself by the instrumentality of missions ? 
But the secretary who has jbst read tbe 
report, tells us that what he has read is but 
a report of references. But mercy on us, 
sir. if that be a report of references, it will 
take us a whole year lo get through the re­
port itself. As our secretary referred lo the 
different spheres of labor, it strnck me, 
And what will those Methodists accomplish 
next ! We have got the Fejeans to work 
lor us We have got tbe Chinese to work 
for us—and then, air, the great Head of the 
Church is opening new doors for us. And 
then, sir, how many have gone to heaven by 
their labors. We are told tbit our ranks 
must be augmented—that our army must be 
recruited. We have been given to under- 
staed that our missionary army have ex­
tended lbe right and left wings of our ranks. 
Oh 1 where are young men to come forward 
and say—“ here are we, send us.” Our old 
men are retiring. Such men as Father 
Strong are withdrawing from tbe active 
work. Let active men take their places. 
But it is time, sir, that tbe vanguard retire 
—let tbe brilliant battalions of reserve 
advance.

J. H. Anderson, Esq., of Halifax, second­
ed lbe resolution.

Rev. Mr. England said—Mr. Chairman 
this is hardly fair—but •' England expects 
every man to da bis duty."—I have been 
pleased, sir, to meet with so many old 
friend-—Newfoundlanders and others. I 
recall a pleaeing memoiy. Many years ego 
I went down with my good brother Sutcliffe 
to an oulbarbor in Newfoundland. But the 
deputation of parsons did not come. What 
shall we do ? said Bro. Sutcliffe—we said 
“ hold a meeting,'' and we did—and God 
was with us. I could recall many scenes of 
tbe past the memory of which is pleaeing to­
night. I feel es if I were paying a visit 
home to my own England, while I have been 
in Charlottetown. 1 cannot to-night divest 
my mind of the idea that I am in a York­
shire missionary meeting. My heart burns 
within me, st the retrospection of other days. 
In this cause, sir, we have no ground to fear. 
Earthly Kingdoms may fall—but the King­
dom of Christ must continue. Yet our suc­
cess is a fearful success. We are demand, 
ing £200,000 for our next years’ missionary 
receipts—and the increase must go on. To 
sustain the men now at work there must be 
a continual augmentation to our annual In­
comes. We have gone forth—we cannot 
return Our success is a fearful success. 
More than one-fourth of tbe £130,000 mis­
sionary income of this year was raised by 
the affiliated Conferences. Oh, sir, I felt it 
delightful to join in the hymn which was 
song awhile ago. It was about the cross. 
But my heart immediately sickened when 1 
remembered that multitudes of the redeemed 
ftunily ol man have never heard of the

Saviour and the cross. Sir, remove every 
habitation of worship—eradicate the prin­
ciples of the religion of Jesus from every 
heart—and then imagine that in yonder
square our families were bowing down to 
dumb idols—Do not our hearts sicken at 
the thought ! Bat I must retire to. make 
way for others. I btg leave to sustain the 
Resolution.

The second resolution was moved by tbe 
Rev. E- Brettle, from Newfoundland. He 
said—My Christian friends—I feel that it is, 
indeed, a very high honor for me to occupy 
the position which I now sustain. Since I 
left my lalherland, I have never attended a 
Missionary meeting such as this. To night, 
my thoughts will revert to my fatherland. 
I remember attending a Missionary meeting 
in England, about twenty years ago, and 
saw on the platform that night one who 
now sits beside me—the Rev. Father Strong. 
Little did I then dream that ever I should 
be associated with him at a similar meeting 
in Charlottetown. I am humbled in the 
dust. What am I, and what is my father's 
house in Israel, that such honor has been 
put upon me. 1 will read the resolution. 
It speak* of our joy at the success of the 
gospel, but foments the prevalency ol idola­
try, and calls us lo renewed effort in behalf 
of perishing heathens. Sir, we thank God, 
that this gospel is adapted to our wants. 
Look at man ! Reduced to moral slavery, 
the law flashes curses on him, and drags 
him down to eternal death. O, it is a poor 
perishing lost world. But God has devised 
the glorious scheme of human redemption. 
The gospel is the remedy. It is every­
where successful—it is everywhere efficient. 
On Burmah’s shores—on Afric’s strand— 
on Indies burning plsin—the results are 
the same, and prove to a demonstration that 
it is not merely powerful—but the power 
of God unto salvation. But there are yet 
millions who are the dopes of God-dis­
honoring idolatry. One who bad been many 
years a Missionary in India lelli us—I heard 
a man who could compose poetry as by in­
spiration say that the serpent which I had 
just destroyed was God I They seek relief 
lor a guilty conscience—yet live without 
God—and die without hope. Have they 
been redeemed by the same blood—arc they 
hurrying lo the same grave—and do we not 
put forth every effort for the amelioration 
of tbeir moral condition. There are yet 
immense portions ci our earth teeming with 
millions of souls for whom Jesus Christ died. 
But the reign of idolatry is not to last for­
ever. No ! Faith looks lo a brighter day. 
Predictions of succeas must be accomplished. 
I have warmed thu fire of missionary zeal 
in my own breast by reading tbe predic­
tions yet unfulfilled. Yes! We rejoice there 
is a period coming when the Kingdoms of 
Ibis world shall become the Kingdoms of 
God and of his Christ. God, and God alone, 
must give ihe increase. We roust obtain 
unction from above My resolution speaks 
of prayer. Prayer is omnipotent. It is the 
means God has ordained whereby we may 
obtain all manner of good. The mission­
aries of the cross cannot spend tbeir strength 
in vain. Earnest prayer will receive suc­
cess. But let us not forget lo carry out 
practically the great principles of the Gospel 
by which we profess to be actuated. I have 
read the Tongue of Fire. One of Ihe au­
thor's illustrerons is as follows:—“ There is 
a fort. You intend lo destroy it. Well how 
will you do it ? They show ns tbe balls ; 
but there is no power in lbe balls. They 
point to the cannon—but there is no power 
there. But the fire is applied—the cannon 
thunders and the fort is destroyed.

Dr. Johnson, of Charlottetown seconded the 
resolution.

The Rev. Mr. Daniels said—I sm taken by 
surprise, and did not know thst in tbe order of 
Ihe programme I was the next speaker. But 
since so it is, I will just read my resolution. 1 
most unite in my testimony of approbation to 
wbst we have seen and beard this evening. Tbe 
zeal and piety of our friends this evening have 
been very manifest. It is very pleasing lo me 
to unite with my friends, but it does detract from 
that pleasure when remembering that others 
might have been called upon to dilate upon tbe 
topics ol tbe resolution, more folly then I can. 
Reference has been made to Newfoundland. I 
bave seen tbe effects of tbe goepel there. The 
gqsptl is every where the seme. It prepares men 
for all i he moral relations of tile. Tbst goepel we 
mast not shut up as the miser does his gold : we 
mast preach it lo every creature. Christianity 
has not been s failure. Has it been a failure in 
England / Nay, it has given to Eogtaed her 
constitution. In in sanctifying power it has bles­
sed the nstion. It bis not been a failure in 
France. Methodism lives in France. It has 
been successful everywhere. Tbe herveet is 
while It hss been said tbst we failed in tbe 
East. No,sir; wheh the Sepoy war commenc­
ed, 1 said it would only advance Ihe kingdom tf 
Christ. Tbe event justified my remark. Theie 
will soon be beard a cry of victory in India : 
Glory to God and the Lamb. China ie open. In­
dia is open. There has been succeta. That sue 
cess should stimulate to increased liberality. Tbe 
man who geins £6 per year and gives 83 lo tbe 
cause of Missions scarcely comes up to the goepel 
standard. I must speak about oor Labrador mis 
sion. Why should we not have our own mis- 
s ons ? There sre pails of Newfoundland that 
ought to be made mission stations. We have 
now a brother in Labrador. He went in lbe 
revenue entier. In a short time he will return 
and bring ue tidings ol the event. 1 have no 
doubt our mission there will be sustained. 1 
have bad a hard tag lor tbe Western «bore. Dr. 
Knight will I am sure second tbe motion. Truly 
sir, I can scarcely sleep, tbe idea so haunts me. 
A man for the Western shore : I will put it to 
this congregation. Is there » young man here 
who feels disposed offer. But I have occupied 
too much time—and a brilliant speaker follows 
me I retire

Rev John Allison, A. M , of Ssckville, said : 
Mu, Chairman, ibose who have preceded me 
have expressed tbeir gratification at tbe scene 
which we this night witness. We have been 
told to-night, sir, thtt tbe condition of the world 
dnnands increased exertion on the pert of the 
Church. True. For in what a period do we 
live ! This 19th century ! Look out to-day, 
and what do we see. In a classic valley ol Italy 
—full ol glorious association»—st this very mo­
ment we behold garments rolled in blood—and 
the horrible clangor of war is heard. What does 
it mean ? It is tbe combat of empires. Every 
bearded Frenchman—every velient Austrian— 
may question tbe right of either emperor for 
empire. But in the battle for our King there is 
no question as to Hit dominion. He has a right 
to every land. He must reign from the river to 
the ends of tbe earth. Napoleon, after all, may 
return a poor defeated French soldier. Not so 
with one missionary cf the Cross. He cannot be 
defeated. He will be victoriens. There ere 
white-beaded heralds of the cross around me. 
Say you that beeause they are grey-headed they 
have tailed? No! They have been successfol 
Failure, there could not be. Tbe earthly king­
doms are mutable, the k ngdom of Cbnet is ever­
lasting : earthly kingdoms mutt fall before it. 
We beeid a lew years ago the growl of the Rus­
sian bear. Look forth again. Lo I the Crimea 
is deluged with torrents of Russian blood. Look 
forth again I India reddens with the blood of 
the revolt. Say you England's army ■ gene. 

, No I no I To-day, banded armies could be found

Fatal Accident.—The Yacht Race» on 

Tuesday last, was market! by an accident in the 
harbor which proved fatal to one ol our most 
widely known and highly esteemed ci<yens. 
The day was fine, bat ihere was a stiff n 
from tbe Westwaid which,'at times,- - 'Win 
heavy gusts. Tbe yachts started at 12 o clock, 
noon, Irom Dartmouth Cove, the course being 
round a buoy oft lbe Engineer»' Yard, round 
another off tbe Naval Yard, and back to the 
place of starting ; consequently lbe first part of 
lbe race was a dead beat to windward. Shortly 
alter the commencement of the race, one ol the 
boats, tbe Firefly, when a little to the East side 
ol the middle or tbe harbor, waa «truck by one 
ol the prevailing iqualls and capsized. There 
weie in her, al the lime, lbe Hon. Ernest G !.. 
Cochrane, Lieut, of 11 M. ship Indus, two 
midshipmen, Hardinge Stewart, E.-q, of the 
Purveyor's Department, and Mr John H Me. 
Nab, merchant ol this city. Several other boats 
in lbe vicinity, from which the accident was seen, 
hastened to the rescue of the five gentlemen who 
were struggling in the water. Mr. Stewart was 
rescued by a whaler under charge of Mr. Fish- 
wick ; Mr. John Wallace, in the yacht Falcon, 
succeeded in picking up tbe two midshipmen ; 
and tbe yacht ot Mr. 8. A. While, in which 
were that gentleman himself and Cspl. Jacob 
Miller, arriving at tbe place ol disaster about 
the same time, managed to take up Lient. 
Cochran aod Mr. MoNab. Tbe latter gentle­
man was it appears, the only one in tbe capsized 
boat who could not swim; and, a» this waa made 
known atyrtfe time the boat was upset, Ll. 
Cocbraiy "told Mr. McNab to entrust himself to 
him. The gallant sailor made every exertion lo 
mve tbe raejol bis Iriend and kept hold of him 
lo tbe fait. When dragged into Mr. White’s 
boat, both ol them, we understand, were in­
sensible, or nearly so. They were taken, wiik 
all poaeible haste, to tbe Indus, that being as the 
wind then was, the moat accessible, point st 
which medical aid could be obtained lor the 
sufferers. On arriving there every effort was 
made, under tbe direction of Dr. Domville, of 
tbe Indus, lo revive Mr. McNab ; but all exer­
tion* were unavailing—be waa gone. The other 
gentlemen were found not lo have suffered 
materially.

The remains of Mr. McNsb were followed lo 
tbe grave, on Thursday afternoon, by one ol the 
largest luneral processions that ever appeared in 
Halifax. The Yacht Club, ol which he was 
one of the most active members, met previously 
and passed resolutions expressive ol tbeir regie! 
at the untimely loss of tbeir fellow member — 
Hr. McNab was a man whose personal acquaint­
ance embraced a very large circle and be was 
an almost universal favorite with those who knew 
him. Consequently Ihe sudden aud melancholy 
termination of hie life has cast quite a glcom 
over the community.—Recorder.

The New Parliament Building».—Tbe 
Quebec Gazelle informs us that the the archi­
tect, P Gauvreau, E-q , baa received lbe plans 
and specifications tor tbe new Houses ol Parlia­
ment. According to ibeae plans 'uvg
will occupy nearly the same extent 4 s«
the previous one, and will be built upon the eld 
foundations. It will consist ol ibiee flats, or 
stories ; lbe first to contain the library, reading 
rooms, post-offices for both houses, a comnutiee 
room and conference chamber; the Iront por­
tion of lbe second flat will be appropriated 10 ihe 
Hall of Assembly, and the rear h> the Legislative 
Council, the rooms being seperated by a lobby ; 
lbe third flat ia to contain a gallery tor ladies, 
another for reporters, and a third lor the public. 
Members of both bouses will enter by the main 
entrance in tbe centre cf lbe building, and ihe 
public by entrance in the wings. The fell wing 
of the second flat will contain apartment» for the 
despatch of coromitiee and other cfficial buninres 
of ihe Legislative Coonci; ; and that on Ihe right 
will afford limiter facilities in connection w.ih 
the Assembly. Tbe wings of the upper Hit will 
be fitted up with smoking rooms for nieu-ben of 
boih bouses. Tbe plans also provide for every 
convenience, such as telegraph offices, baths, 

aierclosets, &c., and great attention ban be to 
paid to the careful ventilation of the whole build­
ing, which, in aid of ihis important consideration, 
will be furnished with a couple of domes The 
structure is to be ol red brick, faced wiih stone.

Six Executions—Within fourteen days six 
murderers have suffered lbe extern» penally ol 
tbe law in Upper Canada, and ihree have been 
reprieved. Thia gives a moat deplorable proof 
of the fearful condition of society amongst us. 
Three of these cotprils were led lo the commis­
sion of tbe greatest of crimes, through a love of 
money, one through intemperance, one ihrougt 
Inal, and one through destitution Tluy all 
confessed being guiliy ol tbe heinous offences 
they were charged wiih, after Ihe sentence ol 
death had been pronounced ou them. Three of 
the criminals executed were men ot tbo negro 
race; one Canadian, and the «bers Irishmen. 
It is ihooght that the numerous terrible examplei 
shown lately of the end of all murderer» may be 
sure to meet with in Canada, will be a terror to 
evil doers Hitherto reprieves were too fre­
quently granted. The wretched men who were 
lately hurled from tbe gallows into eternity, 
clung, up to the last day, to the hope ot tbeir 
lives being spared, aod pooishment tor life in tbe 
Penitentiary subetiioted. Yes, terrible as lbe 
punishment is, lo be shut up within daik dun­
geons nntil death comes, tbe condemned crimi­
nals prefer it to execution,— Toronto Colonist.

High Water in thb Lakes.—Tbe water 
in the Lower Lake* is higher, just now, thin it 
baa ever been Known before. It ia natural that 

tbe country around them becomes cleared, 
and its system of drainage consequently more 

rfect, tbe melted Winter’s snow, and tbe 
ring raina should find tbeir way to the lakes

ItAKBABITirS OF THE ChL’BCH PaBTT IS 
Mexico.—The Mexican correspondent of the 
New Oilcans Picayune furnishes the following 
particulars of the terrible barbarities practised 
bv the church party in that country :—

■“ I understand that Gen. Marquez who com­
manded the expedition against Morelia, of which 
you bad word last mail per Tennessee, has been 
driven back into tPe city of Mexico ; not, how­
ever, until be bad given liceoee to his soldiers to 
ravsge the town for 24 hours. Daring that day 
and night, the horrors perpetrated in the name 
ot religion and patriotism were sufficient, if my 
information is correct, to sink the whole nation, 
if God punished men as He used to do when the 
• cities ot the plains’ fell under Hie divine canti 
gation. Women were whipped in poblic, utterly 
naked, to make them reveal the place» where 
they had hid their treasure», or where their 
friends were concealed. 1 am told that several 
Americans and foreigners suffered in the attack 
and robbery. Alter Marquez retreated, be left 
the record of his march in the rqins ol towns and 
burning forms. He is a fit instrument for the 
church to use.”

Violent Tornado in Virginia —The 
Norfolk Herald says: We learn Irom a gentle­
man just returned from visit to Gloucester 
county, that a most awful tornado was exper­
ienced in the county on Friday last. It com­
menced at Gloucester Point on York river, and 

lt, swept everything in its way—rezed houses, tore 
up trees, fences, Ike, and carried them a distance 
ot half a mile shattering them to flinders. There 
was one gentleman's house (a Mr. Giggs) taken 
up and blown the distance of three quarters ot a 
unie ; and arrange to say, not one ot bis family 
received the slightest injury, although all their 
furniture, clothing and money were swept off by 
the wind and lost. The clothing they had on 
was torn into rags. Wherever the tornado 
struck it left a perlcct waste, and carried desola­
tion in every direction. There were a great 
many persons n.ore or less injured—some with 
broken arms and dislocated limbs ; and a boat 
with a negro man in it in the river, was capsized 
and the negro drowned.

Kossuth's Plan of Operations —A cor­
respondent of the New York Times professes to 
give an outline of the plan of operations agreed 
upon between Kossuth and the Allied command­
ers He says :

Varions are the surmises among English jhur- 
nalisis as to the conditions existing between the 
Allies and the ex Governor ol Hungary. The 
facts are these : before ihe outbreak of the war, 
Kossuth and Ktapka, making up ibeir old differ­
ences, agreed lo act in concert tor the benefit of 
their common country, and the latter, on bis re­
turn Irom Turkey, proceeded to Paris, where he 
bold frequent interviews with Prince Napoleon, 
and thence to Turin, where be was received with 
open arms by Count Cavour, and also presented 
to ibe King. Alter sundry propositions and re­
fusals on oue side or the other, Kossuth at lust 
Offered to proceed to Genoa, and tberq issue a 
j»ceUmat:on to the Hungarians calling on them 
to desert ihe Austrian army en masse, be to 
organize the deserters into a corpse and become 
its military chief When the number should 
reach 15.000 or 20,000, be demanded that with 
a rmall uivisiou ot French troops, under a French 
fl ig, he should be authorized to cross the Adri­
atic and the Austrian province» into Hungary, 
and there promote inauneetieo.

The War.
The coming operations.—TW AW sty»: 

“ The second scries of the military operations 
•f Ibe allied armies are being pushed an with 
great vigour. They will be eimnlteneonslv oo 
menced by sea and land. We shall see if the 
Austrians be more fortunate behind tbeir for 
tresses than upon the riven of Italy snd in the 
open field. The Emperor of the French and 
the King of Sardinia will put all ibeir troop* in 
movement in order to invest the Austrian for­
tresses. Prince Napoleon, with the force under 
bis command, will proceed without delay towards 
the lesser Po to support the movement of the 
tight wing of the French army. Besides the 
muskets abandoned by the Austrian», the people 
of Italy received from the French and Ssrdiman 
arsenal a a great number «I arms of precision to 
enable them to lake part in the war of inde­
pendence, and to defend themaelree if again 
threatened.”

The Emperor Napoleon*» Departure 
from Milan —The following despatches have 
been received by the French Government :

“ Grand Head quarters, Caasano, Jon* 12, 
six pm.

“ Yesterday, June 12, the Emperor removed 
bit bead quarters to Gorganaola In the after­
noon his Majesty earned a bridge to be thrown 
over Ibe Adda in his presence at Caasano, and 
at the same time the bridge* ent by the enemy 
were repaired.' The Adda, swollen by the late 
•term, had acquired a force end rapidity which 
rendered the operatieni more difficult without 
endangering its socoeee. Hera, as on the Sesia 
and the Ticino, the pontoon men, ondertbe ener­
getic direction of Gen. Leheaf, acquired new 
title* lo the gratitude of the army. Scarcely bad 
ihe bridges been laid when the army began its 
movement, which will be terminated to morrow.

“ The Sardinian army passed the river oppo­
site Vaprio. Notwithstanding the rain, which 
fell in torrent», and which the troops bad to 
endure for some days past, the health of the army 
is very satisfactory, and the soldier has lost none 
of hi* gaily.

“ The weather is setting in fine.”
The Italians and Victor Emmanuel.— 

The Times Pari* correspondent says —“ It is 
pretty certain that all Italians are not overjoyed 
at the off-hand manner in which the King of 
Sardinia ia proceeding on hie work of liberation, 
and accepting gifts cf territory from the bands 
of bis Suzerain. There are many patriots who 
have not co operated in this work of Italian 
Independence merely for the territorial aggran­
disement ot Victor Emanuel. What they desire 
is independence not only of the Austrian or the 
French, hot equally so of the Piedmontese. 
They cry ont against the sleight oMsand—the 
escamotage, as they term it—by which Victor 
Emmanuel ia coolly taking possession of Lom­
bardy ; and I know of several Italian» who leave 
Pari* with the avowed object of resisting this in­
vasion on the part of tbeir Piedmontese liberators. 
Their motto is Confederation and not Fusion. 
The Lombards will not be Piedmontese any more 
i bin Toscane, or Modenese, or Parmesans, or 
Neapolitans, and it would not be rarprising if 
civil war followed any attempts to force them 
into submission.”

General Gtclal—The Vienna correspon­
dent ol ibe Timee wye—“ The inhabitants of 
ibid city are exceedingly depressed, and jnsl 
cause have they to be so, for the magnificent 
Austrian army bas soffered a low which it will 
be extremely difficult to repair. The flower of 
the Austrian army ww engaged at Montebello, 
Palestro, and Magenta, and better troops rarely 
or never trod a battle field: The outer) against 
Gy niai daily becomes loader, but it is not unlikely 
tbit he will be permitted lo load troops to the 
shambles lor some lime longer. The pride of 
the Austrian government is excewive, and, in 
order lo save appearances, it will probably allow 
Gynlai to retain at his post until the storm has 
blown over. • Make him Ban of Croatia, and 
send him at once to A gram,’ wye Ihe public, bur, 
unfortunately, little or no attention is pi id to 
public opinion in this part ot the wet Id."

Prussia and tur War in Italy—The 
Globe wys that the order for the mobilisation of 
ibe Prussien army appears to indicate that Pros 
•ia ia now preparing to make a forward atop in a 
course which seems to ba separate from that of 
the other powers ot Europe. The Globe also 
suspects that there are other reasons for the 
rapid retreat of the Austrians to the quadrangle 
ol fortresses beside the military pressure. It 
places Austria so close to the Tyrol, which is 
German land, that it may be difficult to carry 
out all the requirements of military tactics with­
out infringing on German territory, which would 
thus afford opportunity,should the German le- 
d.rrel povjrs think fit to wise it, of taking part 
against the allies on the score of aggression.

THE FRENCH TROOPS IN LOMBARDY.
From the Special Comtpoudcst et ths Morels* Herald.

Turin, June 12—The march of the French 
army through the plains ot Lombardy must have 
opened the eyes of the French to ibe tact that the 
pestants ot Lombardy entertain a most philosophi­
cal feeling of indifference for “ National indepen­
dence,-” and tbeir entbosiam is not likely to be 
rxciltd by the conduct ol their liberators. Ac­
counts received at the War-office depict in the 
moat forcible terms the rapine, the pillage, and 
the univerwl ruin that marks the passage of the 
French columns. A regiment ol Zouave*, which 
form» part of Bax line’» division, which, as you 
will recollect, waa engeged in the affair of Ms- 
1 guano—baa acquired a bad pre-eminence by 
its excesses. They spread themselves by bands 
in Ibe village* which surround their bivouacs, 
and plunder as they were engaged in an African 
razzia. Proclamations have bad to be issued by 
the commending officers, threatening the most 
severe punishments, but the discipline, never 
very strict while on the march, is to lax in these 
Aft ican corps that the officers have little control 
over their men. Lombardy will have cause to 
remember the War of independence—unroofed 
cottages, deserted homesteads, ami families dis 
honored, mark tto spot where ibe French have 
bivouacked. I should be willing to hope that 
there is as much exaggeration in these accounts 
as in those of the atiocities alleged to have been 
committed by the Austrians in Piedmont, but 
the source Irom whence my information ia de­
rived unfortunately precludes the belief that they 
are wholly without foundation.

A good deal of jealousy ia springing np be­
tween the French and the Piedmontese. The 
former taunt the latter with not having come bp 
in time at Magenta, while the Piedmontese ac­
cuse the French ol magnifying tbeir eueeesees, 
end of taking more credit than is due to them for 
the successes at Palestro and Montebello.

Following th£ Camp.—The following ie 
an extract of a private letter of an adventurous 
gentlemen, who set oat Irom England to follow 
the war in the footstep* ol the allies. The let­
ter is dated Turin, June 8 :—

“ Having explored the field ol Magenta, 1 tried 
to get a conveyance which would take me to Mi- 
l.in. The King had just removed hie head-quer- 
ters from Magenta to Lainate, a small village near 
Boh, and not very distant from Milan As y ou may 
easily imagine the camp wwalltopsy tnrvygw our 
lines were advancing, part on the left towards La- 
naît», snd part on the right toward* Corsico, all 
converging in the direction of the longed-for Lom­
bard capital. After two boars of vein exertions 
I could not find even a small cart to carry me lo 
Milan. 1 bad made up my mind to trust to my 
legs, when in American, whom I had met so the 
inn at Magenta, expressed a desire to be my 
companion. I accepted the offer, and off we 
wenL I do not know why, but Yankees are 
always getting into trouble. We had scarcely 
made our way through a double and endless row 
of commissariat waggons when we were suddenly 
stopped by a party ol French gendarmes, who a 
lew hours before bad, in like manner, stopped 
Lord De Burgh, who, as an attache to onr Le­
gation it Turin, had been sent on a special mis­
sion to the camp. The gendarmes asked who we 
were, and where we were going. The sum­
mons war quite justified by our civilian dress, 
snd lor my part I hastened to deliver the neces 
tary paw, with which I had been furnished 
before leaving Turin. ‘ Tree bien allez,” wee 
the answer ol the gendarmes. The torn of my 
companion then came. I had thought be would 
have fbown a similar document, but instead of 
rbst be took out from hie breast pocket what he 
believed an unexceptionable passport, delivered 
as it had been by General Cam from the capital 
ol Washington, and duly countersigned by the 
American Minister in Turin. * What ia that?' 
asked the French gendarmes, • We know nothing 
of tbit ’ • Whet,’ exclaimed the American, 
* not know ihe star* and stripes, Ibe escutcheon 
of the Union ?" Some warm explanations fol­
lowed, and I was obliged to interfere- I aoon 
succeeded m showing my rather noisy oompaaioti

the true state of the question, and told him wi 
had better apply et the nearest head quarter! ot 
the French. We did so, and were kindly re 
ceived by • general ol brigade, who told ns that 
it was strictly forbidden to pus Ihe line. “ No 
doubt,” be added. - your pass will enable yon to 
reach Milan, hot not by this way ; you most go 
Irom Novara and Arena, and once there you 
may go to Varese, Como, and to Milan.” There 
was nothing to my, and we returned to Magenta, 
snd from there we proceeded to Novara and 
VercellL I wu too tired to follow the advice of 
the son ol Mars, so I took the first train and here 
I am at Turin. Oa my arrival here I found the 
town fall of all sorts ol aboard news, and when 
earn» ci my friends were informed that I had 
just dome from the camp 1 soon became the lion 
of the Trombette Hotel snd Finie Café I had 
no sooner succeeded in getting rid of my curious 
assailants than I went to the cathedral, where a 
Te Deum wu to be sung u a thanksgiving lor 
the victory of Msgenta, which has opened the 
gates of Milan to the gallant King of Sardinia 
This evening Turin will be splendidly illuminât 
ed.”

The Prince of Wales at Rome.—The 
kindness, good taste, excellent feeling, and per 
feet manners of the Prince of Wales have left a 
lasting impremon upon all thou who were 
brought into contact with him. He wu par­
ticularly courteous to ibe eitists whose «radios 
be visited, invniiebly shaking bands with them 
at entering and leaving. Mr. Gibeoo, Mr. Leh­
mann, Mr. Leighton, Mr. Wolf, and 1 believe 
other*, dined with him,—some frequently. Gib­
son offered bis services to the Prince immediate­
ly on hie arrival, and accompanied him to forty 
studios, the Vatican, the Capitol, and the Villa 
Albani and the Royal student made good use of 
these excellent opportunity of studying art 
under learned auspices, becoming critical before 
hie departure, and delighting and surprising the 
artists by the maturity and intelligence ot hie 
remarks. Mr. Morgieo, no American sculptor, 
wu gratified at finding him perfectly familiar 
wilh the story of Pocabootu, the firet Indian 
couvert, while all the other English, gentle end 
simple who bad vieitffd hie studio, knew nothing 
at all about her. The Prince did not forget to 
acknowledge the valuable services of Mr Gib 

i and Mr. Pentland, who acted u cicerone to 
the antiquities of Rome, few, perhaps, better 
fitted for each a task. lie presented to both at 
parting a valuable diamond ring. On the occa­
sion ol his visit to the Vatican by torchlight. 
Cardinal Antonelli accompanied him, and invited 
the Urge party who attended the Prince to take 
coflee and confetti—Alhencsum's Correspondent.

Hay-Making.
The period at which gram should be eel 

in order to brat meet the wants of stoek, ia 
a mailer of mock consequence, aed one 
which has received a large sbsre of el- 
tent to# both frees ilia Agricehera! Press 
and those who ewiog the aeyibe. It kae 
been definitely settled that the great object 
to be sought is the preservation of bey in a 
condi ion most neatly resembling the grass 
in a perfect stele. In order to accomplish 
this end, grass should be cut when it coo. 
taies the greatest amount of gluten, sugar, 
end such other matters as are soluble in 
water. When the plant bse formed its 
seed, this etage has passed sod woody fibre 
predominates,—this bring insoluble can- 
uol assimilai# itself to ihe requirements of 
the animal stomach. When grass is in lull 
flower, but before ibe seed has formed, ii 
eomaius the greatest smounl of saccharine 
matter; this speedily diminishes as ii ripens, 
which, together with the decay of the leaves, 
causes a lorn in its nutritive properties.
Quite a number of greesee sre exceptions 
to this role—some contain the most nu­
triment when fully ripe—but as • general 
principle, for the benefit of bo h bsy and 
lb# land upon which it is grown, we would 
advise the cutting it full flower

Austria.
The following information concerning 

the nation now the moat prominent before 
the world, will be reed with more than 
ordinary interest. The emperor Is Freneie 
Joseph, who sseeoded the throne Decern 
ber 2.1849, on the abdication of kie uncle 
Ferdinand I. He was eighteen yesre old 
at the lime, having been born, August, 
1831. Oe ascending the throne he promis­
ed in the moel solemn manner to give 
freedom and a constitutional government to 
his country. These early pledgee were 
broke» aa aooo ea be gained iotereal peace 
in the empire, and freedom of govero- 

ital aed legislative action. He 
voles with autocratic power, and ie the 

representative mao” of absolutism ie 
Europe. The boose of Hapsborg, whose 
representative be ia. has reled io Austria 
since August 26,1278. During this long 
dynasty ihe empire has been divided and 
reueited ; has formed alliances, and been « 
war with most European powers; has ex­
perienced revolutions, defeats sod victories, 
sod now is thoroughly hsted by liberal 
minds the world over.

Tb# Austrisn Empire is ■ continuous 
tenitory, including twenty-one steles or 
prosioees, with en ares of 256,569 square 
miles, lo 1854 Ibe population amounted 
to 39,411,309. About 40 per ceot of tb# 
total population belong lo Slavic races, the 
Germans number 20 per eem., the Megyere
• bout 15 per •#■!., and Ihe remainder con­
sists of Jews, Armenians, Greeks, and 
Gipsies. The Germane ere ibe reliog 
race, slihough constituting bm one fifth of 
the population. About twenty different 
dialects are spoken to the empire, but Ger­
man is the officiel language. Three 
fourths ol the lohsbitants sre Romeo 
Celbolies—the members of the Greek 
Church are estimeted si 6,500,000. The 
Protestants number 3,596,000, ol whom 
2,290,000 belong to the Reformed Church,

270,000 are Lutherans, sod 46 000 Uoi- 
tsriaos The Roman Catholic Church ie 
Aoetrie is • power wholly independent of 
the temporal goternmeot, sod the empire 
has become emphatically ibe feeding Catho­
lic power io Europe.

Greet atteniion hss been paid io éduca­
tion ike paei ten years- Since 1856 parrots 
have been compelled to send their children 
to school During the last six years, the 
direct influence of ibe Jesuits on public 
instruction has been steadily on ihe in­
crease.
