Sad Event

Letter Foun‘d_on Girl Tells
of Her Suicidal In-
tention.

The finding of a letter on the body of |
young Olsen, -the Swede who-jumped
with his sweetheart into the St: Maur-|
ice river dp Saturday night, June 14,
and whose body was found on Friday,’
has further established the theory of
suicide on ‘the part of the girl and
thrown more light on the mystery
which enshrouded the tragedy. The
letter, which was in the handwriting
of Miss Littzen, and addressed to her
lover, after assuring him of her faith-
fulness, declared her intention of end-
ing her lifé with his photo in her pos-
session. It now appears that Olsen
plunged into the river immediate'y
after the girl and the coroner’s jury
has returne(l a verdict of accidental
death.

CalvertLittzen, the father of the
dead gtrl denied all responssbrllty for
the tragic happening, saying he had
not had any fight with young Olsen,
but had sithply insisted on his leaving
the fiouse as there was not sufficient
root for him.

NIAGARA Falls, N. Y., June 23—
Thus far all efforts to recover the bod-
ies of Hubert Moore, nine years old
and Donald Roscoe, 12 years old, the
two boys who were swept to their
death, when a small boat .in which
they were playing was ‘carried
through the whirlpool rapids, on Sun-
day afternoon, have proved unavail-
ing. Throughout the day the friends of
the family have stood gfiard at the
whirlpool in the hope that the bodies
would be-washed up at this point as
is the driftwood and debris that passes
through the maelstrom  of ' water
above.

The boat in which the boys were
carried to their death ended its jour-
ney in the whirlpoel and was used to-
day by venturesome men in searching
the flotsam in the pool. Hundreds of
sightseers saw the tragedy and help-
less to“aid, heard the boys make their
futile pleas for help, saw them clasp
‘hands in farewell and dash into the
‘¢rest of the great wave and disappear
from sight.

Whether it is that
the range is too large for the proper
sizing up of individual merit, or whe-
ther men of brains are too busy to
bother with public advance, the fact
nevertheless remains.

And on top of it all the average
Torontonian attempts to be of a most
patronizing demeanor. At one re-
cent tournament in which scores of
men took part there was an after
gathering at which the best addresses
and songs most cenainly did not
come from the Queen Cityites, yet at
the close the chairman (himself from
that burgh), made some final re-
marks in which he said: “From what
we have heard to-night, the brains of
Ontario are not exactly all centered
in Toronto.” And this benighted gen-
tleman was actually in earnest.

They have some delightful men as
individuals, but the general attitude is
boorish. Take for instance the recent
fact that one of the High Court judges
there intimated that Toronto lawyers
in Court conducted themselves in a
sclf-assertive, not to say impudent
manner, such as he found in no other
place, and that in future he would
not stand for such proceedure.
