A
few sighting shots, and we have
found the range We succeed in put-
ting out two machine-gun emplace-
ments, the guns of which have beea

worrying our infantry for some time.

the whole crew are at various guns,
which break-forth in a devastating
fire, under which nothing can live.

“And now we are on the parapet
of the first Hun trench, just on the
outskirts of the wood which is our
objective and as we g0 bumpning cn
to the other side we land with a ter-
rific bump. A can of petrol has
slipped from its pigeon-hole, and
come clattering down on to the
armored deck, with its stopper
shaken out, and the dangerous spirit
running over the floor. However,
we enfiladed that trench, followed up
the retreating Huns for a minute or
two, cleared out the nearest dugot't.
and went on our way to the next
trench.

“By this time the fumes from the
hundreds of rounds which we had
fired, with the heat from the engines
and the waste petrol and oil, have
made the air quite oppressive and
uncomfortable to breathe. Now we
are nearing the next enemy trench,
and we hear the deep report of
bursting bombs, above the pattering
of the storm of bullets, striking our
armor.

“Soon we find ourselves on the
edge of the Hun trench. This pro-

Petrograd, May 4.—11.30 p.m.—via
London, May 5.—Friends of the gov-
ernment out-demonstrated the de-
monstrators this evening. As though
of one accord, the people, stirred into
a seeming realization of the catas-
trophe overshadowing the country
through the menaced fall of the gov-
ernment, turned out, man, woman and
child, in support of the temporary au-
thorities. From end to end the Nev-
sky Morskaya was packed with march
ing crowds of all grades of society.
Well groomed and gray headed men
and women, expensively clad stud-
ents by thousands, soldiers, business-
men and children, seemingly a quar-
ter of the population of the city,
cheered and shouted for the govern-
ment.

So completely overshadowed and
outnumbered! wi k. e eagier mani-
festants who demanded the down fail
of the authorities, that they appeared
utterly insignificant.. The crowd
poured into the square in front of the
Marinsky Palace, the scene of last
night’s activities and packed the im-
mense area.

Russia’s enemies could find little
comfort in the scene. Banners in-
scribed “in support of the temporary
government,” Away with anarchy,”
“No separate peace,” and similar in-
scriptions gave the parade an appear-
ance of a gala procession, in striking
contrast to the anti- ent mob:
whcih was composed of the shabbiest
and most disreputable element of the
ppoulation. A series of clashes oc-
curred between the rival columns, but
resulted generally in nothing more
than great excitement and some
rough handling on both sides.

The newspaper editorials‘this after-
noon dealt with the situation in the
gravest words. The Edenstvo, re-
flecting the view of the working
class, said:

“We must find a way out in order
to avoid civil war. The council must
come to an agreement with the tem-
porary gcvernment in the interests of
the country.

SCOTCH KALE OR VEGETABLE
SoUP.

A good marrow bone or 3 pounds
fresh beef flank, 6 quarts water, salt
and pepper to taste; 1 yellow turnip
cut in dice, 1 ecarrot grated, half
small cabbage chopped fine, 6 leeks
or Onions cut small, good handful
parsley, picked small, also celery, if
liked.

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THE SITUATION. :

The French have recorded a not-
able victory. In a new offensive
along the Aisne, they captured the
village of Craonne and also the first
German line on a front of two and
a half miles northwest of Rheims.
The taking of Craonne is of impor-
tance. The place is situated at the
eastern end of the Vauclerc Plateau,
and its occupatioif by the Germans
was ‘a menace.

Desperate fighting on the British
front still continues. Haig’s men
have been mainly concerned in con-
solidating ground taken and beat-
ing off counter attacks. They have
accomplished the latter task suc:
cessfully with the exception of hav-
ing to fall back near Cherisy. They
have also taken a few more trenches.

Mulikoff, the Russian Foreign
Minister, against whom Petrograd
mebs were making a special clamor,
appeared on a balcony and in an im-
passioned address  carried the
crowd, but the end of threatened
trouble does not seem to be yet. The
ministers of the presidential govern-
ment threaten to resign rather than
arbate one jot of their assurance that
Russia will stand fast with the other
Allies.

In the Dominion House Sir Thomas
White intimated that the Govern-
ment is likely to act with regard to
wheat prices, and from Washington
comes word that as the result of a
conference Hon. George Foster an-
nounces that Canada and the States
may join in fixing a price with ie-
gard to the same cereal.

Over The Courier leased wire to-
da?thei‘é comes the statement that
a restriction of the power of the
German Emperor has been decided
up by the Constitution Committee of
the Reichstag.

THE QUESTION OF POTATOES

The homely potato has become a
very scarce and high-priced article.
In fact, if the thing goes on much
longer, it will be necessary to buy
one by installments. Dr. C. A. Za-
vitz, of the Agricultural College,
during the course of an interesting
‘interview with the Guelph Mercury,
points out that the average yield of
the tubers in Ontario, during 1916,
was 53 bushels per acre. The next
lowest yield on record during thirty-
five years, was 76, and the average
for the period named. 114. Of seven-
teen different farm crops, those
which gave the greatest returns per
acre in Ontario in 1916 were pota-
toes, $78; turnips, .and other field
roots, $76; beans, $63; husking corn
$39, and fall wheat $33.

In normal years, it is ecomomy to
cut good sized potatoes in sets vary-
ing:from one ounce to two ounces
each. In the average of ten tests
conducted at Guelph in~ five years.
the following average annual yields
per acre were obtained from good
sized potatoes cut into pieces of
different weights as here indicated;
Two ounces, 150 bushels; one ounce,
130 bushels; one-half ounce, 109
bushels; one-quarter ounce, 98 bush-
els: one-eighth ounce, 79 bushels;
and one-sixteenth ounce, 37 bushels.
Small potatoes are frequently pro-
duced from scrubs or from deceased
tubers. The potatoes produced in
Ontario in 1916, however, were ex-
ceptionally free from rot, and were
unusually small owing to the growth
being arrested by unfavorable wea-
ther conditions. Potatoes did not
thoroughly mature last adtumn and
immature potatoes are inferior for
table use but make excellent seed.
At this  partieular time, therefore,
potatoes;, the size of hens’ ‘eggs or
even smaller, might be used for seed
to .good advantage. These could be
cut into pieces even as small as one-
quarter ounce each and could be
planted in rows twenty-eight inches
apart with the pieces twelve to fif-
teen inches apart in the rows. They
should be planted the same day that
they are cut. Where good seed is
unobtainable whole potatoes not
more than one-quarter to one-half
ounce in size might be planted with
the prospect of receiving moderate
returns. It would be an advantage
to spread out the small potatoes
in a warm, light rootn for two or

'three weeks to allow them to sprout

before planting.

The usual time for planting pota-
toes for best results is from the 15th
to the 25th of May. Potatoes do well

get the land ready before the time
mentioned, the sod might be plowed
to a depth of about four inches and
the potatoes planted in every third
furrow; after which the land could
be rolled immediately and then har-
rowed to press the coil around the
potatoes and to conserve moisture.

According to present indications,
the acreage of potatoes will be less
than usual this year.

Prof. Zavitz, in view of present
circumstances, advises people to sub-
stitute rice for potatoes. He points
out that at present prices, the food
value of the former at one dollar,
is equal to that of tubers costing two
dollars. Rice, he considers, makes
an excellent substitute. \

Under that plan
huge U.S. industrial concerns, would
have used Canada as a dumpinsg
place, thus causing the loss of eni-
ployment to thousands of workers in
Dominion factories and in turn
robbing our farmers of the valuable
home market. This is what Reci-
procity meant and in addition, it in-
volved a step towards Washington
and that much further from the Old
Land. The people gave their answer
with abundant emphasis then and
they would do so again to-morrow.

The Expositor and other sheets of
that ilk make the asinine claim
that the Conservatives have swallow-
ed the Reciprocity dope. Even if that
were true, and it most emphatically
isn’t, the taunt would come with ex-
tremely bad grace from the greai-
est gulp down artists of all time.
Laurier, the Toronto Globe, and all
the Globules, if their side got intn
power, were going té destroy pro-
tection, root and branch.

“I ‘do not care,” thundered Sir
Richard Cartwright in the Dominion
House, “in what particular way the
reptile (protection) is destroved. 1
do not eare whether it is cut off by
the head or tail, or in the middle.”

And they all of them, the local
Grit organ included, lifted uv their
eyes to heaven, and t'ervently eja-
culated ‘“amen.””

Canadian Headquarters in France.

For four miles
to the east of our present fronrt,
therefore, the Germans’ only shelter
from our shell-fire is such trenches
as he can or has hastily dug here
and there or in the cellars of vil-
lages.

Congress
—_——

Washington, May 4—Absolute au-

thority to regulate in its discretion
the production, distribution _a_n&
prices of food and other necessities
during the war was asked of Con-
gress by the Administration.
In a sweeping bill, introduced
with Administration approval,.it is
proposed to empower the President,
under the war clause of the con
gtitution, to take these measures
whenever in his opinion the national
emergency shall require:

To fix maximum and minimum
prices for food, clothing, fuel and
other necessitnes, and the articles
required for their production.

To prescribe regulations to gov-
ern the production of these commod -
ities, and, if necessary, to requisi-
tion the producing factories, mines
or other establishment.

To compel holders of necessities
to release them in amounts ensuring
eguitable destribution.

To regulate exchanges in such 2
way as to eliminate market manip-
ulation.

To compel railroads to give pre-
ference to the movement of neces-
sities.

To levy such importation duties
as he finds necessary to prevent ex-
cessive ‘‘dumping’”’ of foreign pro-
ducts,

To impose limitations or prohibi-
tions upon the use of grain, in tne
manufacture of liquor.

_ Further Powers Are Asked

Ih addition the Secretary of Agri
culture would be empowered to es-
tablish standard food grades, to li
cense and control the manutacture,
storage and distribution of foods, to
prescribe percentage of flour to be
milled {from wheat and to regulate
the mixing of wheat flour with ol-
her flour in the making of bread
and other food.

It is known that officials of the
executive branches of the Govern-
ment believe that with such effec-
tive' weapons in their - possession
t.he.y will encounter no difficulty in
{1n1ng up on the side of the public
mte.rest without legal action all re-
caleitrant private agencies.

The bill is supplemental to (he
Administration food measure intro-
duced in the House earlier in the
week providing for a survey of the
uocrsftyne oodorsru’
country’s food resources and confer
rmg ('Pl'fﬂln powers to prevent food
speculation.

Nurqerous Matters Dealt

; The proposed booster pump that
1s to be installed at the waterworks
pumping station as a convenience to
users on Terrace Hill, vras discussed
at some length at the regular meet-
ing of the Water Commissioners in
the city hall.

) At the last meeting of the board
it was deci_ded to beautify the water
works property by planting trees on
the south side of Dufferin Avenue
from Morrell street, to the Lake Erie
and Northern and on Morrell street,
from Dufferin Avenue to West Mill
street. The Parks Board were com-
municated with, and superintendent
J. C. Waller was instructed to look
into the matter. There are no trees
of the required size and kind avail-
able, so in this regard action will be
deferred for an indefinite period.

An order was placed some time
ago with the International Engineer
Works, for a Hoppes Live Steam
l_"oed Water Purifier at a price of $1,-
500. At a later date, the price ad-
vanced to $1675, and the water-
works department were accordingly
notified of the change.

In general there was
expression of satisfaction with the
stafl’ but some criticism regarding
too much work for junior forms,
which was referred to the principal
for investigation; and regarding ex-
cessive strapping in some forms
which was considered evidence of
bad disciplinary powers by some
members of the board.

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LAWN COLTATION

Advice to All Who Desire to
Beautify Their Homes

—n

What can I do to have one ol
{hose beautiful, velvety lawns?

This is the question frequently
asked by virtually every one who
takes an interest in beautifying the
home grounds,

The first thing toward making a
lawn is to establish the propeé:
grade. This should be done with
great care, because after the lawan
is made its level should never be
changed.

The next step is to prepare the
ground deeply and thoroughly. Th2
lasting qualities of the sod depends
largely on the richness and prepara-
tions of,the goil in the beginning.
Ir nmn'ﬂly rich, about 200 pounds
ot pulverized fertilizer to every
1,000 square feet (40x100) will be
sufficieni, while for poorer sofi!
‘double that quantity will not be ex-
cessive. After the fertilizer is ev-
enly spread over the surface the
cround should be plowed or spaded
to a depth of a foot. After the sur-
face is made generally- level it
should be smoothed with a rake and
all stones removed. The more fine-
ly and completely soil is pulveriz-
ed the quicker the lawn will be ob-
tuned and the more permanent will
be its beauty.

'I‘he seeds selected for sowing
lawn should be of the highest qual-
ity; .,uald against the loss of time
and money likely to be caused by
doubtful sceds. Grass seed mixtur-
cs prepared by reliable seedsmen
are the safest to use. 1f the soil i
rich and thoroughly prepared about
four bushels an acre will be suffici-
ent.  ¥or small areas a quart to the
 hundred squave feet is about right.
The seed should: be sown as evenly
as possible choosing a calm day ior
this operation as wind will blow the
seed into heaps and bare spaces Wwill
be the result. After sowing the
ground should be lightly harrowed
or raked; then smooth down with a
roller or the flat of a spade to es-
tablish a firm surface.

The best time to sow grass seed
in this locality is in March, April or
May, although it can be sown with

To keep a lawn in good condition
it should be mowed once a week.
In dry weather watering is essen-
tial; but remember when you do
water, water thoroughly. A light
sprinkling every day accomplishes
nothing and only results in drawing
the roots to the surface. . Give
enough water to saturate the ground
for a depth of several inches. It is
far better to water thoroughly once
a week than to give a sprinkling
every day.. ;

After the lawn is well established
a top dressing of fine bone meal at
the rate of 600 or 700 nounds aa
acre will be found very beneficial.
Bone meal is a slow-acting fertiliz-
er, but a dressing once a year wili
give marvelous returns. Bone meal
also contains a fair proportion of
slqwly available nitrogen, which will
stimulate the growth of the grass.

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MODEL HOSPITAL
ONTARIO'S GIFT

Institiltion in Kent Found-
ed by Contributions

From This Province
gt

(From a London, Eng., newspaper)

The modern military hospital is no
longer a ‘substantial = structure of
brick and meortar. It is a collection
of temporary buildings put up in the
minimum of time and at the minim-
um of expense. Such a hospital is the
Ontario Military Hospital in Kent.
It took seven months to build, from
the time the architect first arrived on
the ground until it was opened, and
the cost was less than £70 per bed.
It is to the Canadian province of On-
tario that we owe this vast concern,
which is still growing, and which has
tended over 6,000 patients in less
than 12 months.

The subscribers to the fund and
all the people of Ontario may well be
pleased, for their money has been
spent to good purpose, and they have
the satisfaction of knowing that their
hospital is put to its full use. There
are rarely less than 600 patients in
the wards, and often there are near
1y half as many again.

The Ontario Hospital is absolutely
self-contained, for there are facilities
for all the most delicate surgical
work ready to hand. There is a den-
tal surgery where dentists and sur-
geons, all Canadians, most of them
from Ontario, and all specialists,
work together. Men with jaw and
face wounds are made whole again.
Plastic surgery has been made a fea-
ture of the establishment, and there
is an excellent X-ray plant in a spe-
cial building. Many American and
Canadian business methods have
been introduced, and there is an ex-
cellent system of card index filing in
connection with the X-ray treatment.
The records of the patients are kept
with meticulous care, and by the
card index system and man’s medical
history is revealed in 30 seconds.

There are at present 20 wards in
the hospital, each of 52 beds. In
addition there is an isolation ward
of 40 beds, bringing the total up to
1,080. In six weeks 1,040 more beds
will be ready, bringing the accom-
modation up to 2,120. This is a won-
derful total for a temporary hospital
which did not exist a year ago.

Nurses From Ontario.

In regard to the staff, the Ontario

people have again come to the fore.

All were certificated before the war,
for a three years’' course is necessary
in the province before the final ex-
aminations are passed. These nurses
rank as lieutenants and wear two
stars on their shoulder-straps. They
are paid as lientenants, and their ac-
counts, field allowances and mess al-
lowances are all dealt with in the
same way as those of the officers.
They wear a distinctive uniform,
with a blue cloak lined with scarlet,
a blue soft hat, and the Army Medi-
cal Service badge of Canada, which
has the serpent and staff surrounded
with the maple leaves instead of the
bay leaves. The matron, Miss M.
Smith, of Ottawa, ranks as a captain
and wears captain’s badges. In addi-
tion to the nursing staff there are
310 N. C. 0.’s and men doing duty as
orderlies, dentists, dispensers, en-
gineers, firemen in the power house,
dressers, motor drivers and police.

The arrangement of the buildings
is specially noteworthy, for they are
laid out with the idea of economizing
lavor in the distribution of food and
saving time in attendance on pat-
ients. The kitchens are specially
convenient, and the food is taken
through covered ways to rooms
where it is carved on hot stoves.
Thers are bread cutting machines,
steam boilers capable of talting a
sack of potatoec, steam ovens for
cooking green vegetables, baking
ovens, and all the apparatus of a
modern hotel kitchen.

Diets are carefully checked, and
there is no waste. Every day the
diets required for each ward are
sent down to the quartermaster’s
stores, where baskets are filled with
any gpecial food required. The check
goes also to the kitchen, where the
dishes are prepared. Every effort
has been made to economize without
stinting the men and several good
schemes for saving have been Initia-
ted. Whereas every man used to be
given two slices of bread on his plate
the bread is mow put on a large dish
in the centre of the table, where a
man may help himself. Thus, if
there is any left over, it may be used
for puddings or other dishes. Pota-
toes are served in the same way.

A Permanent Cinema.

The entertainment of the patients
in itself a matter of great import,
has been well provided for, and there
is a permanent cinema machine built
in off the big reception hall where
pictures are shown every week. The
men are very appreciative, and
thanks to the gemerosity of certain
firms, they are given good films. In-
deed, they have had their own hos-
pital screened in a series of scenes,
and a complete picture play, “From
Hen to Hospital,” was acted there.

There are nine V. A. D. hospitals
near the main hospital and in these
another 500 beds are available for
the less serious cases. There is a
squadron of 12 motor-ambulances to
take the men from the station to the
hospital or to the auxiliary estab-
lishments.

Lieutenant-Colonel D. W. Mac-
pherson, the officer commanding, has
had a great deal of experience; he
was for a long time in France with
the Canadian forces. He was for
many years in the Canadian militia,
and long before the war broke out
had a thorough grounding in all the

Lesson Vi.—Second Quarter For
May 6, 1917.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John xiii, 1-17.
Memory Verses, 14-15—Golden Text,
Mark x, 4—Commentary Prepared by
Rev. D. M. Stearns.

The last evening of the most wonder-
ful life ever lived on this earth had
come. The living and true God in
human but not sinful tlesb had been
on earth over thirty-three years, thirty
years in the humble Nazareth home
and over three years in [lis public
ministry, tilled with the Holy Spirit. |
going about doing good and bhexaling all i
that were oppressed of the devil, for |
God was with Him (Acts x, 38). This |
was the passover that [e bad so de-
sired to keep with them before He suf-
fered (Luke xxii, 15, 16). The time
bhad come to which He had looked for-
ward before the world was « Pet, 1. |
and, npotwitbstanding all their
blindness and unbelief He was still
loving this little company wbom He
had chosen to be His disciples. There
is a lot of comfort in the first verse of
our lesson, with which I bhave in my
mind Jer. xxxi, 3, and rejoice in the
fact that He still loves this bit of His
property, although He knew it so thor-
oughly before I ever heard Him say
that He loved and gave Himself for
me (Gal, ii, 20). Peter and John hav-
ing made ready the passover feast in
the upper room to which the Lord
Himself had directed them, He sat
down with the twelve, saying ‘as He
took part with them that ‘He would
not eat of it any more nor drink of
the fruit of the vine until the kingdom
of God should come. Then He insti-
tuted the supper by which we com-
memorate His death till He shall come
again. Some time during the evening.
there was a strife among them as to
which of them should be accounted the
greatest—I suppose in the kingdom of
which He had spoken—and He had to
teach them again that lowliness was
true greatness and He was among
them as one who served (Luke xxii,
7-30; Matt, xx, 28). Verse 2 reads in

stead of “supper being ended” and
that the devil had already put it into
the heart of Judas Iscariot to betray
Him. In Luke xxii, 1-6, we read that
before the feast Judas had been to the

to betray Him unto them. Yet here
he is at the table with the others as
if he was a true disciple and none of
the others had any suspicion that he
was not. See verses 18-30,

What a desperate hypocrite the devil
can make of a person when he is al-

soon enter in himself (verses 2-27).
How infinitely patient was our Lord
to tolerate the presence of such a one
and to wash his feet with the others,
as He seems to have done, knowing all
the time how devil possessed he was!
The key to His great humility, His
grace to do the lowliest things and to
be patient with the devil himself and
to bear such insult and injury as came
upon Him is seen in verse 3. He knew
who He was, that He came from heav-
en and was going back home and that
the Father bad given all things into
He was not aiming to be
somebody, for He was the only real
gomebody that ever lived. Real great-
ness can stoop gracefully to lowliest
service, but it is impossible to those
who are aiming at greatness. Only as
we believe that we really are what
God says we are, because of our being
rédeemed by the precious blood of
Christ, can we walk worthy of such a
high calling, We are not aiming to be
childrén of God and joint beirs with
Christ, for such we are by our receiv-
ing Him (Jobm i, 12; I John iii, 1, 2;
Rom. viii, 16, 17). But being such by
freeé grace we should’ hold ourselves

glorify Him. His sevenfold act of
verses 4, 5, as He rose from the supper
and prepared to minister to them is

der to perfect setrvice. This act of
ministry in the matter of water for
their feet was within the reach of any
of them, but people who are striving
for greatness, as they were, are pot
apt to think tbat any lowly service is
in their line. Water for the feet was
an act of common courtesy, as in Gen.
xviii, 4, and implied in Luke vii, 44,
Having done for them what any of
them might bave done, He said, “I
have given you an example that ye
should do as I have done to you”
(verses 12-17). When Peter objected
to allowing Him to wash his feet His
reply, “If 1 wash thee not thou hast
no part with me” (verse 8), might well
search us all and lead us to ask, Can
I truly say “Unto Him who loved me
ahd washed me from my sins in His

ter’s request for more thorough wash-
ing His veply, “He that is washed
needeth not save to wash his feet, but
is clean every whit,” suggests the dif-
ference between a sinner’s being
washed once for all and the daily
c¢leansing of a believer. As Christians
we are in constant touch with the de-
filements of sin and the world and
nead continually the washing with wa-
ter by the word of Eph. v, 2G. This He
wifl let us do for one another provided
it is done lovingly, with water neither
too ot nor too cold. It is possible that
o sentence in this lesson is more often
quoted that verse 7, “What | do thou
knowest not now, but thou shalt know
herenfter. which may bave both a
gear aud a fareff iuterpretation.
