INTERNATIONAL LESSON NO. X111 :

JUNE 24, 1906
Revicw.—Read Psalm 97.

Summary.—Lesson I. Topic: Counsels
in character building. Place: the Horns
of Hattin, near the centre of the west
coast of the Sea of Galilee. This lesson
is a part of Christ’s sermon on the
mount. Men are known by their fruits;
good trees bring forth good fruit; cor-
rupt trees bring forth corrupt fruit; a
profession of godliness is not sufficient;
those who do what Christ commands are

like the man who built his house on af

rock—when the storms came the house
did not fall; those who do ont obey
Christ’s words are like the man who
built on the sand—when the storms came
the house fell.

II. Topic: The Lord’s Day. Place: In
and ncar Capernaum. While Jesus and
His disciples were walking through a
field of grain on the Sabbath day, the
disciples plucked the grain and ate it
to satisfy their hunger; the Pharisees
found fault; Jesus justified their course
by referring to David’s act in eating the
shew-bread, and to the priests who were
abliged to work on the Sabbath; he
healed a man with a withered hand;
they would lift a sheep out of a pit on
the Sabbath day, and a man is better
than a sheep.

III. Topic: A great faith and a great
helper. Places: Capernaum, Nain. This
miracle - was performed soon after the
germon on the mount. A sick slave;
the elders sent; the centurion’s good
deeds urged; friends are sent, and the
centurion goes himself, to meet Jesus;
he says, I am not worthy, trouble no%
yourself, speak the word omly; Jesuy
says this 1s great faith, not found in
Israel; the cure wrought at once. At
Nain he met a funeral procession; a
young man raised from the dead; fear
fell on the people.

IV. Topic: Jesus the sinner’s friend.
Place: In some town of Galilee, perhaps
in Capernaum. Simon, & Pharisce, in-
vited Jesus to dine; a woman—a sinner,
came in anl washed, wiped, kissed and
anointed his feet. Simon had failed to
perform the common acts of hospitality,
and Jesus now calls his attention to his
coldness and lack of love; reproves him
for Deing displeased with the woman;
a parable; a question; a woman for-
fiven.

V. Topic: How to hear the word.
Place: Near Capernaum, on the shore of
the Sea of Galilee. Jesus left Peter’s
house, and the multitudes followed Him;
spoke many things in parables; this was
His firsy one; four kinds of ground rep-
resent four classes of people; —many
things caused unfruitfulness. We can,
by God’s help, cause the soil of our
hearts to De changed from bad to good
ground. We can overcomne hindrances
and bring forth good fruit.

V1. Topic: Problems of god and evil in
the world, Place: Capenaum, on the
ghore of the Sea of Galilee. Jesus spea ks
-another parable. Good seed is sown, but
an enemy sowed tares.

Two men were reperted killed at Spring-
field, 25 miles east of St. Thomas, by
lightning, but no further informatiom
was available.

Chatham Suffered.

The storm in Chatham was terrific,
destroying a number of houses and
blowing down the steeple of the Park
Street Methodist Church, Wires were,
all down east of Windsor. 1 he tornado
lasted fifteen minutes, starting about
125, and at the end of that time the
maple trees, the growths of years, ~vere
decimated in all parts of the city. ‘The
storm came up the valley of the river,
doing little damage along the banks, and
expending itself on the city. Rain, hail
and wind were mingled in such fierceness
it was impossible to see across the streert,
Dowsley’s axle works had the roof rid-
dled with holes and gaps. The trees
in Tecumseh Park, Victoria Park, Wil-
liam and other streets were torn to
pieces.  One, of the peaks was knocked
off the central school, bricks penetrai-
ing the roof, skylights were blown off
the collegiate and window-smashing was
general. The smokestacks of the Chat-
ham Manufacturing Company, Chaplain
Wheel Works, Drader’s Sawmill, and
Chatham Motor Car Company were level-
led, Barnes’ livery stable was destroy-
ed. The weigh scales near the Tecumseh
House, were ripped up, and the steel flag
pole on Harrison Hall was bent over.

THUNDER, RAIN AND HAIL.

A Severe Storm Brove
Last Night.

Toronto, Juné 9.—The worst thunder-
storm of the year broke over Toronto
last night and for over an hour rain, ac-
companied by some hail and vivid light-
ning, fell in & perfect deluge. The met-
eorological experts explained it thus:
“In the last few days an important dis-
turbance has been hovering over the
northwest States, and has been accom-
panied by a great rainfall. We have
been under the influence of that distur-
bance for some days and it has been

along the lower lakes that the storms :

have chiefly occurred.”

The meterological office stated that
conditions were still favorable for
thunderstorms and - decidedly warm
weather. '

The atmosphere disturbance has lLeen
general, and from many points in On-
tario and in Quebec storms, some of
them very severe, have been reportad.
At Detroit 1.7 incnes of rain fell in cne
of these storms, whilst in a storm at
Ottawa there was a ralnfall of nearly
an inch and a half.

The telegraph companies were con-
siderably inconvenienced by the storm in
the afternoon and last night, the effect
being felt mostly west of Toronto. For
a time the Great Northwestern lines be-
tween Toronto and Hamilton were not
working and communication was cut
off with Buffalo and New York. There
had been a storm in Michigan and New
York State. Communication with New
York was restored later in the evening.
West of Hamilton to London and De-
troit the wires were in bad shape and
the company was for a time unable to
handle the business. The C. P. R. also
had trouble east of Toronto.

"SAN_ FRANCISCO TO:DAY.

Conditions Now Prevailing—Authorities Doing Their Utmost
to Rehabiliate the Stricken City.

Vancouver News-Advertise).

The following graphic and intemt—}

ing pen-picture of San Francisco as
she is to-day was written by Nurse
MacLean, who with Nurse McLeo

went down on the Amur to attend to
the sufferers. The account was sent
to Mr. Norman Norcross, Secretary of
the Religf Committee, ‘and was ac-
companied by the following letter:

Wholesale misery is still the order
of the day m San Francisco, and he
is a rare bird who has more than cne
pair of socks to call his own. Apro-
pos of socks, this week we have Leen
distributing the box sent by Mr. Cuth-
bertson. Each one who receives &
pair signs his name and when com-
pleted, the document will be sent to
the donor as a souvenir, or a study in
marvellous handwgiting. Manna sent
from heaven was nothing to  those
socks. The sick people patted them
and put them under their pillows with
a contented sigh; the “shook out and
burnt out and never saved a thing” xe-
garded them with wholesome respect,
not to say veneration. 5

Things are gradually getting into bet-
ter working order, from a relief stand-
point. The authorities are trying haxd
to separate the sheep from the goats,
that is, the deserving from the undeserv-
ing. The army now makes & house-to-
house visitation and woe to that man
who has stocked his cellar and stﬂl_per-
gists in “going into line” for rations.
One of the food supply stations in the
Mission feeds betwen sixty and seventy
thousand daily. The line sometimes ex-
tends for six or seven blocks. The store-
house, a barn-like structure, 75 by 150
feet, is divided into huge bins; one con-
tains bread, of which the students of
Palo Alto send 70,000 loaves dnily; an-
other ham and bacon, sliced for indivi-
dual use; another bologna saunsage; an-
other canned meats and vegetables and
80 on. A block beyond is the Miik Snp-
ply Station, where 500 gallons vrere dis-

need daily. The milk supply Towever,
K:s been cut down and the city—that
is, those who can net afford to buy their
food—is put on Army rations, bread,
meat and vegetables; no milk (except in
the case of infants) butter nor eggs.

Although civilization is on the in-
crease, there are still strange gights to
be seen. On Sutter street a row of elec-
tric cars has been converted into dwel-
lings. Pink quilts adorn the windows snd
neighborly conrtesies are exchanged over
the fenders. San Francisco is still with-
out a brick chimney and dames of high
and low degree, alike, wicld frying pans
and tea-kettles in the middle of the
road, indifferent at last to the fact that
the world knows what there is going to
be for dinner. The world is not very
particular these days about fingerbowls
and table decorations. Nobody has «¢cen
a table-napkin since the earthquake and
the possessor of a clean flour-sack is
Jooked upon with envy, even mistrust;
for o flour-sack at a table is a luxury,
and the people who surround themselves
with luxuries are surely grafters, and
therefore to be avoided. Hot baths also
have gone out of fashion, only to be re-
vived when the Board of Works sees fit
to inspect the chimneys. For some time
there was no water at all ,and in this
district people were obliged to carry
their pitchers and pails” twelve blocks
before they could find any. *

From cold water to saloons is surely
a dreadful leap, but it may be stated
here for the benefit of anyone interested
that all saloons will be closed for four
months; moreover, any gentleman com-
ing from Oakland with sundry sus icious
bottles, or bearing unmistakable signs of
inebriation, is eummarily taken in charge
and sentenced to three months’ hard
labor, which consists in removing bricks
and debris, and otherwise making him-
self useful to his country.

No words can describe, mor photo-
graph picture, the blank desolation of
the streets of San Francisco. It is all
so wunreal, so unlike the actual, that
one feels like a ghost revisiting the
remains of Pompeii and Herculaneum.
£quare mile after square mile shows ruin,
ruin. ruin, blank. hopeless ruin. The
very bricks are ground to powder. It is
hard to realize that on Market and Mis-
sion, and in all the great thoroughfares,
the only merchants are vendors of pea;
nuts and soda water and hawkers of
popeorn.

The Palace Hotel is open to the four
winds of heaven. The glittering restaur-
ants and grill-rooms are heaps of crum-
bled brick. The great department stores
are swaying, jagged walls, with gaping
windowa and twisted girders, or, foi the
most part, a level waste. It is a vast
graveyard.

The spirit of the people, however, is
not dead. On a roofless, wall-less frag-
ment one reads: “We moved because the
elevator was out of order. New prem-
ises ready shortly.” All over the city
are posted huge notices:

“Work morn, noon, night,
and make
DEAR NEW FRISCO
the wonder of the age.
1,000,000 in 1915.”

This is the spirit of San Francisco.
The old-timers are going to stick to
it, earthquakes or no earthquakes. They
are ready to take their chance. On the
other hand, a large number of people
have left, and more would go if they had
the means. Everywhere that there are
buildings “For Sale” and “To Let” signs
prevail.

1t is a city of merve-wrecked men and
women. It may or may not be generally
known, but the seiswmic instruments re-
cord forty-nine or fifty “shakes” since
the big one. Last week one came alongl
which rang door-bells, lifted roofs, an
otherwise enlivened matters. These re-
curring shocks are not soothing. People
like to have everything in readiness
when they go to bed, in case of a hur-
ried exit during the night. They don’t
care to lock a door, as there are so many
stories of doors jamming from shock and
occupants of houses caught helpless in
traps. The usual greeting is “Good morn-
ing; did you feel the earthquake last
night?”

The true San Franciscan belittles the
earthquake and blames the fire for
everything. “Does not every city have
her fire,” he eays, “and does she not
always rise from the ashes more beauti-
ful than ever?” Yot buildings 'hat the
fire never approached danced jigs and

altogether aithout hope. — Concordia
Kansan.

crumbled into mowder. or. in some -
stances, like the Valencia Hotel, not

half a dozen blocks from our quarters,
sank the depth of four storeys, so that
the top floor was on a level with the
| sidewalk. The whole peninsula, we are
i told, has dropped four feet. It is to be
hoped that it will stay where it is from
now on. Almost without exception, peo-
ple take their losses with great cheerful-
ness. The calamity was so great that
they are thankful for their lives. The
majority look upon it as & punishment
of God, and accept Father Yorke’s inter-
pretation. “We were a wicked sity. We
prided ourselves on our wickedness. We
thought we were greater than natue,
greater than the Almighty Himself; them
God raised His little finge; the
whole city fell.” But how long will the
Californian remain humble?

Of the hour of the ea uake only a
few of the strange tales that are told
can ever be written. When it is voo dark
to work, talk in the dim, flicker-
ing candle-light of the things they bave !
seen and heard—how when the great
buildings swayed like pendulums, and
row after row went down like pleces of

cardboard, in every part of the city there
Inrose, all at once, the ery of terrified
women and children, sounding high ‘and
shrill above the crash of falling masonry,
of stone pavements heaving and rling
like the waves of the sea; of pet animals
dropping dead from fright; of blasted
buildings containing human life; of sol-
diers shooting, and looting in the face of
death itself. This, and things more ter-
rible, is what one hears in San Fran-
cisco.

At the present time there is little or
no money in circulation. Everybody is
waiting to see what the insurance com-
panies will do, Everything depends up-
o1 that. In the meantime, people who,
ordinarily, are in comforfable circum-
& ances, must stand in line, or go with-
out food. A workman rarely gets paid.
He is asked to wait for his wages indef-
initely.

Last week, in the course of our work,
we came across half-a-dozen Canadian
families, who, for the above reasom, are
pretty well destitute, They have mow
enough to tide them over the period of
waiting. We have also persuaded a
good many of them to go to Vancouver,
where the ground is solid, and this par-
ticular feature appeals to them wery
strongly. There is a good deal of pmeu-
monia and pleurisy, caused by exposure
the night of the fire, but smallpox and
other contagious diseases are kept well
in hand, considering the state of affairs
in general.

Last Friday we thought we would take
an hour’s holiday from the mournful
mob at the Horace Mann, and started
{ for Golden Gate Park in search of peace.
i The first thing we came across was the
model Army Field Hospital. It consists
of scores of khaki tents—an operating
tent, dispensary, wards, accommodating
150 patients, kitchen, mess, officers’ and
privates’ quarters, etc. All day the
sides of the tents are ratsed for ventila-
tion, and nothing could be cleaner or
fresher than the rows of neatly-made
cots in the tent wards, The only blot
on the landscape is the occupant of each.
Here, again, was the old story and the
same sad sights. There is no getting
away from them. The Army gives these
people food (such as it is) and tempor-
ary shelter. It declines, however, toin-
terest itself In the wardrobe of refugees.
None of them has had a change
; clothing since the earthquake. Most.
‘lot‘ them escaped with little more than

thefr night-clothes, and; are actually
cold, as the winds are sharp. They are-
all old and sick, and in many cases 'ost
the children who supported them., The*
nurses in charge asked us to get them:
.some clothing, but althopgh we tried our-
best to do so’ through the regular Army
channels, it was of no use. The demand
is greater than the supply, and unless
help comes from some outside source,
these people will be no better off than
they are now. In all, theye are about
seventy-five women and the same num-
ber of old invalided men. If any of the
women’s sewing societies in Vancouver
or elsewhere, or any one who has time
and inclination, could send whatever
they can in the way of clothing of an
kind and all sorts, provided it is frea!
and clean, -they can rest asured that
they are performing an act of true kind-
ness and charity, for surely no one’s
need is greater. It must be borme in
mind that these are nmot habitual paup-
ers, but simply the victims of eircum-
stances, heretofore independent, and ask-
ing. for help only in the interval. All

arcels should be addressed to Nurse M.

. McLeod, care Mrs. SBanborn, Chair-
man Red Cross, at the above hospital;
otherwise they might as well be thrown
into the Inlet.

The thugs, indeed, were under vows
to Kali Devi, the black-browed consort
of Siva the Destroyer. She is that ter-
rible personage who appears in the
Hindoo pantheon as a fierce but beau-
¢iful woman, riding on a tiger, or as a
hideous, blood-stained {idol, garlanded
with skulls. Banded together as caste
brethren, the thugs hunted men to of-
fler them the deity of destruction, and
because she required a bloodless sacri-
fice they killed their vietim by suffo-
eation

A

The thugs, not being cannibals, could
®ot lwe by mere murder, so they robbed
their victims and divided the. spoils be-
tweea themselves and the temples of
Kall. As a religious body they were
Pprotected by the Brahmins and by pious
but impecunious rajahs, who licensed
and taxed them. It was an easy way
for a ruler to increase his revenue,
and the victtms were travellag mer-
chants who would not be missed.

During the many centurieg of war
and anarchy in India Thuggee flourish-
ed mightily. Under Aurungzebe, to
whom as a Moslem Kali was an abhor-
rent idol, it suffered a check. Hindoo
fanaticism supported it. The Nawab of
8urat had captured a band of thugs and
‘was about to release them for a ran-
som offered by certain Banians, who
boped to acquire “religious merit” by
the act. The Emperor ordered the
thugs {o be strung up by the left hands
in the jungle and left there to die. The
Banians, prototypes of the sentimental-
ists who present notorious modern

stzanglers before the execution.

It is made in white and
blue, and its one drawback for the Eng-
lish market is that it never wears out.

There are caps made of plaited bam-
boo, lightly covered with silk outside.
In the height of the summer none but
officials wear caps "and there are fur-
trimmed hats and fur caps.

On the same day, all through the vast
empire, stretching over nearly as many
degrees of latitude as Europe, men
change from one cap to another from
one style of clothes to another. Before
the day for changing, all the tailors may
be seen hard at work, cutting out and
pasting the edges of the new euits.

The Chinest cut for jackets may be
considered perfect, so far as convenience
goes, and many persons think that they
are also peculiarly elegant.

DON'T STERILIZE THE BABY’S MILK,

Nothing has been found that will quite
take the place of mother’s milk. There-
fore a mother should nurse her baby, if
possible. When it is not possible, the
best substitute is pure cow’s milk raw,
efter it has been duly modified in accord-
ance with the age of the child. Ranv
milk, however, is unsafe for baby during
svarm weather, on accoumt of the germs
that are sure to develop in it. Pasteur-
iaztion, therefore, must be resorted to
in summer. But don’t sterilize the milk.
Sterilized milk is now under a ban. It
has been discovered that in the process
of sterilization the bone-forming quali-
ties in the milk are destroyed along with
the germs, and that infants fed wpon it
for any length of time are likely, not
only to have soft bones, but rickets,
scurvy and the most distressing diseases
of the joints. The difference between
sterilized and pasteurized mi'k is simply
in the degree of heat to which they are
submitted and the length of time the
heat is applied. Pasteurization consists of
heating the milk to 150 or 160 degrezs
Fahrenheit for thirty minutes. Milk is
sterilized by healing it to 212 degrees
for one hour or an hour and a half.—

The Twist of a Bullet.

It is impressive to know that the gyra-
tory motion imparted to a rifle builet
by the twist in the barrel may give it
a peripheriar veloaity sufficient to test
its cohesive strength, According to the
Iron Age, with the United States 0.50
calibre rifle the rifling gives one revo-
lution of the bullet about its axis in 10
inches.¢ At the service muzzle veloc-
ity of the bullet, 2300 feet per second,
this means 2760 turns per second, as-
suming that the bullet does not strip
in the rifling. The circumference of the
bullet is 0,942 inch, which gives a peri-
pheral velocity of 2600 inches per sec-
ond, or 13,000 feet per minute.
