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NEW SUBURB 
FOR THE CITY.

Guelph Road to Develop Hamil­
tonj Growth Westward.

Natural Gas Users Will Get Re 
duction on October I.

By-law Compels Company to Give 
45 Cent Rate.

Hamilton is to have an entirely new 
residential suburb within a few years. 
The building of the Hamilton, Waterloo 
& Guelph Railway, which will be under 
way next spring, has caused' a stir of 
activity in property on the other side 
of the high level bridge, and already 
eome of the local real estate dealers 
have had land surveyed into building 
lots, and these will be placed on the 
market shortly. The location is, not 
as far from the centre of the city 
as the district near the Jockey Club, 
which will shortly be annexed by Ham­
ilton, and the men who are investing 
their money in this land think that it 
will make a far more desirable residen­
tial suburb. They plan to instal a small 
waterworks system, and use adjoining 
springs as the source of supply. A septic 
tank sewage system will be installed 
after beilding operations begin.

The fact that the electric line to 
Guelph will pass within a short dis­
tance of the property, it is thought, will 
be an inducement to people to build 
there.

An announcement that will be wel­
comed by users of natural gas was made 
at the City Clerk's office to-day. The 
Ontario Pipe Line Company, under its 
charter, agreed not to charge more than 
fifty cents a thousand feet for gas. with 
five cents off for discount, during the 
first five years, a reduction to forty- 
five cents, with five cents off as dis: 
count, going into effect at the end of 
that time. The. five years .is up on Sept. 
26. and the new schedule will go into 
effect on Oct. 1. The company gives 
a rate of thirty-five cents a thousand 
feet to consumers who use over 8,000 
feet a month.

Lieut.-Col. A. H. Moore, the acting 
Chairman of the Board of Governors, 
says that there seems to be a mistaken 
impression that the number of typhoid 
cases at the Hospital is due to an out­
break in the institution. “That is not 
so,” he said. "Twenty cases were brought 
there from outside, and it was in nursing 
and caring for these that the Medical 
Su|*erintendent and nurses contracted 
the disease.”

Building permits were issued to-day to 
the Crescent City Oil Company for a 
cement block stable on Caroline street, 
between Cannon and Sheaf fe streets, to 
cost $400* and to W. A. Noble for a 
brick house on Kent street, s-out-h of 
Aberdeen ai venue, to cost $4,000.

Much difficulty is being encountered 
fixing up Caroline street, north of Bar­
ton street, where the road caved in ow­
ing to a break in the sewer. When a 
hole was made in the road the water 
spouted up like a fountain. Three pumps 
were working this morning. The road is 
closed against traffic.

The special committee appointed in 
connection with the smoke nuisance con­
ferred with City Solicitor Waddell yes­
terday. The members were given copies 
of the by-law and the order passed by 
the Railway Commission. They will de­
cide shortly what action will be taken.

The whole fewer system of Ixmdon is 
•aid to be demoralised, and the city has 
engaged an expert to make a report. 
“The system here is not in any too good 
shape,” said City Engineer Macalhim to­
day. and he attributes this to the patch­
work policy followed in laying sewers.

MILK PRICES.
Dealers Will Likely Meet to Dis­

FATAL INJURY
Sustained by Brantford Man on 

Railway To-day.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Brantford, Ont., Sept. 22.—Clarence 

Bridge, steel tapper in the local Grand 
Trunk yards, was fatally injured here 
this morning when he stepped into the 
ard eqgine unawares. The latter was 
acking down the yard and Bridge step­

ped out of a coach to cross over for the 
8.10 train, which had just arrived. Both 
arms were lacerated, his head being1 bad­
ly crushed, with one eye removed, be­
sides internal injuries of a severe nature 
being sustained. Bridge was rushed to 
the hospital, with no chances for hfe re­
covery. He was Conservative Chairman 
of Ward 2 and was well known.

WILL DEVOTE EFFORTS
TO PROVE HIS CLAIMS.

That Will be the First Undertaking of Dr. Cook—Has Launched on
a Campaign of Publicity.

W. S. CHAMP 
BACKS COOK.

Hamilton Man Knows the Danes, 
and Feels Sure

That They Had Ample Proof of 
Cook’s Bona Ftdes.

Thinks Peary Has Made a Very 
Great Mistake.

William S. Champ, of this city, one of 
the trustees of the estate of William 
Ziegler, who, before he died, financed 
several attempts to reach the North 
Pole by Evelyn Baldwin and others, ar­
rived in New York on Monday on the 
Celtic, of the White Star line, from Liv- 
erjK)ol. Mr. Champ, who has been as far 
north as latitude 83 in relief work, spoke 
plainly in regard-to the Peary-Cook con­
troversy.

“I believe that both Commander 
Peary and Dr. Cook discovered the 
polo,” said Mr. Champ. “But I think 
that Commander Peary has made a 
great mistake. He should have kept 
quiet, at least, or the proper thing to 
have done was to send a telegram of 
congratulation to Dr. Cook as soon as 
he heard of the arrival of Dr. Cook in 
Denmark. Commander Peary has not 
shown himself a sport and he is evident­
ly a poor loser.

“He has acted very foolishly, and if 
Dr. Cook proves that he has been there 
all right, he has a very good cause for 
libel against Commander Peary. There 
is one thing that strikes me very forci­
bly in this controversy. That is, it is a 
great mistake for an explorer to spend 
so much time, money and effort in ob­
taining such a result and not take one 
white man—a scientific man—to sub­
stantiate his work.

“No explorer has done it before, and 
had not Nansen offered undoubted re­
cords to support his contention that, at 
the time, he had been farthest north, he 
would not have been believed. Knowing 
what T do of the Danes, I cannot believe 
but that they have had Dr. Cook ‘on the 
carpet' before them and he has placed 
facts in their hands that have convinced 
them. Dr. Cook will have to submit re­
cords ot the Geographical Society, in 
Washington, where they will be worked 
out. It took them nearly two years to 
work out the figures of the Ziegler polar 
expedition, so the public should not be 
too impatient.”

FIRE ESCAPES 
FOR HOTELS.

License Department Takes Mat­
ter Up at Last.

Word has reached here that the Pro­
vincial License Department ie at last 
taking steps to see that all the hotels in 
Ontario are properly equipped with five 
escapes. It is stated by the officials here 
that very few of the hotels in Hamilton 
have anything like proper fire escape 
equipment, and the danger of loss of life 
in case of fire during the races and other 
times, when the citv is crowded with vis­
itors, has frequently been pointed out. 
It is not through any fault of the local 
officials that such a condition exists. The 
matter is entirely in the hands of the 
License Department.

The Department is at present conduct 
ing a series of experiments on fire es­
capes with a view to secure one that can 
be standardized for the Province. The 
commercial travellers are insisting on 
this, which ie part of the new policy 
of the Department to bring up the effi­
ciency of all licensed hotels to serve the 
needs of the traveling public.

A CONTEST.

Arranged by the Hamilton Sum­
mer School of Oratory.

The Hamilton Summer School for Ora 
tory, successfully organized last June 
by the Canadian Club, for the purpose 
of assisting the young orators connected 
with the local debating clubs in the art 
of public speaking, will complete the 
course of lectures about October 1st. 
Tlie appreciation of and interest in the 
school has been shown by well attended 
classes. The closing exercises will take 
place in Association Hall on Tuesday 
night, Oct. 19th, when a free oratorical 
contests will be held. The students are 
working hard for the success of this 
event, and the public will have an op­
portunity of judging the accomplish 
mente that can be derived from a school 
of this character.

New York, Sept. 22.—Herbert L. Bridg­
man, Secretary of the Peary Arctic Olub, 
who accompanied Mrs. Peary northward 
to join her husband^ said last night, 
when informed of Commander Peary’s re­
fusal to appear at any public function 
until the Polar controversies have been 
settled:

“I expected this despatch, and Com­
mander Peary’s action will meet the ap­
proval of his friends. Only tentative 
plans for his reception have been made, 
and even these were held in abeyance, 
because it was believed he would prefer 
his friends should await word from him 
before they committed him. This an­
nouncement will therefore cause no in­
convenience.”

There is disappointment in the city at 
large, however, and particularly in the 
Hudson-Fultou Commission, which had 
placed Peary’s name on the Naval Par­
ade Committee before he sailed north 
and had eagerly hoped for his return in 
time to add glory to the celebration.

AH the throng 
asked was a chance to see him when he 
left hte <dub house for the Waldorf-As­
toria, where he spent the night, and they 
were perfectly willing to wait.

This loyalty without and enthusiasm 
within tw club from the friends and fel­
low citizens among whom Dr. Cook has 
lived so moved him that, when he rose 
to than his hosts, after a Brooklyn sing­
ing society had given the noble old Ger­
man hymn, "This is God’s Day,” tears 
stood in his eyes. He has never been 
described as an emotional man, but no 
one who saw him could doubt that he 
was deeply moved.

“You nave shown me,” he said, “that 
it is good to go to the North Pole. In 
returning, the cheers of other peoples 
have been a delight, yet there is no 
human erester to compare with the 
heartfelt tribute of my own people. I 
cannot adequately express it, but it dis­
pels in one instant al lthe long-drawn 
discomforts of the Arctic quest.

To the waiting throngs outside, the 
doctor shouted from a window :

"I thank you for the honor of this cor­
dial and musical welcome.”

At 9.30 he took an automobile for the

Waldorf, and, cheered by the crowd, 
slowly plowed his way to the Brooklyn 
Bridge. At the Waldorf the explorer 
retired early for much needed rest to 
await further greetings to-day.

Commander Peary’s next public ap­
pearance wiU be at the banquet 
tendered by the Arctic Club to­
morrow night at the Waldorf-Astoria. 
He 'has put all but the finishing touches 
to the first book narrative of nis Polar 
experiences, but it is probable that he 
will write a series of magazine articles 
also. His first labor, however, will be 
the preparation of the record of his dis­
coveries, upon which he depends to con­
vince the scientific world, and, through 
them, the world at large, that his claims 
are well founded. He has promised that 
this record shall be made public as soon 
** it is fHed, first at the University of 
Copenhagen, and probably without wait­
ing for the verdict of that body.

Neither the discoverer nor Mr. Brad­
ley has commented on Commander 
Peary’s latest decision to remain in com­
parative retirement until the question of 
Polar supremacy is settled. It is be­
lieved, however, that, being fully launch­
ed on a career of publicity. Dr. Cook 
will hot follow the naval officer’s exam-

ONE BOARD 
IN CONTROL

Suggested as Best Plan of Re­
moving Friction.

Plan to Amalgamate Hospital 
and Health Boards.

Temporary Shack Tor Scarlet 
Fever Patients.

The constant friction between the Hos­
pital Governors and the Board of 
Health, followed by the latest breach 
over the scarlet fever epidemic, has sug­
gested to some of the aldermen the ad­
visability of amalgamating the two 

boards. It is said there is nothing to 
prevent this being done, and it will not 
be. surprising if the council takes the 
matter up. Hamilton is perhaps the 
only city in Canada where the corpora­
tion owns and controls the hospital. To 
do this special legislation was passed 
some years ago. The aldermen who fav­
or an amalgamation of the two boards 
think that much better results would 
be obtained and the cause of friction 
would be removed.

The Hospital Board has practically 
abandoned the idea of using one of the 
Euclid avenue houses as a temporary 
hospital for the scarlet fever cases in 
view of the strong opposition. If such 
an attempt were made it is likely the 
residents would endeavor to get an in­
junction, restraining the board from 
using the house for such a purpose.

The governors met this morning, and 
conferred with Chairman Peregrine, of 
the Finance Committee, and Mayor Mc­
Laren. They agreed that the best thing 
to do was erect a temporary shack while 
the $10,000 addition is being made to 
the present isolation buildings. The 
board went down to the grounds this 
morning to pick out a site.

Frank Quinn, acting chairman of the 
Board of Health, was asked to-day, if 
the fact that not a member of the 
hoard accepted the invitation to attend 
the conference yesterday was to he tak­
en as an indication that the board had 
wiped its hands of the isolation hospi­
tal, he said, “I did not feel like going 
there to be humiliated. I met the Mayor 
at noon yesterday, and he told me the 
city desired the Hospital Board to look 
after the cases. So what was the use 
of us going to the meeting. I guess the 
other members felt the same. I don’t 
think that infectious or contagious dis­
eases, such as scarlet fever and diph­
theria. or even scarlet fever, should be 
in such close proxirajty to an operating 
room. God help the poor fellow who 
has to- go down there to be cut up. You 
wop't catch me there.”

TAIL END OF 
GREAT STORM.

Mexican Visitor Less Furious 
When It Reached Hamilton.

Scores of Lives Lost At Many 
Places In South.

Schooners Driven Ashore, Build­
ings Unroofed

The tail end of the great blow which 
had its origin in Mexico on Sunday, 
during the night, struck Hamilton this 
morning. It had, however spent the 
greater part of its fury upon its long 
journey and the only damage hereabouts 
reported consisted of broken glass, trees 
damaged and fruit blown down. Quite a 
number of shade trees had limbs broken 
off and what peaches were still on the 
trees when the gale set in were soon 
strewn about the grounds. There is some 
fear for the winter apples, too.

SCORES OF LIVES LOST.
New Orleans, Sept. 22.—Scores of lives 

are reported to have been lost as a re­
sult of a tidal wave which swept a con­
siderable portion of the Louisiana coast 
during Monday's tropical hurricane, 
pouring its resistless volume on the de­
fenceless denizens of the coast. It is 
believed that the water has swept away 
perhaps a hundred people. Reports in­
dicate that the fatalities were the most 
numerous along the Gulf bordering the 
shores of Terrebonne parish. News of 
the disaster was brought into Houma, 
the parish seat of Terrebonne, by half 
clad men and women who managed to 
save some kind of a craft by which they 
succeeded in reaching shelter. They re­
lated stories of great havoc. Relief ex­
peditions were last night sent out of 
Houma to the stricken section. M. J. 
Smith, of Newbury, Ala., who was am­
ong a fishing party at the mouth of 
Bayou Terrebonne, is known to have 
been drowned.

Tidings from Gland Isle, La., where it is 
feared great damage has been done, 
with possible loss of life, are still lack­
ing.

SCHOONERS DRIVEN ASHORE.
Pensecola, Fla., Sept. 22.—The storm 

attained its greatest velocity at 2 a. m., 
when it reached 64 miles an hour from 
the southeast. Two small schooners 
were driven ashore on the west beach. 
At the navy yard the coal wharf was 
damaged and five large coal barges 
beached. At Fort Barrancas a launch 
was sunk and the wharf damaged. Two 
men axe reported drowned in attempt­
ing to cross the big lagoon, 8 miles west 
of this city, while endeavoring to reach 
Fort McRae in a' small boat.

Memphis, Tenn., Sept. 21.—It is re­
ported here to-day that Greenville, Miss., 
is wrecked and that half the houses in 
the town were unroofed by the terrific 
storm of last night. A number of lives 
are said to have been lost.

St. Louis, Mo.. Sept. 21.—It is re­
ported in stock circles here that half of 
Natchez, Miss., has been destroyed by 
the storm Avhich has swept the Gulf 
States.

CUPITZ_ CASE
Was Dismissed Because There 

Was No Sale of Liquor.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Beamsville, Sept. 22.—Police Magis­

trate Riggins gave judgment in the 
Cupitz case this morning. As was ex­
pected, he dismissed it, explaining that, 
upon the charge laid, selling liquor with­
out a license, he could do nothing else. 
He commented severely upon the dis­
graceful orgies carried on and upon the 
desecration of the Lord’s Day.

R. O. Konkle was before the Magis­
trate this morning, charged with offer­
ing for sale unripe grapes. He pleaded 
guilty and was fined $10 and costs, the 
whole amounting to $14.65.

HOLD LOCAL 
SHAM FIGHT.

Thai Has Been Decided Upon by 
the Officers.

Will Take Place Here on 
Thanksgiving Day.

Resignation of Col. Hendrie Re­
gretted by Military Men.

In vi«w of the fact that the regular 
Thanksgiving Dav sham battle will 
not be held this jear, Lieut.-Col. Logie 
and the officers of the Hamilton garri­
son have decided to hold a local fight. 
Up to date no definite arrangements 
have been made, but it ia understood 
that only the Hamilton Regiments and 
oorps will participate. The matching 
will not be heavy as the object of the 
officers is to make the dav more of an 
outjng and pleasure for the men than 
an education.

The resignation of Lieut.-Col. Hendrie 
has been much commented upon by the 
officers of the garrison. They feel that 
the militia is suffering a loss, and al­
though his retirement was only a matter 
of time there is a feeling of general re­
gret at the step taken, by his brother 
officers. The promotion of Major Tids- 
well to the command of the second bri­
gade of the Canadian Field Artillery 
will likely follow, and will be received 
with approval by all the military men in 
the city. During his connection with the 
4th Field Battery he has proved him­
self a capable and energetic officer, and 
one well qualified to fill this important 
post.

EXPRESS SCHEDULE PILED.
Ottawa, Sept. 22.—(Special.)— A 

schedule of express rates from the 
United States to Canadian points and 
between two American points through 
Canada was ' filed with the Railway 
Commission to-day by the Express Tar­
iff Association of Canada. Judge Mabee 
said he would allow the tariff to he 
filed, but it would be subject to the 
.•oming inquiry into express rates.

TO AWAIT A 
BIG UPHEAVAL.

Religious Fanatics Expect Earth’s 
Crust to Peel Off.

Providence, R. I., Sept. 22.—True to 
their belief that a great upheaval is 
about to occur, whereby the top crust 
of the earth will peel off, carrying the 
wicked to destruction and leaving “the 
elect” in undisputed possession of the 
world, several Rhode Island families 
belonging to the sect known as the 
“Ijatter Reign of the Apostolic Church,” 
have gone to Dux bury, Mass., an ap­
pointed place, to wait for the cataclysm. 
The time set for the trumph of the 
faithful is Friday next at 10 a. m.

THE
HOUSEKEEPER

To serve two dozen tomatoes, cut 
small piece from top of each, after 
scalding and peeling. Chop one cucum­
ber and two green peppers after remov­
ing seeds of peppers. Scoop out a third 
of each tomato and add to chopped 
mixture. Salt nnd add lemon juice to 
taste; drain off surplus juice. Stuff 
tomatoes with mixture, set on ice, and 
when ready to serve, add n|ayonnaise, 
stiff enough not to run, to top of each.

A home-made labor saver of which 
any housekeeper may be proud is ^ com­
bination flour and cornmeal bin, table 
and molding board. To make get a pine 
box, an old piano or organ box will do 
—and cut it down to four feet six inches 
in length, eighteen inches high, and 
twenty-one inches wide. Put four legs 
underneath to make this box the height 
of an ordinary kitchen table and hinge 
the lid. On the inside, front and back, 
nail a narrow moulding about four 
inches below the top of the box. The 
kneading board rests and slides freely 
on this molding. Divide the box cross­
ways into two compartments, one for 
wheat flour, the other for cornmeal or 
back, nail a small shelf to hold salt, 
baking powder, biscuit cutter, measur­
ing spoon, etc. Keep the rolling pin 
and sifter in one bin out of the dust.

Heat one-fourth of a cupful of best 
ounces of blanched almonds, and fry a 
pale brown color. Drain on paper, then 
toss them in a seasoning of salt, red 
pepper, and paprika mixed together. 
Dry in the oven, taking care that they 
do not. become parched. Chop finely 
and sprinkle on to buttered bread, cover 
with another butter «life, and cut in 
fancy shapes. These will be found to 
be both novel and delicious.

FIGHT TUBERCULOSIS
International Commission of Veter­

inarians Appointed. •

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—An International 
Commission composed of seven Ameri­
cans and five Canadian*, under the 
Chairmanship of Dr. J. G. Rutherford,. 
Live Stock Commissoiner and Veterin­
ary Director-General for Canada, has 
been established to consider ways and 
means for securing the control and erad 
i cat ion of bovine tuberculosis in Canada 
and the United^ States. The commis­
sion, which will co-operate with the 
Governments of each country, is the 
outcome of the annual meeting of the 
American Veterinary Association in Chi­
cago this month.

The question of bovine tuberculosis 
is the chief problem now confronting 
veterinary sanitation, the annual loss 
from diseased cattle running up int) 
hundreds of millions in the two coun-

SAINT PAUL DRAPED IN MOURN­
ING FOR JOHNSON.

New Man in Office—Adolph O. Eber- 
hart, a Republican, Succeeds— 
Born in Sweden.

St. Paul, Minnn., Sept. 21.—The most 
remarkable tribute ever paid to the 
memory of a public man in Minnesota 
was accorded the late Governor Johnson 
to-day. From the hour that his death 
was first publicly announced, by tolling 
bells in Rochester, all usual public 
activity was abandoned. All banks, 
stores and offices were closed and build­
ings were draped in black and purple.

Governor Johnson’s body was escorted 
to n special train by citizens from c\ery 
walk of life. On the train were Mrs. 
Johnson, a few of her personal friends, 
and state officials. Mayor Thomson had 
proclaimed it a day of public mourning.

At St. Paul the train was met by 
detachments of all the local companies 
of the national guard, and an escort of 
police. In spite of a heavy downpour of 
rain, the procession to the state capitol 
was viewed by thousands of people.

At the capitol the body was placed in 
the rotunda, where it will lie in state 
until Thursday, when the body will be 
taker to Saint Peter for burial.
NEW GOVERNOR OF MINNESOTA.

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 21.—Adolph 
O. Eberhart was sworn in as Governor 
of the State of Minnesota to-day. Ac­
cording to the constituting the lieuten­
ant-governor becomes Governor immedi­
ately following the death of the Gov-

Adolph O. Eberhart was born in Swe­
den, 36 years ago, and came to Minhe- 
sota in 1881. He first studied for the 
mii.istrv. but afterward took up the 
study of law and soon built up a large 
practice. For many years Mr. Bber- 
hart has been interested in politics, and 
had worked hard for the success of the 
Republican party. In 1903 and 1905 lie ! 
was elected to the State Senate. In ! 
1900 be was elected lieutenant-governor j 
and was re-elected in 1908.

onto Property.

Toronto, Sept. 22.—The value of pro­
perty on Bay street still continues to 
grow and the thoroughfare is already a 
centre for offices and warehouses. The* 
latest purchase is that of the old Emer­
gency Hospital site and the London and 
Canadian Loan Agency building, both 
part of the Rogers estate. The two 
sites have been purchased by Mr. Sidney 
Small, acting for Messrs. Xemilius Jar­
vis & Co., the price paid being $190,000.

TARRED ROADS.
The motor .car and automobile may be 

a nuisance and a menace, but they have 
done much to keep alive the agitation 
for good roads. Over in Britain much 
attention has been given to the subject 
of road improvement. Colonel Cromp­
ton, said to be an authority, states that 
roads suffer most from wear and tear 
in the wet season, and that street wat­
ering and the scavenger’s broom cause 
much of the deterioration of the roads. 
It is curious, remarks Colonel Crompton, 
how little attention has been directed to 
this side of the question hitherto, and it 
is only now that it is beginning general­
ly to be perceived that, instead of the 
roads being worn out by traffic, the real 
enemies to their durability are frost, 
rain and wind—in fact, that the effects 
of weather have been far more import­
ant and difficult to deal with than the 
traffic itself. “We are also beginning,” 
says Colonel Crompton, “to see how 
much our urban and suburban macadam 
roads suffer from artificial watering and 
constant scavenging, for all road en­
gineers are agreed that the uneven sur­
faces and pot holes we commonly asso­
ciate with these roads are practically 
confined to the districts where the wa­
ter cart reigns supreme. Although tar­
ring our roads was originally introduced 
as a means to keep down the dust that 
had been already formed, it is now found 
that tare, bitumens and allied water­
proofing compounds perform the far 
more important d*<ity of keeping the 
water out of our roads.”

When the roads are water-proofed ar­
tificial watering may be much reduced 
tin amount, thus greatly saving the 
loads. In some cases, in England, he 
says, they are tar-spraying the roads, af­
ter they have been repaired with the 
highest efficiency, but the best results 
are obtained, as would be expected, 
when the roads are entirely resurfaced 
with tarred material. This must be àone 
when the roads are thoroughly clean 
and dry. From the above it will be 
seen that a coating not only lays the 
dust on the roads, but it keeps them 
from being cut up and honeycombed 
with rain at every recurring rainstorm. 
A case in point is the Jolley Cut, which 
is cut up and furrowed and lined with 
water courses ; a good tarring might do 
some good, but it would require a lot of 
repair in the first place.

According to an Australian despatch, 
the Government of that country is about 
to plunge into a military scheme of no 
small magnitude. In addition to its 
naval programme, it is proposed to raise 
a force of 260,000 well-trained soldiers 
with a second line of 115,000 as a reserve. 
Compulsion, we are told, will at first be 
Mtufted to closely populated areas. This 
is taking up the “white man's burden” 
in deadly earnest.

The Trades Congress at Quebec has 
pronounced against the growth of mili­
tarism. The men who toil to pay the 
bills, and who are made "food for gun­
powder,” are beginning to see the folly 
of establishing a class whose wealth and 
offices depend upon exploiting them. 
Now the Hamilton Herald may be ex­
pected to exercise its capacity for sneer­
ing at the Trades Congress for its “anti- 
militarist” ideas.

Although Lieut.-Col. Hendrie has com­
pleted his 25 years’ militia service and 
retired from the command of the second 
brigade of field artillery, he is not in­
capacitated from serving hie country 
should occasion arise.

The company taking advan­
tage of such an offer should have a 
snap. Here is half a million dollars, a 
considerable percentage of the entire 
cost of the plant presented as a free 
gift. The situation of Sydney is in it­
self an attraction. If encouragement is 
what is needed induce the building of 
ships in Canada, there should be no 
more hesitation.

Some of the fdol organs which would 
build Chinese tariff walls a mile high 
•round Canada have been complaining 
that Canada permits electricity to be 
exported, and treating the matter as 
one of great injury to the country. The 
Montreal Gazette has not patience with 
such grumbling. It says: “It is alleged 
as an offence that the power companies 
at Niagara Falls are exporting more 
electric current than they sell in Can­
ada. The cheese makers all over the 
country are also sending abroad more 
of their product than is used at home. 
Ia their conduct also a crime?”

Perhaps some time in the distant fu­
ture Toronto may get a Council which 
wiH he guided by common aeHke. For 
years it has hindered the people from 
getting an efficient railway service by re­
fusing to permit necessary lines of rail­
way being built. It has spent a vast 
sum of money in litigation, carrying the 
matter to the Imperial Privy Council, 
only to be defeated ; and still it at­
tempts to continue the war. The On­
tario Railway Board recently passed on 
the matter and decided on lines to be 
built . The city again went to law. Now 
Chief Justice Mona upholds the Railway 
Board’s ruling, and gives the city an­
other knock-down. Toronto people ex­
hibit much patience toward auch wooden­
headed municipal government.

Lord Rosebery, in hie speech at Glas­
gow on September 10, did not, in ao 
many words, declare for the rejection of 
the budget by the Lords, but that was 
the logical conclusion of his argument. 
Already Lord Rosebery is being quoted 
against himself. When Sir Wm. Yemon- 
Harcourt’s budget of 1884 was being de­
nounced as confiscatory, socialistic, and 
revolutionary, Lord Rosebery was Prime 
Minister, and his advice to the Lords 
waa very different. He then said:

I do not think it necessary for the 
purpose of passing the bill that they 
(the peers) should make themselves 
master of it, because I deprecate alto­
gether the idea that the House of Lords 
has anything to do with money bills. 
Any discussion of it must obviously be 
academic, and therefore I should have 
thought the least said soonest mended 
with regard to this measure.

A local contemporary takes exception 
to the Times' statement that typhoid is 
not conveyed from person to person by 
what is commonly known as contact in­
fection, and points out that some per­
sons are known as “typhoid carriers. ” 
This contemporary seems to think that 
the existence of such “carriers” dis­
proves our statement. Far from that be­
ing true, the facts are wholly consistent. 
Those “carriers” are properly restrained, 
when possible, and all the dischargee of 
their bodies sterilised, ao that they may 
not contaminate their locality. But 
the fact remains that the germ must ac­
tually be taken into the body to set up 
the disease. Osier (“Practice of Medi­
cine”) says: “There is no conclusive evi­
dence that typhoid bacilli can ever en­
ter the body except through the intestin­
al tract.” And he quotes with approval 
Maclagan as saying that a single bacil­
lus in ten days might produce a million.

SUCCESSFUL

!■ Two-Day Offensive Movement 
Against Moors.

"NTadrid, Sept. 12.—The Spanish forces 
in Morocco, according to the latest de­
spatches received here, were eminently 
succèsful on Sept. 20 and Sept. 21 in at­
taining their offensive object, the turn­
ing of Mount Guruga, and surrounding 
of the ferocious Beni Sicar tribesmen. 
The (iovernment ia to-day publishing 
broadcast accounts of many thrilling and 
gallant episodes of the fighting, and the 
war fever ia at high pitch.

All the reports agreetthat the Moors 
showd famtiral courage, but they were 
m*t with a fine display of Spanish valor.

Near Taxdir four battalions of Spanish 
troops were deployed over a front six 
mites long. They were charged suddenly 
by 200 Arab horsemen. Gen. Tovar, per­
ceiving that the enemy threatened to 
brrak the line, sent out a strong detach­
ment of Chasseurs and cavalrymen to 
check them. The two parties encoun­
tered each other with a terrific shock. 
At first the Moons broke, but they re­
turned to the attack several times be­
fore they were finally routed, leaving 
many dead on the field.

Hie Spanish infantry then feinted a re­
treat, and the Moors, reinforced, swept 
down upon them. The Spanish line then 
about faced and fired repeated volleys 
point blank into the enemy, putting them 
to flight.

Trick, by Which Th«y Pmnch Their

The anarchiet group is the loosest 
sort of arganization of which one can 
conceive, so loose in fact that it is bare­
ly oiganic at alL It has no conditions 
of membership, no officers, no constitu­
tion or by-laws, neither does it recog­
nize any precedents. Its place of meet­
ing is the only thing about it that ap­
proaches fixity, and even this may shift 
from cafe to wine shop, from wine shop 
to private dwelling and back to wine 
shop again.

>lanv of these chansons—the majority 
perhaps- are never put into type. They 
are transmitted from group to group, 
as were the folksongs of yore, by such 
anarchists who are by nature lyrically 
inclined, particularly by the picturesque 
trimardeurs.

Such of the chansons as are printed 
retail at two sous each and wholesale at 
0d sous a hundred. They are sung in 
the public squares and on the^ street 
corners of the large cities by itinerant 
singers, who act as »o many singing 
masters, teaching their audiences the 
words and airs of the chansons they 
sell them.

All attempts to establish a daily anar 
chiat paper in France have failed, but the 
written propaganda of anarchy counts 
several weekly papers that may be reck­
oned prosperous as anarchist prosperity 
goes. The oldest and best known of 
these. Les Temps Nouveaux (ex-La Re­
volte, ex Le Revoke), foufided many 
veers hack by Piere Kropotkine and 
Elisée Reclus, is an eight page sheet, 
sold at two sous a copy.

It is an able and well nigh dignified 
publication, almost as much read by the 
intellectually alert Frenchmen who are 
not anarchists as by those who are, in 
consequence of it» literary supplement, 
which consists mainly of excerpts from 
the eminent authors, living and dead, 
who have exposed, without confessing 
themselves revolutionists, the injustices 
and corruptions of modern society.

Scarcely a month passes that does not 
see the birth and death of more than 
one anarchist periodical in Paris. The 
French fondness for almanacs is also 
turned to the account of the propagan­
da by the publication of the Almanac de 
la Revolution, now in its fourth year.

The French art sense is similarly util­
ized bv the issuance of reproductions 
(sold for home decoration* at 10 to an 
•ou» and as illustrated postal cards at 
1 and 2 sous) of anarchist drawings oi 
remarkable artietie worth. When an 
anarchist periodical ia suppressed by the 
Government it is quickly replaced by 
placards and handbills, bearing no im 
print, which are the bitterer and the 
more violent for being clandestine and 
irresponsible. „

TIMBER LICENSES.
hie ts to 

Socceufel Teeelerers.
the

Toronto, Sept. 22.—The Provincial 
Government has awarded the licenses 
for cutting timber on a number of 
berths in the Thunder Bay, Kenora. 
Rainy River, Sudbury and Algoma dis­
tricts in accordance with a recent call 
for tenders. An exceptionally large num­
ber of tenders were received and the 
prices of the highest, which were ac­
cepted. are regarded as very satisfac­
tory. The timber on several of the 
berths was not disposed of where the 
bids were not deemed sufficient.

“The prices secured are probably 
the most satisfactory ever received by 
the Province," said Mr. Aubrey White, 
Deputy Minister of Lands. “The sale 
on the Mississauga reserve brought re­
cord prices, and this despite the fact 
that it was damaged timber. Had it 
been green timber the prices would have 
been phenomenal.

“The present sales are of cut-off pro­
perty and are cleaning-up sales. The 
timber was cut over under the old per­
mit system, and is now given out by 
tender under license." In all 51 berths, 
comprising 1,425 1-4 square miles, were 
disposed of.

In all cases dues of $2 per thousand 
feet, board measure, on timber cut and 
five cents per tie on ties are added to 
the prices quoted.

SOUVENIR HUNTERS.
While the Roosevelt lay at the city 

wharf this afternoon a throng of sight­
seers went through the ship from stemf 
to.stem. Souvenir hunters carried away 

■ everything portable, and many valuable 
records and data belonging to Professor 
McMillan were lost. There were records 
of tides and anima! life north of 82 de­
grees latitude, the names of all the Es­
kimos in the Etah region, together with 
more than a hundred books in which 
many important marginal notes had been 
made. No records bearing on the dash 
to the Pole were lost. The missing 
books are of immense value and cannot 
b* replaced, but the authorities are issu­
ing a public appeal for their return.

? HAS BROUGHT THE POLE.
The reception to Commander Peary 

to-day oega-n when the Roosevelt edged 
her way past Low Point, eleven miles 
down the bay, and continued all the 
way to the harbor, and until the Com­
mander reached the Sydney Hotel, where 
he made a short speech, and found him­
self the centre of a greet demonstration.

“Eleven times I have left Sydney for 
the north,” said the Commander. “Once 
I brought back the largest meteor ever 
found; the last time I brought back my 
Farthest North, and this time I havo 
brought back the North Pole.”

TALKS TO REPORTERS.
When Commander Peary received the 

correspondents in the parlor of his suite 
in the hotel late this afternoon he stated 
that he wpuld be open to anv questions, 
but that he would use bis discretion in 
answering them. The first question that 
was asked of him had reference to Dr. 
Cook.

Peary was told that Dr. Cook had re- 
i tara ted his statement that a note signed 
br Peary and directing Bo's’n Murphy, of 
the Roosevelt, to seize any stores he 
found at Etah as being under the status 
of abandoned goods, had been found by 
Cook and a copy of it made by him.

“Bo’s’n Murphy, of course, had his 
written instructions from me when he 
left the Roosevelt to remain in Etah be­
fore we «ailed northward in August, 
1908,” said Peary. “The orders were 
from me, and they will be published, of 
course, at the proper time.”

.CANADA'S TRADE.
Mr. Henry Ckaplin Fears Britain 

Will Lose It.

London, Sept. 21.—Mr. Henry Chap­
lin, M. P., speaking at Stourbridge to­
day, said that at present Canada re­
quired annually to purchase goods to 
the amount of fifty millions sterling. 
If Britain had conceded her the slight 
preference she asked, the whole of that 
market would have been placed at the 
disposal of the British workers, because 
duties would have been imposed upon 
other countries which would have pre­
vented their interfering.

MURDER WAS
THE VERDICT.

MRS. ROBINSON FOUND GUILTY 
AT SUDBURY YESTERDAY.

Judge Refused to Accept Verdict
Without They Also Found the Ac­
cused Insane.

Sudbury. Ont., Sept. 21.—After six 
hours’ deliberation, the jury on the
case of Mrs. Robinson, found the pri­
soner guilty of the murder of the
infant of her daughter Jessie, on the
7th day of March, 1908. No other 
verdict seemed possible, although the 
jury found also that the accused was 
laboring under a great mental strain 
when committing the deed and recom­
mended that she be shown the mercy of 
the Executive.

The defence was one of temporary 
insanity, it being claimed that the 
facts surrounding tjie crime were such , 
as to justify the contention that Mrs. 
Robinson could not have realized what 
she was doing.

At 10 o’clock this morning Mrs. 
Robinson took the witness stand and 
in the space of three short hours told 
of the heartburning and years of 
anguish that had filled a mother’s 
heart. When she entered the court­
room she seemed on the verge of col­
lapse. She sat down in the dock and 
immediately broke into sobs. Her evi­
dence was most pathetic.

The jurv retired at 4.25, and after 
two hours’ deliberation returned with 
the verdict that Mrs. Robinson was 
not guilty of the crime, as she was 
not responsible for her actions at the 
time the deed was committed. The 
finding was entirely unsatisfactory to 
Justice Magee, and he again charged 
the jury, stating that they would have 
to find the prisoner insane in order to 
grant acquittal. The jury retired and 
again returned to the court-room at 8.20 
with their verdict unchanged.

Mr. justice Magee would not ac­
cept the verdict, and carefully went 
over the definition of insanity, as 
outlined in tfce Criminal Code, and 
sent the jury out for the tl$rd time, 
explaining to them that insanity in 
law was a disease of the brain, mak­
ing a person incapable of understanding 
the nature of an act at the time com-

The jury returned at 10.40 with the 
verdict of guilty.

A reserve case was immediately ap­
plied for by counsel for Mrs. Robin­
son on the following points: (1) That 
the first verdict was a true verdict ; 
(2) That the charge of the judge 
was calculated to unduly influence the 
jury in a finding of fact; (3) That the 
refusal of the judge to accept the first 
verdict, and his second charge to the 
jury, deprived the prisoner of a trial by 
jury.

Sentence was not pronounced, and 
the jury was dismissed. In the court­
room was the aged father and mother of 
James Robinson, and the mother of 
Mrs. Robinson and the Rev. Mr. and 
Mrs. T. Mathieson, the reverend gentle­
man being the hero in the capture of the 
fugitive father about a week ago.

It was learned to-night that the 
Rev. Mr. Mathieson has resigned hia 
pastorate of the Presbyterian Church 
at Richmond, Ont., but that the same 
will not be accepted by the Presby­
tery of Ottawa or his congregation, 
and a resolution has been forwarded 
by each body, expressing every con­
fidence in him, and extending to him 
eVery sympathy in his trouble, and urg­
ently requesting him to withdraw his re­
signation.

IN DETROIT WORKHOUSE.

Toronto Man Sentenced for Trying to 
Entice Girl from Home.

Detroit, Sept. 21.—William Thompson, 
claiming to be a blacksmith, and who 
came here from Toronto only a few days 
ago, was arrested this morning by De­
tective Fox while in the act of trying to 
coax two small girls away from their 
home on Beaubien street. Swift justice 
uas meted out to Thompson this after­
noon, when Justice Steeen sentenced him 
to six months in the workhouse without 
the alternative of a fine.

Drowned in Toronto Boy.
Toronto, Sept. 22.—Swamped by a 

huge wave, a coal-laden barge being 
towed across the bay yesterday after­
noon sank, and as a result William 
Horsnell, of 35 Hoskin avenue, Ward 7, 
was drowned, while another man had a 
narrow escape from meeting a similar 
fate. Horsnell’s body was not recovered 
yesterday, alt!

Quebec, Sept. 21.—A dinner was given 
to-day ot Spencerwood by Lieutenant- 
Governor Sir Alphonse Pelletier in 
honor of the apostolic delegate and the 
archbishops and bishops who are in this 
city attending the Plenary Council. At 
the conclusion of the dinner hie Honor 
rose and said that it was the custom of 
Spencerwood to propose but one toast, 
namely, that of the King, and that with­
out any speech. “Owing to the solemni­
ty,” he added, “I would say the sublim­
ity, of the occasion, I feel that I may 
permit myself to depart from the cus­
tom. His Excellency the apostolic dele­
gate, in his reply to the address of the 
citizens of Quebec the other day, declar­
ed that the union of the religious and 
civil authority contributed not only to 
the salvation of souls, but also to the 
prosperity of the country. I am happy 
to repeat here what I have said on many 
occasions, that I desire the best under­
standing and the most intimate union 
between the religious and civil author­
ity. Hence I propose that we raise our 
glasses to the health of the King and 
to the health of the Sovereign Pontiff.”

At this point the Royal Band played 
the national anthem and the Pontifical 
hymn. Mgr. Sbaretti, in rising to reply, 
said he was happy to say that the Pro­
vince of Quebec gives to the whole world 
an evident proof that a cordial under­
standing between the church and the 
State is advantageous to the temporal 
as well as the spiritual welfare of na­
tions. “1 am pleased to declare again,” 
he said, “that the church has alwavs 
taught this perfect submission to the 
civil authority. I wish to give new proof 
in the message of loyal fidelity that 
the archbishops and bishops of the Do­
minion, assembled in Plenary Council, 
l ave addressed to his Majesty King Ed­
ward VII., and in the reply that his 
Majesty has deigned to send us himself.”

A* MESSAGE TO THE KING.
His Excellency then read the follow­

ing message to the King and his Majes­
ty’s reply :

“To his Majesty King Edward VII., 
London: The apostolic delegate and the 
Catholic archbishops and bishops of Can­
ada, in Plenary Council assembled in 
the city of Quebec, desire to convey to 
your Majesty the expression of their 
own loyalty and that of all your other 
Catholic subjects in this Dominion, as 
well as their grateful appreciation of 
the religious and civil liberty which they 
enjoy under your gracious rule. All 
pray that your reign may be long and 
peaceful. (Signed) Monsignore Sbaretti, 
apostolic delegate."

King Edward replies as follows :
“To Monsignore Sbaretti, apostolic 

delegate, Quebec, Q.: I thank your Ex­
cellency and the archbishops and bishops 
associated with you for your telegram 
of loyalty, which is in all the best tra­
ditions of the church of which you are 
the hierarchy, and of the Dominion 
where you are assembled. It is my con­
stant desire that religious and civil lib­
erty should always be enjoyed by my 
subjects in all parts of the empire.
• Signed) Edward R. and L”

To-day's proceedings of the Plenary 
Council opened with a synodical mass in 
the Bascilica, at which the celebrant 
was Mgr. Meunier, administrator of the 
diocese of London, Ont., which see is at 
present vacant. At 9 o'clock the fathers 
of the council went into secret conclave.

POISONED BY RAT.

LUMBER RATES.
Dominion Railway Commission Says 

Increase Is Unfair.

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—The Railway Com­
mission was engaged all day in hearing 
the complaints of the lumber shippers 
against the recent tariff put in force by 
the railways. The ultimate decision of 
the board was foreshadowed by Chief 
Commissioner Mabee, who summed up 
the evidence just before adjournment.

The original complaint was made in 
1907, and related to discrimination in 
rates among the lumber shippers of the 
Georgian Bay district. At that time 
the railways admitted that many an­
omalies existed, but proposed to put in 
force a uniform tariff, largely based on 
mileage, which would remove all cause 
of complaint. This was done, and then 
the lumber interests attacked the new 
tariff as a device to increase the rates. 
They protested that the reductions 
were largely “paper rates,” being ef­
fective from points where little or no 
business was done, while the increases 
applied to the large shipping and re­
ceiving points, especially Toronto, Ham­
ilton and Montreal. To decide this 
question the new tariff was tried out 
for about a year. The result showed 
increased receipts by the C. P. R. and 
the G. T. R. aggregating nearly $40,000.

Judge Mabee, in delivering the 
opinion of the commission, said that 
while the railways «nay have honestly 
tried to equalize rates, they had, beyond 
doubt, increased them, and, he thought, 
unreasonably. The traffic officer of the 
board was directed to examine into the 
matter with the view of correcting the 
tariff so as to retain the benefits of 
equalization without an increase in 
tolls.

“I would not mind two. three or even 
four thousand dollars’ increase.'* said 
the chief commissioner, “but $N.RO0 is 
no inconsiderable amount. The present 
tariff will remain in effect until a final 
order is made, subject to the former 
understanding ae to a refund to the 
shippers.”

WARSHIPS IN
PEACE GARB

FIGHTING CRAFT OF MANY NA- 
TIONS IN HUDSON RIVER.

Battleship Connecticut to Lead Fleet 
in Big Naval Parade at Hudson- 
Fulton Show.

New York, Sept. 21.—A two-mile line 
of American warships, th^6 largest and 
finest squadron gathered anywhere in 
the world to-day, dropped anchor just 
outside New York harbor shortly after 
sunset to-night. With the flagship Con­
necticut in the lead the men-o’-war will 
steam through the Ambrose Channel 
and the Narrows to-morrow morning, 
to the thundered salute of the great 
forts, as the official representatives of 
the nation at the Hudson-Fulton cele­
bration.

Inside the harbor they will join the 
vanguard of foreign ships already gath­
ered here as the nucleus of the mighty 
armada which will be anchored in the 
Hudson on Saturday. To-morrow there 
will be a tumult of cannonading and 
>owder enough to blow up a city will 

burnt, as greetings are exchanged 
between the American fighters and the 
French squadron, the Mexican gunboat, 
the Argentine training ship and the 
Dutch cruiser.

To augment the assemblage, there 
should arrive some time to-morrow the 
British fleet, led by the armored cruiser 
Inflexible, flying the flag of Sir Edward 
H. Seymour, and including the armored 
cruisers Drake, Duke of Edinburgh and 
Argyle. The German warships also are 
expected to-morrow, and the Italians as 
well, all of which will mean repeated

Germany is sending the three cruisers, 
Victoria Louise, Bremen end Dresden. 
The Italian ships due are the Etna and 
Etruria.

The. flagship Connecticut rode to-night 
at the head of the long crescent which 
tugged at anchor chains in the face of 
a crisp northeast wind off the Ambrose 
Channel lightship. Behind her, with 
plenty of room between/vame the other 
battleships of the Atlantic fleet, vete­
rans of the round-the-world cruise, the 
Kansas, Minnesota, New Hampshire, 
Mississippi, Idoha, Georgia, New Jer­
sey, Nebraska, Rhode Island, Virginia, 
Wisconsin, Ohi, Missouri and Vermont.

The last named arrived early in the 
afternoon from Bridgeport and spent 
an hour or two cruising about the North 
Jersey shore awaiting the arrival of her 
fleet mates. Bringing up the rear of 
the line were the cruisers North Caro­
lina, New York, Birmingham and Salem, 
the auxiliary Panther, tne gunboat Yan­
kee and a few smaller boats. Later 
in the week these will be joined by the 
torpedo flotilla now on their way up 
the coast, and by the battleship Lou­
isiana, the armored cruiser Montana 
and the auxiliary Dixie, all of which 
were delayed at Hampton Roads yes-

The scene of the anchorage to-night 
was a busy one. Launches flitted from
ship to ship, search-lights ogled sea and

all night long, the wireless chattered to 
and fro from ship to ship and from 
the flagship to the Brooklyn navy yard.

HARNESS SAUlT RAPIDS.

Cornwall Business Men Endorse Pro­
ject of Power Company.

Cornwall, Sept. 21 .—The citizens of 
Cornwall have endorsed the schhmo 
of the St. Lawrence Power Company, 
and will petition the Dominion, Gov. 
ernment to give the company per­
mission to carry it out, at the same 
time safeguarding the interests of the 
people of Canada.

The company hoped .to have the 
South Sault dammed from the foot 
of the Long Sault Island to the Am­
erican mainland in four years, and 
a large lock built at this point, where 
the 40-foot falls of the rapids will be 
overcome in one lift. The dam will 
develop from 60,000 to 100,000 horse­
power, which will be distributed in 
the United States and Canada.

The damming of the big rapids, the 
enlarging of the channel between 
Barnhat’s Island and Sheek Island 
and the Cornwall Canal bank will take 
at least seven years. The Cornwall 
Canal will not be interfered with, and 
instead of the present rapids there 
will be a 40-foot fall over the dam a 
length of 3,800 feet.

Mr. Richey, the company’s engineer, 
says that the Long Sault Development 
Company have already invested $!,«• 
000,000 in the scheme.

According to Johnson's line of dope, 
the fight will go fewer than tweive 
rounds.

Chicago, Ill., Sept. 22.— Stanley Ket­
chel, middleweight champion, who will 
meet Jack-Johnson on October 12th in 
a twenty-round go at Coffroth's Colma 
Club, asserts that he will trim the negro 
easily. To substantiate this statement, 
Ketchel told the style of battle he will 
carry to the giant negro.

“I'll rush Johnson from the tap of 
the bell," Ketchel said, ‘‘and his fights 
with Burns and O'Brien showed he is 
no mixer. He could not hit either of 
them hard enough to put them away, 
and I am sure he cannot hit me hard 
enough to hurt. I am positive that I can 
break down his guard and land one or 
two of my wallops, which, I think, will 
be sufficient for him. I intend wading 
right in and using the same tactics I 
employed in my fight with O’Brien, 
when I put the Philadelphian away in 
three rounds. Johnson in his fight with 
O'Brien showed no tendencies to mix 
matters, but preferred to stay away at 
long range and endeavor to outpoint the 
Easterner.

“When I meet Johnson he will be up 
against an entirely different man from 
O Brien and 111 beat him as sure as I 
am standing here. I weight about 175 
pounds now, and will enter the ring 
with Johnson at about the same weight.
I was in grand condition for my fight 
with Langford, and am sorry it did not 
come off, as I am absolutely sure I can 
beat him any old time. Had this fight 
taken place I did not intend standing 
off and swinging at him, but I had out­
lined an attack which I am sure would 
have battered him down and given me 
the chance to land a couple of hard 
punches. I am sorry I missed the chance 
to fight him, but it may come again."

This was the confident manner in 
which Ketchel talked while in the city

on his way to the coast to prepare for 
his battle with Johnson. He spoke in all 
sincerity, and said he would wager a 
large amount on his chances at the pre­
vailing odds on the day of the fight.

Watch the Wiring.
The entire wiring of a car should be 

carefully examined from time to time 
for signs of wear in the insulation. At 
certain places the wires are exposed to 
continual, though slight, friction, which 
will ultimately break through the insul­
ation and establish a short circuit. The 
timely application of a little insulating 
tape will often save much trouble in this 
respect.

Capt. Louis Ferdinand Ferber had 
been detailed for several years past to 
dévote himself exclusively to aeronautic 

Ï experiments in the interests of the 
I French army, and he labored particular- 
! ly with the idea of developing first 
; balloons and then hcavier-thau-air ma- 
j chines for military purposes. His inter­

est turned quickly to the heavier-than- 
air machine, and he was a pioneer in 
this field. He was one of the first men 
in Europe tc become interested in the 
work and progress of the Wright broth­
ers and called the attention of the 
French Government to the successes at­
tained by these American aviators. Capt. 
Ferber took part in the racent aviation 
contests at Rheims, where he flew in 
the race for the International cup and 
also gave an exhibition flight.

Great Printiig Preu Manufacturer 

Died ia London.
London, Sept. 22.—Robert Hoe, head 

of R. Hoe & Co., printing press manu­
facturers, of New York and London, 
died here to-day after a short illness.

Mr. Hoe had been in l»ndon several 
weeks on his annual business visit. He 
suffered an acute attack of kidney 
trouble ten days ago, and his death 
resulted. Mr. Hoe was 73 years old.

Hoe succeeded h-is father, Robert H.

He achieved fame as th 
greatest in a family distinguished for its 
achievements in bringing the mechanical 
art of printing to its present high per­
fection.

Robert Hoe was also the 
inventor of color printing presses.
