The Public Consistory of Thars-
day, 13th of November, was exceed-
ingly interesting and was most nu-
merously attended. It was on this
occasion that the Holy Father gave
the Cardinal's hat to Cardinal Laur-
enzi, Celesia, Massaia, Gori-Merosi,
Musotti, and Vergn. At ten in the
morning these new Cardinals enter-
ed tho Sixtine Chapel and, whilst
the Pontifical singers chanted the
motetts sung on this occasion, they
took the oath according to the Apos-
tolic Constitutions in presence of the
Cardinals, Heads of Orders of the
Camerlengo, and of the Vice-Chan-
cellor of the Moly Roman Church as
well as of the Camerlengo of the
Sacred College. The throne of His
Holiness was prepared at one end of
the Sala Regia, which he entered at
half-past ten, borne on the Sedia
yestatoria, with the dabelli, or white
ostrich feathor fans, carriod beside
him. At this time the Sala Regia
was filled, tho only space left clear
being the line, kept on oach side by
Swiss and Palatino guands, through
which the procession of the Pope
and the Cardinals should pass. In
tho intefvals of the ceremontes which
followed the entrance of the Holy
Father and his bestowal of the hat
upon the new Cardinals, the Con-
sistorial Advocate made instance for
the first time in favor of the cause of
Beatitication of the venerable ser
vant of God, Sister Mary Gertrgdo
Salandri, of Rome. His Holiness
then, standing before the throne,
gave his benediction to all present

The country is everywhers intersected
with navigable harbors and tortuous
arms of the sea, no part of the island |
being much more than sight miles from |
the ebbing and the tlowing of the tide \
The land ix, gencrally speaking, flat;
but risd hore and thore to a greater
height, without being anywhere so
mountainous as to impedo the opera-
tions of the agriculturist.  On the whola,
the conformation of the island is good,
the scenery 1s homelike and agreeable,
while thickly scattered, flourishing
homesteads indicate a degree of comfort
and prosperity raroly met with in a
new country, Prince Edward lsland is
remarkablo for its fortility. The soil,
which is well .watered with numerons
springs and rivors, is formed, for the
most part, of a rich layer of vegetable
matter above a light loam, resting upon
stiff clay and sandstone. The land in
its natural stato ix coverad with timber
and shrubs of every variety, among
| which the cedar, mountain ash, wild
rcherry, &c., are couspicnous for their
beauty and delicacy of appearance. All
kinds of grain and vegetables grown in
England ripen there in great perfaction,
l‘l:f of late years a groat improvement
has taken place in the agricultural con-
dition of the colony.”

“The climate of the island is remark-
ably healthy. The cold is much more
sovere, and remains for a longer period
than in Eungland; but, on the other
hand. the atmosphere is dry and salu-
brious, and the island possesses a sum-
mer climate of such brightness and
lmu}y a§ 1o compengate to a great ex-
tent for the long winter and backward
spring. The spring is short, and in
the beginning eof June the summer
bursts forth, and from this time
until the end of Soptember the climate
resombles that of the southern coast of
England,”

‘The chief political difficulties connect-
ed with Prince Edward Island were
centored, until recently, in a condition
of land tenures, which were at variance
with popular habit and feeling on that
side of the Atlantic. Towards the close
of the last century the Island, after
schemes had been proposed for its culti-
vation and settlomment, was reellod
into sixty-soven townships, and granted
by the lmperial authorities to indivis
duals havingclaims on the Government
of the day, chiefly officers who had
served during the seven years war.
The land was handed over to them on
terms.and condition as to settlement

and the introduction of population,
which .were then conside advanta-
géous for the development of the
island. During the first ton years the

terms of sottlement with reference to
population were compliod with in cer
tain townships, but entirely neglect-
od in others, the persons omigrating
under the auspices of the proprietors
(who were mostly ident in the
mother country) beifig allowed leases
for 989 years on very easy terms; and
thus, in a part of the world where the
proprietary system has always been un-
%ﬂd where the easy acquisition
of m‘)mpny by those who culti-
vate the soll is goneral and expected,
was established a state of things as be-
tween landlord and tenant—a class
warfare and discontent—which practi-
cally retarded the progress and develop-
ment of the colony. One would think

Gradually, however, the lessess, being
residont on the land, elocting and con-
stituting in great part the representative
Lagisl Y rec ing their poli-
tical power, became eager to make
thomselves, if possible, the actaal pro-
pristors of the soil. With this object
acts were from time to time passed,
which, had they been assented to by
the Crown, woiild have had the effect of
transferring property in land from the
owner to the tenant. Matters weat on
this way for many years, and attempts
disallowed in one ﬂ’-rm were as often
insinuated in another, the Royal pre-
rogative being on each occasion exer-
cised for the protection of legal rights
and the maintenance of the laws of
property. The inutility of such at-
tompts became at length apparent, and
for some years before the period of my
administration the local Government
adopted the policy of devoting such
money as could be spared to buying
out the proprietors by private contrac

with & view to the properties purchasec

in block being subdivided and resold to
the tenants for gradual payments on as
easy terms as the country could afford,
and cortainly on far easier conditions
than wonld have been exacted by the|
propristors. Finally an act was passed |
obliging non-resident proprietors to sell |
ata rate to be fixed by commissioners |
appointed for the purpose. This last
stop, however, was not taken until after
Prince Edward Island joined the Do-
minion of Canada, to which event I will
presently rufor, and I presume it may
be taken for granted that all excitement |
and discofitent on the land question in |
Princo Fidward island has now dis- |
appoared.” |

“ The population of the Island is com- |
posod of a mixed race about six-seveaths
of the whole buing natives of the island,
and one-soventh of the United Kingdom,
the neighboring British Provinces and
other countries. The first named in-
habitants are chiefly descended from the
French Acadians who remained after
the cession of the eolony in 1763 ; of set-
tlers from the Highlands of Bcotland,
who were introduced by the proprietors
of the townships ; and of American loy-
alists, to whom lands were granted at
the close of the revolutionary war. The
lattor are composed of natives of Eng-
land and other countries. A remnant
of the Mic-Mac Indians—a once numer-
ous and powerful tribe—still remains in
oxistence.  Phey are located on a small
island of about 1,400 acres in extent,
which has boen purchased for their use
by the Aborigines Protection Society,
and on which they lead a contented if
somow hat idle existence.”

* Responsible government was conced-
od o Prince Edward Island in
1851, since which time the Execu-
tive, as in this colony, has been distinctly
rocognized as responsible to the Ilk'ildl'l

Australian colonies ; and I do not know
that the island has suffered in any way
from the want of it. Responsible gover-

ner, namely, by the SBecreiary of State
directing the Governor to choose his
advisers from among persons possessing

tives, and to conduct his administration

the British Constitution. Those instruc-
tons at onco put an end o the antago-
nism which had more than once pre-
vailed in the ixland between the differ-
ent branches of the Legislaturo, and
which is generally experienced in coun-
tries passing through a period of politi-
cal transition. In one respect, at all
ovents, Australia has the advantage of
Prince Fdward Island. Under respon-

patronage is occasionally used as an
sloment of political and party strength,
sometimes more so than is desirable;
and I must confess that the systefn as
carried out in Prince Edward Island in
my time was by no means ¢onducive to
the efficiency of the public service. In
these colonies, as in Canada and at home,
while the political heads of the princi-
pal dn‘umn--nu necessarily come and
#o with their party, an experienced
stafl of suborlinates, who take no part
in political lifo, and are far removed
boyond its vicissitudes, is maintained
by the State; and here, as a rule, the
heads of minor departments, and petty
officials gonerally, are safe from political
interferonce. It wasnotsoin Prince Ed-
wanrd Island. All oftice-holders, from
the highest to the lowest, the judges
alone excepted, understood that their
tenure was ossentially a political one,
and that on a change of government
they werv liable to be removed in order
to make way for the supporters of the
incoming administration; and, as a
mattor of fact, the first act of a new
Ministry was generally to give practical
and forcible effect to that politically
mischiovons adage~" To the vietors be-
lang she spoils.” It is evident that no
servico can be thoroughly eflicient in
which merit is made subordinate to the
exigencios of party government, and
which does not offer to its employes &
fair prospoct of advancement and per-
manent employment,”

“The commerce of Prince Edward
Island consists in the exchange of its
agricuitural productions, island-built
ships, and fish, for British manufac-
tures, and other articles of necessary
consumption. The imparts and exports,
the revenne and expenditure, and the
population have steadily increased
during the past twenty years; and,
while it i» not necessary for me to de-
tain youn with details on these points, it
is sullicient to say that this v‘nlrminn
little settlomont ix thoroughly prosper-
ous, and contains a population as happy
and comfortable as cah be found in any
part of the wide dominions of the
Crown.”

our fellow man. The law of justice
demands that we give every man
his own, if we jhave caused any
loss, for the great Apostie .of the
Gentiles commands thas: “Render
to all their due: tribute.to whom
tribute is due: custom to whom cus-
tom; honor to whom hoaor; owe no
man anything.” And again we
read in the book of Exodus, “If any
man hurt a field or a vineyard he
shall restore the best of whatever he
bath in his own field, or in his vine-
yard, according to the estimation of
the damage.” From this language
of a God, who can neither deceive or
be deceived, it is evident that debts
must be paid, restitution performed
and damage repaired.

The salvation of the soul, bre
thren, depends on the performance
of these duties wheu they ave at all
possible, for St Anthony says, “He
that is in possession of another's
goods, and can make restitation, and
does notdo so, cannot obtain forgive-
ness, though he may do all possible
marks of penance, he may pray, he
may fast, he may give large alms:
all-is in vain.”  No priest, no bishop
no, not even the representative of
Christ on earth can absolve him from
his sins as long as he does not make
restitution, or repai: the damage,
itit be possible for him to do so. Be-
cause the priest, says St. Thomas, is
the agent ot God, and holds his place
in the confessional, he occasionally
remits that which is due to God, not
being the agent of man and not hold-
ing his pl in the confessional, he
cannot tree any one from the sacred
duty of paying lawful debts and
making On the con-
trary, he must proclaim to the un-
Just posse: Itestore what is not
your own, vour debts; and re-
pair the damage you have caused
your neighbor, if such be at all
possible, clso there is no salvation for
you. Remember, brethren, that the
property of others must be at all
times held sacred; that no man can
lawtully appropriate to himself a
penny that s not his own, and ill-
gotten goods are acurse and no bless-
ing will res' upon them either here

Great fears are entertained by
physicians of both Europe and Am-
erica that the outbreak of cholera so
late in the year at Paris is but a
forerunner ot a cholera epidemic
next year, which may be more wide-

spread and fatal than that of 1834,
Though the cholera has been very

sovere in the south of Frunce and
Italy it has not disturbed Tondon,
which has better sanitary protections
than any of the larger continental
cities, but it is doubtful if once hav-
ing entered Paris, that it can be
kept from crossing the channel. If
not stamped out during the winter
there is every apprehension of a
serious and fatal spreading of the
pestilence.
