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The Public Accounts.
The report of the Provincial
Auditor on the Pablic Accounts of
the Province for the year ending
31st, December 1903, was tabled on
Monday afternoon. The report tells
the same tale of debt and deficits to
which we have become accustomed
since the Liberal Party assumed
power here io 1891, The expendi-
tares for the year are set down in
the report at $339,238,11, while the
revenue was $318,666'17. This
loaves a deficit on the year's tran-
ssotione, acoordivg to the Govern
meni’s showiog of $20,471,41. This
in all conseisnce is a bad enongh
showiog; bat we msy be sare it does
not tell 6@ whole story. We may
depend that, as usual the actual difi-
cit is very much more, Among the
items of expenditure in which the
tsx payers wiil be much intercsted
is that of interest on the Provingiai
debt. The-interest paid last year
amounted to $28,940,48, Just think
all bui $29,000 paid in intercs!, for
which the pecple have nothing te
show but debt-and defici's. Bat
this is pot all the inlerest due
for the year. We may be sure there
isa very considerable amount due
on loaos account that is not included
in the Auditor’s report. Probably
$30,000 is within the mark for the
irierest charge against the Province
foc the year 1903, While the Gov
cromont were creating this defioit
aad rclliog up the interest they
were at the same lime going down
deep into the people’s pockets for
taxes. The amocunt oollsoted
taxes of various kinds during the
yoar was $78,19645. Sarely the
psoploe will say it is time to put an
end to this manoer of oondaoting
our Provincial business. What ir
the usé of paying trxw, if the defi-

As s resuit of iojuries received in a row
between scme Workmen on the construc-
tion line of the Halifax and SBouthwestern
Railway, near 8.

Sessional Notes.

After routine on Tuesday, the
5th, Mr. Currie rose in his placein
in the House and read the fol-
lowing statement :
Mr. Speaker,—My attention has
been called to some remarks made
by the Leader of the Government
in this House on Wednesday last
in discussing the motion to go into
committee on the reply to the
speech of the Lieutenant Governor.
In his remarks I am informed
that the leader of the Government
made some observations relevant
to my absence from my seat and
insinuated rather than stated that
there was some legal obstacle to
my taking my seat in this House.
I presume the leader of the
Government had reference to cer-
tain timber supplied by me, and
which I understand has been used
in the repairs to the Rocky Point
wharf. So far as I am concerned
this timber was sold by me to An-
drew Dickieson who, as he inform-
ed me, had a contract to repair
the wharf, and upon my :applica-
tion to him for paymentrhe gave
me a memorandum of the amount
and asked me to call at the Public
Works Office and get the money,
which I did.

When the timber was applied for
by Mr. Dickieson, and when it was
delivered, I kpew nothing whatev-
er, nor do Inow know of Mr. Dick-
ieson acting for the Commissioner
of Public Works in the matter. I
dealt with him as a contractor for
the work and received my pay
from the Commissioner of Public
Works in the usual way that I
would have done had he given
me a cheque on the bank.

General Kuropatkin’s plan of cam-
ptllfn fsin the k of those wko
will betray nothing. .Only the barest
outlines are known and the rest is pare

esswork. That-the General’s plan

as been worked out, and that, a8 pre-
viously stated in these despatoes, it in-
volyes the playing of a waiting game
until the dispositions of the army have
been conipleted, can be stated with
great positiveness. It can also be stated
that these plans are progressing even
more rapidly than was expected. Every
day is now considered a distinct gain
for the Bassians and a8 distinct a loss
for the Japanese.

For tbis reason it can be confidently
predicted that the Russians will not do
more than harass the Japavese advance
in Corea. The gradual withdrawal of
the Russians does not mean snything
as determining the fighting capacities
of the men of the respective armies, as
this is part of the Ruesian tactics.

The melting of the snow in a moun-
tainous conntg will render impassable
in the spring the roads ovar which the
Japanese must comse, and this is con-
sidered to be almost as effectual an op-
position as would a Russian army
corps. [he Russians also count upon
s Japanese flanking movemeunt in
connection with a frontal attack, and
therefore a Russian force has besa dis-
posed along the Tumen to prevent the
entrance of a Japanese colamn-there.
Another flanking movement is exp:c-
ed at the bead of the Liso-Tung Gulf,
near Niu-Chwang, anid everything there
is being prepared to receive :he enemy
but for the present the Rusgian military
authorities believe that the Japanese
game et this poiut has been blocked by
the failure of the attemp's to bottle up
and render immobile the fleet of Vice
Admiral Makaroff, which while free
will be too great a menace to the move-
ment of Japanese transports into the
Gulf of Pe-Chi-Li. Another effort
to block Port Arihur is couseqnently
expected daily, One of the principal
reasons for Vieeroy Alexieff’s visit to
Port Arthur, in addition to insjec.icg
the sbips and defences, is uuderstood
to have been for the purpose of consult-
ing Vice Admiral Makaroff with a
view of divising plans for defeating
these attacks, and to this end all addit-
ional possible precaufions have been
taken. Indeed, it is binted in high
quarters that the next time the Japan-
ese appear off Port Arthar they will
find a sarprise awaiting them.

London, April 9.—The correspondent at
Wei-Hai-Wei cabling under yesterday’s
date says that the result of a week’s cruise
leads me to believe that the Japanese fleet
are engaged covering arrangements for a
new landing of the troops recently mobil-

‘ized. A close blockade of Port Arthur is

not maintained, presumably because of in-
formation regarding the state of the chan-
pel. There isa certainty that up to the
present; time no Japanese transports have
entered the Gulf of Pechilli.

London, April 7. —The Daily To'e-
graph’s Seoul correspoudent says he learo-
ed from a Japanese sailor who participtaed
in the attack on Port Arthur that the Jap-
anese fleet is divided into seven squadrons,
Four of these are watching Port Arthur,
the fifth patrols the Kerean coast, and the
sixth and seventh cruise between Vliadiv-
ostéck and North Japan, Two torpedo
boats were much damaged in the engage-
meat, but otherwise the fleet was little in-
jared. The damage to the Japanese oruis-
ers Jwate and Yoshino have been repaired
and the vessels have joined the fleet.

The Daily Telegraph’s Wei.Hai-Wei cor-
respondent, ocabling under date of April
6uh, says Russian warships are patroling
the Gulf of Pechili, and that the London
Times steamer was stopped and searched
30 miles outside of Port Arthar to-day.

London, April 7.—The Times correspon-
dent who is cruising in the vicinity of Port
Arthur, cabling with regard to his vessel
being held up by a Russian warship says
that it was the armored cruiser Bayan,
nﬁ the flag of Vice Admiral Makarcff,
whic!
steamer, He says the Bayan shows the
soars of the damage recently inflicted upon
her by the Japanese, but that she is a fine
ship and well handled. .

‘“‘In overhauling us,” he says, * Her
officers and crew appeared a little finely
drawn, but they nevertheless were of good
material.”

The correspondent of the Times at Che-
foo cabling Wednesday saya the Russians
yesterday captured two Japanese ships at
Newchwang, who were in possession of the
plans of the fortifications.

Paris, April 7.—The Russian naval plan
for retrieving the reverses at Port Arthur

¥ Second, a8 it is forseen that it will be
difficult and probab'y impossible to eftect
this concentration, as Admiral Togo way
intercept the Baltic fleet, which s compar-
atively small, will attempt the perlfon-
task of engaging the large Japanese fleet,
in the hope of disabling some of the Jagan-
ese ships and thus reducing the Japanese
affsctiveness. According to the Russian
oculcuiation, the Baltic flees may suffer an-
nihijation in such an nne&n-l combat, but
it will have served a valuable end if it is
ahle to cripple a sufficient number of Japs
anese ships to re iuce Admiral Togo’s naval
lt&jenmh below that of Admiral Mikar-
off’s.”

The Town Tenants’
Question.

e e

Much of the success achieved by

Irish representatives in the Britigh,

House of Commons is due to the fact
that they enter into a discussion of ;ll
subjects. Their voice is never silent
in debates. The Dublin Freeman,
in a recent issue, says:

e Irish party achieved a remark-
lefsirccess in the House of Com-
Mdi¥=sterday evening on the Town,

Tenants' Bill, the second reading of
which was moved by Mr. MacVeagh,
when they reduced the Government’s
majority to 37. Mr anVeng'b's
speech, in moving the second readm_g
of the measure, was worthy of his
reputation as one of the most alert,
although oume of the youngest, mem-—
bers of the party. The Bill gives the
tenants of town property in Ireland
a right to compensation for improve
ments, allows an application to the
Couanty Coutt to ‘fix a fair rent,-and.
in addition to entilling the tenaat of
such property to a renewal of the
lease at a rental to be fixed by the
Court, in default of agreement be
tween landlord and tenant, gives the
latter the option of purchasing bis
holding. Mr. MacVeagh, in an ex-
tremely able speech, pointed out that
if Ireland is to be prosperous her
towns must be prosperous. He did
not, of - course, go as far as Lord
Oadogan when be said, as Viceroy, a
few years ago, that the progress of
Ireland entirely depended on her
towns. That isa very different pro-
position. What Mr. MacVeagh argu-
ed was that there can be no develop-
meat in Irish towns unless the traders
and people of these towns are given
a fair tenure, under which they will,
with safety, be able to develop their
business aad their civic life. That is
the case in other countries, as Mr.
Charles Devlin pointed out. “In
other parts of the world, ” he said,
« \he working aod laboring classes
were not only the owners of their own
bomes, but tbey were the owners of
the ground upon which those houses
stood.” Apnd what a contrast this
was, taken from bhis knowledge of
Canada, to his recent experience in
Galway, where the local authority
could do nothing, and a philantbropic
gentleman had come to the rescue to
the best of bis-ability. *“ What great-
er or more deadly impediment, ™ ask-
ed Mr. MacVeagh, “can we find
that a state of 2ffairs under which, on
the expiration of a lease, the landlords
are permitted to evict solvent town
tenants without giving them compen
sation for their permanent improve-
meats, or for loss of business ?"” The
short ‘lease system, in fact, works
demoralization all around the town.
When it hits the shopkeeper it nec-
cessarily hits tbe labcrer and the
artizan also. . . ;
As Mr, MacVeagh pointed  out, it
prevents thrift in the working classes
and damages co=~perative and build-
ing socities. This is obvious. It
also encourages jerry-building and
insufficient maintenance of houses,
and tends to raise rents, It produces
fag ends of terms of years and en-
courages the house-farmers to buy
-them up, and, neglecting all dut'iel
attaching to property, to impover'ub
the poor. Tustead of merely securing
protective covenants for the benefit
of the district, it enables the mono-
polist landlord to impose vcxali?ul
and resirictive covenants accordiog
to his caprice—covenants which l‘ve
wholly unnecessary for the secunty
of his rent annuity. Mr. MacVedgh
pointed out that the system was
quite different in Belfast, because
taere, for the last century, the re-
presentative of tbe Marquis of Doge-

gall bave been in the habit of giving
leases for ggg years, This is one
of the reasons why Belfast is now the
great centre of population and induse
try it is, The member for South
Down pointed out, furthermore, that'
the Irish system is Goknown in al-
most every country in Europe. ** The
system under which the hcuses built
by the tenants become the ' property
of the landlords at the end of a term
is uoknown in Austria. In- Belgium
the houses are freehold property.
In Denmark, Sweden and Norway
the landlord must either buy at the
official valuation all tenements built
by the lessee, or have them removed.
House property in Germany is invari-
ably held on freebold tenure, whilst
in Italy the tenant can compulsorily
acquire his bouse ; and so on in every
European country—including even
Russia.—' And he pointed out also
that while it is a common idea that
the residents of towns in Eogland
suffer in the same way as tenants in
towns in Ireland, nothing could he
farther from the fact, the returns
showing that out of 2,600,000 in—-
habited houses in England and Wales,
outside the Metropolis, only 136,584
‘have been bullt on the short Jease
system., i

The Biblical Commis-
sion.

Apostolic Letter of Our Holy Fae
ther Pius X.. by Divine Provi-
dence Pope, on the Conferring
of Degrees in Sacred Scriptare
by the Biblical Commiseion.

PIUS X, POPE,
In Perpetnal Memory of This Matter,

To promote more and more the
study of Sacred Seriptare smong the
clergy we feel to be espeocially urged
upon us by our Apostolic cfiice at
the present time when we see that
this fount of divine revelation and
faith bas become a main object of
attack by the intemperance of human
reason, Oar predecessor, Loo XIII,,
of happy memory, realizing this, was
net satisfied with publishing his en-
cyclical letter ¢ Providentissimus
Deus,” treating of the Scripturein
the year 1893; for, a few months
before his death, in the Apostolic
letter “ Vigilantiae,” he established
a special council in the city consist-
ing of a number of Oardinals of the
Holy Romen Church and several
other learned men, which, while
guided by the deoctrine and tradition
of the Church, was also designed fo
utiliza the advanoce of erudition for
the legitimate exegesis of the Bible,
and at the same time furnish Cath-
olics, with aid and direction in
Soriptural studies and settle any
controversies that might arise among
them. ~

We, too, include, as is fitting,
within the scope of our solitude and
authority, that great monument of
Pontifical foresight left by our pre-
decessor. Nay, more, we have de-
termined in the confidence, we feel
in the oapacity of this council of
commission, to employ. it in a matter
whioh we regsrd as important for
tbe advancement of Scriptaral know=
ledge. We wich to provide a means
for furnishing an abundant supply of
teachers, of approved sobriety and
purity of dootrine, to interpret the
divine books in Cathclic schools.
For this end it would certainly be
very useful to bave, in the City of
Rome, a special institute such as we
know Leo wished to establisb, equip.
ped with the higher studies and
every appliance of biblicsl erudition,
to which picked young men might
flock from all parte, and where they
might receive a training that would
render them especially proficient in
the knowledge of the Divine utter=
ances, But since the pewer of effect-
ing this is denied us, as it was our
predecesser (althongh we cherish the
fond bope and feel certaiu that the
power will some day be supplied us
by the liberality of Catholics), in the
meantime we have determined to
effect and carry out, by the tenor of
this letler,‘what the times allow,

Wherefore, praying tbat it may
be a good and wholesome measure

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Martyred in Corea.

Mamifold difficulties did not daunt
heroic missionaries _to Corea,
whom the pioneer was & Chinese
prieat. - This harbinger of the Gos-
pel sucoeeded in the year 1795 in bis
daring attempt to pass the frontier
in dieguise, and on Easter Sunday
celebrated Mass for the first time in
the pagan kingdom, He lived and
taught for six years, bat in 1801
suffered martyrdom with 300 of his
diciples, His fate did not deter
others from following in bis foot-
stepe, and many other missionaries

Apostolic and two priests fell vic-
time to a persecution in 1839 and
with them 129 natives died for the
faith. Catholicism for the time
seemed stamped out in blood, and it
was Dot until 1845 that ‘the nex:
Vicar Apostolic succceded in making
bis way once more into the midst of
tbe lost or scattered flock.

The coursge and perseveranoce re-
quired to reach them may be meas-
ured by the fact that ome of his
priests spent ten years in a series of
altempts to penetrate barriers, in
which he at last succceded in 1852.
Yet few and insufficient as were the
missionaries' noder these circam-—
etances their labors were orowned
with abundant barvest. In -1366
the Catholics numbered 25,000,
among whom were several native
oandidatee for the priestbood. The
enthusiastic piety of many of the
converts seemed to open the vista of
a fature full of promise, and it might
bave appeared as though the nescent
Chiroh bad survived the most peril
ous stage of its existence. But its
prog: 9+8 no doubt alarmed the jaalous
timorousness of pagamiem, apd ip
the year 1866 the storm of persecu-
tion burst in foll force on pastor and
flock. Oun March 8th the Viear
Apostolic was beheaded with three
companiovs, and before the end of
the month five other priests had
+uffered martyrdom.

These executions were the prelade
to a general massacre of pative
Chbristians, in  which some 10,000
perished, including those who died
of the bardships and sufferings en-
dured in seeking to escape. For
ten years Corea remained inacoes-
sible to Gatbolic missionaries. De-
prived of prieste and teachers, the
suzviving remonant of the Chris.
tian popalation had but the memory
of what they had once learned to keep
alive the spark of faith in their
hearts, Bat it was ready to revive
under favoring circumstances, sid
these came with the retarp of the
missionaries in May, 1876. *“QOo
their return,” writes Bish-p Mute),
Viear Ayostolio, summariziog the
history of the mission in his report
for the year 1900, * the Obristisns
bad been so persecuted and hurried
that at first the missionaries could
find but a few thonsands soattered
bere aud there among the pagane.
Only the most wrgent work counld
be andertaken,

London bas been i@ed by the
figures, placed before it on Monday
of a census taken on the night of
Javasry 29th by direotion of the
Pablic Hesalth Oommittee of the
Loundon County Council of the home
less poor, that is of those who were
too poor to puy for a night's lodging
and unwilling to seek the &id of the
Poor Law anthorities.
pight in question as many as 857
persons who bad used the kitchens
of common lodging houctes during
the day were turned out because
they were not able to engage a bed,
832 of whom were single men, 11
were single women, and 7 were
matried couples. The Council’s
officers ocounted 1463 men, 116
women, 46 boys, and four gitls
walking the streets, the boys and
girls appearing to be under 16
years of age. They also found 100
males and 68 females aslcep on
staircases, in doorways, and under
archwaye, making 1797 bomeless
persons. The result of preliminary
inquiries showed that the greatest
portion of homeless children in Lor.
don would be found batween 1 a. m,
and 5 a, m, inan area extending
trom Hyde Park in the west to tte
east end of Whitechapel road, bound.
ed on the north by High Holburn,
Old street, and Bethnal Green|road,
and on the south side by (ke
Thames,

Floods Still Serious.

Indianapolis, Ind., April 1.—While the
flood situnation throughout southwestern
Iodiana has oonsiderably improved, the
heavy rains of yesterday and last night
have almost duplicated the flood stages of
last week throughont central Indiana.

The White River, near this city, has
risen 13 feet above tke low water mark
and is atill rising. Manufacturing inter-
ests and many houses in the river districte
are menaced.

At Portland only three or four business
houses are above water, and at Delphi the
Wabash railroad is washed away in two
places. The suburbs of Alexandria are
threatened by the high water, and the in-
habitants have abandoned their homes.
Bockvills is isolated. At Marion, Muncie
and Newcastle the situation is almost as
bad as last week.

The crest of the floqd in the southwest-
ern part of the state has moved almost to
the Ohio, and it is believed that the rivers
will now carry off the waters which cover
several hundred thousand acres of valuable
farm land without further damage.

Hundreds of refugees from the inun-
dated distrigts were brought to Evanaville
today in a special train sent out by the

8t. Mary’s, 0., April 1.—Although the
report that the dam of the St. Mary’s
resorvoir has given away is untrue, the
water is higher at this time than it has
been for many yesrs. Oaly heavy winds
for the next 48 hours would, however,
give cause for i The banks are
in good condltion. At just one point, the
southwest corner, would there likely be s
washout. That portion is being closely
watched, and & large gang of men are
working there.” The water is still rising,
but if there is no more rain the water will
soon fall,

The St. Mary’s River is higher than for
many years, aud is doing much damage to
property.

Many big washouts are reported. Rural
mail carriers were unable to return to the
city today, being unable to go over their
routes on account of washouts and high
water.

Business has practically been suspended.
The wollen mills machine shops and foun-
deries have all closed down uatil the water
sabsides.

Many families living on low lands were
compelled to move out. The whole sur-
rounding country is under water. Farm
work of all kinds will be greatly delayed.

Findlay, O., April 1,—The moet destruc-
tiveflood in the history of Hancock coun-
try is sweeping down the Blanchark River,
which is overrunning its banks for over a
mile. The high water mark was passed
at 2 o'clock this afternoon. Nearly half
the city is covered with water and hund-
reds of families are homeless,

The rural districts are suffering great
losses. Many cattle are being swept away
and the farmers are compelled to leave
their homes,

Thousands of dollors’ worth of merchan-
dise in the fiooded basements on Main and
adjoining streets have been destroged.

Bridges Carried Away.

Chambly, Que., April 1.—An ice shove
carried away the two bridges spanning
the Richelieu River at this point this
morning. The first to go was the bridge
on the Waterloo branch of the Central
Vermont railway.

It went out at seven o'clock, just five
minutes after the 8t, (esaire local had
passed over in safety, Two hundred feet
below the rsilway bridge erected several
years ago by the Mercler government.
Five spans of the seven followed the rail-
way bridgeldown the river, lodging against
the big dam of the Mootreal Light and
power Company. There were fears thav
this would be carried away once more, but
thg costly improvements made during the
past summer demonstrated their value,
and the dam still stands, though the
daoger is not yet over. There still re-
mains a large quantity of ice to pass down.
Men have been working all day in an
effort to protect. Bhould the dam go out
the loss would run well over a million dol-
lars.
