Dixposal of Rabbish,

In the course of years there will ac-
cnmulate on every farm, and in every
garden, a quantity of unsightly stuff.
Broken ciockery and glassware, old fruit
and somato cans, worn out saucepans,
and other wastes of the househeld. These
canuot be composited, or turned te any
useful purpose, and if allowed to be scat-
tered about, make the surroundings un-
sighttly. One of the best methods of get-
ting rid of such stuff, is to dig adry well,
and provide it with a cover too heavy
for children to displace and deposit all
such rubbish in this. When filled to with-
in three feet of the top, take a piece of
timber and pound down the contents as
compactly as possible, and fill up with
earth. The well thus covered up can be
planted over, and it answer as a local
drain, while another receptacle can be
made for future accumulatiens. —Ameri-
can Agriculturist.

The Sheep and Lambs.

Fatten and market dry ewesas soon
as possible. Some ewes which have lost
their lambs, or from which_they have
been taken, will need to have the milk
partially removed from their full udders
for a few days. Neglect not to remove
filthy tags. Itis well also to clip the
wool from about the udders, as much
disease in the lambs is often caused by
filth from the ewe’'s wool. There is but
little in favor of washing wool «n the
sheep’s back, and fer old and feeble ani-
mals it is a positive injury. The practice
is unnecessary, disagreeable and danger-
ous to the health of both men andsheep,
and may well be abolished. Sheep ought
to be so kept, that the unwashed wool
may be clean enpugh for market Newly
shorn sheep need protection during
storms. If this is looked after properly,
early shearing is not objectionable. After
shearing, the ticks gather on the lambs,
and may be destroyed dipping them into
todacco water, with sulpher added, or

Tha preparation of lime contains nothing
iniurious.

To xeer MiLk Sweer. —The experi-
menters continue to announce weans of
keeping milk sweet. Among the latest
we find the following: (1) spoonful of
horse radish in a spoonful in a pan of
milk will keep it sweet for several days,
even in the open air or in the cellar.
