SHE TOOK REFUGE IN DEATH.
Snicide of Miss Sallie Somers !y Poison.
SHE SAYS SHE WAS DRIYEH TO THE ACT BY 

HER FATHER'S DISSIPATION.
Affecting Farewell Letters Written by the Young 

Lady to Her Parents.

Bowmanville, Penn., January 1.—Misa 
Sallie Somers, a music teacher and one of the 
moat prominent yonng ladiea in thia place, 
committed auicide Friday by taking laudanum. 
Her dead body waa diacovered in her room aoon 
after 6 p.m. For the paat few montha Misa 
Somera has been in auch a melancholy atate of 
mind over her father’s debauchery and quarrel­
some disposition at home that she frequently 
remarked to her pupils that ahe would rather be 
dead than live nnder the same roof with a 
drunken father. The news of her untimely 
death waa not, therefore, a surprise to many of 
her friends. Friday afternoon, while ahe was 
giving instructions to two young ladiea, her 
father appeared in a atate of beastly intoxica­
tion. He staggered into the room, and, with 
much profanity, ordered the yonng ladiea out 
of the house, hie daughter included. The pupils 
quietly left the room and went home, this not 
being the first experience of the kind. Miss 
Sallie waved a farewell to the girls and then 
went to her room, which was the last seen of 
her alive.

The regularity with which she arranged things 
in the room and the letters she had written 
previous to her death, show that she had fully 
deliberated upon taking her life. She lay 
lengthwise on the bed, her hair neatly arranged, 
and she was attired in a new dress, which she 
requested to be buried in. Sallie’s mother was 
in the house at the time and knew that she had 
gone to her room, but as this was a customary 
thing for her to do when the father became 
abusive, she did not disturb her until about 7 
o’clock, when she called her. Thinking that 
she had lain down, she went up to her room, 
bnt all was dark and quiet. Receiving no 
response to her calls, she hastily lit a lamp, 
and a moment later was horrified to find her 
daughter cold in death. An unlabelled bottle 
stood on a little marble stand near the head of 
the bed, which Dr. Sunderland, who was near 
by at the time, said contained laudanum, and 
that she must have taken enough to kill half a 
dozen persons. Her mother became uncon­
trollable, and throwing herself upon the dead 
body of her daughter called, “ Sallie, Sallie, 
yonr father has done this.”

The deputy coroner was notified, and, after 
impannelling a jury, a verdict in accordance 
with the facts was rendered. The girl had 
written two letters, which were read by the 
deputy coroner—one to her mother and the 
other to her father—copies of which read :

Dear Mamma—For many, many years, as 
far back as I can remember, onr lives have 
been made most miserable on account of papa’s 
debanchery. .God himself only knows what 
we have suffered, and the abuse that has been 
heaped upon ns by a drunken husband and 
father. How often have we prayed day and 
night, that he might be able to resist the 
temptation of that accursed drink which has 
already brought him to the level of the brute 
and everlasting disgrace to his family. Only on 
Christmas day I saw him staggering along the 
roadside while I came from church. Imagine 
my feelings. The whole congregation saw him, 
and some of them thoughtlessly remarked : 
“ There’s Sally’s father?” How long am I to 
be pointed ont as the “ drunkard’s child ?” I 
can endure it no longer. I am aware of the 
crime of taking one’s own life, but it appears 
to be the only hope this side of the grave. I 
am willing, dearest mamma, to take the chances 
of a happy hereafter in preference to suffer as 
I have suffered with papa, though at times he 
is good.

I would have ended my miserable existence 
some time ago, but I thought of yon and the 
disgrace my action would bring upon the 
family; bqt there can be no further delay. 
Papa’s conduct this afternoop was shameful ip

the extreme. It was outrageous, and under 
such circumstances how can I successfully give 
instructions to any of my pupils? They are 
afraid to come to the house, and I live in con­
tinual fear of his intrusion and abuse. I can 
have no company while he is home. I have 
arranged my hair and put on the dress I admire 
so much, and in which I desre to be buried. 
Oh ! what will be your feelings when you find 
me cold in death, and that I have arranged my 
own habiliment for the grave? It is now 6 
o’clock and I am ready to empty the little 
bottle, the contents of which will, at least, pnt 
me beyond the miseries of this cruel world.

Farewell, dearest mamma, farewell, and may 
God give yon strength to bear up under this 
double disgrace. Do not disturb my dress. 
Yours lovingly. Sallie.

Give the other note to papa.
Dear Papa—When you awake from yonr 

sleep of drunkenness and can realize that I am 
dead, and that yonr debauchery and ill treat­
ment has been the cause of it, in fact, all the 
misery of my life, perhaps it will make a change 
in your way of living, and bring yon to a sense 
of feeling which mamma and myself have been 
trying to do for years without avail. Perhaps 
in yonr sober senses you can sit down and re­
flect on your own misery, and the unhappiness 
you have caused me, the insults and abnse yon 
have heaped upon myself and my pupils, in 
many cases driving them ont of the house with 
oaths and threats, as you did to-day, and have 
been doing whenever the opportunity offered. 
All these things I have no doubt will rise up 
before you when you behold your victim colt 
in death. You may repent, you may be sorry, 
bnt, father, it will be too late for me.

The price of your habitual drunkenness is the 
sacrifice of my life, and while I freely ant 
willingly forgive you, you can never hear that 
forgiveness from my lips. In an hoar from 
now I will be dead. Whatever my hereafter 
will be I do not know, but if I am doomed to 
punishment it cannot be much greater than 
what I endure here. If my death, untimely as 
it is, will reform you, and that mamma will be 
kindly taken care of by yon, I die happy. For 
more than six months I have battled against 
the thought of taking my own life in the hope 
that you would do better, but it was growing 
worse. The laudanum which I will take at the 
conclusion of this letter I have bad in my pos 
session a long time. There is one request, 
papa, I desire to make, and that is that I shal 
be buried on Sunday with as little ceremony as 
possible. But do take care of mamma. Fare 
well, papa, farewell. Sallie.

The letters created the deepest sympathy for 
the unfortunate bnt perhaps top sensitive yonng 
girl, and when her father read the above letter 
and beheld the lifeless form of his daughter, 
he was wild with grief, repeatedly charging 
himself with being responsible for her death. 
Miss Somers was an accomplished yonng lady, 
19 years of age, and had many admirers, none 
of whom, however, she dared to bring to the 
house on account of her father’s evil habits 
On more than one occasion the blush of shame 
was brought to her cheeks by hearing light re­
marks made of her father. This constantly 
preyed on her mind and drove her to suicide 
The funeral will take place to-morrow, acco - 
ing to her own request.

Dear Sir,—It is said that an Agricultural 

Society is to be formed to-morrow at a meeting 
of farmers to be held for that purpose. It is 
reported that His Excellency the Governor has 
consented to become Patron and Mr. Justice 
Pinsent Vice-Patron.

It is very pleasing to notice that gentlemen 
in such high positions are taking an active 
interest in promoting agriculture.

But it does seem strange to find the farmers 
called together to form an Agricultural Society, 
when it is a well-known fact that a Farmers’ 
Section exists in the Home Industries Society, 
and that, during the year just closed, this sec­
tion had done good work, such as securing 
suitable legislation on many subjects of interest 
to the farmers all over the Island ; and, besides 
that, a very creditable and most deservedly 
well spoken of Farmers’ Exhibition was held 
in October last. y

“ In unity there exis^p strength,” as was 
well proven at the carrying out of this exhibi 
tion. The farmers all admit that its great 
success resulted from the assistance given by 
other sections of the H.I.E. Society—such as­
sistance being guaranteed by the society’s 
constitution—in article 2nd and 3rd, as given

ARTICLE II.—Objects.
Rule 1. The objects of this Society sbal 

be (1) The fosterine of Home Industries ; 
(2) The improvement of the condition of the 
people ; (3) The development of the natura1 
resources of Newfoundland.

ARTICLE III.—Methods.
Rule 1. The means by which the Society 

shall seek to attain its ends shall be (a) By 
spreading information, through the press, by 
exhibitions, by discussions and lectures; (6) 
By promoting education; (c) By forwarding 
legislation ; (d) By uniting and organizing 
the members of the several trades, handi­
crafts, occupations, and professions; (e) 
Generally by such means as may be deemec 
advisable from time to time.

The H. I. E. Society being in existence, anc 
the fact admitted that agriculture got a boom 
through its exertions, where the necessity of 
forming a new Farmers’ Society exists is diffi­
cult to see. It is just one year since the Home 
Industries Society was formed, being scarcely 
sufficient time taget it in good running order ; 
and now that it is established and a revision 
of its rules made to suit all parties, would it 
not be more advisable for the farmers—who 
are starting the new society—to hold on to the 
old one, as they may rest assured that the 
same patronage they say they have securet 
could be obtained, and the different trades ant 
occupations be benefited by it as well as 
themselves ; for all have a similar claim on 
such, and every member of the H.I.E.S. feels 
that bis Excellency and Mr. Justice Pinsent 
have quite as deep an interest in the welfare 
of the various other industries as they have in 
the farmers ; and, therefore, let there be 
“ common platform,” where the fisherman, tbç- 
farmer, and the mechanic can meet and, by 
their united strength and counsel, help to ele­
vate the dear old country and all its inhabi­
tants, for such was the intention of the 
founders of the Home Industries Encourage­
ment Society* as has been well proven by the 
aid rendered the farmers from time to time 
last year.

A Job for “ Soie People's” OH Steamers.
LETTER FROM MR. LB. 8TRATTEN.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Will you please allow me space in 

your valuable paper to m ake a few more remarks 
in reply to the Mercury of November 15th, 1887?

In my last letter to you, I spoke of two state­
ments which the editor of the Mercury made in his 
paper of November 15th. Now I will speak of one 
or two more.

He (the editor of the Mercury) says : “ The few 
bankers sailing from Fortune Bay have to be 
manned by men from Trinity and Conception Bays, 
the bait catchers having no liking for the Banks.” 
The banking vessels here are not forced to be 
manned by men from Trinity and Conception Bays. 
They are able to get crews in their own Bays to go 
in them. It is only the Grand Bank vessels that 
have to be manned by men from Trinity and Con­
ception Bays. It is not inside of that place that 
the vessels want men.

The Mercury also says : “ Are we to sacrifice the 
interests of the whole community to enable these 
men to continue their gains? *

Let me and others beside me ask the editor of 
the Mercury, What interests do they sacrifice for us 
in this and other bays, who carry on the bait traf­
fic? I answer, None ! But by the bait traffic here 
with the French, it brings money to them too. 
Let the editor of the Mercury look at what thou­
sands of dollars the Government will lose from the 
Frenchmen in Light Dues, beside the money they 
would leave in the Bay if they were obliged to come 
in and get their bait. And, in addition to losing the 
money that way, let the editor of the Mercury, and 
others beside him, reckon what thousands of dollars 
it will cost the Government to carry this law out 
next spring. He and the Government must think 
and remember that the people are not going to be 
frightened by proclamations, nor by two or three 
of Premier Thorburn’s old steamers prowling about 
on “ protection service.” If, on the 18th of April 
next, the people do what they are combining to­
gether to do, the Government will want to send 
more policemen and Custom Officers than it has 
around here now to stop them.

since I last wrote, the Bait Act has been enforced 
as a law of the country; bnt it has not been car­
ried out so as to affect the Americans. It does not 
stop them from getting their herring. Why not? 
Because----- Well, let Mr. Attorney General Win­
ter answer that question, on his return home, next 
month.

The Mercury also says, he has made his state­
ments, “not by more rumor, but from a most in­
telligent gentleman who has no connection with 
politics or business, and who spent a considerable 
portion of the summer and fall in Fortune Bay and 
visited every part of it.”

If that gentleman has visited all parts of Fortune 
Bay and has been speaking to the people about 
the Bait Act, I think he can tell a different story 
from what the Mercury has published on Nov. 15th. 
If not; if the people he has been talking to have 
told him otherwise, let him, for a few minutes, take 
his pen and contradict in one of the papers what I 
have written, and put his name to the letter.

If, as the Mercury says, he is not a politician or 
business man, he need not be afraid of me or any 
other person in Fortune Bay seeing his name. And, 
then, we, the people of Fortune Bay, will see who 
the gentleman is that knows so much about “ For­
tune Bay and the Bait Act.”

The Government of this colony is only taking the 
money from the Fortune Bay people and putting it 
into the hands of Americans, for when this Gov­
ernment of ours stops us from selling bait to the 
French, it cannot stop them (the Americans) from 
taking their purse seines and hauling herrings 
within the three-mile limit and selling them to the 
French.

For instance, next spring the French vessels will 
be able to go on the Banks earlier than ever, be­
cause they have all their bait bought already.

The Escape of Whelan.
SOME OBSERVATIONS FROM “JUSTICE."

Sir,—Two letters containing most slander­
