The Price of Cod Oil. KATHERINE EMERSON,
Hon. Treasurer,Jan. 16.

Obituary,Any one who is so innocent^ creau- 
lous as to believe the specie* argu­
ments put forward dally by certain 
writers, (who, in their endeavours to 
give kudos to a certain Individual, 
use the truth with “penurious frugal­
ity,”) that the immutable laws of 
supply and demand do not have any 
effect on lowering or advancing the 
prices of the products of this, or any, 
country, may take the recent tre­
mendous slump In the cod oil market 
as an indication that the law of de­
mand has a great deal to do with the 
rise or fall of the price barometer. 
With the close of the war, the imme­
diate need for the use of cod oil in 
the manufacturé of explosives ceased, 
and simultaneously there came a de­
cline in price, which was as unpre­
cedented as the previous phenomenal 
advance. In the summer of July 
1916, the average price of cod oil of 
the common or rotted quality was 
One hundred and thirty dollars per 
tun. Prior to this period It Is doubt­
ful if the munition expert* had re­
cognized the value of this fish pro­
duct in the making of explosives, but 
it is evident that during that year, its 
use, a$, an essential, wae discovered, 
inasmuch as a certain proportion of 
glycerine was found to be à part of 
its properties, when properly process­
ed. Glycerine in very large amounts 
is used in the manufacture of nitro­
glycerine, an explosive eight times 
more powerful than gunpowder, 
weight for weight, and thirteen times 
more powerful volume for volume. 
The cry from France for munitions, 
munitions and still more munitions, 
could not go long unheeded, and a re­
markable speed up at once took place 
"tin the United Kingdom, where every 
lot Her lffffdBtry was subordinated to 
;the making of shells and their explo­
sive fillings. The demand for cod oil 
IwasTfc corollary of this, and prices be­
gan I» move up. So rapidly did this 
demand mature that priçpe advanced 
by leaps and bounds, until in Novem­
ber 1918, but a few days previous to 
the signing of the armistice the hith-f 
erto unheard of or undreamed of 
sum of four hundred dollars per tun 
was being paid in the local market. 
Had the war lasted another year it is 
not unlikely that this rate would have 
been exceeded and wealth untold 
made by big purchasers. But with 
the conclusion of hostilities the In­
evitable happened, and the demand 
being no longer imperative, the price 
dropped with greater rapidity than it 
had advanced and to-day it is difficult, 
if not impossible, to get two hundred 
dollars per tun for cod oil locally. 
This one fact should prove conclu­
sively that the law of supply and de­
mand is the chief factor In enhancing 
prices. It is as unchangeable as the 
laws of the Medes and Persians. By 
it is trade maintained in all Its aven­
ues and by it/ must the future 
prices of our products he de­
termined. There is no man or body 
of men who can oppose, for long, this 
never changing condition of trade, or 
who can work his or their will in^op- 
position to its law. No man can make 
the price of fish, and he who claims to 
do so is nothing hut a commercial 
Juggler. But—and here Is the crucial 
qeestion—if the one man In particu­
lar, who boasts, through others, that 
he maintains the price of fish, how is 
it, that he did not or could not or 
would not maintain the price of Cod1

India’s Development

India's progress toward industrial 
development has been one of the sur­
prises of the war. Her accomplish­
ments during the last tour years have 
astonished those who have been pleas­
ed to style her the “Great Depen­
dency.” They have stirred " the en­
thusiasm. of those who, with indiffer­
ent success, have long advocated 
changes in processes of manufacture 
habitual to the East, and the exten­
sion of her activities beyond agricul­
tural limits. They have vitalised the 
possibilities that lie in the application 
of modern methods to great natural 
Resources by a population exceeding

The war greatly curtailed Importa­
tions of manufactured goods from the 
United Kingdom, and stopped alto­
gether those from* Germany and Ails- 
tria-Hungary. Meanwhile India’s 
needs were largely Increased because 
of the call made upon her by the 
Mother Country for supplies of every 
kind. The extent of her contribution 
will not be known until the war is 
over, but there are intimations that 
it has ^iot been less satisfactory than 
her very euhstantiai war loan and her 
investment in British Treasury notes. 
Even before the war there was a 
marked tendency toward commercial 
and industrial development, but war 
conditions have given increased force 
and directness to the movement. The 
British Government has recognized 
this fact, and, as a result of the in­
vestigations of the Committee on Com­
mercial and Industrial Policy After 
the War, an Indian trade commis­
sioner is to have offices in London, 
from which further industrial expan­
sion in India will be promoted.

One thing the war examinations 
make imperative is that every gov­
ernment should have a health depart­
ment, with larger support and pow­
ers than any such now existing, and 
that, under competent physicians, 
paid by the government, a systematic 
health census should he made of every 
community. It will cost money but 
it will be well expended, much better 
than to spend large sums in bringing 
diseased adult aliens into our coun-r 
try. It le the first duty of the State 
to conserve the best interests .of its 
native population. It la not only a 
duty but It ta also an economic pro­
cedure making for the national wealth 
and welfare of the country.

^Another demand should be forced 
upon the attention of government of­
ficials, namely, the rigid Inspection 
qtenll tenements, especially in crowded 

and towns and cities, and the 
ooHging of landlords to keep them 
in a sanitary condition. Failing to 
dd this voluntarily, or under their 
own direction, the health officers 
should be required to take the matter 
out of their hands and having the 
work done at the expense of the own­
ers, collected as a first charge from 
thq rentals, to be paid to the health 
officers and not to the owners. A 
further crying evil must be remedied. 
In many towns, tenants seeking 
homes for their families are penal­
ized by house-owners for having 
children. This is both an unpatriotic 
and un-Christian attitude to assume. 
In every such case, where refusal is 
given to a tenant because he has child­
ren, complaint should be made to 
some proper official and the tax rate 
on the property should be promptly 
doubled or a heavy fine be Imposed.

So extreme has this evil become in 
some slates that,the following story 
is vouched for. A man with three- 
children, seeking a home, was so oft­
en refused because he had children 
that he sent them one afternoon to the 
cemetery and, starting on his search 
again, on being asked if he had any 
children, answered that he had three 
but they are all now in- the cemetery, 
and thus secured a house. This evil 
should be remedied.—The Wesleyan.

Report of Nfld. Poultry 
Association. T.J. EDENS (Slightly Altered)

Gentlemen,—In presenting this the 
Eighth Annual Report of the New>- 
toundland Poultry Association, we 
find the year past to have been one 
of much trial to those who have been 
engaged in the rearing of poultry. 
One of the prime drawbacks to the 
success of hatching and rearing of 
birds was the long period of col'd 
weather, which continued until the 
month of July. The scarcity of 
poultry feeds, owing to the demand 
of war needs, and the high price ask- ' 
ed tor those that were obtained, oaus- 
ed many raisers to kill off their 
stocks and go out of business. Early 
in the year the Association determin- ‘ 
ed to import some settings of eggs of 
different varieties from one of the 
best known poultry dealers in the 
United States. The eggs arrived 
here about the 13th of May and cost 
the purchasers thirty-five cents each.1 
In every case the results attained 
were very poor, the hatches giving 
less than twenty-five per cent of the 
setting.

At the invitation of Mr. A.jpfcDon- 
ald, of Bell Island, the Association 
was asked to send a deputation to 
discuss poultry matters and the for­
mation of a Poultry Association at 
that place. It was agreed to ac­
cept the invitation, and accordingly 
on the 24th of May, the President, 
Secretary, Treasurer and Messrs, j 
Williams, White, Duff and Lynch pro- j 
ceeded by automobile to Portugal 
Cove, where they were met by Mr. 
MacDonald and conveyed by steamer 
to the Island. Upon arrival they 
were driven to one of the companies 
rooms and there met quite a number 
of persons interested in poultry. Mr. 
C. F. Taylor was elected Chairman, 
and addresses were given by several 
members of our Association, after 
which some discussion ensued and a 
vote of thanks was tendered our 
deputation by the Bell Islanders. Ad­
journment was taken to the Club 
House, where we were right royally 
entertained at a sumptuous spread by 
Mr. MacDougall, the Manager of the 
Dominion "Iron Mines.
