’ MiaanKe Liaimeat Cares Diphtheria.

With the approval of the Judges, 
the Minister of Justice has been able 
to arrange the sitting of the Supreme 
Court on Circuit in a manner which f 
we doubt will prove very popular as\ 
well as very useful. From time im- j 
memorial, so to speak, the sittings of I 
the Court on the Southern Circuit 
have been held in the month of Aug­
ust, or thereabouts, and, on the 
Northern Circuit in the month of 
September, one judge going south, 
and one going north and east. In 
Conception Bay only the Circuit 
Court has sat later in the year. Both 
on the Southern and Northern Cir­
cuits the holding of the Courts at the 
various places has been continuous 
and successful, starting at Bonne 
Bay and ending at Placentia on the 
one circuit, and starting at Conche, 
for instance, and ending at Trinity 
on the other circuit. The time for 
holding courts on both circuits has 
been inconvenient, the majority of 
the people being absent at the fish­
eries, or even at home, being too 
busily engaged to attend to court 
work. It has also been necessary to 
provide for steamers to carry the 
judges and court officials around on 
circuit, and, as each circuit has occu 
pied a considerable time, the cost 
has been large. The new arrange­
ment is to the following effect:

The Southern Circuit has been cut 
in two, one to be called the Western 
Circuit, beginning at Bonne Bay and 
ending at Channel. On Saturday, the 
Chief Justice left by the s.s. Portia 
for Bonne Bay. From Bay of Islands 
to Channel he will travel by the rail­
way, and the special car “Terra Nova” 
has been placed at his disposal. The 
sittings of the Circuit Court will be 
held at leading places on the South 
coast of the island, between Placentia 
and Channel, some time in the aut­
umn, probably about the latter part 
of November. The Northern Circuit 
sittings will begin also in November, 
Judge Johnson doing Notre Dame Bay, 
Bonavista Bay and the north side of 
Trinity Bay, travelling by railway 

No special steamer has 
been chartered for either circuit, ex­
cept it may be, possibly, for parts of 
the Southern coast, as to which it 
may not be convenient to arrange 
otherwise. By this arrangement for 
the sittings of the Court In Novem­
ber it is expected that the people 
will be greatly convenienced, as both 
litigants and witnesses will* be able 
to attend at the sittings of the court 
without Interference with their or­
dinary business, as the new arrange­
ment has been made possible, of 
course, to some extent, by the use of 
the railway; but, it might have been 
made some time ago, and upon the 
whole, the Government is to be con­
gratulated upon this fresh evidence 
of its care for the convenience of the 
public generally.

memory of the late lamented priest 
who loved it so much, and who lab­
oured so hard, to rebuild it after the 
disastrous fire in the beginning of his 
career.

NEW RUSSIAN GOVERNMENT’S 
CONSTITUTION.

LONDON, Aug. 24.
(Reuter’s Despatch)—Reuter learns 

that the newly established Northwest 
Russian Government will shortly is­
sue a declaration of its policy, con­
taining the following principles. The 
Government will be formed in agree­
ment with the Viets on representa­
tives of the Allies and will unite with 
the Government of Koltchak; it de­
clares its decision to carry on war 
against Bolshevism; complete equality 
is granted to all citizens with civil 
liberties guarantee; thé new Conston 
Assembly is to be convoked immedi­
ately. Different nationalities are to 
form part of a united Russia on a 
federative or autonomous basis. The 
Administrations of Zemtevos and 
Municipalités are to be organized on 
democratic principles. The agrar­
ian question is to be solved by the con- 
stitutents. Until then the land is to 
remain in the hands of the Rural po­
pulation. An eight hour working day, 
Government control over production, 
and regulations for safe guarding lab­
or are to be introduced by the new 
Government.

and I were talk- 
tig on this subject night before last, 
>nd we agreed (with the above nam­
ed exception) that we knew of one 
brood of children who minded both 
father and mother, and one who 
minded their father and not their 
mother—and I wouldn’t use his me­
thods if my children never minded.

Rather a small proportion of all 
our acquaintance, which embraces a 
large number of young married peo­
ple, isn’t it?

The One Thing That Saves Me.
Of course, I should not dare to 

write this were it not that every 
couple of our acquaintance will be 
sure it is their brood which is the one 
exception.

Then we began to wonder why, 
when it is unquestionably desirable 
for the sake of both child and parent 
and that long suffering third party, 
the innocent bystander, that children 
should mind when spoken to—why, 
when every unmarried person plans 
that his children shall mind, this 
happy result is so seldom obtained.

Yesterday I saw the Authorman 
and he reverted to the discussion.

The Anthorman’s Answer to the 
Eternal Question.

'Tve got it,” he said, “why chil­
dren don’t mind. It’s like this. It’s 
about as hard a thing as you can do 
to bring up a child properly. Now 
why shoiild an average person be 
able to do it? Average people don’t 
do other things superlatively well. 
They don’t do their work superla­
tively well, they don't think or write 
letters or plan their houses or do 
most other things in any superlative 
fashion. Why should you expect 
them to do a superlative job with 
children?”

Rather an Interesting point of 
view, don’t you think?

Harder to Control Children Than 
Workmen.

Carry the idea a little further. The 
man who is the forman of a gang 
of men or the man who is at the head 
of an office force, is not the average 
man—he must have more than aver­
age ability to handle men, to control 
them, to discipline, or he would be 
one of the men Instead of their 
boss. Now it is Infinitely harder to 
control and discipline a family of 
children properly than it is a gang 
of men. In the first place, the men 
have more reasoning power, more 
self-discipline. Moreover, in disci­
plining a child, the problem is com­
plicated by your love of him, and your 
need of looking out for him which 
makes certain punishments harder on 
yourself than on him.

As I have often said before, to 
deal properly with children one needs 
to have a first-class judicial mind. 
One also needs a high degree of com­
mand over others, and an infinity of 
patience. All t hese are rare quali­
ties. Why should we expect the 
average parent to have a combination 
of all three?

Why, indeed!

There are fish balls and fish halls, 
but the finest fish balls are made as 
follows: Take a small fish—haddock, 
cod, pollock or hake—and cut it into 
half inch slices, cutting across the 
grain. You want about half a pint 
of fish. You also need about as many 
pared potatoes—small ones are best 
—two eggs, a piece of butter about 
the size of an egg, and a little pepper.

Put the potatoes Into a boiler and 
the fish on top of them. Cover with 
boiling water and cook for half an 
hour. Drain off the water and mash 
the fish and potatoes together until 
fine and light. Beat the eggs well, 
and add these, and butter and pepper.

Have a deep kettle of boiling fat, 
such as you would use for frying 
doughnuts. Dip a tablespoon into 
this and take up a spoonful of the 
fish and potato mixture, getting the 
latter as round as possible. Drop it 
into the fat and cook until it browns. 
When you get through, you will have 
a dish of finely cooked fish balls.

"G/ve the Young- 
sters a Chance

Mr. Dugald Munn’s slogan, 
contained in his excellent quo­
tation on Interdenominational 
Education as published in Sat­
urday’s Telegram, may wisely 
be taken as the slogan of the 
campaign for Interdenomina­
tional Education now being 
waged.

There is a lot of significance 
in the phrase. “Give the young­
sters a chance” embodies the 
whole aim and object of educa­
tion, not alone in this, but in 
every other country as well.

Modern people recognize that 
youngsters do not have a chance 
of getting ahead in life unless 
they receive at least an elemen­
tary education, and it is for an 
elementary education for each 
and eve^y child in Newfound­
land that we stand.

We hold that it is impossible 
to give every child such under 
educational conditions as at 
present known. The present 
system of education is so loose­
ly applied that there are some 
who receive first rate education 
and some who do not even learn 
to read and write.

A better system is required. 
A better system is absolutely 
necessary. Newfoundland must 
remain backwafd as long as the 
present inadequate system re­
mains. The number of illiter­
ates in Newfoundland is dis­
gracefully high. The number 
is so high that we who have 
been blessed with a little educa­
tion should be positively asham­
ed of our negligence in institu­
ting some system whereby the 
children may be given a chance 
to secure an elementary educa­
tion. There should not be a 
boy or a girl in this country 
who cannot read and write. 
That there are many clever peo­
ple in the outports is very true. 
Many lads who come to the city 
to receive their education turn 
out to be the smartest of the 
schools and colleges here. Were 
the right educational system in­
stituted we could look forward 
with justification to an era of 
unusual prosperity and happi­
ness—for education does make 
a country happy and prosper­
ous.

There are small outports in 
Newfoundland with two and 
three small one-roomed schools 
if one teacher each. From half 
>. dozen to a couple of dozen 
children attend each of them. 
The teachers are poorly—even 
miserably, paid, and the chil­
dren certainly do not receive the 
education that they should.

Interdenominational Educa­
tion means simply that those 
schools would be pooled into 
one; one, well trained, well 
paid teacher would be in charge 
and the children would then and 
only then receive a proper edu­
cation. The Government Edu­
cation Grants would be pooled 
and used for the one school.

We cannot imagine any draw­
backs in such an arrangement.

YESTERDAY’S GARDEN PARTY. 
—Father Ashley’s Garden Party at 
Torbay yesterday was very success­
ful, and a large number of people 
from the city and surrounding places 
ivas present. The T. A. band was in 
ttten dance and added considerably to 
fhe day’s enjoyment.

Great Improvement.
Several carpenters and laborers 

are employed erecting a new paling 
fence on the North side of Quid! Vldi 
Lake, as the preliminary improve­
ment which is about to be made to 
that historic locality. As is well 
known, this plot of land has been 
handed over to the city by our phil­
anthropist and enterprising merchant, 
Sir EM gar Bowring. The posts will 
be placed six feet apart and when 
completed will be a great acquisition 
to the surroundings, and will enhance 
and beautify the scene of our great 
national sport—the Regatta.

Broke Arm.
At eleven o’clock this morning, Mr. 

James Cole, the popular customs’ 
checker at A. Harvey’s, met with a 
bad accident that will keep him in­
doors tor some time. He was ascend­
ing to the root of his residence, 
Cochrane St., by means of a steplad- 
der, for the purpose of cleaning the 
chimney. Slipping, he fell to the 
ground, inflicting some severe cuts in 
his head and breaking his right arm. 
A doctor was quickly on the scene 
and Mr. Cole was ordered to the 
hospital, the ambulance conveying 
him.

Big Vessel Leaves.
The five-masted American schooner 

Jane Palmer, 3138 tons gross, which 
put in here on August 31st whilst on 
a voyage from St. John, N.B. to Liver­
pool, resumed her voyage on Satur­
day. The tug D. P. Ingraham towed 
her about three miles to the east­
ward of Cape Spear. By this time 
the big schooner was showing a full 
spread of canvas so as to catch the 
light wind that was blowing. Capt. 
Rose, of the Ingrahaifl' says that she 
made a beautiful sight. As a .matter 
of interest we might remark that her 
cargo of lumber, roughly estimated, 
comprises two and a quarter million 
feet. As the leak was discovered by 
the assistance of divers and by 
soundings taken of the vessel’s hold 
none of the cargo was removed as 
stated previously by certain papers. 
The Jane Palmer"is the largest five- 
masted wooden schooner afloat and Is 
commanded by Capt. D. C. Torry, of 
Deer Island, Maine.

As we go to Press we learn that 
the big five masted American schoon­
er, Jane Palmer, which left port this 
morning, experfenoed some trouble 
and decided to return.

BOYS HAVE HAPPY TME AT POW- 

ER8C0URT, MANUELS.
Set well in among the trees at 

Father Kelly’s property, “Powerscourt, 
the Cadets’ Camp made a pretty pic­
ture yesterday. A new road, bordered 
by lime-washed stones, leads the way 
to the Camp area, and here are found 
the Guard Tent and some eighteen 
tents forming a hollow square where 
the parades are held. Backed by thick 
trees and surrounded by green fields, 
the scene is an attractive one.

118 lads are under canvas; these in­
clude Capt. J. M. Greene, Lieut. J. 
Murphy and 15 from the Bell Island 
Company; 18 Scouts of the Second 
St. John’s Troop, under Asst. S. M. 
Furlong, are also included In the 
strength.

Capt. J. J. O’Grady makes an effic- 
icent and popular Commandant; on his 
executive staff: Capt. Leo. Murphy as 
Adjutant; Lieut. J. P. Lang as Quar­
termaster, Capt. W. Clare as Parade 
Ground Adjutant and Regtl. Sergt- 
Major "Gus”. Galgay. The pioneers 
are almost exclusively old Cadets and 
returned soldiers: Sergti Tommy 
Morrissey, Sergt. Major Parks, Sergt.

SABLE’S L’S PASSENGERS.—The

Yesterday afternoon in College Hall 
a lecture was delivered by Commie- 
sloner Richards, of the S.A„ when the 
Governor presided. On the platform 
were Rev. D. B. Ashford, S. ty Officers, 
Hon. J. R. Bennett" Lt. Col. W. Rendell 
and others. The Governor referred 
to the splendid work of the Army, 
after which the Commissioner began.

The lecture by Commissioner1 Rich­
ards on “The World Wide Salvation 
Army," proved highly Interesting and 
was followed throughout with closest 
attention. In the opening, he told of 
the birth of the Army in an old bury­
ing ground in the East of London, the 
founder being the late General Booth. 
It has now spread to practically every 
comer of the globe, and even at the 
North Pole he believed a copy of the 
War Cry would be found. The first 
meeting in Australia was held by two 
members from the Old Country, who 
meeting in Melbourne decided to Join 
fortes, and at once opened a service. 
To-day the organization there num­
bers thousands and is greatly aided 
by the Government,which recognizes its 
value as a factor in uplift and reform. 
Special departments are conducted for 
those addicated to intoxicants who are 
schooled and taught a trade and some 
45 per cent, of the cases are perman­
ently cured and sent out better equip­
ped than ever for the battle of life. 
In Canada where marvellous work has 
been and is being done, the formation 
of the Army was similar to that in 
Australia, two members happening to 
came together in London, Ontario, and 
at once start a meeting. Now there 
are over 1,000 S. A. Officials there, 
and much work has been done particu­
larly in connection with the re-educa­
tion of the soldiers and management 
of rescue homes. In the United States 
the Government aids the Army gener­
ously, because of its efforts for good, 
and General Booth, daughter of the 
founder, received a medal for work 

1 in the field during the war. Among the 
i Dutch, again, the labors of • the Army 
I have been highly successful, and even 
, among cannibals many have been con- 
j verted and led to Christian ways of 
living. In China some 25 corps have 
been established, and—numbers of or­
phan homes opened, while the social 
sides among the poor have received 
special attention. In Thibet a medical 
officer and his wife have laboured with 
marked success among the people of 
the mountains. Thirty-eight years ago 
a judge in India, on reading a War Cry 
said, this is the thing fpr India^-end 
after some time induced General 

I Booth to introduce the Army there. 
Under Colonel Booth-Tucker, India 
has been a great field, and now has 
3.000 native preachers, converted from 
Buddhism and other old religions of/ 
the country. The Army there has help- 

j ed the Government wonderfully in 
dealing with natives who devoted 

i themselves to stealing, and his estab- 
, lished colonies in which these crimin- 
i a!s are converted and led to honest 

living. The silk industry has also 
been promoted, bringing in much mon­
ey to carry on work among the tribes, 

j The Government in appreciation has 
j bestowed the highest honors on Booth- 
I Tucker. Fourteen homes are being 
conducted, where children, many of 
whom die annually during the dry 
season, are cared for better than they 
could be by the parents, and fitted for 
life. Commissioner Richards said he 
had been privileged to visit France, 
Belgium, etc., and all the areas de­
vastated by the war. The S. A. has 
hospitals along the Rhine, at Cologne 
and other points, some of which con­
tain 600 patients. General Booth of 
the S.A., was in the field 16 days after 
war was declared, and has been de­
corated with the Mons Medal. He 
went through the Boer war from Cape­
town to Pretoria. In the recent strug­
gle the Army won the highest praise 
wherever it worked. The Army 
labors in sympathy with all churches, 
and the Commissioner was glad to say 
they returned the help. In the great 
work of rescue, no discrimination is 
made as to religion. In large centres 
touch Is kept with the police courts, 
which welcome the Army, which saves 
many who would otherwise become 
vicious and crimitral. Premier Mas­
sey of New Zealand, has given the 
Army the highest praise, as it saves 
the Government a great deal of work 
by its reformatories, etc. He spoke of 
the great assistance given the Army 
at Halifax in connection with its mat­
ernity hospital, and in conclusion paid 
a high tribute to the bandsmen, and 
thanked all for their attendance.

A band celection followed, after 
which Hon. J. R. Bennett expressed 
great-pleasure at being present, and 
looked upon the Commissioner’s visit 
as of the greatest importance and in­
terest . He spoke in warmest praise 
of the S. A. work in the war, having 
been privileged to see it himself dur­
ing his visit to France. None at home 
he felt could realize the extent and 
value of that work, which was second 
to that of no other organization. The 
S. A. people, male and female, were 
up in the very front lines working to 
bring peace, and when the history of 
the struggle is written their efforts 
will form one of the most important 
chapters. The attempts towards soc­
ial reform made here by the S. A. had 
not met with the same support as else­
where, but he hoped to see it taken up 
again and successfully carried out, as 
it was most important to ourselves 
and the future.

The motion was put by His Excel­
lency and accorded by hearty hand 
clapping. A vote of thanks to His 
Excellency, proposed by Lt Col. 
Chandler, S.A., was also warmly ac­
corded. The meeting closed with the 
National Anthem, followed\by Bene­
diction by Rev. D. B. Ashford.

AT NIGHT.
Long before the time announced 

for the evening meeting, the College 
Hall was again filled to Its utmost 
capacity, many people having to 
stand, while many more unable to 
gain admittance went away dis­
appointed. After a selection by the 
band, the opening hymn and prayer, 
Commissioner Richards addressed the 
magnificent audience and for the 
greater part of an hour fascinated 
them by his eloquent address from 
the 12th chapter of Exodus, 21-23 
verses, dividing his subject into three 
parts. Universal Condemnation, Sub- 
stitntion and Appropriation. The 
Commissioner portrayed the condition 
of Israel In bondage and how, through 
the punishment of sin on the part of 
the Egyptians and the sprinkling of 
blood by Divine command brought 
salvation. “The lamb# the blood," 
said the Commissioner, “brings vivid­
ly to our minds another scene, Cal­
vary, the rugged Cross, thu mocking 
crowd, the crucifixion.” He dwelt 
long on Substitution, explaining how 
the world was submerged through 
sin and the balance still going down 
in spite of the efforts put forth by 
the Prophets, until Jesus volunteered 
to go down to the manger, to the 
people, to calvary and raising the 
balance rescued the world from hell, 
the first evidence being seen in the 
dying thief. He states that just as 
Israel witnessed the fight between 
David and Goliath, understanding its 
far-reaching results as a nation, so 
the world looked on the Calvary 
struggle knowing that on the issues 
depend the world’s destiny, but were 
able to show triumphantly as the 
Israelites on hearing the words “It is 
finished.” Appropriation, said the 
Commissioner, means the applying the 
blood of the everlasting covenant to 
the sinner’s heart by faith, just as 
the Israelites with hyssop sprinkled 
the blood on the lintel and the door 
posts of their houses.

In the night’s meeting several men 
and women decided to lead a new 
life.

Officers’ gatherings will be held 
to-day and Tuesday, after which the 
Commissioner returns to Canada.

A Belgian Hero.
During the first sortie from Ant 

werp against the Germans on Aug­
ust 25-26, 1914, the fighting was hot 
at the hamlet of Pont Brule, on the 
west bank of the Willebrock Canal. 
The 3rd battalion 2nd Belgian Chass­
eurs, under Major Verbugghe, had 
been sent to force the passage. The 
Germans had occupied the houses, 
keeping the bridge under their fire, 
and as the lever for working the 
drawbridge was on their side, they 
had half lifted the bridge, so as to 
prevent any crossing by it There 
was only one way—to try to get at 
the lever, let the bridge down, and 
force the passage violently. The fire 
of.the picked German marksmen on 
the opposite bluff had brought down 
several Belgian officers and men when 
they had barely raised their heads 
from cover ; but a volunteer was soon 
found—Militiaman Theorgines, of the 
1906 class. Taking off all that would 
he in his way, he slipped along the 
trench, looking for the spot where the 
uplifted gridge would hide him from 
the enemy’s view. On finding it, he 
sprang out, rolled down the bluff, and 
plunged into the canal, unobserved 
by the Germans. Theorgines swam 
across, clung to the bluff, and crawl­
ed to the handle which operated the 
bridge. Then, exposing himself to 
the enemy’s fire he raised himself up, 
and applied all his strength to the 
lever. Cries came from the Belgians, 
who, hidden in the houses near the 
bridge, were watching with bated 
breath the movements of the hero— 
“The other way! The other way! 
You are lifting it up!” As quick as 
lightning Theorgines changed his 
tactics. But the Germans had heard, 
and flashes shot from the trench whose 
fire commanded the bridge obliquely. 
Theorgines was seen to drop on one 
knee, but he clung desperately to the 
handle, and continued to turn. All 
of a sudden he let go, beat the air 
with his arms, and sank down mor­
tally wounded. At that moment the 
German reinforcements arrived and 
the Belgians were ordered to retire.

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Forty Years in the Public 
Service-the Evening Telegram,

Fewer Moustaches.
(By Ralph Harold Bretherton, In 

"London Daily Mail.”)
yhose of us who like the bright 

open British face, so distinctive be­
cause so scrupulously clean-shaven, 
breathe freely. All through the war 
the fear was with us that we might 
fall from our high standard of hon­
estly bare cheeks, lips and chin.

We remembered what we had been 
told of the calamity that befell our 
British looks after the Crimean War 
—how warriors coming home bearded 
from that campaign set the fashion 
which brought in the terrible mid- 
Vlctorlan era of whiskers. We trem­
bled lest a like calamity should fol­
low the great European War.

Now, happily, we know that we 
need not have feared. So far from 
being hairier of face, we are less 
hairy. Not only have beards and 
whiskers failed to appear, but the 
moustache has suffered a decline. 
The recent processions through Lon­
don have shown that even in the Ar­
my, the last stronghold of the mous­
tache, British manhood is clean­
shaven almost to the last man.

The decline of the moustache, at 
one time the sign of a military man, 
during a war is a rather remarkable 
thing. And it hardly seemed likely 
when the war began. Men who were 
about to become soldiers got ready in 
advance by growing moustaches. 
Other men, perhaps, who had no in­
tention of joining up if they could 
help it, grew them as the easiest way 
of looking martial.

. . • • •
But the facts were aginst the 

moustache. Many things combined to 
kill it. First the Kaiser wore a 
moustache, and nobody wanted to do 
anything that the Kaiser did. Next, 
the overseas men were clean-shaven 
one and all, and we wanted to look as 
handsome as they. And, thirdly, 
those who only grudgingly obeyed the 
Army order forbidding the shaving 
of the upper lip made it ridiculous 
by sporting "Charlie Chaplin’s”—so 
ridiculous that at last, some time In 
’16, the order was rescinded.

It was the first great victory of the 
new Army of free Britons over the 
too rigid discipline of the old school, 
and the new free Army sprang to take 
advantage of It. In barracks and 
camps and dugouts moustaches fell In 
broad swaths before the all-conquer­
ing razor.

There were practical reasons as 
well for the abolition of the Army 
moustache. The soldier lives largely 
on stew, and a hungry man, such as 
a soldier generally Is, does not want 
to be bothered with a hairy Up when 
eating stew. And, again, moisture 
gathers quickly In a gas-mask, and 
this moisture noon collects about a 
moustache, making it exceedingly 
unpleasant to the wearer.

Anyhow, whatever the cause, the 
moustache Is practically extinct, lin­
gering meagre only here and there. 
We need not regret its passing. Few 
men look the worse for being clean­
shaven, and feweer still the better 
for a moustache. And, after all, the 
clean-shaven face is a British tra­
dition and the moustache more or 
less a foreign fancy.

Railway Thrillers.

Parmer Stunts Specially Staged for the 
“Movie” Camera.

The producing of a railway thriller 
does not end by the leasing of a branch 
line, a brace of locomotives, and six 
or seven carriages. The task, in fact, 
has hardly begun, for the director has 
yet to put his players through the 
mill. And. believe me, theirs is no 
envious task. They must give no 
heed to breaking their necks and gen­
erally flirting with death, although It 
must be said, in fairness that all hu­
man precautions are taken to prevent 
accidents.

Just why the actors should be call­
ed upon to place themselves in the 
path of danger is extremely hard to 
understand, for is theirs not a branch 
of the acting profession? Why, there­
fore, convert them into aerobats? Per­
haps the best explanation the players 
give is that they are out to entertain 
millions of pictu-re enthusiasts, and 
the best way is to put sensations 
across the screen. It is in executing 
these that the risks are involved.

Probably the biggest railway 
spectacle in the history of motion-pic­
tures was recently staged at Milltown, 
New Jersey, U.S.A., on a spur of the 
Raritan River Railroad. The stunt 
was for a train, comprising one old 
locomotive and three carriages, to 
fall into the water when passing over 
a trestle bridge across a lake.

Brave Men at the Handle.
This was accomplished by erecting 

a trestle especially for the occasion. 
?* joined the main line seventy-five 
feet from the shore and had a sharp 
curve of one hundred and seventy 
feet.

An expert took charge of the dyna­
miting arrangements and everything 
was carefully timed. The engineer was 
told to fix the speed at fifteen miles 
per hour before deserting the car. The 
eight camera men, stationed at differ­

ent points, desired to get a panorama 
as the train made its fatal Journey, 
for if the train travelled any faster it 
would blur on the film. But the en­
gineer had evidently opened the 
trottle too wide, for the train slid by 
at double the speed. The dynamite

| standstill within a few feet of the 
j dare-devil operator, who was busily 
filming the wreck on a' small platform. 
Everybody present feared that the 
locomotive would knock the platform

“The Government Is endeavouring 
to extricate itself from the muddle 
In which it was inyolved by its slack­
ness In dealing with the Women’s 
Bill in the House of Commons by in­
troducing its own alternative meas­
ure in the House of Lords,” says the 
Westminister Gazette.

"The Lord ChanceHor recently 
suggested that the supporters of the 
Labour Partie’s Bill should move 
amendments to the Government Bill 
so as to make it approximate to their 
own. We suppose, however, that the 
Government holds to Its refusal to 
alter the franchise by reducing the 
voting age for women from thirty to 
twenty-one.”

“The two sex equality Bills, one of 
which has pased the House of Comb­
inons, and both of which compete for 
the favour of the Lords, would have 
been the occasion for much sound and 
fury five years ago,” says the Obser­
ver. “To-day they—or one of them 
—are passing into law unaccompan­
ied by a murmur either of protest or 
approval. They represent almost the 
last contribution, the legislature can 
make towards settling the sexes on 
an even basis of opportunity.

“The Government office and the 
business house before the war had a 
fair inkling of feminine capacity. But 
war has placed her competence and 
patriotism on a new level altogether, 
Nothing is too good, nothing is good 
enough that we can do to requite an­
cient prejudice and recognize equality 
of service. When we have done am­
ending the law we shall still have 
much to amend in our habits of mind. 
Habits do not perish by majority vote. 
For countless years, let us confess it, 
the Englishman has estimated the 
English woman in varying degree as 
an inferior being.

“The legal anomalies now in course 
of disappearance are survivals of a 
very ancient and pertinacious belief. 
When we have cast out of the stature 
hook the dogma of woman’s infer­
iority we have still to give life to 
the new and truer formula that man 
and wom'an are equal and different. 
As women come to practice of their 
full rights no one can say what ap­
proximation practice may bring be­
tween the distinctive attitudes of man 
and women. She has much to learn. 
Is it not more than probable that she 
has much to teach?

“Equalityx of opportunity brings 
equality of obligation, and the equal 
right of all to use their opportunity to 
the best advantage they can. This is 
the corollary that woman must face. 
It breathes a ruder doctrine of compe­
tition than the tranquil but joyless 
conventions of man's treatment of 
the other sex in the past."

gars and idiots, bearing one and all— 
to the eye of the physiologist—the 
stigmata of alcoholic penalties.

“No drunkenness in Southern Eu­
rope?

“He who makes that statement 
speaks out of deep ignorance. He has 
never dwelt in the villages of Pro­
vence, or wandered over the wide 
roads of Italy. Yo do not, I admit, 
see so wild and manifest a drunken­
ness as In the harsh, northern, spirit­
drinking lands; but the southern 
drinker, making up in quantity what 
was wanted in the alcoholic strength 
of his beverage, reaches the same 
stage of physical impairment, begets 
the same poisoned offspring, dies in 
the same kind of alcoholic dissolu­
tion—to use the technical phrase. His 
moral conception, as his physical de­
generation, is slower in its progress; 
but statistics could be piled hospital- 
high to show it reaches the same end."

Cecil Harmsworh, is a Minister of the 
Crown, and yet another brother, Sir 
Leicester Harmsworth, Bart., is one 
of the best-known Liberal M.P.’s. 
Thus, of four brothers, two are in the 
House of Lords, and two are in the 
House of Commons, and of the latter 
one is on the Treasury Bench, making 
statements for the Government.

A father and son association that 
flourished in the Liberal House of 
recent time, but who are there no 
longer, are Russel Read and his son 
Walter Read.

Turning to the other great Party, 
two Unionist brothers have distin­
guished themselves, and are both in 
the House now. These are Mr. God­
frey Locker-Lampson, formerly of the 
Home Office, and Mr. Oliver Locker* 
Lampson happily restored to the 
House from the terrific dangers of his 
command of armoured cars in the re­
motest wilds of Russia.

Lord Lansdowne has had a son, 
Lord Kerry, in the Commons, and 
there still remains in that House, Mr, 
Wiliam Archer Redmond, son of the 
late John Redmond, and nephew of 
the late Willie Redmond, both of 
whom were M. P.’s for many years.

Neither Mr. Asquith nor Mr. Lloyd 
George has a son in the House, al­
though the brilliant career of Mr. 
Asquith’s son who was killed in the 
war was in many ways strikingly 
paralled with that of his distinguish­
ed father. Now and then one sees an 
M.P. of outstanding ability showing 
some boyish>-faced young man about 
the House of Commons, explaining 
debates, pointing out personalities, 
or giving instructions to leading 
figures of the place, and it would not 
be surprising if many more sons in 
the future were fired with the polit­
ical ambitions which brought their 
fathers to eminence.

Sagona Back
From Labrador.

The s.s. Sagona, Capt. Parsons, 
arrived from Labrador ports last 
evening, having been as far North as 
Nain, which place was reached on 
the 17th inst. Unfavorable weather 
was experienced at the outset of the 
trip going north, but since the 15th, 
conditions have been all that could 
be desired. Capt. Parsons reports a 
decided improvement in the fishery 
generally, and but for the presence 
of ice, good work would have been 
done. From Paul’s Island to Cape 
Harrison, the ice/ is still inshore, 
making it impossible to keep twine 
in thfe water, and when it slacks off, 
good hauls are made. At Illak, thir­
teen or fourteen schooners are re­
ported with from 500 to 800 qtls., and 
with every prospect of getting full 
fares. Turnavick is still packed with 
ice, and no fishing has been done 
there for the season. The ice is still 
about Cape Harrison, but several 
schooners fishing there have done 
well. In Mackovic Bay cod is plen­
tiful, and a number of schooners are 
there picking up good trips. Further 
up the coast there is a general im­
provement, and if fine weather holds 
there is a prospect of' a fair voyage 
being landed. The majority of the 
“floaters” are north of Nain, and have 
not been heard from. It is expected 
however, that most of the floaters will 
get saving voyages. The Sagona 
brought about 200 packages of freight 
and the following passengers: R. 
French, W. Trenchard, D. LeDrew, H. 
Masters, J. R. Young, P. J. Wade, J. 
Grogan, A. B. Thurston, J. A. Thurs­
ton, E. Hudson, J. Benoit, Mrs. A.

THE AVIATORS.
Both the aviators are men of long 

experience and service in matters 
aeronautical. Harry G. Hawker, born 
in Australia, came to England in the 
early days of flying, and learned from 
Mr. T. O. M. Sopwith, then a certificat­
ed pilot, the new science, eventually 
winning his certificate. When Sop­
with went into the aircraft construc­
tion business, Hawker joined with 
him, And became, ultimately, the 
world’s greatest test pilot. This work 
consisted of testing machines accord­
ing as they were constructed, and Was 
a very dangerous calling. Hawker 
was as fearless as he was competent, 
however, and he broke several British 
rcords in flying, among them being the 
altitude and duration achievements. 
Hê competed in The Daily Mail’s cir­
cuit of Britain competition, getting 
around as far as Dublin. Here, unfor­
tunately. his foot slipped from the 
rudder bar, and he was compelled to 
descend, thereby losing the $10,000 
prize. He was a small man, slightly 
built, wiry and possessing a splendid 
stamina. Hawker, who was a life­
long abstainer from tobacco and al­
cohol, was a peculiarly reticent man, 
rarely opening his mouth, and then 
only to drop a dry remark. He was a 
capable man, with an uncanny know­
ledge of aeronautics, brave, fearless, 
and a thoroughly energetic one. It 
has been observed, however,—and per­
haps with some reason—that his per­
sonality was a most unlovable one. He 
was twenty-eight years of age, and 
married.

Lieutenant-Commander MacKenzie 
i Grieve, R.N., had a very interesting 
I career in the British Navy, and dur- 
! ing the war was in charge of the sea- 
* plane carrier Campania. He had not 
| had a great deal of flying experience, 
nor did he possess a thorough know­
ledge of wireless work. It was his 
navigating ability that made him so 
valuable in the Transatlantic flight 
Grieve, who was unmarried, was a tall, 
spare, broadshouldered Scotchman, 
with a nature quite the opposite from 
that of his companion in adventure. 
Of the two he was the most likeable 
and the most liked.

A TIRESOME WAIT.
The Sopwith machine made her first 

flight this side of the Atlantic, on

April the loth, * having then been In 
the country for ten days. This was 
the first aircraft to fly In Newfound­
land. It Is needless to dilate on the 
excitement and Interest caused by the 
graceful machine, as she soared over 
the city. The noise of the motor at­
tracted attention to her, and the un­
usual sight of the streets of St. John’s 
being black with crowds that gazed 
skywards was to be seen.

From her trial flight to the begin­
ning of her fatal Transatlantic one 
followed a long and tiring wait of 
forty-nine days. Meteorological con­
ditions were unfavorable, and the 
flight was postponed week after week. 
Very trying days were these to Haw­
ker and Grieve, for the long wait was 
a thousandfold harder than twice the 
same period of action. It was the suc­
cessful arrival of the American sea­
plane at t he Azores that caused them 
to set out on the non-stop flight, at a 
time when conditions were even more 
unfavorable than hitherto.

Meanwhile, the Martinsyde biplane, 
accompanied by Morgan, her naviga­
tor, and P. F. Raynham, the pilot, ar­
rived in St. John’s by the s.s. Sachem. 
She berthed at the pier at twelve- 
thirty in the day and the removal of 
the plane was begun almost immedi­
ately. The Sopwith plane had made 
her successful trial flight just a day 
before, and Morgan and Raynham 
worked like trojans to get their mach­
ine transferred to Pieasantville, where 
a large canvas hangar, brought by 
tjjem, was to contain the little biplane. 
The work of construction was rushed 
and the staff of mechanics, brought 
from England, drove things ahead, and 

1 the trial flight took place seven days 
after her arrival. Large crowds had 
congregated at Pieasantville, for news 
of her intended flight had been fairly 
well known. As the Sopwith machine 
had, she circled over the city for ex­
actly >half an hour and citizens had 
an excellent opportunity of viewing 
the pretty little plane in flight.

THE RAYMOR.
The Martinsyde machine, named 

“Raymor,” — a contraction of her 
crew’s names, Raynham and Morgan— 
was smaller than the Sopwith. Her 
span (of the planes, that is,—) was 
forty-one feet. The total weight was 
5000 pounds, and she was fitted with 
one Rolls-Royce motor of two hun­
dred and eighty horsepower. She car­
ried 360 gallons of petrol, and was 
supplied free with lubricating oil by 
the Wakefield Company, of London. 
Her crew of two wore the regular R. 
A.F. flying suits, and there was no 
feature of special interest at all con­
nected with the machine.

Raynham, like Hawker, was a civil­
ian flier, and had an almost equally 
long and interesting flying career. 
This was not his first time to com­
pete with Hawker, and he hoped it 
would not be his last. Raynham was 
a tall, slight young man, rather re­
ticent and disinclined to talking about 
either himself or machine.

Morgan was his direct opposite. 
Open and free in disposition, he would 
discuss the machine, her chances, and 
anything connected with it, without 
the slightest hesitation, and even 
seemed to like doing so. He was train­
ed in the Royal Naval Air Service. He 
had an interesting as well as exciting 
war service, winning the D.S.O., Mons 
Star, and C. de G. He lost a leg in 
air fighting, but had the great satis­
faction of bringing down four German 
aeroplanes. Curious to relate, Morgan 
is a direct descendant of Sir Henry 
Morgan, the greatest buccaneer of all 
times, and all his ancestors, as far 
back as he could trace, were nautical 
men.

Before Raynham and Morgan arriv­
ed in Newfoundland with their plane, 
Hawker and Grieve were inclined to 
depreciate their (the Martinsyde’s) ef­
forts, but after they had arrived this 
was soon dissipated and the rivals be­
came good friends, visiting each 
others’ ground. Eventually the newest- 
come machine was all ready and com­
plete, and all that was wanting was 
suitable weather. The bad meteoro­
logical conditions had reduced the ad­
vantage that tiie Sopwith people lyd 
had over the Martinsyde by being on 
hand long before them, and both teams 
were now on an equality, waiting for 
the very first chance ti get away. 
Hawker was considerably worried over 
this fact, as his speed was about five 
miles an hour less than that of the 
Raymor, and unless he could get a few 
hours’ start, It would seem as if his 
chance of winning the prize was qpt 
as good as it had at first been. Both

parties watched each other like- cats, 
and not a move of one was lost on the 
other. To give an example of this 
watchfulness, I might tell that, while 
Hawker and Grieve were motoring 
out In the country one day, they got 
word that Raynham and Morgan were 
tuning up their engine, preparatory to 
a start. Return was instantly made, 
but they were agreeably surprised to 
find the report to be slightly exagger­
ated. Their rivals were tuning up 
their engine, but not preparatory to a 
flight

THE AMERICANS’ ARRIVAL.
Now, while both parties were 

watching and waiting, an event 
which threw them into consterna­
tion occurred1 and in a most unex­
pected quarter. Up to this time none 
but British aviators had been asso­
ciated with the flying of the Atlantic 
and it seemed as if the feat were to 
be accomplished by an Englishman. 
Then came the Americans to Trepas- 
sey. Here came a new factor into 
the game, for, as differing from the 

i British attempts, the Yanks were 
. placing their reliance on the sea­

plane, or flying boat. Seaplanes are J very much the same as the land ma­
chines, except that the fuselage is 
so constructed that the machine can 
float on the water and thereby enable 
the plane to rise from or alight on 
water. Although the Americans’ at­
tempt was not made for the London 
Daily Mail prize, they were just as 
anxious to be the first to accomplish 
the great flight, and their prepara­
tions, begun many months before 
the actual attempt, were carried out 
on a magnificent scale, nothing being 
left to chance, nothing being overlook­
ed. The proverbial American pro­
gressiveness and thoroughness were 
here evidenced, and those of us who 
had the privilege of being at Tre- 
passey and witnessing the events 
there enacted, did not doubt for a 
moment that their work was to end in 
success. The American Navy, Avia­
tion Division, was the backer of the 
American attempt, and the entire re­
sources of the American Navy were at 
the disposal of the men who were 
looking after the project. Up to this 
moment it had seemed as if the 
Yanks had been caught napping, hut 
when they did get going they threw 
themselves into the thing and carried 
all 'before them. I speak, write and 
think enthusiastically of the Ameri­
cans, for I had the opportunity of 
being on hand to see how they did 
things, and have been ever since, if 
not before, a staunch admirer of our 
great cousins to the South. No ex­
pense was spared, and the attempt, 
with its necessary phases, cost the 
American nation nearly two million 
dollars. They wanted to prove that 
the crossing of the Atlantic by air 
was practicable and their attempt 
was to be no mean stunt, but a scien­
tific experiment. From a practical 
viewpoint, therefore, the American 
success in their -stop flight was of 
more value than the non-stop flight of 
Alcock and Brown.

The first two American seaplanes 
arrived at Trepassey on Saturday 
afternoon, May 10th. Leaving Rock- 
away Beach, N.Y., the three of them, 
the One, Tb/ee and Four, flew toward 
Halifax, whence they came to Tre­
passey. The Four, commanded by A. 
C. Read, did not arrive at Halifax 
with the other two, being obliged to

descend and had to be towed into 
Chatham. She had not arrived at 
Halifax up to the time the other two 
left, and the One and Three were at 
Trepassey five days before she even­
tually arrived there, on May 15tlrr 
After leaving Halifax, she was forced 
to descend and had to be towed back 
to have repairs effected. At 7.45 on 
Friday evening, May 16th, the three 
seaplanes took off at Trepassey, and 
set out on the flight to the Azores.

THE ARRIVAL AT AZORES.
Only the N.C. 4 arrived without 

mishap. The N.C. One, running into 
fog, lost her direction and was com­
pelled to descend. It was not until 
May 19th that she turned up, flying 
into Ponta Delgado, Azores, under 
her own power. She was unable to 
continue the flight and had therefore 
to be counted out. On May 27th at 
6.19 a.m. the Four left Ponta Delgado 
for Lisbon, Portugal, arriving there 
at 4.02 p.m. the same day. On May 
30th, at 1.20 a.m., she left Lisbon for 
Plymouth, England, arriving at 9.26 
a.m. on Majv 31st. The total flying 
time of the N.C. Four, from the time 
she left Rockaway, N.Y., until she ar­
rived in England, was 59 hours and 
56 minutes. The total distance was 
3,946 or nearly 4,000 miles—a long 
journey to be done in 59 hours. The 
American Navy co-operated with the 
N.C. fliers, and at intervals was post­
ed along the route from Halifax to 
Trepassey, from Trepassey to the 
Azores, from the Azores to Lisbon, 
and from Lisbon to Plymouth. It 
was therefore considered that the 
flying boats would never be more 
than twenty-five miles from a cruiser 
and always within sight of at least 
two. The N.C.’s were giant ma­
chines, the wing span being 126 feet; 
the same as the Handley-Page bi­
plane. Each was fitted with four mo­
tors, Liberty make, with two tractor 
and two pusher propellers. The crew 
of each consisted of two pilots, two 
mechanics, a navigator and a wire­
less expert, six in all. The cruising 
speed was sixty-five miles an hour. 
They were very handsome machines 
to look at, and a visit to and through 
them, which I had the pleasure of en­
joying, was one that would never be 
forgotten. Commander Read was a 
tall, spare man, pleasant in demean­

our and easy to talk to. Those who 
met him were glad that he was the 
one of the three to accomplish the 
great flight. Trepassey was a busy 
spot while the Americans were pre­
paring for their attempt, every cruis­
er that was posted along the route 
first coming into the harbor where it 
received full supplies. The people 
there, although at first deeply Inter­
ested in the seaplanes, grew disinter­
ested after a while, and eventually 
came to the place where they would 
hardly look out of the window to see 
them flying.
