The Governor’s address on 
the occasion of opening the 
Legislature at the present ses­
sion, touched but lightly on the 
financial affairs of the domin­
ion. The few words that were 
spoken on that subject, how­
ever, were sufficient to convince 
auditors that the exchequer had 
been wisely controlled by the 
late Minister of Finance, Sir M. 
P. Cashin, inasmuch as the 
speech contained these words, 
“The revenue for the last fiscal 
year (June 30, 1919) showed a 
substantial surplus over reven­
ue,” and notwithstanding that 
to offset this, the statement was 
made that “on the /other hand 
there have been large expend­
itures not included within the 
scope of last year’s estimates, 
which it will be necessary to 
legalise,” the wisdom and sound 
financial judgment of the out­
going minister of that depart­
ment is confirmed, quite un­
willingly but none the less con­
vincingly, in the next sentence;

Wearing Overalls.
WASHINGTON. April 17. — The 

'overall movement” has extended to 
congress.

Representative Upshaw, Democrat, 
of Georgia, appeared on the floor of 
the House this afternoon clad In the 
blue denim garments rapidly becom­
ing popular In the fight against the 
high cost of clothing. Business before 
the house was held up while both 
sides vigorously applauded the Geor­
gian and the galleries Joined in the 
demonstration.

'The man to overalls,” continued 
the center of attraction until he was 
forced to make a speech. He said:

"Mon In overalls always has been 
my hero. I have received a telegram 
from Atlanta stating that a club of 
4,060 members has been organised 
with the purpose of Joining hands to 
combat the high cost of living by 
wearing overalls.

Naturally I would not endorse 
such a movement without practising 
what I preach, so I went downtown 
and paid $4 for this blue attire.

Urges Congressmen to Join.
"I urge all members of congress to 

Join this eminently sane and sensible 
movement and wear overalls or old 
clothes. I propose to organise such a 
club In congress and several members 
have assured me that they will follow 
my example."

"But how are other members to Join 
this movement wlien it takes $4 to buy 

pair of overalls,” asked Represen­
tative Gallavin of Massachusetts. 
"Well, if the gentleman hasn't got 
$4 I'll he glad to go on his note, so 
he can Join the overall movement," 
replied Mr. Upshaw. “But seriously 
speaking, I think every member of 
congress should cooperate in such a 
movement as this or any other under­
taking the object of which is to re­
duce prices, still unrest and bring 
contentment to the land we love so 
well.”

Mr. Upshaw wired this reply to Rev. 
John W. Ham, pastor of the Baptist 
Tabernacle In Atlanta, who requested 
that he endorse the overall club or­
ganized there:

“Your wire received telling of the 
organization of an overall club of At­
lanta. I heartily endorse this sane, 
commonsense way of fighting the high 
cost of living, hut I cannot endorse 
your timely organization without 
practicing what I preach. I wore 
overalls in congress to-day and 
started an overalls end old clothes 
club among members of congress. I 
am prouder than ever of the tqr- 
reaching example set by my home 
city for the people of the nation in 
such an aurions time as this."

In the early days of the war scarce­

Yet what do we find? The Turk still 
site in the city of Constantine, the first 
Christian Emperor of the Roman Em­
pire.

sidences in Stamboul looking out on 
open sewers down which refuse of 
every description float# slowly to the 
sea or takes lodgment on the banks, 
where the masses of decaying matrsy 
breed great swarms of flies; to drink 
unaltered water Is to.shake dice with 
death. The streets are thronged with 
disreputable women. Diseases abound; 
saloons, dives and gambling hells run 
wide open and virtually unrestricted, 
though the British military authori­
ties, have put the more notorious re­
sorts "out of bounds," and to take 
their place have opened “military gar­
dens." Despite the British, French, 
Italian and Turkish military police 
who are on duty in the streets, stab­
bing affrays, shooting and robberies 
are common that they scarcely evoke 
comment,

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The End of
Simplified Spelling.

Ayre & Sons, LtdThere no, doubt has been some sur­
prise, but probably little expressed 
regret, because of the recent an­
nouncement, made by the Modern 
Language Association of America, that 
K has withdrawn its sanction of the 
simplified spelling, movement The 
reasons given, while not necessarily 
sufficiently conclusive to Warrant the 
abandonment of a campaign long and 
vigorously conducted, may, after all, 
seem to be so. These are the lack of 
public interest In the proposed new 
form of spelling, its failure ta make 
any appreciable progress, and Vm of- 
fenslveness to some members of the 
association. The movement to reform 
English spelling in the United States 
took definite shape in the year 1908, 
when the Simplified Spelling Beard 
was organised in New York City. 
Many dletingulshed men and women 
have, at one time and another, been 
identified with the campaign, and 
from the first ft wee liberally flnantv 
ed. Reams of literature, in the form 
of more or lees convincing propag­
anda, have been printed and. distribut­
ed throughout the length and breadth 
of the land, the chief effort, especial­
ly early in the campaign, being made 
to win over the support of colleges

The board published, not long after 
Its organization, a list of 825 Ameri­
can college professors and officers 
who, It was claimed, had agreed to 
follow the prescribed simplified form 
of spelling In the use of 800 words, 
wherever possible. Further Impetus 
was given to the movement, momen­
tarily at least, In August, 1906, when 
Theodore Roosevelt, then President 
of the United States, ordered the pub- 
bllo printer to adopt the spelling ad­
vocated by the board In the publica­
tion of all documenta of the executive 
departments. Due to public protests, 
this order was modified, a little later, 
to apply only to the official corre­
spondence of the White House.
" It might, perhaps, have been sup­
posed that a movement so thoroughly 
organized, so liberally financed, and 
quite generally Indorsed by educators 
In some parts of the country, especi­
ally as It had the support and approval 
of the editors of a number of the more 
popular dictionaries, must eventually 
succeed. But the fact remains that it 
did not succeed. Indeed, it never even 
approached success. The popular pro­
test which reached President Roose­
velt seemed to express the almost un­
animous sentiment of the masses. 
Those who opposed arbitrary Innova­
tions along the lines proposed Insisted, 
and apparently with reason, that spell­
ing reform should continue to be, as 
it always had been, a matter of grow­
th. Those persons who had learned to 
spell the words In common use quite 
emphatically Insisted upon the right 
to continue the spellings they had 
learned. They admitted that many of 
these spellings were arbitrary, in a 
sense, but that they were no more ar­
bitrary than the so-called simplified 
forms perscribed, and that no method 
of phonetic spelling could ever be

Even a 
cursory examination of the accepted 
forms In use to-day would be con­
vincing of the accuracy of this state­
ment But it might be quite difficult 
to bring convincing argument that 
the changes Involved had ever been 
arbitrarily made. Tennyson and Swin­
burne employed, In the spelling of 
many words, forme quite different 
from those followed by Shakespeare 
and Bacon, and, no doubt to those 
earlier writers the forms employed by 
Wyclif appeared antiquated. If not 
grotesque. The change from one form 
to another has been gradual and al­
most unnoticed, as are the changes to 
which all become accustomed In dress, 
and even In so-called correct forms 
of etiquette. There Is evidently no 
need to tell a people that Its langu­
age Is Indefensible etymologically ne 
well aa on grounds of accepted usage. 
But It has been proved, apparently, 
that its merit of familiarity Is Its suf­
ficient defense.—Christian Science 
Monitor.

But what 
muet it have been to. this forlorn 
band, shut ta a wretched snow-hut, 
cold, half-starving, without light ex­
cept what a feeble lamp could fur­
nish, and with nothing to break the 
terrible monotony of the weary 
hours! For eighty-five days they 
were without the sun; but at length, 
on January 19th, 1872, they were glad­
dened by a eight of the returning orb 
of day.

LEFT TO THUS FATE.
It wodld seem that Càpt Budding- 

ton now became uneasy regarding 
the conditions of yie ship, and decid­
ed to return home. On August 12th 
the ice was sufficiently open to per­
mit of the “Polaris” leaving her win­
ter quarters. She got safe through 
Kennedy Channel to lat 80.2., when 
she was caught fast in the ice, and 
drifted south, till October 16th, 1872. 
On that day, during a heavy gale and 
snow-drift, the pressure of the ice 
around the ship was very great, 
threatening her destruction. It was 
decided, in all haste, to remove the 
stores to the ice. The Esquimaux 
women and children were placed on 
the ice for safety. Ten of the crew, 
with two Esquimaux men, were on 
the ice receiving the stores and haul- 
tag them back from the ship. When 
thus employed, the portion of the floe 
to- which the “Polaris” was moored 
suddenly broke off, and to the dark­
ness the ship was driven away by the 
wind to the northward She had four­
teen men on hoard. Next day those on 
the ice saw the “Polaris’’ under 
steam, apparently approaching to 
take -them off. Their signals, they 
thought, could not-fail to be seen on 
hoard. Suddenly, however, whether 
owing to the movements of the ice, 
or some other cause, she passed in 
between a small Island, supposed to 
be Northumberland. Island, at the en­
trance of Whale Sound, and the main­
land, and the unfortunates on .the ice 
saw her no more. The floe on which 
they were begad to drift off rapidly; 
all efforts to reach the shore in the 
boat failed, and their long and ter­
rible lce>-vdyage waa begun.
