Cargo of Parrots
Enlivened Voyage.

New York, Aug. 17.—Cries of “Give
us a drink!” below deck by a chorus
of voices sent customs men scurrying
down from the deck of the Booth
Liner Justine, just arrived in quaran-
tine to-day, to see whether: the ship’s
bar was opened. What they found was
! a battery of cages filled with parrots.
And when the thirsty birds saw the
customs men they screamed louder
than ever for rum.

The vessel arrived to-day from 800
miles up the Amazon, where 250 of
the glib-tougued and gayly apparelled
birds were taken aboard. They spoke
only Spanish and a few of the langu-
ages of the jungle until Second Mate
McCabe organized classes in English.

Before they got out of the Amazon
two of the parrots, known as Jack and
Jill were allowed the freedom of the
vessel, and it was not discovered until
the customs men had left the ship
that the birds had hatched a conspir-
acy. To the delight of the mate they
had gone every night at 11.45 o’clock
to tell Captain H. Arrowsmith to
“call the watch.”

That was a joke officers and men
alike could enjoy. But after the Jus-
tine left quarantine, Jack and Jill
stole below and by pecking at the
locks of the cages set free 150 of their
feathered friends.

By the time the vessel reached her
berth the deck, masts and bridge were
filled with screeching birds. McCabe
insisted they merely wanted to see the
Statue of Liberty and study New
York’s skyline.

“They're struck on the place,”" he
said, “and not a bird has left the ship.
They’ll all come down at meal time.”

Fire on Water Street.

Mr. Judge consented and
the song was published, as it also had
been written, with not a thought that
it would become, two years later, a
marching song of soldiers in a great
war and so known whereever English
is “said” or “sung.” At first the song
had only a slight sale. Mr. Judge was
sorely disappointed. But Mr. Feld-
man kept his confidence, and, as the
story goes, one day when the com
poser  was deploring the cool recep-
tion of the piece at Edinburgh, the
publisher said to him: “Take .my
word for it, that not only Edinburgh
but all the world will one day ring
with your song.” And it did. “Tipper-
ary” will never be forgotten by the
English. - It has an inner meaning
dear to them.

The Premier, we understand,
left by express yesterday for
Port aux Basques en route to
New York and Washington.
At the former place he will
doubtless consult with the New-
foundland Trade Commissioner
and determine just how matters
are shaping themselves with re-
gard to the acceptance by an-
gress of the Fordney Tariff Bill,
which so seriously affects New-
foundland and Newfoundland
products going into Umted
States.

It is
certain that he would have the
support of the consumers in
many states, who do not care to
be compelled to pay five or six
dollars extra for a barrel of her-
ring because of the imposition of
the increased duty.
States schooners have for many
years been coming to West
Coast ports at herring centres,
buying from the fishermen, and
then certifying on arrival at
their ports of consignment that
the. herring are American
caught. This practice
prevails still, but it i ®¥ne that
could easily be prevented, and
we’' commend it“to the notice of
the Government.

THE BUDGET SPEECH.

It was on May 25th that the Prime
Minister, in the absence, through ill-
ness of the Minister of Finance and
Customs, delivered the Budget Speech.
It was towards the end of a lengthy
night session, and most mempers
were in a drowsy mood at the time
the Leader of the Government rose,
but it was not long before they. be-
came all attention, as he told how he
was going to get his revenue for the
coming fiscal year. The country was
already suffering under an enormous
burden of taxation. Under the new
Budget this was to be greatly increas-
ed. As the Prime Minister explained,
we are solely dependent for our re-
venue on the ad valorem duty on ar-
ticles entering the country. There was
already a sur tax of 10 per cent. To
this it was proposed to add a super
tax of 25 per cent., and furthermore,
by means of a Sales Tax of 5 per cent.
it was estimated that $900,000 extra
would be obtained. This in spite of the
fact that importations had been re-
duced to an enormous extent, only
bare necessities being importel.

$8,404,500.00, made up as follows:

Yet, as has been said before, we are
mainly dependent on these duties for
our revenue. The large revenue which
is estimated from liquor sales, is a
glaring instance of the Government’s
attitude towards Prohibition. The
worse part of the whole thing, how-
ever, is the reduction of the Civil Ser-
vants salaries. Enough has been said
and written about this indecent ac-
tion of the Government. If they are
content to run the country with an in-
eflicient and underpaid Civil Service,
then they have to take the conse-
quences, and these are bound to bhe
serious.

To enter into a disquisition on the
Budget Speech is not possible within
the space available. In a brilliant ad-
dress in the House, Sir Michael
Cashin, than whom none was more
fitted for the task, tore it to shreds,
but nothing can influence such an in-
competent Government. Suffice it 10
say that it is undoubtedly the worst
Budget Speech ever delivered in the
local Assembly, but it is none the less,

j worthy of the Government which in-

troduced it.
CONCLUSION.

As stated in the foreword to this re-
view, an endeavour has been made
to give a faithful account of proceed-
ix}gs in the House during the past ses-
sion. Everything that has been stat-
ed is correct, despite the deragatory
remarks which appeared in a recent
issue of the Advocate. If the Govern-
ment has come in for some harsh
criticism, it is no more than they de-
served, for never before—and let us
hope never again—has the country
t{een administered by such an aggrega-
tion of incompetents.

Dear Mr. Mullaly.—I regret ve
much indeed to be in receiglt. of yog
letter informing me that. you were
!ea.ving town on Monday and tender-
ing your resignation as a member of
the City Commission.

Certainly in view of your intended
long absence there is nothing
for me to do but to accept your resig-

nation, particularly in view of the
fact that the Commission ceases oper-
ation on the 31st day of December of
this year, as the Act provides that
an election shall be held this autumn
and that the elected City Council
shall assume office in January. Let
me, however, take this opportunity
of assuring you of my sincere appre-
ciation of the efforts which for some
years past you so freely and enthus-
iastically gave in the interests of the
municipality.

The burden which was placed upon
you as Acting Mayor during the
spring of this year was indeed severe.
The situation which you and your
Council had to face was a unigue one,
and was not one in the handling of
which you had any precedent to
guide you.

Richard the Third Killed
in Bosworth Battle.

On August 22, 1485, Richard the
Third, King of England, the last of the
three of the House of York, was de-
feated and killed at the battle of Bos-
worth, in Leicestershire, His wife
and son had died,- and Richard was
slain by the army of Henry, Earl of
Richmond, who succeeded him as
Henry the Seventh, the first of the five
English sovereigns of the House cof
Tudor. King Richard’s remains were
buried in the monastery of the Grey
Friars at Leicesterghire, but his tomb
wap destroyed when the monasteries
were abolished, while the Reformation
was approaching. The best or only
history of England for schools, or for
any one until at least about 1850, was
that composed for Pinnock, the pub-
lisher, by Oliver Goldsmith, who, as
was natural for a poet, placed a rhyme
at the beginning of every chapter, and
sometimes in the notes. Amongst
them was this one:—

The rat, the cat, and lovel the dog,
Ruled all England under the hog.

This referred to the fact that Richard
the Third’s crest was a wild boar;
that two of his State advisers were
surnamed Ratcliffe and Catesby, and
lupellys might, according to its Latin
origin, signify a little wolf, or dog thus
called, and the surname Lovell, an-
other statesman of his reign, be deriv-
ed from it., Richard the Third was
‘born at Fotheringhay Castle, North-
amptonshire. A brother of his next
predecessor but one, Edward the
Fourth, left a son, Edward the Fifth,
who, however, did not survive one
year after his accession; and so this
uncle of his succeeded him, whose
father had been created Richard Duke
of Gloucester and Lord High Admiral,
though only ten years old when he re-
ceived these appointments. Richard
had served Henry VI, in the battles of
Barnet and Tewkesbury, in expeditions
to France and Scotland, during which
latter this Prince captured Berwick,
in Northumberland, and Edinburga.
But he was suspected by his subjecis
as a murderer of Henry VI, who was
then a prisoner in the Tower of Lon-
don, and the author of othes such
crimes. But Richard was, however,

-the author of some wise and important

laws; watchful for the success of
trade and navigation, skilful and wise
in war; liberal and grateful to all
who were friendly to him. In his
reign statutes and laws were firat
written in English and printed, and
our Post Office system was commenced.

More Horses

From Newfoundland.

In spite of the fact that the strike
at Grand Falls, Newfoundland, among
the paper and pulp men has been set-
tled says the North Sydney Herald of
Aug. 17, it is evident that operations
on the big plant, as well as in the
woods, will ease up during the com-
ing winter months. When the strike
was at its worst, with no hope of a
settlement in sight, the management
decided to ship about one hundred
horses back to Toronto, where they
were disposed of at auction. However,
it was believed with the adjusting of
the difference between the men and
the Company work would be resum-
ed on a large scale, This, it is quite
apparent, is not to be, as another ship-
ment of about fifty horses arrived
here yesterday and were last night
forwarded to Toronte, where they will
be sold at one of the marts in the
queen city.

For some reason that no one can ex-
plain our fishermen are catching con-
siderable quantities of Haddock this
year. This ig a fish that trequen}.s
Nova Scotian waters, but here in
Newfoundland it is generally a curios-
ity to find a scattered one landed at a
fishing stage during the day. The
Haddock, Hake, Ling, Cusk, and Pol-
lock are all members of the same
family species as the codfish, but for
some reason or another are of a low-
er grade. The Haddock comes next
to the Codfish as a desgirable article of
commerce. It is of a tougher fibre,
and when salted this toughness acts
greatly to its detriment, and it is reck-
oned about half the value of Prime
Salt Codfish. Smoked Haddock or
Haddies, as they were originally call-
ed in Scotland, have made a world
wide name for themselves, on their
merit, as being very much nicer than
smoked codfish and for a fancy dish
command high prices. As Haddock
are so uncertain in Newfoundland
waters, we would not recommend any-
pne to go' to heavy imitial expenses of
smoking them, but the fishermen
should know that conneisseurs look
upon fresh Haddock for immediate
use, from an epicurean standpoint, as
even better than fresh codfish and in
many first class fresh fish shops in
Canada and the United States you
will have to pay a higher price for it.
