At the base of the mountain a mon-
ster hall will be cut, as a memorial to
the women of the confederacy, the
wives, mothers and sisters of the men
whose figures are carved in the moun-
tain ahove, who remained at home and
kept their families together.

Hall For Meeting Place.

The Hall, 200 feet in length, will
reach back into the granite of the
mountain’s base for a distance of 60
feot. The roof will be 50 feet 1n
hoight. The hall will be turned over
to the United Daughters of the Con-
federacy, and ‘will be used for their
meeting place and for keeping the
priceless documents and mementoes
of the confederacy.

A colonade of 13 states, rcpresent-
will be cut out of the living rock.
ing the 13 states of the ccnfederacy
These will extend the full length of
the hall, and each will be fifty feot
in height. A huge stone stairway
will lead up to the hall.

The hall, with its colonial facade,
typifies the southern home of the 60s.
The sculptural work of its massive
bronze doors will perpetuate the many
beautitful stories of heroism and sac-
rifice of southern womanhood.

The cutting of the figures i8 all be-
ing dore by pneumatic chisels. An
idea of the magnitude of the work
may ‘be gained from the statement
that the 1000 figures will reach along .
the perpendicular granite cliff for a
distance of 2000 feet, and that some
of the figures will be more than fifty
fest in height and cut to 2 depth of
eight feet. An air compressor on the
top of the mountain furnishes air for
the operation of the tools.

An Astounding Disaster.

An accident almost without parallel
occurred at Charing Cross Railway
Station in the afternoon of December
b, 1906, when the two south bays of
the heavy iron and glass roof sudden-
ly collapsed, carrying with them
thirty feet of the west wall of the sta-
tion, and burying in the debris below
many workmen who had been engag-
ed in repair work at the time. The wall

“Playhouse,”
formerly the “Avenue’” Theatre, crash-
ing through the roof, and injuring a
number of workmen engaged in the
place. Two cabs on the stand were
smashed and the horses killed. The
station was thrown into a panic, many
people rushing towards the Strand
entrance shouting in terror. The Sta-
tion officials with admirable presence
of mind closed the building to the pub-
lic. Many persons had narrow es-
capes, but five were killed and twenty-
seven injured seriously, while many
were slightly hurt. The debris fell
across the rails, and completely block-
ed the access to the station, which had
to be closed until it was removed and
the adjoining portions of the roof
made more secure.

Unifying The World.

When will the wonders of radio
culminate? Just now wireless seems
to be surpassing itself—with
new “record” achievements that flash
in ‘with the day’s news only to be sur-
passed by something newer on
morrow.

Upwards of 2500 people witnessed '
our local runner, Jack Bell, go down |
to defeat last night in the Prince’s .

ning seldom witnessed in this coun-!
try. He established a Newfoundland
record, having covered the course in |

The spectators were beginning to get |
seated comfortebly away after four’
miles of the route had been .covered, |
when everyone was more or less of |
the opinion-that the race would not
be won until the dying stages of the
journey had been completed, judging
by the closeness together of the run-
ners, which had not improved from
the very start. Another 12 laps of
the course had hardly been covered
when Bell was suddenly taken with
a cramp in the stomach. It happen-
ed when 43, miles of the course had
been finished, with Jackson in the:
lead, and Bell right at his heels. He
was attended by his trainer, Mr. Eric
Robertson, Dr. Fox, who was close,
by, and Stan Jackson, brother Laur-
ier’'s trainer. From the time the at-
tack overtook Bell until he gamely
got up and continued on his way, Jack-
son had gained some eight laps, while
in the remaining five miles he out lap-
ped Bell three times, and at the com-
pletion of the 10 miles had 11 laps to
the good.

TOPIC OF DISCUSSION.

The big racing event was the topic
of discussion in sporting circles for’
over a week, and it was felt that the!

The London fire bri-
gades, established 'by * the * insurance’,
companies, remained through all the
18th century and the first quarter of
the 19th the only orgénized system of
fire defence in the city of London.
~ Five important insurance compan-
ies maintained these .private fire. hri-
gades, the mempers of which were
called watermen. Each of these re-
stricted its services to fires originat-
ing in or spreading to property in-;
sured by the company employing
them. The fire imsurance. companies
had hung over the doorways of build-
ings which they were interested in
protecting ‘“fire-marks” or house
plates. The brigade responding to the
alarm of the town crier were able to
identify “company property” by these
house plates and to set about  the
task of extinguishing the flames.
According to the national board of
fire underwriters their policy be-
came so fixed that finally men of bri-
gades not interested, if they happen-
ed to arrive first upon the scene,

In the mterests of economy and ef-
ficiency it was suggested from time to
time that the different brigades bhe
merged into one organization under
one hcad, but the fact that each
brigade was jealous of its reputation
and of the distinction which its mem-
bers had earned made them loath to
accept the suggested arrangement.

In the year 1825, however, the Sun,
the Union and the Royal companies |
united their brigades, placing them
under a single superintendent. The
Atlas and the Phoenix shortly after-
ward entered the combination. With-
in seven years almost all of the fire
brigades in London had united, form-
ing the London Fire Engine Establish-
ment, which continued to function
until 1865.

CITY TOOK OVER STATIONS.

The municipal authorities took hold
in 1865, and, with the passage of the
Metropolitan fire brigade act, stations
and equipment were all taken over.

Death in Russia.

MOSCOW.—A strenuous campaign
against graft among state employees,
inaugurated some time ago by the
Soviet government, has brought to
trial in various parts of the country;
hundreds of individuals, some of whom
already have been convicted and put
to death for their trickery. At Ninhni
Novgorod eight men accused of swind-
ling the government in connection
with the installation of an electrical
plant along the Volga, were sentenced
to be shot, while 21 others tried sim-
ultaneously were sent to prison for
various terms of years. In connection
with the collecting of the grain tax
imposed by the state, three men in the
Moscow district, charged with making
false entries by which the government
was cheated of great quantities of
grain, were sentenced to pay the su-
preme penalty, while 42 of the same
group were acquitted.

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New Fish Curing Process
“SALUNOL” AND “SALUNOL” ICE.

Dear Sir.—Our Managing Director,
Mr. G. W. Malcolm, was greatly in-
terested to hear you lecture the other
evening at Winnington. He was tell-
ing me something about the diffi-
culties that confront the fishing in-
dustry in Labrador. He had gathered
from your letters that one of the most
important difficulties was that of
keeping the fish in fresh condition
long enough to reach the American
or European markets.‘

We think you would be interested
to know of a process we have recent-
1y introduced into the trawling indus-
try in this country, with very success-
ful results. Briefly, this process con-
sists in freezing a minute quantity of
an otherwise harmless germicide into
fce. When the . fish on board the

trawler, after being gutted, are pack-
ed in this ice in the usual way, thé
low temperature maintained by the
ice not only deldys the ordinary pro-
cess of decay but, as the ice slowly
melts in contact with the fish, the
weak solution of germicide that is
constantly being set free bathes the
flesh of the fish and effectively de-
stroys all bacteria, mould spores, etc.,
that normally cause decay. Fish can
be kept for three or four weeks after
catching, when packed in this ice,
and at the end of that time, are in
good, fresh condition.

The germicide we supply for this
purpose is sodium hypochlorite. This
is dissolyed in the water before it is
frozen into ice, to the extent of one
part of hypochlorite in flve thousand
parts of water. When this water is
frozen in the ordinary way in cans,
the hypochlorite is found to be uni-
formly distributed throughout the
block. It is impossible for this germi-
cidal ice to effect the fish in any de-
leterious manner, either by imparting
flavour, smell or discoloration to the
fish. We call our hypochlorite solu-
tion ‘Salunol,” and speak of the ice
made with it as “Salunol” ice.”

The amount of “Salunol” used per
ton of ice costs about 1/6d.

In addition to the improved condi-
tion of the fish, the process results
in remarkable improvement in
condition of the fishroom, the drainage

the |

Salunol Ice is already being used
extensively in the British trawling
industry; over seventy boats are us-
ing it consistently at Fleetwood, and
others at other places.

It occurs to us that possibly this
