Svicine oF A SoLpier.—The Free Press
tells the following particulars of a sui-
cide:—Private Arthur Taylor of the 4th-
60th, Rifles on Thursday morning, at
three o'clock committed suicide by shoot-
ing himself through the left breast with
arifle. He Las been for several days
confined in a guard-room cell, awaiting
his trial by court-martial for desertion,
and had been in great dejection in con-
sequence.

‘The Maiden’s Choice
Or, THE LAIRD (ﬂl{KENCIJ}UC]l
A Tale of the Covenanters.

On the forenoon of one of these newly-come
spring days a solitary form was silently per-
ambulating the quer portion of the island.
It was Walter Elliot. He had just been re-
leased from his cell to enjoy the two hours of
open-air exercise dnil{] allowed him, and was

ratefully inbaling the fresh and fragrant

reeze which came from the land, bringing
with it the smell of grass and heather.

Walter Elliot was very sensible of the |
blissful atmospheric changes, and as he wan- |
dered to and fro in the warm sunlight, his
eye rested with pleasure on the magnificent |

noble Forth gleaming towards the west, the
fertile straths before and behind, and the |
blue mountains rising in the far distance !

be broken, and his cruel yoke removed. It
might be a long time yet, and he and many
others might be sacrificed, but what of that
—if the result was to be the establishment of
high and holy truth in the land. Thus his |
thoughts having reached this altitude, he |
was bearing his imprisonment in the Bass
with comparative equanimity.
