Cotton Factory Burned.
A Spanish Gunboat Boards 

an American Brig.
London, Jan. 23.—Parepa Rosa died 

last night.
The London journals this morning are 

filled with articles and programme of 
ceremonies on the occasion of the Duke 
of Edinburgh’s marriage, which will 
take place at 12:30 p.m. to-day in St. 
Petersburg.

A large cotton factory in Glasgow was 
destroyed by fire last night. The loss is 
estimated at £150,000. Four thousand 
operatives are thrown out of employ­
ment.

Toledo, Jan. 23:—A Tiffin Ohio special 
reports the water in Sandusky river at 
that city higher than it has been for 25 
years, and threatening serious damage 
to dwellings and other property. The 
farmers report whole fields, inundated 
and wheat ruinvd.

New York, Jan, 23.—Advices by mail 
from Havana give the particulars of the 
boarding of the brig Margaret, of and 
for New Orleans, by a boat from the 
Spanish gun-boat Transcript. From 
log-book made on Saturday Jan. 10th, at 
3 a.m., they were boarded by officers 
from the Spanish gun-boat, who de­
manded a full account of our cargo, 
where frum, and whither bound, and 
name of vessel and Captain ; this conver­
sation being held in the cabin. On going 
on deck the officer ordered the hatch to 
be taken off, which • was promptly re­
fused, and the officer was notified that it 
could only be done under protest, at 
which the office1 got into his boat and 
returned to his ship. The Captain says 
he behaved very politely, and that the 
gunboat remained near him until almost 
daylight, when the Cip'nin squared sails 
and entered the harbor of Havana and 
informed Consul-General Hall of what 
occurred. It is said Admiral Scott wrote 
to the Spanish Admiral enquiring why 
such an act was committed, and inform­
ing him ho could not allow boarding 
peaceable merchant vessels, it being clear 
that no suspicious craft would remain 
under shortened sails within a few miles 
of\he principal port cf the island. It is 
reported that the Spanish Admiral dis­
avowed the proceedings of the com­
mander, and sent a suitable" Apology to 
Admiral Scott.

The evening passed off very 
pleasantly, and 935 was realized.

Arrest of a Railway Post-01Hce 
Clerk.

(Special to the Mercury by Dominion Line.)
Elora, Jan. 22.

Mr. Sweetnam, Post-Office Inspector, 
having cause to suspect that some miss­
ing unregistered letters containing money 
had disappeared on the line of the Wel­
lington, Grey & Bruce Railway, prepared 

lis plans to discover the cnlprit, and 
ihis afternoon handed over to Chief- 
Constable Kelly, of Guelph, a trail clerk 
named Samuel McLean, who has been 
taken to Guelph, at which place the pre­
liminary investigation will be held.

In reference to the foregoing telegram, 
we understand that suspicions have for 
some time been' entertained of McLean, 
and Mr. Sweetman, Post-Office Inspector, 
has been quietly watching him. Mr. 
Sweetnam ultimately mailed a decoy 
letter to Ponsonby, containing marked 
money. This letter passed through Mc­
Lean’s hands; and when arrested on 
Thursday the marked money was found 
upon him ; so that the chain of evidence 
appears complete. The case wiU come 
up before the police magistrate to-mor­
row or Monday.

Despite the drizzling rain, and the 
uncomfortable slushy wetness under foot, 
t crowd of some hundreds assembled 
ground the band-stand in the Market 
Square at one o’clock on Thursday, to 
hear and see the proceedings connected 
with the nomination of candidates for 
the representation of South Wellington 
in the House of Commons. On the stand 
were many of the leading politicians of 
the town. George J. Grange, Esq., 
Sheriff, acted as Returning Officer, and 
commenced proceedings by reading the 
writ of election for the South Riding ; 
and the Governor-General’s proclama­
tion was also read. The Returning 
Officer then called for nominations. A 
pause of some minutes ensued ; neither 
party appeared willing to take the initia­
tive. ' It was ultimately agreed that thp 
candidates should be simply nominated, 
without any speech making ; that all 
should withdraw except Messrs. Stirton 
and Hatch ; that a poll should be de­
manded ; that the meeting should ad­
journ to the Drill Shed for the speaking, 
dominations were then made as follows :

Mr. David Stirton was nominated by 
Mr. Geo. Elliott, seconded by Mr. Wm. 
Whitelaw.

Mr. Wm. Reynolds wo£ nominated by 
Mr. Thos. Heffernan, seconded by Dr. 
McGregor.

Mr. Henry Hatch was nominated by 
Mr. John Card, seconded by Mr. Wm. 
Reynolds. »

Mr. Wm. Wilkie was nominated by 
Mr. Joseph Ryan, seconded by Mr. 
E. H. Maddock.

Dr. McNaughton, of Erin Village, was 
nominated by Mr. A. B. Petrie, seconded" 
by Mr. Ç. Sharpe.

* Mr. Jas. Laidlaw was nominated by 
Mr. P. Gow, M. P. P., seconded by Mr. 
John Hogg.

Mr. Walter Cooper-was nominated by 
Mr. Jas. Mitchell, seconded by Mr, 
Hatch1.

Mb. Geo. Elliott was nominated by 
Mr. Wm. Whitelaw, seconded by Mr. 
John Herein on.

Hon. P. U w was nominated by Mr. 
Jas. Laidlaw, seconded by Mr. William 
Wilkie.

Dr. Clarke was nominated by Mr.Chas. 
Sharpe, seconded by Mr. Thos. Heffer-

Tho necessary formalities having been 
gone through, an adjournment was had 
to the Drill Shod. The Returning Officer 
took the chair. It having been arranged 
that the movers and seconders should 
first speak, then the candidates, in the 
order of nomination, the first speaker

Mr. Elliott, who in the course of hi ; 
remarks said that Mr. Stirton had only 
served in one Parliament and a short 
part of another, since Confederation, and 
they now proposed to send him back to 
finish out h«s t ime. His record was such 
that no member of the Reform party in 
the Riding could find fault with any vote 
he had given in the House. It had been 
asked,why not send another and a better 
man to Parliament, because Mr. Stirton 
had served them long enough ? He re­
plied, because of simple gratitude, if 1 
nothing else. It would be a base thing ; 
of the Reform party not to have re- j 
nominated Mr. Stirton as their standard- ! 
bearer now that the Reform party were j 
in power. After some reference to the I 
questions before the people, be closed by i 
asking the electors to prove that South ; 
Wellington was a Reform constituency j 
and always would remain one.

Mr. Wm. Whitelaw referred to Mr. { 
Stirton’s victories in the past, and said I 
that the nomination of Mr. Hatch was a j 
perfect farce. (Cheers.ÿ'^He asked them I 
to roll up such a majority for Mr. Stirton j 
as would show that they repudiated all j 
such transactions as the Pacific Scandal, j

Mr. John Card said he was no Tory to- \ 
day, Jmt a true Reformer. (Loud laugh- ' 
ter.) He had supported Mr. Stirton in | 
1866, thinking him a consistent man,1 
but when he went to Parliament he ! 
turned completely round. (Loud laugh- ! 
ter.) It went to my heart ; I never for- ! 
got it, said Mr. Card, amid renewed j 
laughter. He wfcnt on to accuse Mr. ! 
Stirton of inconsistency iu supporting | 
a Ministry of thirteen members now, ! 
when he formerly declared six and a half j 
to bo sufficient. Mr. . Card’s excited 
gesticulations having caused much mer- j 
riment, he stopped short and said, “ But 
I will take it coolly,” which brought a ! 
fresh outburst. Ho proceeded to de- j 
nonfice Mr, Mackenzie and his colleagues. 
When they went to Ottawa this last 
time, said he, what-did they do ? What j 
did they do ? (A voi.ee—" They turned j 
out Join À. 1” and much laughter.) 
After a reference to “ Speak Now,” Mr. j 
Card said that Mr. Hatch was an inde- ! 
pendent man and a thoroughly honest 
man, as he himself was. (Loud laugh-I 
ter.) He thanked them for the kind j 
hearing they had given him. (Renewed ; 
laughter and cheers.)

Mr. Wm. Reynolds said that the Be-1 
formers brought forward the question of j 
the Pacific Scandal simply because they i 
were afraid to face the true issues. These i 
issues wore, first, whether we were to , 
have British connection (disapprobation, | 
and a voice “ Talk common sense") ; | 
second, whether we were to have the 
Pacific Uailway carried entirely through | 
Canadian territory, or whether it was to j 
be carried partly through American ter- j 
ritory 'and rended subsidiary to the 
Northern Pacific Railway ; and third, 
whether we should protect our farming 
and manufacturing interests. He pro­
ceeded to read au extract from a back 
number of the Globe in reference to the 
great importance of pushing the Pacific 
Railway on through Canadian territory. : 
Yet now the Reform Government,instead ’ 
of building the Pacific Railway, were 
going to use a number of trout streams, 
for he could call them nothing else, and 
break faith with British Columbia. 
Many persons had gone to Manitoba on 
the strength of the Government promise 
that the road should be built, and the 
Government had broken faith with these 
persons. Then they proposed to have 
the route through American territory, 
where the emigrants would be beset with 
the touters of the Northern Pacific, and 
turned from their destination to settle on 
American territory. A wrong view of 
the Pacific Scandal has been placed be- 
fore th“ people ; the money was received 
by Sir John A. Macdonald in exactly the

1 same way as Mr. Elliott had often re­
ceived money tor election purposes. Mr. 
Elliott had quoted Sir Hugh Allan’s 
letters, but had not told them that Sir 
Hugh in his evidence said that his letters 
were not true. It was not denied that 
leadin'! Reformers had been to England 
and done all they could to dissuade 
British capitalists from investing in the 
Pacific Railway. Mr. Brown and the 
Globe were in favor of free trade ; Mr. 
Mackenzie was not. This house was 
divided "against itself, and tha, conse­
quence waa they would have to buy sup­
port. Sir John A. Macdonald had ex­
tended the confederation from the Atlan­
tic to the Pacific ; and now this party 
came before the country with a policy 
which had been forced out of them. 
Before the dissolution Mr. Mackenzie 
went round the House counting noses 
and seeing who he could buy -up. (A 
voice—Buying Tories ? and loud laugh­
ter.; Mr. Hatch was an independant 
man, and would not be tied to the tail of 
George Brown and Mackenzie as Mr. 
Stirton was. Personally, he had a high 
opinion of Mr. Stirton ; it was his po­
litical course he objected to. A distinct 
pledge had been given by the new Gov­
ernment that there should be no dissolu­
tion of Parliament, (Mr. Stirton—No,no) 
but notwithstanding this the Ministry 
had dissolved Parliament and put the 
country to the expense of a million of 
dollars. The Reformers had condemned 
coalitions, yet as soon as they got into 
power they took in with them the rankest 
old Tories of the party—men that would 
not be recognized as good Tories at all. 
Hé condemned .the Ontario Government 
for corruptly disposing of 500,000 acres 
of timber limits whilst the Americans 
were paying a premium for the planting 
of forest trees. Mr. Reynolds caused 
some laughter by announcing that he was 
a Baldwin Reformer. In the course of 
his speech allusion was made to the re­
port qf the Royal Commission. Mr. 
Elliott stepped forward aud asked Mr. 
Reynolds to read one short letter— 
pointing it out. Mr. Reynolds said he 
would ; tucked the book under his arm ; 
continued his speech and was about to 
retire, when he was stopped by loud cries 
of " Read the book.” Mr. Reynolds 
said he Was not afraid of anything in 
the book ; then looked at the letter, and 
hesitate!, calling terth renewed shouts 
of “Read, read;’’ Urn said he must 
make a running commentary on it ; and 
finally read the following, amid great 
laughter :—" Dear Sir Hugh—The friends 
of the Government will expect to be as­
sisted with funds in the pending elections; 
and any amount which you or your com­
pany shall advance for that purpose shall 
be récruped to you.” The letter wa» 
dated Montreal,'July 30, and signed by 
Sir George E. Cartier. Mr. Reynolds’ 
manner was that of a man seeking escape 
from an awkward fix, and his evident re­
luctance to read caused immense amuse­
ment. He seemed too much disconcerted 
to make any “ running commentary,” 
and ietired amid applausq and laughter.

Mr Joseph Ryan was the next speaker. 
He said he was a Reformer but did not 
place party before everything. He as a 
temperance man had been twitted for 
hie intention to vote for Mr. Stirton, 
who was said to be in the habit of drink­
ing whiskey ; but Mr Hatch was no 
temperance man either, and he was not 
a man who ought to be trusted. When 
Mr Hatch was running for deputy-reeve 
some time ago, he gave a pledge that he 
would not support the giving of a license 
to a low tavern in the outskirts of Guelph 
known as the " Bummer’s Roost,” which 
was doing a great deal of harm to young 
men. On the strength of this pledge, 
the speaker and his friends worked for 
Mr. Hatch ; but when Mr Hate# was elec­
ted he broke his promise, and voted to 
grant a license to the “Roost.” (Mr. 
Hatch—“I will explain that satisfac­
torily.”) Mr. Hatch had asked the elec­
tors to trust him—to go it blind—and 
not to ask any questions as to his politi­
cal intentions. When a man goes back 
from one distinct and positive promise, 
be will go back from another ; aud they 
ought to put in Parliament a reliable 
man, whom they could trust to fulfill his 
pledge. Mr Hatch was not such a man.

MrE H Maddock, as one of the deputa­
tion that waited upon Mr. Hatch, in re­
ference to the ' “ Bummer’s Roost,” con? 
firmed the statement of Mr. Ryan, as to 
his breach of faith. A Committee frem 
the Wellington Temperance League had 
lately met and considered the advisibil- 
ity of nominating a square Temperance 
candidate ; but as Mr Stirton had pro­
mised to support a prohibitory bill, they

satisfied him that they were not indiffer­
ent to the issue before the cciuntry. That 
issue was whether Canada should maintain 
a high character or sinlr to the level of a 
lew Yankeeism. The Tories talked of dis 
loyalty, bat those who, like Mr. Reynolds, 
endorsed the coarse of John A. Macdon­
ald, threw more odium on their country 
than they could in any other way. If 
Robert Baldwin could hear each deep- 
dyed Tories ae Messrs. Card and Reynolds 
claiming kindred with him as “ Baldwin 
Reformers,” he would «ay “ Save me from 
my friends !” (Laughter.) Mr. Reynolds 
had evidently got George Brown on the 
brain ; yet, in reference to the Brown- 
Maodonald coalition,he [Mr. Stirton) took 
hip own course, and whilst some blamed 
him for it, others, like Mr. Reynolds, said 

You are not so Brown as we thought 
yon !" (Laughter.) Mr. Stirton proceed­
ed to refer in detail to the scandalous 
transactions between the late Government 
and Sir Hugh Allan. His friends the 
"Baldwin Reformers;” did not like to talk 
about the Pacific Scandal. They wanted 
the electors to believe that it was a dead 
issue ; but it would never be a dead issue 
so long as John A. remained, at the head 
of the Tory party. The issue before South 
Wellington was not between David Stir­
ton and Henry Hatch ; it was whether 
Parliament did right in turning out John 
A. for selling the Pacific charter. He 
wanted to put Mr. Hatch in his right 
place. Mr. Hatch was the representative 
of the Conservative party. The Tories 
and their organ might repudiate him ; we 
fcaw the company he was in, and we could 
tell what it meant. They would like to 
play the Independent dodge here, as had 
been done elsewhere ; bnt the electors 
were too well informed on political mat­
ters to be taken in by any such dodge as 
that. It was merely a sneaking device to 
throw dust in the eyes of the electors. 
As to coalitions. A coalition was a merg­
ing of opinions, ^hen two sets of men 
came together and Drought out a policy 
partaking of the opinions ot both parties; 
but here we Lad a Government headed by 
strong Reformers, and those who joined it 
from the other party had accepted the 
policy of its leaders. Mr. Stirton next 
disposed of Mr. Card’s charge of Reform 
inconsistency iu not reducing the num­
ber of Cabinet Ministers. Mr. Stirton 
went on to speak of the method of build­
ing the Pacific Railway, and remarked

fate. You may laugh to-night, but next 
Thursday you will laugh differently. Mr 
Hatch proceeded to compliment Mr Stir­
ton personally, and then began again to 
speak of himself and the way he got his 
living. (A voice—" You get it by cheat­
ing poor men out of their farms.”) Mr. 
Hatch, excited’y—If a man makes a 
charge of that kind I will make him 
prove it. Let him stand ferwatd. Who
is he? (A .voice—"A d —• 1------
Scotchman," and load laughter.) The 
Globe was a free trader, and Mr. Mac­
kenzie had said that he would not re­
duce the tariff, but had not promised to 
raise it. I support protection, said Mr. 
Hatch, because it will give workingmen 
good wages, and enable them to buy- 
many lots. (Laughter.) In reference to 
the Pacific Railway, I read Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s scheme, and I do not approve of 
it. I believe also that John A. Mac­
donald’s was a very corrupt scheme. It 
was founded in bribery ; John A. was 
wrong, end he fell in consc-quenge. I 
have been a Conservative, and am a Con­
servative yet, but I will oppose John A. 
in the House. You all know my energy 
and determination, and how I never 
turn back when I take hold of a thing. 
Mr Stirton is a bigger man than me, 
bnt he lacks my spirit and my energy. I 
have cleared a swamp of seventeen acres 
with my own hand. (Loud laughter.) 
Home of my friends have not gone down 
to Ottawa very respectably. I am going 
to Ottawa and intend to go respectably, 
and I am having a new suit of clothes 
made for the -occasion. (Loud laughter.)

Mr. Wilkie made a tew remarks touch­
ing the protection and other questions. 
As he was not very well heard in the 
body of the ball, and as his Yemarks 
were of interest, we purpose giving them 
to-morrow at greater length than space 
would permit to-day..

Dr. McNaughton, of Erin, said that as 
a public man Mr. Stirton owed a debt of 
gratitude to Erin, but as soon as ho got 
into the County Council he went dead 
against her interests. He voted against 
giving her gravel roads, because the 
township was hilly. Then he raised her 
assessment. And when they in Erin got

exercise of the franchise ; a new and 
strict election law, which would prevent 
or punish bribery anl corruption ; a care­
fully revised and amended insolvent act, 
besides other no less important measures. 
He referred to the stupid cry raised by 
Mr. Hunt about annexation, and hurled 
back the charge on the Tories 
with telling force. He sp^ke of the 
vindictive spirit manifested by Mr. 
Drew in prosecuting the petition against 
him after last election. In mitering on 
that contest and on the present one he 
had no feeling against Drew.

Having a full confidence in the honor 
and ability of "tha present Government, 
and believing that they will wisely and 
economically administer to tho affairs of 
the Dominion, I shall, if elected, give 
them an independent and hearty sup­
port, so long as I brieve it to be to the 
public interest so to do.

As the time is necessarily short, I shall 
rely on my friends to use every legiti­
mate means to organize and prepare for 
tho appi caching contest.
