and sacrifice their own leisure and ease with
the sole aim of assisting to establish and pro-
mote commercial prosperity of their country,
influenced by the voice of their friends, who,
sensible of the qualities which have proved
successtul in private business, invite them to
take part in public affairs. Some ui the best
men ‘in all ages have entered into political
life without, at the outset, any ®mbitien be-
yond that of doing good. @thers there are
who, in whataver station their lot may be
cast, are never free from the promptings of
ambition to distinguish themselves, and
whatever they are called upon to do, must be
‘done in the front ranks, Such men usually
make good soldiers, but are not always able
tacticians, and their success in politics will
mainly depend upon the course which they
adept at the ontset of their public career.
Few men who have taken up politics to satisfy
the cravings of ambitien, can take an nn-
biassed view of public affairs. A party
spirit is infused into all their actions, which
influences their whole life, and it mainly de-
pends upon the party to whieh they attach
themselves, whether or not the course of
their publje life shall be beneficial to the
country. Some fow there are who enter into
public life as an adjunct to theirprivate busi-
ness, and with a view to their own aggran-
disement. " It is not a necessary consequence
that these ‘‘ adventurers in political science”
ehould make bad law-givers. The identity
of théir own interests with these of the coun-
try in which they live, will in general keop
them from going very far from wrong ; but
their views are frequuently cramped and con-
fined. The public weal, if not in heir own
opinion, subservient te their own private in-
terest, is 80 intimately connected with it, that
they will not readily acknowledge the sound-
ness of any politieal views which seem to
their narrow imagination to militate against
their own individual interests.

In all yonng eoies, thosa who are econ-
nected in business with the country of their
adeption, and -who have sufficient interest
jo its prosperity, to make the public
welfare of as much consequence, to
them as is the commeroial prosperity of Eng-
land to those whose lives have been asso-
ciated with her public affairs since . the
commencement of their political eareer, are
those who sheuld be sought out by their
fellow-citizens to watch over their interests
in the affairs of - State, and in legislating for
the good government of the comntry. Men
who have some stake in the country and

some  property, whieh identifies them with

the' land on which they are resident, are

the proper persons to nndertake the direction
of public affairs. Great orators do not
always make great statesmen,and ia colonial
parliaments practical men of business, who
can express their views elearly and unhesi-
tatingly, are of more use in carrying on'the
business of the country tban men of brilliant
talent. ~We require “in our legislators much
plodding industry and a quick perception ef
ideas, rather than ambitious political views.
At present, with only .a small number of
public men proportionate to our population,

Epiror Britisa CoLoNisT—SiIr :—If one
may judge by the latge quantity of fruit that
is brought into, this market from Washing-
ton Territory, California, and ‘other: places,
and the ready sale it meets with at fair pri-
ces, orcharding offers one of the best ‘and
most certain investments that can engage
the attention - of .either the landholder or
farmer of this or the neighboring colony. Our
soil and climate are the native home ef many
of the choicest fruits. The apple, pear,
plum and cherry, flourish most laxzuriantly,
both here and in the. sister colony, and no-
der a judicious. system of planting there can
be no doubt ae good returns can be obt.aiged

atd when planted agaiast the rocks in well
chosen situations jt will. preve, like - the
peach, bighly prolific. The hardy kinds of
grapes will answer also planted on the lower
parts of the south side of the Yocke, but care
should be taken to keep the canes fastened
down close to the fage of the rocks and open
to the sun’s direct rays. The Lawton black-
berry is famous with our American friends as
an excellent and profitable fruit, producing
extraordinary. large crops of fine-sized berries
and continuing ito bear for several weeks, in-
tervening between the raspberry and the enr-
rant and larger fruits. The general prolific-
ness and superior quality of the fruits culti-
vated in these celonies render them eminently
suited for making preserves.. The  chief
difficulty that the intending orchardist has
to guard against is the purchasing of inferior
varieties of trees. Unfortunately, at present,
we have no established nurseries. for him to
procure reliable stock from. Quantities of
the imporied trees are unreliable, both as to
name and quality, and in some instances
they are but seedlings or improperly grafted
kinds, the fruit of such generally will prove
scarcely better than the wild stock, or - crab.
The vexation, together with the loss of time
and money resulting to the buyer of such
plants can be guarded against by purchasing
only from men of known skill and integrity.
The thanks of all lovers of fruits -are due to
that excellent connoisseur, Mr. Pritchard, for
importing last season o fine and choice a
gollection of fruit trees into this colony.

‘THE ESTIMATES. '

The Estimates for the servic: of the yesr
ending the 31st December, 1864 were yester-
day transmitted fo the House of - Assembly,
and we are enabled te lay them before our
readers this morning. The monthly abstracts
of receipt and expenditure huve not yet been
prepared, but the detailed estimates now
given to the House will give the reader a
tolerably correct idea of what will be required
to meet the civil list of the ensuing year.
The estimates have of couse been framed

frgm the experience of pust years, and there
is no great' novelty in the list to which we
need call attention. Under the heads of the
Secretariat, the Treasury, and the TLand
Office, we find the heayiest items in the civil
departments, but we cannot see that any re-

‘due regerd to the efficieney of the public
We .do not find that the esti-
mates for the judicial’ department is based
on the' suggestion given by the Duke of New-
castle for the Colonial Civil List, are we to
suppose from this that there is to be no change
in the judicial establishment 2 The estimate
for the officers of the SBupreme Court is ot in
our opinion: high enough’; $2,500 will not
provide a sufficient staff to carry on the work
without causing great delay and consequent
inconvenience. to the public,  and when we
see that items seven and eight in ‘the abstract
of heads of revénue, and which consist of fines,
forfeitnres and  tees of office, amount to
$13,000, it gives rise to the idea that the of-
ficials in  the judicial department of the pub-
lic wervice where. the fees ameunt to more
than in any other separate department,might
be fairly remunerated more in proportion to
the fees collected. in their effice. A large
item ocours under the head of administration
of justice, for the expense of prosecntionl,
which are set down at $1,250 ; this fully bears
out the last presentment of the Grand Jury
with reference to the expense  entailed upon
the colony by reason of numerons cases being
sent up for trial by the stipendiaty magistrate
which might be decided by him. The re-
venue is in a decidedly satisfactery state, and
as comdpgud with previous years, the increase
is'steady although moderate.

Mr. Fraser, when I showed him Mr. Pember-
ton’s letter, said there could be no doubtabout the
fact that a Government situation was therein held
out to us as an inducement to come up here, and
that he would see the Governor about it. He spoke
to him on sevéral occasions, and still he refused
us; the Government appointment so clearly offered
us'in Mr. Pemberton’s-letter. Is it not singular
that no copyof this important official communi-
cation’ has been found in the Land Office? . 1 will
ask the Committee for Mr. Pemberton’s twe let-
ters to Mr. Booker stating our arrival here, and
just compare his two lefters. Does he anywhere
mention ‘‘contracts’’ in his first letter? Does
‘“‘salary’’ refer to contract work? What does. he
mean when he says ‘“he will raise their salary
from time to time, and give them every opportu-
nig to distinguish themselves,” &c., &c.

ou will perceive that Mr. Booker says in his
letter to-me he has never received this last-letter
of Mr. Pemberton’s, nor.do I believe it was ever
semt, as it is so totally at variance with the spirit
of his first letter. But I think it was written for
the purpose gf being kept among his papers, to
counteract any statement either Gastineau or my-
self might make at any futvre time about this
trapsaction, - There are . ome .or. . two  state«
ments, which are not here, in the first few
lines. Mr. Booker did not send up Mr. Lam-
mot and ‘Freeman, and probably 'never saw
either. 'And again, he says he ¢‘was glad to
see Mr. :Booker's views on this: matter exactly
coincided with his own.

CHARTERED BANKS,

The position of Chartered Banks with re-
gard to the issue of a paper currency, and
with regard te the particular privileges which
they enjoy over private banks, appear to be
somewhat misunderstood. = Itiis certainly
incorréct to say that they are beyond the
reach of Colonial law, and it is also incor-
rect to say, so far as Chartered Banks are
concerned, that we are not bound by any of
the acts which affect other parts of Her Ma-
jesty’s dominions. Chartered Banks carry
their own powers with them te a certain ex—
tent, and acting under a Royal Charter, have
certain privileges conferred on them which
they earry with them into all British possess-
ions. In view of the Bill now  before the
House of Assembly, it may not be uninter-
esting to go more elosely than we have hith-

i

erto dene into their constitution. !

Chartered  Banks are all subject-to the
laws which govern banking in the Colony or
Qolonies, where such banks operate.

The great security of Chartered Banks,
whether acting under Royal Charter, or a
Charter granted by a Celonial Legislature, is

1st. That suech banks cannot begin opera~
tions till all their subscribed eapital has
been taken up; and unmtill a certificate has
been received from the Lords of the Treasury,
in the case of Royal Chartered Banks, thata
gertain proportion’ of their proposed capital
has actually been paid up.

2d. Chartered Banks are prohibited from

direct advances upon lacded property; or
from holding more landed property than is
necessary for conduetng their business, and
thereby locking up their capital in unnego-
tit ble geoncities.

8d. Taat every branch of such banks is
under the control of a ceurt of directors, who
are answerable to the shareholders, a certain
pumber of whom can call a meeting of the
proprietors of the bank to enquire into any
seeming abuse. 4th. That a certain nomber

places being filled by the vote of the share-
holders. 5th. That such banks are compell-
ed to submit half yearly—in the case of Roy-
al Chartered Banks, to the secretary of state
for the colonies and her Majesty’s treasury,
and in that of banks holding eolonial charters,
to the proper local authorities—anthenticated
statements showing the assets and liabilities,
the smount of notes in circulation, and _ coin
on hand, at all the establisaments of such
banks, which statemest must be signed: by |
two direstors, and the principal officer of the |
bank. And that if required, the books and re-
turns, from whichsuch statements are compiled
shall be open to the inspection of any officer
appointed by Government to examine them.
6th. That two auditors, not being directors
or otherwise officially connected with the
bank, shall at all times have authority to in-
spect the books and ether documents belong-
ing to the bank, and verify and sign all bal-
ance sheets submitted to the shareholders.
That such auditors are generally. elected
yearly, and receive a regular salary. 7th,
That all chartered banks are restricted in
the tofal amount of their note issue, and that
a certain proportion of coin must be kept on
hand te meet the notes in actunal circulation,
such being verified by the half-yearly state-
ments, or by the inspection of such officers as
may be appoiated by Government. :
It would surely then be impolitic to interfere
80 as to restrict the issue of notes by chartered
banks within limits which would render their
working incomplete and unprofitable; rather
should we see every bank authorized to issue
paper- bound by :tha* 7th -restriction given'
above, and the statements of all made subject
to the inspection of a government officer, than
see any other legislative interference. The
great object of the Legislature must be to give
a good system of curreacy to the colony; and if
banks which are so well restricted by their
oharter, and whose interest it is to keep the
nofe circulation of thess colonies in a state

the average of the:last:thres months, the
whole thing would become a farce. The
pringiple of & paper issue in these colonies is.
still in its infancy, aud the value of the notes
issned ‘by . our banks has hitherto been a
mere bagatelle when compared with their
ocapital and’ coin reserve., That issue was
probably at its highest during lastsummer and
maust have been growing: small by degrees till
the average of the last thre® meonths wonld
be very small indeed, and far below ‘the ‘cor-'
rect average of the year. The resuls of
any uoder restriction of & legitimate note is-
sue, especially in these colonies, where it
costs so mmuch to maintain a metallic ear
rency, must result in restricted banking ac-
eommodation, and at the same time depre-
ciate, the price of gold dust on the mines.in
the same ratio ag the difference between the
cost of buying with notes and buying with
imported. gold coin, a differeace which has
been. calculated at “fifteen per cent.” This
is 'surely not an end for our legis-
lature to aim atin framing banking laws.

JAPANESE AFPAIRS,

The destrmction. of Kagosima seems to
have created a vast amount of virtuons in

dignation amongst the liberal party in Eng

land, and the feeling, if we may judge of it
by the tone . of the majority .of the London
papers, seems to have extended somewhat
beyond the *‘peace at any price” party. Mr.
Cobden, in a letter:to one of 'his constituents
deprecates very strongly ‘the course taken
by Admiral Kuper, and & leading journal
somewhat ministerial in its tendencies says
that the officialsin Japan though right as re-
gards the batteries, and justified by Earl Rus~
sell’s orders as to the palace, have as’regards
the city, exceeded their instructions and in-
flieted on the reputation of Great Britain a
grievous wrong, 'and on a perusal of the de-
spatches we cannot say that such langnage
is not justified. The British nation are not
paturally inclined to cruelty, and bave always
‘been prone fo sit' in judgment upon other
nations for.excesses committed in war, and
within a very short time have spoken out in
terms of - condemnation ‘of the ' French, the
Russians, the Americans, and the Turks for
acts of the very same nature as that commit-

ited by the British Admiral at Japan. The
storm'ng of . Puebla, the sacking of a Polish
palace by Gen. Berg, because a. bomb had
been thrown at his head, the throwing .of.
shells filled with molten metal into Charles—
ton, and: the bembardment of Belgrade by
the Turks to avenge an assassination, have
all been denounced as wholly unjustifiable and
unpardonable atrocities. And yet the de-
struction of Kagogina seems to have been an
act of the same pature. The perusal of the
despatches leaves no room for doubt that the
destruction of the tewn was either intertional

and carried - out as the easiest and most eom-
plete method of punishing Japanese insolence

in firing upon a British squadron, or was one

of these accidents which those who produce
them do not even affect to regret. It seems

quite clear that the destruction of the city

was contemplated before it occurred, for dur-

ing his interview with the nativeenvoys who

had assured him that the Prince of Satsuma,

the individual fer whose misdeeds the

city suffered, was fifty miles off in the inte.

rior, Admigal Kuper threatened them with

a commencement of hostilities, and pointed

out to them hew. their trade would suffer.

Admiral Kuper cannot be entirely blamed

for the result, for it is perfectly clear that he

had not acted contrary to his instruetiens.

It is, however, much to be feared that this

wanton act of desturction of life and property

will very much retard our progress towards

smicable trading relations with the Japanese.

JURISDICTION TO JUSTICES IN
CIVIL SUITS.

" The Bill that was read a second time on
Wednesday last will, if passed in its present
shiape, import into our colonial system of ju-
tisprudeace several novelties at present un-
known to the English law. Ia the first place,
giving a civil juri diction to:Justices of the
Peace (although not without precedent in the
colonies) is entirely opposed to the practice
now prevailiog in England ; and to the tenor
of legislature, in respect to recovery.of debts
of any amount, great or small, with the sim.
ple exception of claims for wages, and the
institution of a system of arrest on mesne
. process for a debt of 850 is entirely repug-
pant to ‘all modern legislation, as alse
the power intended to be given to Consta-
bles, by clanse 35, which authorizes them
to commit a debtor to jail. Indeed it is a
power that was never recognized or given by
the English law, even in the most rigorous
days of imprisonment for debt.

We perfectly concur with the sentiment
expressed in the second clause of the preamble.
There can be no doubt whatever that the ac-
ocumaulation of business'in the courts held in
Victoria causes great delay in the col-
loction of -small 'debts, but if 'anyoge
can hold the opinion that the’ transfer
of the jurisdiction in summary suits from
the CHiéf Justice to the Police Magis-
trate in Victoria, would facilitate the de-
spatch of busioess, let him attend at the
Police Court on the trial of any wages suit,
and he will speedily learn that the justices of
the peace have no'magic power of disposing
of the cases that come before them witha
rapidity that ‘does” mot appertain {0’ civil

Jjudges. , '

‘This bill, however, can hardly be taken to
apply to Victoria at all, for it does not-repeal
thie'present jufisdiction of the Tnferior Court
of Civil Justice'of Vanconver Island as es-
tablished under Orders in Council of 1856,
and only-proposes: to give to'a single: justice
of thé ‘peace, ‘concurrent jurisdiction” with the
Chief”Jistice over claims of less than $106,
and to two justices the same concurrent juris-
diétion in’ cases up fo $250.

Will' this, we ask, be an’ effectual’ remedy
against the evil§'enumerated in the preamble

. An Act for the establishment and regula—
ton of any court of justice requires very
careful framing, and few but practieal law-
yers can hope to succeed in drawing even a
passable Bill.

Those who teally
wish the small debt courts to remain as they
are, could mot do better than support
the Justices’ Act as it is, as its passage would
bardly affect the present system at all.

A MINISTERIAL COUNCIL,

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EXTRAVAGANCE IN PUBLIC EX-
PENDITURE.

It was once remarked by one whose pen
was more respected -than that of any other
public writer of the present century, that
journalists as a class wasted balf their influ~
ence because they did not comprehend the
depth of the publie.ignorance. They always,
he said, gave their readers credit for know-
ing “things they did not know. and wrote
therefore much too allusively. “People can-

‘not ask a paper where Honolulu is, and till

they know that, what use is there in saying
that Honolulu is open to attack. The con-
verse of that blunder seems to be the espec-
ial weakness of even experienced politicians,
when they have the arrangement of public
affairs. They have detected the public ighor-
ance so often that they fancy outsiders never
can ascertain the truth; and the most palpa-
ble blunders are very frequently eommitted
by those who have the direction ot public
things,and having been once suffered to
pass are blindly presevered in, under the vain
impression that the public will not go into
the details, and if they do, will not under=
stand them. It not unfrequently becomes
the daty of public jourmalists to point out
such mistakes, and to guard the public mind
against their recurrence so far as pessible.
There are matters within the ken of all who
read and observe the ordinary eurrent of
events, ‘'which nevertheless cannot be passed
over in silence by public writers, without
their laying themselves open to the accusa-
tion of blind acquiesence in malpractices
which they cannot but cocdemn. Ifj for
instance, any branches ef the state machi-
nery or public service have through any
cause beeome cerrupt, or fallen into error, it
will be the duty, however unpleasant the

task, of the writer who desires in addition }|

to giving faithful and eorrect record of cur-
rent events, to reflect with truth upon the
abuses of the age, to. unfold and expose to
view, a8 far as it be possible; all that wants

correction in the system of public govern-
ment, under which it may be his Iot to live
There are few communities that have not
their public evils to complain of and some
falsepositions to regret. All the departments
of the public service cannot be expected to
be in a state of perfection. In the oldest
and best regulated forms of government and
in most colonies, public matters are, as a
rule, more cared for than in the mother coun-
try. Our own island is not an exception to
this' ‘rule. Many and ﬂgi-ent are the evils
under which since the first increase in our
colonization took place, we have gome
through. © Many and . various are the depart—

* ments that with the advent of a new gover-

por will require overhauling. In the first

~place we can hardly’ reconcile the heavy

civil list with which this colony is saddled
with' the comparatively ‘emall revenne
and population of the -eclony. We
do not say that the employers of
of Government are too highly paid; far from
it. No Gover ment can expect to be wel!
served who pays below the average salaries
of the country. No men but those who are
essentially idle prefer government service to
any other permanent and regular employ-
ment. There is not as a rule half the chance
of promotion and advancement in the public
service that there is in private business. But
what we feel inclined to deprecate in the sys-
tem pursued in this colony, is the division of
offices in a small community. Surely it is
unpecessary to multiply offices. Better far
would it be to pay the individual meiabers
of the civil service better, and to curtail their
number. A glance at the heads of depart-
ments in our own eity will convince the most
liberal amongst us that there is some discrep-
aney betweer the income and expenditure of
the state.” Some eight or ten heads of de~
partments are sursly not the reverse of
extravagant for a city of sach magnitude as
Victoria.  We cannot but think that some
retrenchment might be made iu this respect
with advantage. Fewer heads, with an effi-
cient staff of clerks—oot young gentlemen
who are sent out to the eolonies to vegetate
upon what they themselves would call “a
wretched government appointment”—but
steady, quiet-going men of another calibre—at
moderate salaries, who have some idea of
work and how to perform it.

It is to be hoped that the notice of the
members of the House of Assembly will be
attracted, to the state of the public offices
when the estimates come before them. We
have: no .donbt whatever that: the civil list
will_be_closely inspected and narrowly scru-
tinized by.some of our political economists.
It is possilile; however, for the House to go
even further than .this, and who can.say. in
the;present state ot affairs, it is not  desir-
able for them well to consider whether it.ig
by any means, and  if so, how possible, to
effeet retrenchment without in: any way in—
juring:the publie service.

THE NEW LIST OF VOTERS.

The claims for votes registered this year
will bave a considerable influence upon the
present list of voters for the city of Victoria,
if they are allowed -to stand as they are at
present, and inasmuch as any member elected
now will be elected for a period of nearly two
years and a-half, it woald be very Jesirable,
f it were possible, to give all new electors an
opportunity of voting for the return ofa mem-
ber for the city. The importance of the trust

ber chosen to represent the city of Victoria
at the present time is so great, that all who
bave any righé to vote ought to be allowed
the privilege of exercising the franchise. It
is all important to the ioterests of the colony
that the member who is to be elected to fill
the vacancy in the House, should be a man
of sound and ascertained views; one in point
of fact who will plainly tell the citizens what
his views are, and who will hold fast to a de~
cided line of policy without vacillation. We
do not desire to see our members pledged on
all questions ; no member is worth a vote if
he does rot take his seat quite unfettered,and
free to vote on eaeh particular question
as it arises, according to his own opinion,
but no public man can carry any esteem with
him unless he has fixed principles, and de-
cided opinions, upon all main questions of
political economy. There can be‘no doubt
that from the present state of party feeling in
the city, taking last years list of voters as the
basis on which to ground eur opinions, no
candidate expressing other than liberal views
:will have any ehance of election ; we do not
suppose that the revised list would affect this
position materially, and if we take inte con-
sideration the time that must elapse before
the new lists will be ready, we cannot say
that the advantage to be gaired by admitting
the new electors to vote at the coming elec-
tion would in any way compensate for the
delay that would be occasioned thereby.

The new claims having been now sent in,
the Sheriff is required to make up the lists,
and publishk them for fourteen days ; another
period of tourteen daysisallowed for ebjections,

There conld be no good end ‘served
by postponing the election for so long a pes
riod, but nevertheless it is of great impor-
tance that the eleetors sheuld scrutinize wall
the list of voters when published, more espe-
cially the new claims. Many names annu-
ally re-appear on the list wnich have no right
there, and.it is by . no means improbable that
many of the new claims sent in will not bear
scratiny. The present elestion will, we have
no doubt, be a sharply contested one. Every
elector must be ready for the campaign
next week, but we would earnestly cauation
every citizen against pledging himeself to
any party or individual before a public maet-
ing has been held, at which each candidate
may have an opportunity of expressing his
opinions and/ views,

Tae LecmsLaTIVE C€CouNci.~There is a
mystery about the proceedings of this body
which tends to some extent to invest its do-
ings with more or less interest, espeeially
where a measure of more than usual public
importance is under their eonsideration. Oc-
casional glimpses of what is passing-in re=
view before these “ potect, grave and rever-
end signiors” are afforded to the publie, and
have the effect of increasing the desire to
know a little more of the “operations thus
quiétly carried on. For instance, it is ru-
mored about town that the bill to enable cc-
lonial barristers amd attorneys to practice in
our law courts is not unlikely to be shelved,
through the persevering: and determined ef-
forts of a prominent legal member of the
Council. - Perhaps no measure bas yet
been brought before the House of As-
sembly, whieh received a more eordial
and general support than this 'bill, nor
one which was more acceptable to
the ‘community at large, aad‘ should the
Council: throw it out, they may expect to
hear murmurs loud and deep from ~both
‘Assembly and people. It is just possible
that Dame Rumor may- be astray in this mat-
ter ; the old lady adds, however, that the
gentlemen of the Honorable the Council are
not famous for their punctuality or regularity
of attendance; and that much delay and in-
convenience to the publie ‘business is thus
occasioned. A little more publicity, given
to their proceedings would ‘probably have
a beneficial ‘eflect  in this particular, and
would also enlighten the community as to the
individual views enfertained on measures in
‘which they are deeply interested.

We are informed that
as soon as the deash of Mr.and Mrs. Stephen’s
child was reported, Superintendent Smith dis-
pateched an officer to acquaint them that an
Inquest would be held at one o’clock the
same day. The officer then summoned a ju—
-ry. Notwithstandiog all this, the authority
of the officer was disregarded, and they pro-
ceeded to the city with the body. The Cor-
joner, on his way to hold the inquest, o his
1grelt surprise met the funeral, and instead
of directing the body te be taken back to
the place where, by warrant, legally issued,
the inquest should have been held; and
where, at that very time, the jurors were as-
sembled, awaiting the inquest, he kindly
consented to have it brought into the
first house, 80 that the procession might not
be detained. We believe that in all'acei-
dents which result in death within a ‘year,
the act under which Ceroners hold inquests,
provides that inquests shall be held apon the
bodies. It is to be regretted, therefore, under
these circumstances, that the body of the
poor child should have been removed with—
out compliance with the Coroner’s instruc
tions, The act referred to requires inquests
to be held by the Coronar, in the following
cases, viz: All casualties by which death
ensues ; all sudden deaths ; all violent deaths;
persons foaund dead ; persons dying in pri-
son ; lanatics who' die by suicide, and fel-
ons, of themselves. This is & general éxpo.
gition of the law, as regards the duty of the
Coroner.

Srasming Arreay.—The cowardly, un-
manly, and inhuman practice of resorting to
the use of the knife when incensed, is not, we
regret to say, confined to Port Ludlow and
vlaces of that ilk in the neighboring territory,
where mob law to some extent overawes jus-
tice. Yesterday we had a painful illustra=
tion that our community is not exempt from
the degradation which the presence of char-
acters who can indulge in sueh practices en-
tails. A dispate arose during the forenoon
on St. Our’s wharf between an Irishman

named Dougherty and a colered man named
Hobbs, both draymen, relative to the carriage
of some produce landed from the bark Archi-
tect. The former called the latter by an op-
probrious epithet, and Hobbs threatened vio-
lence if the expression were repeated. Dough-
erty again used the same words, and
Hobbs attacked him with bis fists. Dauring
the scaffle which-ensued Dougherty drew a
long clasp knife, and although Hobbs grap-
pled him closely to prevent his using it, he
succeeded in plunging the weapon into
Hobbs’ groin, inflicting a serious, though we
understand not a dangeroas. wound: Hobbs
immediately released his grasp, and, bleeding
profusely, rushed into an adjoining store,
where the injuries he had sustained were
examined. So far Hobbs had not in any
way disgraced himself, and the entire sym—
pathy of those who witnessed the affray was
i his favor, but he forfeited it all by sud-
denly appearing behind his antagonist, while
the latter was being soundly rated by some
bystanders for his cowardly conduct, and
with one blow on the head from a dray
stanchion felling him to the ground. Dough-
erty, who soon recovered, was apprehended
and conveyed to jail, while Hobbs was taken
to the hospital, . Trimble, who examined
Hobb’s injuries, proneunced his wound a
serious one, from which it will take some
time to recover. Had the blade entered
transversely, it would undoubtedly have sev-
ered tbe femoral artery. Dougherty is also
found to have been badly injured, and has
one or two cuts on his body, which he prob.

Epiror Brrrise Qoronist — Sir :— On
glancing over your valuable paper some time
ago, I noticed a letter onthe subject of a Lite-
rary Institote, sigaed ** Australian Miner,”
and as I happen to: be acquainted with that
individual, I took the liberty to ask him how
he would carry his suggestions into practice,
and this is his answer : I would, as T stated
in my letter, petition His Excellency tne
Governor , through our city members, for a
grant of the site in Guvernment street,
and in the event of the prayer of the petition
being granted, call ‘upon the architects for

"designs, and after making my ehoice and as-

certaining the estimated cost call a public mee-
ting through the Mayor, and there and then’
appoint & collector for each city ward, to go
round te every house ‘aud receive what they
can afford to contribute towards the erection
of the building. New, on the sapposition
that in Victoria we have 5,000 inhabitants,
and each individual contributes one dollar—
which ‘I consider a low estimate for ' such
an. object, especially when we recollect that
we have some very liberal, open-hearted
gentlemen' among us, and who' ¢an well
aford; and ‘who who - would probably
give, some a hundred dellars, others fifty
dollars, twenty, ete., I would again apply
to the Government to make upthe remainder.
Aund if they stady:their own interests and
the welfare of the ' Colony they will readily
accede to such a request, and for this reason §
it.will be the means of retaining a greater
number of ‘miners and other individuals in
the city duging the winter ,and as a matter of
conrse, their .money also. ' [ have frequently
beard men curse the place, simply because -
they have: nio.place fo ‘which they can go to
spend a leisure hour'in rational‘enjoy ment. and
it: is:impossible for i@ny one to know; much
less. deseribe; the. dreadful monotony those

DIRECT STEAM COMMUNICATION.

Tha Chairman read: the correspondence on
the subject from His Excellency and the B.
N. A. Association on the subject, the sub«
stance of which we have already laid before
our readers.:

Dr. Helmoken said it appeared to him that
the whole question resolved itself into this—
whether we were prepared to pay £25,000
per annum for such a purpose. Of course
thiz meantfor the two colonies, but he thought
we were not prepared to pay even our pro-
portion of this amount. Even if we were
we had better -attend to -the establish-
ment of ‘the necessary communication”along
our own coast. ' He felt :sute-if this latter
subject bad been attended to, a much larger
namber of inhabitants would .now be in our
settlements. The mere fact of living in back
settlements was uapleasant enough of ‘itself,
and it was the duty of the (Fovernment to

"ameliorate 88 much as'possible their condition.

So far as direet steam 'commuuication was
concerned, he thought we ‘had been very
liberally dealt with by ‘eur American ‘neigh«
qors—as he had often said before, far more
80 than by Her Majesty’s Government, He
really did not believe these colonies were
ptepared to pay this large’sum, but as it was
to be-paid by the two colonies, it would be
well to see if British Columbia were prepared
to do her share. Of course a mew line would
confer some benefit, but he believed but a
small number of immigrants by such a line
would  find their way to this colony. The
steamship company would of course spread
favorable information in regard to this coun-
try, and endeavor to induce ® large im-
migration for their own benefit ; but he
thought such an immigration would do far
more harm than good. This eolony could

wanted ‘protection in case of need and the

and it was better not to have them here than'
10 go away penniless and disgusted. He be—
lieved that at present we could easily find all!
the people we want to'do the required labour
in the colony ; and, if we did want more, we
could easily find - them, without expending
£25,000 a-year. This is one side of the ques-
tion ; on the other side, if by this means a
suitable population could be brought hete, it
is posdible that the colony might be greatly
benefited, As it is, bowever, he thought it
bette?

Mr.Street was happyto take up the other side
of thequestion. He had left important busi—
ness to come to give his vote on this question
because he felt it was a momentous one. He
bad travelled several times over the Ameri~
can lines, and must say, that for tamilies
especially they were simply terrible., 'As to
immigration, he was not .so mueh afraid of it
as the. honerable . Speaker :seemed to be.
Even among the poorer classes who would be
induced to come out; there would be many
whe would bave capital to invest, and weuld
thus be the means of affording employment
to .the .otbers. - The . honorable ! Speaker
seemed anxious te cultivaie closer relations
with the United States. He (Mr. 8.) bad a
great regard for the Americans, as neighbors
and business men, but he wished  to cee this
essentially a British colony (bear, hear). He
feared if we gave the cold shoulder - to this
proposal, it would be a long time before we
would have another similar opportunity.

Col. Foster begged to offer his support o a
scheme which would join this ecoleny with
Britain, He thought it wenld be of great
benefit to all classes of the population He
agreed, however, with the honorable member
for Metchosin as to the large amount asked

:| as a subsidy, and he would like to know what

proportion British Columbia would- bear of
the sum. In regard to our own coleny, he
thought little had been done to open it up,
and he attributed this to the want of immi-
gration. °~ He ‘thought that any reasonable
amount of immigration might be employed
in mining operations. He believed from his
own . knowledge that we might occupy
easily three times the amount of labor we
now bave with our present resources. - As te
the Home Government giving us aid, he be=-
lieved that restad entirely in the hands of the
colony itself ; if we did nothing for vurselves
we ceuld “expeot nothing from them. He
believed we would never get the English
Government to aid us, unless we showed them
very goed reasons, either commercially or
geographically' far so doing, and he would
advocate this colony taking some steps to'do
a little more, to gather more. knowledge of
our resnurces and capabilities than we now.
possess.

Mr. Young said that it was well known
that several applications had been made to
the Home Government for a direct line of
steamers, but had received' for answer that
the Home Government was net disposed to
extend her subsidies any, fartber. ' But in all
these applications the colony had offered to
do nothing themselves, and till we did what
we could, be it much or little, we could-ex—
peet no aid. It was not nécessary that this
colony should pay the £25,000 herself. ' The
question is what proportion of the necessary
amount are we prepared to pay. He
understood from  London  merchants
interested "in this colony, that when ws
raised’ as much as' we could the Home
Government would make up the balancet
required. ' He'thought he could show thae
the tax payers in England would be bene-
fitted 'by sueh an ‘enterprise. It was well
known that the charges on goods via the
Isthmus of Panama were 80 enormous as to
prevent the shipment of goods in large quan-
tities. If we could get a certain kind of
light valuable English goods here quickly
and cheaply, we could do a large trade in
them with" our southern neighbors, and so
inerease the commerce of the-mother country.
As to British Columbia be believed thas she
would <only pay her proportion of a suhsidy
by the steamers runping ‘to. New Westmin-
ster, and he believed it alcommercial impos—
sibility for vessels: sufficiently large 10 'pay,.
te get up to New Westminster. Asto im-
migration, he did not believe a single in-
stance could be found where a man
capable and willing to work, had to "go
away from 'this ‘eountry for' ' want of it.
As 10 a steam: communication along ‘the
¢oast, parties whe had proposed to put.on a
line had asked the .large subsidy of £1,200
per apnum. He understood, however, that a
steamer was now on the way from Kngland,
which would be snited to a coast trade, and
which would probably be so employéd. He
woald beg to move that an address be pre-
sented to ‘His Excellency stating that this
House was prepared to vote a certain amount
of moaey, in conjunction with British Colum-
bia, to establish a direct line of steamers
between Panama and these colonies. He
would propose that £6,000 should be the
sum voted.

Dr. Tolmie advocated the advantages of a
direct line, showing that a trade might be
done with Mexican ports by the return trips
of the steamers. With regard to “voting
£6,000, he thought we could notgo inlo that
till we saw the estimates, and how we stand.
He advocated a subsidy to a coast line, te
enable’ the Cowichan and Comox farmers
to send their prodnce down here. He must
confegs that he dreaded seeing such an immi
gration as we had last year ; we had no room
for labor withent capital. He (Dr. T.) could
get able bodied men for $15 tsmr month, with
rations and lodging. He had known scveral
instances’ of good men, able and willing'to
work, who had been forced to leave the
colony.

Mr. DeCosmos gaid that the hon. speaker
had laid down opinions calculated to deter
immigration to this colony. He (Mr. DeC)
believed that this celony had the capacity to
sopport a very large and thrifty population.
In eommon with many hon. members, he had
seen a good dcal of other countries, and he
must say that these colonies possess all the
requirements to build up national greatness.
The Pacific coast had been the first to make
mannal labour  honorable ; in older countries
the pick, the pan, and the shovel, were deemed
unworthy of ‘men of education’; it remained

-~

not absorb a large number of people,| for this coast to dignify labour by makiag

these lowly implements honorable. The hon.
member advocated -the establishment of a
steam-ship line, but said that, from a conver-
sation he had had with a gentleman who had
come here for the purpose of looking into
this matter, he thought that a direct line from
Panama, without calling at San Francisco,
would not pay. He would empbhatically state
that he was in favor of a British line of steam-
ers, but he did not think that ealling at San
Franciscoe would have the effect of prevent-
ing passengers-who bad set out for this port
fromn continuing their journey. ''As to . coast
roates, he thought that sabsidising steamers
might do temporarily, but the only perma-
nent way was to cobstruct trunk roads
through the island. In regard to this ceun-
try net being fitted to reeeive immigrants, he
believed it to be as well fitted as Canada or
Australia. As to the motion of the hon.
Colonial Secretary, before he (Mr. DeCosmos)
would vote for a subsidy of £6000 a year, he
would like to know from the hon. gentleman
if the country could afford-it. As to British
Columbia, if the matter be left with one sec:
tien of the country, they will probably vote
for direct steam communication to New
Westminster at  any oost; it remains to be
seen whether the other sections would not be
disposed to adopt more liberal views.

Dr. Helmcken said that as the estimates
would in all probability be laid before the
House in a very few days, it wounld probably
be well to- defer ' the consideration ‘of this
subject till after this was done.

Mr. Young said he would withdraw his
resolution till the estimates were laid before
the House, which would be in two or three
days. His object in paming a sum was
simply that we might go to British Colambia
and say what we would give. The estimates
had been ready for some months, and had
only been delayed till the close of the finan-
cial year.

The committee rose and reported pro-
gress, and asked leave to sit again.

The Speaker aonounced that to-mcrrow
(Wednesday) the Hoase would take up Mr.
DeCosmos’ Bill to grant civil jurisdiction to
justices of the peace, &c., also Mr. Dennes’
smlxlxll debts bill and Mr. Duncan’s bank note
bill.

A MINISTERIAL COUNCIL.

The Speaker said that os Friday the House
would take up Mr. Burnaby’s motion pray-
ing’ His Excellency to appoint a ministerial
council for initiating and carrying on the
public business in the House.

He thought that every party wish
ing to issue paper money should give to the
(&gvorumout proper guarantees as to his abil-
ity to redeem his paper for cash at any mo-
ment, - This was absplutely necessary. for the
safety of the community.

Mr. DeCosmos would: ask ‘the hon. mover
whether he intended to make any amend-
ment to the bill toenable any parties to-es-
tablish banks of issue: by giving the proper
guarantees ? {

Mr. Duncan had not contemplated making
any such amvndment. Parties had peculiar
views as to banking, and could get special
acts passed through the Houee to suit their
requirements.

- Mr. Street thought that it was very neces-
sary to treat this measure with the greatest
caution; he found, however, that this bill
would be doing injustice to a certain indivi-
doal.

Dr. Powell thought a_general banking act
ought to have preceded this compelling
banks to give dollar for dollar security.

Mr. Street would notsee this bill thrown
out entirely. (Hear, hear.) He thought a
clause might be introduced causing banks to
show a sufficient amount of specie reserve to
protect their bills in circulation, and that no
paper money should be issued in excess of
that amount in reserve. He thought it a
most unwise thiog to allow any banks to is-
sue just as much paper 1aoney as the people
would choose to take. He had seen the evils
caused by “wild-act” banks in the United
States, and would earnestly wish to guard
against such an evil here,

Mr. DeCosmos said he concurred with the
spirit of this bill, but not fally with its de-
tails. He regarded this as one of the most
important measures which had come before
the country. The thing, above all others, we
should strive for was. to encourage capital
to flow into this country. In all countries
paper money based on Government securities,
or a metallic reserve, had worked benefiei-
ally, If, by the introduction of paper mo-
ney, the rate of interest conld be reduced
from 18 per cent to 12 per cent, the benefits
would be obvious, He eould adduce instances
of paper issue having such an effect. He was
not disposed to interfere with the working of
chartered banks in this colony. Everything
done to enconrage the introduction of eapital
into this country was advancing the welfare
of the colony ; but he was not disposed to set
up a bar to free trade in banking. (Hear,
hear.) It was simply a commercial opera-
tion, and on commerce the well-being of the
country depends. He would suggest the ad-
dition to the bill before the House, of a pro-
vision ‘enabling parties who could certify
that they were in possession of a certain a-
mount of capital, to issue a corresponding a-
mount of paper money. In any case time
ought to be afforded toallow any parties who
did not wish to comply with the Act to re~
deem their bills which were in circulation.

M. Young would ask the honorable mover
if the bill were not a copy ef a Canadian act ?
Mr. Duncan—It is an exact copy of the
Qanadian act.

and exchanged for gold dust, and the dust
might come down here, be sold and the party
leave the country long before the notes came
down (hear, hear). The point had been
raized that managers of chartered banks
‘might issue any amount of notes, but it
might 88 well be said that the managers
might. pocket all the funds and bolt with
them. He could not see that this bill was
selting up any monopoly. He was not sure
of the expediency of a general banking act
at present. He thought the case might be
met, as proposed by the bill, by the passing
of a special act for every bank proposed to
be established. He looked on banking, like
his henorable colleagne for the city, asa
commereial transaction, ‘but he deprecated
the present state of the law by which any one
may issue notes without limit. ' As the name
of a certain banking bhouse had.been men-
tioned, he must. say that he had seen their
notes and they were ot a very poor descrip-
tion, only a lithograph, and not offering pro-
per sedurity against fraud.

The committee rose and reported progress,
to set again to morrow.

LATER FROM CHINA AND JAPAN

By the arrival of the ship Torrent, Capt.
Carlion, at Port Angelos, from ‘Shanghai,
after a splendid run, we have news to the'5th
December last:

We' have been favored ‘by a gentleman
who 'was a-passenger” on -board with' files of
the Friend of China, fromwhich we extract
the following:

THE CHINESE  REBELLION-—BRITISH OFPICERS
KILLED-—BURGEVINE .BANISHED.

The Friend of China, of November 30th
mentions that the Lmperial forces under com-
mand eof the British officer, Major 'Gordon,
were besieging the city of Soochow, which
was stoutly defended by:the Taipings. " Sev-
eral (bloody engagements had been fought
with 'doubtful results.. ‘A number of. English
officers were  killed,”amongst- whom were
captains Gibb, Upshot, Wylie, and Knight;
Major Kirkham' ‘and Lient. Hodsen badly
wounded, Capt. Wadwell missing. * The
stockades defending the city were taken and
retaken:several times. ]

The - Taiping Ueneral wrote the following
unique epistle to Major Gordon :

“ My lamp has burnt with but fickering
ray lately, Major Gurdon. Perhaps you think
my oil is gone? Netso! Let your next vic-
tory be recorded.”

The followingwas the latest despatch:—Gor-
don determined to take the stockade made
another attack yesterday, and-again:got in-
side, but:at a frightful.cest, viz., 180 killed:
and wouoded, 13 being officers ; amongst the
killed being Jones sad” King, tpmibg;p‘gagtf
well known in Shanghai, - Major Kirkham’s
wound is said to be mortal.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE ON BANKS.

Mr. Burnaby read a petition from the
Chamber of Commerce, praying that the
House should not legislate on Banking mat-
ters at present, and that ro House should be
allowed to issue papar money without an Im
perial or Colonial charter.

SMALL DEBTS.

The Speaker said that as this bill comtem-
plated & salaried officer, it thus becawme a
mooey bill, and would have to be originated
by the House.

MINISTERIAL COUNCIL.

The House went into a Committe on the
Whole, Dr. Powell in ‘the Chair. On
the motion for the appointment by the
Governer of a Ministerial Council for initia-
ting and carrying on the public businessin
the Honse.

M. Burnaby said that about' the 18th Sep-
tember last, he had asked the hon. Colonial
Secretary whether he sat in the House as an
exponent of the government, and that gen-
tleman had declined to define his position.
He therefore thought some means ought to be
taken to introduce and support government
measures in the House, and to take up bills
brought in by private members. The want
of some such organizasion has been palpable
to every one during the present session,asa
want of the proper expression of the'views of
Her Majesty’s Government. His sole object
was to forward the public business in the
most direct and practieal manner ; he had no
wish to raise a faction or party in the House,
The course he proposed was this, that His
Excellency should appoint one member from
either the House of Assembly or the Legis-
lative Council, who should be chief advisor
or the representative of the government ; and
that this gentleman should select two mem-
bers from each of the legillative bodies, who
should form the propesed council or eommit-
tee. He believed that this would introduce
into the House in some measure & principle
to which another hon. member would speak
more fully, namely that of responsible go-
vernment. Under the system he proposed,
if a ‘ministerial eouncil did not possess the
confidence of the House, it would be perfectly
competent for that body te overthrow the
council, and that the government should on
that result disselve the House, and appeal to
the people in the nsual way. He would have

ught this mctie on before, had net some

important measures stood in the way, as the.

question of the union of the celonies, etc. 'He
had brought this measure before the Mouse
now, as ke was about to leave the colony for
ashort time, and he would like to see the
matter fairly before them, before his depar-

Dr. Trimble said he would like to hear the
views of the hon. Colonial Secretary on the
matter. :
. Mr. Young would prefer to hear the opi-
mion of other hon. members before expressing
his views. ;

Mr. DeCosmos believed that the busi-
ness of this House,and also of the other
House would be greatly expedited, and in a
more satisfactory manner, were there mem-
bers in each House in direct communisation
with the Executive. He came to this House
as a unit, not as a fraction of any party, asd
"he had often regretted.thagighere was not an
organized party in the se te facilitate
business. . He must say that his voice and
influence would ever be exerted toshorten
the time occupied in legislation in this Colo-
ny. ‘The hon. gentlemen in charge of de-
partments had often too much on their
hands to allow them to attend to their du-
ties in the House, and therefore there ought
to be other members capable of expressing
the views of Government. We had very
small material to work on in this Colony
and were only experimenting in legislation,
he therefore thought we should see what
was the practice in other colonies. In
Antigua, (W. L,) besides an Executive and
Legislative Council, there was an Adminis-
trative Council, such as propesed by the
hon. member for Esquimalt and Metchosin.
The COommittee had the carrying on of
Government measures in the Legisiature,
both during its session and while prorogued.
The members are not office-holders, and are

" changed by the Governor at his pleasure, and
their daty is to prepare the stimates,
bills, answers to petitions, ete. The
honerable member instanced several other
colonies in which similar bodies existed. It
maust appear singular to this House that no
heads of departments holding salaried offi .
cial positions had been admitted to seals in
the legislature in these eountries, He (Mr.
DeCosmean) bad. several :years ago  proposed
a similar scheme in’ thig colony—that there
should be a council of tkree, similar to that
pow proposed, with this addition, that the
heads of departments should hold seats, but
not be allowed to vote, as otherwise, there
being four or five heads of departments, they
might outvote the council, and oblige them
to resign, or act in accordance with: their
views. He did not koow that this country
could at present be put in a position to carry
out that scheme, a8 it would necessitate a
change in the counstitution of ‘the Upper
House. The public feeling in the colony is
however against the present constraction of
that branch'of the legislature. They wish to
sce it'a represeatative body. He had beard
well-grounded complaints against the official
members of the Upper House, and believed if
official:‘members were allowed in that body
at all, they onght to be in & minonty, (hear,
hear.) In this motion before the House we
ask the governor to appoint aceuncil. © Bo
his (Mr. DeCosmos’) mind, the geverner had
no constitational right fo make such appoint-
ment s ‘at the same time he believed that
this House may appoint a committee to com-
municate with the Governor or the other
branches of the legislature ; this he took to
be the constitutional mede of doing it. He
thought that no one man (as proposed by the
bon. mover,) could earry on the business, and
he believed that one member with two to as-

gist him would be too strong' for the number-

five. Even by reducing the number to two,
the propertion would be #till too Jarge ; but
if we have to choose between a government
too weak and:one teo strong, be would prefer
the latter.

The question was whether we should
have an irresponsible executive' Committee

ficult question. His own impression was,
that we must either appoint a committee to
carry through the business of the House this
session, o1 else fix upon & responsible Execa-
tive Committee for future sessions. He had
some. doubts whether a responsible commit-
tee could be organized at the present time—
it would be apt to lead to great delay-in the
public business. If, however, it could be
done at once it would be extremely desirable.
If this Council ;were to-initiate and oarry
through the whole business of the Govern-
ient, we could not ‘expect Hon. members to
devote so much of their time to these duties
unless the publie patronage were placed in
their hands; without this the Ministerial
Conuocil would be a mere shadow. He was
in favor of a responsible Executive Council,
composed of un-official un-salatied members,
at which heads of departments should sit,
but net vote. * If this could not be done this
session, the only way was forthis House 1o
appoint a committee to confer with the other
branches of the Legislature and learn the
views of the Government.

Mr. Burnaby said he did not propose to al-
ter the present constitution of the Government.
Hig idea was simply that His Excellency
shonld appoint ons member of the Legisla-
tare who would select two others to carry
the government measures through the House,
If these measures were thrown out, the Gov-
ernor will say we must change our ministry,
and if our views are mot dacceptable to the
House we mnust appeal to the people. As to
the public patrenage, he thought that
would be introducing a state of things for
which as said (by the hon. member who had
just sat down) we were not yet ready.

Dr. Helmcken entertained views very simi-
lar to those of his hon. colleague, as he saw
that the business of the House tequired it.
Many bills were brought “into the House in
a yery unfinished state ; so much so that
members do not even agree with many eclau-
ses of their own bills. He thought this the
reason the sessions of the House had been
protracted to sueh a length. The Hon. mem-
ber showed the nécessity of having some one
in the Hotise to refer to as as to the views of
the other branches of the Legislature. In
appointing a Council much must be left to
them, and their success greatly depends up-
on the interest taken by the members thus
appointed. He did not think any member
would like to be the sole minister of this
House to be talked to and bullied by every
member. [Laughter]. By hayving two or
three colleagues, however, he would net stand
alone. He thought the Goveroment ought
to bave a partienlar tenor in'their bills; at
present everyone brings in bills and every-
body is a minister.

Ifo was in favor of this scheme because at
present the Geverpor is constantly being

| breught .into - question -on ‘particular points

which he thought should not be the case, and
by having ‘a - Couneil this responsibility
would be removed on to their shoulders. He
was not prepared to say how this scheme
could be carried eut; he thought it advisable,
however, to petition the Governor on the mat.
ter. His own opinion was that the Gover-
nor had power to appoiat a Ceuncil.

Mr. DeCosmos.—Give us a precedent,

Dr. Helmcken.—Precedent !'—we bave it
in our own conntry. The Queen appoints
her ministry. v

Mr. DeCosmos.—They are responsible.

Dr. Helmcken.—8So. would be this Coancil.
If they did mot meet with the approval of
the House the Governor could appoint new
ones. That he ealled responsibility.

. Mr. DeCosmos.—The modern idea of re-
sponsibility ié that a minister after being ap-~
pointed by the Crown is re-elected by the
people.

Dr. Helmcken.—Well, perhaps that is the
modern ides, but that is only necessary when
they are salaried officials.

M:r. Young thought if the proposed scheme
could be carried outa great deal of time and
labor weuld be saved, bat he agreed with his
hon. colleague that the governor has no pow-
er to appoint a Council. The only way would
be for the House to pass a local act, as in the
West Indies;"a course he thoaght quite con-
stitutional. _Another difficulty would be this,
if this council had no advantage held outto
them for the large amount of labor required
of them, he thonght there would be great dif-
ficulty to get‘hon. members to accept the post ;
and he thought if a small salary were attach-
ed, if would be more inducement. His hon.
colleague bad suggested the appointment of a
eommittee to confer with the Governor, but
he:did not see how this conld be done, as His
Excellency might-refuse to confer with the
committee. .

Dr. Helmeken said he did not think the du-
ties of-the preposed Council would be'very
onerous; .. The Couneil would: not have todo
all the duties. They jcould say we want the
Attorney~General: to -draw ount this bill!
[Laughter.] = We want Mr. Treasurer to
draw out the Estimates in such and such a
way ! :
