money. During the next winter he 
heard of at Brandon, Man., where he tried 
to commit suicide by shooting himself in the 
chest. Then he drifted to Chicago and re­
turned to this place for the last time on 
September 5th. He then had degenerated 
into a “tough.”

On the night of his return he became en­
gaged in a tight with a notorious “ tough ” 
named Black Diamond Roach. A young 

named Laffes attempted to separate the 
combatants, and was shot by Slavin in the 
breast. Slavin then fled, and was met by 
Constable Davey, who attempted to arrest 
him, with the assistance of a man named 
Lefevre. The latter caught Slavin, and 
while holding him was snot in the left 
shoulder. Slavin then broke away, only to 
be seized by Davey. He pointed his re­
volver straight at the constable’s breast and 
fired, the bullet passing through the police­
man’s body, killing him instantly. Slavin 
was captured by the crowd and narrowly 
escaped lynching. The trial took place on 
October 12, when he was convicted and 
sentenced to death. Lefevre and Laffes 
both recovered.

■* 1London, Dec. 14.—The Conservative con­

ference at Sheffield has adjourned. A reso- 
lu tion was adopted in favor of measures to 

t remedy the depression in the agricultural 
industry of Great Britain, provided the 
measures should involve no increase in gen­
eral taxation. The conference exhibited 
great enthusiasm, especially in denouncing 
Irish home rule. Before adjournment Bal­
four said the Conservatives would support 
any firm and energetic foreign minister, no 
matter what his politics. The condition of 
the international strain in Europe was so 
great that it would be folly to anticipate 
confidently an indefinite future of European 
pesos. Unless the imperial forces should be 
xepi at the highest possible efficiency the 
time might come when the British foreign 
minister would be powerless to forcibly sup­
port the national honor.

Brussels, Dec. 15.—The committee ap­
pointed by the International Monetary 
conference to consider the various projects 
submitted to the conference, have adopted 
a report in which they state that in con­
sidering the various proposals submitted to 
them, they confined themselves to the study 
of general principles, and did not discuss 
details necessary to give the several pro­
posals effect, and after reviewing reasons 
tor and against the different plans, the re­
port concluded that having regard for the 
fact that the conference was not yet pro­
rogued on the general question, the 
mittee do not feel justified in taking a vote 
upon the projects referred to them, or in 
attempting to formulate a compromise be­
tween the varying opinions the monetary 
delegates advanced.

sonMONETARY .CONFERENCE.

Senator Jones’ Strong Speech In Favor of 
Bimetallism—It Would Prevent Serions 

Fluctuations in Values. nhowever,
Abomev>

Brussels, Dec. 15.—Senator Jones of the iU. S. delegation made a strong speech at 
the Monetary Conference to-day in favor of 
bimetallism. He said that the enemies of 
silver and of every measure of currency re­
form were the very men who directed at­
tention to the appreciation of gold. In its 
nature money was a function rather than a 
material; that function, created by law, was 
vastly more important than the ma­
terial upon which the money func­
tion was conferred. The fact that 
during the period when science was busiest, 
railways and other works were constructed 
and wages and prices advanced disproved 
the contention that a fall in prices was due 
to scientific development reducing the cost 
of production. The construction of the 
Suez Canal brought to the European markets 
the effective demands of hundreds of mil­
lions of Asiatics, whose tendency to raise 
prices more than offset the tendency of 
science to lower them. American bi-metal­
lists did |not claim that making the two 
metals a legal tender would secure stability 
in prices, but they asserted that free 
age over a wide area would result in 
fluctuations in the values of gold and 
silver being inconsiderable. They fully 
admitted that the demands 
myriads of people in the East might, in 
case of a harvest of abundance, so increase 
the demand for silver bills as to bring silver 
to a slight premium over gold; but the fact 
that the competition for whichever metal 
became even fractionally cheaper would 
sustain the values of the metals had not 
been questioned at the conference.

New Orleans, Dec. 16.—A special from 
Monterey, Mex., says the Mexican Govern» 
ment will demand of President Harrison 
that he take decisive steps toward breaking 
up and wiping out the bands of revolution ;

“ Mormons—Indians—look out !” she 
shouted, and we turned our heads up the 
trail just as a body of horsemen came in­
to view.

A quarter of a mile in rear of us the 
pass narrowed suddenly to twenty feet, 
and We fell back without delay and dis­
mounted. The other party had halted at 
sight of us, instead of charging, and be­
fore they advanced we were pretty well 
fixed to hold the pass. There were a 
score of stunted trees growing on the 
rocky sides, and these were Uprooted and 
thrown down, and every rock which could 
be moved was tumbled into the pass. In 
ten minutes we had it blocked. The girl 
came up from our rear just as one of the 
Mormons advanced with a flag of truce. 
She gave us her story in a few brief words 
and then crouched down behind the 
breastwork to help us defend it. The 
messenger claimed her as his lawful wife. 
He was very gentle in his speech at first, 
but after finding that we would not give 
the woman up he declared that his force 
numbered twelve Indians and six white 
men, and that none of us need hope to 
escape death. What he said about num­
bers was true, as the pursuing white 
party had come across a band of Indian 
hunters and enlisted their services.

The entire 
force charged us on foot. Every man of 
us had a pair of Colt’s six shooters besides 
his rifle.

She fired the first shot from her 
own weapon, and her bullet killed a white 
man so stone dead that he never moved a 
foot after falling. An Indian was also 
killed by one of us, and those were the 
only dead, but several of them must have 
been wounded in the fusilade. They 
stopped and broke before reaching the 
breastwork.

Very few people who were not in direct 
contact with Mormonism during its palmy 
days can realize the autocratic powers 
possessed by Brigham Young. His will 
was law. Not law either, for there was 
no law. He had simply to order this or 
that to be done, and it was done. No 
chief of a tribe in Africa could have fol­
lowed his course for à month without 
creating a rebellion among his subjects.
For years he held the government of the 
United States at bay, and for years his 
Danites hunted down and murdered Gen­
tiles without fear of ever being brought 
to account. The spectacle of 200 Danites 
riding up to Fort Bridger, in another ter­
ritory, and demanding a fugitive Mormon 
of the commandant under- penalty of in­
stant attack is quoted as an instance of 
their arrogance.

It is doubtful if one “convert” out of 
twenty had a suspicion of the real situa­
tion until his arrival.

The great majority of converts accepted 
all statements in perfect good faith, and 
it was only after arriving in Utah that 
they had their eyes opened.

It was an inflexible rule of the 
church that no convert should return to 
the outside world. Now and then one 
did escape, but for every one who suc­
ceeded a hundred were recaptured or kill­
ed when overtaken.

Among a hand of seventy converts 
made in the mountains of Georgia during 
Young’s last year of active reign were a 
widower named Johnson and his daughter 
Mary.

Difficulties in the Way of the Army Bill In­

tensifying—The Kaiser Keenly 
Annoyed.

Berlin, Deo. 17.—Berlin is again excited* 
The Paris Figaro has published a letter from 
Loewe & Co., the gunmakers, to General 
Boulanger, when the latter wai minister of 
war, saying that hearing he had sent an 
agent to America to purchase machinery to 
make the new Lebel rifles, they offered to 
furnish the French Government such ma­
chinery. The General made no reply. The 
National Zeitung showed the dispatch to 
Herr Loewe, who replied : “ The Figaro 
letter is quite true, but that was in 1886, 
whereas we only began manufacturing guns 
for the German Government in 1889.” The 
National Zeitnng takes Loewe to task, say­
ing such an offer was unwise and impru­
dent, it being made at the time of the 
Boulanger agitation, when it was generally 
believed that France would make war on 
Germany. The news was at once conveyed 
to the Emperor, who was keenly annoyed 
at this farther scandal. He- at once insti­
tuted inquiry, and the news was confirmed 
from Loewe’s own month. xThe general 
public received the news with a feeling un­
complimentary to Loewe, and Chancellor 
Caprivi’s indiscreet, exaggerated speech 
lauding Loewe is now gauged at its true 
value.

Loewe has made this statement as to the 
Figfaro’s story of his negotiations with the 
French government : France in 1886 was 
about to purchase a plant for rifle-making 
in America. We sent in an estimate, hat, 
to our regret, the orders were executed 
mostly in America. Had we received the 
order» Germany would have benefited by 
the driving out of France of American com­
petition. France is the only country in 
Europe where America was able to hold her 
own, and there it was owing to peculiar 
political circumstances.

The committee of twenty-eight members 
of the reichstag, to which the army bill has 
been referred, consists of three Social Dem­
ocrats, six Freisinninge members, eight 
Clericals, two Poles, three National lib­
erals, one Free Conservative, and five 
Right Conservatives.

The 
penalties to which the heads of the Panama 
Canal Co., have made themselves liable, 
should the theory of the prosecution be 
established, are thus laid down : “ Whoso­
ever by making use of a false name and 
quality, or by resorting to fraudulent de­
vices to persuade another or others of the 
reality - of imaginary enterprises, or of 
pow^r or credit, or to give rise to th 
of success of a chimerical event or under­
taking, attempts to obtain money or any 
other property or receipts or charges, is 
liable to one year’s imprisonment at least 
and five years at most and a fine of £2 to 
£12.” The convict may also be deprived of 
civil rights from the day on which he leaves 
the prison for five years at least and ten 
years at most, and be moreover forbidden 
to vote at any legislative, municipal or other 
election.

It is net thought that the accused parties 
in this case are to be tried for infractions of 
the law relating to financial and industrial 
companies, but under the articles of the 
common law. The theory, therefore, of the 
prosecution is that the Panam aaffair was a 
swindle from the beginning.

Paris, Dec. 17.—The only topic of con­
versation in political and social circles is the 
Panama scandals, and the arrests yesterday 
caused the greatest excitement. What the 
outcome will be no one is able to predict, 
but those who have the best interests of 
the republic at heart are deeply grieved at 
the venality and selfishness displayed by 
men in high positions. The news of the 
arrest of the company’s directors caused a 
sensation in the chamber of deputies and 
much excitement in the lobbies. Some of 
the members of the Panama Commission of 
Investigation proposed to suspend the in­
quiry.

The police in their search for documents 
and other evidence visited the premises of 
the Panama Canal company and Thierre & 
Co. Besides searching Thierre’s premises, 
they searched those of his partner, who 
with Thierre refused to enter into the par­
ticulars about the twenty six checks to 
Thierre which the company had given 
Baron Reinach in return for a check 
for 3,390,495 francs drawn by the Panama 
Canal Company. The twenty-six checks 

•were believed to be the key to the 
mystery of corruption and fraud. The 
police searched also the residence of Herz, 
alleged to be deeply implicated in the

- schemes of Reinach. An enormous quantity 
of documents was seized. So great was the 
number that 14 vans were required to

- transport them. An evening paper asserts 
that four more important arrests are im­
minent. It is reported that the Govern­
ment will ask the Chamber of Deputies to 
authorize the prosecution of’a number of its 
members. Only members of the Right and 
some Radicals disapprove the Government’s 
coarse.

Charles de Lesseps and his fellow prison­
ers protested to-day against the rigid seclu­
sion to which they had been subjected in 
the Masas prison. They said that they were 
confined like common criminals and sub­
jected to the same treatment as robbers 
and other offenders of the vilest type, 
and they demanded the privilege of being 
allowed to see visitors.

hensions and wishes, which seem to be the 
apprehensions and wishes of many other 
English Liberal members of Parliament. 
They would confine the authority of the 
Irish Parliament within narrow limits, and 
would give it no greater jurisdiction than is 
exercised by the legislatures of the pro­
vinces of the Dominion. We have not 
seen the letter itself, but from what we 
read of it we infer that the English 
idea of Home Rule is very different 
indeed from that entertained by either the 
Parnellites or the anti-Pamellites. What 
the Home Rulers mean by an “ independ­
ent parliament ” it is difficult even to con­
jecture. We are very certain that there 
are very few English Liberals who will con­
sent to giving Ireland a parliament which 
will make the country independent in any 
sense except in that of having control of 
local affairs. The British Liberals expect 
that Ireland, when it gets Home Rule, will 
be quite as much an integral part of the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire­
land as it is now. This does not appear to 
be the hope of the Nationalists. Their very 
name shows that they aspire to make Ire­
land a nation. When Mr. Gladstone’s bill 
comes to be discussed We believe that the 
difference between the English idea of 
Home Rule and the Irish idea will become 
clearly manifest, and that it will be so wide 
that it will prevent the English Liberals 
agreeing to any scheme of Home Rule that 
the Irish Nationalists will be satisfied with. 
Sir Edwin Reed’s letter is, we venture to 
predict, the beginning of the end.

Compariiona are being continually drawn by 
these unpatriotic Canadians between the 
United States and the Dominion to the pre­
judice of the Dominion. The object of all 
this detraction of Canada and laudation of 
the United States is to lead Canadians to 
believe that their only salvation in a tem­
poral sense is to become citizens of the 
United States. Their eloquence has very 
little effect on Canadians, who, as a people, 
are by no means in love with the Great Re­
public and its institutions ; but it has the 
effect of leading some American public 
and journalists to believe that the people of 
Canada are discontented with their con­
dition as British subjects and are ready, on 
the first opportunity, to join the Union.

This conclusion is very natural, for Cana-* 
dians are not an excitable or a demonstra­
tive people. They are not disposed to make 
protestations of affection for the Mother 
Country and loyalty to the Queen unneces­
sarily. They do not even feel inclined to 
be very emphatic in their contradictions of 
what they know to be the misrepresentations 
and the falsehoods of loud-mouthed

If I understand rightly, the action of the 
Government in inodifying their policy with 
regard to assisting immigrants to this 
try, and forwarding them inland, was not 
due by any means to the belief that the 
country was in any danger of becoming too 
quickly populated, or that the indigent 
element were taking an objectionable ad­
vantage of it ; but rather that the efforts of 
the Government to introduce a desirable 
class of settlers to open up the miles 
of country still awaiting . development 

almost altogether a failure 
m proportion to the expenditure 
of the department. They were brought 
face to face with the unpleasant fact that 
the tide of emigration directed to this 
country through the agency of the Govern­
ment eventually found its way, to a greater 
or less extent, into the United States, 
forming no insignificant contingent of the 
“ exodus. ”

The fact that I refer to is the gross mis­
representation indulged in by the individual 
acting on behalf of the Government with 
regard to the capabilities of the country, 
what it offers to emigrants of a certain 
class, and what may be expected generally 
by them on arrival. To listen to some of 
their descriptions of the advantages Canada 
affords it partakes more of a collection ef 
amusing anecdotes, flanked by a table of 
exa8gerated statistics, instead of the prac­
tical common sense and authentic informa­
tion required to be given in order to prepare 
emigrants to cope with the difficulties which 
settlers have unavoidably to contend with.
And ^ why is this ? Because the class of 

in the majority of casas employed by 
the Government to act as their agents are 
mere theorists, and. have not a practical 
knowledge of the subject.

I remember distinctly (without wishing to 
irreverent) one sleek-looking, well- 

groomed individual, whose tendency to ::: 
pulenee seemed to indicate the fat pickings 
attendant on the business, who was prepar­
ed, and did, before public audiences, pro­
mise all sorts of impossible advantages.
This was carried to the extent of „ _____
that he had situations ready, on arrival, for 
almost every kind of artizan, not even ex­
cluding the mechanic. When fairly on the 
high seis this urbane individual (for he ac­
companied the ship that carried the party 
he organized) gave his dupes to understand 
that, in the matter of situations, etc., to use 
an Americanism, they would have to “rustle 
for themselves,” and I well remember the 
loud complaints that followed. This 
was supposed to be a responsible agent of 
the Government. The emigrants arrived, 
and after an occasional meal on the way in­
land, at the expense of an incompetent De­
partment, were left to work out the realiza­
tion of the vain hopes which the Govern­
ment’s agent had inspired. The result 
that, instead of assisting the development of 
the country, the majority drifted into the 
small Provincial towns to swell the ranks of 
surplus labor.

Does not this condition of affairs suggest 
the desirability of employing men to act as 
the agents of the Government, who are 
qualified by a practical knowledge of the 
situation, even at the risk of their being 
“ old timers,” rather/than the blatant hire­
lings, whose only object appeared to be to 
draw the percentage per head allowed by 
the Government.

Wbo can conceive of the vast acreage of 
country which a trip by our trans-con­
tinental route opens to view, without 
dwelling upon the possibilities of future 
development by settlement under the 
direction of a judicious department ? W hat 
does or did the several Ministers of Agricul­
tural know of the resources of British 
Columbia and other parts of the Dominion 
with regard to their actual capabilities for 
settlement, and the requirements of the 
settlers in order to obtain a foothold in the 
country ? It is true that they observed the 
form of presenting an elaborate report 
yearly of tne encouraging (?) development 
of agriculture throughout the whole 
try, accompanied by the indispensable table 
of statistics, whose only claim to attention 
seemed to be that they were of the stereo­
typed kind and inconsistent in the main 
with the facts of the case.

ABOUT RIGHT.

The New York Times sees the Presi­
dent’s message in a different light from the 
great majority of its critics. It regards it 
*e an amusing production, and finds in it 
food for mirth. It evidently attaches very 
little importance to the President’s threats 
and denunciations. This is that very influ­
ential journal’s estimate of the message :

The farewell annual message of Mr. Har­
rison is an unexpectedly entertaining docu­
ment. Those who looked forward to a mere 
dry, businesslike statement of the condition 
of public affaiis, with such recommendations 
as seemed sufficiently urgent, will be agree­
ably disappointed. No reader weary with 
the serious discussion of national politics 
and policies should fail to study this mes­
sage. It will afford him material for many 
Intervals of real amusement in analyzing its 
amazing statements and tracing the gro­
tesque behavior of the Executive grind deal 
ing with great questions from the point of 
view of the author’s own mortifying fail­
ures. In a general way the message may 
be described as a scolding lecture to the 
American people for having refused to re­
elect Mr. Harrison and a ludicrously solemn 
warning to them of the dire risks they have 
thereby incurred.

This is evidently how thousands of think­
ing men in the United States regard the 
message. They consider it ridiculous in 
Mr. Harrison, after the election and after 
he has been by the free vote of the citizens 
of the* Republic relegated to private life, to 
repeat the arguments and statistics that 
failed to convince them while the election 
campaign was going on. Some one has said 
you cannot indict a whole nation, but this 
is what the defeated and sore-headed Presi­
dent has attempted to do. The crime which 
the American people have committed is 
being blind to his merits and refusing to 
re-elect him. The indictment does the 
people no harm, but making it in the way 
he does causes Mr. Harrison to look very 
ridiculous. We do not wonder that the 
men who worked and voted against him are 
amused.

He was born in London, of 
French parents, October 17, 1815, began his 
studies in England and finished them in 
France.

He contributed to the 
Revue des Deux Mondes numerous articles, 
for the most part relating to political his­
tory, England and biography. Several of 
these articles were published in a separate 
form in 1862. He was elected a member of 
the French Academy, in succession to Jules 
Janin, May 13, 1875, and his reception 
on March 2, 1876. His keen and often hos­
tile criticism of English policy was always 
read with interest by the more serious por­
tion of Frenchmen, and was not disre­
garded in England ; and it may be said 
that it was chiefly by his exertions 
journalist that he obtained admission to the 
French Academy. But he was the author 
of a number of able articles in the Revue 
des Deux Mondes, which have deservedly 
obtained a wide reputation. On February 6, 

e 1880, he was definitely chosen by the l^ft 
, Centre for a life senatorship, and in April 

of the same year he was appointed French 
minister at Brussels, but he never took up 
the appointment.

The petition against the election of 
Michael Davitt as member of Parliament for 
North Meath, on the ground of clerical in­
timidation ip his behalf, came up for hearing 
to-day.

The woman was shown to be 
guilty of suffocating all the children whose 
bodies were found buried in her cellar. As 
she bad been at such work for nearly 20 
years, there is little doubt that her victims 
number in the hundreds. She was saved 
from the full penalty of her crime by the 
powerful influence of some of her former 
patrons.

Rumors have again spread abroad about 
the Pope being ill. Dr. Ceccarelli, his phy­
sician, states that Hia Holiness is in good 
health and free from any chronic indisposi­
tion; that he ought to live at least another 
ten years; that if there is anything to be 
feared it is the effect of some sudden and 
strong emotion, but even with this against 
him the Pope’s elastic temperament is a 
safeguard.

Cecil Rhodes, premier of Cape Colony, 
has organized a company to build a tele­
graph Une from the Cape of Good Hope to 
Uganda, just south of the 
Niie. He proposes ultimately to extend it 
to Egypt, and says that it is the precursor 
of a railway. Being asked if he was pre­
pared to fight the Mahdi, Mr. Rhodes 
answered that he was not going to fight any­
body ; that he had never yet met any one 
who would not listen to a reasonable propo­
sition, and that he and the Mahdi would get 
along well enough.

The situation of Count Ferdinand de Les- 
seps is truly tragical. The genius who pro­
jected and brofight to a successful comple­
tion the Suez Canal, in his extreme old 
to be involved in fraud of the meanest kind 
is pitiful in the extreme. That a man of 
his intellect could use his splendid gifts and 
the high position to which he had attainêd 
to devise and carry out a scheme which had 
no other object than to rob simple 
fiding peasants of their hard-earned savings, 
almost forces one to form an opinion of 
human nature worse than cynical.

It would appear from the way in which 
the proceedings against M. Lesseps and his 
associates have been instituted that in the 
opinion of competent men the Panama Canal 
scheme was a fraud from its very inception. 
In their opinion M. Lesseps never seriously 
intended to construct the canal, but invented 
the project merely as a snare in which to 
entrap men and women who had money to 
invest. The accused are not proceeded against 
as men who had entered into an association to 
do good work and had failed through ex­
travagance and mismanagement, but as 
members of a conspiracy formed to obtain 
money on false pretences. It is hard to 
believe that the Panama Canal 
was a combination of this kind. But when 
we come to see how the money raised was 
squandered and stolen—a very small part 
of it expended in bona fide, work and 
the bulk of it divided among a set of 
unscrupulous knaves and schemers, 
almost forced to the conclusion that the pro­
jectors never had any other intention than 
to enrich themselves at the expense of the 
investors. The fraud was the most gigantic 
ever attempted in any age, and we question 
very much if ever before so much money 
was stolen by any single set of conspirators.

SOCIAL TYRANTS.

The leading members of the Populist 
party in the States, notably Mrs. Lease, 
have declared in the most emphatic way 
against the pomps and vanities of society, 
and they will not, if they can help it, allow 
the great officials of the republic to have 
anything to do with them. For instance, 
Mrs. Lease and her colleagues and sup­
porters are death on dancing. They declare 
that there should be no inaugural ball, and 
that the ladies connected with the members 
of the Cabinet must not wear the dresses 
which fashionable women most affect. Here 
is part of what they say :

That the recent political victory was won 
by the plain people of Kansas, and was a 
victory against Mammon worship in all its 
forms, was jn truth but one battle in the 
irrepressible conflict between the people 
and fashionable society with its ostenta­
tious display of p6wer. Inaugural cere­
monies carried on by fashionable society, 
and under its ostentation of dress and ex­
pense, would be exceedingly inappropriate 
and highly distasteful to all friends of 
genuine social and political reform, and, 
further, the plain people of Kansas who 
elected the new State officers, cannot look 
but with anxiety upon any indication that 
their officers have submitted to the allure­
ments of that fashionable society, which re­
presents all the enemies of the. common 
people, and, based upon wealth gained by 
monopoly, constitutes a dangerous lobby 
about the official it may secure in its 
meshes.

No doubt Jerry, the sock less and collar- 
less, would sign this blast against fashion 
and frivolity with both hands. Mrs. Lease 
and he, if they had their way, would bring 
society down to their level and rule it with 
an iron hand. These good people forget 
that they live in a country which is called 
par excellence “ The Land of the. Free.” 
They were evidently born two centuries too 
late. They should have lived in the days 
when the legislature undertook to regulate 
men’s lives and to prescribe what clothes 
they should wear, when they should take 
their walks abroad and how they should 
conduct themselves. As for amusements, 
they were nearly all regarded as having the 
Evil One for their author, and were only 
participated in by those who were under 
his yoke. The men who enacted the Blue 
Laws and other sumptuary statutes no 
doubt considered that they were doing what 
it was their duty to do. So did the me* 
who stretched evil-doers on the rack or broke 
them on the wheel or applied to their 
thumbs the screw and to their feet and 
ankles the steel boot. People in different 
ages of the world had peculiar ideas of 
duty and the means that should be taken 
to keep men and women on the right track. 
But they, with all their austerity and 
severeness, if they only knew it, fostered 
vices and indulged weaknesses which were 
much uglier and greatly more dangerous to 
society than the amusements of the frivolous 
and the follies of the fashionable. There is, 
however, no fear that the moralists of 
Kansas will be able to spoil the pleasure of 
the dancers and the ball goers ; but they, 
and their kind make life unpleasant to the 
innocent and light-hearted people who come 
under their influence. The tyranny of the 
self-righteous and the censorious, though 
not authorized by the constitution, is felt 
by many, is exceedingly galling, and, let 
us add, does a great deal of harm.

Some men try to account for their suspicious 
dealings with the speculating and very 
generous Baron by saying that they were 
partners in some of hie speculations, and 
that the moneys they were known to have 
received were passed to them in the course 
-of perfectly legitimate business.

The Panama Canal revelations have been 
the cause of one ministerial crisis and it 
would not be at all surprising if they were 
the cause of another. ït seems almost cer­
tain that the threatened resignation of 
President Carnot noticed in yesterday’s 
despatches was not very indirectly caused 
by the Panama difficulty. One President 
of France found it necessary to resign on 
account of the improper proceedings of his 
son-in-law, and it is more than probable 
that a second will be obliged to vacate the 
presidential chair because of the misdoings 
of his father and his brothers.

When the Parliamentary investigation is 
closed the Panama scandal will still 
a great share of the world’s attention, for it 
is to be followed by judicial proceedings 
which will be even more searching and more 
serious to those implicated than the Parlia­
mentary inquiry. It is greatly to be feared 
that when the whole truth has been ferreted 
out by lawyers and judges, the character of 
the public men of France, as a whole, will 
have been greatly damaged. There is a re­
port that eminent members of the Royalist 
party have had much to do with collecting 
evidence against the corruptionists and in 
bringing the scandal to light.

It cannot be denied that the country is in 
need of an energetic, judicious immigration 
policy, as much so as twenty years ago. The 
trouble is the inattention to the details of 
the question and the almost total disregard 
of the wants of the immigrants on arrival. 
An instance in point was the gross neglect 
of the immigration officials of a large party 

•of settlers, only last summer, who were 
landed at the extreme north end of a 
branch of the C. P R. in the Northwest 
Territories without the slightest provision 
for their reception or temporary shelter— 
and then we are told of the “ fostering ” 
process. We read of the almost starving 
conditiop of labor in the congested centres 
of the British Is'es, and the forced expendi­
ture of millions of dollars for its temporary 
relief, and yet no policy of immigration 
seems to be devised for permanent relief, 
while hundreds of valleys throughout Bri­
tish Columbia and other parts of the Do­
minion are inviting the axe of the settler. 
By some these are regarded as the objec­
tionable pauper element, but those who 
understand the situation think differently.

The expenditure of but a portion of the 
enormous amounts annually distributed for 
the relief of the deserving unemployed in 
theee^ large districts in the furtherance of a 
judiciously formulated emigration scheme 
would do much towards developing the un­
settled parts of the Dominion, and convert­
ing this class of immigrants into a useful 
community. To do this, however, the old 
system, to a great extent, must be abro­
gated and some measure introduced to afford 
actual assistance to enable the settler to ob­
tain a foothold in the country.

Ireland has occupied the attention of the 
Imperial Parliament to the almost entire 
exclusion of other questions, with its Land 
Purchase bill and other measures of relief, 
and why should not the executive ability be 
directed toward the capabilities of 
Canada to relieve its congested centres, 
with mutual benefit to Canada? Our pre­
sent insignificant population in proportion 
to the area of the Dominion, coupled with 
the continuation of the obnoxious “exodus,” 
is self-evident proof of Canada’s capacity 
for settlement, unless she is indeed—as has 
sometimes been represented—the land of 
almost perpetual snows. To do this will 
necessitate the employment of men who 
have had more than a “ cut and run ” ex­
perience of the needs of settlers and the 
formulation of some measure for the tem­
porary advancement of a small capital to 
enable them to have /the few essentials 
required to make any advancement.

As to 
the fumigation of infected premises all he 
knew was that Mr. Young was engaged to 
do the work. When the wagons were en­
gaged to take smallpox patients away, the 
drivers were told that they must 
not move anything else, but they 
might have gone about town for all 
that. He (Mr. Bailey) had not had time to 
see if the wagons were properly disinfected, 
but he had furnished the drivers with 
carbolic acid and told them what to do. 
Personally he had never gone into a house 
where there was smallpox, and did not con­
sider this a part of his duty as a sanitary 
officer. The present condition of the city, 
he said, from a sanitary point of view, was 
not all that could be desired, but consider­
able improvement was being made, and in 
the course of a short time the city would be 
thoroughly cleansed. Every effort in this 
direction was now being made.

Mr. Wm. Jones, proprietor of the Clar­
ence hotel, was called. He said the first 
case of smallpox which occurred in the 
Clarence was that of Nelson, on Thursday, 
July 7. The house had not been quaran­
tined until the following Saturday at noon. 
Dr. Milne was notified by witness on Thurs­
day, and had the patient removed to the 
Albert Head station.

Mr. W. Shears, customs appraiser, also 
gave evidence during the morning session 
as to the length of time taken by Dr. Mac- 
naughton Jones to examine the Chinese 
passengers on the Empresses.

The Royal Commission on Epidemic Dis­
eases held another session yesterday. The 
evidence of Mr. Wm. Greig, the anti-vac­
cination exponent, was taken; Dr. Ernest 
Hall explained his connection with various 
smallpox cases, and His Worship Mayor 
Beaven made an extended statement as to 
what he and the Board of Aldermen had 
done during the outbreak. The last wit­
ness called was Mr. Allan Cameron, who 
told about the medical examination of the 
C. P. R. steamships, so far as he knew of it.
He corrected some of Dr. Macnaughton 
Jones’ statements, or rather he differed in 
opinion from the doctor.

Mr. Greig was the first witness called 
when the commission opened. He con­
tinued his evidence of the day before, going 
exhaustively into reports, communications, 
statistics and arguments to support his side 
of the case. For the most part the testi­
mony was interesting, but some of it was 
amusing, especially to the 44 spectators.”
The examination continued until luncheon.

After the adjournment Dr. Ernest Hall 
was called to state his connection with the 
smallpox cases. His first case this year, 
he said, was that of Miss Bull. The next 
two were in the Refuge home. The 
case of Fred Wieght he also recalled, 
and identified the certificate he had given 
him to ptocure his admission to the Jubilee 
hospital. This was on July 11, and the 
same day, when the man presented the ad­
mission card to Dr. Richardson at the Jubi- 
lee hospital, be was sent to the Jubilee 
quarantine as a smallpox patient. Dr. Hall 
said he had seen the man since, and was of 
opinion he had not had smallpox at all.
W'itness also gave particulars of the Smith 
cuse, where he had pronounced the disease 
smallpox, but the acting health officer, Dr.

British Columbia’s representation at the 
World’s Fair was discussed at a meeting of 
the Provincial committee held in the Agri­
cultural department, Provincial buildings, 
last evening, with Hon. J. H. Turner, min­
ister of finance and agriculture, presiding. 
Messrs. E. Hutcherson, A. H. B. Mac- 
gowan, C. F. Law, J. R. Anderson and D. 
R. Ker also attended, and numerous verbal 
reports were received and discussed, notes 
being compared and ideas exchanged as to 
the best use to be made of the space at 
British Columbia’s disposal.

In minerals the Province may not make 
such a strong showing, in so far as quality 
is concerned, as some of the American 
states, but the high quality of each of the 
300 or 400 specimens sent from this Pro­
vince is sure to engage the attention of 
every practical mining man and capitalist 
who visits the fair. Mr. Law has been very 
successful in the preparation of the mineral 
collection, in which every section of the 
Province will be creditably represented.

A coroner’s inquest was held yesterday 
on the remains Of the* sailor who met his 
death while being rescued frem the water 
into which he had fallen off the Turner- 
Beeton wharf. The first witness called was 
F. C. Jones, who testified :

I am by profession a farmer; I was on 
the whart at about 6:05 o’clock in the even­
ing, and heard a cry from the water as if 
some one had fallen in. Rushing in the 
direction of the sound I saw the form of a 

struggling in the water. In a few 
moments he reached a pile to which he 
clung. I looked about for something to 
throw him, but found nothing but a short 
piece of small rope, which on lowering, was 
not long enought to reach the man, as the 
water was about fifteen feet below the 
wharf. Mr. McFadden and I found 
another short piece of rope which we tied 
to the first, and in accordance with the 
directions of the man in the water made a 
noose on the end to put over his shoulders.

“ It was quite dark at that place, so we 
could not see very well, but he called 
‘ all right,’ and we began to pull up, when 
the rope broke and he fell back into the 
Rater. The man cursed us for * land lub­
bers,’ and told us to try again. The edge 
of the wharf was overhanging and we could 
not see what he did with the rope, but he 
said 4 all right,’ and we pulled him up.

44 There is a pipe running along the edge 
of the wharf and the rope jammed in this 
and we could not get him up. A boat put 
off from the slip near by and the man was 
lowered into it. This was about a half hour 
from the time I heard the first call. I am 
positive he said ‘all right * before we began 
to pull him up.”

Robert Foster testified that he knew the 
deceased and that he had arranged for him 
to spar at one of his exhibitions. The de­
ceased was known about the town as 
“ Donahue.”

Dr. Jones, who was called to attend the 
deceased at the time of the accident and 
who performed the post mortem examina­
tion, said that there was no doubt that the 

bad met his death from asphyxiation.
The jury brought in the following ver­

dict: “ That the deceased met his death 
from asphyxiation produced by accidental 
strangulation ; that the efforts of Messrs. 
Jones and McFadden were deserving of 
great praise, and that we strongly recom­
mend that the wharves be properly lighted, 
and that suitable life-saving appliances be 
always available at convenient distances 
along the same.

EXCITING EXPERIENCE.A Lomr Lost Man, Whose Name Was

The Voyage of the Willie Reed—Among Muti­

neers and Pirates.

Captain John E. Yates, of the ship Wil­
lie Reed, which arrived at New York on the 
10th inst., tells of a dangerous and excit­
ing experience with an ugly and mutinous 
crew at sea, during which several sailors 
were shot. Captain Yates spoke as follows 
of his last trip to India :

“ The Willie Reed left Philadelphia early 
in September, 1891, for Kobo, Japan. I 
found it impossible to get a crew I desired, 
and so had to take what I could get. 
The crew was composed of Norwe­
gians, Germans, Malays and a mixture 
of all nations. Everything worked very 
smoothly for some time. Then the men 
grumbled over the food. I soon found 
my second mate was as big a scoundrel as 
ever trod a deck. He encouraged the men 
in their misdoings. Alfred Paree I consid­
ered to be the ringleader, and I ordered 
him placed in irons. Some of the men who 
were still faithful carried out my order. 
But the men refused to work unless Paree 
was released, which I was compelled to do.

“ When in the Straits of Sunday a 
her of Malay Indians came on board with 
whiskey.

J. W. Harrison writes as follows in refer­

ence to the San Francisco coal market : 
44 Although the receipts of Australian coal 
during the past thirty days have been less 
than 8,000 tons, and the total quantity to 
arrive within the next sixty days does not 
exceed 16,000 tons, still the market has met 
with no improvement as far as prices are 
concerned. It is true that there is no 
scarcity of Australian grades here in stock, 
but it is an assured fact that three months 
from now the quantity in the yards will be 
small and certainly less than, our require­
ments will call for. This fact, combined 
with the scarcity of tonnage and the full 
rates demanded, should strengthen values. 
An advance in the prices of our coast pro­
ducts seems to be generally expected.

IN THE WEST. It was alleged daring the recent small­

pox epidemic that cases were known to the 
civic health authorities where patients had 
been removed and no steps taken to quar­
antine the houses or gather in the snspeçts. 
The charge was denied, but straight proof 
of it was produced yesterday before the 
Royal Commission, when Mrs. Hodgitts, 
proprietor of the Pullman house, Trounce 
alley, was called. She stated that on July 
13 there was a lodger in her house named 
E. Witter, who was taken sick. He was a 
bartender, and had been drinking some­
what heavily. When asked by Mrs. Hod­
gitts what was the matter, he declared it 
was nothing more than the results of too 
much liquor. Witness said that this did 
not satisfy her, and she was so much 
alarmed that she asked him to leave the 
place, which he did. On the 14th—the 
day he left—he was taken into the Jubilee 
Hospital quarantine, where he died ten 
days afterwards from confluent smallpox. 
Witter had left the house about 10 or 11 
o’clock in the morning, and that night 
about 6 o’clock a short, stout roan came 
round and said he had been sept by Dr. 
Milne to fumigate the room. He spread 
the blankets out and put in some sulphur 
which was burned for 24 hours. He did 
not destroy anything or attempt to quaran­
tine any of the other five or six lodgers, 
most of whom had by this time cleared out. 
Mrs. Hodgitt said she went to Dr. Frank 
Hall and was vaccinated successfully. She 
burned all the bed clothes and some other 
things which had been in the closet where 
the sheets and pillow cases from the sick 
man’s bed were put. This, however, she 
did of her own accord and in order to be 
safe.
gave the whole house a thorough fumiga­
tion, and had the place newly kalsomined.

It was intended to examine another 
witness yesterday, Mr. Young, the fumi- 
gator, but he could not he found just at the 
time he was wanted.

But if he 
isn’t plucky, and feels as if the other 
one had got heavier fists, or a quicker 
aim, or a handier knife, he sort of crawls 
away and goes around scolding and 
snarling and blowing.”

“So, then, the other man tells him if 
he hasn’t the courage to pay up his 
grudge he had better shut up and not 
talk about it.

If 
somebody’s done you a mean turn, why, 
pay him up for it. And if you can’t pay 
it up, why, shut up till you can, bnt 
don’t take it ont in swearing.”

I have never spoken of it outside 
of my own home to a living creature. 
But there is something about yon that 
seems to open my heart and assure me 
that I may place confidence both in your 
sympathy and your discretion.”

Of course one can bnt assure these 
poor wounded ones of both the sympathy 
and the discretion, and finish by admin­
istering such advice or comfort as sug­
gests itself, though often with a dreary 
sense that neither the one nor the other 
will do any real good.

The Situation Favorable to Speculative Oper­
ations—Buying to be Restricted 

to the Balds.:rrins7
Henry Clews’ financial circular dated 

New York, December 10, says : The 
most remarkable feature of the Stock Mar­
ket is its stability and underlying firmness. 
For months past the market has been ex­
posed to a succession of disturbing influ­
ences and disappointments, calculated to 
unsettle confidence and induce realizing. 
The various factors constitute a combina­
tion of complications of such an important 
character that nothing short of a serious 
disturbance of confidence and a disposition 
to get rid of everything but the most stable 
securities might have Been expected to re­
sult therefrom. That, however, has not 
been the effect. The successive blows have 
produced momentary depressions, followed, 
however, by prompt recoveries ; and to­
day, while there is a generally conservative 
feeling and a certain degree of caution, 
there is no really discouraging lack of con­
fidence.

This feeling is the consequence of a ser­
ious and intelligent estimate of the signifi­
cance of special influences, the result of 
which seems to have been to assure Wall 
street that there are no dangers in the situa­
tion which, with due prudence and steadi­
ness of nerve, we may not hope to surmount. 
The dangers are regarded as so possible of 
being avoided that it would be weakly 
premature to treat them as certain occur­
rences. The silver question is viewed as 
possessing an importance perhaps equal to 
that of efll the other factors combined. But it 
has so long been the subject of consideration, 
that financial leaders can hardly be taken 
by surprise at whatever may come out of it. 
To us, the final abandonment of the hope, 
for a prolonged time at least, of establishing 
international bi-metallism would mean that 
we must hut stop the addition of silver coin 
or silver notes to our currency system, if 
not that we must also get rid of a portion of 
our silver money—that, in short, we must 
commence to take steps in the direction of 
becoming a gold standard nation. That 
does not strike anybody, except a few ultra 
silver-men, as a very serious misfortune. 
It might do so if there were any serious 
doubt about our being able to conform onr 
currency arrangements to such a necessity 
with comparative ease.

Rightlyor wrongly,not one financier in ten 
has any doubt about our stock of gold sufficing 
to keep our present holdings of silver money 
from depreciation in its home use. We are 
a larger and richer nation than France, but 
our stock of silver is far from equaling the 
French stock. France, however, has ex­
perienced no change in the current value of 
her silver and is not likely to do so even if 
silver should fall still lower. Nor is there 
anything to be apprehended from the popular 
bugaboo of “ scarcity of money ” in case of 
our abandoning silver; for any required sub­
stitute for the gradual increase in 
the volume of the currency that is 
now provided through silver 
be, with entire safety, supplied by 
relaxing some of the restraints upon the 
issue of national bank notes. The assuring 
feature in this problem is that within late 
months opinion, both public tpid legislative, 
has undergone snch a thorough change that 
there would be little, difficulty in securing 
the enactment of these protective measures.

Rev. Mr. Rogers of Nelson will examine 
public school scholars who wish to enter the 
high school. The examination will be on 
the 21st instant. Formerly applicants had 
to go to Kamloops.

The opinion is held by engineers who 
have been through the mountains east of 
Kootenay lake, that there is no feasible 
route for a railway north of the one down 
Goat river. Now that the Lardo country 
is attracting attention, the opinion is ex­
pressed by prospectors that there is a feas­
ible route across the mountains by follow­
ing an old Hudson’s Bay company trail that 
leaves the Duncan river and comes out on 
the most northerly fork of the St. Mary’s 
river.

50x16 feet, and to cut and deliver some 
1,000 cords of wood. All these jobs have 
to be finished before the 1st of March.

Every day brings fresh proof that West 
Kootenay is to be pre-eminently the mining 
district of the world during the next year 
or two, Tbo Kootenay Prospecting and 
Supply company, of Minneapolis have pub­
lished a prospectus asking for subscriptions 
to their stock, which amounts to $500,000, 
divided into shares of $25 each, and an­
nouncing their intention of sending out 
prospectors as early as possible next spring. 
The prospectus contains the following para­
graph, probably inspired by Mr. Middaugh 
who made many purchases and locations in 
the Slocan a couple of months ago : 41 As
said by a mining expert who has been in 
that country during the past season and 
just returned, 4 the advantage of the mines 
in that district (Kootenay) is that they will 
pay from the grass down. It is the poor 
man’s camp.’”

Another English company is likely to be­
come interested in our mines during the 
coming year. The Kootenay syndicate, of 
Birmingham, has, up to the present time, 
given its attention chiefly to East Koote­
nay, but has now become convinced that it 
would be flying in the face of Providence to 
refuse to see the many openings which we 
can offer for the judicious investment of 
capital. Horace J. Cannan, who recently 
made a tour of t his district, has gone to 
England for the express purpose of laying 
before this company information which can 
hardly fail to have the desired effect.

They never 
made their attitude toward the army bill
dependent upon concessions in other 
matters.

Caprivi replied, and referred to the re­
port published in the Kreuz Zeitung of a 
recent meeting of Conservatives. He said 
he drew from this report the conclusion 
that they had sympathy for the man who 
had been condemned by the judges of the 
land as an asperser of the army. This 
statement was greeted with cries of “ Oh, 
oh,” by the Conservatives. Continuing, the 
Chancellor said he was satisfied now to find 
that the party declined to identify itself 
with Ahlwardt.

Dr. Lieber, of the Centre party, declared 
that the Centrists would only support 
two-years’ service clause of the bill under 
the existing organization, and would oppose 
the increase in the number of soldiers 
provided for in the bill. They would, 
he added, oppose other points in 
the measure. In the course of his
remarks Lieber made extended reference to 
the relations existing between Germany 
and the Vatican.

St. Paul, Dec. 16.—Archbishop Ireland 
in an interview to-day as to the contra­
dictory reports circulated regarding Mon­
signor Satolli, said the reports that th 
latter had been recalled, were absurd. They 
had been circulated by those who suffer de­
feat by his presence, and would be delighted 
to create public opinion adverse to his in­
fluence. The Archbishop said those who 
were sincere in regard to the school question 
should be now satisfied after hearing the 
Pope’s views through Monsignor Satolli, on 
such a burning question. The Archbishop 
added that Mgr. Satolli’s address at the 
conference of archbishops in New York had 
received the Pope’s approval, and that the 
controversy was finally settled. Mgr. Sa­
tolli had received ample power to settle all 
disputes between the bishop arid priests. 
He is to have two assistants from the 
eminent clergy, and his decision is final. 
The archbishop was of the opinion that 
Mgr. Satolli would finally become the regu­
lar delegate apostolic in power. Conclud­
ing, he eulogized the plan set forth by Mgr.

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MODERN HERESIES.
Dr. Briggs Gets Back on His Accusers by 

Contrasting the Confession With 
the “Logotf.”

CAN ADA New York, Dec. 1$.—In his argument 
yesterday, Dr. Briggs took up the second 
charge, which alleged that he 
the Bible to the church and reason as the 
sources of Divine authority in his cele­
brated inaugural address. He said : 44 He
recognized that the Scriptures are really 
the greatest authority of the Christian re­
ligion. He thought, however, that the 
authors of the Westminster confession had 
not sufficiently recognized that the logos 
was the light of the world as taught in the 
prologue of John’s gospel. If the Presby­
terian doctrines, as taught by the Wesmin- 
ster confession, were alone accepted and 
better believed, and if the more liberal 
modern Presbyterian church reflected them, 
then must the soldiers of the Salvation 
Army, the members of the Society of 
Friends, the unnumbered heathens and the 
unbaptized children of Baptists be 
sidered eternally lost. He, for one, 
not willing to subscribe to any such bar­
barity. The Confession of Faith did not 
recognize that the word should be illumi­
nated by the spirit of God in the heart. 
The heathen could be saved by the shining 
of the logos in their minds, and not by 
their belief in a Bible they know nothing of.

“As the Pharisees of old were rebuked by 
Christ for maintaining that they alone 
possessed all the goodness, so now should 
these modern Pharisees of the Presbyterian 
church be rebuked for denying salvation to 
millions who do not subscribe to their nar­
row belief. Reason, said Briggs, is acknow­
ledged to be the greatest endowment God 
has given us. It is the holy of holies of 
human nature; the presence chamber of 
God within the soul, into which the divine 
spirit enters when he would influence man; 
and in which our Saviour dwelt. Speaking 
of the Salvation Army, Briggs said it is 
significant that right at the close of our 
century we have a great organization out­
side of the church, without the ministry of 
sacraments, which seeks above all things 
the salvation of the lost, and which en­
deavors to impart full salvation to all the 
people.” The remainder of the reply, 
which is very long, then went over.

have any conception of the dangers of the 
situation.

It is 
now generally understood that the popular 
mind must be further exasperated by revela­
tions of corruption in high places. The 
Panama story now has not half been told. 
Every day adds fresh features and a chap­
ter of great interest to Americans will 
probably soon be made known. It involves 
a bank of world wide reputation, as yell 
known in New York as in Paris. He said 
he had been a heavy beneficiary of the 
Panama Canal company without having ren­
dered any tangible quid pro quo.

The Echo, of Paris, publishes an inter­
view with Cornelius Hers, who is charged 
with being deeply implicated in the Panama 
canal scandal. Herz declares he had nothing 
to do with the affairs of the Panama com­
pany. At the time it is charged wholesale 
bribery was going on in 1888 he was living 
at Frankfort, Germany. He then received 
two checks for 1,000,000 francs each from 
Baron de Reinach, but these checks 
given in settlement of private deals. Herz 
says he instructed the Rothschilds of 
Frankfort to place the amounts of the 
cheeks to his credit with the Rothschilds of 
Paris, and afterward used the total 
called for by six checks in his private affairs. 
The Echo adds that in 1889 Herz applied to 
the United States consul for a passport. 
His papers were irregular, and MoLane, 
then American minister, 
to issue the passport to him.
Herz found there was some question 
about the legation’s right to issue a pass­
port he mide lavish donations to American 
charities in Paris, at the same time Urging 
that a passport be issued. He succeeded 
finally in obtaining the desired document, 
which was issued to him by the authorities 
at Washington City, to whom the case was 
referred by the legation. Since that time 
Herz has not visited the legation and has 
not been seen in American society.

The Berlin correspondent of the Standard 
learns from a private letter, dated at Dar- 
Es-Salam on November 20, that the rumors 
of Dr. Emin’s death are erroneous.

The Russian senate has promulgate a law 
requiring that Russian artisans shall only 
reside in places where official boards of 
trade exist, the pretence being that the 
Jews can thus be kept more effectively un­
der regulation and supervision. Official 
boards of trade exist only in about 10 per 
cent, of the towns in Russia, and the decree 
therefore means an addition to the misery 
and oppression under which the Russian 
Jewa are already laboring. Many thousands 
of Jewish artisans will be compelled to 
remove from the towns in which they are 
located, to enter competition for existence 
in the populous centres. The object of the 
new law is believed to be to start the Jews 
to'stirring again and drive them over the 
frontier, whether other countries are willing 
to receive them or not. The partial em­
bargo on emigration to America had caused 
a cessation of the rush of Russian Jews to 
the frontier, and the Russian authorities, 
who are anxious to get rid of the Jews 
without absolutely bayoneting them across 
the border, have been much irritated by 
this change in affairs.

Berlin, Dec. 19.—The Post, organ of 
the Independent Conservative party, which 
is represented by one deputy on the Army 
bill commission, urges the Government not 
to think of dissolving the Reichstag 
in case the bill should be rejected 
by it.

THE PANAMA SWINDLE.1
Revelations by the Liquidator of the Canal 

Company—Where the Money Went.

Paris, Dec. 19.—M. Monchicurt, liquida­
tor of the Panama Canal company, was be­
fore the Parliamentary Investigating com­
mittee some time to-day. When examined 
two weeks ago, he excused his reticence on 
the ground of “ professional secrecy.” To­
day be testified more freely, though occa­
sionally the questions were repeated several 
times before he gave the desired answer. 
He was especially reluctant when the com­
mittee came to the notorious efforts of Baron 
de Reinach in 1888 to “save” the company, 
then in extremity. In that year M. Mon­
chicurt said M. Baron de Reinach received 
from the company’s treasury two million 
francs for “advertising” and three million 
francs credited to him on account of the 
“Underwriting” syndicate. M. Monchicurt, 
learning of these enormous payments, asked 
Baron de Reinach how the mon 
be used. The Baron replied : 
very simple.” By inquiry among the direc­
tors of the Panama Canal company, he 
learned that the five million francs 
given to the Baron as the price of his assist­
ance in securing the issue of Panama Canal 
Lottery bonds. Not a small part of the as­
sistance consisted in pushing through Par­
liament the bill authorizing the loan. M. 
Monchicurt had often heard the directors 
complain of Baron deReinach’s rapacious de 
mandsand had witnessed violent scenes at the 
Canal company’s offices when these de­
mands were under discussion. He did not 
know the names of the holders of the “ bons 
auporieurrepresenting 1,400,000 
although he believed that many of th 
been disbursed in connection with the dis­
counting operations transacted by M. Cor­
nelius Herz.

Washington City, Dec. 20,—The annual 
report of the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion says that experience has established 
the importance of the interstate law and in­
tensified its necessity, and the very respects 
in which the law has failed to meet the pub­
lic expectations demonstrate the utility of 
government supervision. "It is not too much 
to say that judicial interpretation has lim­
ited the meaning of the law and ascribed to 
it an intent not contemplated when it was 
passed, but the effect of the decisions has 
been greatly exaggerated. The work of the 
commission is set forth at length, including 
the interesting statement that there are 
now on file with the commission 85,000 
tariff schedules, also a review of hearings 
and investigations and cases disposed of. 
The report says that the character of the 
proceedings before*the committee indicates 
that the main causes of complaint arise 
from discrimination and preference in rates 
and facilities, and not from rates unreason­
able in themselves. Under the head of

not possess his experience.

The distance between Uganda and the 
coast is great, and the mode of travelling is 
exceedingly slow. Those who journey to it 
must walk almost every step of the way, 
and provisions and freight must be carried 
on men’s backs. It is therefore calculated 
that if Sir Gerald starts at the earliest day 
possible after getting hie appointment he 
will not be there long before the time ap­
pointed for the East Africa Company to 
evacuate the country.

The new Commissioner was one of the 
strongest opponents of the abandonment of 
Uganda. So impressed was he with the 
importance of keeping the country and of 
protecting the Christians it contained that he 
committed a breach of official etiquette 
which it was supposed his superiors could 
not condone. He, against official rule, 
regulation and precedent, without permis­
sion, wrote a strong letter for publication, 
showing the dreadful evils that would be 
sure to follow the abandonment of Uganda 
by the British. The letter appeared in the 
English newspapers. Officialdom was shock­
ed and horrified, and it was believed that 
Sir Gerald Portal’s official career had come 
to a full stop. But when a man was wanted 
to send to Uganda to prevent the evils Sir 
Gerald Portal had warned the British pub­
lic against, he was the man selected. He 
was the right man to send, and in spite of 
his audacity and imprudence and disregard 
of official trammels he was sent. He will, 
no doubt, do good work in Uganda.

Captain Lugard, since his arrival in Eng­
land, has been indefatigable in his efforts to 
impress upon the British people and the 
British Government the necessity of occu­
pying Uganda. He was well received. Be­
fore his arrival there was much prejudice 
against him. Hard things had been said of 
him, and many people had condemned him 
unheard. But the British people love fair 
play, and what Captain Lugard had to say 
for himself was heard, in the first instance, 
patiently, but when the earnestness and the 
honesty of the man did its work he was 
listened to eagerly and applauded vigor­
ously. He produced a good impression, 
and what he said and wrote did more to 
prevent the abandonment of Uganda than 
aoything else.

He now proposes to carry 
the line out to Uganda, a distance of 1,400 
miles further inland. But this would 
not satisfy him for he intends to extend 
the line *to Egypt. The project, from a 
commercial point of view, was, he considered 
worthy the favorable consideration of capi­
talists. The telegraph rates are now very 
high, about $2 28 a word. If the construc­
tion of the line did not exceed his estimates, 
messages could be sent over it at thirty- 
eight cents a word. It was to get permis­
sion to construct the northern end of this 
line that he would have to treat with the 
Mahdi, whom, as we have seen, he did not 
look upon as impracticable by any

Mr. Rhodes believes in building up the 
British Empire and in the British people 
holding together and working together. He 
believes that the tariff is the great question 
of the day, and plainly says that if Great 
Britain does not try to make markets with­
in her own territory and to keep on good 
terms commercially with Éer own depend­
encies the bulk of the people will, one of 
these days, find themselves with nothing to 
do. “ The idea,” he said, “ that taking up 
the uncivilized portions of the world was to 
the advantage of the classes was erroneous; 
the proceeding was entirely to the advan­
tage of the masses. The classes could spend 
their money under any flag, but the poor 
masses had no money to spend on these 
speculations—these gold and silver mines ; 
they could onl$ look to other countries in 
connection with what they produced in 
connection with their factories and their 
work.” In this connection Mr. Rhodes 
spoke of the prohibitory policy of the 
United States and the inconsistency of such 
a country holding a World’s Fair. He said :

What was the meaning of the McKinley 
tariff? It did not mean that they wanted 
a revenue, but that they desired to pro­
hibit trade with this country. Perhaps one 
of the most humorous things that 
happened was the Chicago exhibition. He 
said to his colleagues at the Cape, “ Are 
you aware that we are showing in a country 
that has declared that it does not want to 
trade with any other country ? Are you 
aware that we are spendftig £10,000 to ex­
hibit in Chicago ? Brother Jonathan is 
going to be very pleased to see us, but as 
soon as his exhibition is over he is going to 
lock his door against us and he does not 
wish to see us again until there is another 
Chicago exhibilion-s-for the glory of Brother 
Jonathan.”

To the EditoH:—Will you permit me, 
through the medium of your paper, to urge 
upon the farmers and fruit-growers the im­
portance of planting suitable varieties for 
the canning industry. The Bartlett pear 
stands without a rival for canning. We re­
quire for next season’s pack over 50 tons of 
these alone, having orders for them. The 
English merchants are writing us for our 
pears, but we cannot get them. I would 
like the fruit-growers to know that we will 
pay twice the price tor Bartlett pears than 
any other sorts, and I would here suggest 
with reference to planting young trees, it 
may not be known to some fruit growers— 
and it is to these I make the suggestion— 
that by cutting part of the top root away 
the root of the tree does not take too deep 
a downward course, but branches off in 
different directions near the top soil, and so 
drinks in the natural or artificial moisture 
more readily, and so the fruit retains a finer 
flavor and more beautiful shape.

The California pear, which has such a per­
fect form, is treated in this manner. It is im­
portant to cannera to have the shape as per­
fect as possible ; by adopting this mode of 
planting the diseases to which pears and 
other fruits are liable to are much retarded, 
if not annihilated. To show the importance 
of planting early, we had two merchants at 
the factory for 5,000 cases of Bartlett pears 
a short time ago. It is known that our 
Bartlett pears are superior in flavor to the 
California finit, so that there need be no 
fear of growing boo many—we will take all 
we can possibly get. There is no reason 
why w e should not in the near future em­
ploy 800 or 1,000 hands : many of the can­
neries in the States do. Our industry is 
growing by leaps and bounds, thanks to the 
ladies of Victoria and Nanaimo, who have 
been quick to discern that quality wins, and 
that imported jams are not now wanted.

A Convenience for Smokers.
-AC. A box to hold burned matches and cigar 

ashes is a great convenience to those 
who smoke. Such receptacles are not 
always ornamental in a room, but here 
is one that is. It is designed to be hung 
on the wall, and the foundation is a 
board as widaçr a trifle wider than a 
cigar box ana" twice as long. This is 
covered with rough drawing papei 
tacked on after being dampened with a 
sponge and water. It shrinks slightly 
in drying, and so dries perfectly smooth 
over the board. Somewhat below the 
center of the board a shelf of thin wood 
is placed, painted black and set on tw# 
fancy black iron brackets. This shelf 
is a little wider than the width of a 
cigar box which is to be set on it.

The box is covered inside and out with 
a coat of asphalt varnish, which is black. 
Before the outside dries sprinkle the 
the sides with bird gravel; let it dry on; 
then put another coat of the varnish. 
On the shelf above the box a water color 
scene is painted on the paper, and the 
rest of it doufn to the bottom of the 
board is gilded.

Sidney, Dec. 20.—One year ago the 

writer had the pleasure of driving by what 
now is the town of Sidney. My attention 
was drawn to the oroposed site by a com­
panion, and when I looked down at it I at 
once acknowledged that it was a moat beauti­
ful location.

The seal stealing is an old story. The 
United States has never proved that it has 
any property in the seals that swim in the 
high seas more than it has in the whales 
or the halibut or the codfish that are 
found beyond the territorial limit. 
So untenable is the claim of the United 
States to exercise sovereignty over the 
waters of Behring Sea that Mr. Blaine him­
self did not venture to assert it, and we see 
that so bitter an Anglophobist as the New 
York Sun now advises the United States to 
apologise to Great Britain for the injury it 
has done to British subjects in that sea, and 
to enter into an amicable arrangement with 
Great Britain and other nations interested 
for the preservation of the fur seal. We 
are morally certain that if the sealing ves­
sels that go to Behring Sea sailed from 
Liverpool or Bristol or Dundee or any other 
port of the United Kingdom the American 
cruisers would not have ventured to board 
them and seize them on the high seas ; but 
as they sailed from a port of Canada the 
Americans believed that they might do 
pretty much as they liked with them. But 
they found that they were slightly mistaken.

The American Atlantic fishermen are not 
treated like “dogs” by Canadians. They 
are hospitably received by the people of all 
the Maritime provinces. In point of fact, a 
great portion of the crews of the American 
fishing vessels are Canadians, and it is not 
likely that the Canadians of the Atlantic 
coast would treat their brothers and cousins 
and intimate friends as dogs. It is because 
the Americans are required to observe the 
provisions of a treaty—and those, too, liber­
ally interpreted-—into which they entered 
voluntarily, and which good faith and com - 
mon honesty require them to observe, that 
they grumble and growl and threaten as if it 
were an injustice and a wrong to keep them 
to their treaty obligations. The Americans 
violate that treaty in a hundred wayB, 
and some of them are habitual poachers, 
yet Canadians do- not treat them 
as criminals. Besides* there has not 
been a month since the confederation of the 
British Provinces was consummated, in 
which the Dominion Government was not 
willing to enter into an amieabte arrauge- 
ment with regard toj the Atlantic fisheries. 
In all these matters about which the Chron­
icle complains, the Americans have not the 
shadow of a grievance, and if the popula­
tion of Canada were forty millions instead 
of five millions, not a «word1 would be heard 
about them on the other side of the line.

THE OiriO TICKET.
SIGNS OF A CHANGE.

The business of the next session of the 
Dominion Parliament is likely to be more 
than .usually important. The indications 
are that changes will be made in the tariff 
in the direction of lightening the burdens 
which the people have to bear. The Mon­
treal Gazette, which is in the confidence of 
the Government, and which has the best 
opportunities of getting early and accurate 
information as to the Government’s inten­
tions, speaks in a pointed way about the 
proposed tariff legislation. It says :

It is characteristic of the Conservative 
party in Canada that it has never hesitated 
to embrace and enforce reform measures 
as soon as public opinion was ripe for 
their acceptance, and under the present 
leadership the party is not likely to mani­
fest either disinclination or hesitancy in 
adopting all wise suggestions for the pro- 
motion of the national interests and social 
well-being of the community. Tariff re- 
vision is mentioned a good deal of late as 
a subject that might be profitably taken in 
hand by the Government, and in this con­
nection the desirability of a re-classification 
of the tariff should also, engage attention. 
Under the American system, the tariff is 
prepared by committees of Congress, and 
the Administration has really little or no 
part in the work until the measure has 
passed both Houses and is sent to the Pre­
sident for approval Under the British 
system of responsible government, initia­
tion of fiscal legislation is entrusted to the 
Ministry, and parliamentary action is sel­
dom taken until the policy of the Govern­
ment is made known. It might, however, 
be worth while considering whether, con­
sistently with the responsibility of mem- 
bers, a parliamentary committee could not 
with advantage be struck to consider and 
suggest a general re-classification and sim­
plification of the tariff Rates of duty 
would not, of coqrse, come within the scope 
of such an inquiry, these being properly 
reserved for the decision of the Govern­
ment according to the requirements, of the 
.revenue and the principles underlying the 
fiscal policy ; but within perfectly proper' 
limits, there occurs to us no reason why a 
committee of the Commons should .not ren­
der highly useful service in connection wi h 

classification and grouping of tariff

The Committee of the Citizens’ Associa­
tion did their work nrelL They had a diffi­
cult and a delicate task to perform. Not 
only were they required to select good men, 
but the good men they chose must be will­
ing to serve in the City CounciL The 
“ ticket ” seems to us to be a very good 
one. It is composed of men of intelligence 
and energy. They are all, as far as we 
know, in the proper sense, business men. 
They have all the interest of the city at 
heart and none of them appears to have any 
object but its advancement and its welfare. 
There is nothing that we can see to hinder 
these gentlemen, if elected, doing fall jus­
tice to their fellow citizens of all classes 
and all occupations. Some of them have 
had considerable experience in the manage­
ment of civic affairs, and can point to a clean 
and creditable record. Those of them who 
have no experience have capacity to learn 
and will, no doubt, very soon get used to 
the harness and will work vigorously and 
effectively for the city’s good. We do not 
expect them to work harmoniously. Har­
mony in a deliberative body is a quality that 
is hairdly to be desired. The member who 
is ready to say yes to every proposition and 
who always agrees with the last speaker 
does almost as little to facilitate the trans­
action of business and to help his colleagues 
to come to rational conclusions, as the 
chronic kicker who can agree with nobody 
and who would undertake to raise objec­
tions against the multiplication table on 
the score of accuracy. We do not think 
that any of the gentlemen chosen by the 
committee belong to either of these classes. 
They seem to be all reasonable men who 
can discuss a subject with good temper and 
who will stand up for what they believe to 
be right as long as there is any use in doing 
so, but who will not, when they cannot get 
their own way, act the part of spiteful ob­
structives. If the whole ticket is elected, 
as we hope and believe it will be, we believe 
that the citizens will have a good working 
City Council to manage their affairs. And 
that is what they want. We are very much 
of the opinion that those who are not 
pleased- with the ticket might go farther 
and fare a great deal worse.

The Board of School Trustees is an ex­
cellent one. We dpubt if a better one could 
be chosen. The committee did well not to 
overlook Mr. Charles Hayward.

If Great Britain is on the downward 

road, and if her colonies have ceased to ad­
vance, the change has taken place very 
lately. For the last forty years the pro­
gress of both the mother country and the 
colonies has been unprecedented in the 
history of the world. Admiral Sir John 
Colomb has in a paper which appears in a 
new work, “ Britannic Confederation,” 
shown that since 1851 Great Britain’s trade 
has increased wonderfully, while that of 
her colonies has advanced in a still greater 
ratio. This progress has been made in our 
own time and under the eyes of those of us 
who have passed middle-age, yet to many of 
the spectators it will appear to be incredible.
Sir John Colomb says : «

In 1851 the trade of the colonies (which 
must be taken to mean British North Amer­
ica, Australia and Sonth Africa, as distin­
guished from dependencies like India, Cey­
lon, West Indies, etc. ,>amounted to twenty- 
four million pounds sterling, 
the same trade had amounted 
dred and seventy-six millions. A similar 
comparison for the whole empire between 
the two Exhibition years, 1861 and 1886* 
brings out the fact of the following 
astounding growth z In 1851 the 
trade of the Empire, United King­
dom, Colonies and Dependencies, added 
together, amounted to not quite four hun­
dred millions (£390^765*796}) of which that 
of the United Kingdom counted for three 
hundred and twenty-four millions odd. In- 
1886 the total stood at one thousand and sev­
enty-nine millions odd, of whieh the United 
Kingdom supplied six hundred and forty- 
four millions; the Dependenciestwo hundred 
and fifty-eight millions;, and' the Colonies 
the balance, one hundred and seventy-six 
millions.

Here we have the trade of the United 
Kingdom doubling itself in thirty-five 
years, which is something extraordinary in* 
an old country which was supposed to 
have reached the zenith of' its commercial 

the beginning of the 
In those thirty-five years 

the Colonies had in­
creased more than sevenfold. This doe snot 
look like “ decadence.” And the increase 
of trade both of the Mother Country and 
the Colonies has been going on since then.
But this is not all. The shipping of both 
Great Britain and the Colonies in those 
thirty-five years developed in a manner 
even more striking. Sir John says

Between the same periods, 185L and 1886* 
the growth in shipping annually entered 
and cleared at Brifcisn ports was equally re­
markable. At the former date the move­
ment of shipping in the Colonies was only 
four millions and three-quarters tons, while 
in 188-4-85 it had risen to twenty-six mil­
lions and a half. The totals of such move­
ments of shipping for the Empire for 185*1 
gave a little over twenty-five millions and 
a quarter tons (25*283,241), of which the 
United Kingdom had fourteen millions and 
a half. In 1886. the total stood at one 
hundred and forty-one millions. And here 
it is to be noticed the proportions have to be 
reversed. The share of the United King­
dom is sixty-four millions, against sixty-, 
seven millions provided by the Dependencies 
(fifty-one millions) and the Colonies (sixteen 
millions).

These figures do not show that either the 
Old Country or her Dependencies have lost 
any of their vigor. The Empire whose 
trade and shipping have increased at so 
amazing a rate within the memory of men 
now living cannot be said, with any ap­
proach to truth, to be “effete.” On the 
contrary it shows all the energy, the enter­
prise and the capacity for development 
which men associate with youth and early 
manhood. These statutes show that the men 
who prate about the decadence of Great 
Britain and the slowness of her Colonies do 
not know what they are talking about.
With the enemies of the Old Country the 
wish is no doubt the father to the thought 
and the prediction, but those who bear the 
British name and are of the British race 
surely do not wish to see the greatness of 
the nation to which they belong diminish* d 
in any respect. For them to place faith in 
the jeremiads of those who are jealous of
her supremacy in trade is inexcusable pUt a stop to smuggling into Canada. Be- 
credulity and contemptible weakness.

The way in which some American news­
papers speak of Canada shows that they are 
either very malignant or exceedingly ignor­
ant.

This is how the San Francisco Chronicle in 
a late issue speaks of the attitudeof Canada 
toward the United States:

CknadiB is constantly doing thing»- which* 
no first-class power in the world* would 
think of doing to a neighboring country.
K France should inflict upon Germany or 
Germany upon France a tithe of the in­
sults and outrages which Canada, inflicts 
upon us year in and year out, and to which* 
we submit, all Europe would be ablaze with 
war in am incredibly short time. Canadians* 
as is well known, aid and abet the smug­
gling: of Chinese and opium into the JSoited 
States; they rob us of our seals in defiance 
of the agreed modus vivendi; they, treat our 
Atlantic fishermen like dogs, and they dis­
regard their own treaty stipnlations regard­
ing canals, and yet Canada professe» to. bo 

^unable to .understand why the United 
'States should have any cause of'complaint 
against her.

It politely adds, “ Cànada is like the 
man who has hired the fighter to gp around 
with him and then gave the pugilist so* 
much employment that he had to resign the 
situation.” If Canada felt inclined to*re­
criminate it might say that the tünited 
States has for a long time been, trying to 
treat Canada as a big bullying, school boy 
does every little fellow whom he knows he 
can thrash. That he has net been able to 
carry out his intentions with regard to 
young Canada as ho has with little Chili, is 
that Canada has a strong protector who will 
not allow her to be kicked and. cuffed and ill- 
used generally.

In every instance except one which 
the Chronicle has gjven of Can­
ada’s presumption and heir reliance 
on the Mother Country to* back her 
up, right or wrong, the United States has 
tried to take an unfair advantage of the 
colony, and to treat it as it would not dare 
to treat a strong country which was able to 
take its own part.

As everyone knows* the smuggling of the 
Chinese across the border is a business in 
which the Canadian. Government has no, 
part. No country that we know of main­
tains a preventive service for the sake of 
protecting a neighbor’s revenue or carrying 
out its tariff law. The smuggling is not all 
done on one side e£ the border. We ven­
ture to ‘say that the value of the goods 
smuggled into Canada from the United 
States greatly exceeds that of the goods 
smuggled into the United State» from Can­
ada.

Authorization of th* Colombian Executive to 
Make Contracté’ to Complete the 

Undertaking.

Panama, Dec. 20.—While all the world is 
excited and poised on the tip-toe of ex­
pectation and excitement over the atrocious 
Panama Canal scandals now being unearthed 
in Paris, the Congress of Colombia, in anti­
cipation of a speedy return to earnest work 
on the enterprise—scandals or no scandais— 
has gone into an extra session for the pur­
pose, among other things, of placing in the 
hands of the Executive the prerogative 
necessary to extend the power to contract 
with a new company without further refer­
ence to that body. At latest advices the 
bill embodying such authorization had 
passed its second reading, and may now be 
regarded as an accomplished fact. Thus it 
will l>e seen that the Chamber has wisely 
sought to cover any eventualities which 
may arise between the close of the pres­
ent extraordinary session and the next 
meeting in regular session, two years hence. 
The executive will now be empowered to 
deal with the question of extending a year’s 
further time to Mr. Monchicourt in behalf 
of the old company and to permit Mr. Hie- 
lard and associates to perfect all necessary 
arrangements for new operations within 
these limits. So far as known, Mr. Mon- 
chicourt’s expectations are largely involved 
in the success or failure of Mr. Hielard’s 
combinations, although others have been 
presented which have nob as yet assumed 
tangible form. Should all these efforts tail, 
however, the executive is further authorised 
to enter into contracts with a new company 
which «ball protect the interests of the Re­
public and satisfy the legitimate hopes of 
all who are interested in the success of the 
Panama Canal scheme.

Harper v. Cameron—The court sat both 
as a Full court and as a Divisional court to 
hear motions in this case, which included a 
motion for a new trial an I also a motion to 
set aside the judgment and enter judgment 
for the defendant or for a non-suit.

Ch&s. Wilson and A. A. McPhillips, for 
the defendant, moved by way of appeal 
from the judgment of Crease, J., entered in 
accordance with the finding of the jury 
ordering the notes given by the plaintiff to 
the defendant for $50,000 and judgment ob­
tained thereon in Cameron v. Harper on 
December 10, 1888, to be set aside.

The facts out of which this litigation 
arose, shortly, were that an agreement was 
entered into between Harper and Cam­
eron on November 18, 1887, in
pursuance of which, on the same 
day, a promissory note from the 
former to the latter for $50,000 was given 
which was changed to smaller ones for the 
same amount in 1888. Harper being un­
able to meet his creditors in full, on August 
22 and November 14. 1888, assigned his 
estate for the benefit of his creditors by two 
deeds bearing those dates. On November 
28, 1888, Cameron commenced an action 
against Harper on the promissory notes, 
obtaining judgment by default of appear­
ance in that suit on December 10, 1888, for 
$50,012.50, and on his application a receiver 
of Harper’s estate was appointed December 
18, 188S. On August 26, 1889, the Divi­
sional court made a final order for 
the sale of Harper’s estate. On Febru­
ary 12, 1892, a process, in lunacy
on behalf of Harper was presented to 
the Court, but was not proceeded with.
On May 15, 1890, Harper obtained a 
mons to set aside the above judgment ob­
tained against him by Cameron on the 
ground that be was in an unfit state of 
mind at the time he made the promissory 
notes, and was unable to manage his own 
affairs. On June 10, 1890, that motion was 
made and determined. On July 15, 1890, 
an.appeal to the Divisional Court, upon 
which fresh affidavits were also reàd, was 
dismissed.

This action was afeerward brought by 
Harper in the name of his next friend, whom 
the Court, had appointed to act for him 
person claiming to be non compos mentis, to 
set aside the proceedings and judgment on 
the ground that he was insane at the time 
the*uotes were obtained, to the knowledge 
of Cameron. Cameron set up in evidence 
that the question was res judicata by the 
judgment of December 10, 1888, and the 
subsequent unsuccessful proceeding to set 
it aside on the ground of insanity, and the 
judgment delivered thereon. The jury 
found in favor of the plaintiff upon all the 
questions involved. They found that the 
plaintiff was insane at the time he had 
given the promissory notes, and that the 
defendant Cameron was aware of it and 
obtained them by fraud, and without con­
sideration. Upon these findings Crease, J. 
entered the judgment above referred to in 
favor of the plaintiff.

Mr. Wilson now desired the Court to 
receive and read on this motion some of the 
affidavits which1 had been used before the 
Chief Justice and the Divisional Court on 
the motions to set aside the judgment in 
Cameron v. Harper, which Crease, J., had 
refused to receive in evidence at the trial.

Mr. Wilson : The whole question is open 
to the court to grant a new trial on any 
ground to the same extent as if we had made 
no motion for a new trial at all—Connect i- 
cut Mutual et aL v. Moore, 6 App Case. At 
all events the court has power to admit the 
affidavits as fresh evidence on appeal. Fer­
guson v. Wilson, L. R. 2 Ch. App 77;
Houston v. Slago, 27 Ch. Div. 248

The court refused to admit the affidavits.

Boards of Trade are to be organized at 
the two chief towns on Kootenay lake. At 
Kaslo the names of sixty-six business men 
are on the list. The Nelson preliminary 
meeting was held on December 14 and was 
attended by about thirty business men, G. 
Bigelow in the chair and John Elliott act­
ing as secretary. J. Fred. Hume, W. J. 
Wilson, J. A. Gilker, XV'. F. Teetzel and 
John Elliott were appointed to draft rules 
and by-laws.

The general offices of the Columbia & 
Kootenay Steam Navigation company have 
been removed from Revelstoke to Nelson. 
The company intend building a steel boat 
for the lake trade.

W. A. Bailie-Grohman, promoter of the 
scheme to reclaim the overflowed land on 
Kootenay river, lying between the boundary 
line and the head of Kootenay lake, was 
ridiculed because the scheme was looked 
upon as impracticable. But one of "the 
best engineers in the province, George A. 
Keefer, of Victoria, advises the company to 
continue the dyking work commenced last 
summer, when a land ditcher was used in. 
throwing up a dyke that when completed 
will reclaim 1,200 acres. A powerful float­
ing dredger will be added to the plant. The 
reclamation company has a concession of 
cover 35,000 acres of land in the valley, pro 
vided they reclaim and colonize it within a 
certain time.

Had Judge Bond of Seattle, who held 
options and made purchases of a number of 
Slocan claims last winter, employed a few 
prospectors instead of mining experts his 
career in this country would not have ended 
in such a ridiculous manner. One of his 
claims, the Seattle, was relocated on Nov­
ember 15 by Dan McDonald, Martin Maurer 
and David Black. They have a two-foot 
vein, and get assays running from 200 to 
500 ounces of silver per ton. Mike Keeley 
also relocated one of the Bond claims in 
October and values it at not one cent less 
than $10,000. The vein is nine feet in 
width, and he has assays from it ranging 
from 800 to 900 ounces.

Although less than a year has elapsed 
since the first transfer of mining property 
in Slocan district was placed on record, 
$200,934 in cold cash have been paid for 
mineral claims situate in the district. 
There are now 750 locations on record in 
the office at New Denver. Assessment 
work has been performed on 120 locations, 
only 25 claims being abandoned. The 
records show that 300 bills of sale, agree 
ments, and contracts have been recorded, 
and that $554,500 is still due on sales and 
bonds.

Sheriff McMillan—We should go aare- 
fully in this matter. These men should be 
here this evening, so that we might have 
some idea of what-platform they propose to 
adopt. Jo the past we have seen the coun­
cil carry out many objectionable measures. 
The tax on improvements is one of them. 
This is a burden and tax on those who wish 
to build up the city. I don’t think we 
ought to vote for these men until we knew 
how they propose to run things.

Major Nicholles—Many of these men were 
induced to stand only at the eleventh hour, 
and probably on some other evening they 
will be glad to tell us what their views are.

Mr. A. XVilson—These gentlemen should 
be given a chance to air their views on these 
matters before we give them any pledge. 
During the past year we have had to submit 
to many grievances, and we should know if 
these things will be remedied. We have a 
number of struggling industries which 
should be fostered. I don’t believe in allow­
ing things to be brought into the province 
which can be produced in our midst. The 
committee should have built some platform 
upon which to work. The association has 
begun at the wrong end.

The Chairman—I must disagree with that. 
The Association desires to bring out a ticket 
which will be for the good of the city.

Mr. J. L. Beckwith—If that ticket is en­
dorsed will we have to support it?

The Chairman—Not necessarily, but it 
is to be hoped that all will work together 
fer the best good of all.

,Sheriff McMillan—We should know some­
thing of these men before we pledge them 
our support.

GoL Prior—If I understand the matter we 
are not expected to pledge these gentlemen 
our support until we have heard from them.

Mr, Win. Dalby—Are these men who 
would do the best they can to advance the 
best interests of the city ? I think they are, 
and it would be only fair to these men to 
adopt the report.

The motion was then put and carried.
The Chairman—This finishes the business 

of the meeting.
Senator Macdonald—Why not call these 

gentlemen to the front and let them speak 
for themselves ?

The Chairman—They are not all here, 
and it would not be fair to those absent to 
have no similar chance.
