BREWERS AND LIOENSES.

| In London most of the big brewers con-
trol a large number of the public houses, as
is likewise the case in New York . city.
When a prominent brewing firm of Loadon
failed, some years since, they ‘returned in
their schedule 350 public honses of  which
they held the leases, together with . string-
ent stipulations that such were to take: no
other beer than theirs, It is of interest
to note that the embarrassed firm wassoon
upon its feet again. In New York city a
very large percentage of the richly furnish-
ed lager beer saloons, where carved hard-
woods are so lavishly displayed, are prac-
tically retail branches of the various brew-
ers, who in a like ‘manner control them.
The nominal proprietor is generally a popu-
lax fellow in the ward, is useful about elec-

(To the Editor of The World.)

Bir: With your usual courtesy, I am
sure you will allow me space in your journal
for afew words of comment on the Globe’s
characteristic unfairness in attempting to
throw upon myself the odium of The
Monthly's suspension fin an editorialjpara-
graph in to-day’s issue.
