—Other Senate Buismess.

The senate of Toronto . university met
last night, There were present: Vice-
ohancellor Mulock, Dr. Wilson, Dr. Shera~
ton, Prof. Chapman, Mr. Embres, Mr,
Gibson, Prof, Loudon, Dr. Macfarlane,
Prof, Hutton, Mr, Kingsford, Mr. Moes,
Mr. Dickson, Mr. Houston, Mr, Macbeth,
Prof. Galbraith, Mr, Falconbridge, Mr,
Foster, Mr. King, Mr, McDonald and Mr,
W oods. ;

The petition from the students relative
to the removal of the deposit of $5 om
books, wes referred to the library commit~
tee. A.S. Johnson was admitted to the
degree of M. A, -

Mr. Houston gave notice that at the
next meeting he would move, *‘That in the
opinion of the senate the sub-departments
of French, Italian and Spanish: in Univer~
sity college should be grouped so as to
form ome lectureship, under the title . of
Romance languages. That the ~salary
 attached to the lectureship so formed
should be $1300 a year; that the salary
attached to the lectureship in Rhetoric
and English Literature, to the tutorship in
classical literature and to the demon-
stratorship of physics should be placed
each at the same amounts, and that
these recommendations be laid before the
lieutenant-governor-in-council as soon as
possible, in order that the proposed changes
may take effect during the coming session.

On motion of the vice-chanoellor, sccond-
ed by Dr, Wilson, a report from a commit-
tee recommending the affiliation of Knox
college was adopted, Mr. Kingsford dis
senting. The statute bringing such affili-
ation into force received its first reading.

Dr. Wilson’s statute to classify honor
men alphabetically in three classes and
Mr. King's statute to restore medals at
final examinations were each read a first
time,

Dr. Macfarlane’s statute providing that
the fourth year medical examinations,
1836, be conducted according to the 1880
carrioulum was carried. )

Mr. Mulock presented the report of.the
board of studies on local examinations, and
gave notice that at the next meeting he
would move its adoption. It provides for
the admission of boys as well as girls at
‘these examinations; that the examinations
may be utilized for matriculation purposes
and that a candidate may take any one or
more of the subjects at the junior matricu-
lation or first year examination,

Prof. London’s resolution recommending
that before & course in political science be
drafted, instructors be appointed in that
branch, was carried.

Mr. Houston moved that the government
be recommended to appoint a leoturer in
political  economv  and ' constitutional
history., Mr., Kingsford moved in
amendment that a lecturer be not appoint-
ed, but that the senate re-affirm its re~
solution relative - to the propriety of ap-
pointing & profemsor of Romance lan-
guages, The debate on this question was
-d'journad till next meeting. .

The vice chancellor, seconded by Dr.
Wilson, moved the second and final read
ing of the statute which proposes to in-
crease scholarships at the junior
matriculation examination, Mr. Houston,
seconded by Mr. Embree, moved in
amendment that no appropriation be made
for additional scholarships at the junior
matriculation until additions declared by
the senate to be necessary for increasing
the efficiency of University college, be
made to its present staff. * This amend.
ment was lost and the statute carried., The
statute provides for ‘the creation of addi-
tional scholarships at the junior matriou-
lation examination in clagsics, mathematics
and modern language of §50 each, and in
general proficiency of $70 and §50.

The House of Lords,
Labouchere in the Fortnightly Review.
The worst upper chamber conoeivable to
the mind of man is the house of lords, con-
sisting, as it does, of hereditary land own.
ers, who are recruited by additions of very
rich men, or of men who have proved fail-
ures as statesmen and have~to be shelved.
Notwithstanding the wealth of its mem-
bers, they are not independent. Some of
them fight and qusarrel for posts of profit,
and the greater number of them are poor
prejudiced creatures, who ( obey their
e sheep and vote as he directs
them, There is, moreover, a permanent
conservative majority in this assembly.
This majority is used by the conservative
leaders to emasculate all liberal legis-
lation, when they do not dare to run direot-
ly counter to it. That such a legisative
assembly should continue to exist under a
truly democratic system of a goverament
would beanabsurdity. Nor will it. If one
thing be more certain than another it is
that the hereditary house of landlords is
doomed. It may be that it will be held
advisable to replace it by an elected upper
house possessing some sort of temporary
veto upon the decisions of the lower nouse,
but it is more probable that one legislan
tive assembly will be deemed sufficient,

THE MYSTERY AT MERRITTON.

Identification of the Body as That of the
Vietim of a Horribie Murder,

87, CATHARINES, Ont., Nov, 6;—A letter
was received last evening from a Mr,
Hughes of London, Ont., an employe of
the London Loan and Savings company,
which throws new light on the late borrible
mystery at Merrii¢ n, The body found in
the ¢anal, it will be remembered, was that
of a man probably 40 years of age. The
throat was cut and the head terribly
orushed, There were also other frightful
injuries in different parts of the body.
The Jetter stated that Mr. Hughes, the
writer’s brother, left Detroit for Hamilton
on Sept. 1. He was seen by different
parties at the Detroit station and was
known to have been on the train coming
west that day. The supposition is that,
having & quantity of money, a watch and
other valuables on bis ponos, hie was mur-
dered while on the train and the body cast
into the canal, The relative position of
the railway line -and the place
where the body was found shows that it
would be an easy matter to have accom-
plished this while the train was moving
without exciting suspicion, The descrip~
tion given in the letter agrees with that of
the body found precisely. Mr. Hughes of
London has been sent for and the body
will be disinterred for identification.

'A TORN FOR THE BETTER

——

DECIDED DECREASE IN SMALLPOX
CASES AT MONTREAL,

P

The Reports For Yesterday—How a Thief
Profifted by the Disease—An Aciion
For Damages.

MoxTrEAL, Nov, 6.—It now appears
that the reason why the woman Fortin
threw her 10 year-old boy off the morning
train at the Bonaventure depot was be-
cause he had the smallpox. Before the
attention of the physician at the depot
could be drawn to the fact the train was
off. Loud mutterings from the passengers
evidently frightened the mother, for just
after leaving the yard, when the train was
running at six miles an hour, she took the
boy to-the platform of the car and turew
him from the train, She has been srrested.

This afternoon a deputation consisting of
Messrs, W, Wainwright and J, Stephenson
of the Grand Trunk railway, Mr. John
Kerry, president of the board of trade, and
Mr, Richard White, representing the civic
board of health, met Dr. Covernton, of the
Ontario board of health, and Dr. Kingston,
of the central board of health, with respect
to the endeavors which had been made in
this city by the local and central boards to
stamp out the smallpox, and to endeavor
to obtain a rescindment of some of the
restrictions under which Montreal travel
and Montreal trade were now laboring.
The interview wus satisfactery and a
memorandum settiog forsh the facts is now
being drafted, .

The daily report of Dr. Laberge, the
medical health officer, shows that yester-
day 63 cases were reported and 32 verified.

Ninety-one new-cases of smalipox in the
west end have been reported since Oct.’23,
and the cases prior fo that were 192.

A petition to the local government has
been drafted and is being circulated for
signatures asking that the provincial
board of heslth be declared naull and void |
and that its resolutions be rescinded as
being arbitrary, unjust and contrary o
natural and civil law.

A few nighta ago the horse of a Mr.
McDonald, who resides on the lower
Lachine road, was stolen from in front of
a honze on St. Catherine street. One of
the parties who stole the horse was arrest-
ed, and his case was to have been tried
before Judge Desnoyers this afternoon.

The disease at St. Luce,
Rimoueki, seems however to be of a very
bad type. There have been as many as
five deaths in one family.

There was po island in those days, but
there was something far better—there was

Since that time the incessant action of the
waves has broken the bar and lefs us the
poor substitate of an island.

We often hear complaints ‘of the stag-
sant and unhealthy condition of the Don,
but it-was not so in the happy days of
1800. 'Then the river was noted tor its

pictaresgue. and romantic beauty, and on
_its banks were erected the vilias of the

early settlers, notably Custle Frauk, the | pu

home of General Simcoe; and in the vicin-
ity flourished the nucleus of our present
ronto, the very name of which (a meet-
_ing place) gives evidenceof the pre-eminent
osition she is destined to occupy, com-
mercially, politically, and socially.

Lifethenpartookof much of that Areadian
happiness which we all ‘love to read abount.
There were no shrieking railway trains to,
disturbthie solemnity and grandear of va-
ture,  [here were no punctual steamboats
requiring haste snd dnxiety., But jouraey-
tng was made along the beaten trail, in
stately cavaloade. On the one hand theblue
waters of Lake Oatario lay glistening in
the sun, and on the other the dense fores®
stretched far to the morth; while here and
their migint be seen the wigwam of tbe In-
dian, with his lordship lying listiessly on the
virgin sod smoking his calumet of peace.

We hiave come across someé pages of an
old diary giving curious information of the
timee af 1809 10 '12, from which we will
give a few extracts, Then, a8 mow, the
chief winter amusement of the young was
skating. In the long moonlight nights the
young men and maidens wouid gather on
the bay in the sheltered cove near the Don
and there epjoy facilities for skating eu
as ouricramped rinks cannot now afford,
The following is & description of what was
probalily the first iceboat that ever
appeaned on York bay, and it is connected,
too, with a name well known in the history
of Upper Canada :

Winter of 1809.—We were much amused one
day, when the ice was very smooth and the
wind strong from the wcst, upon -obgerving a

iar craft coming down with all sail set to
where a large party was congregated near the
Don. Upon being brought to (which manma-
vre was not accomplished until the craft came
up, all standing’agrinst the shore of the bay),
our friend the soiicitor-general, Mr. Boulton,
was discovered moun on a wood sleigh (or
sled), Having a blanket hoisted as a square
sail upon the pole for & mast, and & meat
cleaver tied to the end of a hand-spike as a
rudder.

The writer of the diary had been & pupil
in the old grammar school ‘of York, snd
mentibns the coming of Rev. John Strachan
from Cornwall to succeed Rev. Okill
Btewsrt in the headmastership of the
school, Allusion is also made to the sepa-
ration in 1812 of the fair sex into different
classes. This will be interesting to the
puvile of our present Collegiste institute,

Then came the stirring, times of 1812,
when the peace and happiness of the pro-
vinee was threstened by an armed invasion
from 'the United States, Then was dis~
played that spirit of loyalty and martial
enthusiasm, which has 30 lately been
revived when on a similar occasion the
integrity of the empire was threatened,
and Canadians have cause to be proud of
the fact, which ‘history ‘bears out, that'
they have always been found ready at the
call- of duty to defend their homes and
their! liberty, Their efforts in this instance
werelunavailing. They had to submit to
superiority of numbers. But the same
spiris that had actuated them remained—
though overcome they were unsubdued,

The following sccount of the descent
wpon York, or Toronto, on April 27, 1813,

« is written so concisely that we give it in
fulls

On the afternoon of the 26th intimation was
brought that the American fleet was seen ofl
Scarboro, and as it was supposed that York
was iis dostination alarm guns were fired and
the militia began to assemble in the town, At
daylight noxt morning the fleet was off Gib-
raltar point [now Hanlan’s voint) and soon
after| cast anchor opposite the oid fort and
began to land troovs in boats teneral Sheaffe,
who 'was in command, ordered the Gron-
adjex company of the &th or King's regiment
to proceed to the point where the landing was
experted to take place, but unfortunately the
rifiemhen of tne enemy had got pussession of
ghe woods and made great havoc amongst the
goldiers, their scarlet coats making them very
eonspicuous.

Givens and a few militia made a stand for &
short time. but were at length driven in.

The place where the evemy effected »
landing was about half a mile weat of the
exhibition buildings, or old Fort Rouille.
All that part of the country was then a
foreet, and having once gained the protec-
tion of the trees their further advance wae
irresistible. In retreating, the magszine
wae fired, which caused the death of about
900/ Americans and Gen, Pike. This dis-
astar so annoyed the general in command

Prince Henry as a Roya! Fighness.
From the London World.

The introduction of Prince Henry of
Bastenberg—who, as the offspring of a
morganatic marriage, is regarded by for-
eign courts as ‘“‘not born”—into the royal
family of England has already led to
several squabbles and misunderstandings
on the tiresome subject of precedence, and
shere ‘is the prespect of serious trouble
about this matter, The Prince of Wales
holds very decided views to all these court
uestions, and feels very strongly aboat

immutablg as the laws of the Medes and
Persians, “The queen has thought proper
enry a royal highness,
and is thereby held by the recognized
authorities on the subject to have stretched
her prerogative too far, The German
courts will not recognize this procedure;
and if Prince Henry happened to visit
Berlin or Vienaa he would not be regarded
as a royal persomage, mor would he be
allowed any precedence whatever.

But as { was not alone in my
dissatisfaction with an unjust decision,
this and similar cases suggests the neces
eity of securing as the president of such a
court an experienced officer qualified by
legal knowledge for the duties and placed
above the possibility of local or social infla-
enoes for giving an unjust decision.

That you have reduced very nearly,
if not quite, to & minimum the
getious risk of loss which always
exists where the banking required
by the termas of the policy is need-
Jessly large, snd is done by the
same corporation as is responsible
for the death claims or insurance.

Your losses, I find, have thus far been

paid in full as promptly as they have been

proved, and I can see no reason why they
will not always be,

In your plan, afters certain period, 8
member’s interest in the Reserve Fand
becomesavailable towards paying hisassess-
ments, and can never accumulate like the
resorve on & level premium policy. Hence
though his forfeiture by lapse may not be
the mearest solentific equivalent to the
damage to the Association thereby, it must
anquestionably, be many times mearer to
it than the absurd rules of surrender prac-
ticed by the level-premium companies
hitherto.

In the best of the old line companies the
Iapsed and surrendered policies outnumber
those remaining in force, and sre about
ten times the number of those matured by
death or endowment.

Cavour’s Father Confessor,

Naples Letter to the London Daily News.

The other day there died at Turin Padre
Glacomo, the confessor of Count Cavour,
It was to Padre Giacomo that Cavour
addressed his dying words: ‘‘Father, a
free churoh in a free state,” The father
confessor acquainted the count with all
cases of distress that came within his
knowledge and was sure of prompt /assist-
anoce, for the count was always full of
policitude for the suffering classes. In 1855,
after the promulgation of the law for
abolishing the convents, Count Cavour
sent. for his oconfessor and said to him:
“‘Father do not forget that you muet be
near me when I die.,” When the count fell
ill in June, 1861, Padre Giacomo was
sent for for the last time, and remained
with the count till the end,  The Vatican
was greatly indignant that the priest
should have dared to assist the excommu-
nicated count, and Padre Giacomo was
summoned to Rome, and had it not been
