irl’sfamily or throngh independent efforts of
ier dwn. In the larger cities this condition
fleads to frightful suffering or degrading im-
morality and ruin.” Their 'employers are en-
deavoring to compel them to purchn.se their
thread and other s nmhes at employers’ prices,
and the well-to-do ;;i:1¥ who want a little extra
money for luxuries or fineries compete with
the lower classes and ‘do the work ateven
lower rates than those generally paid. In
short, only those girls have a passabla exist-
ence who have sufficient support in their
family. ties. The self-dependent girls who
lives by herself generally falls an easy prey to
designing men and ends in private or public
immorality and prostitution.
