CH10AGO, Jan. 3.—A brief conference was
held this morning between the officials of
the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy road
and the committeo of the Brotherhood of
Locomotive Engineers.  No conclusion'was
reached. =

Chairman Cavener says the ultimatum
of the Brotherhood has been laid before
President Perkins of the Chicago, Burling-
ton and Quincy road, who is cl:%oawn, snd
that his decision was e?eeud by telegraph
this morning. As it did not come the Con-
ference took a recess.

This evening the strike was admitted by
both parties to the controversy to be prac-
tically settled.  The conferénce to-day be-
tween the officers of the road and
the committes of nine resulted fin
an amicable agreement on nearly oll the
points at fssue, and it is confidently
exrecwd that a complete understanding
will be reached to-morrow morning. The
Times to-morrow will say : ‘It is under-
stood that by the terms of the agreement
the -old Q engineers will be “placed ngain
upon a squate -footing ' instend of
being blacklisted by nearly all the railroads
in the country. The Burlington iteelf will
set the example by giving the strikers em-
ployment in preferénce to others whenever
vacancics oceur and by bnrz,ing completely
out of sight the hatchet which was dug up
10 months ago.” ’

A train became blocked in an im-
mense snowdrift and before aid could be
sent fourteen of the pessengers perished
from the intense cold and twenty others
were. badly frostbitten.. A’ relief ' party
which started out to rescue the imperilled
ipassengers. lost their way and died in the
snow.

DusLiN, Jan. 3.—In the County Court to-
day Judga Kelly confirmed all the sentences
imposed upon the persons  évicted from the
Vandeleur estates who previously had been
found guilty -of resisting the sheriff and
attacking - the’ police. Judge  Kelly de-
nounced the Government for its ‘laxity and
moderation in_ dealing with .rebellion and
said the prisoners each deserved to be im-
prisoned for five years.
