A Wild-Eyed Despatch From Quiet Bur:
> lington, . -

BURLINGTON, June 80.—An organized
gang of desperadoes have succeeded in ter-
rifying the women and children of this sec-
tion by their systematic outrages, and the
greatest alarm prevails in the once quiet
households. . For a month no _movenble pro-
perty has been safe after night.

She told The
Worid that from the published acoyunts she
believed that the dead’ baby belonged to &
servant in the Robinson House in Bay-street.

The World escorted the woman to the
niorgue and showed her. the little corpse -
lying still snd quiet on the slab. The moment
she laid eyes on it she exclaimed, * Yes, that
is the baby,” and bursting into tears fell
fainting against the wall.  When sufficiently
vecovered she told the following story: Her
name was Mrs. W. Broomhead, 95 Chestnut~
street. The dead child belonged to AnnaLong,
alias Stocer, a young girl atservice in the
Robinson House. Mrs. Broomhead had
been keeping:the little one for four weeks
out of pity for the mother, and would bave
adop! it only she found that it was de~
formed.

damages for injury sustained by the plain-
tiff while engaged as a workman in the de-
fendants’ sawnill, alleged to have been caus-
ed by a pile of staves falling upon the plain-
tff, and throwing him upon a saw in the
mili, which was left unprotected and with-
out a| guard.
