r Toronto, March '23.—By a decision

acy to defraud the province in the 
purchase of duty free bonds on be- 
lalf of the government. The decision 
liras rendered this morning when the 
Appellate court handed down a deci­
sion on the appeal launched by Ae- 
milius Jarvis Sr., against the fine of 
R600,000 in connection with the same 
transaction.

I Aemilius Jarvis, head of the form­
er bond firm of Aemilius Jarvis and 
Co., was given a six months term in 
the county jail and Peter Smith, 
jthree years in Portsmouth peniten­
tiary and a fine of $600,000 was 
made collectable from either, or both 
jointly.

Definite Fines
' By the decision of tlie Apellate 
fconrt a definite fine is now imposed 

each, Aemilius Jarvis to pay 
<60,000 and Peter Smith $100,000. 

(t£The decision does not alter the prison 
sentences already imposed but speci­
fies an additional five years on each 
If the fines are not paid.

Aemilius Jarvis Sr., recently re­
turned to the government $140,000

O.T.A. AMENDMENTS
4.4 Beer May Be Sold at Tables by 

Hotels, Cafes and Clubs; Grocers 
May Deliver Cases to the Home

MANY CHANGES MADE IN 
ORIGINAL O.T.A.

Toronto, March 20.— Provision 
for sale of beer of 4.4 per cent, al­
coholic content in standard hotels, 
restaAants and grocery stores is 
made in amendments to the Ontario 
Temperance Act, which were intro­
duced into the Ontario Legislature 
Thursday afternoon by Hon. W. F. 
Nickle, attorney-general, and given 
first reading. In the case of groc­
ery stores the beverage will be sold 
for outside delivery only, while in 
the hotels and restaurants the stipu­
lation is made that service must be 
given at tables to avoid a reversion 
to the bar system, which received its 
death blow in Ontario in 1916.

The number of prescriptions to be 
allowed a doctor is reduced from 50 
to 30 a month, while the minimum 
fine for consuming liquor in a pub­
lic place is reduced from $200 to 
$50.

A nominal fee for a permit to sell 
beer will be charged, but the attor­
ney-general made it clear this was 
for control purposes and not to ob­
tain a tftofit.

There were no surprises in the 
amendments. Every feature of jt 
had been forecast or hinted at dur­
ing the past few weeks.

Other than those mentioned above 
the outstanding features of the 
amendments are:

That beer containing two and a 
half per cent, volume of alcohol may 
be sold and that any beer exceeding 
that amount of alcohol shall be 
deemed intoxicating. The beer allow­
ed at present under the O.T.A. con­
tains not more than 2% per cent, 
proof spirits. The new beer is ap­
proximately double the strength of 
that sold now.

That the new beer shall be sold 
by those who get permits from the 
board of license commissioners.

That beer shall not be sold to 
those under eighteen years of age.

That all supplies of alcohol re­
quired by wholesale druggists shall 
be purchased hereafter from the 
license board direct and not from 
the distiller.

That the board may prohibit any 
druggist from selling or supplying 
liquor on the written prescription of 
a physician.

Extend Appeal Time 
That the time allowed for an ap­

peal from a magistrate’s judgment 
in an O.T.A. breach action shall be 
20 days instead of 10 as at present.

That the department of health 
may cause an analysis to be made of 
any patent medicine and may pro­
hibit the sale of such medicine if it 
found to contain alcohol in contra­
vention of the act.

That a druggist may keep a supply 
of liquor for sale for strictly medic­
inal purposes in packages of not 
more than six ounces.

That a dentist may have in his 
possession in addition to what he is 
otherwise entitled to, one quart of 
ethylic alcohol for purely mechanical 
purposes.

That clubs may sell 4.4 per cent, 
beer under permit, and that such ' 
premises shall be open to inspection 
at all times. ,

Reduce Minimum Fine 
That the minimum fine for having 

or drinking liquor in a public place 
be $50 instead of $200 as at present, 
and that the maximum remain at 
$1,000.

That the 4.4 per cent, beer shall 
he in bottles with tin stoppers inlaid 
with cork and the name of the brew­
ery stamped and the alcoholic con­
tent plainly marked. When sold in 
kegs or barrels these must have the 
same information stamped in the 
wood..

That those places found guilty of 
infractions of the law may be closed 
for not less than a month and not 
more than three and be placarded.

That permits for selling beer may 
be cancelled at any time by the 
board.

That breweries be bonded to the 
extent of $10,000 not to infringe on 
the law and that in cases of being 
found guilty of infringement the 
minimum fine be $1,000.

Is that he can never retrain from 
making a pun even In serious mo­
ments,"the author remarks. “Afriend 
ml his (Sir George Rose) died of 
dropsy. Sir George remarked, 'Poor 
fellow! He has gone to Gravesend 
by water’.’’

"It was somewhat unlucky for 
Barwln, but fortunate tor the cari­
caturists,” Mr. Furnlss writes con­
senting the great naturalist, "that 
popular opinion credited him with the 
theory that man originated from mon­
keys. He was uncommonly like one 
Mmselt. His Intellectual head in pro­
file bore a remarkable resemblance 
to the ape—his bushy eyebrows, his 
deep-set, penetrating eyes, short nose, 
and his thought-wrinkled face. I 
have heard artists advance the the­
ory that men's faces, expressions, and 
even the shape of their heads grad­
ually take their expression and form 
from the subject with which they are 
mentally engrossed. Yet I only recol­
lect one man mentioned as an Illus­
tration of that absurd theory—and 
he was Darwin."

Another interesting figure of the i 
Victorian age was Charles Garvlce, a 
tall military-looking man, beloved by ' 
his countless readers.

He looked what he was a country 
gentleman. The last time I saw him : 
he told me of the following incident: I

"He was travelling in the Tube 
with a friend, who had beside him a 
young girl who happened to be burled 
In Garvice’s latest book. Garvlce got 
up and left the carriage at his sta­
tion, and as he was walking out the 
friend told the girl the identity of 
the man who had got out.

“The girl stood on tiptoe and gaz­
ed intently at the retreating form. 
Then she sank into her seat and 
ejaculated, 'Good heaven!’” ,,

The author has some amusing stor­
ies that were told of Jack Ryder, the 
actor, who had "a tremendous pro­
pensity for bad language.”

He was opening with a play at 
Liverpool, and, being Informed that 
the costumes had not arrived from 
London rushed into a telegraph of­
fice, seized a pencil and a telegram 
form, and wrote a telegram contain­
ing the most awful language. The girl 
clerk ran her eye over It and return­
ed the form. “We cannot send such 
language as this, sir." "Then write 
It yourself," said Ryder. The girl 
wrote:—

"Costumes for to-night’s perform­
ance have not yet come. Their non- 
arrival will ruin performance. Please 
send them without fail by next train. 
Wire reply Immediately.” ,

The telegram was sent, and back 
came the reply: "It won’t do for us. 
That message is not from Jack 
Ryder."

Ryder was one day swearing at the 
degeneracy of the stage, and said he 
had started as a solicitor’s clerk and 
had a good mind to "chuck" the thea­
tre. "Quite so," remarked a friend. 
"Why not open an office now as Com­
missioner for Oaths?”

Mr. Furnlss’ book is an amusing— 
and enlightening—survey of the men 
whose doing filled the newspapers in 
our fathers’ and grandfathers’ times. 
Bay what wo will, the Victorian age 
was a great age—otherwise we 
should never hear so much and read, 
so much about it!

When Sir William Orpcn, as a 
young man, returned to Dublin from 
London he met an old friend, who 
remarked, "Billy, they told me you 
had been spoilt In London, but you’re 
not.” "I’m glad of that," the artist 
replied. "Oh, you’re not," the other 
said; “sure you’re just the same lit­
tle fool you always were."

The above is one of the stories 
which Sir William Orpen tells in hi* 
book, “Stories of Old Ireland and 
Myself."

One of the best stories concerns 
George Moore, the Irish novelist, who 
with a friend was travelling in a 
train. Looking out of the window, 
Moore exclaimed, "Isn’t that view 
superb, now? I would give five 
pounds to be able to see it for just 
a few minutes.” “Right!" said his 
companion, “you’ll have your wish.” 
He pulled the communication cord 
and the train stopped. "I have often 
wondered," Sir William remarks, "if 
Moore paid the five-pounds fine or 
not.”

A total of 1,003,672 barrels of 

apples have been shipped to the Eng­
lish market from Halifax since the 
beginning of the shipping season up 
to February 24. London took 354,715 
barrels and jbtGerpooX and Manches­
ter came second and third with 267,- 
823 and 172,686 barrels respectively.

Eighty-four thousand automobiles 
are now being operated by citizens 
of the Province of Quebec equivalent 
to an average upkeep of $300 per yeai 
each, a total expenditure for main­
tenance alone of #25,000,000 every 
year, according to figures supplied 
by the Montreal Automobile Trade 
Association.

Around 16,000 horses were ship­
ped from western Canada to eastern 
Canada in 1924, most of them com­
ing from Saskatchewan. This prov­
ince is maintaining its lead as the 
greatest horse-breeding centre of the 
Dominion, with a total of 1,170,745-

Over a Million Insects.
The British Museum la London 

possesses by far the most compre-far the most 
henslve insect collection in the world.

It has not before been possible to 
frame an exact catalogue of all items, 
but after three years' work one has 
been now completed and published.

According to this the collection 
contains 1,118,000 insects. There are 
325,767 butterflies of 41,210 different 
kinds. Of bees, wasps and winged 
ants there are 19,608 kinds. OE bugs, 
flies, gnats and mosquitoes there are 
7,267 species represented; of grass­
hopper types 3,900 and of plant lice 
twenty-one species In 140 Items.

Private donors have done most to 
swell the collection. One alone gave 
230,000 insects, another 30,000, 
while one entire collection of butter­
flies which was presented consisted of 
31,130 specimens.

The largest batch of Clydesdale 
horses that has ever sailed from the 
Clyde, valued at £10,000, was em­
barked recently on the “Marloch.” 
It consisted of 14 stallions and 3 
fillies, and there were also ten Per­
cherons from Antwerp on the “Mar- 
bum,” while ten more Percherons 
and Belgians will be shipped at a 
later date.

The first sign hat a ship is be­
coming “foul” is a (•« crease in speed. 
After being laid up for only six
months a vessel that is good for
eighteen knots, when clean, will do 
barely fifteen.

To the big Atlantic liners speed is 
everything. They have their mail 
contracts to fulfil, and, in any case, 
their speed is their great advertise­
ment. If they are allowed to go foul, 
they not only lose in this respect, bùt 
they burn much more fuel, and there 
is increased wear and tear of mach­
inery, extra wages for the crews, 
and extra food and attention for pas­
sengers during a longer voyage.

A crack liner is cleaned every few 
months. She has to be unloaded, dry- 
docked, cleaned, coated with anti­
fouling fluid, and undocked. The ex­
pense of this is enormous. There is 
not only the loss of her enormously 
valuable time, but also the payment 
of her crew’s wages, which goes on 
Just as usual.

Once it used to take a whole fort­
night to clean a ship, but now the 
time has been cut down to about 
three days. Gangs of cleaners relieve 
one another and the work goes on 
night and day until finished.

Many attempts have been made to 
perfect an anti-fouling composition, 
and hundreds have been produced. 
Some of them are of great value and 
enable ships to remain clean for a 
considerable period. But I believe I 
am right in stating that the perfect 
anti-fouling composition has yet to 
be invented.

The cleaning is done with long 
steel chisel-bars. Then the whole 
bottom of the ship is scrubbed, and 
finally several coats of anti-fouling 
composition are applied with long- 
handlel brushes.

CURED Bl ACCIDENT.

Cores Accomplished Which Medical
Skill Has Been Unable to Effect.
The remarkable case of Mr. W. G. 

Harbord, whose memory was restor­
ed by the kick of a horse, is the lat­
est addition to a long list of cases 
In which accidents have accomplished 
cures which medical skill has been 
unable to effect.

A curious story of a similar kind 
Was told some time ago by Maj.-Gen. 
Maunderson, of Tiverton, says Tit- 
Bits.

"In India,” he said, “eight or ten 
officers quartered near Lahore were 
out hawking ravine deer and obara, 
and during a run Col. Fisher’s horse 
blundered over some rough ground, 
and fell with him.

“The only Injury he received was 
‘loss of memory.' We got a native 
cot and he rested on it for three 
hours without getting better. We 
kept asking what he was doing to 
have fallen, and so on, but he could 
remember nothing about It. As we 
were some twelve miles from Lahore, 
it was suggested that he should be 
carried home on the cot by coolies.

“This he objected to, and insisted 
on riding home. A brother officer 
and I rode with him. By the time 
we got near Lahore it was dusk, and 
his pony fell with him over a heap 
of limestone at the side ot the road. 
He again fell on his head, unhurt; 
but his memory was completely re­
stored.”

More remarkable still was the ex­
perience of William Allen, a soldier, 
who was severely wounded in the 
head at the Battle of Gettysburg. 
Allen recovered from his wound, but 
the machinery of his brain appeared 
to have stopped. For forty years his 
mind was a blank so far as current 
events were concerned; but he re­
tained a vivid memory ot the inci­
dents of bis life up to the unlucky 
day, and could describe long-dead 
men and trivial Incidents of his youth 
with remarkable fidelity. On July 
22nd, 1903, he was thrown from a 
horse on to his head; and, after re­
covering consciousness, found that his 
memory was completely restored.

The fear of an accident was the 
means of restoring speech to a dumb 
man. The man, who lived at Gosport, 
had been dumb for four years when, 
on returning home one evening, his 
bicycle skidded. In his alarm he 
shouted, and was so startled and sur­
prised at hearing his voice that he 
called out again and again until he 
was convinced that speech had re­
turned to him.

It is not many years since a re­
markable case of dumbness excited 
great interest in medical circles. 
Twelve months earlier a cattle-dealer 
had been kicked by a horse, with the 
result that he completely lose his 
voice. A year later he was riding 
a doomed horse to the slaughterer’s 
yard, when the animal began to kick 
and plunge in a dangerous manner. 
“The man," we are told, “lost his 
head In wild excitement, and after a 
few minutes began to talk.”

More curious still was the case ot 
a blacksmith, Paul Stengel, who was 
kicked In the head by a horse while 
in the middle of a sentence addressed 
to his assistant, and rendered uncon­
scious for several days. On recover­
ing, his mind was an absolute blank, 
until one-day he fell down a flight 
of steps, pitching on his head.

. He was picked up in a dazed con­
dition; and on recovering his senses 
the first words he uttered were the 
completion of the sentence that had 
been interrupted by the horse’s kick 
some months earlier.

Some time ago a Devonshire man, 
who had been blind for nearly twen­
ty years, sustained a fracture of the 
skull in a carriage accident. In the 
necessary operation part of the skull 
which had been driven into the brain 
was removed, with the result that, 
when the patient gained conscious­
ness, he found that his sight was re­
stored to hlm.

An interesting fact has impressed 

itself upon the medical faculty, to 
the effect that most of the tetanus, 
or lockjaw cases treated at the Lon­
don hospitals came from Essex, where 
the soil is apparently suited to the 
germ. Actually, all soils are the 
breeding ground of disease germs. 
In the New Forest there is a species 
of mould, used in orchid cultivation, 
that is well known among gardeners 
ns being dangerous. It contains mi­
crobes which, on obtaining access to 
the blood, set up a peculiarly viru­
lent foiTn of septic poisoning, from 
which recovery is unlikely. Similarly, 
what is known as “azalea peat," a 
fine vegetable loam found in certain 
Midland districts, carries germs 
equally potent. Many nurserymen 
Will handle It only with gloves.
