of 1860 the Prince of Wales saw the famous
Frenchman cross on a rope below the Sus-
pension bridge. He then went over with a
man on his back, and set the man down six
times while he rested. He also went across
on stilts.

After his performances at Niagara, Blon-
din crossed the rope in many parts of the
world more than 4,000 times, and had many
thrilling escapes. He once advertised that
he would wheel his little girl across the rope
in a wheelbarrow filled with flowers, which
she was to scatter right and left, but the
British Home Secretary thought this was a
little too strong for the nerves of the popu-
lace, and he interfered. He performed on
the rope in London when he was seventy
years old, and to the last retained his mar-
vellous agility and steadiness.

His career has never been equalled or ap-
proached by any other performer on the
rope, and the nerve which saved from acci-
dent for more than half a century was the
subject of investigation and admiration of
more than one medical society. As anillus-
tration of this quality the following amec-
dote is quoted from Cassell’s Magazine:—

“A feat that Blondin couldn’t rehearse
was performed at the Zoological Gardens,
Liverpool. He had given an afternoon per-
formance there, and was to perform again in
the evening. During the interval between
the performances some one suggested play-
fully that it would be a fine thing for him to
take a lion across. Capital idea, thought
Blondin. So he indicated to the manage-
ment his readiness to wheel across any lion
they liked to send up to him. The lion
chosen was eighteen months old, and was
known as * Tom Sayers.” The performance
was in the open air, and it was just getting
dark when the lion was slung up aid strap-
ped to the barrow. ‘A pretty stiff gale was
blowing. The.rope sagged a good deal, too,
80 that there was a steep decline from each
mast. It was, therefore, deemed advisable
that some control should be kept over the
barrow and its strange freight from the plat-
form, in case Blondin might not be able to
prevent it from running away with him
down hill. So a line was attached to the
barrow to keep it in check, and the end of
this was retained by an attendant on the
platform at the mast-head.

“On walked Blondin, trundling his load

before him, which must have been doubly
difficult owing to his hands being fully en-
gaged steading himself with his pole, when,
through some stupid bungling on the part of
the individual who had charge of the line,
the latter let it alip out of his hands. An
exclamation of horror and sarprise rang
through the assembled masses, who, on this
ocoasion, were said to number 100,000, The
excitement now became intense, and those
who had taken up positions immediately
under the rope or hawser betook themselves
to less dangerous places, as every one antici-
pated that the hero of this story would be
percipitated, together with his comrade in
danger, to mother earth. The wheelbarrow,
deprived of its check, hurried onward at a
terrific pace, down, down the incline of rope
with frightful rapidity. The line that had
been let go b gled in the topmost
branches of some trees, whither it had fallen.
The worst fears were now entertained,
as it appeared evident that on the line be-
coming taut Blondin would be either jerked
off the hawser or prevented from reaching
his destination—the opposite masthead. The
excitement at this stage was painful in the
extreme, every one being as silent as the
grave, the destruction of this daring fellow
being apparént and inevitable. Blondin,
however, remaining motionless for a short
time, like a statue in the elements, began to
move slowly backwards; cheer after cheer
arose from the vast concourse at this move-
ment, and gave place to admiration at the
splendid style in which his extremely diffi-
cult backward journey. After a brief rest
Blondin set out again with * Tom Sayers,”
and accomplished the feat he had undertaken
without & hitch.”

The far-
mers and the people in the towns, to avoid
suffocation, sought shelter in their homes,
while passengers on the trains were compelled
to travel for several hours in cars closed
against the great white clouds of dust and
sand that crept into every crevice.

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—The arbitration treaty about which so
much has been said, met its fate at the hands
of the United States senate last week, when
1: failed by nine votes to enlist the support
of two-thirds of the senators. The result is
rigrettable, although it has been expected
ever since the original measure was subject-
ed to the weakening modifications intro-
duced last month. In fact, as the treaty
stood when finally rejected, it was so far al-
tered that that intent of the promoters was
completely obscured. The treaty would
probably never have been framed had it not
been for an expressed wish on the part of the
government of the Republic that suchatreaty
siwould farnish a peaceful solution to all
minor international disagreements. Mr.
Cleveland’s cabinet pushed it through the
preliminary stages, and President McKinley
also declared strongly for its adoption.
H wever, since it has been defeated, it will
n> longer furnish a subject on which a few
jlngo senators can voice their anti-British
seatiment. The British parliament has never
manifested any real interest in its fate, eo
ivs defeat will not be to them the blow that
was, no doubt, intended. Indeed Lord Salis-
bary has strack the knockout blow in the
argument by refusing, after the Senate’s re-
jestion of the arbitration treaty, to re-open
the Behriog sea question. It will be re-
membered that the Paris tribunal at the ar-
bitration of this matter some years ago
awarded Canadian sealers damages to the
extent of about half a million dollars which
hve never yet been paid. Becanse a Repub-
lican senate has refused to ratify a treaty
that was negotiated under a Democratic ad-
minietration does not imply that tbe Ameri-
can people as a body are not in favor of the
principles involved, in factuthe general ut-
terances of the press show that the contrary
is the case, and the senate will have to an-
swer to the people for their action at some
fature date. .

—The revision of the Dingley tarifl bill is
being watched with interest by Canadians
who are particularly desirous to learn the
fate of the coal and lumber clauscs. The
tariff will not be passed by the senate before
J ave, and will probably not become oper-
ative before July lst. Already in many
points a radical departure has been cffected
from the lines of the bill as it passed through
the house of representatives, and while
c>al and lumber stand at 75 cents per ton,
a1d $2.00 per thousand, respectively, as at
ficst reported, a saving clause has been at-
tached to the coal tariff, which will allow
imports at & duty of 60 per cent from coun-
tries which do not levy a higher duty on the
American product. Canada is probably
safely within this list and the 607, may not
be prohibitory to Canadian export. On wood
pulp, another important article en our ex-
port list, the duty remains practically as be-
fore, but the proviso is added that if any
country shall impose an export duty, the
amount of such duty shall be added as an
additional duty on imports from that coun-
try. This clause is meant as a direct threat
against the Canadian export duty which is
now being asked for by influential pulp
manufacturers of the Dominion. Just how
it would affect this Canadian indusiry is not
quite clear, as we have the material which
the United States paper mills must have at
any price. The great revenue producer of
the new Dingley bill is the proposed tax of
10 cents per pound on tea, which would yield
oa the basis of present imports about nine
millions of dollars. The duty on tobacco
has been increased and a 44 per cent addi-
tional internal revenue tax placed on beer.
It is estimated that the bill in its present
form will provide for a large balance on the
credit side of the revenue and expenditure
accounts.
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—Crime is on the decrease in Great Bri-
tain. The 1ecords of the past decade have
shown a distinet decrease in indictable of-
fences and well may the British chancellor of
the exchequer in presenting his annual bud-
get, compliment the country upon its re-
markable progress and prosperity. Some
offences, such as ceining and forgery have al-
most entirely disappeared, and the only in-
dictable offence which shows a considerable
increase is that cf threats with a view to ex-
tortios. Prosecutions for drunkenness are
mauch below the number recorded ten years
age. How many countries are able to line
up with Great Britain in thus recording a
decrease in crime? What other nation has
written such an important declaration in its
archives for 1896 British justice is some-
times sneered at, but the sneer is lost when
it is considered in the light of what it has
accomplished.

—Temperance people who are interested
in the plebiscite, soon to be taken en the
prohibition question, will now have an op-
portunity of watching the zeal which their
opponents display in preparing for the cam-
paign. They will spend thousands of doliars
and will use every available means to in-
flaence both the people and the government
to> o favorable consideration of the liquor
imterests. If temperance people will work
with the same singleness of purpose and put
their hearts into the fight, a prohibitory vic-
tory will be easily gained. It will not do
for them to be over-confident. To-day there
is a gathering of the clans of anti-prohibit-
ionists at Ottawa, and their first move in the
game will be taken.

—If is safe to say that the Annapolis
Munieipal Council never did a more popu-
lar thing than offering a premiam for the in-
troduction of wide tires on heavy wagone.
Their progressivenees has been heralded all
over the maritime provinces, and other mun-
icipalities are being urged to do likewise.
The broad tire will be a road maker, not a
rat maker, and its adoption should be gen-
eral, even if this has to be effected by com-
palsory legislation. The state of Rhode Is-
laud has just passed a wide tire bill, and
while we hardly dare say the legielature got
theit idea from Annapolis, it is an endorse-
ment of our policy. It is something to lead
in a movement like this,

strong trampled on the weak, and helpless
women were crushed to death. It was a
terrible scene, and it is poor satisfaction to
know that a proper exhibition of nerve in the
face of the danger might have averted the
casastrophe.

WEATHERBE'S SUIT AGAINST WHIT
NEY DISMASSED,

When the Dominion Coal company was
orgavized in this province some years ago by
H. M. Whitney, he bonded a number of coal
properties, several of which he purchased,
abandoning his options on others. One of
the properties thus abandoned by Mr. Whit-
ney was a large area owned by Judge
Weatherbe of the Nova Scotia supreme
court. When the Dominion Coal company
legislation was before the provincial house
Judge Weatherbe displayed strong opposi-
tion to the measure. Subsequently the par-
ties connected with the company secured the
option upon the judge’'s property. The
judge’s epposition then ceased. After the
legislation was passed the opposition was al-
lowed to lapse and the deposit forfeited.
Thereupon Judge Weatherbe instituted a
suit against Mr. Whitney, claiming damages.
On the occasion of Mr. Whitney’s last visit
to Nova Scotia, at the time of the meeting
of the tariff commission, Judge Weatherbee
caused a capias to be issued for hic arrest.
Mr. Whitney was obliged to give bonds to
secure hisrelease. Last week Mr. Whitney’s
counsel moved to have the capias set aside,
and Judge Ritchie granted the request,
and the capias was discharged.

Nova Seotia vs. Tasmania Apples.

Mr. Frank H. Willett, of Tapperville, who
recently returned from a trip to London, has
left with the MoNITOR samples of Tasmanja
apples which are placed on.the English
market in competition with American fruit.
And dangerous competitors they must be
too if the general product is up to the sam-
ples secured by Mr. Willett. These apples
are large, nicely colored, juicy and of excel-
lent flavor, and are wrapped in tissue paper.
They are placed on the market in crates,
holding slightly less than a bushel, and sell
for as high as twenty shillings per crate.
Cold storage keeps them in perfect condition,
but the varieties now before us are evidently
paturally good keepers. Mr. Willett was in
charge of a shipment ¢f 2000 barrels of Val-
ley fruit which he sold on a good market
and cleared an average of over $2.00 per
barrel. He says there is nothing to be
gained hy personal supervision of consign-
ments. Winter fruit, when tightly packed,
usually arrives in good condition.

Obituary.

INGLIS H, BROWN,

Inglis H. Brown, the well-known manager
of the wooden moulding and saw mills on
Washington street, died at his home, 167
Elm street, Monday morning from spinal
meningitis, after a fortnight's illoees.

He was born in Annapolis county, Nova
Scotia, in 1835, and came to Boston in 1865,
taking up his residence in Cambridge. For
a number of years he was employed as fore-
man in the manufacturing establishments of
Ivers & Pond piano company, Hancock &
Greeley, and Thomas Huckins.

In 1885 he began business for himself as a
member of the firm of Brown & Higgins in
Cambridge, and engaged in the manufactur-
ing of exterior and interior wood finish for
houses. Their mill was burned the same
year, and the firm removed to Somerville,
occupying the building owned by the Eagle
shade roller company, 289 Washington stréet.
Mr. Higgins soon retired, Mr. Brown pur-
chasing his partner’s interest and continuing
the business under the firm name of I. H.
Brown & Co. until 1895, when a corporation
was formed, of which Mr. Brown was treas-
urer and general manager. During his long
businees career he was associated with the
principal builders and contractors of Boston
and vicinity, and supplied - vast amount of
materials for houses and public buildings.
In church and social work the deceased
took an active part, and has been identified
with the Union square Baptist church since
its formation. When the society decided
to build the new church on Walnut street,
he was made chairman of the building com-
mittee, and the beauty and convenience of
the new structure is largely due to his judg-
ment and building experience.

He was a member of Delft Haven colony,
Pilgrim Fathers, and Inman lodge, United
Workmen, of which he was a past master
workman. He leaves a widow, one son,
William I., and a daughter, Bessie C.

The faneral took place on Thursday at 3
p. m. from the Union-square Baptist church,
the auditerinm being filled with mourning
friends. Rev. W. B. C. Merry and Rev.
Mr. Scott conducted the services, which were
very impressive, their eloquent enlogy of the
departed bringing tears to the eyes of all.
Appropriate music was rendered by the
Cambridge male quartette.

Referring to the artlcle in your ipsue of
21st April, respecting apple barrel staves,
hoops and heads made by the Anmnapolis
Manaufactaring Co. Ltd., at Lequille, I beg
to say that we have decided to put on the
market a made up barrel of both soft wood
and hard wood, with our patent coiled hoop.
The price of these improved barrels are so
low as to be within the reach of all. I would
ask the farmers not to give any orders for
barrels for the approaching season until they
have seen our new barrel. If, by the reason
of the large extent of ground to cover I

If there is one question of more impertance
than another in the Maritime Provinces af-
fecting the interests of every day life it is
the question of the want of good sidewalks
in eur principal towns and villages. Thisis
a matter on which residents of emall towns,
business men and municipal or civic councils
can well allow their thoughts to dwell fre-
quently and with advantage to them and all
concerned.

Tt will
add to the appearance of the towns; it will
add to their cleanliness and give to strangers
and visitors more pleasing remembrances of
their visits to the same. The question of
good roads is now being vigorouely agitated
and why not embrace in it sidewalks as well”

Mental Disturbance.

The influence of mental states on the usual
bealth has long been recognized. A paper
read before the London Hospital Medical So-
ciety goes into the subject with great partic-
ularity, and shows that meptal disturbance
often causes even organic derangement.

It is admitted that arterial strain, an un-
usual pressure of blood on the walls of the ar-
teries, tends to produce a fatty degeneration
of their inner coat, aud thus gives rise to ar-
terial tumors and to cerebral hemorrhage
which sometimes causes paralysis, apoplexy
and softening of the brain.

Now it is certain both that such tension
may result from continued domestic anxiety,
and that it is the occasion of many cases of
angina pectoris, affecting those cardiacchang-
es to which some of the forms of angina are
duae,

‘That meutal disturbance gives rise to indi-
gestion is well known. Experiments show
that anger and other emotions arrest the se]
cretion of gastric juice. It is also probable
that the peristaltic action of the stomach and
bowels is affected by emotions. The extreme
of melancholia is believed to be due to the
mental state of the patients.

The connection of simple jaundice with
sudden mental emotion is generally admicted.
Such facts as the following are not uncom-
mon: a young woman becomes yellow at the
discovery of her misdeeds; another, on hear-
ing that her fiance was killed; a young manm,
on being discharged from office because he
had not grown tall enough,

Simple jaundice is often followed by acute
yellow atropby, which is also known to be
directly caused by shock. In this formn of
jaundice there is always disorganization of
the liver cells.

Even cancer may have a like origin. Sir
James Paget says, * Too ofren cancer quickly
follows deep anxiety, deferred hope, or dis-
appointment.” Murchison says substantial-
ly the same. Doctor Snow, in the Lancet
some years ago,'asserts his conviction that a
great many cases of cancer are due to mental
anxiety.

What has been said is certainly enough to
emphasize the importance of habitual self-

Biliousness

s caused by worpid liver, which prevents diges-
don and penuits food to ferment and putrify in
the stomach. Then follow dizziness, headache,

patience, firmness and perseverance. He
must remember that the colt is a dumb brute,
without the faculty of reasoning, but is gov-
erned by instinct. No colt, however gentle,
should be hitched to anything until there
has been some preliminary training. Hal-
tering, bridling, checking, harnessing, and
handling should all have been done a number
of times before he is attempted to be hitched
to a vehicle. It is well to teach the colt to
drive beside some old trusty horse before be-
ing hitched up. One man should not attempt
this work alone, as unforesecen troubles are
likely to arise during the first few lessons.
The right side is the proper one on which to
hitch the colt. A level headed assistant can
usually prevent any tangling up or wild
leaping by the use of a ‘‘side line,” which is
simply a plow line fastened to the inside ring
of the bit, then passed under the jaw and
through the ring of the right side. It isnot
necessary to even tighten the line except the
colt attempt to go beyond his place or become
unmanageable without it. It is needless to
say that strong and comfortably fitting har-
ness in every portion is important.

Before hitchivg, the waggon or sled should
be run out where there is plenty of room so
that there need be no turning at first. There
is no better place than a sod field for the first
few lessons to the sleigh. The team should
be coupled by the lines and driven about with
the neckyoke on for a little time before the
traces are attached. Always hitch the old
horse first and when all is ready for a start
attech the colt's traces and be off without
further waiting. Have a good, strong, calm-
headed man in the sleigh to handle the lines,
but the best horseman should lead the colt
at first. Keep perfectly cool whatever hap-
pens, and never under any circumstances
lose your temper, but ever remember that
the colt cannot be expected to understand
what is demanded of him until he is taught.
Many people expect more from a colt than
they would look for in a human fureigner
who has to learn new ways. Nearly every
spirited colt does something alarming before
he is thoroughly broken. A colt that goes
off like an old horase is not likely to ever make
a record breaker. Ambition and courage
are both commendable qualities and often
show themsclves in the colt by his attempts
to run, rear, lunge, and even kick at first.
Cool headed firmness, with kindness and
patience, will make him a tractable, willing
servant of which bis owner will be proud.
Aifter having gotten the colt to go along in
a horsy manner, the lessons in labor should
be given gradually. If driving on the road
is to be his occupation, he should never at
first be driven until much fatigaed, and it is
also better to go round a block, coming home
some other way than that upon which he
left home. If the colt is to be a farm work
horse, such light jobs as bauling manure,
wood and the like, will readily prepare him
for his bread- carmug

Playing by Memory,

“Do you allow your pupils to play by
memory?”’ is a question asked and answered
in The Etude. . C. W. Grimsays: Certainly,
if the pupils can do it correctly. A good
memory is a gift to be highly estimated, but
a poor one does not indicate inferior musical
talent. As in everything, practice can
strengthen a weak memory. There are per-
sons who have a ‘‘ photographic memory.”
They have an image of the printed music in
their minds. Then there are those who
have a *finger memory.” They play overa
piece 8o many times until their fingers will
make the necessary movements in their suc-
cessive order. Others have a ‘‘tone mem-
ory.” They can remember just what tone
follows the other. The best, which includes
all the above classes, is the analytic and syn-
thetic memory. It is developed by slow and
careful practice and is assisted by the know-
ledge of harmony, melody, rhythm, modula-
tion and musical form.

As soon as a pupil has learned a piece by
notes well, let him try to play it by memory.
If he succeeds, make it a point to have him
always learn something by heart. Should
a pupil have the bad habit of carelessly rat-
tling off bis pieces when he plays by memory
then playing by memory must be prohibited.
Do not consider memorizing itself the gaol
of all musical reproduction, for the desirable
gift of memory is, after all, only the handy
substitute of a music roll.
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On Keeping Your Own Counsel.

It is an old saying among schoolboys and
college men that the fellow who keeps his
mouth shut is always the big man; that ‘he
who deliberately says little quickly wins for
himself the name for wisdom. Such state-
ments are quite as true in the outer world
to a certain degree as they are in college and
school. The pith of the matter is that if in
any way you arrive at a position of import-
ance, the less you talk to every one the more
credit you receive for care, for thoughtful-
ness, for sound well-considered opinions.
There is nothing which urges a boy to have
no opinions or to never express them; and
in fact this ‘‘ wise silence” at schoo] and col-
lege as often, perhaps, covers up an empty
mind as it does the wisdom of Solomon.
There is, however, a good rule to follow,
which may be given briefly, to the effect that
it is well to say little until you have thor-
oughly made up your mind, and then not to
hesitate in your statements. The temptation
of the average man is to express some opinion
at once, but if that is changed later, the full
force of the final opinion is lost.—Harper's
Round Table.

The Fousehold.

Planting the Lawn,

SUGGESTIONS FOR SETTING OUT THE TREES
AND SHRUBBERY.

¢ When planting trees in the lawn,” writes
Eben E. Rexford in the March Ladies' Home
Journal, ** we must remember that the tree
of to-day is enly & hint of what the tree of
ten or twenty years to come will be. The
trees we plant to-day, perhaps five or six feet
tall, and with a spread of branches not more
than two feet across, should in a dozen years
from now, stand twenty.five feet high, and
have a spread of fifteen or twenty feet. If
we plant them but ten or twelve feet apart
now we will have, at the stage of develop-
ment they are expected to reach in a dozen
years, a perfect thicket of branches overhead
and dense shade beneath. Never plant with
regard to ¢ regularity,” that is ‘so many feet
apart each way,” as the rule has been laid
down for orchards,

“If yon want several shrubs on a small
lawn, and the space is too small toallow yon
to set them as far apart as they ought to be,
in order to give them the benefit of space
individually, group them, that is, plant them
in a clump. The idea is to make the three,
or four, or five shrubs which you plant in the
group produce a unity of effect which will
give much the same impression that one well-
developed specimen would. By selecting
varieties in which there is contrast of color
a9 to foliage, as well as flowers, satisfactory
results may be d. In the irregularity
which produces charming effects there is

If you want the bulbs to do theig best, give
them quite rich and mellow soil thoroughly
worked up to the depth of a foot at least.
Plant in rows, setting the bulbs at least four
inches below the surface of the soil, and three
or four inches apart. See that the soil di-
rectly above the bulbs is light and free from
stones or hard lumps to impede the direct
upward growth of the stalk.

When the green, blade-like spikes appear,
take a hoe and draw the soil carefully up
about them.,

If the bulbs are planted close to a feuce,
or in any position in which they are not ex-
posed to the wind, they will generally stand
without tying the stalks to stakes.

A mulching of some kind will help to give
the bulbs what they particularly like, and
that is moisture. Youa will find that the
flowers will be finer and more profuse if there
is plenty of moisture.

Insects on House Plants,

The red spider and green fly are the prin-
cipal cause of so many window and green-
house plants looking sickly at this season of
the year. The leaves turn yellowish and
finally fall off. The dry air of the living room
is just what suits these pests. If the plants
can be sprayed frequently with an atomizer,
these insects will not multiply as rapidly as
when it is omitted, but where a furnace heats
the house the effects of the spraying will not
last very long. Spraying the plants with a
decoction of tobacco, or kerosene emulsion,
will save them if applied in time. It is also
s good plan to place tobacco steme on the
soil all around the plants. These act not
only as an insecticide but also as a fertilizer.
When the plants are grown in boxes it is a
good plan to cover the entire soil with to-
bacco stems. On outdoor rose beds, they are
invaluable, serving not only as a mulch, but
as a fertilizer, and insecticide as well.

A New Idea for Chicken Salad.

Daring the season when celery is costly
and poor, a good substitute for it is chopped,
uncooked white cabbage.

“To the meat of one good-sized fowl, add
one heaping cupful of the chopped cabbage,
even more if you desire, then season well with
celery salt, and the mayonnaise or boiled
dressing.

The crisp taste of the celery which is so
much missed is supplied by the cold, crisp
cabbage. It is almost impossible to detect
the absence of the celery.

Surround your platter of salad-bowl with
fresh lettuce leaves, and decorate finally
with bits of bright-red boiled meat and slices
of hard-boiled egg.

Starch to Gloss Linen,

Take two ounces white gum-arabic powder,
put into a pitcher and pour on it a pint of
boiling water, according to the degree of
strength you desire, and then, having cover-
ed it, let it stand all night; in the morning
pour it earefully from the dregs into a clean
bottle; keep fer use. A tablespoonful of
gumwater stirred in u pint of starch that has
been made in the usual manner will give lin-
en collars, shirts, etc., and lawns, either black
or printed, a look of newness when nothing
else can restore them after washing. It is
also good, much diluted, for thin white maus-
lin.

To Brighten Ollcloths.

Put half a cupful of sweet milk and a table-
spoonful of white sugar in an old cup, and
place it on the back of the stove where the
sugar would dissolve. Make the oilelothper-
fectly clean, and dry thoroughly, then go over
it with a clean rag and this mixture. It
makes the oilcloth look as well as if a mix-
ture of linseed oil and turpentine had been
