THE LATE
CAPT. SPURR

A Prominent Resident of Anrapolis
County Passed Away
Recently

A special telephone message to!
he MONITOR last Wednesday
morning arnounced the sudden
death of Capt. J. D. Spurr which |
occurred at his home, the Colonial
Arms Hotel, Deep Brook, the
previous evening. No ome ever
suspected that the genial captain
suffered wlth heart trouble. He
was retiring for the night when|
Mrs. Spurr hecrd him fall in his |
bedroom. When Mrs. Spurr
reached him he was unconscious|
and never regained consciousness,
aid was immediately
summoned, but before the arrival
of Dr. Dismore from Bear River,|
the Captain was dead. The late
John Ditmars Spurr was born at
Smith's: Cove, December 18th,
1859, and had thefore reached
the age of 61 vears and three!
months. He followed the sea from
his bovhood up to about fifteen
vears ago when he retired. He
first went to sea with his father,
Capt. Wm V. Spurr, making his
first voyage to the West Indies in|
the Bear River brig, Sanval Copel,
300 tons. register loaded with lum-
Ler, in 1874—15 years of age. Af- |
ter sailing ceveral years under dif-
ferent masters in tlic European and
South Amcrican trade he qualified
for his mate’s certificate and in due
time was awarded a master’s
certificate. ~ Given
the brig Delma C., also of Bear
River, he was engaged in the West
Indian trade until he was ship-
vrecked, the Delma C. becoming a
total loss with crew saved. He
continned, however, in the West
Indian, South Americen and South
African trade. In 1890 he pur-
chased the schoomer Iolanthe, 350
tons, and traded for the next ten
years between the gulf ports and
the West Indies. His business (n-
larging, he came north and bought
the Arona, 600 tons, which he plied
in the same trade and was very
'successful  especially during the!
high freight ;ates which prevailed
during the Spanish-American war.
| The Arona was the last ship he
commanded. Retiring from the sea
in 1906 he returned to his home in
Deep Brook. In 1911-12 he bu It
the Colonial Arms hotel, one of
i the largest summer hotels at that |
'time in the maritime provinces, and
Deep Brook scon became famous
| as a summer resort, becoming more |
popular every season. During the
tourist season of 1914 this house |
| was totally destroyed by fire. In
1916 he rebuilt the Colonial Arms,
the new house being much smaller
than the first one, but just as pop- |
| ular with the American visitors. i

FIRST APPLE SHIPMENT
To the Editor of the Annapolis
Spectator:

1 notice in your last two
issues articles upon the first
shipment of apples to England
from Annapolis Royal. 1 think
I can furnish you with the facts.
My father, the late A. W. Cor-
bitt, charterel the brigantine
Neva, Capt. Willilam Sniith,
master. She was loaded in the
fall of 1864 at Lawrence Hall’s
wharf, now owned by F. J.
Barnjum, but at that time the
wharf was much shorter. My
father formed a company of
which the late George Wells,
Sen., was one of the principals
in purchasing and in packing
the apples, and James Jackson,
of Clarence, was also interested.

As to transportation, Capt.
Wait Lewis, father of Capt. E.
H. Lewis, master of the steamer
Valinda, was here with a smail

schooner from Westport, and he
was chartered to collect the
fruit along the river as far as
Bridgetown. 1 went with him
to check the number of barrels
taken from each place. The
vessel would occasionally miss
stay and run into the trees that
lined the river bank on the
Granville side; the crew would
get out on the end of the jib-
boom and shove her off. The
apples were hauled from Clar-
ence to Bridgetown by team, as
we had no rail communications
at that time; the apples from
Granville Ferry were brought
over in a big row-boat used for
crossing cattle and by Capt.
David and Robt. Ingles.

The quality of apples shipped
were chiefly Nonpareils, Rus-
sets, Rhode Island Greenings
and Baldwins, and a few other
kinds of hard fruit of which I
have forgotten the names.

The venture was not a suc-
cess, as the vessel was small,
and no proper ventilation
caused the apples to shrink.

It was some years later that
we again loaded the barquen-
tine George E Corbitt and brigt.
Ellen C. with 12,000 barrels of
apples for London; this last
shipment would have been a
success if there had been apple
inspectors at that time.

' With a population of less than
two persons to the square mile com-
pared to England’s six hundred,
with only five per cent. of her rich
agricultural land in the West under
cultivation, with a heavy national
indebtedness and only a few people
to pay the interest in the form of
taxes, the reason why Canada is
bhungry for immigrants can readily
be understood. Immigration is the
human rain without which Canada
must parch and wither up.

If Great Britain had a large sur-
plus of farmers and farm hands,
Canada might not have to invite im-
migrants from any eother source. But
Great Britain is not so much an
agricultural as a merchant and
manufacturing centre, and every
year grudges more and more the
farmers or farm hands who leave
her Colonies for the Dominions. She
is quite willing to send out countless
city folk in the hope that they may
be transformed into farmers in their
new environment, but she has fewer
farmers to spare than many other
countries from which Canada in the
}}ast has drawn excellent settlers.

his is illustrated by the homestead
entries. From 1897 to 1919, only
eighteen per cent. of the British im-
migrants made entry for homesteads
in Western Canada as compared to
twenty-seven per cent. of the Ameri-
can immigrants and twenty-nine per
cent. of the foreign born from Con-
tinental Europe.
