It is only after a great deal of hesituney and indeeision on my
part that 1 have fixed on a subjeet for this essay 5 and, now that 1 have
settled on one, it is one which, T am afraid, in fact I am quite sure, 1
will not be able to handle in the masterly and comprehensive way it
deserves.

My subjeet for this essay is * Beanty.™  To me it is a beautiful
subjoct, and I wish | could trear it m a beautiful way.

Beauty may be defined as = That assemblage of graces, or propor-
tion of parts, which praducis @ certain agreeable emotion or feeling
or which pleases the senses, especially the eye or ear.”

Now, this definition embraces two great parts, physical and men-
tal be.mty : the former comprising the puaon.ll and the natural, the
latter the purely intellectnal and the woral.

First, then. personal heanty, or beauty of persons.  This I will
no maore than tonch upon.  Perhaps some of you have seen the maiden
who

TTalf hidden irom the eve,
Fair as a star. when enly one
Is shining in the skv?

Sceand.  Beaunty in Nature, iun itself a very wide and compre-
hensive subject.  We see it around us evervwhere.  Tn the Tofty
wanndains, and the rolling praivies @ in the trickling vivalet. and the
broad river : in the great ovean with its

“Tslands musical with birds
That sing and ccase not,”
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and the peaceful lake with its
“ Sister Isles
Beneath the oak’s umbrageous covert, sown
With lilies of the valley like a field.”
Iven sueh a small thing as the wild duck’s nest, whiel all our
sportsmen have seen, has a wonderful heauty of its own,
* The imperial consort of the Fairyv-king
Owns not a sylvan bawer or gorgeous cell
With emerald floored, and with purpureal shell,
Ceilinged and roofed, that is so fair a thing
As this Jow structure, for the tasks of Spring
Prepared by eme who loves the buoyant swell
Of the brisk waves, vet here consents to dwell,
And spreads in steadfast peace her brooding wing.”

Thus have we the beauties of Inanimate Natwre.  Animate Na-
ture also has its beanties.  The lithe, agile panther, the majestie Hon,
the intelligent clephant. From the great whale with its spoutings like
enormous Tountains, and the sword-fish with ifs strong weapon, down
to the pearly-lmed shell of the nautilis of the Mediterannean, and ihe
coral builders of the Pacifie, though perhaps their beanty lies vather in
the reet than in the builder.

Who does not know the glorions, powerful beauiy of the king of
the air, the golden cagle, and the gorgeous beanty of the smallest of
birds, the hunming-bird, with its brilliant tropieal plumage.  And the
swan, {oo, of our Fnglish lakes.

“ IFair is the swan, whose majesiy, prevailing
O’er breezeless waters on Locarnd’s lake,
Bears him on, while, proudiy sailing
Ie Teaves hehind a moon-ilumined wake.
Behold ! the mantling spivit of reserve
Fashions his neck into a goodly curve ;

An arch thrown back between Inxuriant wings
Of whitest garniture, like fir-tree boughs.

To which, on some unruffled morning. clings
A flaky weight of winter's puvest snows”
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But to look at this description from a somewhat different stand-
point. View it not as a description of a beautiful object, but as a
heautiful deseription, a product of a human mind. Then have we not
a definition, or perhaps better, a description of the next part of our

¢ 1 ateatal Beauty, viewed from its purely intellectual side ; for in
this is included and inseparably linked together, not only the beautiful
wind, bat the beantiful products of the wind ; remembering that when
using the word mind, for the present, we are viewing the mind solely
from its purely intellectual side.

Beauty of mind ¢! Tlow shall I define it ¢ Is it to be defined ?
Shall 1 not rather by the deseription of its products thus make its defin-
ition £ Is not the deseription of the effect the only possible definition
both of the cause and of the cffect ¢

What other than a beautiful mind could have given us the beauti-
ful and exquisite result, * Paradise Lost,” with its vast conceptions,
lofty images, and wonderful display of imagination all couched in the
purest of words 2 Surely none but a beautiful mind could have writ-
ten the = Tale of Griselda,” matchless in its tenderness, purity and
pathos.  What Lnt a beautiful mind could have given us this beautiful
result ¢

“ Hopes # What are thev ? Beads of morning
Strung on slender blades of grass,
Or a spider’s web adorning
In a strait and treacherous pass.
\What is peace £ When pain is over,
And love ceases to rebel,
Let the last faint sigh discover,
That. precedes the passing knell.”
Also the Mlegio, the Penseroso, Longfellow’s Evangeline.

And not poetry alone, althongh it shows its beauties most: plainly.
Washington Irving’s Muawben,”  Matthew Arnold™s  ** Sweetness
and Light,” Seott’s writings, whether poctry or prose, and in the novel,
Marie Corelli™s = Barrabas<™  Are nat all these the concept of beau-
tiful minds, and their best detinition and deseription 2 How could a
vulgar, debased mind have written these lines on  The Motions of the
Svlphs 77
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“ Glancing from their plimes
A changeful light the azure vault illumes,
Less varying rays heneath the Pole adorn
The streamy glories of the Boveal morn,
That wavering to and fro their radiance shed
O’er Bothniw’s gulf with glassy ice o’erspread.
Where the lone native, as he homeward glides,
Sces at a glance above him and below
Two rival heavens with equal splendor glow.
Sphered in the centre of the world he seems,
For all around with soft effulgence gleams.
Stars, moons and meteors, ray opposed to ray,
Aund solemn midnight pours the blaze of day.”

Conld we not carry on our definition of the cause, the heautiful
wind, and of the cffect, the beautiful products of the mind, by the de-
scription of the effect into the realms of art and music 2 What of the
minds of Raphacl, of Mozart, and of Tandel ¢

Now, if these beautiful descriptions ave the praducts of intelleets
nobly endeavoring to fulfil their mission on earth, and show forth and
declare the glory of their Creator, have we not a connceting link be-
tween this beanty and that which is the most enduring, the noblest and
highest. Mental Beauty viewed from its moral side, that is the beanty
of the mind as it intercsts itself in moral qualities and moral relations.

Physical beauty may be effaced or may entirely fade away.  In-
tellectual beauties may lose their strength and brillianey 5 but the
lustre of moral beauty never grows tarnished, it is the only lasting
thing en carth.

When 1 come to this beauty of all beauties, language almost fails
me.  What shall T say about it #  Shall T enuwmerate the qualities
necessary for moral beaunty, courage, strength, tenderness, uprightness
It would take me too long to do that, and would be a task well nigh im-
possible.  To go back to our definition of Beauty : * That assemblage
of graces, or proportion of parts.” Note that ! Proportion of parts.
Not merely strength, not merely tenderness, but strength tempered by
tenderness ;3 courage, not diminished, but made less aggressive by

meekness. It shows itself in honesty towards ourselves, respect and
love for our fellow-beings, and love, honor, and reverence mingled with
holy fear, toward our God.

If we see a man staunchly standing wp for what he knows to be
right, against adverse eriticism, ridicule and persecution, we admire
in him moral beauty as shown in honesty.  We respect and honor those
who have done deeds of love and chavity for those around them, who
have spent their life in working for others 3 and, above all, those who
have lost their lives for suffering humanity.  In how great a degree
did John Howard possess the moral heauty of love for his fellows when
ke made journey after journey to the different prisons in Ev-ope to
see if he could not better the condition of the prisoners 2 Ilorence
Nightingale, also, in her Lospital work ; Wilberforee, in his work for
the slaves ; Lineoln, in his work for his country.  The lives of all
these were radiant, cffulgent with moral beauty.

And let me here pay tribute to one of our times, Miss Clara Bur-
ton, who some years ago went over to endéavor to ameliorate the suffer-
ings of the helpless Armenians.

The names of Martin Luther, of Johm and Charles Wesley, and,
to come nearer home, of onr own Dr. Donglas, are well known to you,
and also all the names of those

“whom love of God has blest.” -

How beautiful have they been in their lives, and characters, and
what a beautiful record of great deeds they have left behind them
<hining examples for succeeding generations.

Thus moral Leauty is shown forth in our daily Jives, in our con-
versation and actions : evervbody may, everyhody should have it, for
it is without money and without price.  What must we do to obtain it #
We must trust in God as our Father, in Christ as owr Saviour, and then
Fear, that destroyer of beauty, canmot touch us, or even come near to
shed his blighting influence over our lives, te mar their moral beauty.

Of all beauties; moral beauty is most important.  What avails
greai personal beauty, strong mental {alents, if the soul that should
~hine forth glorivusly like the sun ai noon-day, is celipsed and dark-
¢ned by sin and vice It 1s like a heavy curtain covering a master-
picee in art, so arranged that only the frame, beautiful and costly, a fit
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setting for a masierpiece, may be seen.  What do we know of the pic-
ture ¢ We see the setting, but of the work of the master we see noth-
ing. Remove the drapery and then it is seen in all its pristine beauty,
and by its beauty adds to the beauty of its surronndings..

“And this, the Jove of Christ shed abroad in our hearts, does for
ws. It removes the black curtain of vice and wretehedness and unveils
the soul in all its purity and loveliness, thus adding a new and perfeet-
ing heanty to its setting, and enables it to control with steady hand the
workings of the mind, whose vesults are its manifestation.

ROUNDS 1IN TRE LADDLR OF AN EARNEST BUSINESS LIFE

Born on his father’s farm, in a log cabin, \pril 29th, 1823,

At seven years of age a barefooted boy, making weekly trips to
the grist will, four miles distant, on horseback.

At the age of ten years, in charge of oxen, takes the g grain to mar-
ket seven miles away.

At sixteen yvears of age worked in tiie woods among the lnmbermen
in charge of a gang of teams.

At the age of nineteen attended Vietoria College, paying his ex-
penses by manual labor, and managing his father’s farm during vaca-
tion.

At the age of twenty-one was placed in charge of his father's ex-
tensive farm, serving as a school teacher during the winter.

In 1851 removed to Neweastle, Ont., and beeame Superintendent
of his father’s agricultural implement works, established four years pre-
viously.

In 18535, his father retiring, he became sole proprietor of the lwsi-
ness.

In 1863 iniroduced the first self-rake reaper made in Canada.
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In 1869 was the first to manufacture an automatic self-dumping
horse-rake in Canada.

In 1870 made President of the Massey Manufacturing Company,
into which the business was incorporated that year.

In 1879 the entire business removed from Neweastle to Toronto,
where its capacity was more than doubled, the business of the Toronto
Reaper and Mower Company having been purchased.

In 1889 made President of a ‘new organization known as Sawver
& Massev Co., Ltd., manufacturers of threshers and engines at Hamil-
ton, Ont. :

In 1891 made President of Massey-Harris Co., Ltd., formed by the
amalgamation of the businesses of the Massey Mfg. Co., A. Harris, Son
& Co., Ltd., of Brantford, and Massey & Co., Ltd., of Winnipeg, follow-
ing which in the same vear the businesses of The Patterson & Bro. Co.,
Ltd., of Woodstock, and J. O. Wisner, Son & Co., of Brantford, were
incorporated with that of Massev-Harris Co.

In 1892 made President of the Verity Plow Co., Ltd., of Brantford,
organized that year. .

Canon Matheson oceupied the chair. The judges selected were :
Dr. Manahan, chosen by Wesley; IFather Drummond by St. Johu's,
and these chose a third viz.,, Mr. Isaac Campbell, but he being called
out of the city, Mr. Perdue was chosen.

The St. Joh’s men made a strong defence of the sciences as ap-
plicd to the life of our day. It only remained; however, for Wesley's
representatives to show that the civilization of to-day involved all tho
history of the past, that it can only be interpreted hy that past, that it
includes the make-up of the individual unit, and that in all this the
exaet seiences had come along at too late a day to play the part of the
* most potent factor.” The judges decided unanimously that Wesley’s
contentions must carry.  Our opponents took defeat in the sanie mag-
nanimous fashion in which they wear victory. Such being the case, we
find always our contests with them a pleasure.

‘We have not learned all there is to know about this business. The
history of these contests is but beginning. They are, if wiscly conduc-
ted, certainn to nourish the esprit de corps of each College—a feature
conspicuously absent just now amongst us.

The interest taken in the series by the public and by the College
authoritics is very encouraging. The score is now a tic between Mani-
toba and Wesley.  As we go to press we learn that Manitoba has decided
to withdraw, the reason assigned being the death of thejr Principal.  To
us, such an action scems regrettable and unnecessary.

THE STUDENT VOLUNTEER MOVEMENT FOR FOREIGN
MISSIOXNS.
(Especially written for “Vox.™)

Anmong the remarkable movements ot the present century, none in
the College world has been more signiticant than is the one which aims
at securing * a suflicient number of candidates for forcign missionary
service, to meet the excessive demands of the various churches.™  Or-
ganically separate from the other Christian College movements, it has
worked throngh the Young Men's and Yonng Women’s Christian As-
sociations in developing a strong and intelligent enthusiasn for world-
wide Christian conquest.  During the twelve years of its existence it
has enlisted some five thousand students from Canada and the United
States, and from these the various missionary socictics have selected a
nmber equal to about one for every three days of that time. Tt has
helped many others in their preparation, so that to-day, with the possible
exception of medical mission work, it has supplied more than the sufli-
cient muuber of candidates for the present needs. Tt has been instru-
mental in organizing the missionary department of the College Chris-
tian \ssociations, making it one of the strongest lines of Christian work
in the institutions.

In this there has been a companion work of generating, through
study. thought. and prayer, a strong and vigorous sentiment. among stu-
detits not preparing for missionary work, for the extension of Christs
Kingdom. 1t originated the plan of sending the College students out
among the young people’s societies of the chirehes, to give them the
same inspiration.  In its watchword, “The Evangelization of the World
in this Generation.” it has set before the students and before the Charch
an ideal such as demands the highest type of self-sacrifice and loyalty
to Him who comman’ +d that we make known the savour of His know-
ledge in all the carth.
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With all this enlargement of activities the Student Volunteer
Movement. for Foreign Missions does not forget its primary purpose,
and looking into the signs of progress in spiritual expansion, it still calls
consecrated students to consider the demands and privileges of life ser-
vice in the foreign mission fields.  With this in view it has large faith
that the day hastens when all the ends of the carth shall see the salva-
tion of our God.
