Rev. G :orge Munro, Hamilton, the
able editor of the DiscipLE or CuRrisT
AND CANADIAN EVANGELIST gave an
address on the subject, * What doest
thou here, Elijah?”  The address took
the form of an inquiry as to the position
and prospect of the Disciples of Ontario,
a statement of their distinctive position
from their standpoint, and the neces-
sity of maintaining it and advancing
their wotk. The position of the Dis-
ciples was, he said, a plea for primitive
Christianity, for union on the basis of
the Bible alone, and opposition to all
human creeds as tests of fellowship and
conditions of church membership.
The Disciples believe that this is the
original basis of union. They hold
that the conditions of membership in
the Church of Christ, as ordained by
Himself, and preached and praciiced
by His apostles, are that they should
belicve in Jesus Christ as the Son of
God with all their hearts, repent of their
sins, and confess before men Jesus as
Lord, and who are baptized (immersed)
in the name of the Father, Son and
Holy Spirit.  Also that they are en-
titled to membership in the Church ot
Christ so long as their walk and con.
wversation becometh the Gospel of
Christ. ‘The address maintained that
these principles should be energetically
proclaimed and'urgently preached, and
the signs of the times indicated that
they were propitious times tor the ad-
vocacy of these principles.

The speaker also said that the Inter-
denominational Union of Christian En.
deavor has apparently served its pur-
pose in the providence of God asa
movement for Christian union, as they
saw such leading denominations as the
Metrodists and Baptists establishing
young people’s unions of their own.

EVENING SESSINN.

Rev. R. A. Burriss, of Bowmanville,
preached the evening sermon, which
was a very eloquent address on the
subject of ** The Forward Look.” He
chose for his text, ** Forgetting the
things which are behind and stretching
forward to the things which are before.”
Philippians m1. 13.

The preacher began by dwelling on{
the fact that the past with its successesi’
and failures, its joys and sorrows, was
irreparable. The present was the only
contribution which the past could give
them. From the vantage ground of
the present he asked them to glance
at the prospect of the future. They
had before them new opportunities for
makng their lives better, and new op-
portunities for obtaining knowledge.
There was also before them new duties
and new difficulties. To the preacher’s
mind, the future was as bright as the
sure movement of the divine purpose
could makeit. There was before them
the era of applied Christianity—less of
visions and dreams and more regard
for Chrisnanity that goes into the
world and fights for the oppressed, suc-
cors the weak and carries healing into
hearts and homes. Sentimental relig-
ion whose sentiment effervesces in a
sigh was at a discount ; religions rap-
ture does not rescue the * submerged
tenth.” A Christianity that offe.s to
a hunrying world dogmas instead of
bread. fine speculations instead of
clothes, beautiful systems instead of
shelter, cannot find place very much
longer in a world where the cries of the
needy break through our comfortable
studies and elegandy appointed church-
es, merging themselves in the rich
tones of the organ and making them
weep and wail.

The time was at hband when Chiis-
tianity must justify its existence by an
imitatiun of ns firunder. That they
were approaching this era the signs of
the times proclaimed.  The cffort was
being made to realize more of the king-
dom of God on earth, in work done in

jal habits, better bSusiness practices,
better politics and better citizenship.
The era of simple Christianity was be-
fore them, also an era ut free and un-
fettered inquiry into the Christian
truth. Simpleness of aim and cffort ever
had been and ever would be the secret
of all noble human atcomplishment.

Mrs. Candace Lhamon Smith, for-

merly a missionary n Japan, was pres-

The Baptists pro
posed union on the basis of the New
Hampshire confession of faith, and
closer communion, which the Disciples
could not agree to.

SATURDAY MORNING.

There was a very noticeable increase
inThe attendance when the conference
began on Saturday morning. C Sin-
clair, Collingwood, read the obituary
report. Special reference was made to
the loss sustained by the drowning of
the son of President Hugh Black, of
Rockwood, and also to the death of D.
G. McKillap, West Lorne.

After the adoption of the report J. G.
Scott, Turonto, sang a solo, aund Rev.
J. Lediard, Owen Sound, led in prayer.

Then the discussion on the report of
the Committee on Education was con-
tinued. The remarks were confined
altogether 10 the qu.stion of the con-
tinvance of the Bible School at Toronto.

Mr. A. C. Gray, Lobo, an under-
graduate of Toront . Unwversity, spoke
strongly, favoring the continuance.

Rev. J. H. Hardin, co:responding
secretary of the Home Missionary
Sariety, Cincinnati, Ohio, a graduate
of Lexington, Kentucky, Bible College,
was also strongly in favor of the schoui.
He said that the lack of pioper educa-
tional facilities caused the young men
of the denomination 1o go to the Bible
colleges in the United States. After
spending three or four ycars in the
States, and manying a Yankee girl,

‘they were all inclined to stay there.

He pointed out that perhaps fifty of the
most talented Disciple preachers of the
Siates came originally from the Prov.
inces of Canada. The college would
be a growth, he said, and if they had
one in twenty-five years they should be
proud.

Rev. P. Baker, Everton, threw cold
water on the scheme of home education
of Disciple ministers. They were $150
in debt yet as a result of the first ses-
sion of the Bible School in Toronto.
He wanted to know where the funds
were t0 come from.

Several delegates interrupted Mr.
Baker by asking if he believed the
money would not be paid.

Mr. Baker admitted that he thought

it would. He went on to say that one
gentleman who intended leaving the
Disciples several thousand dollars
threatened to divert the amount for
fear it would be used for educational
purposes. Then Mr. Baker raised a
storm by hinting that the Board had
kept the Co-operation in the dark on

the subject.
Rev. George Fowler and Rev. Geo.

Munro got after Mr. Baker, who modi-
fied his statement by saying that the
Co-operation had been kept in the dark
as to the means of obtaining funds.

This Mr. Munro also denied. He
said, with Mr. Hardin, that the college
would have to be a growth. They
might just as well bring out the self.
binder the day after seeding and expect
to reap the harvest as to expect to see
immediate results,

The question of an entrance standard
of education was touched on, and a
great difference of opinion manifested.
Some wanted a university edncation
and others thought a second-class cer-
tificate was plenty. Others believed
that the ability to read and write was
all that was necessary,

“ Tt is hardly necessary 10 have pro-
fessors teaching elementary subjects,”
said Mr. R. McMillan, Guelph.

“ We don’t want university gradu-
ates,” said Rev. Geo. Fowler.  “ You
can’t build up the cause in Canada by
B. Ais.  We have been trying for fifty

years and fmr''ed.”
Rev, F. M. Rains, Cincinnati, Ohio,

was called on as a financier. He
strongly urged the continuance of the
school. If necessary they could get
money not only in Canada, but in the
States.  “ We want more faith than
Greek,” said Mr. Rains.

An amendment by T. Whitehead,
seconded by James Tolon, was reagd.
It recommended that the school be
continued, it the Board of Managers
have the funds at their dispo al, or
have reason to believe that the funds
are available without baving to draw
on any other fund.

Rev. T. L. Fowler characterized the
amendment as a polcy of delay, and
Mr. Tolton denied that with vche-

mence.
‘The discussion was prolonged uniil

1:15, an hour and a half after the time
set for adjournment. The vote finally
stood 23—23, but on a recount the or-
iginal motion to continue the school,
with Rev. T. L. Fowler as principal,
was declared carried. The motion was
then made unanimous.

The ladies of the Co-operation guar-
anteed $1co of the cxpenses, the en-
dowment fund $1350 more, and a dele.
gate |.~omised $50. A high standard

of admission was not insisted upon,
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but it was tacitly understood that the
standard should be raised as the school
progressed.

Saturday was a busy day at the Con-
vention of Disciples of Christ—yester-

"day was even more so, The more pro-

gressive of the Co-operation were jubi-
lant over the wictory gained on the
Bible School question, and believe that
the continuance of the school recently
started in Toronto marks an era in the
hitory of the body. It practically
means the inception of what may in
years to come prove a worthy competi-
tor with the number of far-famed Bible
colleges supported by the body in the
United States.  An interesting feature
of the divission was the fact that lady
delegates voted, and the majority were
on the side ol progress and the school.
Another feature of the division was the
readiness with which the minority
bowed to the will of the majority, and
the leader of the opposition was the
first to move that the matter be made
unanimous.

The routine work was pleasantly di-
versified during the afternoon, when a
number of little children, representing
the mission bands of the Church of the
Disciples in St. Thomas and Mr. Fow-
ler’s church at Elizabeth street, gave a
number of very cleverly-executed kin-
dergarten exercises. They were directed
by Mrs. W. W. Coulter, St. Thomas,
and Miss Libby Pitcher, London, and
the drill reflected credit both on the
patience of the teachers and the apti-
tude of the children. The ladies of
the O. C. W. B, M. surrendered an
hour or so of time, as did their breth-
ren in convention, and afterwards the
two conferences resumed,

The Disciples elected their board of
managers, which is, with one exception,
tle samz as last year. Mr. R. N. Rice,
St. Thomas, takes the place of Mr. A.
J. Tnompson, Hillsburg. The other
managers are: President, Hugh Black,
Rockwood ; vice-president, John Camp-
bell, Eric Mills, St. Thomas; record-

ing secretary, J. W. Kilgour, Guelph ;

corresponding secretary, T. L. Fowler,
Toronto ; treasurer, John McKinnon
Everton; J. H. H. Jury, Bowmanville ;,
Thos. Whitehead, Walkerton: John
Black, Rockwood; S. E. McKee,
Erin ; George Munro, Hamilton.

The commiitee on nominations placed
themselves on record by dropping
from the board the names of those
pastors whose churches were in receipt
of funds controlied by the board. But
the convention would not hear of los-
ing the services of such tried and true
men as Rev. George Munro, Hamilton;
Rev. T. L. Fowler, West Lorne, and
J. W. Kilgour, Guelph,’and the argu-

ments put forth so cenvinced even the
committee themselves, that they were
foremost in replacing the names.

The ladies of the O. C. /. B. M.
elected the following officers before
finally adjourning : President, Mrs. S.
M. Brown, Wiarton ; Vice-Presidents,
Mrs. George Munro, Hamilton ; Mrs.
W. B. Malcolm, Toronto; Mrs. D.
Oiliphant, London ;.and Mrs, E. Mc-
Clurg, Ivan ; Corresponding Secretary,
Miss L. V. Rioch, Hamilton ; Record-
ing Secretary, Miss M. A. Sinclair,
Poplar Hill ; Treasurer, Miss Jennie
Fleming ; Kilsyth.

On Saturday evening, Mis. C. L.
Smith, a returned Japanese missionary,
gave a very interesting statement of
the work in that country. Rev. F. M.
Raine, Cincinnati, Q., Corresponding
Secretary of the Foreign Mission Board,
supplemen:ed Mrs. Smith’s remarks by
a vigorous appeal, which was especially
direcied to the children.

Service was held in the church on
Sunday morning, when Rev. J. H.
Hardin, Cincinnati, O., and Secretary
of the United States Home Mission
Board, delivered an interesting and
instructive discourse. In the after-
noor, Rev. F. M. Rains addressed a
large audience in the Agricultural Hall,
in Queen’s Purk. His theme was mis-
sionary work, and his remarks were
based on Paul’'s missionary catechism,
as recorded in a portion of Romans,

chapter x.
Paul’s missionary catechism was

evangelical, the preacher said. There
was no difference between men in the
sight of God. There was only one test
with God—* Whosoever shall call upon
the name of the Lord shall be saved,”
This was the onlytest. God loved the
lowliest man in the world as well as the
greatest. It was no mere accident
that people to-day had all the privileges
of the gospel. It was the results of the
efforts of the noble men who carried
the gospel to their forefathers. It was
a mistaken idea that God had special
love tor the English-speaking and other
civilized races, and none for the natives
of China, India or the isles of the sea.

It was the supreme object of the church |

to send the Gospel to the heathen.
Midnight darkness was resting on more
than half of the world to-day, and it
was their duty and God's comumand to
march on to these lands of darkness
and send the life-light to them,

The address was a vigorous appeal
for the suppnrt of missions, and made a
lasting impression.

Rev. J. H. Hardin preached again in
the evening.

At the close of the morning service,
the Lord’s Supper was administered by

Revs. T. L. Fowler and George Munro.

For this reason the
annual report will be brief and general,

The little interest taken in Home
Missions and the constquent urcer-
tainty of the reveuue have always oc-
casioned much anxiety upon the part of
the managers.

\Whi'c the past year has been no ex.
ception in this respect, it has, for other
reasons, been a very happy one. In
the essential features it has, we believe,
been the most succe sful year in the
history of our work.

The following are brief reports from
the churches receciving aid from the
Co-operation :

INTERNATIONAL BRIDGE.

In compliance with *ur request
for an account of the work done
here during the past year, I send the
following : There have been twelve
additions by baptism during the
year. A few have made a confession
of Christ, but objected to being im-
mersed, although they still attend
our services. A few others have
been immersed but have not taken
membership with us. Our audiences
are fairly large, and our work has
interested many who were altogether
indifferent to spiritual matters form-
erly.

TORONTO.

During the year there have been
281 services held in the church, in-
cluding the regular preaching ser-
vices, protracted meeting services,
Sunday-school, Endeavor, and pray-
er-meeting services. This does not
include Ladies’ Aid, Auxiliary Mis-
sionary meetings and a few cottage
prayer-meetings.

There have been 33 baptisms, 26
of those baptized have taken mem-
bership ; some are vet to be re-
ceived. 33 have been received by
letter or commendation, making a
total of 39 additions.” 13 have been
dismissed by letter, leaving a net
gain of 46.

There has been a normal growth
in every department of our work.
The Sunday-school and Endeavor
societies will be reported by their
representatives at the London meet.
ing. The unity and good fellowship
of the church have been z great de-
light to us all. Nothing has occurred
to mar our poeace.

I have not kept a record of my
calls for the entire year, but upon
the basis of the record of the last six
months, | estimate them at 6350.

Besides help given in a number of
instances to our own poor, we sent
105 men to the Salvation Army
Shelter for lodgings.

Our means are limited ; we are
crippled by indebtedness; but we
ardently pray for a growing and
beneficent work.

Our weckly collections for the year
averaged a little less than $2q.350 per
Sunday, but for the last few mounths
have averaged a little over $S30 per
Sunday. In order to pay pastor’s
salary and current expenses for this
next year, it will be necessary for us
to'raise $2,400. If the weekly col-
lections keep at the present average,
we will have from this source $1,600;
and if Sunday receipts for current
expenses are the same as last year
($50), we will have a total of $1,650
receipts to meet an absolutely neces-
sary expenditure of $2,400, leaving
us short of funds to the extent of
$750. To help meet this shortage
of 8750, we ask the Board to grant
us at least the same allowance as
last year ($400), as without this as-
sistance it will be almost impossible
for us to get along, for we are now
doing our utmost to meet our finan-
cial obligations. [ might say that
in addition to meeting our current ex-
penses, we are expected to pay off
$1000 yearly on our first mortgage
debt. Last year we were unable to
do anything in this direction, but are
making a big effort to pay of $1,000
on the 20th June next, so that with
one thing and another it is a con-
stant struggle to meet our financial
obligations. We have every confi-

dence in the future, as we feel sure
that with better times, through
God's blessing, we can gradually
wipe off our debt, and then instead
of heing helped we will help others.
We have paid off over $4,000 of our
debt since 1891, besides paying up
all interest and current expenses.
Our debt at present is : First mort-
gage, $10,000; second mortgage,
$3,500. Total, $13,500.

In September last, Bro. T. L.
Fowler, who was appointed princi-
pal of the Bible «chool established in
Toronto by our brethren, tendered
his resignation as pastor of the
church, to the deep regret of the
members and others. At the sug-
gestion of the Ontario Board, Bro.
George Fowler, formerly of Guelph,
was selected as his brother’s succes-
sor. He has followed the line laid
down by his predecessor, viz:~in-
cessant house to house work, almost
every day in the week, and the
church has grown rapidly, as the
following figures will show: Net
membership, 1st June, 1894, 122;
increase, 6o; decrease, 17; nett
membership at date, 165. Since the
1st January last, 46 bave been added
by baptism and three otherwise
added. In addition to these, tw.
have made the good confession, but
have not yet been baptized. For
some months past, cottage prayer-
meetings have been held at the home
of Bro. and Sister Hill. Similar
meetings bave also been held at the
residence of Sister Hunt. By this
means numbers have been added to
the church. Since last report, we
have reduced our debt by $200, be-
sides paying interest on mortgage—
$144. “his leaves our indebted-
ness $2,200 principal with accrued
interest from 6th March last. Tak-
ing into consideration the continued
depression in business circles, and
the fact that the American Board
has discontinued their grant, these

results may be regarded with satis-
faction. The additions to the church
have been from among those posess-
ing little orno means. The increase
in financial strength has, therefore,
not been commensurate with the
growth in numbers. The atten-
dance at our Sunday-school has in-
creased about forty per cent., and a
number of the scholars have obeyed
the gospel. The other departments
of the church are in good working
order. The truth has been boldly
and fajthfully proclaimed by Bro.
Fowler. Recently, our house of
worship has been crowded every
Lord’s day cvening. Sometimes,
numbers could not find seats and
were obliged to go elsewhere.

It is evident that the presentation
of our plea is making a deep impres-
sion on our religious uneighbors.
Many are heard to express taeir dis-
satisfaction with denominationalism.

Indications point to a large in-
gathering during the coming year.

I left for Manitoulin Island in Oc-
tober, and spent, [ think, five Lord’s
days there. [ had not time, on ac-
count of starting late in the season,
to visit several places where work
had been done two to four years ago.

It
is the best village on the island.

They would very much
like to have some one working on
the island this coming summer, in-
deed, they think they could do some-
thing to keep a man all the time.

To THE ONTARIO AND MARITIME
Provinces, C. W. B. M.

Dear Sisters: The year has rolled on
its golden days till we all are again
making preparation for the annual con-
vention. What a happy, joyful year it

has been! In it I have realized mor:
than ever before the joy of being a fel-
low-worker with you all in the vineyard
of our Master, and have learned more
of the restfulness there is in putting my
whole trust in my Saviour, Truly He
has blessed me above all that 1 could
have asked or thought.

Dear sisters, may you have a real,
spiritual feast in this your eighth con-
vention. May God’s richest blessings
be with you in all your efforts for
Christ and His church.

The account of my work dating from
last year’s report to the end of March
of the year will not differ materially
from last year.

The school on Matsugawa Cho is
still a source of great pleasure. Theat-
tendance has increased to fifty. There
are others who wish to come, but there
is really only room fer forty.

The Sunday-school has from sixty-
seven to seventy in attendance. Since
last Christmas I found it abeolutely
necessary to divide it into classes. O
Gin San and O Kura San, whose ac-
quaintance you have alieady made, are
two of the teachers, and right well they
do their work.

The only disadvantage in havmg!
classes is that 1t requires more room, ,
and some Sundays, when more than
the usual number come, it is really
perplexing to know what to do with the
scholars.  However, 1 have hopes that
some day not very far distant, I may be
able to put up a hittle building that will
accommodate all who wish to cowme.
This schoul is a little more than two
years old, and we are beginning to see
rich fruits from it. In visiting the
parents of the children we found many
instances where the children had talked
to their parents of Jesus, There werg
some who wished to know more and
came when possible to our mectings ;
others who found 1t impossible to at-
tend we visited as often as po-sible.
Am convinced more than ever that the
way to reach the people here is through
the children.- .

The woman’s meeung has been well
attend=d all year, from six to eight-
women, b:sides children, being present -
at every meeting. We have reaped two
souls for the Kingdom from this meet. :
ing, and there are others who wish to,
be Chnstians but their dusbands wilt
not al'ow them. Sull the seed has.
been sown and God will take care of it

The school at Yarai cho is the one
you remember we found it necessary
to move. The new location has not
proved satisfactory. The attendance
is pcor, both in the day and the Sun-
day schools. The night meeting was
closed, as no one came.

Tauamachi school has always been
a little model. Here, to00, the accom-
modation is insufficient. The night
wmeeting is encouraging. Have had
some Inquirers. A woman’s meeting,
held once a week, was started the be-
ginning of last month. The attend-
ance so far has been very hopeful.
Miss Oldham purposes, with funds re-
ceived from home churches and from
her own privale means, to build a
school and combine Jarai cho and
Tana machi schools. The lot has
already been secured, and we hope

Therc ate
othurs from our schonls and meetinzs
who wish to accept Christ, but cannot
on account of fathers or hushands.

‘This is the iast repart I can have the
pleasure of giving in conneclion with
Miss Oldham. We have hived together
very happily at Enoki Machi for two
years; and it was with sad hearts we
packed up first her things and sent
them to her new home and then, about
ten days later, my belongings were
taken over ‘o a large, duty, old,
rambling house in Koishi Kawa Ku,
which the mission has rented for the
Girls’ Home and ‘T'raining School for
Bible women.  With the aid of car-
penter, paper-hamer, etc., we have
made the jlace quite respectable.

On the first of Aprit T was called
upon to welcame the girls again to my
heart and home, and happy I was to
doso, f r I had learncd to love them
very dearly when they were wich us
before.  Herceforth my work 1s the
entire care of these girls.  Besides this,
the Training Schael for Bible women
has been put under my care.

I ployed, pupils taught, and after this it
;would take some time before the work

would be ready for the market. ‘Then

there is the expense of keeping the pu-
pils in food and clothing during this
time. In the meantime, what must I
do with those who are ready to work,
{yet thete 1s no work for them, and we
inced helpers so much. I have thoughi
much of the great and responsible
work which God has seen fit to place in
my hands, and tremble upon entering
it. I have not accepted it 1n my own
strength, but on His, feeling that He
who has given me such a work will
with the same give strength to perform
it.  Bur how near I must always be to
Him to get that strength! Pray for
me. dear sisters, that I may never tike
.one step alone. 1 have felt strength.
1cncd, knowing that I had your prayers
.in the past. Do not fail in this my
haur of greatest need.

Please accept my heartfelt thanks for
your many kindnesses during the year.
So many have wntten helpful, encour-
aging letters. I mu-t close, wishing
you every blessing in your convention.
Though not there in person, will be in
spirit, and my prayers shall mingle with
yours.

the whole body assembled to be read
and re-read and read again. Now it
was ready.for discussion. Each article
was taken up and carefully considered.
Untiringly your devoted women sat in
these deliberations, denying themselves
the pridilege of the Co-operation ses-
sions, and scarce taking time so much
as to eat or to sleep. When the last
article, the last sectivn and the last
amendment, had been discussed and
adopted, they still felt that their work
was imperfect in some details. The
most efficient and conscientious work-
ers find it most difficult to satisfy them-
selves, for their ideals are highest. If
you, my sisters, possessed of the same
high ideals, detect some imperfections
in the finished work, you will remember
the prayers, the labors, the weariness
with which it was accomplished, and
say “It is good.” The defects, if such
there really be, will remedy themselves
with time and experience. If all will
labor as hard to carry out the best
intents of the conslitution as these
sisters have done to frame it,a marvel-
ous cra is before you.

The discussion as to the apportion-
ment of fundsfor home and foreign work
seemed complicated by the fact that
some auxiliaries send in their contri-
butions labeled * Forhome work only,’
while not a few ticket and check their’
funds straight through to the * foreign
field. Now the field is the world, and
1 would urge upon all auxiliaries the
advantage of leaving your officers free
to carty out the instructions and resol-
utions of the conventions, in whose
decisions you will always be entitled to
avoice. Decide in convention assem-
bled what will be the best plan of work
for the year, and what amount or per
cent. of funds shall be appropriated to
this or that special point. Then turn
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your funds into the treasury, trusling
your chosen board of officers to distrib-
ute according to the wisdom of the
annual decisions, If your] money and
reports are promptly sent in this way

. to the proper person and place your

Board may know for monthsin advance
what to depend upon, and plan system-
atically for all expenditures. Try it,
this year, and if all is not done as you
think it should be, send up your well
instructed delegate to the next conven.
tion to help correct the error. I think
all will readily see the helpfulness of
such a course.

Your convention wisely planned to
enlarge the work in all directions,
voting increased sums to Miss Rioch
for much needed helpers and facilitics
for her school and industrial training
department, and increased sums, as
well, 1o the development of work in
Canada.
