MR. GEDDIE’S JOURNAL.
Aneiteum, Oct. 10i%, 1859.

DEar Brernren,—More than cleven
years have elapsed siace we first landed
on thig island. During this eventful
period in its history, we have passed
through varied scenes, and witnessed
many changes. 1 feel as if we now had
a special call for thankfuluess to God
for all his mercies to us.

T can report favorabiy of the general
progiess of Christianity during the past
year. 'The interest of the matives in
religious Insirusti:n is sach 235 to en-
conrage us in cur jabousrs, and to make
them plonsant rather than otherwi
jtis truethat we have fo Booent mnch

We have recently added to the bum-
ber of our deacons. There are now
twenty-one in the church at my station.
This class of office-bearers we have
found to be indispensible on this island.
The first cave is the widows, who being
a new class in society, have no acknow-
ledged rights. Thoy also superintend
all labour for the missicn, and take
charge of all collections of native pro-
perty that are made for the cause.—
They are likewise expected to bury the
dead, who in the days of heathenigmn
were thvown into the sea. It devolves

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they learn much from listening to others.
Many of them can repeat the catechism,
the ten commardments, and portions of
scripture, who have not yet been able
to learn thu alphabet. The schools
meet atsuprise, as any other time would
be unsuitable to the natives. After
school is over they go to their work. In
a few years, when onr scholars are con-
fined to the young, the schools will be
reduced in number and size.

At each of the two principal stations
there is an advanced school. Each of
these schools is attended by about 100
schol.rs, chiefly young men and young
wemen of promise.  Instructions are
given in'reading, writing and cypher-
ing, geography and scripture history.—
The school at my statior has been under
Brs, Geddie’s eharge fur nearly three
years, but as its duties are now becem-
nton Lurdenseme for her, 1 hepe s
so-nas our new church is conpleted to
assist Ler in it There e scholars
sttending it frem all pavis of the dis-
trict, who live in gruss hoeuses Tuilt
near the mission premices.  We are
about to Luild w new schoul house, as
the one which is now  occupicd has
becosne entirely too smali for the num-
ber who attend.

It gives me great pleacare to irform
vou that the trenslation of the New
Pestament in this language, has been
completed. _About two-thirds of it have
been printed, and the remainder is in
manuscript. We hope to bave a new
and revised =dition of it printed by the
British and Foreign Bible Society.—
Mr. Inglis, who expects to go home in
the “John Williams,” will carry it
threugh the press. In a language so
recently reduced to a written form, we
have found some difficulty in expressing
the truths of divine revelation as intel-
ligibly as we could wish, yet I hope that
our version does not contain any mate-
rinl errors. I feel thankful to God that
I have been permitted to share in the
work of translating a portion of his
Holy Word in a new language.

The natives of this island, I believe,
appreciate what has been done for them,
and they have always showa a readiness
to relieve as much as poseible the ex-
penses of the mission. Kor some years
past they have made annual collections
of native property, eousisting of mats,
:&e., for the heathen islands around us.
We have found their contributions use-
ful {or our teachers, and also as prescats

A
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to friendly chiefs and others. But we
have recently suggested to our natives
the duty of duing something for the
cause in a way that may directly aid
themselves. and eventually make the
mission self-supporting. They bave
cheerfully agreed to this, and at our
suggestion the people of most of the
villages have made small plantations of
arrow-root, which, when ripe, will be
prepared and collected at our annual
missionary meetings. It will then bhe
exported and sold for the benefit of the
mission. There is no other way in
which, in the present circumstances of
the island, the natives can directly aid
the cause. I cannct promise that much
will be done for some years, but we
Ialior among a people who apjear to he
willing to do what they can,

You will regret to Lear of the death
of Nohoar, the principal chiel of the
district in which T reside, und the man
of highest standing in the islund.——
When we sriived at this island we
found him a savage and wicked man,
who was much feaved and hated by his
peaple.  Ife allowed us to land, but
gave us hittle encouragement to liope
that he would ever embrace Christian-
ity. His infloence indeed was for
long time directed against the cause.—
After some years his opposition calmed
down, and he eventually abandoned
heathenism. Ie took the side of Chris-
tianity at the very time when th2 mis-
sion was in the midst of its greatest
trials. Ilis previous hostility had been
8o marked that his sincerity was for
some t'me doubted, but he soon gave
evidence of it, by giving up maoy hea-
thenish customs, parting with one of
his wives, abandoning the use of kava,
cutting off his long hair, &c. All his
influence was now exerted in faver of
Christianity, when the heathen were
threatening our own lives and the de-
struction of all the Christian party. ¥
shall never forget his kindnesss to my-
self and my family when my house was
set on fire at midnight by the heathen.
For more than two montha after this
event he slept in my house every night
for our safety, and said that the heathen
must kill him before doing any injury
to us. Indeed had not this man beea
raised of to befriend the mission, it s

uestionable if it would have risen aboye
the opposition arrayed againstit, After
Nohoat embraced Christianity, he be-
came & humble disciple at the feet of

Rt
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Jesus. Though sixty years of age, he
attended school very regularly every
morning, and bis seat in the church
was never vacant when ho was able to
attend. It was not to be expected that
a man who had spent his da?vs under a
degrading heathenism, would become
at the close of life an intelligent, and in
all respects consistent Christian. He
was naturally proud, passionate and
dece:tful, but with all his infirmities T
helieve he was a good man. No man
did more for Christianity on this island
than Nohoeat, and yet none suffered so
much as he did fiom the change effected
by it.  The class of chiefs to which he
belonged were regarded with religions
veneration, while they lived, and wor-
shipped after death. But when Chris-
tiarity divested him of his saered char-
acter, he was po longer dreaded by the
peoplo, amd heine an unpopular man in
the dax~ of Bestbenisn, helest much of
his intlucnee which he never recovered.
When the mission to Pana was under-
taken Ly teachers from this jdand,
Nulyat renderved juvaluable aid.  Iav-
ing spent eeverad vears on Tana, he
coulid speak the lancuage of that island
flucntly, and  his wfluence was also
great there.  Ile made frequent visits
at our request, and travelled through
different parts of the island, telling the
Tanese what Christianity had done for
Aneiteuw, and urging them alse to
embrace it. Being an eloquent and
earncst man, bis visits did much good,
and prepared the way for the entrance
of missionaries into that island. He
was on a visit to Tana when he took
his last illness, which s.as brought on
by a severe cold caught while absent.
H}; suffered much after his return home,
and died after an illnees of about three
weoeks. The last intexview that I had
with him was two days before his death.
I was going from home on duty and
called to see him beforeleaving. Isaw
that he was a dying mau. He told me
that there was one thing that gave him
une:siness, and that washis susper.sion
from the church some months presious.
The offence for which discipline had
Peen exercised in his case was not &
ve one. It was intended to restore
im, as he had given very satisfastory
evidence of penitence. After I l1efs he
sent frequently for Mrs. Geddie, and
she had some very interesting couvér-
sations with him. He codfessed the
wickedness of his lifs, but expresicd a

humble hope of salvation through Jesus
Christ. His latter end was peaceful.—
Nohoat is now no more, and I have lost
in him a sincere friend. 1le is succeed-
ed by his son Luthella, who is ono of
my deacons and teachers. He is an
excellent young man, ard will, I truat,
be a blessing to the island. Though
young in years he is much respected by
the people. Ile is even row by far the
most influential man on the island.

I have in former letters intormed you
of the afflictions which have befallen
the Tana mission. Mrs. Paton, whom
we all greatly esteemed, died in ebra-
ary, very suddenly. IHer hereaved
husband was soon after laid up with
fever and ague, from whici: he has suf
fered more or less ever since.  ITe has
heen recruiting laiely, but his heulth s
by nemeans robust, I trust that his
viluslle Ble may he spaced long, Me.
Matheson commenced s labors on T
na, as you are aware, in delicate heaith
last year.  The conrequence was, that
he soon broke down, and we thousht 3§
advisable to remove bim to this izland.
As this is the most heaithy time of the
year, his he Ith has improved a little,
Lut it would be too much to sey thas
any decided change for the Letter has
taken place. lle has been very anxious
to return to his station on Tana, hut
Mr Inglis and I, after consulting the
surgeon of Her Majesty’s Ship ‘Corde-
lia’ which lately visited this island,
have decidedly opposed his wishes. We
sympathise with Mr. Matheson, and ad-
mire his devotedness to the missionary
work, but to accede to his request in
present circumstances would be unkind
to bimself, cruel to Mrs. Matheson, und
injurious to the cause. In the mean
time, as o temporary arrangement, Mr.
and Mrs, Matheson occupy a station on
this island, in a populous district where
they are very useful. In theabsenceof
Mr Matheson from Tana, his property
has been untouched by the natives, and
they plead earnestly for his return.—
Mr Copeland, who spent the last season
on Tana, is now oo this island, to take
Mr Inglis’ place during his ahsence.

The native teachers on the neighbor-
ing islands are well. But we have to
lament the death of two of them during
the past year. One of them was killed
on Nins, to revenge the death of some
natives of that island who were killed
here prabably 50 years ago. The other
was stationed on Tana and died after s
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fow hours illness, when he was from
home on a visit.  Both these men were
cut off so suddenly, that we know no-
thine of their dying experience. But
we fondly cherish the hope, that they
died trusting in that Seviour whom
they were lahoring to make known to
the heathen.

The “John Wiilliams” arrived at this
islangd some days ago. and has just sail-
ed on o voyage to the ncighboring is-
Jands. She will take on board Mr, and
Mrs Inglis and my three children, and
then commence her homeward voyage,
ealling at the more Eastern jslands by
the way. Her movements will be so
regulated as to double Cape Horn about
February, which is midsummer there,
She will_¢arry home at Jeast four mis-
sion families, and about thirty children,
natives of n trepical climate. It is
probable thag she will arrive-in London
about the end of May or early in June.
The “John Willinms” will leave behind
many a bereaved parent, and many &
bleceding heart. .

We were glad to gee in the * John
Williams” the Rev.3r. Turner of the
Samoan mission, who has come to visit
these islands, and the Rev. Messrs,
Mc¥arlane and Baker with their wives,
who are destined for Lifu.  Mr. Turner
was one ‘of the missionaries who first
accompanied us to this jsland. He
seemed much impressed with the change
which has taken place since he was
here. lle is now about to visit bhis
native country after an absence of 19
vears. The brethren who have come
to reside on Lifu appear to be amiable
and devoted men. I doubt not but
they wiil be kindly received by the
natives of that island. who have been
asking for missionaries for years. It is
sad, however, to think tuat they will
{ind Freneh vriests Lefore them.

We have this day sent two teachers
in the “Jebn Wilhiams,” to be landed
on Fate or Sandwich Island, The mor-
tality among the Samoan or Rarotongan
teachers stationed on that island, has
been 0 great that it must be abandonied
unless occupied by teachers who can
stand the climate. It is thought that

te reside there. I have have given.up
two of my most useful teachers for this
service. Their names are Thivthiv and
“Vathea, both married men,

oidained as deacons in ourchurch about:

two years 3go, and are much esteemed
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- aind. Pebrusryiof the prbdent. yedr.:: Not
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by the people.  May God protect them
and abandantly ?less their lahors,

1 hope that Mr. Inglix may he induced
to extend his visit to Nova Scatin. We
have wveen so intimately associnted in
our lubours on thisisland that you may
regard him as une of your own mission-
avies. He is an excellent man and a
valuable missionary. The expenses of
a vigit to Nova Scotia would he manifold
repaid by the interest which I am sure
he would awaken in the cause,

Iam just preking up a few things to
send by the “John Williams,” which
may interest you. There is a wooden
deity from New Caledonin, sacred stones
formerly worshipped on Aneiteum,stone
axes used by the natives, women’s
dresses made of pandanus leaf, armlets,
necklaces, bracelets and iwaist-bands,
from varicus iglanas, clubs, spears and
bows, and arrows ; many of the arrows
are pointed with human bones, and some
of them are besmeared with a virulent
poison, so that they must he handled
with caution, though I imagine the
poisop has Iest some of its virtue from
time. I have also received from the
Samoan teachers on Savage Island,who
formerly lived on Amneiteum, some na-
tive cloth and valuable curiosities,which
I will forward tv you

I have he. rd that Mr. Johnston was
to leave Nova Scotia last month for
these 1slands. T s is cheering news
indeed- 1 trust that “efore many
months have elapscd we may be cheered
by his arrival here. May he in due
time be followed liy othors. The harvest
in therse islands is great, but alas! how
few the labourers.

LETTER FRO MR COPELAND.

Anetteum, New IHebrides.
Aug. 25, 1854,

My dear Sir,—.. . . . I was pleased
o hear that the interest of the Cuurch
did not abate on our departure, In our
speedy and prosperous voyage and.com-

a single copy of the News of the Owreh-
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es, has heen received. Mr. Inglis has
not received full sots cither, but his re-
turn is much more complete. than mine.
.« « « You will he thinking, since
you wrote us in Tchruary, that there
was need of your adviee in regard to
the frequency of ow, communicatins.
We have not written as ofien as we
ough, and we have nor Leen favorably
situated for getting our letters, w .en
written,forwarded. — As you are already
aware, our means of communication
with the great world are not the most
perfec . We lave, =0 far asI know,
oppurtunities of semding  letters for
Great Britain by way of Sydney, of
Ching, and of New Zealand.,  All.those
we receive in return gome by Sydney,
and theuce cither direct to this group,
or-by way of New Caledonia. We have
fisst of all, sandel-woud vessels, and of
these either suchius are employed in
the collection of that woud on the dif-
fereut islands, and depositing it at the
head statious, or those empluyed in ta-
Ring-it to S dney, or more generally to-
Clina; or those empluyed in supplying
tho stores attaced to the stutions, Then
we have whalers,-calling for a day or
two, t effect sowe repurs, or procure
fresh supolics. Then we hase w man-
of-war, perhaps onue in the twelve
months, making the tour of the group
and then returning to Syduey. Lastly,
we have the mission vessels, the Joka
Williamns and the Southern Cross. The
fermer calls unve in the year, in the
months of July, August, and September,
for three years in suceession, and ig
then absent fur two yvears in England;
the latfer calls ome and sumetimes
twice in the year. asuut the months of
April and May, aud egawm in Septem-
ber, on her way to or from New Zeal-
and. At the clse of the hurricane
season, which lasis frum December to
April, the sandal-woud vessels and
the whalers come vu of their retreats
and-commence their crulse for the sea-
son. About the same time, we may
have & vessel for Ctoan. TIn July or
August, we mny bave a man-of-war-and
‘the John Williams, s« a month later
the Southern Cross. By all these we
may receive letters, tug few of them
affora.au opy-riunity of sending &n im-
-médiate veply The sand:d wooders
andewhalers erdse (1] the end-of the
year. Yhe John Willianis does. not
reacl Sydney fir sevew months, after
Yisiting-this group, dind the Southern

i
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Cross arrives in New Zealand perhaps
three months aftec touching here. Till
the month of July we have only the
chance of a vessel going to China;
about that time we may have the man—
of-war, reaching Syduney in two munths.
At the cluse of the season epportunities
again arc more frequent,  As there is
no sandal-woud on Tana, the postal
arrangements are more impevfect there
than on Auweitcum and Erromauga.
Often you may bLaye letters from tkis
island sent from Tana, . . . .
can see that the news of Mrs. Paton’s
death will surprise you allj perhaps as
much as it did those who wituessed it.
I had no idea that we were so svon to
become familiar with death, or‘that we
should Le called to make the house thas
is dark and duvrless, aud perform the
hasty sepulture of the tropics.

Perhaps you would state to the Mis-
sionary Committee the substance of
what follows. In your Jétter, I think
you said if there was -any newspaper
that we wished, the Committee would
supply it. I have not seen Mr. Paton
80 as_to ascertoinchig:mind. on the sub-
ject.  So faras I am.concerned, I would
take it as a favor if the Beacon, former-
1y called the Christian Times, were sent
out. 1 have scen some numbers of i
here. In future with your permission
and that of the Committee, L. shall en-
close all my letters to you. This I
would liko to du, to make an sure as
possible of their not going astray. The
expense for home and foreign pustago
will amount tospinething ; but perhaps
the Church wili not lose niuch after all,

LETTER FROM MR. PATON.

Port Resolution, Tana,
New Hebrides, October 14, 1859.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—Your letter, of
date Oct. 30, 1858, reached me in the
end of August, enclosed with the first
letters from home received on thisisland.
Y am sorry to hear of the death of our
much esteemed brother, Mr. Glendin-
ning. e was a pious, able, and devo-
ted student; and, as God has called him
te his ninistry above, to us who remain
it gisves another solemn warning, which
we cught to hmprove. It gave us much
pleasure to her of the success of our
other fellow-students, and that some of
them ave still decided in their desires
to be prepared for, and engaged in, this
work. May the wise disposer of all
things influence tleir hearts, richly
qualify them for his work, and guide
many of them to these islands where
thousands are perishing in heathenism,
and where the lauourers are so very
faw.

Since you received our last letter, our
infant mission on Tana has Leen severe-
Iy tried, and owing to the prejudices of
the people, by those very things of which
they were most afraid, and therefure
calculated to do it most injury. But
by the biessing of God we are still per-
mitted to remain among them, and
though one day brings its troubles, an—
other Yrings its pleasures, as we try to
prosecute the work, in hope of better
things.

The people were getting a little over
their fears reg rding the deaths of my
dear departed, when, in the end of May,
Nowbhat, an old chief from Aneiteum,
who was much respected s Tana, came
here on a visit, took very ill, and died
a few days after his return to Aneiteum.
When the account of his death reached
this, on the st of July, the natives be-
eame much excited, and ascribed his
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desth to Christianity and our residence
among them ; consequently they resol-
ved to burnour house and property, and
send us away, or take our lives. No-
what’s brother had come from Anei-
teum to sreak with the Tanese regard-
ing his death, &c., but, unfortunately,
hecould not speak their language, and
our teachers were so much afraid of
personal injury, that roneof them would
accompany him as interpreters. He
was confined with ague and fever the
next day after he landed, and though
the Jokn Knox remained for eight days,
he was still unable to speak to our peo-
ple; therefore his visit did us much
injury. Now the Tanese became infu-
riated, ‘or this visitation seemed to
them proof positive that we were the
cause of all their troubles. Atthe same
time, a great amount of sickness pre-
vailed in and around the harbor, while
inland and all along the weathier side of
the island the people were represented
as enjoying goud health. Meet'ng af-
ter meeting was now ealled, exciting
sneeches were delivered, and  feasts
were prepared, for which many of their
wives and daughters were killed and
cooked, and everything was done to
unite them in secking our destrue ion.
One Sabbath morning, at the close of
worship, we heard what was said to he
the dying shrieks of two women; other
three came to us, and in tears implored
us to save them from heing killed by
their husbande. Bat, alas! we eould
not interfere, for ull our teachers and
some of the Tanese said if we did so,
we would all at once lose our lives, as
the people were much excited. Seven
or eight inland girls also came, and re-
mained sitting in front of our house all
day, and said they were afraid to go
home for all the men were fighging the
women, and killing them. With the
exception of Nowan, an old chiet, who
remained friendly, pro.esting against
the conduct of the others, refusing to
attend their meetings, and constantly
warning ug at every approaching dap-
ger, the inhabitants for miles round
seemed to be united in seeking our de-
struction. A large meeling was now
called to put their designs into execu-
tion. This meeting resolved first to kill
Nowan and his family, because he fa-
vored us, then the Aneiteum teachers
and me, and lastly the trader who re-
sides an ong them, for fear he should
make known the principal men in car-
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rying out their purpose. Just as the
meeting was ahout to close, one chicf,
who had kept silent, but apparently
gone along with the others so fur, stood
up in the presence of all, “The man, or
party of men, that kills the Aneiteum
people and Misi, will have to kill me
and my people first, for I am determin-
ed to protect them.” Another chief
now made the same unhesitating dec-
Jaration, which broke up the meeting
and frustrated all their designs. The
two chiefs who Defriended us lived
nearly four miles inland, and were the
last to whom we would have thought of
looking for protection; fur as their pow-
er chiefly congisted in disease-making,
they were always considered among our
worst enemies. A brother of the chief
who spoke first, was ounce severely
wounded in an engagement ; I dressed
his wounds, and attended him till he
recovered, which might perhaps influ-
ence the chief a little in our favor; but
in this ease, as in many others, God
clearly biiternosed on our hehalf,  That
was aduy of much anxiety tons all,
«and you may think of our joy and grat
itude when we heard of the result. But,
alas { another very trying visitation was
at haud.

Ou Monday the 8th of August, one of
my teackers (who had gone round to
Mr. Mathesn’s station on the previous
Monday) took ill, and died next day.
On the lollowing day, the other teuch-
ers returi ed with the sorrowful news,
Soon alter he took ill, they say he said,
“I will never return to Port Resolution
or see Misiaga o, but I am very happy,
for [ fuve Jesus very great, and am gn-
ing to see Jesus.”  This good man was
much respected by the Tanese, spake
their language well, and, being very
active. he was a great bhelp to mein
the work ; so that his death is a loss to
our missipn. Great alarm now prevail-
ad amaong the natives, who were very
insolent and ill to manage, again and
again demanding me to tell the cause
of his death, &c. Finding it impussible
to reason with t"em, I asked a large

arty to tell me what was the cause,
or, asthey blamed me, I might as
Justly ascribe all our trouble and death
to them. On hearing this, they were
much afraid, and left the house; but
after a few days’ consultation, they re-
turned, saying, that they did not now
blame me for their trouble and for their
deaths, but thata bushman had got
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something belonging to them and me,
which he had thrown into the volcano,
and consequently caused all our troub-
les. Another chief and his party as-
serted their innocence, and said, the
“Aurumum,” or evil spirit of Tana,
which they all fear anc worship, was
the cause of all our troubles, for he
knew that if they became worshippers
of Jehovah, they would not continue to
fear him, and present him with the first
and best of their food, &c., as thoy and
their fathers had always done, and
therefore he was angry with us all.  In
vain I tried to reason with them about
the supnosed causes of our sickness, hut
since that time they have given me
very little trouble. As a whole they
are much more friendly of late, but as
very little makes them either friends or
foes, we cannot yet put confidence in
them.

Muny of the men continue to abuse
and heat their wives dreadfully with
the r elubs. T spoke very decidedly
against the conducet of one man, who
heat his wife severely in front ot war
house, ard al-o a widow who offered to
protect her.  On the following day be
came with an armed party as if toin-
timidate me, but again I condemned his
conduct ; at first he appeared angry,
but at last e laid down his e¢lub, and
sat down, say.ng it was very bad, but
he woul« not do it again.

Buoth in public and private, T embra~
ced every opportunity of speaking
against the abuse of women, and the
strangling of women on the death of
their husbands, and working on the
Sabbath day. At length ten chiefs
agreed not to beat their wives, not to
strangle women, and unot to work on
Sabhath in futare, and to do all they
could to put down these practices among
their people, but, except in war ques-
tions, a chief has very little power on
Tana,

The war, which was creating much
excitement when I wrote you last, pas-
sed over with two or three deaths, and
we bave had no general engagements
since. T hope such scenes of war are
nearly closed on Tana, for I have suc-
ceeded in getting twenty chiefs to1csolve
not to fight but on the defensive in fu-
ture, and in the midst of much vrovoca-
tion, they are keeping firm to their res-
olution.

Of late a few men, who appear afraid
to be seen coming during the day have

come at night, and atter making the
door fast, and sceing that the wiadows
were blinded so that they could not he
observed from the outside, they have
continued for an hour or so, asking
questions ahout the new relizion.  One
chief has come 1epeatedly in this way.,
and says he woulidbecome an “Awfuske”
man (Chris'ian) were 1t not for th.e rid-
icule and persecution that would be
sure to follow,

The wife of a chief died aliout three
weeks ago, and he went to the tr der,
purchased calico, and came to me for
tape, saying, he was going to dress her
corpse as he had scen my dear wife’s,
after being dressed, and that he was
going to make her a grave like Mrs.
Paton’s. Being overcnme by the man’s
unaffected story (for if he could have
procured the tape clsewhere he would
not have come to me,) I offered to at-
tend the funeral, but he objected, say-
ing, if I went all the people would rot
attend. Nowan was going to make
worship, and s it was the first Tana
faneral of the kinc, they wanted all the
people of the district to be present. The
idea of the resurrection of the body bas
filled the natires here with great won-
der; and led tothis funeral, and to many
questions being asked regarding the
dead.

We continue to conduct public wor-
ship as formerly stated, but vur attend-
ance is often very small. A few Sub-
baths ago. we had sometimes no Tanese
at worship, and frequently not more
than two or three. Lust Sabbath seven
men, five women, and four children
were present. Ilere the people are
beginning to show a desire for clothing,
T have had many applications for men’s
strong wearing shirts, but haviug none
for the present, they are satisficd with
two yards of calico, which they sleep
under, and semetimes tie round their
Yoing when they visit the mission house.
The wemen are eager to obtain ahout
two yards of calico f{or each, which they
also sleep in, and wear as a scarf some-
times when they visit us and when they
come to worship. But now, Iam for-
ced to deal it out sparingly, as my sup-
ply is sure to Le exhausted before I can
pussibly get more. The women’s na-
tive petticoats, if enlarged, ‘o very well
for them, s0 hat a skort gown, or ahout
twa yards of cloth, is all that they will
require from us, and for the men any-
thing in the shape ef clothing will be
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useful, thougl’a shirt or two yards of
cloth are all that is necessary,

On the 30th August, we had a visis
of II. B. M/’s ship Cordeliv. Captain
Vernon having heard of cur difficulties
on Tana, came ashme as soon as the
ship had cast ancher, and very kindly
offered to do anything for we in his
power. Dut as my diflicultics were
connected with my work, and the prej-
udices of the neople, T did not see :.ow
he could well interfere ; but at his re-
quest, I sent a general invitation to the
chiefs to mcet him next morning at the
mission house.  The women and chil-
dren were all sent off to the bush to he
cut of danger, and immediately after
daybreak our house was crowded with
armed men who were much afraid. At
the hour appointed, 10 i. m., twenty
chiefs were scated i cur house with
ilie Captain, who spent abuove an hour
giving them many very judicious acvi-
ces, all caleulated to advauce the inter—
ests, of our work, and make my position
more sufe among them. They made
many fair promisas, and scemed much
pleased with the Captain, who was very
kind to them. 1 fee! grateful to Cuvo~
tain Vernon for his kind disinterested
visit and advice, which, with the divine
blessing, can rearcely fail to dous good.

On the 31st September, the Bishop of
New Zealand, and the Rev. d. C. Pat-
terson, called here. They saw Mrs.
Paton on Aneitenm last year, and were
much affected at ker loss. The ecod
Bishop very kindly offered to take me
to Aneiteum, or to Erumango, or with
him in his seven wecks’ trip round the
islands, or to New Zealand for a0 few
months’ tor the benfit of my healih.—
But having given my reaxonz for not
being able to accept of any of Lis kind
offers, he expressed hmself as being
satisfied with them, amd alter shewing
me the greatest kinduess und symputhy,
they left for Ecumanga. I felt much
comforted by their visit, and shall now
Jook for its return with great vleasure,

On Wednesday last, the John 17il-
Liums arrived with Messes Turner, In-
glis, Baker, and McFarlxne on hoard.
I had much pleasure in meeting these
dear friends, and felt sorry at thelr de-
parture. They urged me t) take a trip
round the islands with them, andin
about three wecks they would leave
mo o1 Aneiteum, when they returned
for Mr. and Mrs. Inglis, and Mr., Ged-
die’s children. But asa bush party

killed onc of our natives-last week, and
soverely injured other two with thelr
clubs, T feared a_general war in re-
venge if I left, for I ‘have much difficul-
ty in preserving peace. The urgent
nature of my work also required thatno
‘time should be lost. The Jokn PPilliams
brought me -wood for » chureli from
Aueciteum.  ‘These three visits suceeed-

on Wednesday.mnd the “John Knox”
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was back here on Thursday. We
learned that Navacka’s people on Fo-
tuna had becomne very impatient about
him. ‘Lhey thought he must have been
killed by the people of Aneiteum ; and
they were concocting a plan for killing
Waihit, one of our Aneiteum teachers,
to revenge the supposed death of Na-
vacka. As soon as Waihit became
aware ot their intentions, he fled across
the island to Spau, where our other
teachers are residing. Here he and one
of the teachers, Filip, arranged to leave
Fotuna in a canoe, and make for Anei-
teum in scarch of Navaeka. Had they
done so, the likelihood is that they
would have heen lost. It is in coming
to this island from Fotuna and Tana
that most of the canoes have heen lost.
The south and south-east winds which
carry vessels to Fotuna and Tana, are
in general steady winds; but the north-
east and north-west winds, which blow
respectively frem Fotuna and Tana to
Aneciteam, are unstendy winds; and
although canoesleave these islands with
a fair wing, the wind frequestly eithar
dies away or changes before they can
reach this island, and the porr natives
sink into a watery grave. Very provi-
dentially, however, as Waihit and Filip
were preparing to launch their cauoe,
the “John Knox” was seen approaching
the istand, and Navaeka and his party
were soon in the midst of their friends.
Wher Navacka heard of the intentions
of is peaple, he was very angy with
thew, and reproved them most severely.
Asd tirez, ssuecially when they saw the
presents woneh hie had reeeived from
the saives o, Aneiteum, felt humbled
and cresdly ashamed. Alas! how un-
reflecit i aned anpulsive towards evil,
are the paors darh-learted, degraded
heatiien! tn a fitof impaticnee or anger
they vautd destroy their best friends.—
Tiey have th - strong passions of men,
but these are guided and restrained og-
ly by the weak and unespanded intel-
lects of children, while the power of
conscieace is nearly suspended.

Sep. 24— Vovace To Taxa.—On
Snbbath last, the 19th inst, Mrs. Geddie
was safely delivered of a daughter;
mother and chiid are both doing well.
As the frame of the house was complet-
ed, and as the addition to our house
was now habitable, it was arranged that
I should proceed to Tanz with a party
of natives, to finish the house at Port
Resolution, und set up the frame of the
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house at the south station ; Mesers, Pat-
on and Copeland to accompany me and
examine the new stations. On Tuesday
evening we sailed irom my station for
Tana. As the sea was smooth and the
wind fair, we took Mr. Copeland’s boat
in tow, filled with flooring boards. Mr
Copeland took charge ot the boat; Mr.
Paton and I went in the capacity of
“sleeping partners”in the “John Knox.”
At daylight we were off the south-east
point of Tana. We had a fine view of
this part of the island from the sea;
there is no outer reef to protect the land,
hence the coast is bold and rugged.—
After a very narrow strip of land, in
some parts inhabited, in others not, the
land rises abruptly from one ‘to two
hundred feet; bevond this for some
miles is undulating table land. It is
chiefly on these slopes that the natives
live and cultivate their plantations, The
soil is rich and the country well water-
ed. From the shore to the summit of
tiie mountains, all is one dense green
unbroken mass of vegetation.  In point
of tertility and the appearances of popu-
lation, there is nothung to be scen like
it on Aneiteum.

As we wished to examine the south
station, before proceeding to the cast
station at Porl Resolution, Messys Pa-
ton, Copeland, and 1 iuuk to the hoat,
and sent Mr  Auderson, the sailing
master of the “John Kuox,” round to
Port Resvlution with the schoaner, to
discharge a cargo of wood for the house,
and to await our arrival. There is no
anchorage for vessels on the south ¢ mst,
but there are two baat harbors, ane at
Anakamera, and the other at Umaia-
hau, about three miles nearer Port Res-
olution. We proceeded to Anakainera,
intending to call and examine the har-
bor of Umaiahau as we proceeded to
Purt Resolution.  We found a good
boat harbor at Anakamera; the en—
trance, however, is narrow, and 1t re-
quires the person steering the boat to
keep « sharp look out. We anchored
our boat in the harbor. The most of
our teachers, having seen us approach~
ing, met us on the shore, and the na-
tives appeared all friendly. We pro-
ceeded to the teacher’s house at Umair-
arckar, at the estremity of the bay,
about a mile distant. We intended to
examine the stations uccupied by the
teachers, select a site for the mission
house, and proceed to Post Resolution,
if possible, that day. We had scarcely
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got ashore, however, before it began to
drizzle, and finally to rain heavily. We
left the house of Wansafe, the teacher
of Umairarekar, and proceeded to Aan-
uikaraka, where Yaresi and Namaka
are the two principal chiefs, and where
Talip and Yaufuti, our first two teach-
erson Tana, are settled. Ilere we were
obliged to remain and spend the day
with the teachers and the natives, and
also next day till about non. But our
time was not lost; we obtained much
valuable information from and through
the teachers. Five chiefs from a dis-
tance came to visit us; two of them
would not have ventured among the
natives of Anuikaraka unless we had
been there, but they thought themselves
safe on our account. The natives were
quite delighted with our visit. The
teachers told us that the people were
beginning to chide Yaresi and Namaka,
and accuse them of telling lies, as they
had always been saying to them thata
missionary was coming to live among
them, hut one had never come; now,
however, the people were asham>d of
their iapaticuce, and the hearis of the
two chiefs were glad.

As soon as the rain cease.l, we set off
to examine the boat harbor of Umaia-
bhau. This harbor we toend, as a whole,
to he greatly inferior to the harbor a$
Anakamera; and besides this, the
patives in this neighbourbood are much
less  advanced in the knowledee of
Christianity, and care less about a
missionary, thar in the ncighhourhood
of the other harbor. As all supplies
must be brought to the missionary by
sea, it is uecessary that the mission.
house be near onc or other ot these
harbors.  After examinivg Loth, we
felt little difficalty in deciding that
Anakamera was greaily preferable to
Umaiahan. In the afternoon we return-
ed to Anakamera, to ix upon q site for
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the mission house, While there, a
sindal-wood vessel that was passing
along the coast, sent in two boats to
trade with the natives. The teachers
told us that the usual practice with such
traders was to remain io their boats
outside the reef which forms the har-
bor, and to allow the natives to go out
to them in their canoes, and sell what
they wished to dispose of. In this way
they had plenty of sea room, and
could easily pull off with their boats in
case of any danger heing apprchended
from the natives. But seeing our boat
lying safely at anchor, and us standing
on the shore, the two boats pushed
boldly inta the harbor. Inthisinstance
Christianity had taken the lead of com-
merce. But in the true-spiritiof brag-
gadocio, where no danger was “appre~
hended, one of the wen, whom I had
seen on Aneiteum beford; ¢hdie to usg

oxamining ber faith, hut at the same
time I had several striking proofs of its
life. A fortnight ago I had an inter—
view with some of the most learned
Greeks of the place, and our object was
to have a debate on religious snbjeets.
The authority of the Fathers, the terms
of jus ification, and muny other topics
of great mument, kept us up rather
late. Tuphemia, or Mrs Demitrius—
for this is the name of the abore men—
tioned lady—was present. Daring our
debate more than once she came and
whispered in my ea, ¢ Mr Constanti-
nides, shall we h.ve no prayer this
evening ?”’  ““Yes,” replied I, “when
we shall have done with this subject.”
An bour had passed already and we
had .not done yet, and Euphemia came
again asking auxiounsly the sime ques-
tion. So earnest was she about having
prayers that she prevailed on us to
nterrupt our conversation and engage
in the most slemn duties of the evening.
On Thursday evening, after thelecture,
some of the people generally remain,
and we practice in sacred music. Last
Thursday cvening circumstances didnot
permit us to have the singing class, and
a8 the people were going away I said
to one of them, *“Tam sorry I shall
have to pass this cvening alone.”—
Euphemia, who kappened to stand by
amf heard my complaint, “Mr Constan-
tinides,” she whispered,“‘you will not be
alone.”” “ But you are =1l going away,”
said I. She looked up to me very
gravely, and in & low and very grave
voice “ Cbris. will abide with you,”
she replied. It was very encouraging.
She has succeeded in bringing back her
husband, who 1s as carnest and as
serious as she. Ile has heen oducated
at Athens Ly the Rev. Dr. King, the
Awmerican missionary. e wasintend-
ed for this work, and he is very earncest
to give up all his worldly ywespects,
and if possible, to engage n it again,
ouly that he might huild up again the
work he has almost destreyed.

On Snbbath last one of the wealthiest
and most influential men of Brusa was

and through fznorance he had fived on
the holy day for iis own. 1Iehal sent
invitatious to the Turkish Pacha, the
Governor, aii itie Foreign Consuls, and
the Greek Lishiop, whom be wished to
bo a sinple wtnass,  After e had
arranged everything he told me of what
he had done and of his carnest desire
that I should perform  the ceremony.—
“Alas!” said 1, © Subbath is the only
duy I cavnot, [ may not, I dave not,
marry you.””  * Why did you not tell
me before?”” asked sorrowlully the no-
ble Greek, “I would gladly have fixed
on any day yen would chogse.” [ am
very sorry,” said I, “but now we can-
not help it.” “And what shall I do
now?” asked the bewildered gentleman
“my only recourse is to o Mohamedan
imam, shall I be reduced to that? a
Greck—a Roman Catholic—priest shall
never marry me.” “The day of the
Lord is holy,” said I “and you know
that I could not break the Sabbath even
were it for the sake of the great Sul-
tan””  There is an Arnienian Protest-
ant, pastor at Brusa, who with some
difficulty consented to marry him. But
a3 this Greek gentleman is anxious ‘to
become a Protestant, and both he and
his wife to become members of our
Church, and as there were present so
many great men, after all L am glad
that the good pastor married my friend
and took the opportanity to speak a few
words to that noble assembly of Greeks
and Mohamedans.

Our school here is flourishing. We
have about sixty pupils, but beth our
place aud our means are limited and I
was obliged to refuse several applica-
tions. The work Leforo me is mcre
than I can overtake, and God has pro-
vided several very qualified young men
who could lielp me. We want only the
wmeans, and I feel as if you could not
refuse all the help you could offer.—
There is 2 fine voung Greek whe hes
Jjust finished his theoiogical studics at
the Malta College. Ile is from Domir-
desh, and I think we should station him
s 4 preacher here as soon a8 possibly.,
I must not Jeave Brusa and negleci ot
noble friend and his family. ~ Besides
this fawily there are several other Pro~

testants at Brusa, and I am sure, conld
we take advantage of this opportinity
aud of the encouragement the Ford
gires us, we might plant one of.the
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most influential Protestant Churches
throughout the whole of Turkey in
Brusa. There is no man wealthier and
more influential among the Protestants
of Turkey than my recent friend. I
close this letter with the words of a
French Roman Catholic who spoke with
me on the sebject at Brusa the other
day. “Why are you alone here?”’ said
he, *“The Saviour sent his disciples’two
and two. Itishigh time that some of
you should come out. Qur preachers
always go forth by two. ZJell your
Church that they should now stretch
every nerve ! .

Just three months ago T Lad received
£36 from a namber of ladies from
Scotland, with which [ opened  and
eavried out hitherto & ¢ schouol at De~
mirdesh,  These Iadles theught they
might raise about £30 a year for the
support of a teactier at Demirdesh, but
1 have spent some £20 out of the sum
tbey had sent me in opening the school.
I hope you will pay these expenses, and
they will continue to support the teacher.
Demirdesh is the support of our missior,
and I think we should do all in our
power to maintain the school there. If
you could not gfford the expense of open-
ing that school 1 will pay it oui of my
own salary, only let the school go on.—
I think you should give up the idea of
having a school at Constantinople just
now, and try to maintain the Demirdesh
mission. 1 hope I bave done nothing
against the mind of the Ccmmittee, as
T have always acted atter I had consult-
ed both the Rev. Mr. Thomson and my
American friends here.

There is a fine young mau here who
was once a monk, afterwards was con—
verted at Jerusalem, studied with me
at the Malta College, was recently en-
gaged as o colporteur here by a mie-

*
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sionary of the Church of England to the
Mohamedans, and is now very anxious
to Iabour among his nation. The Rer.
Dr. Pheander, bis employ®r, asked me
o recommend him to you, and Ido it
with delight, for I know that he is a
man who would help our mission might-
I must have him as a fellow-
labourer, and I will write to other
friends also, both in Scotland and in
Malta; perhape they might help in
supporting hira. Every one’s opinion
here is that this man should work jn
our mission. .

I must return to Demirdesh and
stay some time there, but it is evident
to you that I caunot continue long
there.  Constantinople is the chief
place, and whenever I leave it I am
very anxicus about it. My people
here cannot let me go, zad I see with
regret a few fulling Dack already.—
We must station & preacher at Demir-
desh, and we mu st get a house wherein
I may preach here, :

You say nothing in youor letter
about the publication of any religious

vooks. We have no hooks for our
scheol. I hope you will not dishearten
us

The Church cof Scotland has sent a
missionary for the Greeks and Jews
here, accompanied with a school teacher
from Scotland and a young preacher
from Greece. They have rented a large
house already, wherein they are 1o
bave a school and to preach in Greek
on every Sabbath. I hope they may
prosper in the arduous work, but a
school for Greeks and Jews together
every one here who has the least
experience in these matters well knows
could never succeed. We should have
a school and a place wherein we might
preach in Pera, and then I am sure we
might expect great things. But remem-
ber our Demirdesh school, and let me
not be obliged to shut it up and des-
troy my work when it has reached to
suzh an eminent height. :

EWS OF THE CHURCH.
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MEETING OF THE CONMITYRES ON UNION.'

Wo are. gratified to Jearn: thiat the :

Joint Committee of the Presbﬁ&ian
Church of this Province liave met dux-

ing the past week.and got umfecwi{y
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throungh with the matters brought be-
fore them, so that we are able o assure
our readers that the prospects of an
carly consummation of the Union were
never more promising, than at the pres-
‘ent moment.

The Committees met in Pouplar Grove
Church on Wednesday evening, the Tth
inst., at 8 o’clock. Present—Rev. Pro-
fessor King, Rev. Dr. McLeod and Rev
Mr. McKuight on the part of the Free
Church, and Rev. Professor Ross, Rev.
Messrs. Murdoch, McCulloch, Bayne,
Sedgewick and McGregor, and Messrs,
D. McCurdy and C. Robson, Ruling
Elders, of the Presbyterian Church of
Nova Scotia.

A good part of the evening was occu-
pied in reading the Minutes of the
Joint Commitices for 1858—9, together
with Minutes of both Synods on this
subjeet, aud in general con{"?rence on
topics suggested by the reading of the

- Minutes.

On Thursday the meetings were con-
tinued in the hasement of the same
Chureh, from 11 o’clock a. ». to "10
o’clock r. ., (adjo: rnments {for meals
excepted,) Rev. J. Bayne in the chair.
The Conveners of the respective Com-
mittees laid before the meeting the re-
ports of Presbyteries and Sessions as
forwarded to them by Clerks of Pres-
byteries, from which it appeared that
all the Sessions of the Presbyterian
Church of Nova Scotin which had re-

stied (and in some Presbyteries every
Sess:on had done so) were favorable.—
The Sessions of the Free Church have
very generally forwarded reports, near-
all favorable, and with few exceptions
unanimous. We have not been fur-
nished with the details, which of course.
will bé fully laid before the Synods in
Juue, but the Committces feel that they
wero called to record their gratification
at finding the expression of opinion so
favorable, and, in most cases, entirely
ungnimous.

Some time was occupied by the res-
olution of the Synod of the Presbyterian
Church of Nova Scotia passed st their
laat meeting, declaring itto be ““the
right aud duty ot Scssions to exclude
from Church fellowship, after faithful
desling, those who peraist in. the orili-
nary traffic in intoxicating drinks,” as
‘baing, in the opinion of some, the in-
teoduction of & new term of communion,

“siace the commencement of negtiations,
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and therefore involving a difficulty in
the way of a harmonious consummation.
Mutual explanations ensued, when it
uppeared that the understanding of the
C mmittees was, that nothiug wus to
be- considered binding on the United
Body but the Basis of Union and the
relative documents, as theso have been
agreed te by Preshyteries and Sessjons.

A Committee was appointed to pro-
cdre Legislative provision, if necessary,
for the security of congregational and
Church property ; and tlie Professors
of the Seminaries were requested to
prepare a statement of the course of
study to be pursued in the secnlar Go-
partment of the Seminary to be conduct-
ed, probably, in Trure, wi | sugrestions
ay to the division of lubhouny among the
Prefessors, to repirt ta the doint Com-
mittees in timeto enable them to hold
a meeting before the a~sembling of
nod.

Can the Committees reconmmend that
tho Union be consummated this year?
If so, will they yecommend that the
time shall ke at” the S n.d meetings in
June? This was folt to be the great
question.  All the members concurred

Sy-

-in the opinion that on a subject of such

great importance to the interests of ro
ligion and Presbyterianism, while all
unnecessary delay should be avoided,
undue precipitancy should bé shunned
with equal care.” The Committees,
hewever, agreed. unanimously to record
their convictisns that tho state of the
negotiations and the reports from Ses-
sions are such, that they are of opinion
that the Synods, at therr approaching
meetings in June, will bein o position -
to make arrangements for baving the
Union consummated at a special session,
convened for that purpose, in the au-
tumn or fall of 1860, and agree to o~
commend accordingly. ‘

‘We bave heard and now record this
intelligence with great satisfaction, and
in this joyful feeling we know that our
readers generally will participate. Wi

will live inthe expectation of seeing
the Consummation of this Union, and
the celebration of the Tyi-centenary of
the Scottish . Reformation fixed for the
same week, and, should this expectation
be realized, that week will be one lovg
to be remembered in the religious and
