THREE THINGS.

In the eleventh chapter of John we find
at least three things concerning Christ.
We have His death foretold , His love pro-
claimed ; and His power manifested.

In verse 5x we have Caiaphas giving his
cvil counsel, and declaring it to be ex-
pedicnt that one man should. die for the
people. The wily counsellor did not in-
tend to proclaim the death of Christ. Vet
he proclaimed it; for in the eternal counsels
of God it was expedient that one Man
should die for the people. The policy of
Caiaphas was carried out; ané “one Man”
—the Man Christ Jesus—dicd for the
people. Yet no man took His life from
Him. Helaid it down—a willing sacrifice,
that you, reader, and I should not perish,
but have everlasting life.

In verse 36 we hear the onlookers say:
“Behold, how He lovéd Him!” Here we
have the love of Christ proclaimed. He
is standing by the grave where Lazarus
sleeps—to all appearance his long, last
sleep. And as He stands, He weeps.
What a great fountain of sympathy is there!
Even the cold, unfriendly Jews are com-
pelled to exclaim, “Behold, what love!”
They did notintend to become preachers;
yet they preached. They proclaimed the
love of Jesus. Enemies foretell His death
—enemies proclaim His love. Strange wit-
nesses' Yet we accept their testimony.
When an admission of Jesus’ love is drawn
from the reluctant lips of His enemies, then
we may be assured that His love was great
indeed. Reader, 2 Saviour of love is the
Saviour now preseated to you—a loving,
sympathizing Jesus. But He ismore He
is a Saviour of a/mighty power as well as of
infinite love. In verses 43 and 44 we be-
hold His power. Hear these words, “Laz-
arus, come forth?’ No sooner has He
spoken than the grave delivers up its dead,
Lazarus comes forth. What power is there!
This is the Saviour you need, unsaved
one—a Saviour possessed cof infinite love
and almighty power. A Saviour of Tove
alone would not avail you ; for love alone,
while willing to save you, might not be
able to save you.

ST. MATTHEW'’S AN EMMANUEL

BOTH MAKE A SATISFACTORY SHOWING
AT THEIR ANNUAL MEETINGS.

ST. MATTHEW'S.

There were present at the vestry meet-
ing on Easter Monday evening: Rev. W.
M. Seaborn in the chair, Messrs Clark,
Oxley, Coutier, Stratfold, Jean, Chadwick,
Phillips, Isaac, Lapthorn, Percival, Min-
hinnick, Murch, Henshaw, Lawson, and
Mr. Spicknell, Secretary.

The Church Wardens’ report showed a
balance of $105.x5. Salaries and current
expenses had been paid to date, .

Of the amount on hand $47 surplus of
the proceeds of the social held in February
had been appropriated to the Building

Fund, but considering the satisfactory

financial position of the Church and the
bright prospects of the future it was decid-
ed to instruct the Wardens to pay off
$100. This leaves $400 yet to raise -and
@ hope was expressed that a strenuous ef-
fort on the part ofall interested would
result, the coming fall, in frecing the
church entirley frem debt.

Mrs. Gray was retained as organist and
Mr. Murch as sexton thesalary of each
being increased by ten dollars per annum.

The question of the deficiency of $25 in
the pastor’s salary which had been over-
looked for some time was brought up and
Mr. Seaborn retiring Mr. Clark took the
chair,

At the suggestion of Mr. Quick, it was
decided to raise the amount among those
present and the suggestion was met by
suck a hearty response that the amount
was at once collected and handed to the
pastor during the evening

It was further decided to continue the
adding of this extra $25 each year to the
pastor’s salary, that being St. Matthew's
share of the amount deducted from the
Mission Grant.

A discussion afterwards took place as to
the advisability of raising the pastor’s
salary twe hundred dollats and asking him
to give all his attention to St. Matthew’s,
The sentiment of the meeting was n favor
of this change, the fact being mentioned
that Mr. Seaborn had the most work for
the least pay of any of the Episcopal Clergy
of the city. This was largely due to the
Reverend gentleman’s own disposition in
regard to money matters, he at no time
resorting to tactics calculated to better
himself financially. Those present con-
cluded that it would be well to find out
what action the Synod would take as to
continuing the full amount of the grant if
Emmanuel were cut off from the Parish
and a special meeting will be held later to
consider the matter.

Messts Isaac, Phillips and Jean were
appointed auditors to receive last year's ac-
counts. Mr. Stratfold was appointedauditor
for the coming year.

On motion of Mr. Clark seconded by
Mr. Minhinnick it was decided to present
the Vestry book to each of the members
of the congregation in order to give all an
opportunity of adding their names to the
list of those subscribing by the envelope
system.

The resuit of the elecon of officers will
be found in first column.

Votes of thanks were tenderd Mr. Oxley
the retiring warden, Mr. GardenertheChoir
Master, and the Choirand Mr. Herbert, the
Superintendent of the Sunday School.

AN INTERESTING DISCUSSION.

——

One of the most interesting features of
our Society’s Meetings is the “Question
Drawer” which has created many lively
though good natured discussions.

In answer to a question asked recently
as to the signification of the word “honor”
as used in the fifth commandment, in the
passage “Fear God: honor the King!” and
in the marriage ceremony, the President
took the novel stand that the word was not
used as a synonym of “respect” but as
equivalent to “be an honor to.” Taking
this view the commands do not refer to
our attitude towards our parents, those in
authority over us, or the one to whom we
are joined in wedlock; but enjoinon us a
proper attitude towards all others in con-
sideration of the position we hold towards
these. Thus freely we might render the
scripture passages: “Live righteously that
you may be an honor to your parents!” and
“Be a good citizen that you may be an
honor to the King” and in the portion of
the marrige ceremony. “Wilt thou be vir-
tuous and thus be an honor to—etc.” The
position is at least quite in accordance with
the spirit of Christianity and seems to
widen the purport of the passages. It
seems more reasonable tuo that we might
look for length of days in return for ex-
ercising our whole active duty towards all
mankind rather than for simply feeling a
respect toward any particular persons.

Mr. Gardener and others opposed the
President’s position in a spirited manner
and it was suggested that the subject be
again referred to when all will have had
more time to consider the question.

The Society will welcome all interested

in the study of the Scriptures at any of its]

meetings trusting that all points will be
considered prayerfully and all discussions
carried on reverently and earnestly. We
hope much profit will be the result.

The meetings of our Society of Christian
Endeavor are creating 2 growing interest
and we have a larger attendance than
many Societies in the larger churches.

Mr. Gardener has given us a very earmn-
est paper on “Qur Pledge,” and Miss
Smith took up the subject of “Forgiving,”
at another meeting and read a very care-
fully prepared paper At our next Mon-
day evening meeting Mr. Depot? will lead
the discussion with a paper on the topic
“Hallowed be Thy Name.”
